Questions by Mike Bentley with contributions from Bruce Arthur

1) In one work titled for this person, she is depicted alongside figures like Margo, Georgia and Dr. Jones.  In a Murray DePillars creation, she is depicted bare-breasted bursting through several cardboard boxes in front of an American flag with Chicago police badges (+) in place of the stars.  Joe Overstreet created a "new" version of this figure, and the story of how she "could do anything she set her mind to", including marrying Big Rufus, (*) was depicted on a series of quilt panels by Faith Ringgold called Who's Afraid of [her].  In another work, she wears a red and white do-rag, holds a mop in her right hand and a gun in her left while standing in front of a black fist.  FTP, identify this character who got her "Liberation" in a Betye Saar work, a "mammy" advertising mascot often seen on syrup bottles.
ANSWER: Aunt Jemima [1]

2) John P. Hussey noted that it was "the most difficult post 16-bit era" game he had ever played, and contended that it was the most polarizing RPG for its system.  Like FFTA2, players acquire items in this game by trading in parts of enemies they've defeated to the shop, and some of its most nefarious enemies are Foedus Obrepit Errabundus or FOEs. (+)  The "fleet footed" survivalist class in this game are essentially rangers, while Dark Hunters (*) make heavy use of status ailments.  Players venture through the Labyrinth forest next to the namesake town, and can keep from getting lost by marking sections of the touch screen.  Published by Atlus and followed up by a sequel subtitled Heroes of Lagaard, FTP, identify this DS dungeon crawler.
ANSWER: Etrian Odyssey (or World Tree Labyrinth) [5]

3) It is unclear if any of its creator's "favorite things" are depicted in it, such as a screenshot of Vincent d'Onofrio turning his head sideways in a scene from Law & Order: Criminal Intent.  It is likely that its creator attempted to hire Brenda Song to reenact her performance on an episode of (+) the Suite Life of Zack and Cody, although more dubious is whether a story arc regarding its creator being given a wrongful neg prize for Atzlan Cup 2006 (*) was perused.  It apparently used "Morning Passages", a track that originally appeared on The Hours by Philip Glass, although it strangely cannot be bought at its creator's The Wrong Box blog.  The "Morning Passages" information was revealed in Tossup 21 of Round 4 of the 2008 Chicago Open Movies Tournament, a question written by its director.  FTP, identify this movie directed by a current Berkeley grad student.
ANSWER: Yogesh Raut's Student Film (accept clear knowledge equivalents and either name; do not accept "The Wrong Box" or "Yogesh Raut's Blog" at any point, as that first clue makes it clear that it is not that since those "favorite things" definitely appear on that blog.) [3]

4) As a direct result of it, Ladislas of Naples lost his control of Sicily to Louis II of Anjou.  In attempt to prevent it from commencing, rival meetings were planned at Aquilea and Perpignan, although this did not stop men like Jean de Charlier de Gerson from attending.  After its judgment was delivered, machinations were launched by Cardinal Cossa (+) to secure an outcome desirable to Peter Philarghi.  The successor to this meeting, called by Emperor Sigismund, condemned John Wycliffe and was the generally more successful Council of Constance.  (*)  Culminating with the election of Alexander V and then John XXIII, FTP, identify this 1409 church council that unsuccessfully tried to end the dual papacy of Gregory XII and Benedict XIII, held at the home city of Galileo.
ANSWER: Council of Pisa [3]


5) To create a more seamless experience, many of these make use of software like Dragon King, MaLa or Fronty.  A page lampooning crappy ones of these objects, "What is this CRAP?", wondered if one of them contained a HAM radio to contact Alaska and if some large holes were for holding strategy guides.  That same site criticized zip-tied "ears" on one of them, and a Legend of Zelda background (+) that seemed to miss the point of them.  Some guy named Travis from Philadelphia bought the one co-created by the question writer, (*) while the Dual Tankstick is used in ones of these where users don't want to create their own controls.  Professionally made ones often appear in commercial venues under names like "UltraCade", and X-Arcade is one of the best places to buy them from.  FTP, identify this objects typically converted from old wooden game structures, used to play a namesake arcade emulator.
ANSWER: MAME Arcade Cabinets (accept equivalents that mention MAME and playing arcade games in a physical structure; note the TTGT11-like ending power with information about the question writer) [3]

