Questions by Mike Bentley with contributions from Bruce Arthur and Chris Carter

1) Its creator lost his chance at another commission on the same structure to Jean-Pierre Cortot, while Antoine Louis Barye was to have created a massive outstretched eagle over it.  The nude boy grasping on to his father in this work is possibly a reference to the artist, who attempted to go with his father (+) during the titular event.  The artist received his commission after Adolphe Thiers was impressed by his Return of Napoleon's Armies from Egypt.  The free-flowing hair of the six figures in this work demonstrates their Gallic origins, and it is located on a structure that also contains Renaissance (*) and Peace.  The winged female figure extends her sword forward as she cries out to the men below her, allegorically representing France.  FTP, identify this work on the Arc de Triomphe sculpted by Francois Rude, depicting the national army being led into battle during the Revolution, a work whose nickname derives from the nationalistic song being sung by the figures.
ANSWER: Departure of the Volunteers of 1792 (or The Marseillaise or Le Marseillaise) [4]

2) A recent work by Nancy Goldstone chronicled the tumultuous relationship between this monarch and the first daughter of Raymond Berenger V of Provence, and this ruler personally marched an army to the castle of Belleme to put down a revolt led by Peter Mauclerc.  (+)  Later, this monarch caused a four year shutdown of an institution in the Latin Quarter after orders were given to throw University of Paris students into the Seine.  This ruler took power following the previous sovereign dying of dysentery on a crusade against the Cathari.  An enemy of Philip Hurepel, (*) her marriage occurred during a brief respite between Philip Augustus and John I when she was delivered by Eleanor of Aquitaine to be the husband of Philip's son.  FTP, identify this wife of Louis VIII and regent and mother of Louis IX, the so-called White Queen.
ANSWER: Blanche of Castile (or Blanca de Castilla; prompt on "The White Queen" before mentioned) [4]

3) The intro of this game sees a mechanical dragon eating one of the player's allies, and a new element it introduced was tracking the time it took to defeat enemies, which affected enemy position on the map screen.  This game marked the only appearance of Algy, (+) a member of a group of villains that also included The Great Leon.  Exclusive playable characters to this game included Miyu and Fay, and all of the characters had the ability to change their ships (*) into mechanical walkers.  It also marked the first battle with a team led by Wolf O'Donnell.  Several of its features were incorporated into the more recent DS release, subtitled Command, as well as the first N64 game to use the Rumble Pak.  FTP, identify this unreleased SNES sequel to a game starring Fox McCloud.
ANSWER: Star Fox 2 (do not accept or prompt on "Star Fox 64") [2]

4) PENCIL AND PAPER READY.  Yi Sun wants to calculate how to make computational questions compatible with good quizbowl.  He starts by making 13 posts in the "An Open Letter to NAQT" thread about the Alexander-Leftchetz duality, but loses 40% of his argument's validity by agreeing with Brad Fischer.  Reaching a dead end, he convinces Tom Egan to make X7 edits to the Computational Math page on the qbwiki, where x represents the O'Neals Handwave index calculated to the nearest Watson Ladd integral.  Still not finding a satisfactory answer, Yi studies the 30 canonical types of NAQT math problems for 6 hours, applying a Fourier Transform to the 425 character limit, printing out the result, and accidentally using the paper in place of a substituted alkene while performing a Diels-Alder reaction for his orgo class.  The subsequent explosion kills him so he is not able to finish the problem.  For no points, give a funeral oration which explains for Yi why computational math questions make good quizbowl.
ANSWER: There is no acceptable answer to this question (i.e. there is no way for teams to earn points on this question.  Still deduct points if a team negs (credit this on tossup 26 on the scoresheet))

