Questions by Mike Bentley

1) One of these was found on the same page that referenced the wrestling scene in As You Like It and some crap about Robert Dover's Game Society.  A recent one of these came from a website that also quoted John Paul II as saying "So when people be all like 'aw damn.  Who is that fine pontiff?'  I got to be all 'eyes up there ladies.'"  One was created to celebrate (+) the banning of someone from the Something Awful forums, while another was part of a theme to thwart anger over "people who suck at life" and "horribly run (*) tournaments", namely a baby wearing a yellow mustache.  Million Dollar Man Ted Dibiase and Jules from Pulp Fiction are also part of this group.  A very recent one was an animated gif about Charles Dickens, although it was replaced with a squirrel by the time this question was edited.  FTP, identify these images that appear next to a certain West Virginian's name on the hsquizbowl forums.
ANSWER: Avatars of Fred Morlan (accept equivalents that mention avatars and Fred Morlan, accept either Fred or Morlan)

2) A man resting on a fallen ladder is being crushed by the title object in one scene in this painting, and a person in a yellow hat is slitting the throat of another man in front of that title object.  Elsewhere a white, winged creature plays a flute next to a man playing a lyre (+) as Jesus watches from the clouds above.  On the left, Eve can be seen springing up from Adam's rib as God, dressed in red, welcomes her.  One figure grasps towards the fig leaf of a damned soul on the right hand side of this work, and in that same panel a fish is swallowing (*) a man.  The title object is pulled by demons from left to right as all of humanity attempts to grasp a piece of what it is carrying in the central panel.  FTP, identify this triptych by Hieronymus Bosch which shares its name with a work depicting a cottage owned by Willy Lott on the left in front of Flatford Mill, an 1821 painting where two young men drive the titular vehicle through some water, created by John Constable.
ANSWER: The Triptych of The Haywain (or The Triptych of the Hay Wagon) [1]

3) This country's declaration of independence relied on the "millenary history of our people" and the country's "uninterrupted statehood" as grounds for its independence.  Early in this modern day country's history it faced a conflict with another country's 14th Guards Army, (+) especially near the city of Bendery.  Before it was its own country, it was brought into Christian hands following the Treaty of Bucharest in 1812, and its Staful Tarii (*) legislative body voted to end a brief Democratic Republic formed here from 1917-1918.  It became the first former Soviet Republic to readopt communism with the election of Vladimir Voronin in 2001, while its language was changed to mean "our language" in 1994.  Although it renounced claims to a territory appended to it in the Molotov-Ribbentrop pact, Pridnestrovie, it still asserts tenuous control over territory in the Transnistria.  FTP, identify this country constantly facing an identity crisis with neighboring Romania, with capital at Tiraspol.
ANSWER: Republic of Moldova (or Republica Moldova) [1]


4) The intro of this game was changed for a European release due to the popularity of Fido Dido.  Its programmer, David Perry, would team up again with its acclaimed composer Tommy Tallarico on Earthworm Jim, although he would leave the company that made it, Virgin Interactive.  Each level involved collecting up to 100% of a certain type of points, (+) and when the protagonist took damage he would start to peel off the bottom of the screen.  Its levels included "Toying Around", "Pier Pressure" (*) and "Shell Shock", and enemies included Hermit Crabs.  A sequel to this game changed the perspective to a three quarters view, and involved pirate and horror levels as the protagonist got stuck in a movie projector and "Goes to Hollywood".  Extra points could be achieved when a certain company's logo was collected in, FTP, identify what game starring the 7-Up mascot.
ANSWER: Cool Spot [2]


5) This person argued for the role of historians as storytellers and compared the transition from research to writing as "a moment of Olympus" in the essay collection, Practicing History.  A late work claimed "mankind, it seems, makes a poorer performance of government than of almost any human activity", and compared the fall of Troy and the Protestant Reformation to the US's involvement in Vietnam, 1984's The March (+) of Folly.  This one-time collaborator with Henry Kissinger on America's Security in the 1980s wrote The Lost British Policy after the Spanish Civil War, while a more famous work frames its narrative around the life of Enguerrand de Coucy (*) and is subtitled The Calamitous 14th Century.  She won a Pulitzer Prize and the admiration of John F. Kennedy for a book which expanded on her earlier The Proud Tower, a work which provided an in-depth analysis of the first month of World War I.  The namesake of the law, "the fact of being reported multiplies the apparent extent of any deplorable development by five- to tenfold", FTP, name this author of A Distant Mirror and The Guns of August.
ANSWER: Barbara Wertheim Tuchman [3]


