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Questions by Chris Frankel

Bonuses, Round 1
1. The final ruler of this line was appointed by the act of Titulus Regius and, in addition to being likened to a hog in an infamous rhyme by William Collingbourne, was targeted by the propaganda campaign of John Morton.  Its first ruler, who was bribed into cancelling an invasion of France by the Treaty of Picquigny, faced rebellions led by his brother, the Duke of Clarence, and by the Neville family.  This line was founded by Edmund of Langley, whose great-grandson became the first of its three kings, married the commoner Elizabeth Woodville, and was placed on the throne after the ouster of Henry VI.  FTP, identify this English royal house represented by a white rose as such rulers as Edward IV and Richard III fought against the House of Lancaster.

ANSWER: House of York
2. This man threatened to arrest Cotta for refusing to uphold his resolution banning the inspection of ballot boxes, and was later caught up in a bribery scandal involving Cassius Sabaco and Caius Herrenius.  Lucius Valerius Flaccus and Quintus Catulus Lutatius shared consulships with this man, who, at the end of his career, received political support from the tribune Publius Sulpicius Rufus.  Victories over Boiorix at the Raudine Plain and over Teutobod at Aquae Sextiae made him the hero of the Cimbric and Teutonic Wars, but this former legate of Quintus Metellus fell from grace in a civil war against the Optimates of his rival.  FTP, identify this seven-time Roman consul, a leader of the Populares who feuded with the man who outshined him in the Jugurthine War, Lucius Cornelius Sulla.
ANSWER: Gaius Marius
3. One of the men involved in this episode was fired after having Jonathan Dolliver read an inflammatory letter he wrote on the Senate floor.  In the work Not Guilty, Harold Ickes investigated its occurrence and tried to clear the name of the other main figure involved, a former holder of his office.  It gained national attention after an article in Collier’s publicized accusations made by Louis Glavis that corrupt practices were giving powerful figures like the Guggenheims illegal access to Alaskan coal fields.  Causing a split in the Republican Party between Roosevelt and Taft and leading to the firing of the author of The Fight for Conservation, FTP, what was this 1909-1910 conflict between the Secretary of the Interior and the head of the Forest Service?

ANSWER: Ballinger-Pinchot Affair
4. A Byzantine named Sopater visited it in the sixth century AD, while Pliny the Elder called it the land of the Antichthones and told of an envoy from it that visited the court of Claudius.  Legend held that its natives descended from Prince Vijaya and his court at Sinhapura and converted to Buddhism by the third century B.C.  Under Kasappa V it sent troops to save the Pandya kingdom from conquest, resulting in a defeat at Vellur, and decades later, this land would be itself conquered by Rajaraja I of the Chola Dynasty.  The 1505 sailing expedition of Lourenco de Almeida marked the first major Western presence here, and eventually the initial Portuguese colonists would be supplanted by the Dutch and then the British.  Finally gaining independence in the 20th Century through various independence movements by the Sinhalese ethnic majority, this is, FTP, what island located south of the Indian subcontinent?

ANSWER: Ceylon or Sri Lanka
5. Eleven days after this incident occurred, Alexander Bulygin became the new Minister of the Interior.  The man at the center of this event, who was later killed by Pinhas Rutenberg for his believed betrayal of the PSR, led a march of citizens carrying icons and portraits of the monarch to call for the separation of church and state, an eight hour work day, and the cessation of war in the Far East.  Days earlier, a strike at the Putilov Metal Works had inspired the aforementioned petition, which was co-signed by Ivan Vasimov.  But despite peaceful intentions, the demonstrators led by George Gapon were shot at by troops at the Narva Gate.  FTP, identify this weekend massacre of St. Petersburg protestors that ignited the 1905 Russian Revolution.

ANSWER: Bloody Sunday
6. At this event, Hungary was represented by Hieronymus Balbus, who was preoccupied with requesting military support against the Ottomans.  Girolamo Aleandro was the author of the forceful decree issued after this conference, which was partly a reaction to the public burning of the bull Exsurge Domine.  The Holy Roman Emperor sent the Archbishop of Trier, Johannes Eck, to speak before this assembly, which also saw Philip the Magnanimous’ first meeting with its central figure.  In response to the call for the central figure’s arrest in the resulting edict of the same name, Frederick III of Saxony had him whisked away to Wartburg.  FTP, identify this 1521 meeting convened by Charles V in response to the teachings of Martin Luther.

