Tossups, Round 10
1. One of the victor’s leading allies died commanding the “Red Devils,” whose charge opened this battle.  The death of the senior member of the Council of Five Regents a year earlier touched off the war surrounding it, in which the victor formed the Army of the East to challenge the alliance of the other three remaining regents.  The capture of Konosu and Gifu Castles preceded this battle, whose decisive moment saw a staged round of arquebus fire signal a force of turncoats to attack the army of their initial ally Otani instead.  That secret pact with Kobayakawa enabled the victor to defeat Ishida’s coalition and fill the power vacuum created by the death of Hideyoshi.  FTP, identify this battle, at which victory allowed Ieyasu to establish the Tokugawa Shogunate.

ANSWER: Battle of Sekigahara (n.b. Hideyoshi was not the member of the council of regents mentioned earlier; he appointed the council.  His death did not create the war, but created fragmentation between the regents, and only after his likely successor in the council die did Ieyasu decide to make a power grab)

2. In its terms, this agreement promised Stagirus, Acanthus, Scolus, and others the right to neutrality, and declared that one of the two sides receive Panactum back and in return free all its prisoners and relent on its siege of Scione.  It was to be upheld a term of fifty years, though four cities refused to accept it, including Elis.  Put into effect once Pleistolas and Alcaeus began their terms of office, this treaty had its negotiations initiated by Pleistonax after Brasidas and Cleon were both killed in the battle of Amphipolis and upheld the independence of Delphi and the oracle in its terms.  Broken several years later due to the intrigues of Corinth and Argos, this is, FTP, which peace that temporarily ended the Peloponnesian War and was named for the Athenian general who co-chaired the negotiations?

ANSWER: Peace of Nicias
3. Many of the participants drank themselves to death while pillaging the distillery of Thomas Langdale on a day nicknamed Black Wednesday.  The national bank was twice attacked and successfully defended, but William Murray and John Fielding saw their houses burned to the ground, while Clerkenwell, the King’s Bench Fleet, and Newgate were also burned down, and their prisoners released.  Participants wore blue ribbons in their hats in imitation of its initiator, who was defended in court by Thomas Erskine and acquitted.  John Wilkes led the army sent by George III to put down this uprising, which grew out of a march on the House of Commons in protest of the Relief Act.  FTP, identify this series of anti-Catholic riots in London named after the lord who led them.

ANSWER: Gordon Riots
4. Henry Wallace wrote the foreword to Joseph M. Jones’ critique of this piece of legislation and its repercussions, while a study of its passage as an example of pressure by private interest groups was done by EE Schattschneider.  The Dunning Act was Canada’s pre-emptive response to the signing of this bill, whose passage was protested to the president in a statement by Clair Wilcox of Swarthmore, which was backed by the signatures of 1028 professors.  The later Reciprocal Trade Agreements Act softened the effects of this bill, which itself had raised rates past the already high levels of the Fordney-McCumber Tariff.  FTP, Herbert Hoover signed what highly protectionist 1930 tariff, which is believed to have made the Great Depression worse?
ANSWER: Hawley-Smoot Tariff (accept names in reverse order)

5. Provisions organizing this group into a 30,000 strong army and promising a select share of them nobility grants in exchange for loyalty to the Commonwealth were included in the Treaty of Hadiach, which they refused to honor, even though their leader Vyhovsky had signed it.  They had earlier pledged allegiance to a rival nation with the Pereyaslev Agreement, which ended their uprising under Bohdan Chmielnicki and organized them into an autonomous hetmanate.  A forced resettlement near the Kuban River marked the end of the dominance of the aforementioned Zaporozhian ones, while another group of them went on a series of revolts under Stenka Razin and were based around the Don River.  FTP, Yevgeny Pugachev also led a rebellion by what group of primarily Ukrainian peasants often remembered as cavalrymen?
ANSWER: Cossacks (I suppose you could prompt early on “Ukrainians,” although the terms of the treaty in the leadin specifically refer to Cossacks)

6. Before being forced into exile in Kraljevica after a coup in this city, Autonomy Party leader Riccardo Zanella briefly served as its elected president after the Christmas of Blood saw the earlier occupying attempts of the Arditi thwarted.  Alceste de Ambris co-authored a short-lived constitution for it based on a system of ten guilds, the Carta del Carnaro, though this effort was opposed by Prime Minister Giovanni Giolitti, who allowed it to be set up as a free state under the terms of the first Treaty of Rapallo.  Later, its eastern section, Susak, would be ceded to Yugoslavia in the 1924 Treaty of Rome by Benito Mussolini.  FTP, identify this Croatian port city now known as Rijeka, the center of a 1919 effort to establish a fascist regime under Gabriele D’Annunzio.
ANSWER: Fiume (accept “Rijeka” before it is mentioned)

