Tossups, Round 2
1. In Book I’s second section, “Elements,” this work’s author differentiates between facts that are either universally known or the products of individual human consciousness in characterizing the true and the certain, reflecting his disdain for Descartes.  Corollaries on topics from Roman history, such as the arrival of Aeneas into Latium, fill out the discussion of subjects like geography and metaphysics in sections whose titles mirror that of Book II, “Poetic Wisdom.”  In Book IV, this work categorizes such concepts as symbols, authority, and jurisprudence into three types each, and also expounds upon the author’s division of history into ages of gods, heroes, and men governed by alternating periods of progress and regression, or corsi and ricorsi.  Most notably, the author supports his theory with a lengthy discussion on the “Discovery of the True Homer.”  FTP, identify this work advocating a cyclical approach to history and written by Giambattista Vico.

ANSWER: The New Science or Scienzia Nova
2. An immediate predecessor to this agreement came when a commission under Robert Campbell allowed William Emory to complete a survey to revise an earlier compromise made by Bartlett and Conde.  The resulting nine article treaty resolved the confusion created by John Disturnell’s mapping errors, and, in its text, authorized commercial transit across the Isthmus of Tehuantepec and voided the sixth and seventh articles of the treaty signed between the same two nations five years earlier, with the exception of the provision involving the Rio Bravo del Forte.  Reduced by the Senate to a ten million dollar transaction, this is, FTP, which agreement that saw the U.S. gain major portions of Arizona and New Mexico from Mexico?

ANSWER: Gadsden Purchase

3. Devised after a period known as the “Great Fear,” during which a resolution was passed to eliminate aristocratic privileges, this document states that only actions harmful to society can be proscribed by law, and that law must serve as an expression of the general will in the fifth and sixth of its seventeen articles.  Two years after its release, Olympe de Gouges issued a feminist rebuttal to it.  Signed under pressure by the king before his captivity at Tuileries and preceding the drafting of the Civil Constitution of the Clergy, it was primarily written by Emmanuel Sieyes, though earlier drafts featured the work of Lafayette.  FTP, identify this document passed in 1789 by the National Assembly, the French Revolution’s analog to the Declaration of Independence.

ANSWER: Declaration of the Rights of Man and Citizen
4. The term “dystrophy” was used to apply to condition of most of the victims of this event, which was the subject of a diary by Vera Inber.  The early fall of Tikvhin exacerbated the situation, and at Zaborie, hasty construction began to provide a means of thoroughfare.  The Spanish Blue Division provided support for this campaign, for which a relief effort was dubbed Operation Spark.  Army Group North, which headed the attack, saw its command transferred to Georg von Kuechler after Wilhelm von Leeb was relieved.  The “Road of Life,” which relied on the frozen Lake Ladoga, helped provide supplies during the 900 days of, FTP, what prolonged assault that resulted in the deaths of nearly a million civilians in a Soviet city?

ANSWER: Siege of Leningrad (accept any similar answer that mentions that Leningrad was besieged or attacked for a prolonged period of time)

5. He faced rebellions by leaders such as Gokula and his Jat forces and was the addressee of the angry Fatehnama and Zafarnama letters in response to his harsh policies, which included re-instituting the jizya and ordering the destruction of religious complexes like the Kashi Vishvanath.  The conqueror of Golconda, he did, however, add the Moti Masjid complex to the Red Fort, the site where this former governor of the Decca region imprisoned his father after seizing power and beheading his older brother Dara Shikoh.  Abolishing such practices as suttee, he made the focal point of his reign bringing India under Sharia law.  FTP, identify this Islamic son of Shah Jahan, the last prominent ruler of the Mughal Empire.
ANSWER: Aurangzeb
6. Discussions held during the sixth presidency determined whether it would be put on the agenda of the eighth presidency, and analogous actions involving the use of tree leaves occurred in another city.  A son of Charmus was the first known target, while a leader of Perithoedae was the last before it was replaced by the Graphe Paranomon.  Callixenus and Megacles joined the aforementioned Hipparchus and Hyperbolus on the list of men who experienced it, but they were not called back prematurely as Cimon and Aristides were.  Originating during the rule of Cleisthenes, this is, FTP, what practice in which citizens could be voted into exile from Athens for ten years, named after the shards of pottery on which votes were written?

