Tossups, Round 6
1. Charlie Miller was eleven years old when he joined this organization, which recruited “Young, skinny, wiry fellows not over 18.”  Johnny Fry, James Randall, and Billy Hamilton were three of the first men on the roster of this operation, often claimed to be created by Benjamin Ficklin, who left long before control of it was transferred to Ben Holladay due to financial problems.  Popular lore holds that it only had one man murdered while on duty, though his mochila was not lost in the process.  A more serious disruption of its actions came as the result of the outbreak of the Paiute War, though Indian conflicts were hardly the only reason why this holding of the Russell, Majors and Waddell firm was a financial flop in its eighteen months of operation.  FTP, name this company that ran routes from St. Joseph to Sacramento from 1860-1861, a transcontinental mail service whose employees traveled on horseback.
ANSWER: Pony Express
2. One encounter of this name began with a morning skirmish at the Leffingham Bridge over the Yser and saw a series of attacks by a force of tercios with an Italian division under Avalos d’Aquino pushed back by cavalry under the command of Louis, William I’s brother, leading to a victory over Albert of Austria’s Spanish forces.  Another battle of this name featured a surprising charge by William Lockhart’s English redcoats, which allowed their allies to crush the German and Walloon infantry, drive the rival Cavalier forces out of the battle, and defeat Louis de Conde and Don John of Austria, leading to the Peace of the Pyrenees.  FTP, give this name describing a 1600 Dutch victory by Maurice at Nieuport and a 1658 French victory by Marshall Turenne at Dunkirk, derived from the sandy hills on which these battles took place.

ANSWER: Battle of the Dunes (accept Battle of Nieuport until “Another battle”)

3. Though foreign action against this nation was officially a response to the delivery of smuggled weapons by the Swedish vessel Alfhem, its passage of Decree 900 two years prior is considered the real impetus.  Lobbying for an invasion was led by Tommy Corcoran and Samuel Zemurray, and months after John Peurifoy was appointed as new ambassador, an attempt to plant phony weapons in its neighboring nation was carried out in Operation WASHTUB.  The eventual coup was led by Carlos Castillo-Armas, saw substantial support from Anastasio Somoza, and, under the name of Operation PBSUCCESS, was approved by Allen Dulles.  FTP, identify this Central American nation, the subject of a CIA coup that ousted Jacbo Arbenz.

ANSWER: Guatemala
4. A piece of travel advice given by this man led to his then-pregnant daughter’s being called the girl of the “Two Waistbands.”  Lubaina, Zinnira, and Bilal were among the many slaves this man used his wealth to emancipate, and the rest of his money went to fund an expedition at Tabuk.  He oversaw campaigns against the pretenders Talaiha, Malik bin Nawirah, and Musailma the Liar in the Wars of Apostasy, which were led militarily by his trusty general Khalid bin Walid, though he himself caused a schism when, at the Saqifah, his future successor Umar had him elected in favor of Ali, the venerated figure of the Shi’ites.  FTP, identify this man, who, in Sunni tradition, succeeded Muhammad and became the first Islamic caliph.

ANSWER: Abu Bakr
5. William Fitzwilliam ordered that all refugees from this group be executed, though the refusal of Hugh O’Neill to follow this order foreshadowed their countrymen’s alliance with Ireland in the Nine Years’ War.  It was assembled as a response to the Treaty of Nonsuch, and a memorable speech at Tilbury was given to rally the men who would defend against its attack.  The plan was for this force to join with one under Alessandro Farnese, but before that could happen, it participated in its first engagement off Eddystone.  Originally to be commanded by the Alvaro de Bazan, it was opposed by Charles Howard, who decisively defeated it at Gravelines.  FTP, identify this force led by the Duke of Medina Sedonia, which suffered a disastrous naval defeat while attempting to invade England.

