Tossups by Brown
1. This man hammered William Stanberry with his hickory cane, an action for which was defended a House trial by Francis Scott Key. The founder of the first school in Tennessee, this man received the Indian name Colleneh, “The Raven,” from the Cherokee. Heavily wounded in the battle of Horseshoe Bend, he was later a representative from Nacogdoches to the 1833 convention at San Felipe. His most famous military exploit involved the 1836 victory over Santa Anna at San Jacinto. For ten points, identify this first president of the Republic of Texas and namesake of its largest city.

Answer: Sam Houston
2. This character tells Miss Forsythe that he earned his nickname at West Point while they are waiting at Frank’s Chop House. His dissatisfaction with life allows him to dream of boxing his merchandise manager and of putting on sports exhibitions to sell sporting goods. In order to get enough capital to start a business, he relies on his brother’s help with Bill Oliver, but they fail in this endeavor. He is convinced that the only dream one can have is to come out “number-one man,” as said during the funeral of his father, Willy. For ten points, name this character in Death of a Salesman, the brother of Biff Loman.

Answer: Happy Loman (prompt on “Loman”)

3. Tacitus’ Nerthus was probably a member of this group and the Old English Runic Poem identifies one of them who departed over the sea in a chariot, Ing. One of them possible cognate with Ing sent his servant Skirnir to woo Gerd. Another member of this group was chosen by the giantess Skadi as her husband for having the most beautiful feet; that god’s daughter possessed the necklace Brisingamen. Together with another group, they spit into a vat to create Kvasir, the all-knowing dwarf. For ten points, identify this group of Norse deities including Frey, Freya, and Njord, one-time opponents and later allies of the Aesir.
Answer: the Vanir 

4. A bench player for the 1960 National Championship team while playing for Ohio State, he moved on from Army in 1971, but lost that job due to an incident with Neil Reid, despite having earned three national titles and two undefeated seasons. He failed to prevent Larry Bird from transferring to a nearby local college, but still had great success at Indiana University until his dismissal. Nicknamed the General, this is, for ten points, which current Texas Tech coach who, in 2006, surpassed Dean Smith on NCAA’s Division I total wins list?

Answer: Robert Montgomery Knight 

5. Chatin’s constant gives a sort-of probabilistic answer to the question that these were designed to solve. Two dimensional ones on rectangular grids are sometimes called Turmites. The thesis of their namesake and Church states that every computable algorithm corresponds to one. The so-called formalism of these is equivalent to the lambda calculus and both can show that the halting problem is un-decidable. Consisting of a read/write head, instruction set, and tape, for ten points, identify this hypothetical device named for a pioneering British computer scientist.

Answer: Turing machine

6. Some of them were threatened in the Meteor incident, but these were recovered. Among these items are 92 metopes. Part of the collection sat in a house on Park Lane upon their relocation, moving to a coal shed at Burlington House before being bought by the government. The outside row of their meropes depicts mythical battles, such as those between the Lapiths and centaurs. Also included is a frieze that displays a procession to a temple during a festival. Of the original 115 panels, only 94 remain, one of them housed by the Louvre. For ten points, name this collection of statues named for the man who moved them to Britain.

Answer: the Elgin Marbles
7. If this quantity corresponding to a system is an integral invariant under a continuous symmetry transformation, there exists a corresponding conserved current. The Euler- Lagrange equations are derived by demanding that the variation of this quantity is equal to zero vanish for fixed endpoints; that equation is known as Hamilton’s principle or the principle of least this. For ten points, identify this important quantity in physics, defined as the integral of the Lagrangian over time, and symbolized S.

Answer: action (prompt on “S”)
8. This person’s most recent campaign used the slogan “It’s possible and we can do it.” Massive increases in liquidity resulting from his plan to “put the petroleum income on people’s tables” has driven inflation to perhaps 30%. He once banned CNN from his country after it misquoted him. In 2006 he wrote a letter to George W. Bush suggesting ways to improve relations with the U.S., but this was dismissed as a publicity stunt. For ten points, name this holocaust denier, the president of Iran.

