1. This family was served by the Nizam al-Mulk, who dedicated a famous mirror for princes to Malikshah. Their followers were culled primarily from the Ghuzz and they took power from the successors of the Ghaznavids, whom they defeated at Dandanqan. A branch of this family that took direct advantage of their greatest victory established the sultanate of Rum, near Nicaea; that victory was won by Alp Arslan. For ten points, identify this dynasty that replaced the Buyids; a Sunni Turkish dynasty that was victorious at Manzikert and captured Baghdad in 1055.

Answer: Seljuks

2. The title of this writer’s novel Pinball, 1973 was a play on a title by Kenzaburo Oe and it introduced J, a bar owner who also appeared in A Wild Sheep Chase and Dance, Dance, Dance. He was himself the owner of a jazz bar called “Peter Cat,” but the most important character in his early novels was called Rat. In the 1980’s, he wrote Hard-Boiled Wonderland and the End of the World and Norwegian Wood, but he is more famous for a novel about a lazy man named Toru Okada whose cat disappears. For ten points, identify this Japanese author of Kafka on the Shore and The Wind-Up Bird Chronicle.

Answer: Haruki Murakami
3. This work’s third movement intertwines one theme first played in the violins with another in triple meter and is marked adagio molto e cantabile. Near the end of the first movement, a recapitulation restates the nebulous introduction. The themes from the first three movements return in the introduction to the fourth movement, but are cut off by the cellos and basses, which play a hymn-like theme in D-major. That theme is set to words first sung by a baritone soloist, who sings about brotherly love. Composed with lyrics by Friedrich Schiller, this is, for ten points, what final symphony of Ludwig van Beethoven?

Answer: Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9 in D minor (“Choral”), Op. 125 (accept “Choral” Symphony; accept Beethoven’s Op. 125; accept Op. 125 or Symphony No. 9 after “Beethoven” and prompt on them beforehand)

4. Compelled to go into hiding after the Battle of Worcester, this leader was eventually aided by George Monck. Important laws passed during his reign include the Corporation Act and the Test Act, which his successor violated; that reign began with the Declaration of Breda. Religious tensions during this king’s reign were inflamed by the Secret Treaty of Dover, which he entered into with Louis XIV, and by the Titus Oates’ invention of the Popish Plot. For ten points, identify this king who returned to rule England in the Restoration.

Answer: Charles II, the Merry Monarch, of England
5. This person objected to a portrayal of him as Claude Lantier in the novel L’Ouevre, which caused him to break with Zola. Early works like 1867’s The Abduction focus on haunting themes, but he soon took up Romanticism, as evidenced by Young Girl at the Piano - Overture to Tannhäuser. This artist turned to Impressionism in the 1870’s with a series of views of his home at Jas de Bouffan. His later paintings were so deliberate that Still Life with Apples and Still Life with Plate of Cherries that depict waxed fruit. For ten points, identify this French Post-Impressionist painter best known for a series of views of Mont St. Victoire.

Answer: Paul Cézanne
6. This work’s fifth revision is planned for 2011 and will be edited by Robert Spitzer, who led the talks that eliminated homosexuality from it in 1974. It is organized into discussions of five “axes,” the fourth of which is contributing environmental factors and the third of which is relevant medical conditions. Disorders falling on the second axis include narcissistic personality disorder, while depression, biopolar disorder, and schizophrenia are “clinical disorders” that fall on its first axis. For ten points, identify this publication of the American Psychiatric Association that is the primary handbook on mental disorders.

Answer: the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders
7. One of this person’s adversaries tells him that he will “let cawing buzzard, screaming eagle, and vulture feed on [his] flesh” and claims his companion “not know his father.” Inadvertant creator of the Lrbanon rift valley, this man enlists Shamash’s aid to reach a cedar tree, which required defeating Humbaba. His companion was originally a wild man created to distract him from his tyrannical rule, but they become fast friends until the latter kills the Bull of Heaven and is struck down by Ishtar. For ten points, identify this two-thirds-immortal friend of Enkidu; a Sumerian hero who sought immortality in the oldest extant epic.

Answer: Gilgamesh
8. A cyclical five-carbon member of this class of compounds is called tetrahydropyran, which can be used as a protecting group. Aryl versions of this functional group can be made in the Ullmann condensation, while cyclic ones can result from the oxidation of an alkene with a peroxyacid. Asymmetric ones are often formed by a reaction that uses a strong base to deprotonate an alcohol, which can then serve as a nucleophile in an SN2 reaction; that reaction is called the Williamson synthesis of these. For ten points, identify this functional group in which an oxygen is singly bonded to two different carbon atoms.

