1. In 1749, this man openly avowed his atheism in “Essay on Blindness,” which led to a stint in prison. He used the many-gods objection when countering Pascal’s Wager by saying “an imam could reason just as well this way”, and a Milan Kundera novel makes reference to this author’s Jacques the Fatalist.  His writings on science and philosophy include Elements of Physiology, and he collaborated with the mathematician Jean D’Alembert on a better known 35 volume work, which was first published in 1751. For ten points name this Frenchman who edited the Encyclopédie.


Answer: Denis Diderot
2. This man’s most famous work begins by stating that the blood of “Papists and Protestants” is not required by Jesus Christ and then presents a dialogue between personifications of Truth and Peace. This author of A Key to the Language of America and The Bloudy Tenant of Persecution was closely associated with the Narragansett tribe, and his dispute with the founder of the Quakers led to the work George Fox Digg’d Out of His Burrowes.  Known for his feud with John Cotton, for ten points, name this man banished from Plymouth colony in 1635, the eventual founder of Rhode Island.


Answer: Roger Williams
3. This poem’s hero, whose “eyes but close / To look within,” travels to a Hall of Arimanes. He tells a pretty witch “Though it torture me, ‘tis but the same / My pang shall find a voice.” Remarking that he needs “no further guidance,” he attempts to send away a “chamois hunter.” A written charm gives him power over spirits, the seventh of which comments “Nor to slumber, nor to die / Shall be in thy destiny.” For ten points, name this semi-autobiographical poem set “amongst the Higher Alps”, whose morbid titular hero seeks his own demise after the death of his beloved Astarte, written by Lord Byron.


Answer:  “Manfred” 

4. In 404 AD, a monk of this name was stoned after he leapt into a gladiatorial arena, nudging Emperor Honorius to outlaw such games. In art, Jacques-Louis David painted this figure saying farewell to his young lover Eucharis. In mythology, this figure was banished to Cephalenia and married Circe, the mother of Telegonus. The first three books of a certain epic are sometimes named after this figure, who was received at Pylos by King Nestor three decades after Palamedes placed him in front of his father’s plow. For ten points, name this Ithacan prince, a son of Penelope who longed for his father Odysseus’ return.


Answer: Telemachus

5. SMC proteins create it during chromatin remodeling or chromosome condensation. Euler’s Equations gives the relationship between angular acceleration, angular velocity, and this. Its value for a current loop is given as the cross product of the magnetic moment of the loop and the magnetic field. Precession is either free of or induced by this, which, when crossed with angular velocity, is equal to power. In mechanics, it is equal to the time-derivative of angular momentum. For ten points, name this rotational analogue of force that is represented by tau, which is also equal to the cross product of distance and force.


Answer: torque
6. This protégé of W.E. Channing persuaded Cyrus Butler to donate thirty thousand dollars to her cause. This woman studied the progressive York Retreat while recovering from depression at Greenbank, an estate in Liverpool owned by the Rathbone family. In 1842, she composed the pamphlet Memorial to the Legislature  f Massachusetts, and later, was appointed Superintendent of Army Nurses. While teaching a class for female inmates, she observed troubled prisoners chained and lying in their own filth. For ten points, name this nurse and reformer whose efforts led to states erecting special hospitals for mental patients.


Answer: Dorothea Dix

7. He avoided the Imperial service after a religious crisis at Trier, and this student of Aelius Donatus fled to Palestine after the death of his employer. While in Antioch, he experienced a vision in which Christ reproved him for his pagan studies. He praised virginity in the work Against Jovinian, and in his most important historical work, he wrote biographies of more than 130 Christian authors. However, this author of De Viris Illustribus is most remembered for a request made to him in 382 AD by Pope Damasus. For ten points, name this scholar who created the first Latin translation of the Bible, the Vulgate.


