1. The unused TLD dot eh is reserved for it. A full member of the African Union, a claim on its territory by Mauritania was relinquished in 1979. An extremely arid area, one of its most striking features is a 2,700-kilometer defensive berm cutting through it built by the remaining outside claimant. Composed of the territories of Saguia el-Hamra and Rio de Oro, this territory would become the Sahrawi Arab Democratic Republic, except that its putative capital, El Aaiun, is under Moroccan control. For ten points, name this desired object of the Polisario Front, a strip of land on the Atlantic coast of northern Africa.

Answer: Western Sahara

2. The most distant of these objects exhibit Gunn-Peterson troughs in their spectra, indicating they were formed before the re-ionization of the universe completed. Only 10 percent are “radio loud,” they are similar to BL Lac and Seyfert objects. 3C 273, one of the first of these discovered, is also one of the few that can be viewed through an amateur-quality telescope. They are believed to be powered by super-massive black holes at their centers, with in-falling matter as the source of their intense luminosity. Considered a type of active galaxy, for ten points, name these extremely energetic celestial objects

Answer: quasi-stellar objects

3. One of this writer’s works, subtitled Amorous Passion, sees the title queen deciding between Commagene’s Antiochus and the emperor while another, from 1667, recounts the story of Hermione. His first work in the genre for which he is best known is La Thébaide; this was followed by the aforementioned Bérénice and Andromaque. However, his best-known work has Œnone kill herself after misguiding the title character into having Thésée curse Hypolite, the object of her incestuous desires. For ten points, name this playwright of Phèdre; the foremost of the French classical tragedians.

4. In the presence of oxygen and UV light, this chemical forms phosgene, so it is usually stored in amber with a stabilizer like amylene. In proton NMR, the isotopologue of this compound, which has the lone hydrogen replaced with deuterium, is the most common solvent. Produced industrially by a free radical halogenation, it is also inadvertently produced when water containing organic material is chlorinated. Discovered in 1831 by Samuel Guthrie, its likely carcinogenicity and propensity to cause cardiac arrhythmias have ended its use as an anesthetic. For ten points, name this chemical compound with formula CHCl3.

Answer: chloroform (accept trichloromethane or methyl trichloride)


5. All of the icons in this film are derived from the church where the director’s father delivered sermons. In it, Plog’s wife seduces one of the players in a nearby town while a seminary student speaks condescendingly to Mia’s husband, Jof, which results in Squire Jons’ cutting him with a knife. Drawing its title from Chapter 8 of Revelation, it takes place as the Black Death ravages the countryside and shows a knight playing chess with Death in order to postpone his own demise. For ten points, name this classic 1957 film starring Max von Sydow, perhaps the most famous of director Ingmar Bergman.

6. This work’s Exordium depicts an event in four different scenarios and the main section, Problemata, poses such questions as “Is there a Teleological Suspension of the Ethical?” about that event. Its title refers to Philippians, but it compares the Knight of Infinite Resignation to the Knight of Faith using a story from Genesis. Originally published under the pseudonym Johannes de Silentio, its theme has also been interpreted as an allegory for the author’s failed engagement to Regine Olsen. Examining Abraham’s faith when commanded to sacrifice Isaac, for ten points, what is this 1843 work by Søren Kierkegaard?

Answer: Fear and Trembling (or Frygt og Bæven)
7. This person led his father’s forces at the battle of Evesham, ending the rebellion of Simon de Montfort. During his reign, the Jews were expelled, and Wales was brought under English control, with his heir born in Caernarfon Castle becoming the first to be titled “Prince of Wales.” He in the Eighth and Ninth Crusades, but returned home after learning of the death of his father, Henry the Third. His tombstone refers to him as the “Hammer of the Scots” but in, the face of resistance from Robert the Bruce and William Wallace, he failed to conquer Scotland. Reigning from 1272 to 1307, for ten points, name this king of England noted for his height.

Answer: Edward I Longshanks of England (or Edward Longshanks)
8. At the end of the work in which he appears, this character notes that he hopes to be “greet[ed] with cries of hate.” Foils for this character include Thomas Perez and his neighbor who repeatedly berates a dog but cries when it runs away, Salamano. He constantly complains of heat and is attracted to Marie Cardona’s physical beauty, but his friendship with Raymond Sintes and presence at a beach in Oran result in his shooting an Arab, a crime for which he is given the death penalty. For ten points, name this Absurdist anti-hero and title character of Camus’ The Stranger.