6) It contains the statement, "Physician, heal thyself" before referencing another document that twice quotes "Do not sit beside me and complain, you two-faced rogue".  The counterpart to this page on another website contains the text, "And round #1 is under way <ding>", although that was countered by a warning that "fallacious appeals to popularity will not be tolerated".  A person known as "Mensa1960" (+) has warned on this page that s/he will delete anything "that is not strictly factual" before asserting that he took some text directly from either The Road Less Traveled (*) or People of the Lie.  Recently, LonelyBeacon has threatened to stub the accompanying page back to nothing, or to delete that accompanying page altogether because of a lack of reliable sources.  Most recently discussing the actions of TulsaSchoolBoard, FTP, identify this now-deleted page where the merits of the text of a certain entry on a Chip Beall-run "national tournament" were discussed.
ANSWER: NAC Talk Page (or National Academic Championship Talk Page; accept "Discussion" in place of "Talk; do not accept just "NAC Wikipedia Page") [2]

7) This artist was shown "at Work" in a watercolor by El Lissitzky for the Six Tales With Easy Endings series, and Dan Flavin created a monument dedicated to him out of fluorescent light bulbs.  In his capacity as president of the Union of New Tendencies in Art, (+) this man did a stage performance of Khlebnikov's Zangezi poem.  Late in his life he tried to design an almost eponymous "aircycle", while earlier he painted Sailor and 1911's The Fishmonger.  This artist, who had early in his career exhibited with the Jack of Diamonds and Donkey's Tail groups, wrote for the Union of Youth's journal and was put off by Kazimir Malevich's (*) Suprematism style.  The design for one of his best known works contained three metal frames in the form of a cylinder, cube and cone which housed glass structures that rotated independently from each other, a work that was slated to stand some 1300 feet tall.  FTP, identify this Ukrainian Futurist artist behind the planned Monument to the Third International.
ANSWER: Vladimir Tatlin [3]

8) It was preceded by an organization essentially led by ambassador Repnin and named for the town of Radom, while opposition to this group was partially led by forces under Aleksandr Bibikov.  This group's prolonged stand at the Zagorz monastery was in part helped by the military reorganization undertaken by Minister Choiseul, (+) sent by the French government to assist them.  The problems they caused the state allowed for the Kohivshchyna (*) Revolt to take place, and one of their marshals was "The Darling Lord", Karol Stanislaw.  They were eventually put down by Aleksandr Vasilyevich Suvorov at the Battle of Lanckorona, effectively invalidating their dethronement of King Stanislaw II.  Unable to prevent a 1772 partition, FTP, name this group of nobles who sought to defend Catholicism and the independence of Poland.
ANSWER: Bar Confederation (or Confederation of the Bar or Barska Konfederacja) [3]

9) Classical themes were exhibited in his early work, Return of the Sons, although he moved away from that style following the failure of his Achilles and Scamander, leading him to alter The Triumph of Amor.  An infant Christ reaches his arms towards dawn as he awakens in this artist's Rest on the Flight into Egypt, while a child stands on a chair looking out a window at a windmill in his Portrait of Luise Perthes. (+)  In one version of his most famous uncompleted work, an infant rests on a field on the ground while Aurora (*) walks towards the viewer.  A boy dressed in green makes a whipping motion while his sister tows along her little brother underneath some sunflowers in his Portrait of the Huelsenbeck Children, painted in 1805.  FTP, identify this German Romantic artist known for his color theory and uncompleted masterpiece, The Four Times of Day.
ANSWER: Philipp Otto Runge [5]

10) R. Angus Buchanan's biography of this man opens by describing controversy over the removing of a cigar from a famous photograph of him standing in front of a set of giant chains.  His father gained fame for coming up with a way to mechanically produce ship pulleys, and this man would later work with his father on a project spanning from Wapping to Rotherhithe (+) where he was severely injured.  One of his projects failed due to rats consuming the tallow used to lace pipes, dubbed by Devonians as his "Atmospheric Caper".   His flat, two-arched Maidenhead Bridge can be seen in (*) Turner's Rain, Steam and Speed, and he sort of won the "battle of the gauges" by proving wider gauges make for smoother rides.  Also responsible for the Thames Tunnel, FTP, identify this creator of giant ships like the Great Britain and Great Eastern and the engineer of the Great Western Railway.
ANSWER: Isambard Kingdom Brunel [4]