4, the real version) The highly finished quality of this artist's oeuvre was influenced by his early training under goldsmith Antonio di Giovanni Dei, later exemplified in the silverwork of his Beheading of St. John the Baptist.  The title creature grips a dolphin and stands on one leg in this artist's Winged Putto, (+) while Elena Capretti asserts that his Lady with Primroses was "the first portrait bust ever to be sculpted with complete arms and hands".  A life-size wooden and leather model earned him the commission for a famous work begun in 1479.  In another work, Christ pulls aside his robe to reveal a chest wound to an onlooking saint (*) in a sculpture for a niche at the Orsanmichele, The Incredulity of Saint Thomas.  God releases a dove towards Jesus, who is standing in a small pool of water in this artist's Baptism of Christ altarpiece, created with the help of a student.  FTP, name this Florentine painter and sculptor of Equestrian Monument to Bartolomeo Colleoni, the teacher of Ghirlandaio, Botticelli and Leonardo da Vinci.
ANSWER: Andrea del Verrocchio [3]

5) One of these was quoted on a page that also links to Raul's Laws by someone named Wanderer57.  An anonymous reply to one of these talked about the "little girl voice" in the phrase "I want to ride the pony, daddy", in response to one that talked about "playing percentages based on a good knowledge of medical research".  Another one of these accompanied the question, "storytelling is a Haitian (+) Practice?", while yet another asked if PhilKnight happened to be a crazy person.  Although they frequently involve the merits of science in regard to homeopathy, the "playing percentages" one touched on another common theme, namely Drew Pinsky, (*) Adam Corolla, and other shit from Love Line.  More dubious is one that asserts Ruth Gordon "owned a car", another that states a story from Samson gave the name to the Firefox web browser, and, finally, that The Vikings at Helgeland inspired Hagar the Horrible.   Including quotes that a certain entity "is set up to reward obsessive whiners like you over science, reason and truth, represented by me", FTP, identify this action where a certain big headed quizbowler changes a Jimbo Wales created website, often with incorrect facts.
ANSWER: Wikipedia Edits by Matt Weiner (accept Wikipedia Talk Page Edits by Matt Weiner until "Ruth Gordon" is said; always accept Wikipedia Vandalism by Matt Weiner because no matter how helpful his edits are, they're pretty much all acts of vandalism; accept other obvious equivalents; accept "Randy Blackamoor" in place of "Matt Weiner")

6) This action was prevented thanks to the residents of the Boscobel House providing a priest hole to a certain individual, while the Pendrill family earned a perpetual pension for also preventing this action.  Persons attempting to do this were blamed for the death of plague-thwarter Edmund Godfrey, (+) especially after the allegations of Miles Prance.  An early attempt to do this failed when the target hid inside of an oak tree, (*) and the names of one hundred persons plotting to do this were partially revealed by Israel Tonge.  A fire at Newmarket foiled an attempt to do this involving Richard Rumbold, William Russell, Algeron Sidney, and a titular structure.  FTP, identify this unsuccessful goal of the Rye House Plot and Titus Oates' made up Popish Plot, which involved removing the an English king known for his CABAL cabinet.

ANSWER: Killing Charles II (accept equivalents involving killing Charles II or otherwise causing Charles II to come to harm) [1] 

7) A Halloween level for this game was released shortly after its release, and "weird parts" obtainable in it include a "4 step bouncing xylophone".  This first PSP game to be officially released online in demo format allows players to collect items in a crane mini-game and in one where the eponymous creatures are launched (+) by Chuppas.  Various songs created by Nobuyuki Shimizu for this game include "Doda Doda (*) - The Snow Has Fallen" and "Etoule Pucoratte", its final song.  The player's house can increase once 15 or 45 Mui Mui are collected.  In a sequel released for the Playstation Network, players command Cocoreccho, the titular butterfly, and have to retrieve the title characters who are scattered around the level.  FTP, identify this PSP game which involves tilting the planet to make the eponymous ball-like character roll through the world.
ANSWER: LocoRoco (or RokoRoko) [3]