6) In North this artist painted his favorite dog, while later works by this artist include The Blind Bandura Player.  This one time member of World of Art also showed a titular woman running in front of bayonets in 1917's The Attack with the Red Cross Nurse.  A woman rises in surprise to see the return of the title political exile in his They Did Not Expect Him, (+) while a stuffed suitcase remains open as government officials take away the title figure in his The Arrest of the Propagandist. (*)  In one of his most well known works, ten defeated looking laborers pull the title object along a river.  He joined the Peredvizhniki and got on board with nationalism in works like The Zaporozhye Cossacks.  Often associated with the Society of the Wanderers along with contemporary artists like Vasili Surkov and Ivan Kramskoy, FTP, name this Russian artist who painted 1870's Barge Haulers on the Volga and 1885's Ivan the Terrible and his Son.
ANSWER: Ilya Yefimovich Repin [3]

7) William Bloom was involved in an ultimately more successful counterpart to this, a work which focused on "questions".  One critic of this work noted that its creator was "a fucking cock suck", (+) while another critic wondered "is that the freak from Reno 911 that Wiegel hooks up with?"  The person responsible for it is the only person tagged on the Quizbowl Wiki under the category, "Assholes who won't stop (*) removing accurate information from their own pages".  Its creator stated that he wanted to be a "better voice", doing so while wearing a puke green suit in front of a maroon background.  Also noting how its speaker was "willing to talk to you at any time", FTP, identify this short message that told YouTube audiences and Alabama students that "I run into students pretty much everywhere I go."
ANSWER: Jonathan Thompson's 2007 SGA Arts and Sciences Senate Campaign Video (accept clear knowledge equivalents) [2]


8) This site is home to a Jeskid Productions creation concerning a girl who is haunted by animated demons.  Also on this site, Chris Slack can be seen smoking from an Assassin Creed case because "smoking all the time" is how he advises one to "be a cool gamer", (+) part of this site's de-rez section.  Another section on this website, created by former Jimmy Kimmel Live contributor Scott Chernoff, recently imagined a battle for a promotion for chief barrel roller between Mario and Donkey Kong, A Barrel of Hope.  The most popular section of this website began with YouTube videos addressing The Darkness (*) and Fable: The Lost Chapters, a section by a British comedian who shat all over Halo 3 and Super Smash Brothers Brawl.  FTP, name this website most famous for hosting reviews read at R. Robot Hentzel-like speeds by Ben Croshaw, Zero Punctuation.
ANSWER: The Escapist [4]

9) The person who maintains this website "recently" bought a Sound Blaster Live card, and has promised to rework songs like "Resting Place" from Spirit Trail on the "Bruce Hornsby MIDI Download Page". (+)  Here you can also find "13,000 vital records from the Przecalw area of Poland" as part of its namesake's "My Genealogy" page.  Bubble Hockey and Arcade Basketball (*) are two events listed on the results page hosted on this website for the First Bar Decathlon, and one of the more popular sections of this site defines "hate speech" as including sexual innuendo and beseeches you to "err on the side of having pronunciation guides".  It also contains a link to a wiki about game show pilots and details about its namesake's 2007 TRASHionals victory, although more famous is a section with a Marty McFly tossup and an extremely detailed distribution.  FTP, give this eponymous website run by the "cruise director" and "dictator" of Ann B. Davis not named Craig Barker.
ANSWER: MikeBurger.com (or Mike Burger's Website) [3]

10) One man who held this post married the daughter of Danish king Frederick III, Anna Sophia, and also fought at the Battle of Vienna, while another was known as "The Steadfast" for upholding his brother's positions.  Following the death of one holder of this position, Albert the Bold (+) was assigned the March of Meissen while his older brother inherited the post and put it in control of the Ernestine line of rulers.  One holder of this post added Lusatia (*) to his territories by putting down a 1618 revolt in Bohemia, although he'd later turn against Ferdinand II and fight for the winning side in the Battle of Breitenfeld.  Besides John George I, the most famous holder of this post was an ally of the archbishop of Henneberg, Berthold, and also commissioned artists like Lucas Cranach. &nbsp; FTP, identify this post held by Frederick the Wise, the guy who sheltered Philipp Melancthon and Martin Luther from the Catholic church during the start of the Reformation.
ANSWER: Elector of Saxony [2]