ANSWER: Diet of Worms
7. A 60 year history of this group was authored by Peter Burke.  Notable members of its third generation include Robert Mondreau, Alphonse Dupront, and Georges Duby, though perhaps the most read work of that group is a study of early 14th Century Cathars in the village of Montaillou by Emmanuel LeRoy Ladurie.  Attempting to integrate such disciplines as economics and anthropology into historiography in lieu of a traditional focus on military and political events, it sprang from a journal founded by Marc Bloch and Lucien Febvre and is best represented by a three volume work about the era of Phillip II in the Mediterranean.  FTP, identify this French school of history most associated with Ferdinand Braudel, whose name is similar to that of a work of Tacitus.

ANSWER: Annales School

8 It was featured on a relic that was seized as spoil of war by Shutruk-Nahhunte after his sack of Sippar and later excavated in 1902 by Jacques de Morgan.  Classifying its nation’s population between the aristocratic amelu, the middle class muskinu and the ardu, or slaves, it is now missing its thirteenth section, as well as the entirety of sections 66 through 99, though it once contained 282 sections.  Its epilogue declares that any future leader who undermines the authority of this document shall be cursed by the Anunaki, while others who uphold it and its tenets, such as “an eye for an eye,” will be granted long life by Shamash.  FTP, identify this ancient set of laws issued by and named for a Babylonian king.

ANSWER: Code of Hammurabi
10. After his expulsion from Oxford for refusal to attend services, he was successively sent to France and Ireland to train as a courtier, and it was in Cork where he was converted by Thomas Loe.  He was arrested for writing the pamphlet The Sandy Foundation Shaken, and while in the Tower of London, he also wrote Innocency with Her Open Face and No Cross, No Crown.  Before traveling overseas aboard the Welcome, he helped author the Concessions and Agreements Charter and prepared an early democratic constitution for his territory in his First Frame of Government.  It was at Shackamaxon that he co-signed a “Great Treaty” with the Leni Lenape, giving his colony a reputation not only for tolerance, but for fair treatment of the Indians.  FTP, name this Quaker settler who lent his name to the Keystone State.

ANSWER: William Penn
11. Key moments of fortitude in this encounter included Hartog’s leading his forces on a charge known as the “death ride,” and E.M. Philpotts’ using the Warspite to draw enemy fire in the “Windy Corner.”  Initiated by the movement of British forces from Scapa Flow, it broke out from an early skirmish between Beatty and Evans-Thomas’ British scouting patrol and the scouts under Hipper.  The Warrior, the Indefatigable, and the Lutzow were among the vessels lost in this battle, whose main action was marked by an attempt to cross the T against the advancing fleet of Reinhard Sheer.  Both sides claimed victory in, FTP, what ultimately indecisive battle where the British were commanded by Admiral John Jellicoe, a World War I naval encounter fought near the coast of Denmark?

ANSWER: Battle of Jutland
12. Failures by Thomas James and Luke Foxe killed interest in it for over a century in Britain, until an assignment involving it was given to Christopher Middleton., partially due to Arthur Dobbs’ obsession with it.  Francis Smith and William Moor were among the first to respond to Parliament’s offer of a 20,000 pound reward for information on it, though it wasn’t until 1854 that the prize would be claimed by Robert McClure.  Sir John Franklin died on his quest for it, while rumors of its existence were popularized in 1566 after the publication of a treatise on finding a new approach to Cataia, which was written by Humphrey Gilbert.  Martin Frobisher, William Baffin, and Henry Hudson all led failed expeditions to find, FTP, what storied sea route said to connect the Atlantic and Pacific oceans via the Arctic waters of North America?

ANSWER: Northwest Passage
13. Before gaining power, this figure once had two rivals dismembered, with their still living bodies stuffed in wine jugs and left to die.  Claiming to be a reincarnation of Maitreya, this ruler allegedly passed a law requiring court visitors to perform oral sex as a sign of respect and instituted a twelve part reform program that reduced taxes and encouraged agricultural production.  A devoted practitioner of Buddhism, this ruler emerged as sole head of state after successively deposing Zhongzong and Ruizong, and was finally overthrown at age 80 in a coup that also saw the execution of the Zhang brothers, who served as royal consorts.  Creating a short-lived Second Zhou Dynasty that interrupted the rule of the Tang Dynasty, this is, FTP, which Seventh Century empress of China?