7. According to Gerald McFarland’s history of them, members of this faction were heavily college educated and were courted by Joseph Keppler’s satirical magazine, Puck.  E.L. Godkin’s ties also gave them the support of The Evening Post and The Nation.  Dorman Eaton was another member of this group, which had been alienated by the scandal involving the Little Rock and Fort Smith Railroads, and was denounced in a tirade by the Reverend Samuel Burchard.  Organized by George William Curtis and bearing a name coined by Charles Dana, they rallied behind a candidate that was mocked with the line, “Ma, ma, where’s my pa?” and were accused of supporting “Rum, Romanism, and rebellion.”  FTP, identify this group of breakaway Republicans that supported Grover Cleveland in the election of 1884.

ANSWER: Mugwumps (prompt on “Independents”)

8. One woman linked to it used a bandage to choke herself to death while being carried in a covered chair after having her limbs broken on the rack, while another, named Paulina, was physically prevented from joining her husband in suicide.  The commoner Nymphidus was elevated to consul after it, while Turpilianus was given a triumph, and an honorary name was given to Milichus, a former slave of Scaevinus, who exposed it.  The aforementioned torture victim Epicharis emerged as a tragic heroine for not betraying those involved in this scandal, which is discussed in Book XV of the Annals, though such authors as Lucan, Petronius, and Seneca were forced to commit suicide after its discovery.  FTP, identify this conspiracy against Nero, whose namesake was Gaius Calpurnius.
ANSWER: Piso’s Conspiracy (accept “Pisonian Conspiracy”

9. The castle housing his first wife was once besieged unsuccessfully by Milo de Montlhery, and this first marriage, to Lucienne de Rochefort, would later be annulled by Pope Paschal II.  Aimon Vairevache, Thomas de Marle, and Hugh de Puiset were among the numerous renegade vassals whom he crushed in his efforts to assert royal power and win support from both the populace and the church.  The biggest threat to his kingdom came from an invasion by Holy Roman Emperor Henry V, who had allied with his traditional enemy, Henry I of England.  Towards the end of the reign of this son of Phillip I, the construction of the Basilica of St. Denis began, and Abbot Suger went on to write a fawning biography of this king.  FTP, identify this man who preceded Louis VII as king of France and was commonly nicknamed “The Fat.”

ANSWER: Louis VI (accept “Louis the Fat” before it is mentioned)

10. A revolt in this nation placed Bacha-i-Saqao in power for nine months under the name Habibullah after the brothers Inayatullah and Amanullah were forced to abdicate.  That revolt ended the reign of this nation’s Barakzay Dynasty, which in turn had supplanted its founding Sadozay Dynasty.  An attempt to install Shah Shoja as king and oust the first Barakzay ruler, Dost Muhammad, led to the first of its three wars with Britain, with the last ending with the Treaty of Rawalpindi and the granting of this nation’s independence.  Its modern borders established by the Durand Agreement, it first became a nation under Ahmad Shah Durrani, the victor at the Third Battle of Panipat.  FTP, identify this Asian nation that faced a Soviet invasion in 1978 and later became home to the Taliban.

ANSWER: Afghanistan
11. One member established himself as a Bordeaux winemaker by purchasing Chateau Brane-Mouton, and partially renaming it after his surname.  The architect George Devey frequently worked on projects for them, such as the estate at Tring Park for Nathan, who was the first one named to the House of Lords.  Francis I of Austria bestowed the title of baron on James, Calmann, and the other three members of the second generation.  The founder worked as an antiques dealer before serving under William IX of Hesse-Kassel and changed his last name from Bauer to honor the logo of his business in Frankfurt, a red shield.  FTP, identify this family brought to prominence by Mayer Amschel, a European banking house known for its wealth and philanthropy towards Jewish interests.