ANSWER: ostracism (the analogue mentioned is “petalism,” which occurred in Syracuse and only resulted in five years of exile for a banished party)
7. The commission investigating this event included John Kernan and Nicholas Worthington and was led by Carroll Wright.  The inspiration for the passage of the Erdman Act four years later, it garnered support from rallying speeches by the leader of a local women’s group, Jennie Curtis.  Mediation offers by the local Civic Federation and Mayor John P. Hopkins were turned down, and violence soon broke out at Blue Island.  Attorney General Richard Olney issued an initial injunction against it before troops under Nelson Miles were called in to suppress it, with its leader being arrested on charges of disrupting the mail service.  A reaction to wage cuts in response to the Panic of 1893 a year earlier, this is, FTP, what strike spurred on by Eugene Debs and involving workers of a Chicago railroad car company?
ANSWER: Pullman Strike
8. The first-hand account of a conversation with this student of John Alymer about Plato’s Phaedo can be found in The Schoolmaster by Roger Ascham.  This figure was exposed to the Swiss Reform movement through correspondence with Heinrich Bullinger, which led to strict Protestant loyalty.  Initially pursued as a pawn by Thomas Seymour, this figure was eventually coerced into an unwanted marriage with Guildford, the son of John Dudley.  John Feckenham was sent on a failed attempt to convert her to Catholicism before her death, which was precipitated by a revolt under Thomas Wyatt over the planned marriage of Philip II of Spain to her cousin, Mary I.  FTP, name this women who was executed in 1554 after spending nine days as Queen of England.

ANSWER: Lady Jane Grey
9. The leader of one faction in this conflict was nicknamed “The Red Monk” for his hotheadedness, and was opposed by his son-in-law, and it broke out when the latter’s estate was burned down.  Meanwhile, the ruler who had initiated the causative succession crisis by jointly naming his brother and infant son as heirs abdicated during the sixth year of its ten year span and busied himself with building the Silver Pavilion.  Sozen and Katsumoto, the respective heads of the feuding Yamana and Hosokawa families, both died that same year in this war, which saw the continued destruction of Kyoto and started the Sengoku period.  FTP, the Ashikaga Shogunate entered a Warring States period due to what 1467-1477 Japanese civil war?

ANSWER: Onin War
10. A Sicilian one established the right of the Premyslids to the throne of Bohemia, while one of Eger the following year renounced imperial claims to the lands of Matilda of Tuscany.  The founding of universities resulted from two of them: the last major one, which established an academy in Breslau named for Leopold I in 1702, and one, which, after the approval of Clement VI, established the University of Prague.  The Teutonic Knights were offered domain over any Prussian lands they conquered under the one of Rimini, and Andrew II of Hungary was forced to recognize the rights of nobles in the one of 1222.  A major one, revised at the Diet of Metz and first released at the Diet of Nuremberg, and created a body of seven electors.  FTP, identify this term applying to a 1356 document issued by Charles IV, so named because of the shiny color of its seal.

ANSWER: Golden Bull or Bulla Aurea
11. The 11th of the 33 articles in its original charter put forth its three part motto, which emphasized national mobilization, or “qawmiyya,” and unity, or “wataniyya.”  It moderated its official goals a decade later by issuing the Ten-Point Program, which led to the formation of the breakaway Rejectionist Front.  That same national conference also expressed this group’s official opposition to Resolution 242, which would only be reversed by its signing of the Declaration of Principles in 1993.  The Popular Struggle Front and the FIDA are two of the factions incorporated in this organization, whose largest component group is the Fatah, and whose first leader was Ahmad Shukieri.  FTP, identify this organization most notably fronted by Yasser Arafat and dedicated to the creation of a certain Arabic state.

ANSWER: Palestinian Liberation Organization
12. Martin Chambi spent his career photographing this city, including the effects of the 1950 earthquake that devastated it.  The Battle of Las Salinas was fought just outside this city, which later became the center of a rebellion led by Mateo Pumacagua.  Juan Veramendi erected a Basilica Cathedral here, and Vicente Valverde served as the first bishop of this city, where Diego Almagro was executed.  Once divided into sections controlled by the Hanan and Hurin, this city with a puma-shaped layout was invaded by the Chankas during the rule of Pachacuti and was believed to have been founded by Manco Capac.  FTP, identify this city in southern Peru that was once the capital of the Inca Empire.