ANSWER: Spanish Armada (accept “Invincible Armada”)

6. The author of a treatise called The Right of Ownership, this man was forced to resign in his second stint as foreign minister for his support of Muhammad Ali; he had also been forced out of his first term due to his anti-Carlist leanings.  An editing job at the Constitutionnel started his early career in the media, and he joined with Armand Carrel and Francois Mignet to found the newspaper Le National in opposition to Jules Armand de Polignac.  His authorship of History of the Consulate and the Empire filled most of his time during the 1850’s and early 1860’s, but it was during the 1870’s that he carried out his significant actions, the negotiation of the Treaty of Frankfurt with Otto von Bismarck and the putting down of the Paris Commune.  FTP, identify this man, who was elected the first president of France’s Third Republic.
ANSWER: Adolphe-Louis Thiers
7. Despite the efforts of Jessie Binford and Florence Scala, it met its end as a result of a state supreme court ruling.  The death of its founder resulted in Adena Rich’s being appointed as its head, though policy disputes led to her replacement by Charlotte Carr.  Its biggest financial backer was Mary Rozet Smith, and one of its leading members was the first director of the Children’s Bureau, Julia Lathrop.  Its status as a haven for socialist intellectuals like Charles Beard and John Dewey was largely the product of the arrival of Florence Kelley at this Helen Culver-owned institution, which was co-founded by Ellen Gates Starr.  FTP, identify this settlement house established in Chicago under Jane Addams.

ANSWER: Hull House
8. The second incarnation of an earlship of this name was created by George III for Thomas Villiers.  The first man to a hold a title from this area was accused of selling Dunkirk to the French, helped draw up the Declaration of Breda, and told of the English Civil War in The History of the Rebellion.  A set of four statutes, including the Five-Mile Act, Conventicle Act, and the Corporation Act, which were designed to reinforce the power of the Anglican Church were named for the aforementioned man, Edward Hyde.  Roughly 500 years earlier, a document placing the final authority of bishoprics and control over the criminal trials of clerks in the hands of the king also held this name.  FTP, give the common name, which identified a “Code” under Charles II and a set of 1164 “Constitutions” under Henry II.

ANSWER: Clarendon
9. This man’s body was seized by student protestors and briefly entombed at the Arts and Science University in opposition to the military government’s refusal to hold a national memorial.  A backer of John McConnell’s proposal to make Earth Day a global holiday, he spent much of his terms worrying about the threat of UFO’s from outer space.  Originally an educator, he was named Director of Broadcasting by Prime Minister Thakin Nu after his nation declared independence from Great Britain in 1948.  In his first term in his career-defining position, he helped negotiate the end of the Cuban Missile Crisis and broker peace for the civil war in Congo, the latter of which his predecessor was attempting before dying in a plane crash.  Replaced in 1971 after his second term by Kurt Waldheim, this is, FTP, which first and only Asian to hold the position of UN Secretary General, a diplomat from Burma?

ANSWER: U Thant
10. When news of this controversy became public, Sprigg’s Resolutions were passed, the short pamphlet “The Detector” was written to examine it, and many citizens affixed their hats with black cockades in protest, though crisis eventually was averted after the appointment of William Vans Murray and the negotiation of the Treaty of Mortefontaine.  One central participant was Pierre Bellamy, and a woman named de Villette served as an intermediary in this incident, which helped lead to the creation of the Department of the Navy.  Jean Conrad Hottinguer and Lucien Hauteval were the other namesake figures, though Marshall, Pinckney, and Gerry were the Americans at the center of, FTP, what diplomatic fiasco that stemmed from Talleyrand’s demand for a bribe, named for the pseudonyms ascribed to the three French agents involved?

ANSWER: XYZ Affair

11. Thomas Phillips gave Lieutenant Gray, whose men were guarding several captured ones, orders to fire on a mob of them to defend the Westgate Hotel in a memorable uprising.  The involvement of Jane Smeal and Mary Fildes, among others, was representative of their unusually high female contingent.  Holding a rally at Kennington Common and starting uprisings by sabotaging the boilers they worked at in the “plug plot riots,” this group was actually divided into non-violent and violent factions, known as the “moral force” and “physical force” groups.  The dichotomy can be seen in the contrast between Thomas Duncombe and Feargus O’Connor, who each made a failed attempt to present their platform to Parliament.  FTP, a set of “six points” summarized the agenda of what working-class English reformist group, named for the William Lovett-written petition they advocated?

ANSWER: Chartists or Chartism
12. His possibly empty tomb is located at Bull’s Head Hill, and he was nicknamed the man of Three Treasures.  In his first major expedition, he defeated a force of bandits based out of Sanfoqi, and in another he was called to fend off Suganla’s invasion of Sumendala.  He popularized the myth of a unicorn-like animal called a qilin by returning from Adan with a pair of giraffes, and, in his last expedition, he served a new ruler, Xuande, the grandson of his main patron, the Yongle Emperor.  A stone pillar discovered at Fujian details the adventures of this man, who was castrated as a youth after the capture of his homeland, Yunnan, and became the subject of a dubious theory put forth by Gavin Menzies.  FTP, identify this explorer who probably did not discover America while serving the Ming Dynasty in 1421.