Answer: Mahmoud Ahmadinejad
9. This person’s father subdued the Kizilbash and defeated Ismail I at the battle of Chaldiran. This man himself was thwarted as Güns in a conflict that resulted from intrigues on behalf of János Zápolya. The employer of Khayr ad-Din, this ruler’s forces slew Louis II at perhaps his most important victory, Mohacs. For ten points, name this son of Selim the Grim, an Ottoman Sultan known for both military and cultural brilliance.
Answer: Süleiman I, the Magnificent, of the Ottoman Empire (accept Süleyman the Magnificent or Süleyman the Lawgiver or Süleyman Muhtesem or Süleyman Kanuni; prompt on “Süleyman”)

10. In Rastafarianism, this place name refers to a force in conflict with Jah, namely, the oppressive power structure of modern society. It names a version of the Talmud and, in the 137th Psalm, the Jewish people weep and remember Zion by the rivers of this city. Its earliest Biblical reference to it is in the book of Genesis, where its inhabitants, led by Nimrod, try to reach heaven, which results in God creating the different languages of the world. For ten points, name this ancient city on the banks of the Euphrates, the centre of an empire whose rulers included Nebuchadnezzar.
Answer: Babylon (accept Babel)
11. Roald Dahl wrote a short story entitled A Fine Son about this man’s birth after his mother had previously had three children die, which was later re-titled Genesis and Catastrophe: A True Story. This man’s childhood is the subject The Castle in the Forrest, Norman Mailer’s latest novel. This man’s name completes the title of a Yukio Mishima play about “my friend.” Alec Guinness portrayed this man in a movie about “the last ten days.” With his own literary output including My Struggle, for ten points, identify this man who led the Nazi party as the Führer.
Answer: Adolf Hitler
12. This body of water is home to the Kariba Dam, the reaction of which forced the relocation of 50,000 Tonga. It is joined by the Cuando and Lunagwa as if flows through eight countries over 1,600 miles before emptying into the Indian Ocean. It was first explored by Europeans in the 1850’s when David Livingstone, traversed much of the river. For ten points, name this fourth longest river in Africa, home to Victoria Falls.

Answer: Zambezi River

13. This character returns to his youthful religion just before the end of his life, as we are told he says a prayer in Hebrew. Earlier, this lover of “making handkerchiefs” had a would-be defector from his organization brought before him so he can relate the tale of a previous “peach.” Eventually winding up in Newgate, this classmate of Bill Sykes is visited by the title character of the work in which he appears shortly before his hanging. For ten points, name this employer of Charley Bates and Jack Dawkins, the Artful Dodger; the villainous head of a gang of youthful pickpockets in Dickens’ Oliver Twist.

Answer: Fagin
14. Bernard-Souiller syndrome occurs when these cells are deficient in Glycoprotein IX and another common disorder involving them occurs when their alpha granules are deficient in important proteins. They can also be activated by von Willebrand factor. They are created when a ligand binds to the C-Mpl receptor of a megakaryocyte, causing it to fragment into several of these bodies. They bind to each other via integrins, and also act in conjunction with fibrin in their most important function. FTP, name these small cell fragments that are key to blood clotting.

Answer: platelets (or thrombocytes)
15. The narrator of this poem laments the loss of the art of Callimachus, going on to say that “all things fall and are built again, and those that build them again are gay.” The beginning of World War II is reflected as “Aeroplane and Zeppelin will come out / Pitch like King Billy bomb-balls in / Until the town lie beaten flat.” “Every accidental crack or dent / Seems a watercourse or an avalanche” according to this poem, in which “long-legged bird” flies above “two Chinamen.” Featuring the appearances of Lear, Ophelia, and Cordelia, this is, for ten points, which poem by William Butler Yeats about an engraved gemstone?

Answer: “Lapis Lazuli”

16. This work’s fifth chapter examines the rational, empirical, and ethical shapes of reason, while the seventh chapter discusses natural religion and examines the interplay between the artist and his age. This work begins with an explication of sensory, perceptual, and understanding consciousness, while its fourth chapter examines the master and slave consciousness. With a last chapter dedicated to “Absolute Knowing,” for ten points, identify this work that traces the development of the title thought-based entity through the dialectic, a work of Georg Willhelm Hegel.