Answer: ethers
9. In a Bowdlerized version of this work, actions that occurred on “days when the rains came / Down in the hollow” are repeated in the narrator’s memory “Behind the stadium.” Released against its artist’s wishes on Blowin’ Your Mind!, this song’s third verse notes that the title character was spotted “just the other day,” after which the narrator remarks how much she has grown and notes that he is sometimes “overcome thinkin’ ‘bout” previous experiences with her, namely, “Makin’ love in the green grass” in the uncensored version. For ten points, identify this song by Van Morrison about a young lady with a certain feature.

Answer: “Brown-Eyed Girl”

10. This country’s capital features a statue of a gold human playing a horn sitting on the Millennium Gate. About 94% of its population is Muslim, but the brand of Sufism practiced in this country incorporates Wolof traditions such as the tagg. This country’s most famous tourist attraction is Gorée Island, once a center for slave transshipment and the site of the first French settlement here. This country borders Guinea on its southeast and its namesake river forms its boundary with Mauritania. For ten points, identify this West African country that also borders the Gambia and which has its capital at Dakar.

Answer: Senegal
11. This structure is digested by macrophages in Wallerian degeneration. Hodgkin and Huxley studied a millimeter-wide one in giant squids to develop their model of excitability; that particular study made note of the fact that a action potentials travels faster in larger ones of these. They lose their coating in multiple sclerosis, but are usually surrounded by Schwann cells that add myelin. For ten points, identify these parts of a neuron that conduct electrical impulses away from the cell body.

Answer: axon
12. This book’s fortieth chapter provided the aria “O thou that tellest good tidings to Zion.” That chapter begins with a description of a road from Persia and prophesies that “every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill made low” in order to build it. This scripture’s second part is sometimes called the “Book of Comfort;” its first part prophesies that the nations persecuting Judah will be defeated, but also warns the people that they have broken the covenant of God by worshipping idols. For ten points, identify this book of the Old Testament foretelling the glory of Zion and written by a prophet who was later sawed in half.

Answer: The Book of Isaiah
13. Karl Sundman showed that, in some cases, this has a series solution in powers of the cube root of time. Oscar II of Sweden offered a prize for the solution of its most general form, which was eventually awarded to Poincare. Early work on this problem was done by Euler and Lagrange, who examined a famous limiting case, presaging the discovery of the Trojan asteroids. For ten points, name this intractable problem of Newtonian mechanics that deals with the motion of a system of a certain number of masses influenced only by mutual gravity.

Answer: the three-body problem (accept the n-body problem or multi-body problem or things like that)
14. This person lost an Assembly seat for criticizing the Paxton Boys’ Affair, which prompted him to go on a diplomatic mission. During this mission on behalf of his adoptive home colony, he became the representative of Georgia, New Jersey, and Massachusetts, beginning to bring about the unification proposed in his failed Albany Plan of Union. Also the first Postmaster General of the United States, this was, for ten points, what founding father associated with the lightning rod and Poor Richard’s Almanac?

Answer: Benjamin Franklin (accept Richard Saunders)
15. Gérard Presgurvic wrote a musical about this story “de la Haine à l’Amour” in 2001, and Vaccai and Bellini wrote rival operas based on Italian sources for this story. Hector Berlioz wrote a symphony about it that finds the title character alone at a party in the second movement and uses the its description of dreamers for the “Queen Mab Scherzo.” Charles Gounod wrote an opera based on this play, while Pyotr Ilyich Tchaikovsky composed a “Fantasy Overture” about it. For ten points, identify this play that more famously inspired a ballet by Sergei Prokofiev and the Leonard Bernstein’s musical West Side Story.

Answer: Romeo and Juliet
16. This work’s second part opens with the line “O sovereign power of love! O grief! O balm!” before the title character meets up with Venus and Adonis. It opens when the title character’s sister Peona takes him away from a celebration of Pan. This poem’s poet chose to use Cynthia instead of a more common name for its protagonist’s love interest. Beginning with the line “A thing of beauty is a joy forever” and written when its author was just 21, for ten points, identify this poem about a shepherd who falls for the moon goddess Selene written by John Keats.

Answer: “Endymion”

17. This person wrote Affairs of France and Germany after diplomatic missions in those countries. The highest political post this writer held was as secretary of the Ten before he was disgraced and tortured for his role in a conspiracy. In addition to the play Mandragola and Seven Books on the Art of War, he wrote a commentary of the Roman republic in his seminal Discourses on Livy. Howeve, he is more famous for the Florentine Histories and a 1532 work condemned by Pope Clement VIII that posits the benefits of a monarchical society. For ten points, identify this Italian political philosopher and author of The Prince.