Answer:  St. Jerome
8. This man, the owner of Animus Consulting, scored the first basket made in Miami’s American Airlines Arena while playing for the Orlando Magic. His college career began at Vanderbilt, but he transferred in 1994, becoming the fourth-leading career rebounder at Penn State. He spent the 2001 through 2003 seasons as backup center for the Utah Jazz, whose owner apparently wouldn’t allow Brokeback Mountain to be shown in his movie theaters. For ten points, name this author of Man in the Middle and enemy of Tim Hardaway, who recently became the first NBA player to come out of the closet.


Answer: John Amaechi
9. In biochemistry, this letter refers to a type of DNA discovered by Alexander Rich that has a left-handed helix rotational sense. Ideal gases have a value of one for the compressibility factor, which is symbolized by this letter, as is the collision frequency, which increases when the temperature of a reaction is increased. In alkenes with geometric isomerism, this letter denotes the arrangement if both of the substituents of higher priority are on the same side, which is the opposite of E. This letter is also used to symbolize the number of protons in a nucleus. For ten points, name this letter that symbolizes atomic number.


Answer: Z
10. In an opera by this composer, the titular wizard hides his death in the tears of his daughter, and in another, the title character wagers that he can catch golden fish in Lake Ilmen. In addition to Kashchey the Immortal and Sadko, this man is known for orchestral works like the Russian Easter Festival Overture. Also known is his “Scene and Gypsy Song,” the fourth movement of Capriccio Espagnole, and “The Sea and Sinbad’s Ship,” the first movement of Scheherazade. For ten points, name this Russian who created the opera The Tale of Tsar Saltan, which features the interlude “Flight of the Bumblebee.”

 Answer: Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov
11. F. T. Frelinghuysen served as Secretary of State for this US President, who kept 80 pairs of pants in his wardrobe. His father was a co-founder of the New York Antislavery Society, and as a young lawyer, he won a landmark case leading to desegregation of public transport in New York City. This associate of Roscoe Conkling used tax money to reward political supporters after President Grant appointed him Collector of the Port of New York in 1871, and the Pendleton Act was passed 12 years later, during his presidency. For ten points, name this man who became president after James Garfield was shot.


Answer: Chester Alan Arthur
12. In 2002, this nation won a dispute with a northern neighbor over the Bakassi Peninsula. This African country is home to the village of Rhumsiki, which many tourists visit to see Kapsiki Peak. This country’s third largest city is Garoua, which lies on the Benue River, whose source is the Adamawa Plateau. This country shares its name with the highest peak on the West African coast, which is a thirteen thousand foot volcano. This country, which is sandwiched between Nigeria and Equatorial Guinea, lies to the west of the Central African Republic. For ten points, identify this West African nation whose capital is Yaounde. 


Answer: Cameroon

13. The novels A Wreath for Udomo and Mine Boy are set in this nation, as is a drama concerning the waiters Sam and Willie and novels about the communications professor David Lurie and a gardener named Michael.  In another work set here, Julie Summers’ car breaks down and Abdu works as an auto mechanic, while in yet another novel, the Smales family is rescued by their servant July.  For ten points, name this country featuring such authors as Peter Abrahams, J.M. Coetzee, Athol Fugard, and Nadine Gordimer.


Answer: South Africa
14. His career began with a 1935 work about the Berger family in which the patriarch, Jacob, kills himself to leave money to his grandson Ralph. His screenplay for the 1936 bomb The General Died at Dawn prompted critic Frank Nugent to make a pun using his name followed by “where is thy sting?” This man, the basis of the character Barton Fink, created a movie star named Charlie Castle and satirized Hollywood in The Big Knife, and also createda violinist-turned-boxer named Joe Bonaparte in Golden Boy. For ten points, name this American playwright who wrote about a cabdrivers’ strike in Waiting for Lefty.


Answer: Clifford Odets

15. It can be detected by terminal transferase dUTP nick end labeling, which is known as the TUNEL assay. It can occur when Bcl-2 molecules release cytochrome c from mitochondria, or can be blocked when the phosphorylated Bad protein forms a complex with the 14-3-3 protein. Robert Horvitz showed that it is dependent on the CED-3 gene in C. elegans, and in that nematode’s development, this event occurs in exactly 131 cells. After this event, particles are eliminated by phagocytosis, and earlier, it can be mediated by a caspase cascade after earlier being initiated by p53. For ten points, name this programmed cell death.