Answer:
Meursault (accept The Stranger before it is mentioned)
9. Originally planned around one of this series’ characters was the RPG Shenmue. The original was developed by AM2 under Yu Suzuki and was as distinctive for its flat-shaded polygon models as it was for its use of real-world fighting styles. The fourth one introduced “sabaki” parries, but cut out sumo Taka-Arashi due to animation complexity. The most recent version adds Eileen and El Blaze to the roster while retaining old favorites like Akira Yuki, Wolf Hawkfield and Jacky Bryant. For ten points, name this series of video games produced by Sega, the fifth of which was recently released for the Playstation 3.

Answer: VirtuaFighter
10. The service that concludes this celebration is known as Ne’ilah [NAY-ee-luh] and most wear white during it. Ritual slaughter of a rooster often occurs during this holiday. Originally instituted due to Leviticus 23:26, it is usually begun by the  Kol Nidre. Beginning on the tenth day of Tishri, five days before Sukkot, it also includes the Amidah prayer, which expresses communal responsibility for sins committed previously. Not allowing work or consumption of food for 25 hours, for ten points, name this “day of atonement,” perhaps the most important Jewish holiday.

Yom Kippur

11. Paco Bugallo has worked on a large pictorial illustration of pieces of this painting and some argue that the artist’s alienation with it mirrors that involving his son, George-Hippolyte. In the foreground, a man covered in red stares off into space. A figure in the background waves a shirt. The dark colors on the far left and right punctuate the tone of the scene, which is somber despite the strong sail on the left, because of all the dead people on-board. For ten points, name this 1819 painting depicting the survivors of a famous shipwreck, a work of Theodore Gericault.

Answer:
The Raft of the Medusa

12. With his student Aniela Jaffé, he wrote Memories, Dreams, and Reflections, his autobiography. His strong inclination toward Hinduism explains his adherence to synchronicity and his principles of equivalence, opposites, and entropy outline his theory of the psyche. This man wrote Man and His Symbols and created what would become the Myers-Briggs personality indicators in Psychological Types. He defined the animus, anima, and other archetypes fundamental to his major idea. For ten points, name this Austrian psychologist, most notable for his concept of the collective unconscious.

Answer:
Carl Gustav Jung

13. This man had five illegitimate children with his mistress Domitila de Castro, whom he eventually elevated to Marchioness of Santos, humiliating his first wife, Maria Leopoldina. He abdicated in favor of his daughter Maria II for his second throne, which he had received after the death of his father John VI. After he supported the revolt at Oporto, Andrada e Silva and his wife advised him to declare independence for his country, although he would later abdicate in favor of his five-year-old son. For ten points, name this ruler who, in 1822, became the first Emperor of an independent Brazil.

Answer:
Dom Pedro I of Brazil (accept Pedro IV of Portugal; prompt on “Pedro”)

14. This poem references its author’s previous work A Vision, and it was published in the collection Michael Robartes and the Dancer. William Blake’s work Urizen is referenced in the line about the “stony sleep” of a giant sphinx that arises from Spiritus Mundi. Asserting that “the ceremony of innocence is drowned,” it presages the ending of a 2000-year historical cycle that comes about as “mere anarchy is loosed upon the world.” For ten points, name this poem relating the imminent birth of a rough beast slouching toward Bethlehem, written by W.B. Yeats.

Answer:
“The Second Coming”

15. Bouguer’s formula is an analog of this for gravitational fields. To use it with an infinite line, a cylindrical surface known as its namesake’s “pillbox” is formed. For the special case of a point charge, it reduces to Coloumb’s law. For more complex geometries, a surface integral of E dot d A is calculated. One of Maxwell’s equations, for ten points, name this law that states that the enclosed charge divided by the permittivity is equal to the electric flux through a closed surface.

Answer: Gauss’ law for the electric field
16. This composer tested the limits of the sonata form in his Opus 16 Piano Concerto and Opus 27 String quartet in G minor. His Lyric Pieces are not to be missed and his Opus 40 “from the time of” a previous composer is known as the “Holberg Suite.” However, his greatest fame rests in a piece with such movements as “The Death of Ase,” “Anitra’s Dance” and “In the Hall of the Mountain King.” For ten points, name this composer best known for his incidental music for Peer Gynt and for being Norwegian.