11) One player from this high school was named "artist of the day" at Disney World for his Jackson Pollock-esque coloring of a picture of Mickey and Donald Duck, while another organized the "Ultimate Tournament of Ultimate Dorkdom".  In a post detailing college destinations for next year, one player from this school stated how he probably wouldn't accept an offer to Harvard (+) because he didn't want to play with Papa Chakravarthy or Andy Watkins, while the Quizbowl Wiki lists the interests of another player on this team as being "Oranges, Veronica Mars and Meerkats".  One player from this team has his initials followed by "gangsta4life" (*) as his screenname, and it was formerly coached by Mike Bindis.  Another person from this school placed Abbaad Haider as 10th on a list of the greatest players he'd ever seen in his state, ranked some nine places behind Noah Rahman.  Currently coached by Helen Lindsay, FTP, identify this high school home to Alex Jeffries, Joe Wells and Dan Humphrey, where Bob Kilner used to terrorize people in northeastern Ohio.
ANSWER: Garfield Heights [1]

12) Its protagonist, who eventually confronts the chief villain in the Amazon, could attack much faster than normal through a glitch involving jumping, pressing B, and pressing and releasing the down button.  It was a cover feature for the fifth issue of Nintendo Power, (+) and a novelization of this game for the Worlds of Power series changed the story so that the protagonist's orange-clad father lives at the end rather than being brainwashed and turned into a demon.  Players were repeatedly forced off cliffs and grabbed by eagle talons in the notoriously hard Area 6-2 (*), while in other parts the protagonist visits Walter Smith and falls in love with Irene Law, a CIA agent.  Players can defeat bosses like Bloody Malth, Barbarian and Masked Devil through the main character's "spiritual strength", as well as more traditional weapons like a katana.  FTP, identify this NES game which was revived in a 2004 Tecmo game starring Ryu, known for its extreme difficulty and Sigma expansion pack.
ANSWER: Ninja Gaiden (or Ninja Ryukenden or Shadow Warriors) [1]


13) Alfred Henry Maurer created a cubist portrait of this figure in 1932, while Frank O'Hara wrote about "First Seeing Larry River's" 1953 re-imagining of a famous painting of him at the Museum of Modern Art.  One monument surrounded him with the allegorical figures of "Finance" (+) and "Justice", while he awkwardly stands cross-legged in a yellow suit in a painting by the creator of 1822's The Artist in His Museum.  A moderately well executed painting of this figure was known as the "Vaughan" (*) version, created by the same artist who executed a portrait of Catherine Brass Yates and the "Lansdowne" version of him.  This figure's massive, muscular left hand grips a sword in a Zeus-like sculpture by Horatio Greenough, although in a better work he is shown standing, dressed in contemporary military garb because Jean-Antoine Houdon was not allowed to create an equestrian monument.  FTP, identify this historical figure whose "Athenaeum" portrait by Gilbert Stuart appears on the One Dollar Bill.
ANSWER: George Washington [1]

14) It calls on certain people to be "the backbone of the future" and although it does not reference Bruiser or Reese Cup Aunt Jemima, it does at least mention someone with the middle name Drake.  Its speaker, who describes himself as a "pariah", (+) mentions how he is willing to help "even bitter rivals" and that his audience "will have money some day".  The activity that prompted it, which "keeps [the speaker] sane", was placed above the speaker's wife (*) but below his son in terms of importance, although it is unclear as to where Dawson Pace will fit into this ranking.  Despite the suggestions of Charles Meigs, it was not given in the form of a song by Mother of Pearl to upstage the absent Chris Sewell, creator of SQBS.  FTP, identify this address given by a coach of Brindlee Mountain for winning a certain quizbowl award.
ANSWER: Lee Henry's Gordon Cooper Award Acceptance Speech (accept clear knowledge equivalents like Lee Henry's Young Ambassador Award Acceptance Speech) [2]

15) Although his early military career was limited, this student of Lysis of Tarentum perhaps saved the life of a man later captured by Alexander of Pherae.  As a result of one of the entities this man formed, citizens of of Trapezus were either killed or sent across the Euxine for refusing to join that new city, site of a periodic meeting of the Ten Thousand. (+)  His greatest military accomplishment was as a result of stacking his left flank with rows 50 men deep, and helped save the Boeotian federation where he served as boeotarch.  He would repeat those tactics against King Agesilaus II (*) in a 362 BCE battle, but along with his commanders Iolaidas and Daiphantus he was killed near the city of Mantineia in that clash.  The founder of Messene and Megalopolis and a contemporary of Pelopidas, FTP, identify this Theban general, the victor at Leuctra.
ANSWER: Epaminondas of Thebes [3]