8) A company from this state sponsors and hosts near its corporate headquarters an "academic competition" called Let's Get Real, whose middle school division was won in 2003 by Good Hope Middle School.  The rules for this state's local format declare "no appeals will be accepted" and instruct teams to "accept the decision [of the judges] graciously" (+) while nonetheless acknowledging "mistakes happen".  Its state format, where games are played on rounds of twelve tossups and two fanfare (*) rounds, draws champions from "intermediary units" and was won in 1995 by General McLane.  The consistently best team from this state lost to Henry Ford II but then won 37 consecutive matches to become the holder of the longest running NSC win streak, a team coached by Julie Gittings.  The state where Jeff Hoppes went to high school, FTP, identify this state whose travesty of a state tournament is routinely won by Manheim Township and State College.

ANSWER: Pennsylvania [1]


9) In this drawing, a man can be seen dragging one of the title objects up a ladder to hang in a tree in the top right corner.  In the foreground, a pointing man utters the word "ecce" as he gestures towards the chief action taking place as he presumably states the caption and title to his son.  Another man in that foreground rowboat (+) holds a weapon in his mouth and is demonstrating the scene behind on on a smaller scale.  In the center, one man drives a pitch fork into a beast while another man, wearing a helmet and looking away (*) from the viewer, performs the chief action.  Perhaps its most surreal element is the half-man-half-aquatic beast walking onto land in the upper right, and a well known engraving of it is often misattributed to Hieronymus Bosch due to a screw up by Hieronymus Cock.  FTP, identify this work by Bruegel the Elder, wherein a man with a gigantic knife cuts open a large sea dwelling beast to reveal many smaller beasts inside its belly.
ANSWER: Big Fish Eat Little Fish [5]

10) In the year after this battle, the cities of Mediolanum and Ticinum were spared from conquest by paying ransom to its loser.  One commander in this battle was persuaded to return to Tolosa to prevent his brothers from taking power by another commander, while the leader of the opposing side built a funeral pyre from wagons (+) to allegedly burn himself alive if he was captured.  Jordanes and Sidonius provide the primary accounts for this battle, with the latter listing the Neurians and Sciri as forces involved.  J. B. Bury has argued that its importance has been exaggerated, as the loser had already been stopped from reaching Orleans (*) before it took place, although Edward Shepherd Creasy asserted that it was the key factor in preserving the "True Faith" and German ascendancy in Western Europe in his The Fifteen Decisive Battles of the World.  Seeing a charge led by Thorismund after the death of his father Theodoric, FTP, identify this AD 451 battle that arguably stopped Attila the Hun's invasion of Western Europe.
ANSWER: Battle of Chalons-sur-Marne (or Battle of the Catalaunian Fields or Battle of Campus Mauriacus or Battle of the Catalaunian Plains) [2]


11) In Brazil, it was manufactured by Tec Toy, while more recently a portable version of this system, where the first letter is replaced by the letters "tr", has been produced in Hong Kong.  Japanese-only releases for it include Yu Suzuki Gameworks, (+) essentially a greatest hits of the developer of Power Drift, as well as the game Border Down.  Although it was the debut console for Headhunter, that game's only English translation was Europe only, but the terrible Spirit of Speed 1937 did make it stateside.  Better one-time exclusives for this system included a game with a cameo by Michael Jackson (*) and starring Ulala, as well as a really weird game involving a talking fish named Seaman.  The first mainstream console to come packed with a modem, FTP, identify this original home of Sambda de Amigo, Shemnue and Crazy Taxi, the last home console made by Sega.

ANSWER: Sega Dreamcast [1]


12) In an article written about the former president of this club's Jeopardy appearance, roommate Michael G. Sullivan detailed how that president "single-handedly beat the state of Texas in quiz bowl" in high school.  Recently, this club pioneered the concept of “dialectical question writing”, and one former member of this quizbowl team began a Usenet flame war by disparaging fans of Beavis (+) and Butthead. The winners of 1995 CBI Nationals, the most recent incarnation of this school’s high school (*) tournament featured a controversial question on phonons. Tournaments held at this school frequently feature stats kept by Dennis Young. After Cardinal Classic, one member of this club complained of excessive score-checking and not shaking the other team’s hand, leading to his Eight Rules of good behavior.  FTP, you might meet Yi Sun, Manny Antunes, or Kyle Haddad-Fonda if you attend this team’s practice in Cambridge, Massachusetts. 