11) The X1 Twin was a Japanese only combination of this system and a Sharp X1 computer, while three different versions of the Duo type of this system were released.  Mednafen is a popular emulator for this system where you can play games originally developed for it like Blazing Lazers (+) and Neutopia II.  A portable version of this system was capable of receiving television signals with an accessory and featured head to head play with Falcon, although that Express (*) system suffered from extremely poor battery life and dead pixels.   Other exclusive games for this system include Galaga '88, as well as the popular Virtual Console game, Bomberman '93.  Also developed with the help of Hudson Soft, FTP, identify this NEC developed system whose name let you know how many bits its graphics card could push.
ANSWER: TurboGrafx-16 (or PC Engine) [3]


12) Although it is online at Prelinger Archives, this film can be purchased in a DVD that also contains its composer's soundtrack for The River, released the following year.  One stirring scene in this film sees a railroad engine bellowing out smoke beneath clouds in the distance before the scene fades to a broken wagon wheel and the narrator stating "many were disappointed". (+)  A vehicle rolls into the scene with the promise of "new causes, new profits, new hope" in a dramatic turning point in this film, shortly before a headline is shown stating "Wilson Declares War" and narrator Thomas Chalmers repeats the refrain, (*) "Wheat will win the war!"  Its prologue details how the title area is "a record of land... of soil, rather than people", a place "of high winds, and sun... and of little rain".  With a rousing, folk-inspired score by Virgil Thompson, FTP, identify this Depression-era pseudo-propaganda film for the Resettlement Administration by Pare Lorentz about the hardships faced by Midwestern farmers.
ANSWER: The Plow That Broke the Plains [5]

13) Their first game, available on the Amiga, supported up to 5 players and was a cyborg-based RTS released in 1992 known as either Cyber Empires or Steel Empires.  Co-founded by Rick Goertz, this developer later released the DnD-licensed Fantasy Empires, and an Archon-inspired game published by SSI, Dark Legions. (+)  Its founder asserted that "honesty was something that had little value at E3 [2007]" in a NeoGAF post defending his company's infamously bad playable demo there.  That founder has also been outspoken about how the Unreal 3 (*) engine was hampered by Epic's focus on Gears of War.  Their current project, an Xbox 360 game starring Baldur, has been chronicled by the documentary, The Goblin Man of Norway and was originally to be released on the GameCube.  A former 2nd Party for Nintendo and headed by Denis Dyack, FTP, identify this game developer responsible for the upcoming Too Human, as well as Eternal Darkness and Blood Omen: Legacy of Kain.
ANSWER: Silicon Knights [5]

14) This artist gained early attention for his engraving work, notably crafting pieces based on John Vanderlyn's Ariadne and John Trumbull's Declaration of Independence.  A hat and pair of shoes lay on the ground in his Capture of Major Andre, while a recent exhibit showed off his uniquely humorous work, Dance on the Battery in the Presence of Peter (+) Stuyvesant.  A flock of birds fly away from the title figure who stretches out his arms in front of cheetahs and lions in this artist's God's Judgment Upon Gog.  He championed the cause of Manifest (*) Destiny by placing railroads and steamboats alongside awestruck Indians in his massive Progress (The Advance of Civilization).  His best known work will soon be coming to the Walton Family Foundation Museum after being purchased from the New York Public Library, was commissioned for Jonathan Sturges and shows his mentor standing with William Cullen Bryant in the Catskills.  FTP, name this New York artist best known for 1849's Kindred Spirits.
ANSWER: Asher Brown Durand [1]

15) One instance in which this was performed stemmed from a complaint made about the change in how the silver2 theme marks posts as being read.  In a thread devoted to this action, Daichi complained that certain constructions added an unintended "lighthearted/informal" air (+) to otherwise serious messages.  After performing this action, Andy Knowles stated that "Cannibal Corpse is the only tolerable non-fictional death metal band I listen to", and Tom Egan lamented how technical limitations prevented him from performing (*) this action to the desired effect before also complaining that Bert Blyleven was left out of the Tournament of Awesome.  Chris Ray's "you're not autistic" comment resulted in Donald Taylor performing this action, made possible by a Chris Carter comment that it was "unneeded and borderline offensive".  FTP, name this recently banned practice on non-AHAN Jr. forums where a poster reaffirms the veracity of a statement with a three letter acronym.
ANSWER: Quoting For Truth (or QFT) [1]