ANSWER: Empress Wu or Wu Zeitan

14. Calvin Goddard, Timothy Bigelow, and Joseph Lyman were assigned to the committee that drafted its procedural rules, and Dr. Strong delivered most of the prayers that opened its sessions.  A late addition to its roster was William Hall, Jr., who became the only representative of Vermont, though Hall did not help draft its seven proposed amendments, which included banning foreign-born citizens from holding office, requiring a 2/3 majority in Congress to approve adding new states or declaring war, and preventing two men from the same state from serving successively as president.  Theodore Dwight was secretary, and George Cabot was president of this gathering, which was rendered moot by the signing of the Peace of Ghent.  FTP, identify this meeting where secession was debated by a bunch of New England Federalists protesting the War of 1812.

ANSWER: Hartford Convention

14. Before its establishment, the man who would eventually revamp it left Felix Gouin in charge of the provisional government and embarked on a so-called “journey through the desert” after resigning in frustration over the development of its constitution, which also led to the formation of the RPF.  Efforts to sustain this regime economically included the adoption of the Planning Commissariat and the creation of a coal and steel coalition, the latter done under the Schuman Plan.  Auguste de Ribes was defeated in the election of its first president by Vincent Auriol, and its following second and final presidential election saw Marcel-Edmund Naegelen lose to Rene Coty.  Crises in Madagascar, Indochina, and North Africa led to the downfall of FTP, what French regime that was replaced upon a 1958 return to power by Charles de Gaulle?
ANSWER: French Fourth Republic
15. Sir Graham Bower wrote a “Secret History” of this event, which was prefaced by the buildup of an arms cache including several Maxim machine guns and a force of several hundred troops at the Pitsani Strip.  Its namesake, who had earlier led a campaign against Lobengula, was publicly repudiated by Hercules Robinson after its occurrence, and served a fifteen month sentence in Holloway, but was also celebrated in the poem “If” by Rudyard Kipling.  Joseph Chamberlain drew heat for his private support of this abortive effort, which stemmed from anger over the disenfranchisement of the “uitlanders” and was put down by Piet Cronje at Doornkop, which earned praise in the Kruger Telegram.  FTP, name 1895 this British attempt to lead a raid into Boer territory.

ANSWER: Jameson Raid

16 Objections to its revisions of the terms of the Treaty of Worms regarding control of Piacenza prompted Sardinia’s refusal to sign it.  It addressed its central issue by confirming the terms of the Treaty of Breslau six years earlier, and its negotiators included Francis III of Modena and Charles Emmanuel III.  St. Vincent and Dominica were declared neutral, while England regained Chennai, France regained Louisbourg, and Philip was named Duke of Parma.  The Treaty of Madrid revised provisions between England and Spain regarding slave importation that were issued in this treaty, which confirmed Glatz as a Prussian possession.  FTP, identify this treaty that also gave Prussia control of Silesia and upheld the Pragmatic Sanction of Maria Theresa, ending the War of Austrian Succession.

ANSWER: Treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle
17. One theory holds that it was a reaction to a soldier named Drouet’s attempts to rape the daughter of Roger Mastrangelo.  William Porcelet was one of few occupiers overtly spared, although the inhabitants of Sperlinga refused to participate in it as well.  Pope Martin IV failed to restore the order that existed before this event, which had its roots in a conspiracy by Michael VIII and the husband of Constance, who made a claim for succession based on her Hohenstaufen heritage.  John of Procida was also linked to this uprising, which saw the formation of a regional commune under the protection of the Holy See and Peter III of Aragon’s seizure of the eponymous region from Charles of Anjou.  FTP, identify this rebellion that began in 1282 during some religious services in Palermo.
ANSWER: Sicilian Vespers
18. Some light has been shed on their activities through the discovery of the aliases “Antenna” and “Liberal” in the Verona Cables.  Their links to Joel Barr and William Perl stemmed from one’s involvement in the Steinmetz Club at CCNY.  Represented by the father and son team of Alexander and Emmanuel Bloch, they were the posthumous subjects of a 1997 memoir by Alexander Feklisov, while a 1987 book told the viewpoint of their two sons, who were adopted by Abel Meeropol after their deaths.  In the court of Judge Irving Kauffman, they were tried along with Morton Sobell, and much of the decisive testimony came from David and Ruth Greenglass, their in-laws, who were trying to avoid prosecution for their own treasonous activities.  FTP, identify this couple that was executed in 1953 on the charge of being Soviet spies.