ANSWER: Rothschild Family
12. Attempts to provide compensation for this event can be seen in a recent series of proposed House bills named after Samuel Moody.  Most of the men involved in this event, whose date is memorialized in the annual Valor Day, were gathered outside the town of Mariveles and randomly directed, under the watch of “buzzard squads,” to a waiting fleet of boxcars to provide passage from San Fernando to Capas.  Its survivors often ended up being placed on “Hell Ships” or taken to Canabatuan after arriving at Camp O’Donnell.  General Homma was tried and executed for overseeing this event, which he initiated after receiving a mass surrender of Edward King’s combined American and Filipino forces.  FTP, identify this brutal Japanese-led forced march of POW’s that began in 1942 at the eponymous Philippine peninsula.

ANSWER: Baatan Death March

13. Two answers required: One sprang from an attempt to reunite at Apolda by crossing the narrow Kosen pass.  Despite an inept relocation to Dornburg that saw the future Charles XIV entirely miss any encounters, a decisive victory was achieved after a charge by Morand towards the Lissbach Stream and the deaths of Schmettau and Brunswick.  The other sprang from a planned march to Gera, was preceded days earlier by Lannes’ victory at Saalfeld, broke out suddenly due to an unauthorized charge from Michel Ney, whose side was still able to crush the forces of Prince Hohenlohe on the strength of numbers.  FTP, the Prussian army was routed by Louis Davout and Napoleon in what pair of 1806 battles fought on the same day near the respective German towns?

ANSWER: Battles of Jena and Auerstadt (actually, Auerstadt was described first in the tossup but order doesn’t matter)
14. The parties involved in its creation rejected proposals for a hereditary senate and a fourth branch of government to govern morality in the style of the Athenian Areopagus.  Its stability began to crumble when one state, which had been freed by the Admirable Campaign, rallied under the Cosiata movement, a call for autonomy led by Jose Paez.  Another blow came in the form of a military coup that created a short-lived dictatorship under Rafael Urdaneta, after which Jose Caicedo helped create a revised constitution for New Grenada.  Francisco Zea and Francisco Santander were vice presidents of this entity, which was organized by congresses at Cucuta and Angostura.  FTP, identify this failed republic that included Ecuador and Venezuela and was created under Simon Bolivar.
ANSWER: Gran Colombia or Great(er) Colombia
15. This work describes how both the Pythagoraeans and Muhammad likened brutish people to animals and endorses Asaph the Prophet’s saying that “‘You are all Gods.’”  Quoting Hermes Trismegistus and Abdala the Saracen in its opening, this work explains that, during the Creation, God made Adam and his progeny free from the bounds of Nature in its author’s attempt to place humankind on the Great Chain of Being.  Celebrating the “supreme generosity of God the Father,” it declares that everyone “is granted to have whatever he chooses, to be whatever he wills.”  A papal condemnation against this author by Innocent VIII prevented the debate in Rome for which this work was composed as an introduction, and during which its author would have defended his 900 Theses.  FTP, name this humanist manifesto, an exhortation on man’s unlimited potential by Giovanni Pico della Mirandola.
ANSWER: Oration on the Dignity of Man or De Hominis Dignitate Oratio
16. In the years after these events, a sum of 600 pounds was set aside as compensation for affected families, Ann Putnam issued a public apology for her role in them, and Joseph Green took over as minister.  A critical letter from Thomas Brattle helped lead to their end, as the Oyer and Terminer bodies were disbanded by William Phips shortly afterwards.  William Stoughton presided over these events, which stemmed from observations made by the William Griggs, the doctor who examined Betty Paris and Abigail Williams.  Resulting in the “pressing” death of Giles Corey under a pile of rocks, and the hanging of such citizens as Rebecca Nurse, Sarah Good, and Bridget Bishop, these were, FTP, what series of court proceedings that saw members of a Massachusetts town accuse each other of evil sorcery?

ANSWER: Salem Witch Trials
17. This ruler saw feuding between his tutors Sihabedden and Zaganos and the regent Candarli Halil when he was placed on the throne at age twelve, though he would be sent back to Manisa as his father returned from a victory at the Battle of Varna to rule a second time.  Gentile Bellini was commissioned to paint a portrait of this leader, who introduced a dual law code to oversee his lands.  He suppressed the last challenge to his expansion by defeating Uzun Hasan at Bashkent, and had Stjepan Tomasevich beheaded to complete his take-over of Bosnia.  This ruler also fought the forces of Skanderbeg and Vlad the Impaler, and was called both “The Conqueror” and “The Roman Caesar” after his greatest triumph.  FTP, name this Ottoman emperor who oversaw the final conquest of Constantinople.