ANSWER: Cuzco
13. They were called to serve under Gerard Lake at Vinegar Hill and helped put down a rebellion in Wexford.  William Faucitt negotiated the contract that established their ranks, and the poet Johann Seume provided an account of his tenure as one sent to Halifax.  Public promises of 50 acres of land were offered in an attempt to get them to switch allegiances, and the first group of them appeared in North America with a landing at Staten Island under Philip von Heister.  The majority of these men were sent by the Landgrave Friedrich II, and the most noteworthy encounter involving them came on Christmas Day, when a force under Johan Rall was surprised by George Washington at the Battle of Trenton.  FTP, name these German mercenaries who fought for the British during the Revolutionary War.

ANSWER: Hessians

14. This incident, which took place during a prolonged siege of Ardea, was dramatized in the Declamatio by Coluccio Salutati.  Publius Valerius and Tricipitinus were two of the four men first summoned in response to this event, which was briefly recounted by Scipio in Book 2 of Cicero’s On the Commonwealth.  An unusually harsh interpretation of it saw the central figure condemned by St. Augustine in Book 1, Chapter 19 of the City of God, but for the Romans it gave significance to February 24, and Ovid retold of its occurrence in Book II of the Fasti and how the events that followed it were celebrated in the Regifugium.  Occurring in response to a boast made at a banquet by Collatinus, it caused an act of suicide that inspired a promise of vengeance in the form of a rebellion led by Lucius Junius Brutus.  FTP, identify Sextus Tarquinius’ act of forcible penetration that led to the fall of Tarquinus Superbus and the Roman monarchy.
ANSWER: the rape of Lucretia (accept equivalents; prompt on answers of “the suicide of Lucretia,” that appear before the clue “act of suicide” is read.  They demonstrate clear knowledge, but are technically separated from the actual rape incident by the leadin clue and the clue mentioning Publius and Tricipitinus’ being summoned in response to the rape; they saw her commit suicide and were not summoned in response to the suicide itself)

15. Hundreds of thousands of telegrams were sent out to protest this event, whose central figure went on to become chair of the lobby group Common Cause.  John Chancellor described it as “what may be the most serious Constitutional crisis” in American history when reporting about it on NBC, though it was Ronald Ziegler who first publicly announced its occurrence.  Peter Rodino ordered the launching of a formal investigation in response to this event, which was prompted by the rejection of a compromise plan in which John Stennis would verify the accuracy of released transcripts from eight subpoenaed tapes.  William Ruckelshaus stepped down before Robert Bork completed, FTP, what event that also saw Elliot Richardson resign, the controversial firing of Special Prosecutor Archibald Cox at the order of President Nixon?

ANSWER: Saturday Night Massacre
16. Conrad Bussow provided graphic firsthand descriptions of the famine that broke out near the end of this man’s rule, and which he attempted to address by passing a law binding peasants to their lands.  In his diplomatic dealings, he refused a union proposed by Lew Sapieha and forced Jeremiah II into promoting his protegee, Job the Metropolitan, thus establishing a Patriarchate in his kingdom.  His predecessor was an inept fool nicknamed the “Bellringer,” who married his sister Irina, and this ruler found his own reign brought down by the arrival of Grigory Otrepyev and his alleged ties to a death that occurred at Uglich.  Crowned by a zemsky sobor after Fyodor I died, this is, FTP, what man whose rule as czar challenged by the first False Dmitri?

ANSWER: Boris Godunov or Boris I
17. It was temporarily crippled by the release of the Limehouse Declaration, in which a “Gang of Four” led by Roy Jenkins formed a breakaway group to protest its domination by unions.  This organization had avoided a schism decades earlier when Aneurin Bevan and Hugh Gaitskell had an intense debate over Clause IV of its constitution, which called for public ownership over industry and the means of production.  Officially formed after a conference organized by its first chairman, James Keir Hardie, saw its founders merge with the ILP and SFP, among other groups, this party saw such men as James Callaghan and Harold Wilson elected as prime minister under its banner.  FTP, Ramsey MacDonald was the first prime minister from what left-leaning British party, most recently headed by Tony Blair?