ANSWER: Zheng He or Cheng Ho or Ma Sanbao
13. Though Johnson Hooper served as secretary in preparing a preliminary version of it, he did not sign the final version of this document.  William Brooks chaired the first conference to officially support it, though two breakaway factions endorsed it, too: one conference installed George Johnson as the head of a government based out of Russellville, and a similar conference occurred at Neosho.  Howell Cobb presided over the meetings that oversaw its creation, though the committee that wrote it was headed by Robert Barnwell Rhett.  Among the departures in this text are the inclusion of a seventh article and provisions allowing a line-item veto and limiting a president to a single six year term, but it is largely copied verbatim from the 18th Century document on which it was modeled.  FTP, identify this document that formed a nation out of the seceding Southern states.

ANSWER: Constitution of the Confederate States of America (accept any answer that refers to its being a constitution written for the Confederacy/South, etc.)

14. One controversy that foreshadowed this development by over 150 years centered on a man, who, after the testimony of Theognostus, was ordered deposed by Nicholas I in favor of Ignatius, and was later forced out by Emperor Leo VI.  More immediately leading to [*] this occurrence were the decision of Sergius to remove Sergius IV from the Diptychs and the use of a modified rite for the coronation of Henry II at the approval of Benedict VIII.  Though questions over the use of the epklesis and unleavened azymes, along with the aforementioned controversies over Photius and the filioque, led up to it, the immediate and formal cause of this occurrence was when Cardinal Humbert, acting as a delegate of Pope Leo IX, placed a bull on the altar of the Hagia Sophia excommunicating Michael Cerularius, the Patriarch of Constantinople, in 1054.  FTP, identify this formation of a rift that split the Roman Catholic and Greek Orthodox churches.

ANSWER: Great Schism or Eastern Schism or East-West Schism (prompt on “Photius” or “Photian Schism” before the [*])

15. Glover Johns commanded the relief force that was sent in as a response to its establishment, and General Lucius Clay, who engaged in diplomatic efforts concerning it, had his troops build a replica to practice quick attempts at its destruction.  The erection of a tower topped by a glass sphere in the Alexanderplatz was used as a symbol in a presidential speech criticizing it, and the wounding of Christian Gaudian and the death of his friend Chris Gueffroy marked the last two casualties linked to it.  The first was Peter Fechter, left to die after being shot by soldiers outside this structure, whose overnight creation was ordered by Walter Ulbricht.  The main point of open passage was Checkpoint Charlie, in, FTP, what structure, which, until its 1989 demolition, divided the German capital?

ANSWER: Berlin Wall
16. This man, who once rejected an offer of alliance from Innocent IV, died on his way home from a diplomatic mission while stopping at a monastery in Gorodetz.  As a teenager, he fought under his father in a battle at the Emajogi River and married the daughter of Bryachislav, a prince from Polotsk.  He later sought the help of Sartak to oust his brother Andrew from power and allowed for a census and tax collection to be imposed by the Tatars in exchange for the protection of Batu Khan’s armies.  Birger Jarl had an eye put out at one of the formative battles won by this son of Yaroslav II; the other being a victory known as the “Massacre on the Ice.”  FTP, identify this man who defeated the Teutonic Knights at Lake Peipus, a Russian prince and saint who got his name by beating the Swedes at a certain river.

ANSWER: Alexander Nevsky
17. Charles Hubbard Judd, Kirtley Mather, and Winterton Curtis were among the experts who submitted written briefs for this case, though only Maynard Metcalf was able to make his case orally.  Frequent picketing outside the court building was led by Thomas Theodore Martin during arguments for this case, whose lead counselors were Thomas Stewart and Arthur Garfield Hays.  Epperson v. Arkansas and Edwards v. Aguillard followed up on the same theme as this case, which was the product of George Rappalyea’s opposition to the Butler Act and specifically concerned the use of George Hunter’s textbook.  FTP, Clarence Darrow and William Jennings Bryan dueled in what trial regarding a schoolteacher’s attempts to teach evolution?