Answer: The Phenomenology of the Spirit (or The Phenomenology of Mind or Phenomenologie des Geistes)

17. ETA Hoffman stated that “profound relationships existed in” this work, but they spoke “only from spirit to spirit.” Its tension builds in the “Trio” section of its third movement with the repetition of a C by the timpani. Its last movement contains a coda that ends with 29 bars of C major chords. When it is performed, many conductors vary as to how they conduct its first four notes. For ten points, identify this symphony composed by Ludwig van Beethoven, who described its most famous motif as “thus Fate knocks at the door.”

Answer: Beethoven’s Symphony No. 5 in C minor (“Fate”), Op. 67 (accept Op. 67; accept “Fate” Symphony before “Fate;” accept Symphony No. 5 after “Beethoven”)

18. The title object of one of this work’s sections is wrath which, having not been told to a foe, did grow, while the title character of another recalls when he was is too young to pronounce s’s, saying only “‘weep, ‘weep, ‘weep.” Purporting to show “Two Contrary States,” this collection has such floral pieces as “Ah, Sunflower” and “The Sick Rose,” but is better known for the aforementioned “A Poison Tree” and “The Chimney Sweeper.” The beginning of its first section tells of the poet plucking a rustic pen and goes on the discuss “The Lamb.” For ten points, name this two-volume collection of poems by Blake, the two parts of with contrast youthful bliss with often distressing reality.


Answer: Songs of Innocence and Experience (accept Songs of Experience before “s’s”)

19. This man’s later works include an Entry of the Crusaders into Constantinople and two depictions of lion hunts. This artist painted a group of murals for the Salon du Roi at the Palais-Bourbon. A Byronic poem inspired his The Death of Sardanapalus, while his tour of North Africa resulted in The Women of Algiers. He depicted a tragedy of the Greek war of independence in The Massacre at Chios but he’s better known for depicting himself in a tophat alongside a woman with bared breasts and a boy with pistols. For ten points, identify this French artist who created Liberty Leading the People.
Answer: Ferdinand-Eugène-Victor Delacroix
20. The surrender that ended this conflict was the subject of an 1899 painting by Lionel-Noel Royer. A notable history of this conflict was completed by Aulus Hirtius, who also wrote the history of the Alexandrine War, and these conflicts also saw Labienus and Publius Crassus in leadership positions. Ending with the after the siege of Alesia with surrender of Commius and Vercingetorix in 51 B.C.E, for ten points, identify this series of conflicts, the subject of a notable “commentary” by the winning commander, Julius Caesar.

Answer: the Gallic Wars

21. This person depicted the upper class in such works as Racing at Longchamp and View of the International Exhibition and lesser-known works by this man include a painting of his sister-in-law Berthe Morisot and a portrait of his friend, Émile Zola. His better-known works include Music in the Tuileries and a work that has a trapeze artist performing above the title restaurant’s customers. Painter of A Bar at the Folies-Bergère, this is, for ten points, which French painter bridging the gap between Realism and Impressionism and perhaps best known for Olympia and Luncheon on the Grass?

Answer: Édouard Manet

1. This man’s companion Doña Marina helped to his enterprises after he landed at Tabasco in March, 1519. For ten points each…

1. Name this conquistador whose deeds were recorded by his secretary, Francisco López de Gómara.


Answer: Hernán Cortés, marquis del Valle de Oaxaca

2. Cortés captured this ninth Aztec emperor, after which he was apparently killed by stones thrown by his own people.


Answer: Montezuma II (prompt on “Montezuma”)

3. This island was built on lake Texcoco and was connected to the mainland by three causeways and two aqueducts. It had an area of approximately 4 square miles and, prior to Cortés’ siege, it had a population of over 200,000. Name this island that served as the capital of the Aztec empire.