Answer: Niccolò Machiavelli
18. The theater of this name was funded by Gabriel Astruc and is located at 15 Avenue Montaigne; that theater saw the premieres of Claude Debussy's Jeux when it was the home of the Ballets Russes. The theater's namesake was created at the urging of Marie de Medici in 1616 to replace a long line of markets. In 1826, Mehmet Ali gave to France an object at which it formally begins, an obelisk that stands in the middle of the Place de la Concorde. The site of six triumphant rides by Lance Armstrong and the 1940 Nazi victory parade, this is, for ten points, what most famous Parisian street?

Answer: Avenue des Champs-Élysées (grudgingly accept Elysian Fields)

19. This book uses the setting of an area built by fur traders for its protagonist to accept a man’s proposal and sees pictures of his hometown. After they are married, this novel’s central couple argues when she asks him whether he is jealous of the other doctors, but he eventually agrees to give her a checking account. A climax when that wife defends Fern Mullins against accusations that she corrupted the town’s youth at a barn dance and soon after the wife leaves the town, realizing that she it or her husband. Set in Gopher Prairie, Minnesota is, for ten points, what novel about Carol Kennicott written by Sinclair Lewis?

Answer: Main Street
20. This constellation’s so-called Fireworks Galaxy has been the source of more observed supernovae than any other. Its star 61 was the first extra-solar star to have its distance from Earth measured. Stars in this constellation also known as the Northern Cross include Ruchba and Albireo. Better-known, however, are the x-ray source X-1 and Deneb, its brightest star. For ten points, name this constellation, representing either the transformed Orpheus, or the form Zeus in the form of a swan. 

Answer: Cygnus (accept Northern Cross “Northern”)
21. This figure’s doctor mixed placebos into his stash of sleeping pills to try to cure his addiction and also reported that this man had once believed his swimming pool to be poisoned. Surviving the disgrace of Otto Braun and the execution of his first wife in 1930, he followed the tactics of Zhu De to gain the leadership of the group with which he is most associated at the Zunyi conference before reaching Yan’an. for ten points, identify this man who completed the Long March to lead the Chinese Communist Party to victory.

Answer: Mao Zedong
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1. The title character is a female aristocrat who meets Jean while dancing at a party for servants on midsummer. For ten points each…

1. Identify this play.

Answer: Miss Julie (or Countess Julie or Fröken Julie)

2. This Swedish playwright wrote Miss Julie.

Answer: Johan August Strindberg
3. This Strindberg play examines the tension between a freethinking cavalry captain and his selfish wife over how to raise their daughter.

Answer: The Father (or Fadren)

2. For ten points each, identify these cities that boast buildings designed by Frank Gehry.

1. Gehry designed the Guggenheim Museum in this city on the Nervión River.

Answer: Bilbao, Spain

2. When Gehry designed this city’s Experience Music Project to look like a smashed guitar, he made sure to include a hole for the city’s monorail to pass through.

Answer: Seattle, Washington

3. Gehry cooperated with Vlado Milunic to work on the Dancing House, an office building that looks like it is collapsing into the Vltava River in this city.

Answer: Prague, Czech Republic

3. Identify each of the following about a certain type of expansion for ten points.

1. This type of series expands a function f of x about any given value x-naught as a sum of derivatives of the function at x-naught times nonnegative powers of x minus x-naught.

Answer: Taylor series (prompt on power series; do not accept Maclaurin series, which are specifically about a = 0)

2. Generally equal to the distance from x-naught to the nearest singularity of f, this size of the largest disc in which a Taylor series is valid may be obtained by the limit of the ratio of successive coefficients.


Answer: radius of convergence (prompt on “R” or “radius”)
3. A Laurent series is a type of generalization of the Taylor series containing terms of x minus x-naught of this type.

Answer: terms having negative exponents (accept equivalents like powers of one over x minus x-naught, etc.)

4. Answer the following questions about the Treaty of Sèvres for ten points each.

1. The Treaty of Sèvres made peace between the Allied powers and which defeated empire in 1920?

Answer: the Ottoman Empire (be lenient and accept Turkey)

2. In giving the French and British mandates over formerly Ottoman Arab territories, the Treaty of Sèvres adhered to the plan set out in this 1916 agreement between a British and a French diplomat.

Answer: Sykes-Picot Agreement

3. The Treaty of Sèvres was superceded in by the 1923 Treaty of Lausanne that recognized an independent modern Turkey this leader, the victorious general at Galipoli.