Answer: apoptosis
16. Pope Gregory XIII commissioned this man to create a mural depicting the St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre. He created some of the wall and ceiling paintings in the great hall of the Palazzo Vecchio, and Federigo Zuccaro completed several of his frescoes in the Duomo of Florence. He used Michelangelo’s design of the Vestibule of the Laurentian Library as a model for the building of some offices for the Florentine magistrates, which is now the art museum known as the Uffizi. For ten points, name this man who dedicated a 1550 work to Cosimo de Medici that includes many biographies of Italian artists.


Answer: Giorgio Vasari

17. This battle ended when a Chief of Intelligence found both the First and Second army headquarters in turmoil, and ordered a retreat towards Soissons. The original strike force was weakened when two army corps were diverted to the Eastern Front. General von Kluck was unnerved by the slow advance of the British Expeditionary Force into the gap which had opened between his left flank and von Bulow’s right. Earlier, the first use of motorized infantry had occurred when a desperate General Maunoury was rescued by forces in taxicabs. For ten points, name this early battle of World War I on a namesake river.


Answer: First Battle of the Marne

18. Kevin Kiley was recently placed in charge of this institution, replacing George Weightman, who was fired by Francis Harvey, who said he had “lost trust and confidence” in Weightman’s abilities to effect change there. It opened in 1909, and recent controversy has focused on its Building 18, but in 2011, it will be replaced by a facility in Bethesda, Maryland. This establishment was named for the surgeon who led a team in Panama that confirmed that mosquitoes transmit yellow fever. For ten points, name this army medical hospital in Washington, DC, the site of recent uproar over the medical treatment of veterans.


Answer: Walter Reed Medical Center

19. His brother Frank was sent to jail for high treason after the raid by Leander Starr Jameson, next to whom he is buried in Matobo Hills. An associate of C.D. Rudd, L. Ron Hubbard claimed to have been a reincarnation this man up until 1902.  A strong supporter of colonization, he used his own police force to control Mashonaland, and he founded a namesake colony that would later split to become Zambia and Zimbabwe. For ten points, name this founder of the de Beers diamond mining company, whose foundation provides a scholarship for students to study at Oxford or Cambridge.
Answer: Cecil Rhodes
20. George Gray developed the cyano-bipheny type of these, which were surprisingly stable considering their phase type. The Onsager model predicts phase transitions of these based on concentration, and Friedrich Reinitzer is considered their discoverer. In their least ordered phase, molecules lie in the same direction but have ends that are not aligned, which is called nematic, and more ordered phases include cholesteric and smectic. These rod-shaped materials flow, but are packed with a high degree of order. For ten points, name these substances found in its namesake display in computer and television screens.


Answer: liquid crystals

21. This novel’s narrator describes his Indian friend Kepi as “a scrounger, a sort of human tick who fastens himself to the hide of even the poorest compatriot.” That narrator cheats Fillmore’s mistress out of 2,800 francs and is obsessed with the lice in the armpits of a friend. Grove Press quickly followed up on this book’s success by publishing Black Spring in 1936, but because of censorship this novel was not published in the US until 1961. For ten points, name this “more Northern” autobiographical novel that recounts the Parisian experiences of a 47-year-old expatriate slacker named Henry Miller.


Answer:  Tropic of Cancer

1. Answer stuff about an American labor union, for ten points each.

1. Created in 1905 to attempt to be “one big union” for workers in all imaginable trades, members of this radical union were nicknamed “wobblies.”


Answer: International Workers of the World or IWW
2. This co-founder of the IWW had earlier been a leader of the Western Federation of Miners. Upon his 1928 death, an urn with half his ashes was buried in the Kremlin.


Answer: William “Big Bill Haywood
3. This woman, organizer of the 1903 “Children’s Crusade” march to publicize the plight of child workers, was also a founding member of the IWW. Today, her name lives on in the title of a left-wing magazine.