Answer: Edvard Hagerup Grieg

17. Liza Dalby wrote a fictionalized biography of this person who, in 1964, was designated by UNESCO as one of the world’s greatest people. This author’s father Tametako Fujiwara was an accomplished aristocratic poet, and a compilation of 128 of her own poems has appeared as her namesake collection, while her diary describes her time as an attendant of the empress Akiko. But she may be best known for a 54-chapter work about the love affairs of a certain prince of Japan. For ten points, name this eleventh-century author of The Tale of Genji.

Answer:
Lady Murasaki Shikibu

18. Protected by the sella turcica, this structure is attached at the infundibular process and the median eminence. Its pars intermedia produces melanocyte-stimulating hormone, but is not a fully developed lobe in humans. Its functions are sometimes mimicked by small-cell lung cancers, leading to conditions like hyponatremia from overproduction of vasopressin. Also known as the neurohypophysis due to its location beneath the hypothalamus, for ten points, name this pea-sized structure with anterior and posterior lobes that is responsible for the release of hormones such as growth hormone.

Answer: the pituitary gland (accept neurohypophysis until mentioned and prompt on it afterwards)

19. By policy design, this person’s tenure has seen the number of so-called ABC’s drastically drop as a fraction of the population. This leader’s most recent election victory was over the candidate of the A New Era coalition and governor of Zulia, Manuel Rosales. The system of mercales his government has created has been facing shortages of meat and sugar in recent months. The head of the only member of OPEC in the Western hemisphere, he recently claimed that one of his political opponents smelled like sulfur. For ten points, name this current president of Venizuela, noted for his anti-American stances on a variety of things.


Answer: Hugo Chavez
20. This conflict arose in part from an attack on the plantation of Thomas Mathews, and its primary antagonists were cousins. It was organized in response to resolutions passed by the Long Assembly, which was later accused of corruption. Beginning with a “Declaration of the People,” it eventually resulted in the hanging of 23 participants after attacks against friendly Native American tribes, the burning of Jamestown, and the death of its leader from body lice, much to the relief of Governor William Berkeley. For ten points, identify this 1676 revolt in colonial Virginia, named for the guy who led it.

Bacon’s Rebellion
21. Causes of this group’s agitation include the failures of the Self-Strengthening Movement and the shame of the Unequal Treaties. Originally centered around Shantung, they were responsible for about twenty thousand deaths before their defeat by Alfred Gaselee. After they received support from Cixi, who encouraged their claims of immunity to bullets, they became more focused on expelling of foreigners. Receiving their Western name due to their martial arts regimen, for ten points, name this group of Chinese rebels who led a failed uprising in that lasted from 1899 to 1901.

Answer: The Boxers (or The Society of Righteous and Harmonious Fists or Yìhequan or I Ho Ch’uan)
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1. Name these dramas by Tennessee Williams for ten points each.

1. Named for a means of conveyance in New Orleans, this play sees Stanley Kowalski form one vertex of a love triangle with Blanche and Stella.


Answer: A Streetcar Named Desire
2. Taking place at Maxine Faulk’s Costa Verde hotel in Mexico, this drama centers on Reverend Shannon’s attempts to quiet Miss Fellowes and woo Hannah Jelkes from her grandfather Nonno.

3. Mae and Gooper vie for Big Daddy’s estate against Brick the alcoholic and Maggie, who is referenced in the title. All this time, Mama cries and asks for grandchildren.

2. With a simple set design by Isamu Noguchi, it featured the young Erick Hawkins as a dancer and focused on the soul of the pioneer woman in America. For ten points each…

1. Name this 1944 piece, whose score was notably written by Aaron Copland and won a Pulitzer.

2. Hawkins eventually married this famous American choreographer of Appalachian Spring, the creator of such other pieces as American Document, Seraphic Dialogue, and Frontier. Oh, and did I mention she’s ridiculously famous?

3. This woman published a 1992 biography of Martha Graham in addition to producing such pieces as Rodeo and Fall River Legend, along with choreography for musicals like Oklahoma! and Brigadoon.