16) A guide for this game advises players on how to achieve S-Ranks in missions like "Fancy Some Candy?" and "Quiet in the Living Room" and also provides advice on where nest locations are and how to achieve the pink title creatures.  It is apparently still unclear how to achieve the "King of Capturing" and "King of Noise" (+) ranks in this game, and its plot concerns the exploits of the child of two negligent researchers trying to figure out the reason why things like Epson printers (*) don't work anymore.  A recently announced sequel to the game will move to the DS and is subtitled Adventures of Kai & Zero, and will probably still use the gravity gun-like capture gun of the original.  Containing "shell-head" and "high power" types of the title creatures, FTP, identify this Konami game released in the launch cycle for the Wii that makes heavy use of electricity.
ANSWER: Elebits (or Eledees) [3]



17) During one attack on this city, the diplomat Hieronymus Balbus was sent to get help from the Holy Roman Empire, though his pleas were ignored at the Diet of Worms. During another attack on this city, Giovanni da Capistrano (+) urged the Empire to defend it at the Diet of Frankfurt, but was only successful in amassing a peasant army. During that attack, Pope Calixtus III excommunicated Halley’s Comet (*) as an evil omen and gave a brother-in-law of Michael Szilagyi the title of "Athlete of Christ", a man who died of the plague after thwarting the Ottoman siege here in 1456, John Hunyadi.  More recently, it was the target of Operation Allied Force, a NATO air campaign that destroyed a Chinese embassy. FTP, name this capital of Serbia.
ANSWER: Belgrade (or Beograd) [1]


18) A blog run by a person with this name links to his YouTube videos like "First Approximation, From Fire to Water", while a boxer with this name from Jamestown, New York fought a bout at the Monticello Raceway on January 13th, 2006.  More YouTube exploits by a person with this name sees him milking a cow at a ranch in Cananea, while another person with this name has expressed his desire to live on an Indian reservation.  (+)  The most famous person with this name is listed as an honorable mention before Jeff Crean (*) in a poll whose results were announced on May 11th of this year.  A phone call with an insurance company to get compensation for that person's broken phone led to the first revelation that the most famous holder of this name probably is actually named this.  FTP, identify this name which is allegedly the legal name of Chris Ray.
ANSWER: Esteban Cordova (prompt on "Chris Ray"; and for the hell of it accept Esteban Cordoba because it could be that too) [1]

19) A YouTube video by miltonwkid offered to sell a cardboard box for $12.95 to help thwart this, although he has another video where users "Choose the Final Adventure" because apparently that method failed.  A song about this that appeared on Attack of the Show (+) compares a "dragon's breath" to this phenomenon, and also mentions that the singer has been down this road 13 times before and that he knows it's going to be six weeks. (*)  The usual remedy for this is to receive a "cardboard coffin" by mail, although it can sometimes be prevented by using the "towel trick".  As a result of this happening so often, Microsoft had to pay out some one billion dollars in extended warranties.  FTP, identify this ominously colorful circular sign displayed on a broken Xbox 360.
ANSWER: Red Ring of Death [3]

20) The object dominating the back of this painting was created by Claes Jansz, and a red chair in the foreground helps hold back the curtain that dominates the top left of this work.  The male figure, who has his back to the viewer, wears traditional black and white attire with red stockings, and the (+) mask on the table was originally thought to be an attack on sculpture.  Blue flowers from the woman's headdress are seen twice in this work, while the woman herself is dressed in blue and holds a book (*) in one hand and a brass instrument in the other, the traditional symbols associated with Clio, the Muse of History.  Elsewhere, a map of the Dutch Provinces hangs in the background and a checkered, tiled floor can also be seen.  FTP, name this 1675 work by Jan Vermeer depicting an artist at work.
ANSWER: Allegory of the Art of Painting (or In Praise of the Art of Painting or The Painter in his Studio or Die Allegorie der Malerei) [2]