ANSWER: Harvard [1]

13) A "bad" ending in this game, known as the Flon ending, occurs after the player commits 50 ally murders and chooses to kill a character known in the anime as Zenisuki, or as Hoggmeiser in the American game.  The GameSpot review of this game noted a potential glitch involving using three adjacent characters to execute unfair combo (+) attacks, although that review applauds its transmigration class changing system and ability to level up items in the Item World.  Its protagonist, who is awoken from his two year slumber to find that his father Krichevskoy is dead at the beginning of the game, appeared in a hidden boss battle in two other games by its developers, Makai Kingdom (*) and Phantom Brave.  The portable version of this game included a quest that focused on Etna rather than the regular protagonist, a PSP game released last fall subtitled Afternoon of Darkness.  Following the adventures of protagonist Laharl in the netherworld, FTP, identify this 2D SRPG for the PS2 by Nippon Ichi Software.
ANSWER: Disgaea: Hour of Darkness [4]

14) Frederick Longman draws similarities to the early movements of one side in this conflict to the War of 1866, but those parallels ended when Generals Laudon and Lacy  successfully halted the other side rather than getting routed at Sadowa.  Prince Henry led a contingent of troops across the Elbe, while his ally crossed the Great Mountains in the key troop movement in it.  The justification for this war rested on the Elector Palatine (+) ceding rights generally considered owed to the Duke of Zweibrucken to the aggressor, all of which occurred following the death of Elector Maximilian Joseph. (*)  The occupiers gave up all but the district of Inn following Catherine the Great's threats of intervention and the subsequent Congress of Teschen.  FTP, identify this 1778-9 conflict where Frederick the Great successfully stopped Joseph II's attempt to annex the namesake German territory.
ANSWER: War of the Bavarian Succession (or Bavarian Succession War) [3]

15) Although this group purchased works like Segantini's Wicked Mother, it never followed through with its plan to create a public art museum.   This group's headquarters was criticized for being "the house with the golden cabbage head", although more acclaimed works produced by members of this group included Lake Silvaplana and Autumn Evening. (+)  One of the splinter groups that developed from it called for a return to fine arts known as "Nur-Maler" and was led by Josef Engelhart, (*) while other members included Max Fabiani and Koloman Moser.  It published the Ver Sacrum, and its 14th exhibition included a work titled "Choir of Heavenly Angels" created for its 1902 Beethoven tribute.  Rejecting the conservative qualities of the Künstlerhaus, FTP, identify this group of Austrian artists, including Gustav Klimt and named for the country's capital.

ANSWER: Vienna Secession (or Viennese Secession or Vereinigung Bildender Künstler Österreichs) [3]

16) An editor named Dozenist noted that his Wikipedia article is "almost a good article", although that page does not cite a source for a quote by David Gelernter about his handling of a certain "fire-eating beast".  His website details how his "secret" was outed by an Esquire article (+) that listed him in the company of Dale Murphy, a website that also contains a link to Alva Henderson's adaptation of Nosferatu.   This person referenced locations like Santa Rosa and the hills of California when creating Daily Horoscopes, (*) and probably his most famous creation mentions how "you put [the title entity] where your mouth is", an entity which also "burn[s] holes through pockets."  The creator of Disappearing Ink and Money, FTP, name this poet and father of a notable Harvard player, a son who hopefully added to his claim of "not getting much except for arts" in this tournament by superpowering this tossup.
ANSWER: Michael Dana Gioia [2]