16) This battle was preceded by the capture of Messines Ridge, and successes for the aggressor in it included taking the area around Pilckem Ridge.  After Hubert Gough was replaced with Herbert Plumer, (+) the aggressors made small gains in the battles of Broodseinde and Polygon Wood, although the heavy artillery bombardment before the battle and strong rains during it made advances extremely precarious.  Motivations for it included the desire to destroy German submarine (*) bases in Belgium following the outbreak of unrestricted submarine warfare, and it came after the unsuccessful Nivelle Offensive carried out by the French.  The aggressors eventually took this battle's namesake town on November 6th in part thanks to Canadian forces.  Launched by Sir Douglas Haig, FTP, identify this 1917 British offensive in Flanders also known as The Third Battle of Ypres.
ANSWER: Battle of Passchendaele (accept "Third Battle of Ypres" before mentioned) [3]

17) He pretty much shares his name with a game that involved a player navigating through a maze with a keeper "wrought with hate" for the ZX Spectrum, as well as a 2004 GBA game published by THQ where the player battled Dr. Dolittle-Goode.  Whether an alien creature reunites with the rest of his race depends on whether or not he kills (+) this character, and his special moves include Rock'n'Roll and Triple Fire Claw.  Players can go through the door in his castle stage (*) in order to reach a street with a well, and he can execute moves like a double-spin and howl against enemies such as Kim Wu, Gargos and Spinal.  Promised that he will be given a cure to his disease of lycanthropy if he wins a tournament sponsored by Ultratech, FTP, identify this werewolf-like character from Killer Instinct.
ANSWER: Sabrewulf [4]

18) The artist of this painting likely drew from engravings as a source for Morro Castle in the background, while the title figure's pose bears a strong resemblance to the Borghese Gladiator and a figure from Raphael's Transfiguration.  Studies for this painting reveal that a European man with long flowing hair (+) was originally going to occupy the space where a standing black man stands in the final version.  A lengthy description detailing the "remarkable occurrence" it depicts (*) still hangs under this painting, one of the treasures of the National Gallery of Art.  The final version also sees two men in white reaching for the title character as another person drives down a weapon at the chief antagonist.  Taking place in the waters of Havana, FTP, name this work by John Singleton Copley where the titular young man is in danger of being eaten by the titular fish.
ANSWER: Watson and the Shark (hilariously, Watson's coat of arms contains his severed leg on it) [2]

19) This man installed a tavern at his villa on the Clodian Way and also greatly admired the charioteering horse Volucer.  He journeyed east with his concubine Panthea of Smyrna, although his lack of control over the battle front led to Avidius Cassius being appointed to lead the troops against the Parthians. (+)  This husband of Lucilla met his demise while on a campaign against the Marcomanni, an incident where some groundlessly accused his mother-in-law Faustina (*) as being the person who did the deed.  After the death of his father, another emperor forced Antoninus Pius to adopt him.  Technically sharing all of the titles and powers of his step-brother except for pontifex maximus, FTP, identify this co-emperor with Marcus Aurelius.
ANSWER: Lucius Verus (or Lucius Ceionius Commodus Verus Armeniacus or Lucius Ceionius Aelius Aurelius Commodus Antoninus) [4]


20) The first one of these talks about "the summer traffic" while the second one refers to an organization located in Norman.  The first also mentions how "this spring a great opportunity (+) was given to us", while the second describes how the seemingly quiet Sandy Knudson changed her tone of voice and was mysteriously able to help someone with a stutter (*) overcome an obstacle.  The author of the first one was described as "a fiend" for contradicting its title, while the author of the second one used the word "background" 16 times with great inconsistency.  The second also gave the strangely specific example of "printing on both sides of the paper", but was introduced as being "really boring and bs-ed crap".  FTP, identify these documents posted in a namesake AHAN Jr. thread, including one by AlexanderDubcek and another titled "The Role of the Public Music Teacher" by Maggie Larkin.
ANSWER: Posts in the 2000 Word Essays Thread (prompt on a first clue buzz of "Essays by Alexander Dubcek")