ANSWER: Julius and Ethel Rosenberg
19. Richard Smithers was killed by its leader when the Bow Street Runners and Coldstream Guards attempted to arrest the men linked to it.  Its exposure was the result of an infiltration by George Edwards, and John Brunt and Richard Tidd were among the five men executed for it.  The plan was for a group of armed men to storm the house of Lord Harrowby during dinner, with James Ing insisting on taking the severed head of Lord Sidmouth in a sack.  It was organized by a group of Spencerean Philanthropists led by a former instigator of the Spa Field Riots, Arthur Thistlewood, who was acting out of anger for the Peterloo Massacre.  FTP, identify this 1820 plot to murder the entire British cabinet, named for the avenue near which its planners met.

ANSWER: Cato Street Conspiracy

20. This city was briefly conquered in 84 B.C. by a ruler nicknamed “lover of the Greeks,” Aretas III, and is said to have been given to Aretas IV by Caligula, again becoming a Nabataean possession.  Seized in 1104 by Toghtekin, who established the Burid Dynasty there, it was subsequently retaken by Nur ad-Din of the Zengid Dynasty.  Saladin left Egypt to establish an Ayyubid sultanate at this city, which would be the site of his death.  An invasion by Tamurlane in 1400 saw the removal of the smiths who forged swords out of the trademark steel of this city, which had once earlier fended off a siege by Conrad III and the army of Jerusalem.  FTP, identify this city that was targeted in the Second Crusade, a former capital of the Ummayads that is now the capital of Syria.
ANSWER: Damascus
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1. Answer the following about an illustrious leader of the Kayi tribe, FTPE.

[10] Erthugrul was the father of this man, who established an empire known for its Sublime Porte.

ANSWER: Osman I or Uthman I
[10] This son of Osman I completed the conquest of Bursa, which would become the empire’s first major capital.  He ruled with his brother Alaeddin as vizier.
ANSWER: Orhan
[10] Orhan also captured this peninsula on the Dardanelles, which became the target of an overasked World War I campaign that saw a spectacular failure by Ian Hamilton’s forces.

ANSWER: Gallipoli
2. Hugh Johnson helped prepare the original one.  FTPE:

[10] Speaker of the House Champ Clark was a staunch opponent of this act, which initiated the first military draft.  Variations of this act were passed in 1940, 1948, and 1967.

ANSWER: Selective Service Act

[10] Also known as the Selective Training and Service Act, this 1940 act instituted the first peacetime draft and allowed for non-combat service options for conscientious objectors.
ANSWER: Burke-Wadsworth Act

[10] In this Supreme Court case, Earl Warren’s majority opinion declared that the case’s namesake did not have his right to free speech violated when he was convicted for burning a draft card in a public protest.

ANSWER: United States v. O’Brien
3. Answer the following about some assorted medieval biographers, FTPE.

[10] Ripping off Suetonius’ biography of Augustus, this advisor to Louis the Pious composed his Life of Charlemagne.
ANSWER: Einhard
[10] His Prophecies of Merlin was incorporated into his History of the Kings of Britain, a mostly fictitious work that popularized the legend of King Arthur.

ANSWER: Geoffrey of Monmouth
[10] Eadmer was the primary biographer of this scholar, who succeeded Lanfranc as Archbishop of Canterbury.

ANSWER: Saint Anselm
4. 1848 sucked for the Hapsburgs.  FTPE:

[10] A revolution by the Honved resulted in his being named leader of an independent Hungary, at least for the brief time until a Russian invasion forced him to cede power to Artur Gorgey.