ANSWER: Mehmed II or Mehmet II or Muhammad II
18. A plebiscite organized to oppose it was coordinated with the raising of the voting age to 24 to block the influence of the emotionally-charged youth vote, but resulted in accusations of the violation of the Berchtesgaden Agreement and manufactured claims of rioting as a pretext to call for military occupiers by radio.  The forced resignation of chief of staff Alfred Jansa and foreign minister Constantin von Neurath foreshadowed its occurrence, and despite the attempts of the Fatherland Front to maintain power, President Wilhelm Miklas was driven from power after his coerced appointment of a new chancellor, Arthur Seyss-Inquart.  FTP, name this event that saw Kurt Schusnigg driven from power and the Ostmark province created, the 1938 annexation of Austria by the Nazis.
ANSWER: Anschluss
19. Although fortifications were made at Acote’s Hill in preparation for this conflict, Lieutenant John Pitman’s gunshot through a keyhole that wounded George Bardeen in the leg caused its only real casualty.  Jedediah Sprague owned the tavern in Chepachet that served as a base for its participants, who had earlier launched unsuccessful raid on the Cranston Street Arsenal.  Angered by the passage of the Algerine Law and the provisions of the 1663 charter, it stemmed from a dichotomy between the rival Freeman’s and People’s Constitutions, and opposed the rule of the minority-elected governor, Samuel King.  Though John Tyler abstained from taking sides, the issues it raised were resolved by the federal government in Luther v. Borden.  FTP, identify this 1842 rebellion over voting rights in Rhode Island.
ANSWER: Dorr’s Rebellion

20. A history of this organization’s formation and actions can be found in the Anglia Redivia by Joshua Sprigge.  Henry Vane proposed legislation to prevent government entanglements with this group, whose creation had its roots in a letter to the Committee of Both Kingdoms by William Waller, who urged the need for unification.  The aforementioned law would later force Robert Devereux and Edward Montagu to resign from it upon being elected as legislators, and was called the Self-Denying Ordinance.  Philip Skippon was the first appointed officer of this 22,000 man organization, whose members wore red coats as uniforms and made their victorious fighting debut at Naseby.  Thomas Fairfax was the Lord General of, FTP, what Parliament-sponsored military force, whose cavalry division was headed by Oliver Cromwell?

ANSWER: New Model Army
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Bonuses, Round 10
1. Answer the following about an early American who wrote a lot of stuff, FTPE:

[10] He engaged in heated pamphlet exchanges with Samuel Seabury and criticized the passage of laws punishing British Loyalists in his two Letters from Phocion.  Some of his many pseudonyms were Americanus, Camillus, and No Jacobin.

ANSWER: Alexander Hamilton
[10] In 1791, a year after writing his Report on Public Credit, Hamilton presented this document to Congress, which recommended the passage of numerous tariffs and encouraged an emphasis on industry to allow America to participate in the international market.

ANSWER: Report on Manufactures (do NOT accept “Report on Manufacturers”)
[10] Hamilton and James Madison exchanged letters in a famous debate over the 1793 Neutrality Proclamation.  For ten points, give either of the pseudonyms used by the pair.

ANSWER: Pacificus (Hamilton) and Helvidius (Madison)

2. John George of Saxony was one of the electors who opposed it.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this 1629 decree, in which Holy Roman Emperor Ferdinand II called for secularized bishoprics, such as Bremen, to be placed back under the control of the Catholic Church.

ANSWER: Edict of Restitution
[10] The Edict of Restitution attempted to undo the terms of this 1555 agreement in which German princes were allowed to choose whether to make their territories Catholic or Protestant under the principle of “cuius regio, eius religio.”
ANSWER: Peace of Augsburg (do not accept “Diet of Augsburg” or “Augsburg Confession”)
[10] Ferdinand II was preceded as Holy Roman Emperor by this man, who feuded with his own brother, Rudolf II, for control of Hungary and Bohemia, and was counseled by Melchior Klesl.

ANSWER: Matthias
3. Answer the following about the assassinations of some 20th Century Middle Eastern leaders, FTPE.

[10] Jordan’s three-time Prime Minister Wasfi Tell was shot to death by members of this Palestinian terrorist group.  This group gained more infamy for killing eleven Israeli athletes during the Munich Olympics.

ANSWER: Black September
[10] This third king of Saudi Arabia, who was murdered by his nephew, was a leading figure behind OPEC’s crippling 1973 oil embargo against Western nations.