ANSWER: Labour Party

18. A trading center at Shortugai was one of the northernmost outposts attributed to these people, and evidence of their funeral practices comes largely from brick burial chambers found at Kalibangan and Lothal.  The second period linked to Nausharo is sometimes cited as the start of its Mature period, while the early ages of Mehrgarh delineate its Neolithic era.  Kot Diji was another major site linked to these people, who built a Great Bath at one of its primary cities, which was excavated by such men as Mortimer Wheeler.  Studied by John Marshall, who led the excavation of the site that provides the alternate name for this Central Asian culture, this is, FTP, which ancient civilization that built Harappa and Mohenjo-Daro and was informally named after the region surrounding a river in Pakistan?

ANSWER: Indus Valley Civilization (accept “Harappan” before Harappa is mentioned)

19. The inclusive Battle of Pasteral was the highlight of one conflict initiated by this movement, who had long since renounced its early pledge not to shoot prisoners made in the Eliot Convention.  Leopold O’Donnell and Antonio van Halen were two generals who headed armies opposing this movement, which fought the aforementioned Matiners’ War.  The Convention of Bergara ended the initial conflict involving this movement, which would later back such pretenders as the Count of Montemolin, the Count of Montizon, and Jaime III.  Tomas Zumalacarregui was the foremost general of, FTP, what movement originally formed out of opposition to the succession of Isabella II and named after the would-be Charles V of Spain?
ANSWER: Carlism or Carlists

20. Credit for the resolution of this conflict is often given to Louis-Auguste de Breteuil, who helped produce an agreement involving the cession of Bayreuth and Ansbach.  Ernst von Louden and Franz von Lacy led the army of the nation that had gained Mindelheim in a secret treaty.  Catherine the Great and Louis XVI were neutral peace brokers for the end of this conflict, which began when the Sulzbach line stood to fill in after Maximilian III’s death ended his branch of the Wittelsbach line, leading Charles Theodore’s claim to be challenged by Charles of Zweibrucken at the urging of Frederick the Great.  FTP, the Treaty of Teschen ended what largely bloodless conflict, nicknamed the Potato War, and fought over a state in southern Germany?

ANSWER: War of the Bavarian Succession (accept “Potato War” on an early buzz)

Bonuses, Round 2

1. Its members included Homer Bone and James Pope.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this body co-chaired by Arthur Vandenberg, which convened from 1934-1936 to investigate the role of weapons industry interests in influencing the U.S.’ decision to enter World War I.

ANSWER: Nye Committee or Senate Munitions Committee
[10] Providing legal counsel for the Nye Committee was this man, who was later incriminated by the discovery of the Pumpkin Papers and the testimony of Whittaker Chambers.

ANSWER: Alger Hiss
[10] Gerald Nye was also heavily involved with this 1940-founded movement, whose primary agenda was opposing U.S. entry into World War II.  Charles Lindbergh was another noteworthy participant.

ANSWER: America First Committee

2. Stuff about the Hanseatic League, FTPE.

[10] The Hanseatic League was primarily based out of this city in Schleswig-Holstein.  It was the namesake of the treaty that ended Denmark’s involvement in the Thirty Year’s War.
ANSWER: Lubeck
[10] The League gained considerable influence in Scandinavia by defeating Waldemar IV of Denmark and forcing him to sign this treaty granting them trade access and a share of the profits from trade.

ANSWER: Treaty of Stralsund
[10] The League lost its hold in Russia when this Duke of Moscow, who was nicknamed “the Great,” annexed Novgorod and kicked them out.

ANSWER: Ivan III
3. Maximianus was made a patriarch as a result of it.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this 431 AD gathering, during which Pope Celestine I sent delegates to challenge Theodosius II and the legitimacy of his patriarch of the time.

ANSWER: Council of Ephesus or Third Ecumenical Council

[10] The Council of Ephesus mainly dealt with this Christian heresy, which challenged the use of the term “Theotokos” for Mary, claiming she was only the mother of the mortal form of Christ.

ANSWER: Nestorianism

[10] Ironically, this follower of Cyril of Alexandria, himself an opponent of Nestorianism, was deposed for his Monophysite heresy, briefly restored in a “Robber Synod,” and then deposed again and exiled by the Council of Chalcedon.