ANSWER: Scopes Monkey Trial or State of Tennessee v. John Thomas Scopes
18. This leader, who is said to have convinced the Mamertines he was a god by slicing their largest warrior in two, foresaw his death in combat when he came across the statue of a bull fighting a wolf.  He was beheaded that day during his abortive Argos campaign after being knocked of his horse by a roof tile thrown by an old woman.  Failures include his attempt to install Cleonymus as ruler of Sparta and his loss at the Battle of Beneventum, though this one time ally of Demetrius also came close to building a kingdom at Sicily, defeated Antigonus Gonatas to win a second stint as king of Macedonia, and triumphed over the Romans at Heraclea while commanding the army of Tarentum.  Best known for a narrowly-won battle in Apulia during that same campaign, this is, FTP, what Molossian king of Epirus whose victory at Ausculum made his name synonymous with costly victories?

ANSWER: Pyrrhus of Epirus

19. In a council proposing an official response to this event, Count Tisza opposed Leopold Berchtold’s plan to issue the July Ultimatum.  Taking place on St. Vitus’ Day, it occurred outside Schiller’s Store near the Latin Bridge.  A firsthand account was written by Franz von Harrach, and a list of men linked to its occurrence came from a newspaper editor named Danilo Ilic, one of only three men executed for his role in it: the others were spared by a law forbidding the execution of anyone younger than twenty.  Franz Urban’s mistaken departure from the Appel Quay provided a key opportunity to carry out this act, which, minutes earlier, Nedjelko Cabrinovic had failed to perform with an errant bomb.  FTP, what act of murder by Gavrilo Princip and the Black Hand led to the outbreak of World War I?
ANSWER: the assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand (accept equivalent answers that mention Franz Ferdinand being killed)

20. Controversy over a section praising the practice of Socinianism in Geneva caused the resignation of one of the men involved in the publication of this work, which was later supplemented by Charles Panckoucke.  Its major illustrations are a frontispiece, showing a scene of dark clouds that recede to reveal sunlight as a thinly-cloaked women has her veil pulled away to symbolize the exposure of Truth, and a diagram with columns entitled Memory, Reason, and Imagination, showing a hierarchy of Human Knowledge.  That chart, based on the “Division of the Sciences” made by Bacon, is elucidated in the Preliminary Discourse to this work, which was originally commissioned for the Abbe Gua de Malves and originated out of efforts to translate a similarly-titled Ephraim Chambers work into French.  FTP, Jean d’Alembert co-edited what vast compendium of knowledge organized by Denis Diderot?

ANSWER: Encyclopedia or Encyclopedie (d’Alembert was the one who resigned over the Geneva article)
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1. Answer the following about the early 20th Century history of a certain nation, FTPE.

[10] The victory of the conservative White Guard in this nation’s 1918 Civil War indirectly led to the formation of its fascist Lapua Movement, which would attempt to overthrow Prime Minister Pehr Svinhufvud in a failed 1932 coup.
ANSWER: Finland
[10] Finland gained Petsamo and ceded territories in East Karelia to the USSR in this 1920 treaty that established its national borders.

ANSWER: Treaty of Tartu
[10] The Mannerheim line played a pivotal role in Finland’s repulsion of a Soviet invasion during this 1939-1940 conflict.

ANSWER: Winter War (prompt on “Russo-Finnish War”)

2. Nothing spices up a Roman battle like seeing a prominent general get decapitated!  FTPE:

[10] After Hasdrubal was defeated here, Gaius Claudius Nero spread news of the Roman victory by having his severed head launched into Hannibal’s camp.

ANSWER: Battle of the Metaurus River

[10] Pompey did not die during this battle, but got his ass kicked so badly by Caesar that he fled to Egypt.  There he was met by the general Pothinus, who chopped off his head and had it sent to Caesar as a gift.

ANSWER: Battle of Pharsalus
[10] According to Plutarch, Gaius Cassius mistakenly assumed that his general, Titinus, died during the first phase of this battle, and ordered the freeman Pindarus to kill him.  Titinus returned to camp to find the head of Cassius lying on the ground.

ANSWER: Battle of Philippi
3. Identify these early rulers of Scotland or Ireland, FTPE:

[10] After inheriting the throne of Dalriada from his father, he gained the Pictish crown by having his seven rivals murdered in an act known as “[his] Treason.”  He moved his capital to Scone and is considered the first king of a unified Scotland.