Answer: Tenochtitlán
2. Its title character is supposedly an amalgam of Samuel Insull, Howard Hughes, and William Randolph Hearst. For ten points each…
1. Identify this 1941 film that begins within the palace of Xanadu and seeks to discover why the title character dies muttering the word “Rosebud.”

Answer: Citizen Kane
2. This man played Charles Foster Kane.

Answer: Orson Welles
3. Kane leaves his first wife, Emily Monroe, after Jim Gettys reveals Kane’s relationship with this woman. He eventually marries her, but she will reveal nothing about “Rosebud.”

Answer: Susan Alexander (accept either underlined part)
3. Answer the following about glaciers for ten points each.

1. These are piles of rock debris transported by a glacier. Terminal ones are found at the outermost edge of a glacier’s maximum extent.

Answer: moraines
3. This term refers to a boulder of a different size and type from the native rock in an area that was deposited by a glacier.

Answer: Glacial erratic
3. Named for a state, this most recent glaciation of North America, which begain about 70,000 BCE, covered all of North America north of the Ohio River and formed the Great Lakes.

Answer: Wisconsin glaciation (or Wisconsinian glaciation)

4. Name some characters from Huckleberry Finn for ten points each.

1. Members of this family include Emmeline, a morbidly bad poet, and Buck, who befriends Huck before the whole clan is killed off in a blood feud with the Sheperdsons.

Answer: the Grangerfords
2. This Southern gentleman shoots old Boggs in front of his daughter, then contemptuously faces down the lynch mob that comes after him.

Answer: Colonel Sherburn
3. Many critics have stated that the end of the book is spoiled by this introduction of this character, who makes up baroque and improbable plans to free Jim from his Aunt Sally.

Answer: Tom Sawyer (either name)

5. Answer some things about non-ideal behavior in chemistry for ten points each.

1. Generally symbolized mu, this quantity can be defined as the particle number partial of the free energy or, in other words, the amount of work that must be done to add one particle to an ensemble.


Answer: the chemical potential
2. Equal to its namesake coefficient times the pressure, this quantity symbolized f is equal to the exponential of the standard chemical potential over the kinetic temperature RT. It indicates a substance’s tendency to escape to a certain phase.
Answer: fugacity
3. Solutions with non-zero fugacity are non-ideal solutions and deviate from this law, which states that the vapor pressure of each component of a solution is dependent on its pure vapor pressure and its mole fraction.

Answer: Raoult’s law

6. Answer the following questions about the biggest event in the world on February 4, 2007, Super Bowl XLI, for the stated number of points.

1. (5 points, 5 points) This was the first Super Bowl to feature a single black head coach. For 5 points each, name the head coaches of the Indianapolis Colts and the Chicago Bears, respectively.

Answer: Anthony “Tony” Kevin Dungy and Lovie Lee Smith (accept only in that order)
2. (10 points) This rookie, who returned six touchdowns on special teams during the regular season, gave the Bears the opening lead by becoming the first player to run back an Super Bowl-opening kickoff.

Answer: Devin Hester (prompt on “The Hurricane” or “The Windy City Flyer”)

3. (10 points) A collegiate receiver, this defensive back sealed the game for the Colts, intercepting a Rex Grossman pass early in the fourth quarter and returning it 56 yards for a touchdown.

Answer: Kelvin Darnell Hayden
7. Answer some questions about epigenetics for the stated number of points.

1. (10 points) This process typically occurs at CpG sites and on certain histones, and is used to silence genes. The chemical process underlying genetic imprinting, it involves attaching the namesake group.

Answer: methylation
2. (10 points) The gene XIST regulates the creation of these heavily methylated, inactive X-chromosomes in females.

Answer: Barr bodies

3. (5 points, 5 points) For five points each, name the two classes of proteins responsible for chromatin regulation via acetylation; one removes acetyl groups, the other adds them. 

Answer: histone deacetylases and histone acetyltransferases

8. Name these figures from American history who are also Eagle Scouts for ten points each.

1. This astronaut, who first flew on Gemini 8, has a museum is in his birthplace of Wapakoneta, Ohio.

Answer: Neil Alden Armstrong
2. This man, who died in 1992, was a member of the Forbes 400, and used his money to “stem the tide of communism” in Central America. He established what is currently the world’s single largest retailer. 