Answer: Mustafa Kemal Pasa Atatürk (accept either underlined part; do not accept “Good job, Indian”)

5. Answer each of the following about a work of social science for ten points each…

1. Kurt Samuelson’s Religion and Economic Action is a criticism of this 1905 work, which argues that the need to display the outward signs of election relates the titular concepts.
Answer: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism (or Die protestantische Ethik und der Geist des Kapitalismus)
2. Name the author of The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism, a major German sociologist of the first half of the twentieth century.

Answer: Max Weber
3. In The Protestant Ethic, Max Weber used this term to refer to the bureaucratic social order in which people are trapped in modern society.

Answer: iron cage (or stahlhartes Gehäuse)

6. Answer the following questions about the Portuguese in the Age of Exploration for ten points each.

1. In 1487, this Portuguese navigator became the first European to round the Cape of Good Hope, which he called the Cape of Storms.

Answer: Bartholomew Diaz
2. On April 22, 1500, this Portuguese navigator sailed so far west en route to India that he ran into Brazil.

Answer: Pedro Alvares Cabral
3. In 1511, Alfonso de Albuquerque captured this great entrepôt, sealing Portuguese control of the spice trade.

Answer: Malacca
7. Identify the following about novels with something in common for ten points each.

1. The protagonist of this Booker Prize-winning Kazuo Ishiguro novel is Stevens, a butler.

Answer: The Remains of the Day
2. The family of anarchist Webb Traverse is the subject of this writer’s 2006 Against the Day. He is better known for V., Vineland, and The Crying of Lot 49, and Gravity’s Rainbow.
Answer: Thomas Pynchon
3. This 1939 Nathanael West novel is set in Hollywood and has a main character named Homer Simpson.

Answer: The Day of the Locust
8. It is the process of converting between amides and imidic acids and between amines and imines. For ten points each…

1. Identify this interconversion process that involves the movement of a hydrogen atom and switching of a bond’s character from double to single.

Answer: tautomerization
2. Tautomerization can convert an enol into this functional group, in which a carbon atom is bonded to two other carbons and double-bonded to an oxygen.

Answer: ketone (accept keto)

3. The acid-catalyzed version of the reaction to create this product involves tautomerization to add a keto-enolate to a molecule with a terminal carbonyl group. Borodin assisted on the discovery of their namesake condensation.

Answer: aldol
9. It was for his death that the Liberty Bell was tolling when it cracked in 1835. For ten points each…

1. Name this great American who served as John Adams’s Secretary of State before he was appointed to a more permanent post.

Answer: John Marshall
2. John Marshall had been part of the American delegation blackmailed by Talleyrand as part of this alphabetical scandal.

Answer: the XYZ Affair

3. This 1827 Supreme Court case saw John Marshall’s lone dissent.

Answer: Ogden v. Saunders (accept in either order)

10. Answer the following questions about speciation for ten points each.

1. This type of speciation occurs when two populations are separated by an extrinsic barrier and evolve so that they can no longer reproduce with each other.

Answer: allopatric speciation

2. Ernst Mayr developed a theory of this kind of speciation, in which an isolated fringe population much smaller than the original population develops into a new species.

Answer: peripatric speciation (do not accept parapatric speciation; ask the respondent to spell the answer if necessary)

3. This effect often occurs in peripatric speciation. It is the genetic drift that often occurs when a population originates in a small number of individuals.

Answer: the founder effect (prompt on “bottleneck effect”)

11. His last words were, “Born in a hotel room… and, God dammit, died in one!”  For ten points each…

1. Name this Nobel-winning American playwright, known for works such as The Emperor Jones, Anna Christie, and his only comedy, Ah, Wilderness!
Answer: Eugene O’Neill
2. In this experimental nine-act 1928 Eugene O’Neill play, Nina Leeds mourns the death of Gordon Shaw and is loved by Ned Darrell and Charlie Marsden, but marries Sam Evans.

Answer: Strange Interlude
3. This autobiographical play, whose characters include the morphine-addicted Mary Tyrone, is set on a single day in 1912. It won the Pulitzer Prize in 1957, four years after O’Neill’s death.

Answer: Long Day’s Journey Into Night
12. Answer the following questions about the offensive exploits a future hall of fame pitcher for ten points each.

1. What then-Red Sox pitcher singled in his first regular season Major League at bat on May 23, 1996 against the Seattle Mariners?

Answer: William Roger Clemens
2. Clemens came to the plate in an American League game because this infamous steroids-abuser and author, at that time the Red Sox’s designated hitter, was switched to the outfield.

Answer: José Canseco
3. Clemens’ single came off of this Mariners closer, nicknamed “the Sheriff,” who had been an integral part of the Reds bullpen when they won the World Series in 1990.