Answer: Mary Harris “Mother” Jones
2. Name these works by Beethoven that feature the piano, for ten points each.

1. The presto third movement of this work is actually the best, although the slow and soft first movement is better known. This sonata, dedicated to Giulietta Guicciardi, was given its nickname by Ludwig Rellstab. 


Answer: Moonlight Sonata (also accept Piano Sonata No. 14)

2. This work opens with three orchestral chords that are each followed by a short cadenza. A seven-part rondo is the form of the third part of this last Beethoven piano concerto.


Answer: Emperor Concerto (also accept Piano Concerto No. 5)

3. This piano trio in B-flat was named for a student of Beethoven’s, a certain Rudolph from Austria who went and shot himself thereafter.


Answer: Archduke Trio (also accept Opus 97)

1. Name this 1893 work that also defines abnormal forms of the title practice, including forced and anomic.

2. This French sociologist wrote The Division of Labor in Society, along with the case study, Suicide.


Answer: Émile Durkheim
3. Division of labor is promoted in this 1776 work, in which the Scottish author describes laissez-faire economics and a pin factory.


Answer: An Enquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations
4. Answer the following about assassination attempts, for ten points each. 

1. Archduke Franz Ferdinand was shot in 1914 by this man, a member of the Black Hand in Sarajevo.


Answer: Gavrilo Princip
2. A heavy oak table is attributed to having shielded Adolf Hitler from a large portion of a July 20th, 1944 blast after a bomb was planted in Hitler’s east Prussian headquarters by this man.


Answer: Claus Schenk Graf von Stauffenberg 

3. Mehmet Ali Agca of the Turkish Grey Wolves attempted to assassinate this important figure in 1981, but succeeded only in wounding him.  

Answer: Pope John Paul II (or Karol Wojtyla; prompt on “John Paul”)

1. Name this NBC science fiction drama featuring characters with special abilities.


Answer: Heroes
2. This is the first name of the high school cheerleader who can spontaneously regenerate after being injured.


Answer: Claire Bennett

3. Claire is played by this actress, who also played a cheerleader in Bring It On: All or Nothing and the daughter of Coach Yoast in Remember the Titans.

Answer: Hayden Panettiere
6. This drama tells the story of Miss Prism and how she switched babies in a train station. For ten points each…

1. Name this comedy about Jack Worthing, Algernon Moncrieff, Cecily Cardew, and a whole lot of confusion.


Answer: The Importance of Being Earnest
2. Oscar Wilde, the author of The Importance of Being Earnest, was imprisoned for violating laws that prohibit this specific behavior.


Answer: sodomy (prompt on “anal sex” , but not on “sex”)
3. The life of Christ is chronicled in this Oscar Wilde letter, written to his lover Alfred Douglas while he was in jail for sodomy.


Answer: De Profundis

7. Name these French rulers with bynames, for ten points each.

1. This Frenchman, who reigned from 1461 to 1483, was nicknamed “The Spider” partly because he was ugly and partly because of his nefarious maneuvering.


Answer:  Louis XI
2. In contrast to “The Spider,” this handsome fellow got himself nicknamed “The Fair” but lost to the Flemish at the Battle of the Golden Spurs in 1302.


Answer:  Philip IV
3. This king managed the Jacquerie rebellion, got annihilated at Poitiers by the Black Prince, and sided with Clement VII in the Great Schism, and hence, was nicknamed “The Wise.” 


Answer:  Charles V

8. His namesake relation led to a physical interpretation of Bohr’s quantization of the angular momentum of the electron in hydrogen-like atoms. For ten points each…

1. Name this French physicist who proposed that wave-particle behavior was a characteristic of nature.

2. The de Broglie wavelength of a particle is equal to this constant, symbolized h, divided by momentum.

3. In 1927, this experiment verified the de Broglie hypothesis directly by observing interference patterns after firing electron beams at a crystalline nickel target.