Answer:
Agnes de Mille

3. Answer the following about subatomic particles, for ten points each.

1. Produced naturally by the decay of pions formed in cosmic ray collisions, these particles with a minus one charge have a mass about 207 times that of the electron.

Answer: muon

2. Muons can be used to catalyze the thermonuclear but not the cold version of this process, whereby deuterium and tritium form a compound nucleus, releasing energy.


Answer: d-t fusion
3. One of these particles with extremely small mass corresponds to the muon. Postulated by Fermi, they must exist for muon decay to conserve momentum.

Answer: neutrino

4. Answer each of the following about some people getting tricked in a dude’s works for ten points.
1. This author of Everyman in his Humor and Bartholomew Faire has a number of works where people get tricked rather badly.


Answer: Benjamin Jonson
2. In this Jonson work, the titular crafty Venetian nobleman tricks his friends out of money. His byname is the Fox.


Answer: Volpone
3. This other Jonson work sees three criminals occupy a guy’s house while he’s away and trick people by selling them fake drugs and pretending to transmute base metals.


Answer: The Alchemist

5. Answer each of the following about an oft-overlooked position of power in the Roman Republic for ten points.

1. The full title of these officials included plebis, “of the people.” Elected by a council by an unknown procedure, they exercised the power of intercessio, or veto, in theory over even the consuls.

Answer: tribunes (or tribuni)
2. Perhaps the most famous tribune of the people was this reform-minded opponent to Scaevola. Clubbed to death in a 132 BCE riot, his brother Gaius would carry on the family business of being a tribune and getting murdered.


Answer: Tiberius Sempronius Gracchus

3. The riot that killed Tiberius Gracchus was indirectly started over his measures to enforce laws calling for this, which many of the plebs greatly desired.

Answer: re-distribution of public lands (specifically a 500 iugera limit on occupation of public land; accept reasonable equivalents like agrarian reform or land reform)
6. Name each of the following various Beethoven works for ten points.

1. Beethoven’s only opera, it was originally called Leonora.
Answer: Fidelio, opera, Op. 72 (accept either underlined part)
2. Beethoven wrote incidental music for the revival of this Goethe drama. Its title character opposes the invasion of the duke of Alba and is sentenced to death, which saddens his lover Klarchen.

Egmont

3. Berlioz referenced this Beethoven symphony’s use of horn in his Treatise on Orchestration. A work in E-flat major, it was originally written to honor a military leader.

Answer:
Symphony No. 3 in E flat major (“Eroica”), Op. 55 (accept any underlined part)
7. Name these abandoned Egyptian cities for ten points each.
1. Aboukir was later built over this lost Egyptian city that you might associate with vases displaying human and animal heads, its so-called “jars.”

Canopus
2. This capital of Old Kingdom Egypt lessened in importance with the growth of Alexandria and Fostat, and was deserted by the tenth century AD.
Answer: Memphis

3. This city was also capital of Egypt, albeit briefly, in the 18th Century BC. It was meant to be the holiest site of the one true god, but was abandoned following its founder’s death.

1. The forty-forty and largest know of this kind of prime number has nearly ten million digits. All can be expressed by as the form 2 to the n minus 1.

2. It is known that if there exists an odd one of these numbers which are equal to the sum of their divisors, it must have a value greater than 10 to the 300th power. The much more common even ones include 6, 28, and 496.

1. This fifth president noted for his ushering in the “Era of Good Feelings” won the election in a landslide, capturing over 80% of the popular vote.

2. This preparation of aqueous copper two sulfate may be used to detect reducing sugars, in the presence of which it gives a brick red precipitate.

3. Commonly seen among sugars, these are diastereomers that differ at exactly one chiral center, like glucose and mannose, or ribose and arabinose.

20. Name each of the following Pauline epistles for ten points.

1. The longest Pauline epistle, it was used extensively by Luther to justify the doctrine of salvation by faith alone and denigrates the role of Mosaic law.


Answer: Letter of Paul to the Romans
2. This letter to the home of an important temple of Diana outlines the Christian’s Armor in Chapter 6, but may be best known for the verse “slaves, obey thy masters.”


Answer: Letter of Paul to the Ephesians
3. One of the Captivity Epistles, it is a warning against the false teachers who had infiltrated the addressed Church, as Paul learned from its founder and fellow-prisoner Eaphras.


Answer: Letter of Paul to the Colossians