21) One comment about this tournament felt that it really captured "the 'essence' of the day", while another comment asserted that Henry VIII and Albert Einstein were "major", although another answer certainly was not.  Parking (+) at the second incarnation of this tournament was plagued by the Revlon 5k, and, like Sword Bowl, it's often mirrored at Tulsa.  Lead-ins in one incarnation of this tournament included, "Influenced by Muybridge’s stop-motion photography" and "Like Jesus, they’re a Middle Eastern who’s always depicted as white in Western art."  Chris Frankel made reference to "Kwartler's upcoming project" in a discussion of this tournament and the proper place for (*) theme packets.  Probably the most infamous tossup at one of these tournaments contained the clue, "In a sample game of Scrabble used to demonstrate how to score the game, it is worth two hundred twelve points", although it was more remembered for a leadin mentioning a brand of soap at a Taco Bell on MLK Drive in Merced.  FTP, identify this hybrid tournament "edited" by Mik Larsen, held since 2004 at USC.
ANSWER: Ghetto Warz [1]

22) Michael Roberts points out the contradiction in the lack of complete biographies of this figure, although that historian does admire a work on his early life by Wilhelm Tham.  This man personally granted Bernard of Weimar the duchy of Franconia, while he served on a preliminary regency council with men like Jacob de la Gardie. (+)  As a negotiator he was able to secure for his country ports like Livonia and Riga against Poland in the Treaty of Altmark, (*) and an entity he helped create shifted power away from his country following French control of the Philippsburg Fortress, the League of Heilbronn.  In one of his few military roles, he succeeded in relieving his monarch at Nurnberg, and later had to face the diplomatic repercussions of that monarch's loss at Nordlingen.  One of the chief advisers of Queen Christina and her father, Gustavus Adolphus, FTP, identify this Lord High Chancellor of Sweden, the qbwiki handle of Bruce Arthur.
ANSWER: Count Axel Gustafsson Oxenstierna of Sodermore (or Axel Oxenstjerna) [3]

23) He criticized classical writers like Cicero and Pliny for being "incompetent" in their art criticism, and Augustin Pajou finished one of his early works based on a Charles-Antoine Coypel sketch, France Embracing the Bust of Louis XV.  Works outside of his usual style include the now lost relief sculpture Alexander Offering One of his Concubines to the Painter Apelles. (+)  He churned out porcelain designs during his tenure as director of sculpture at the Sevres, while this artist of Standing Bather was asked by Diderot (*) to write the "Sculpture" entry for the Encyclopedia.  The title figure pulls on the reins of his horse while resting on a rock in one of this artist's works at the Senate Square in St. Petersburg.  FTP, identify this Rococo sculptor behind the Equestrian Statue of Peter the Great, whose Seated Cupid was referenced in Fragonard's The Swing.

ANSWER: Etienne-Maurice Falconet [4]


24) In the first game in this series, the Kayslay team could be unlocked after beating the ladder mode twice, while the second game introduced cheats for "all chains mode" and "ants mode".  Wall moves in this series allowed players to run horizontally (+) against the sides, while teams could improve their skill in the single player by playing the jump-ball legendary challenge.  In the third game in this series, the bank mode allowed players to collect combined (*) gamebreaker points following each score, and similar to its basketball counterpart, players could use the style button to embellish their moves.  Played with teams consisting of seven players playing both offense and defense, it essentially ended with the release of a similar Tour game starring Shawne Merriman on its cover.  FTP, identify this EA Sports franchise, something of an analog to NFL Blitz.
ANSWER: NFL Street [2]


25) Rulers of Aragon with this name include one who fought at Las Navas de Tolosa and one who invaded Sicily after the Vespers.  A game designer with this first name got his start with games like Powermonger and (+) Populous for Bullfrog Productions.  The family of one artist with this first name was painted into his Madonna with Saints altarpiece at St. Jacobskerk's, and he also created works like Miracle of St. Francis Xavier (*) and Apotheosis of James I.  The aforementioned game designer with this first name later developed The Movies, Black & White and Fable for Lionhead Studios, a Mr. Molyneux.  In 2004, a Yale quizbowl player with this first name got into a shouting match with Susan Ferrari during a protest over whether “Taft Act” was acceptable for “Taft-Hartley Act”; that player would later help win the 2007 ICT for Chicago.  Also identifying the first name of an artist commissioned by Marie de Medici, FTP, give this name shared by a China-loving law student surnamed Austin and a Russian tsar nicknamed “The Great”.  

ANSWER: Peter (I suppose also accept Pete and Pyotr) [1]