17) The author of this work posits whether the title concept is "at the root of the social unrest of today" when comparing it to revolution, noting that the "machinery of Society" is "profoundly out of gear".  One section of this work contains the aphorism, "economic law unavoidably governs our acts and our thoughts", (+) and later sees the author claim that natural materials must be replaced with "homogeneous and artificial ones".  The author argues that the title discipline is "a plastic thing" and that it "goes beyond utilitarian (*) needs" in a section that analyzes "The Lessons of Rome".  Other concepts addressed in this book include Liners, Automobiles and Airplanes, examined in its chapter, Eyes Which Do Not See, which argues that those industries should serve as examples for creating mass-produced "house machines".  Laying out ideas that would later be realized in buildings like Notre Dame du Haut, FTP, identify this influential 1923 book by Le Corbusier.
ANSWER: Towards an New Architecture (or Vers une architecture) [3]


18) It is where one can find out that WKBN Radio Host Rich Morgan is now doing events at Barnes & Noble, and it also literally contains references to The Great American Bathroom Books and An Incomplete Education.  It instructs people to call 1-888-411-6278, although beneath that it also asks people to "Find Us on Facebook". (+)  When "the guys" are working on it, it is apparently the job of a former Gracenote employee and Harvard alum to hold vigil.  Hidden portions of it include Ginseng, (*) and it is sometimes run by a device located somewhere in Bloomington.  FTP, identify this extremely unreliable place to find official biographies of people like Peter Freeman and Matt Bruce, which also is the place to find guidelines for CUT-Style tournaments and to download HSNCT podcasts.

ANSWER: NAQT's Web Site (accept clear knowledge equivalents like NAQT.com and NAQT's Web Server; accept the NAQT High School Newsletter until the end of the first clue) [1]

19)  After resigning from the military due to his close ties with Anna Giustiniani Schiaffino, this man wrote two studies on the conditions of the lower classes, including Administration and Practical Operation of the Poor Laws.  He fell out of favor with the government following his public disdain for serving as the personal page of a cousin of Charles Felix. (+)  While serving as Minister of Agriculture, he helped engineer the connubio that removed Massimo d'Azeglio from power, while his greatest achievement was helped by a secret alliance at Plombieres (*) that he helped secure with Napoleon III.  Temporarily resigning after the Treaty of Villafranca, FTP, identify this founder of the newspaper Il Risorgimento, the first prime minister of a united Italy.
ANSWER: Camillo Paolo Filippo Giulio Benso, Conte di Cavour, Conte di Isolabella e Leri (accept either underlined answer; also accept Count Cavour) [3]

20) In a remake of this game, the cheat "Sweet Tooth" helped your food stay preserved, while "Max Remington" would put its designer into the game.  A sequel added improvements like dynamic city icons and new town locations such as City Gates (+) and a Town Crier office.  Innovative features in the game included randomizing the relations between rival nations, although talking to travelers in taverns (*) could help the player learn more information about city statuses.  Success in this game involved your character obtaining the position of adviser to the king, although failure turned you into a rogue.  Goals included finding a suitable wife--usually a governor's daughter--and not getting killed in the fencing section.  Taking place along the Spanish Main, FTP, name this Microprose-published Sid Meier game about some sea-faring mercenaries.
ANSWER: Sid Meier's Pirates! [1]

21) In the same year that this person published the collection Slightly Out of Focus, he teamed up with contemporaries like George Rogger, Chim and Bill Vandivert to form the Magnum agency.  All but 10 of his most famous images were destroyed when a technician in London over-exposed them, but things went smoother when he provided the photos for A Russian Journal by John (+) Steinbeck.  This older brother of Cornell met his end when he stepped on a land-mine in Vietnam covering that conflict for Life magazine in 1954, partially due to his "if your pictures aren't good enough, you're not close enough" (*) method of photojournalism.  Potentially his most famous single photograph captured a man holding his outstretched rifle as he's about to fall to the ground, Death of a Spanish Loyalist.  FTP, identify this Hungarian born photographer who shot the D-Day landings, whose Americanized surname was intentionally one "r" removed from the director of Arsenic and Old Lace, It Happened One Night and Mr. Smith Goes to Washington.
ANSWER: Robert "Bob" Capa (or Endre Erno Friedmann) [5]