21) In one game, this character can find a secret message with a telephone number on it, while in another pressing L allows him to dodge some attacks using the Sun Shield and pressing Up and R executes a power known as The Efreet.  He is the central figure in a cell phone game subtitled Betrayal where he is framed (+) for killing a pet, and this character inadvertently killed his family while in service of the titular character in the games he appears in.  His brother was killed after being sent to the mountains, (*) and was subsequently raised by forces in the Underworld.  In a mini-game, the player can eventually make a vase fall off a table while commanding this character to have sex, while more regular action sees this loincloth wearing character taking on undead soldiers and minotaurs.  Using his signature chain blades to do things like retrieve Pandora's Box, FTP, name this protagonist of the God of War games.
ANSWER: Kratos (no one is going to answer with The Ghost of Sparta) [3]

22) He drew a portrait of Louis Gougenot after that man paid for his trip to Italy, and earlier he gained attention with works like St. Francis in Ecstasy and Triumph of Galatea.  That Italian trip also saw him create the series, Four Pictures in Italian Costume, including a work where an old woman looks scornfully at a solemn younger woman because of the title objects in Broken Eggs.  (+)  In a brief break from his usual style, he drew from ancient sources to produce Funeral of Patroclus and Lot and His Daughters, as well as a work where a nude Aegina holds her left hand above her head, Aegina Visited by Jupiter.  Diderot highly admired (*) one of his more traditional works that depicted a dying old man who had been paralyzed by a stroke being taken care of by his family, a work that was the toast of the 1763 Salon.  A contract is prepared for the soon-to-be newlywed in another of his famous genre scenes of modest French peasant life.  FTP, identify this 18th century French artist behind Filial Piety and The Village Bride.
ANSWER: Jean-Baptiste Greuze [4]

23) A conflict of this name was partially sparked by an attempt to replace the Duke d'Orleans as regent of a certain country with Philip V, the so-called Cellamare Conspiracy, a conflict which also saw the French take Pensacola.  Other events in a conflict of this name saw two unsuccessful invasions of the Basque (+) territory and was ended with the Treaty of the Hague.  A few day after a group of this name formed, Charles VII died and Maximilian Joseph made peace with Maria (*) Theresa in the War of the Austrian Succession.  Another group of this name expanded via the Congress of Aix-la-Chapelle, and was earlier set up to maintain the peace following the defeat of Napoleon.  FTP, identify this term for an international body that supported the Liberals and Queen Isabella II in the First Carlist War, consisting of Spain, Portugal, France and the United Kingdom.
ANSWER: War of the Quadruple Alliance [1]


24) One image in which this object is visible has its wearer showing his "game face", although behind that game face is a pair of bunny (+) ears.  One depiction of this object sees the person wearing it standing next to a figure dressed in orange, although that wearer would comment on the misspelling of the word "frisbee" (*) in that picture's caption.  Although this object is not present when its wearer is pointing to an object detailing some guy's "Life and Opinions", it is present when its wearer is reading a work by Giambattista Vico, The New Science.  Despite another person recently wearing this object, it did not result in that person successfully answering Shaka Zulu or Brekekekex koax koax in a hotel room after the Chicago Open.  FTP, identify this green piece of clothing worn by this year's namesake.
ANSWER: Jonathan Albertus Thorvaldsen Magin's Green Sweatshirt (or Jonathan Albertus Magin's Green Hoodie) [3]

25) It was the first game developed by Eugene Jarvis, written for a Motorola 6809 architecture, a framework that resulted in enemies like the Baiter sometimes randomly moving to other parts of the screen to avoid slowdown.  More recently, Mathieu Henri somehow ported this game to the favicon(!) of a web (+) browser.  A song about this game states that "I'm a million miles from home in a foreign place" and that "here comes the bomb and this is my chance", which appeared on Pac-Man Fever by Buckner & Garcia.  The odd placement (*) of one of the prominent buttons in the arcade version led to the Beastie Boys lyric from "Body Movin'" about how the singer "could be your hyper space" when playing this game.  Also containing swarmers and mutants, FTP, identify this 1980 arcade classic by Williams, a side-scrolling shooter where you battled to keep aliens from abducting humans.
ANSWER: Defender [2]