ANSWER: Lajos (or Louis) Kossuth
[10] Towards the end of 1848, Ferdinand I left his post as Austrian emperor in favor of this long-ruling nephew of his, who later created the dual monarchy of Austria-Hungary.

ANSWER: Franz Joseph I or Francis Joseph I
[10] This man replaced Metternich as Austria’s chief minister, orchestrated the abdication of Ferdinand I, and attempted to restore the absolutist rule of the Hapsburgs as advisor to Franz Joseph I.

ANSWER: Felix von Schwarzenberg
5. The basileus traditionally presided over this body.  FTPE:

[10] Once their terms were completed, archons became members of this highest ranking Athenian council, which primarily functioned as a court and was named for the hill on which it met.

ANSWER: Areopagus
[10] The 461 B.C. reforms of this pro-democracy statesman took away all the powers of the Areopagus except its ability to conduct murder trials.  These actions led to his assassination that same year.

ANSWER: Ephialtes
[10] Another major Athenian governing body was this council of 400 men, which was established by Solon.  Expanded to 500 seats under Cleisthenes, it gained many of the powers formerly held by the Areopagus after the reform measures of Ephialtes.

ANSWER: Boule
6. It was passed to ratify the proposals of the Imperial Conferences that preceded it.  FTPE:

[10] Passed at the end of 1931, this twelve section act formally upheld the autonomy of the dominions of the British Commonwealth, such as Canada and the Irish Free State.

ANSWER: Statute of Westminster
[10] The Statute of Westminster reasserted the designs of this 1926 statement.  A more famous statement of the same name decreed that Great Britain would support efforts to found a Jewish settlement in Palestine.

ANSWER: Balfour Declaration
[10] The appointment of Isaac Isaacs as Governor General of this country was another issue of the 1930 Imperial Conference.  It did not originally ratify the Statute of Westminster until John Curtin passed the Statute of Westminster Adoption Act in 1942.

ANSWER: Australia
7. Joseph Story wrote the majority opinion in the Supreme Court case concerning it.  FTPE:

[10] Name this vessel that was intercepted by Thomas Gedney after drifting up aimlessly towards the coast of Long Island, leading to a prolonged trial in which John Quincy Adams argued as a defense attorney before the Court.

ANSWER: Amistad
[10] After breaking free from his chains, this man instigated and led the Amistad mutiny, where he and his fellow slaves proceeded to kill Captain Ramon Ferrer.

ANSWER: Joseph Cinque or Sengbe Pieh
[10] Donald DeFreeze took on the name of Cinque as the “General Field Marshall” of this militant terrorist group of 1970’s radicals.

ANSWER: Symbionese Liberation Army

8. Answer the following about relations between a pair of nations, FTSNOP.

[5, 5] An 1509 at Mielnik attempt to codify the merger of these two nations ended up being stalled until another act sixty years later.  Their union was undone towards the end of 18th Century when Austria, Russia, and Prussia seized and redistributed the lands of one nation.

ANSWER: Poland and Lithuania
[10] Poland’s Jagellonian Dynasty was formed when the eponymous Lithuanian Duke married Queen Jadwiga as part of this 1385 agreement that established Catholicism as the official religion of Lithuania.

ANSWER: Union of Krewo
[10] However, a formal consolidation of the two states did not come about until the singing of this agreement spearheaded by Sigismund II, which created a Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.

ANSWER: Union of Lublin
9. Answer the following about an important exhortation, FTPE.

[10] Delivered on September 16, 1810, this announcement was accompanied by the ringing of church bells in a Guanajuato village, and ended with the words “Viva Mexico!”

ANSWER: Grito de Dolores or Cry of Dolores or Shout of Dolores (also accept an English translation of “Dolores,” e.g. “sorrow,” “sadness,” or “pain” in place of “Dolores,” as “Dolores” is used to refer both to the name of the village and a general sentiment of sorrow exhibited by Mexican independence advocates in light of Spanish rule)

[10] Less than a year after delivering the “Grito de Delores,” this Catholic priest and Mexican independence leader was captured by the Spanish, excommunicated, and shot to death in Chihuahua.

ANSWER: Miguel Hidalgo y Costila

[10] This wealthy Spanish army officer joined forces with Hidalgo and commanded the military wing of the Mexican independence movement.  After the rebels were routed at Calderon Bridge, he demoted Hidalgo and became the overall leader of the rebellion.