ANSWER: Faisal ibn Abd al Aziz Al Saud

[10] The son of the Kataeb Party’s founder, this man organized and commanded the Lebanese Forces to combat Syrian occupation.  Elected as Lebanon’s president in 1982, he was killed in a bomb blast before he could take office, and his brother Amine was elected as his replacement.

ANSWER: Bachir Gemayel
4. Their last ruler was relegated to being merely King of the Azores before driven into exile in France.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this royal house, which was founded by Joao I and reigned until Antonio I met the above fate when Philip II of Spain sent in an army and took the crown.

ANSWER: Aviz
[10] Philip’s claim came from his status as uncle to this Aviz monarch, who died in battle while on a crusade in Morocco.  Camoes dedicated The Lusiads to him, and he became the subject of legends saying that he would return from the dead to lead Portugal to greatness.

ANSWER: Sebastian or Sebastiao
[10] The Hapsburgs were finally driven out by Joao IV, who started this house that ruled Portugal until it became a republic in 1910.

ANSWER: Braganza
5. Answer the following about free love and the appropriately named Fanny Wright, FTPE.

[10] Wright purchased a large tract of land near Memphis to found this short-lived commune as a refuge for freed slaves, where free love would be encouraged.

ANSWER: Nashoba
[10] Wright worked closely with the son of this man, also a critic of the institution of marriage.  He first implemented his utopian reforms in the Scottish mill town of New Lanark, and went on to found New Harmony in Indiana.

ANSWER: Robert Owen (do not accept “Robert Dale Owen,” as that is the name of the son being referenced in this question)

[10] One of the biggest blows to the free love movement was the 1873 passage of this act, which banned the distribution of sexually-oriented publications in the U.S. and declared contraceptives themselves.

ANSWER: Comstock Act

6. It was Leo Wolpert’s favorite rebellion because it involved two guys kissing.  FTPE:

[10] As Shakespeare told it, the two men mentioned above were Lord Say, the treasurer, and his son-in-law, who had their severed heads displayed in such a fashion during this man’s 1450 rebellion in Kent against Henry VI.

ANSWER: Jack Cade or John Mortimer
[10] Cade’s men were able to march on London after defeating the royal army in an encounter at this Kentish town.

ANSWER: Sevenoaks
[10] This man, who took over for the murdered William Crowmer as Sheriff of Kent, led the pursuit against Cade, resulting in the latter’s death at Heathfield.

ANSWER: Alexander Iden
7. This movement was a foil to the traditionalism of the contemporaneous Tongzhi Restoration.  FTPE:

[10] Li Hongzhang, Zeng Guofan, and Zuo Zongtang spearheaded this late 19th Century movement to modernize China with Western industrial reforms.  The Kiangnan Arsenal and the Fuzhou Shipyard are examples of facilities built as a result of this era.
ANSWER: Self-Strengthening Movement

[10] The Self-Strengthening Movement ended when Emperor Guangzu unsuccessfully attempted to expand its scope to governmental and educational reforms during this period that took place from June to September 1898.

ANSWER: Hundred Days Reforms

[10] One of the motivations for the Self-Strengthening Movement was this conflict, in which Hung Hsiu-chuan attempted to establish a “Great Peace” in a revolt that was quashed by the Ever Victorious Army.

ANSWER: Taiping Rebellion

8. Stuff about a recently-established organization, FTPE.

[10] Sargent Shriver served as the first head of this agency created by John Kennedy’s Executive Order 10924 as an American outreach program targeting third world countries.

ANSWER: Peace Corps
[10] Shriver went on to become the Democrats’ vice presidential nominee after revelations that this prior nominee and Missouri senator had suffered past mental problems and underwent electroshock therapy.

ANSWER: Thomas Eagleton
[10] Proving Peace Corps volunteers are just resume builders, Marjorie Michelmore served in this country when she started an international incident by whining about its being “‘primitive’” and “‘underdeveloped’” in a postcard that soon became publicly available.  Nnamdi Azikiwe became its first president in 1963.
ANSWER: Nigeria
9. Name these empires or dynasties that ruled Ethiopia, FTPE.

[10] Early in the 4th century A.D., it became a Christian empire under King Ezana.  Ge’ez was the language of this empire, which conquered Meroe and was a trading powerhouse until it had faded away by 900 AD.