ANSWER: Eutyches
4. Back in the day, absolutism was all the rage in Europe.  FTPE:

[10] Besides holding the hilarious title of Bishop of Condom, he served in the court of Louis XIV as tutor to the dauphin.  This author of the Discourse on Universal History expressed his staunch advocacy of divine right absolutism in Politics Drawn from the Very Words of Holy Scripture.
ANSWER: Jacques-Benigne Bossuet
[10] This military buildup initiated by this second king of Prussia earned him the nickname “the Solider King.”  The goal of his bureaucratic reforms was the creation of a centralized and efficiently run state.

ANSWER: Frederick William I
[10] This Holy Roman Emperor and son of Maria Theresa represented a new wave of enlightened despotism, ending serfdom and protecting the freedom of non-Catholics by issuing the Patent of Tolerance.

ANSWER: Joseph II
5. Stuff about a Chinese concept, FTPE:

[10] Also known as Tien Ming, this principle legitimized the rule of the emperor by ascribing divine authority to him.  Similarly, success revolutions were legitimized on the basis that the previous ruler had lost it by governing immorally and falling out of divine favor.

ANSWER: Mandate of Heaven
[10] The Mandate of Heaven was first invoked as a justification for the successful overthrow of this early dynasty by Ji Fa, who went on to supplant it by founding China’s longest ruling dynasty.

ANSWER: Shang Dynasty

[10] The introduction of the Mandate of Heaven and the Zhou Dynasty’s conquest of the Shang are discussed in this early history book, a member of the Five Chinese Classics that opens with a chapter called “The Canon of Yao.”

ANSWER: Shu Jing or Shu Ching or Shang Shu or Book of Documents (prompt on “Book of History”)

6. The rebellion of Baiamonte Tiepolo led to its creation.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this secretive body formed in 1310 to protect Venice against conspiracies and plots.  In addition to its namesake members, it often included the Doge and the six members of the Signoria.

ANSWER: Council of Ten
[10] The Council of Ten laid the smack down on this ambitious family.  The warlike father, Francisco, served as doge from 1423 until being deposed in 1457; his son Jacopo was exiled and imprisoned for treason after a series of show trials, and died in the same year.

ANSWER: Foscari
[10] The Council of Ten took over the leadership role of the Grand Council after Venice’s 1508-10 war against this pan-European alliance, which featured Maximilian I and Louis XII and was led by Julius II.

ANSWER: League of Cambrai
7. Name these men who wrote about the effects of slavery, FTPE.

[10] Currently a professor at Smith College, he introduced his “Sambo thesis” in Slavery : A Problem in American Institutional and Intellectual Life, which argued that the past subjection of blacks to slavery produced lingering tendencies towards helplessness and dependency in blacks of later generations.
ANSWER: Stanley Elkins
[10] This 19th Century North Carolina journalist claimed that slavery was harmful to non-slave holders in the South and caused the Southern economy to lag behind that of the North in his The Impending Crisis in the South.

ANSWER: Hinton Rowan Helper
[10] William Lloyd Garrison authored the preface for the autobiographical slave narrative of this abolitionist, who published the North Star.

ANSWER: Frederick Douglass
8. A lot of people in Ireland disliked the 1801 Act of Union.  FTPE:

[10] Starting his career as an advocate of Catholic Emancipation, he began holding “monster meetings” in 1841, seeking a peacefully-driven repeal of the Act of Union.  He also called Robert Peel “Orange Peel.”

ANSWER: Daniel O’Connell
[10] Arthur Griffith co-founded this nationalist party, which argued that the Act of Union was inherently illegal.  Many of its leaders were wrongly blamed for the Easter Rising and executed, after which it was taken over by Eamon de Valera.

ANSWER: Sinn Fein or We Ourselves or Ourselves Alone

[10] Not affiliated with Sinn Fein was this member of the Irish Republican Brotherhood and leader of the Easter Rising, who briefly held the symbolic title of President of Ireland as he declared the creation of the Irish Republic from the steps of a post office.

ANSWER: Patrick Pearse
9. For some reason, poets seem to be too pretty bad at not dying in battle.  Answer the following, FTPE.

[10] A fever claimed Lord Byron’s life in this city, which fell in 1826 after the second of the two brutal siege attempts the Turks conducted against it during the War for Greek Independence.