ANSWER: Kenneth I or Kenneth MacAlpin or Cinaed Mac Alpin
[10] Having helped his brother gain victory at Bannockburn, this man entered Ulster at the urging of Donal O’Neill and was crowned king of Ireland.  He ruled for two years before perishing at the Battle of Faughart

ANSWER: Edward the Bruce or Edward de Bruis
[10 David II of Scotland died without leaving an heir, so a prior decree declared that David’s nephew, this son of Walter and Margaret Bruce should be crowned king, thus starting the Stuart dynasty.

ANSWER: Robert II
4. Not everybody liked Ike.  FTPE, answer these questions about some controversies during Eisenhower’s presidency.

[10] Opposed to the socialist nature of this regional New Deal creation, Eisenhower attempted to replace it with a consortium of private companies in the failed Dixon-Yates proposal.

ANSWER: Tennessee Valley Authority

[10] A former governor of New Hampshire, this Chief of Staff was forced to resign after a scandal that saw him accept a vicuna coat and an expensive rug from a textile manufacturer.

ANSWER: Sherman Adams
[10] Eisenhower forever earned the enmity of Matt Lafer and Ryan Westbrook by sending federal troops to prevent mobs from disrupting the efforts of this group of black students to attend Central High School.

ANSWER: Little Rock Nine
5. Revolutions in a certain European country around the turn of the 18th Century, FTPE.

[10] Inspired by revolutions in France and America, Joan van de Capellen spent the early 1780’s leading this democratic movement calling for the ouster of William V and the abolition of heredity Stadtholders.
ANSWER: Dutch Patriots

[10] The support of former members of the Dutch Patriot movement allowed invading French revolutionary forces to drive out William V.  Using the Directory as a model, they established this regime that lasted for eleven years before Napoleon created the Kingdom of Holland.

ANSWER: Batavian Republic
[10] The performance of a Daniel Auber opera caused the spontaneous outbreak of rebellion that would establish this nation’s independence.  The Dutch acknowledged its status in the 1839 Treaty of London in exchange for a promise of neutrality.

ANSWER: Belgium
6. It formally began when Menuhotep I ousted the rulers of the House of Khety.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this period that began with the reuniting of Egypt and was undone by a schism between Theban rulers and foreign usurpers who seized Memphis and established a dynasty based in Avaris.

ANSWER: Middle Kingdom
[10] These “shepherd kings” were the aforementioned usurpers, whose invasion of Egypt ended the Middle Kingdom and started the First Intermediate Period.

ANSWER: Hyksos
[10] The Hyksos were driven out of Egypt by this pharaoh, who started the Eighteenth Dynasty and invaded Nubia and Palestine.

ANSWER: Ahmose I or Amosis I
7. Answer the following about a storied fighting force, FTPE.

[10] Kaspar von Silenen headed the first company of soldiers from this troop that was summoned by Julius II to protect the Vatican, a duty it still holds today.

ANSWER: Swiss Guard
[10] This Swiss Guard famously delayed the forces of Charles V, allowing Clement VII to escape the 1527 sack of Rome.  The sack was a response to Clement’s participation in this alliance formed by France, the Italian city-states, and later, England, in opposition to the Hapsburg territories.

ANSWER: League of Cognac
[10] The current uniform of the Swiss Guards was created in 1914, the year in which this man was elected pope.  In addition to serving throughout World War I, he issued a new code of canon law in 1917.

ANSWER: Benedict XV or Giacomo della Chiesa
8. Religion was a big deal in the Massachusetts Bay Colony.  FTPE:

[10] The vision of establishing the colony as an exemplary “city upon a hill” was put forth in this 1630 address, in which John Winthrop expounded to his citizens on the importance of Christian virtues.

ANSWER: A Model of Christian Charity
[10] Finding Winthrop’s rule overly strict, John Davenport founded this colony, which was merged with the Hartford colony and absorbed into Connecticut before its eponymous city became the site of Yale.

ANSWER: New Haven
[10] Religious standards slowly started to loosen up, as shown by the 1662 approval of this proposal, which allowed second generation church members to be baptized and receive limited membership in the church.

ANSWER: Half-Way Covenant
9. The official date marked as the beginning of this controversial series of events is April 24, 1915.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this grim campaign, which began on that day with the summary arrest of hundreds of intellectuals and community leaders in Constantinople, who were sent to rural Anatolia to be executed.