Answer: Sam Walton
3. This man served as the Secretary of Defense for longer than anyone else, resigning amid turmoil to become president of the World Bank and write the book, The Essence of Defense. 

Answer: Robert Strange McNamara
9. Answer some questions about a problem of philosophy for ten points each.

1. Formally a logical conclusion of the type “A is true for 1, A is true for n plus 1 if it is true for n, therefore A is true for all natural numbers n.” Its namesake problem is a major issue in modern philosophy.

Answer: induction (or inductive)

2. The Problem of Induction is a lesser-known work by this philosopher, whose political writings include The Open Society and Its Enemies and who advanced the idea of “falsification” as a challenge to logical positivism.

Answer: Karl Popper
3. Bayes’ theorem of inductive logic is used to compute the conditional variety of this. It equates this quantity A given B as the likelihood of of A given fixed B, times the prior version of this quantity of A.

Answer: probability
10. Answer these questions about biblical transportation for ten points each.

1. This early Biblical vessel was made of gopher wood, covered inside and out with pitch, and was 300 cubits long. It eventually came to rest on Mount Ararat.

Answer: Noah’s Ark (or Tevah)

2. Important in Jewish mysticism is the vision of the “Merkava” or chariot described at the beginning of the book of this prophet. The vision is also referred to as this prophet’s “wheel.”

Answer: Ezekiel (or Yechezkiel)

3. After being cast overboard when the ship he was taking to Tarshish encountered a storm, this prophet ended up traveling for three days in the belly of a whale.

Answer: Jonah (or Yonah)

11. Hurry, there are only fourteen-thousand hours till the ‘08 presidential election! Name these candidates, for ten points each.

1. The second candidate to officially announce his run, he became the first to drop out less than three months later. This former two-term governor of Iowa was also rumored to be high on the list to become John Kerry’s running mate in 2004.

Answer: Tom Vilsack
2. This man seeking the Republican nomination was the president and CEO of the 2002 Winter Olympics and has only been elected to office once, as governor of Massachusetts. Evangelical conservatives have questioned his current anti-abortion stance since he has been consistently pro-choice in the past.

Answer: Mitt Romney
3. A famed lawyer and one-term North Carolina Senator, this man announced his 2004 run for the Democratic nomination on The Daily Show, but ultimately became the Vice-Presidential candidate.

Answer: John Edwards

12. Answer these questions about book burning for ten points each.

1. This Florentine friar established his famous Bonfires of the Vanities, but was later burned himself by order of Pope Alexander VI.

Answer: Girolamo Savonarola
2. This greatest emperor of the Ch’in dynasty and builder of the Great Wall took the advice of Li Si and ordering the burning of all works of non-legalist philosophy, poetry and history.

Answer: Shih huang-ti (or Chao Cheng)
3. This man’s translation of the Bible was extremely influential on the King James version, but his strong Lutheran sympathies led to the 1526 public burning of most of the copies. He himself was executed in 1536.

Answer: William Tyndale
13. Identify the following things from quantum mechanics, FTPE

1. This partial differential wave equation describes the space and time dependence of quantum systems. It is named for an Austrian physicist.

Answer: the Schrodinger equation

2. In the Heisenberg picture of quantum mechanics, this theorem relates the time derivative of the expectation value for a quantum mechanical operator to the commutator of that operator with the Hamiltonian of the system.
Answer: Ehrenfest theorem

3. This principle tells us that the eigenvalues of any two non-commuting operators can’t be measured simultaneously.

Answer: the Heisenberg uncertainty principle or (indeterminacy principle)

14. Answer each of the following about a poet and his works for ten points.

1. Killed only days before the Armistace, this English author of “The Parable of the Old Man and the Young” and friend of Siegfried Sassoon is perhaps the most famous World War I poet.


Answer: Wilfred Owen
2. Describing soldiers “limping on, blood-shod” is this Owen poem, whose narrator sees someone “guttering, choking, drowning” in his dreams before advising the reader not to tell his children about the old Lie, the title assertion, which means “it is sweet and proper.”