Answer: Norm Charleton
13. The first was named Augustine and the current one is Rowan Williams. For ten points each…

1. Name this religious position.

Answer: Archbishop of Canterbury
2. This first Protestant Archbishop of Canterbury held the position under Henry VIII, but was later burned at the stake.

Answer: Thomas Cranmer
3. Cranmer is best known for compiling this liturgical manual of the Anglican Church, in use to this day.


Answer: The Book of Common Prayer
14. This character gets so distracted in telling his own story that he isn’t born until the third volume; instead, he tells stories about his father Walter and Uncle Toby. For ten points each…

1. Identify this title character of a 1759 novel.

Answer: Tristam Shandy (accept either underlined part)

2. What author wrote The Life and Opinions of Tristam Shandy, Gentleman?

Answer: Laurence Sterne
3. This happens to Tristam Shandy as the result of a falling window shade.

Answer: he is circumcised (accept equivalents)
15. Answer the following questions about recent events in East Asia for ten points each.

1. In this city on February 28, 2007, angry protestors put the heads of dead dogs with papers in their mouths listing the names of victims of colonial atrocities in front of the Japanese embassy. This city is the current capitol of a country occupied by Japan from 1910-1945.

Answer: Seoul, South Korea
2. This South Korean president called upon Japan to admit fully its past wrongdoings.

Answer: Roh Moo-Hyun

3. A few hours later, this Japanese prime minister partially retracted a 1993 government apology for forcing Korean and Chinese women into sex slavery, stating that there is no evidence they were forced to do so.

Answer: Shinzo Abe
16. Name some works and their artist for ten points each.

1. This painting hangs in the Prado and shows the Infanta Margarita, her ladies in waiting, and her dwarf.

Answer: Las Meninas (or The Maids of Honor)

2. This comet of the Spanish Renaissance created Las Meninas along with The Rokeby Venus and The Surrender of Breda.


Answer: Diego Rodríguez de Silva Velázquez
3. A famous Velázquez painting of this Pope who reigned during the Thirty Years War now hangs in the Palazzo Doria.

Answer: Innocent X (accept Giovanni Battista Pamphilj; prompt on “Innocent”)

17. Every day, he travels with the other Aesir to the Well of Urd, but has to wade across the Kormt and the Ormt rivers. For ten points each…

1. Name this god with a famous hammer.

Answer: Thor
2. Thor must wade because he cannot cross this bridge between Midgard and Asgard.

Answer: Bifrost (prompt on “Rainbow Bridge”)
3. This goddess associated with the earth was Thor’s mother.

Answer: Jord
18. Attacked by the Muslim state of Adal, this country’s Solomonid Dynasty was gravely threatened after the battle of Lebna Dengel in 1529. For ten points each…

1. Name this African country whose monarchy was attributed to the legendary Menelik I.

Answer: Ethiopia (or Ityop'iya)
2. Name the major lake in Ethiopia, known for being the source of the Blue Nile, where Portuguese forces coming to the Ethiopians’ aid defeated the army of Adal in 1541.

Answer: Lake Tana
3. This mythical Christian ruler, famous because of a forged letter, is sometimes associated with Ethiopia or with the Mongol Empire. He was believed to desire an alliance with the European Christians against the Muslims.

Answer: Prester John
19. Answer the following questions about the Atuona Cemetery Hiva ‘Oa for ten points each.

1. Atuona was once the capital of this French Polynesian island group which now has its capital at Tai o Ha’e.

Answer: the Marquesas Islands (or Îles Marqueses or Te Fenua ‘Enata or Te Henua Kenana)

2. The Atuona Cemetery is the site of the grave of this French Post-Impressionist painter who lived much of his life in the Marquesas, the natives of which inspired such works as The Yellow Christ.
Answer: Eugène-Henri-Paul Gauguin 
3. This Belgian-born songwriter also lived in the Marquesas and is buried in Atuona Cemetery – he is not, in other words, “alive and well and living in Paris.”

Answer: Jacques Brel
Answer the following questions about a European alliance for ten points each.

1. Lasting from 1881 to 1887, this regal pact united the heads of state of Russia, Germany, and Austria-Hungary.

Answer: the Three Emperors’ League (or Dreikaiserbund)
2. The Three Emperors’ League was the brainchild of this “Iron Chancellor” of Germany.

Answer: Otto Eduard Leopold, Fürst von Bismarck, Graf von Bismarck-Schönhausen, Herzog von Lauenburg

3. Bismarck’s clout allowed him to get signed this secret pact of 1887, which forestalled a Franco-Russian alliance until 1890.


Answer: the Reinsurance Treaty