1. Give the term for these properties dependent only on the amount of solute in a mixture and not the identity of that solute.

2. The effects of solutions of electrolyte properties are accounted for by multiplying by this simple factor, usually symbolized with a lowercase “I” and named for the first winner of the Nobel Prize in Chemistry.

3. Calculation of the extent of boiling-point elevation or freezing-point depression requires multiplying by this quantity, defined as the number of kilograms of solute per liter of solution.

11. Name these poems by Alfred, Lord Tennyson, for ten points each.

1. The title figure of this poem falls in love with Lancelot when she sees him from her tower, and she dies while in her boat on the way to him in Camelot.

2. The speaker says he hopes to “see [his] Pilot face to face” after completing the title action of this poem, which presumably represents dying.

1. In 2006, this man replaced Alan Greenspan as Chairman of the Federal Reserve.  Previously, he was the head of the Council of Economic Advisers to the President.

1. Name this enzyme that synthesizes DNA from RNA and is found in retroviruses.

2. Reverse transcriptase was discovered by this man, and in the virus classification system named for him, reverse transcriptase viruses fall into category VI.

3. Reverse transcriptase can used in the RT type of this lab process intended to replicate segments of DNA, which was invented by Kary Mullis and includes annealing and elongation steps.

16. Name these structures of the brain, for ten points each.

1. Just inferior to the cerebral cortex lies this collection of fibers that allows communication between the two hemispheres of the brain.

2. This band of nerve fibers connects the lobes of the midbrain, medulla, and cerebrum, and aids the medulla in the control of breathing.


Answer: pons
3. This circle of arteries that supply blood to the brain is named for a 17th century English physician.

17. Name these Nazis from descriptions, for ten points each. 
1. The commander of the Luftwaffe, he committed suicide the night before his scheduled execution. 
Answer: Hermann Göring
2. Hitler’s private secretary, he edited Mein Kampf, but was later found innocent of “crimes against humanity”.  He was still sentenced to life imprisonment, though. 
Answer: Rudolf Hess
3. This admiral began the war in command of the U-Boat fleet. Hitler elevated him first to supreme command of the German Navy, then appointed him as his successor before his suicide.

               Answer: Karl Doenitz
18. Answer the following about a British poet and his works, for ten points each.

1. This leading Metaphysical poet published Devotions upon Emergent Occasions, which includes famous lines such as “For whom the bell tolls” and “No man is an island.”


Answer: John Donne
2. This John Donne collection includes nineteen poems, including “Death Be Not Proud” and “Spit in My Face, You Jews, and Pierce My Side.” 


Answer: Holy Sonnets
3. This short Donne poem features a male speaker and the title creature, which “suck’d me first and now sucks thee,” which is a metaphor for, like, doing it, something Chris Borglum knows all about.


Answer: “The Flea”

19. Answer the following about the geomorphology of the American Great Basin, for ten points each.

1. The Great Basin, which lies between the Rocky Mountains and the Sierra Nevadas, is dominated by this biome of which the Sonoran, Chihuahuan, and Mojave are examples.


Answer: desert
2. The Great Basin deserts all include this feature, a dry creek bed that fills with water during infrequent rains. It is usually designated by the Spanish word for “creek.”


Answer: arroyo (accept “wash” or “gulch”)

3. Death Valley and the Mojave both feature bajadas, which are formed from the convergence of these piles of sediment that form at the base of narrow canyons in a fan shape.


Answer: alluvial fans (accept alluvium)

20. Many of this kingdom’s monarchs held court at Gao. For ten points each…

1. Name this West African empire which rose to power in the 15th-century near present-day Burkina Faso, featuring rulers like Askia Muhammad and Sonni Muhammad Fari.


Answer: Songhai Empire

2. This first ruler of the Songhai divided it into administrative districts and helped establish its agricultural routines and a river navy before dying in 1492.


Answer: Sonni Ali
3. Askia Muhammad took power soon after the death of Sonni Ali and helped to restore this important city, which contains the famous University of Sankore.


Answer: Timbuktu