22) A lesser known one of these saw someone named Lube foiled by a bathroom break and also heavily featured Raw Meat Cowboy.  Another one contained the quote, "still giving you a blowjob" after asserting that we've "entered the third trimester", and also contained a ridiculous utterance of "cigarettes" by someone allegedly from the University (+) of Pittsburgh at Pittsburgh.  A popular section of one was directly preceded by someone talking about "clocks [moving] slower in reference frames moving quickly" and mentioned "Arbeit Macht Frei". (*)  One that was accidentally made public was labeled "STE-003", although several are missing because of Andrew Yaphe and Susan Ferrari.  The most current one is numbered 33I and covers the Cardinal Classic.  FTP, identify these entities made into MP3 files, which you may be helping to create right now if you're in Mike Bentley's room.

ANSWER: Secret Episodes of the Quizbowl (Pod)cast (accept equivalents for episodes, prompt on just "Quizbowl Cast" or "Quizbowl Podcast")

23) A recent history of one instance of this taking place was written by Joseph Perez, while that same incident was explored in a 2005 work by Jeffery Green.  People who benefited from this action included Dano I of Wallachia and Duke Ercole II, the former as a result of Louis the Great (+) of Hungary and his own issuance of a letter loosely defining "Lusitanians".  Despite his complicity in the Bray Affair, Philip Augustus reversed this action, and Alexander Farnese kept Marcellus II from doing it after some murders.  In France, this action was carried out on order of Philip the (*) Fair in 1306, while Oliver Cromwell reversed Edward I's policy of this in England in 1656.  One of the most famous times when this happened resulted in the rise of population of many Sephardims in North Africa and the Ottoman Empire.  FTP, identify this action which took place following the Alhambra Decree in Spain in 1492.

ANSWER: Expelling the Jews from a Country (accept equivalents like Exiling Jews or pretty much anything else that mentions sending Jews away) [1]

24) This artist was influenced by his early consumption of James Gibbs' Rules for Drawing the Several Parts of Architecture, and his first creation drew from the Semple House.  Frederick D. Nichols asserts that his reading of Roland Fréart de Chambray’s Parallèle de l’architecture antique et la moderne made him obsessed with octagons, (+) exemplified in the garden and general layout of the Poplar Forest house he designed.  Charles-Louis Clerisseau introduced this man to the French "cubist" style of architecture and sparked his enthusiasm for the Maison Carree, later adapted into a building he designed for his home polity's capitol (*) building.  One of his final creations, known as The Rotunda, was essentially a half-scale Pantheon and was flanked by five pavilions on either side, an idea drawn partially from William Thornton.  Probably his best known work contained Mulberry Row on the same property and drew heavily from his reading of Palladio.  FTP, identify this architect best known designing the University of Virginia and his home, Monticello.
ANSWER: Thomas Jefferson [1] 


25) Many of these were never released in Europe because of concerns about the game they were in containing mercury, a group which includes Telescope, Evolution Revolution and Eternal Flame.  In another game, you change the position of a bridge (+) in one called Geared for Landing.  Boom Box is one where a shooting rocket has to be exploded (*) and a pretty boring one called "Shhhhhhhhh!" involves not blowing any of the Fronks off of a tight rope.  They usually appear alongside Pyoro, and developers of them include Orbulon and Mona.  Objectives in some include winning a game of Punch Out!! or stomping on some Goombas, ones developed by 8-Volt.  FTP, identify these entities that are only a few seconds long and appear in games subtitled Twisted and Smooth Moves. 
ANSWER: WarioWare MicroGames (or Micro/Mini Games in WarioWare;  prompt on just "Warioware")