ANSWER: Ignacio de Allende y Unzaga

10. Relations between the U.S. and Latin America around the turn of the 20th Century, FTPE.

[10] Issued in 1895, this statement asserted that the Monroe Doctrine made the U.S. final authority over policy matters anywhere in the Western Hemisphere.

ANSWER: Olney Doctrine

[10] Shortly after the death of its president, Jose Balmaceda, this nation nearly went to war with the U.S. over an incident in which two American sailors from the USS Baltimore were killed in a brawl while on shore leave in one of its ports.

ANSWER: Chile
[10] Passed in 1901, it was incorporated into Cuba’s constitution the following year.  It paved the way for the U.S. to build a naval base at Guantanamo Bay and gave the U.S. to intervene in any scenario that could compromise Cuba’s independence.

ANSWER: Platt Amendment
11. Name these Scandinavians who distinguished themselves during the time of Nazi Germany, FTPE.

[10] Though he was an outspoken opponent of the Holocaust and of Nazi occupation, this ruler did not actually wear a yellow armband in public as a show of support for Jews in Denmark.

ANSWER: Christian X
[10] This man co-founded the Nasjonal Samling party with Johan Hjort.  When Prime Minister Johan Nygaardsvold was forced into exile, the Nazis appointed him premier in a puppet government run by Joseph Terboven.
ANSWER: Vidkun Quisling
[10] This diplomat distributed fake passports called Schutz Passes to Hungarian Jews and sent a letter threatening war crimes charges to Nazi general August Schmidthuber that prevented a pogrom in Budapest.  His suspicious death in Soviet captivity is still the source of much controversy.
ANSWER: Raoul Wallenberg
12. Answer the following about Bonapartes in Italy, FTPE.

[10] Mantua finally fell to the French after Napoleon’s victory at this site, where divisions under Barthelemy Joubert and Andre Massena enacted heavy casualties on Joseph Alvinczy’s Austrian army.

ANSWER: Battle of Rivoli
[10] Napoleon’s greatest victory in Italy came against the Second Coalition in this battle, largely on the strength of reinforcements under Louis Desaix and a cavalry charge by Francois Kellermann that sent Michael von Melas’ Austrian forces scrambling.

ANSWER: Battle of Marengo
[10] Here, Napoleon III led a French-Sardinian coalition to victory over the Austrians under Franz Gyulai.  Patrice MacMahon gained his ducal title from his showing in this battle.
ANSWER: Battle of Magenta
13. Investigations into the occurrence of this event were published in the Hunter Report.  FTPE:

[10] Nearly 400 of the protestors who had gathered to protest the Rowlatt Act in a Punjab city were shot to death by British soldiers in this massacre.

ANSWER: Amritsar Massacre or Jallianwallah Bagh Massacre

[10] This general commanded the brigade that committed the Amritsar Massacre.

ANSWER: Reginald Edward Harry Dyer
[10] In retaliation for the Amritsar Massacre, former Punjab governor Michael O’Dwyer was assassinated in London in 1940 by this Punjab militant, an Amritsar survivor who became a venerated Sikh martyr.

ANSWER: Shaheed Udham Singh
14. Backyard steel furnaces were a characteristic symbol of this period.  FTPE:

[10] Implemented towards the end of 1957, this was Mao Zedong’s plan to increase industrial and agricultural production by emphasizing the establishment of decentralized, autonomous communes across the Chinese countryside.  As Communist plans are wont to do, it failed and caused lots of famine and death.

ANSWER: The Great Leap Forward
[10] In part due to the failure of the Great Leap Forward, this Mao protegee was named President of the People's Republic of China in 1959 and served until 1965.  He was purged during the Cultural Revolution, though Deng Xiaoping had his name posthumously cleared in 1980.

ANSWER: Liu Shaoqi

[10] After Liu Shaoqi was brought down, Mao turned his favor to this man, who served with him during the Long March.  He led the People's Liberation Army and compiled Mao's writings in the Little Red Book, but fell out of favor and died in a mysterious plane crash in 1971.