ANSWER: Axum or Aksum
[10] Marara founded this empire in the 1100’s, filling the void left by the fall of Axum.  It reached its height under Lalibela, who built a set of splendid rock churches at its capital of Roha.

ANSWER: Zagwe
[10] Established by Yakuno Amlak, it succeeded the Zagwe Dynasty and ruled until the 20th Century.  This dynasty took its name from the biblical king, who, along with the Queen of Sheba, were said to have provided its ancestry.

ANSWER: Solomonids
10. Answer the following about a landmark work in the history of science, FTPE.

[10] In 1931, this Soviet physician and externalist scholar, who was later purged by the NKVD, presented a paper arguing that the onset of the Enlightenment-era scientific revolution was motivated primarily by materialism and a desire to address the economic concerns of the market.

ANSWER: Boris Hessen
[10] Boris Hessen’s groundbreaking paper discussed “The Socio-Economic Roots” of this work, which was first published in 1687 and introduced Newton’s laws of motion.

ANSWER Philosophiae Naturalis Principia Mathematica
[10] A non-Marxist externalist thesis linking England’s 17th Century scientific revolution to the rise of Puritanism was authored by this Columbia sociologist, better known for his discussion of anomie in Social Theory and Social Structure.

ANSWER: Robert King Merton (do not accept “Robert Carhart Merton”)
11. Identify these manipulated documents, FTPE.

[10] Considered a forgery because it was first printed in Chinese, this 1927 document outlined a plan for Japan to conquer the world starting with China and was named for Japan’s then-prime minister.

ANSWER: Tanaka Memorial

[10] The phrase “Blood and Iron” appeared in the Tanaka Memorial, echoing the philosophy of Otto von Bismarck, who altered this piece of correspondence from King Wilhelm in order to provoke the French into war.

ANSWER: Ems Dispatch

[10] Ramsey MacDonald and his Labor Party lost the 1924 elections largely due to the publication of this forged letter, in which a Soviet Comintern leader allegedly urged British communists to revolt.

ANSWER: Zinoviev Letter

12. The letter that introduced it called for 60,000 men and assaults on Fort Jackson and Saint Philip.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this strategic proposal that was made by Winfield Scott and called for a blockade of Confederate seaports in conjunction with a general seizure of the Mississippi River.

ANSWER: Anaconda Plan
[10] Ulysses Grant helped bring the Anaconda Plan into effect by triumphing at Vicksburg over this general, who refused Joseph Johnston’s calls to abandon the city and resisted the Union siege for nearly six weeks.

ANSWER: John Pemberton
[10] Nathaniel Banks led the longest sustained battle of the Civil War in besieging this Louisiana city, which surrendered five days after Vicksburg did.  It was the site of the last remaining Confederate fortification on the Mississippi River.

ANSWER: Port Hudson
13. Identify the common name shared by the following Byzantine emperors, FTPE.

[10] The fifth was called “Copronymous” for allegedly shitting himself when being baptized as a baby.  The sixth was deposed by his mother Irene, and the eleventh was the final Byzantine emperor.

ANSWER: Constantine
[10] The third was the first wife of Empress Zoe, while the first usurped the throne from Constantine VII and fought the Bulgars of Tsar Simeon.  The fourth was blinded so violently after his defeat at Manzikert that he died from his wounds.

ANSWER: Romanus
[10] The first had his skull made into a drinking cup by the Bulgar chief, Krum.  The second was a general who was killed at the order of his wife, Theophano, and the third, and last, was a usurper named Botaneiates, whose rule helped end the rule of the Ducas family.

ANSWER: Nicephorus
14. The Halifax Gibbet was a famous evolutionary predecessor to this device.  FTPE:

[10] Though the first prototype was built by Tobias Schmidt and designed by Antoine Louis, this device, whose first victim was Nicolas-Jacques Pelletier, was named after the doctor who proposed its creation.
ANSWER: guillotine
[10] The guillotine was used to execute this former prostitute and royal mistress, who had been banished from the court when Louis XV died and was sentenced to death by the Revolutionary Tribunal on charges of treason.

ANSWER: Jeanne Becu, Madame du Barry
[10] Contemporary guillotine critics questioned whether the device really brought a quick and painless death upon its victims, often citing an apocryphal story of how the severed head of this assassin allegedly blushed after being slapped by the executioner Francois Le Gros.