ANSWER: Missolonghi
[10] A sniper killed Joyce Kilmer during this late World War I battle, where Ferdinand Foch’s victory ended the last push of the Germans’ Spring Offensive.

ANSWER: Second Battle of the Marne (prompt on “Marne” alone)

[10] Sir Philip Sidney died fighting for the Dutch in the Battle of Zutphen, which was fought during this prolonged war, which broke out as a reaction to the atrocities of the Council of Blood and the Duke of Alba.

ANSWER: Eighty Years’ War or Tachtigjarige Oorlog (prompt on the obvious “War of Dutch Independence”)
10. Lots of people traveled on the Silk Road.  FTPE:

[10] This son of Niccolo and nephew of Matteo spent numerous years at the court of Kublai Khan, and recorded his journeys on the Silk Road in his Travels.

ANSWER: Marco Polo
[10] Around the turn of the 2nd Century AD, this Chinese general and victor over the Xiongnu barbarians made a failed attempt to send a delegation to start relations with Rome while traveling the Silk Road.  His sister was a prominent female historian, and his brother wrote The Book of Han.

ANSWER: Ban Chao or Pan Chao
[10] John of Marignolli, John of Monte Corvino, and William of Rubruck were 13th or 14th Century missionaries from this monastic order; each of whom wrote a travelogue of the Silk Road.  A more well-known member of this order was St. Anthony of Padua.

ANSWER: Franciscans

11. Travail, Famille, Patrie!  FTPE:
[10] The above phrase was the motto of this Nazi puppet regime, whose prime minister was Pierre Laval during its 1940-1944 tenure.

ANSWER: Vichy France

[10] Joseph Darnand, who also held rank in the Waffen SS, was placed in charge upon the creation of this secret police organization of Vichy France.

ANSWER: Milice
[10] Hitler ordered a German occupation of France after Vichy admiral Jean-Francois Darlan surrendered in response to this 1942 Allied operation involving the invasion of French north Africa.

ANSWER: Operation Torch
12. The efforts of Lim Yew Hock paved the way for this nation’s 1959 Constitution.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Asian nation, whose first “Head of State,” or Yang di-Pertuan Negara was William Goode.  Goode was replaced soon after by Yusof bin Ishak, who would later serve as this nation’s first president.
ANSWER: Singapore
[10] Perhaps the defining leader of modern Singapore was this first prime minister, who helped build the country into a stable economic power through his authoritarian brand of republicanism.  He was succeeded by Goh Chok Tong in 1990.

ANSWER: Lee Kwan Yew

[10] Lee Kwan Yew was a founding member of this ruling party in Singapore.  Founded initially as a socialist party, it advocates a pragmatic approach to government, which is why it has increasingly embraced free market capitalism and meritocracy as the country became more successful.

ANSWER: People’s Action Party

13. Answer the following about a piece of pork that, surprisingly, wasn’t devoured by Matt Weiner.  FTPE:

[10] Congress passed a bill funding this proposed sixty mile long structure, but the bill was vetoed in 1830 on the grounds that federal funding should not be used for improvements contained within a single state.

ANSWER: Maysville Road
[10] The Maysville Road exemplified this sweeping social program advocated by Henry Clay, the main tenets of which included a strong national bank, the use of tariffs, and extensive public works projects.

ANSWER: American System
[10] The Maysville Road was intended to be an extension of this national road, which originated from its namesake Maryland city.  Its original incarnation, which ran to Wheeling, was opened in 1818.

ANSWER: Cumberland Road
14. That Muhammad guy sure loved to fight.  FTPE:

[10] Muhammad’s raid of a caravan at Nakhlah during a holy month preceded this 624 battle, in which his small army defeated a large Quraysh force under Abu Jahl, perhaps helped by a divine sandstorm.

ANSWER: Battle of Badr
[10] Muhammad was defeated by Abu Sufyan a year later in this battle outside Medina.  Of course he spun the defeat as Allah’s punishment for the looting his soldiers did after they won at Badr.

ANSWER: Battle of Uhud
[10] The conflict between Mecca and Medina stemmed from Muhammad’s unpopularity in Mecca, which led him to lead this 622 migration from Mecca to Yathrib, and found Medina with his followers.