ANSWER: Armenian genocide (accept equivalents)

[10] This Young Turk leader, who formed a triumvirate with Djemal Pasha and Talat Pasha, was charged for his role in the Armenian genocide and sentenced to death by proxy in a 1919 trial in Istanbul.

ANSWER: Ismail Enver Pasha 

[10] The Turks and Armenians fought a short war at the end of 1920, ultimately leading to this October 1921, which followed a friendship treaty between Turkey and the USSR, and ceded numerous Armenian lands to the Turks.  Though it defines the nation’s current boundaries, Armenia still refuses to recognize it.

ANSWER: Treaty of Kars
10. The Treaty of Waitangi is a pretty played out question subject, so here’s some other stuff about New Zealand to answer.  FTPE:

[10] The first European sighting of New Zealand is credited to this explorer, who sailed down the coast of South Island while on an expedition for the Dutch East India Company, and also lent his name to the island formerly called Van Diemen’s Land.

ANSWER: Abel Tasman
[10] This 1951 agreement created a mutual defense pact between the U.S., Australia, and New Zealand, though a 1985 ban on nuclear warships created a rift that caused the U.S. to renounce its obligations to New Zealand.

ANSWER: ANZUS Treaty

[10] Another factor in New Zealand’s discontent with the aforementioned ANZUS pact was the French destruction of this Greenpeace ship in Auckland harbor.

ANSWER: Rainbow Warrior
11. Its 1943 repeal allowed for a quota of 105 entrants a year.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this 1882 act forbidding the immigration of laborers from a certain country into the U.S., which made it much more difficult for Yogesh Raut to stalk little Asian girls from Caltech.

ANSWER: Chinese Exclusion Act

[10] The Chinese Exclusion Act reversed the provision allowing Chinese immigration that was included in this 1868 treaty, which had also granted China most favored nation status.

ANSWER: Burlingame Treaty

[10] Ten years after its passage, the Chinese Exclusion Act was renewed by this act, named for a California congressman.  Additionally, it exempted Chinese Americans from habeas corpus and required them to carry certificates of residency at all times, lest they be deported or sentenced to a year of hard labor.

ANSWER: Geary Act

12. Name these prominent Eastern European families from notable members, FTPE.

[10] Stephen went from Duke of Transylvania to king of Poland when Henry of Valois left to take the French crown.  His niece Elizabeth had a nasty reputation for torturing girls and bathing in blood.

ANSWER: Bathory or Batory
[10] Miklos Ferdinand declined Napoleon’s offer of the crown of Hungary, while his ancestors Paul Anton and Nikolaus Joseph gave this family a reputation as patrons of musicians.

ANSWER: Esterhazy
[10] Stephen was a general under Matthias Corvinus.  After the Battle of Mohacs, his son John feuded with Holy Roman Emperor Ferdinand I to become king of Hungary, having support from Suleiman.  In turn, his son John Sigismund became John II of Hungary.

ANSWER: Zapolya
13. The fifth of them was held in Manchester in mid-October of 1945.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this series of international conferences, the first of which W.E.B. du Bois organized in 1919.  George Padmore and Obafemi Awolowo, as well as Du Bois, were among the attendees of the 1945 one.

ANSWER: Pan-African Congresses
[10] A leading participant of the fifth Pan-African Congress was this founder of the Convention People’s Party and first president of Ghana.

ANSWER: Kwame Nkrumah or Francis Nwia-Kofi
[10] Another attendee, Hastings Banda, would go on to become the dictator of this nation, which gained independence from Great Britain in 1964.  In 1994, he finally allowed democratic elections and was defeated by Bakili Muluzi.
ANSWER: Malawi
14. British marital scandals, FTPE.

[10] Though already married herself, Emma Hamilton engaged in a prolonged affair that resulted in her impregnation by this military leader, who was the victor at the Battle of the Nile.

ANSWER: Horatio Nelson
[10] The Pains and Penalties Bill was George IV’s attempt to force a divorce from this much-maligned cousin and queen consort of his, the former Duchess of Brunswick-Wolfenbuttel.

ANSWER: Caroline of Brunswick

[10] During the divorce proceedings of this former wife of an Irish captain and MP, Charles Parnell was exposed as an adulterous homewrecker, thus killing his political career.

ANSWER: Katherine “Kitty” O’Shea or Katherine “Kitty” Parnell (accept either first name if the Parnell answer is given)
15. Medieval naval warfare, FTPE.