Answer: “Dulce et Decorum Est”

3. Opening with the question “What passing-bells for these who die as cattle?” and later asking “What candles may be held to speed them all?”, this sonnet was written with the help of Siegfried Sassoon.

Answer: “Anthem for Doomed Youth”

15. A petty government official who is diagnosed with cancer is the subject of his Ikiru, while his first film focused on two competing judo dojos and was titled Sanshiro Sugata. For ten points each…

1. Identify this director, perhaps better known for Throne of Blood and Seven Samurai.

Answer: Rashomon
3. Most of Kurosawa’s famous films were shot in collaboration with this Japanese film star, who played the title characters in Yojimbo, Sanjuro, and Red Beard.

Answer: Mifune Toshiro
16. One character bears a shotgun under his right arm, while his new wife sits on a Rococo bench and their dog looks up at them. For ten points each…

1. The marriage of a twenty-two year old to Frances Carter in November 1748 is depicted in which oil painting, set near Sudbury?

Answer: Mr. and Mrs. Andrews
2. Mr. and Mrs. Andrews was painted by this British portrait and landscape painter, a founding member of the Royal Academy, who painted portraits of George III, Mrs. Graham and a Cottage Girl with Dog and Pitcher.

Answer: Thomas Gainsborough

3. Jonathan Buttall is the title figure in this painting, the most famous one by Thomas Gainsborough.

Answer: The Blue Boy

17. Answer these questions about financial derivatives for ten points each.

1. These derivatives, often used as incentives by companies, allow holders to, at their discretion, buy or sell a security at a specified price. They have “put” and “call” varieties.

Answer: options
2. This formula, named after its two inventors, is used to determine the value of European-style “put” and “call” options. This work helped win one if its inventors the 1997 Nobel Prize in Economics.

Answer: Black-Scholes-Merton formula

3. The most widely used credit derivative, this is an instrument in which the buyer pays a periodic fee in exchange for protection against a credit risk.

Answer: credit-default swap
18. Name these people and events important in the 5th century for ten points each.

1. First, name the Hun ruler born in 434 CE who briefly ruled with his brother Bleda before Bleda’s death. He is known for exacting tribute from the Eastern Roman Empire and nearly conquered the Western.

Answer: Attila the Hun

2. Attila was briefly stopped in 451 by a Roman-Gothic Alliance in this battle that occurred near Orleans, which he had nearly captured.

Answer: the Battle of Chalons (or Battle of the Catalaunian Fields)
3. This ally of the Roman general Aetius and Goth king helped defeat Attila at Chalons.

Answer: Theodoric the Great

1. Identify this play, where Garcin, a postal clerk, and a housewife are condemned to live for eternity in each other’s company.

Answer: No Exit (or Huis-Clos)
2. No Exit is among the works of this existentialist author, who also wrote Nausea and Being and Nothingness.

Answer: Jean-Paul Sartre
3. This character is stabbed by Estelle with a paper knife at the end of the play, immediately after she proclaims, “Hell is--other people!”

Answer: Inez Serrano (accept either underlined part)
20. Its composer stated in 1901 that he had “a tune that will knock ‘em -- knock ‘em flat.” For ten points each…

1. Taking its name from Act III of Othello, this is what collection of marches by Edward Elgar?

Answer: Pomp and Circumstance, marches (5) for orchestra, Op. 39 (accept either underlined part)

2. This march of the Pomp and Circumstance Marches is the one commonly played at graduations across America, although Elgar never intended for it to be used in that fashion.

Answer: Pomp and Circumstance March No.1, for orchestra in D major, Op. 39/1
3. After hearing the marches, King Edward VII commissioned Elgar for this work, whose Finale, the “Land of Hope and Glory,” was given words by A. C. Benson. Its second movement, “Daughter of Ancient Kings,” referred to Edward’s wife.

Answer: Coronation Ode (“Land of Hope and Glory”), for soloists, chorus & orchestra, Op. 44 (accept either underlined part)