ANSWER: Lin Biao
15. Identify some instances of Englishmen getting some balls and telling the king what’s up.  FTPE:

[10] Edward Coke drew up this document, which contained grievances against the king’s practices of quartering soldiers, forced loans, and not providing due process before imprisonment, among others.

ANSWER: Petition of Right
[10] Henry III was forced to swear to this agreement, which created a council of fifteen barons to oversee policy decisions.  Urban IV annulled Henry’s oath three years later, and the Second Baron’s War broke out.

ANSWER: Provisions of Oxford
[10] Of course the classic example is when a bunch of barons went up to King John at Runymede to make him sign this document containing checks on royal power.

ANSWER: Magna Carta
16. Answer some questions about an institution that dates back to the 13th Century.  FTPE:

[10] In the 16th Century, this university became the base of an eponymous school of thought relating theology and economics.  Domingo de Soto and Juan de Medina were among the noted Dominicans of that school, while the Jesuit contingent was represented by Francisco Suarez and Luis de Molina

ANSWER: University of Salamanca
[10] This Basque and Dominican scholar and founder of the Salamanca School is sometimes labelled the founder of international law.  His writings include On Civil Power, On the Indians and the Law of War, and like de las Casas, he opposed Spanish colonial subjugation of Indians in the New World.

ANSWER: Francisco de Vitoria
[10] In 1422, a constitution sanctioning the school of theology at the University of Salamanca was issued by this pope, whose election at the Council of Constance ended the schism caused by the Avignon Papacy.

ANSWER: Martin V or Oddone Colonna
17. It proposed the creation of Cherronesus, Metropotamia, and Sylvania, among others.  FTPE:
[10] Passed in its eponymous year, this Thomas Jefferson-drafted resolution was followed by a similar one named for the following year, and proposed guidelines for the transition of territories into states

ANSWER: Land Ordinance of 1784
[10] The Ordinance of 1784 was eventually supplanted by this 1787 resolution, which organized the territories of the Ohio and Great Lakes regions and outlawed slavery there.

ANSWER: Northwest Ordinance
[10] Two months before the passage of the Ordinance of 1785, George Washington hosted this conference between Maryland and Virginia, which would spawn the discussions of drafting a new constitution that were held in the subsequent Annapolis and Philadelphia Conventions.

ANSWER: Mount Vernon Conference

18. Answer the following about formative events of Canada, FTPE.

[10] This conference in Prince Edward Island saw delegates from four colonies, including New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, spend a week discussing the formation of a Canadian confederation.

ANSWER: Charlottetown Conference

[10] This 1867 act of Parliament organized its colonies into an official dominion of Canada, and established the structure of its federal government.  It was superseded by the Canada Act of 1982.

ANSWER: British North America Act or Constitution Act

[10] Three years later the new Canadian Parliament passed an act creating this province as a response to Louis Riel’s Red River Rebellion.

ANSWER: Manitoba
19. Identify some Valois monarchs, FTPE.

[10] Nicknamed “the Good,” this king was captured by the English at the Battle of Poitiers.  In the Treaty of Bretigny, he ceded a lot of territory and set a contract to pay his ransom.
ANSWER: John II or Jean II
[10] Captured in the Battle of Pavia, he had a reputation as a builder of lavish palaces and a patron of the arts.  He is the subject of a memorable portrait by Jean Clouet.

ANSWER: Francis I or Francois I
[10] This king had a hilariously gruesome death involving a wooden lance going through his eye during a joust.  When he was alive, he signed the Treaty of Cateau-Cambresis and got to bang Catherine de Medici, siring three future French kings.

ANSWER: Henry II or Henri II
20. Answer the following about the phrase “In hoc signo vinces,” FTPE.

[10] The phrase allegedly appeared on a flaming cross in the sky shortly before Constantine engaged in this decisive battle against the forces of Maxentius.

ANSWER: Battle of Milvian Bridge
[10] The story of vision of the cross was told by this lackey of Constantine, a historian from Caesarea who described the early years of Christianity in his Ecclesiastical History.

ANSWER: Eusebius
[10] After consolidating power in the west, Constantine signed the Edict of Milan with this emperor of eastern Rome.  He soon came to blows with Constantine, but was crushed in the battles of Adrianople and Chrysopolis.

ANSWER: Valerius Licinianus Licinius