ANSWER: Charlotte Corday
15. He issued the Orders in Council in response to Napoleon’s Berlin Decree.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this Tory and vocal opponent of Catholic emancipation, whose shooting death at the hands of John Bellingham left him as the only British prime minister to be assassinated.

ANSWER: Spencer Perceval
[10] Perceval passed the Frame Breaking Act to oppose the frequent destruction of factory equipment carried out by this radical faction of angry mill and textile workers.
ANSWER: Luddites

[10] Like George Canning, who refused an offer to join it, Perceval was a staunch critic of this coalition government formed under William Grenville.  Charles Fox was the Foreign Secretary of this cabinet, which, despite its grandiose name, stayed in power for only a little over a year.

ANSWER: Ministry of All the Talents
16. Plans from Mexican history, FTPE.

[10] The Army of the Three Guarantees formed to fight for such goals as equality between European and native citizens and the institution of Roman Catholicism as the state religion, which were put forth in this plan by Augustin de Iturbide.

ANSWER: Plan de Iguala
[10] While in exile in Louisiana, Benito Juarez helped with the creation of this plan, which called for liberal reforms, the creation of a new constitution, and the removal of Santa Anna.  It lent its name to a revolution that broke out soon after.

ANSWER: Plan de Ayutla
[10] Emiliano Zapata issued this plan in 1911 to call for land ownership reform and express his dissatisfaction with the regime of Francisco Madero.

ANSWER: Plan de Ayala
17. Apparently festively named bloodless revolutions are all the rage in former Soviet republics.  FTPE:

[10] In the years leading to the USSR’s breakup, this nation campaigned for independence in the Singing Revolution.  Edgar Savisaar was its first prime minister, and later became vice president of the Riigikogu.
ANSWER: Estonia
[10] In this revolution, demonstrators forced the resignation of Eduard Shevardnadze, and Mikhail Saakashvili won the election that followed to become the president of Georgia.
ANSWER: Rose Revolution
[10] The goofy Ukrainian girl that rejected the romantic advances of Scott Francis was shunned by her fellow Ukrainians at Cornell after she voted for Viktor Yanukovych over this pockmarked politician, who won the presidency in the election that culminated the Orange Revolution.
ANSWER: Viktor Yushchenko
18. It was unveiled after a short series of 1942 meetings at Gowalia Tank.  FTPE:

[10] Maulana Azad headed the conference that oversaw the passage of this resolution and its ensuing movement, in which Mohandas Gandhi demanded that Britain end its occupation of the subcontinent.

ANSWER: Quit India
[10] First organized in 1888, this party became the dominant force in Indian politics, serving as the ruling party for the first thirty years after India gained independence.  Today, its major rival is the BJP.

ANSWER: Congress Party or Indian National Congress

[10] A more militant attempt at independence was driven by this leader of the Indian National Army, who allied with Japan against the British.  A rival of Mohandas Gandhi, he was a two time president of the Congress Party before leaving to form the Forward Bloc and later dying in a mysterious plane crash.

ANSWER: Subhash Chandra Bose
19. He appeared under the name “Pul” in the Book of Kings.  FTPE:

[10] Taking the name of a preceding ruler from the 11th Century B.C., this 8th Century ruler and father of Shalmaneser V brought on a new golden age for the Assyrians, conquering Babylon and Syria, and introducing many reforms centralizing the administration of the empire.
ANSWER: Tiglath Pileser III
[10] Sargon II, who may also have been the son of Tiglath Pileser III, led a campaign against this kingdom, an ancestor of Armenia, whose rulers included Sardur I and Rusa I.  The Medes eventually overran them.

ANSWER: Urartu
[10] Nimrud was the major Assyrian capital during the reign of Tiglath Pileser III, though under Sennacherib would initiate massive improvements in this city and make it the new capital.

ANSWER: Nineveh
20. Unrestricted submarine warfare annoyed a bunch of people.  FTPE:

[10] The most devastating German submarine attack resulted in the deaths of nearly 1,200 people when this Cunard Line ship was sunk off the coast of Ireland.

ANSWER: RMS Lusitania
[10] Months after the sinking of the Lusitania, U Boats sank this British passenger ship, this time killing 44.  The ensuing outcry caused Germany to make an eponymous pledge promising not to attack passenger ships without due warning.

ANSWER: Arabic
[10] Woodrow Wilson’s assistant co-signed this statement promising that American would fight for the Allied forces if Germany refused to attend or cooperate with proposed peace negotiations.

ANSWER: House-Grey Memorandum