ANSWER: Hegira
15. The storytelling that occurs in the Westcar Papyrus is set during the reign of this man.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this Old Kingdom pharaoh, the father of Khafre and Djedefre.  His name has been attached to a giant solar ship that was unearthed at an even more enormous complex, whose chief structure he built.

ANSWER: Khufu or Cheops or Suphis
[10] The complex that includes the Great Pyramid of Khufu, as well as the Great Sphnix, is located in this city.

ANSWER: Giza
[10] Khufu ruled during this second of the Old Kingdom dynasties, which was founded by Snefru and also contained the later ruler Menkaure.  Djoser ruled during the dynasty that preceded it.

ANSWER: Fourth Dynasty

16. Answer some questions about an extremely unattractive woman, FTPE.

[10] A notorious proponent of anarchism, she published the magazine Mother Earth.  After later ending up in Russia, this former revolutionary sympathizer ate crow by discovering firsthand the violence of the Bolshevik regime, leading her to write My Disillusionment in Russia.

ANSWER: Emma Goldman
[10] This author of Prison Memoirs of an Anarchist clearly had low standards, because he was Goldman’s romantic partner.  He wrote said memoirs while in jail for attempting to kill Henry Clay Frick after the Homestead Strike.

ANSWER: Alexander Berkman
[10] Emma Goldman and Berkman ended up in Russia after being booted out of the U.S. during this series of anti-communist round-ups conducted by Woodrow Wilson’s attorney general.

ANSWER: Palmer Raids

17. The landing that led to its establishment was performed by the Kalmar Nyckel and the Fogel Grip.  FTPE:

[10] These two ships carried the settlers who landed at Minquas Kill and built this early settlement named in honor of their twelve year old monarch.
ANSWER: Fort Christina
[10] The ships that arrived at the future Fort Christina were commanded by this Dutchman, who arranged the bargain basement purchase of Manhattan from the Algonquins.

ANSWER: Peter Minuit
[10] New Sweden was overwhelmed by the Dutch early into the reign of this Swedish king, who succeeded Christina and invaded Poland, Denmark, and Livonia during the First Northern War.

ANSWER: Charles X Gustav

18. Stuff about a country’s fight for independence, FTPE

[10] Ferhat Abbas and Yusef ben Khedda served as leaders of the GPRA during this country’s struggle for independence, which ended as a result of the Evian Agreement and a July 1962 referendum.
ANSWER: Algeria
[10] Ahmed Ben Bella, the first president of Algeria, was a member of this independence party, a radical socialist offshoot of the MTLD and rival of the MNA that became the sole party after Ben Bella gained power.

ANSWER: FLN or National Liberation Front or Front de Liberation Nationale
[10] As the interior minister during the outbreak of the Algerian revolt, this rival of De Gaulle and future president of France declared, “the only negotiation is war,” and is accused of tacitly allowing the torture of rebels.  He also served briefly as minister of justice, resigning in 1957.

ANSWER: Francois Mitterand
19. The Bolshevik regime sure faced a lot of opposition.  FTPE:

[10] The sailors at Kotlin Island, who had earlier fought against the provisional government in 1917, drafted a list of fifteen demands before starting this 1921 revolt against the Red Army.

ANSWER: Kronstadt Rebellion (or Uprising or Mutiny)

[10] In August 1920 Alexander Antonov led a peasant’s revolt based out of this city southeast of Moscow.  It was brutally crushed by the Bolsheviks.

ANSWER: Tambov
[10] This Ukrainian anarchist incorporated his eponymous followers in to his Black Cross army, which initially allied with the Bolsheviks against the White Army, but soon turned against Bolshevik oppression and fought against them as well.

ANSWER: Nestor Makhno (the followers were called Makhnovists)

20. It was probably commissioned by Bishop Odo.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this enormous linen work depicting the Battle of Hastings and the Norman Conquest.
ANSWER: Bayeux Tapestry
[10] Though more rooted in folk tradition, one alternative theory claims that the Tapestry’s creation was overseen by this daughter of Baldwin V and wife of William the Bastard.

ANSWER: Matilda of Flanders

[10] Though historically Edgar Aetheling was this king’s original heir to the throne, the Tapestry shows him changing his mind and passing the crown to Harold II on his deathbed.

ANSWER: Edward the Confessor