[10] Callinicus of Heliopolis is credited for the invention of this mysterious incendiary weapon, which the Byzantines used to engulf the wooden ships of Muslim fleets attempting to invade Constantinople in the 7th and 8th Centuries.
ANSWER: Greek fire
[10] Sweyn Forkbeard allied with Olaf of Sweden and Jarl Eric to defeat and kill the Norwegian king Olaf Tryggvason in this 1000 AD naval battle chronicled by Snorri Sturluson.
ANSWER: Battle of Svolder or Battle of Svold
[10] The French found out the hard way that tying their ships together was a bad idea, losing both the majority of its fleet and commander Hugh Quieret in a horrible defeat by Edward III.
ANSWER: Battle of Sluys
16. Answer the following about the reign of the last Mughal ruler, Bahadur Shah Zafar, FTPE.

[10] Beginning in Meerut as a protest to the use of bullets greased with animal fat, this 1857 rebellion briefly saw Bahadur Shah restored as Emperor of India.

ANSWER: Sepoy Rebellion or Sepoy Mutiny

[10] Bahadur Shah was forced into exile after being captured by the British in Delhi at the tomb of this former emperor, a son of Babur, who was temporarily ousted from power by Sher Shah.

ANSWER: Humayun
[10] This cavalry commander, whose regiment was nicknamed his “Horse,” captured Bahadur Shah at Humayun’s tomb and proceeded to kill his three princes.  He was killed in 1858 while besieging a palace at Lucknow.

ANSWER: William Stephen Raikes Hodson
17. Name some guys who served as French finance ministers, FTPE.

[10] Influenced by the physiocrats, he authored Six Edicts; one of those involved getting rid of the corvee and replacing it which a land tax, which led to Louis XVI firing his ass.

ANSWER: Anne-Robert Jacques Turgot
[10] This Scottish-born gambler managed to bullshit Louis XIV into making him finance minister, after which he established the Banque General.  Then his failed Mississippi scheme caused that bank to go down the shitter, and he naturally lost his job.

ANSWER: John Law
[10] Jean-Baptiste Colbert rose to power by exposing the ineptitude of this early finance minister to Louis XIV, a patron of Mazarin who pissed away the treasury’s money on personal projects, such as a lavish palace at Vaux-le-Vicomte.
ANSWER: Nicholas Fouquet
18. Two major leaders during this conflict were Menawa and William Weatherford.  FTPE:

[10] Speeches by Tecumseh stirred up the Red Stick Confederacy into rising against American settlers during this war that took place during the War of 1812.

ANSWER: Creek War

[10] The impetus for the Creek War was this brutal attack on settlers in an Alabama outpost.  Initiated by Peter McQueen, it left over 500 dead.

ANSWER: Fort Mims Massacre

[10] Decisively defeated at Horseshoe Bend, the Creeks were compelled to sign this treaty and give up 23 million acres of land in Alabama and Georgia.

ANSWER: Treaty of Fort Jackson
19. The Medici had close ties to many humanists of the Italian Renaissance.  FTPE:

[10] This Neoplatonist patron of Cosimo de Medici prolifically translated classical Greek works and wrote commentaries on Plato.  His titles include Platonic Theology and Three Books on Life.

ANSWER: Marsilio Ficino
[10] Giuliano di Medici is a character in this oft-read treatise on gentlemanly life, which emphasizes the importance of sprezzatura, and was written by Baldassare Castiglione.
ANSWER: The Book of the Courtier or Il Cortegiano
[10] A Medici loyalist and friend of Machiavelli, he collected his maxims on politics in the Ricordi.  He emphasized an analytical approach to political historiography in his History of Florence and History of Italy.

ANSWER: Francesco Guicciardini
20. This group followed the “Way of the Celestial Masters.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this Taoist sect and originators of an eponymous rebellion.  This cult took its name from the amount of its annual dues.

ANSWER: Five Pecks of Rice or Five Bushels of Rice
[10] Grandson of the movement’s founder Chang Ling, this man led the Five Pecks of Rice uprising that helped contribute to the Han’s downfall.  He did, however, surrender to Cao Cao in 215 AD.

ANSWER: Chang Lu
[10] The movement’s support was based out of this south central province of China, with a present-day capital at Chengdu.  During the Three Kingdoms period, it was the center of the Shu kingdom.

ANSWER: Sichuan or Szechuan
