1. He worked with Mohammad Hatta, his future vice president, as head of BPUPKI, a Japanese organization that partially governed his nation. Nationalism, theism, social justice, internationalism, and representative democracy made up his Pancasila, or five pillars of governance. Named “President for Life” in the late 1950s, he was later deposed in a military coup in 1966 by the man who would replace him, and he died two years later. For ten points, name this father of Megawati and first president of Indonesia, the predecessor to Suharto.

2. This country currently has 36 states and a federal capital territory; a twelve-fold increase from the three regions that it had at its 1960 independence. Its original three regions were largely separated by this nation’s two major rivers. This nation contains over one fifth of its continent’s population and is projected to have the largest city on its continent by 2010. Despite exporting over 2 million barrels of crude oil per day; it has to import most of its refined gasoline as its refineries have been largely paralyzed by endemic government corruption. For ten points, name this large, West African country where an April 2007 election is scheduled to replace current president Olusegun Obasanjo.


Answer: Federal Republic of Nigeria
3. Written by Norman Whitfield and Barrett Strong in 1967, this song has been recorded by numerous Motown groups. Both Smokey Robinson & The Miracles and The Isley Brothers recorded versions that failed to be released, while a Marvin Gaye version became his first number one hit. A 1970 version by Creedence Clearwater Revival clocks in at over ten minutes, and puts a darker tone on the song. . The story of a relationship beginning to disintegrate, the song chronicles how the narrator learns about the infidelity of his partner through hearsay. For ten points, identify this heavily covered song first released by Gladys Knight & the Pips.

4. In a Joule-Thomson process this quantity is conserved. This state variable is useful in analyzing chemical reactions with gaseous products, since work is required to make the change in volume. Equal to the energy of the system plus the product of pressure and volume, a reaction is said to be exothermic when the change in this quantity is negative. The Gibbs free energy of a system is given by subtracting the product of temperature and entropy from this quantity. For ten points, identify this thermodynamic quantity that is usually symbolized H.

5. After writing his Treatise on Probability, he contributed to the Cambridge cash-balance theory of money with his publication Tract on Monetary Reform, and responded to the Treaty of Versailles in his The Economic Consequences of the Peace. However, it was the work of Richard Kahn that resulted in his major idea, namely the multiplier effect arising from governmental spending. For ten points, name this British economist and author of The General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money.

6. In its first chapter, the author describes how the art form in question is mimesis, as different media, objects and modes are used to create it. He then goes on to describe how it has an object in what type of subject it portrays, mode in how and who delivers it, and medium, examples of which include harmony and rhythm, and metered versus unmetered speech. He subsequently divides poetry into 3 types; comedy, tragedy, and epic, with comedy being a lesser art from due to its being laughable, while tragedy has unity between action, space, and time. For ten points, name this attempt to describe the different aspects of poetry, a work of Aristotle.

Answer: Poetics of Aristotle
7. During his stay in Dresden, he met Karl Krause who introduced him to pantheism, an idea that he would later incorporate into his own work. His doctoral thesis, The Fourfold Root of the Principle of Sufficient Reason, introduced his arguments against German idealists such as Schelling and Hegel. His later works include the essays On the Freedom of the Human Will and On the Basis of Morality and the set of philosophical reflections, Parerga und Paralipomena. For ten points, identify this pessimistic German philosopher and author of The World as Will and Representation.

Answer: Arthur Schopenhauer
8. His work English Bards and Scotch Reviewers was a satire written in response to a scathing critique of Hours of Idleness. A story from the Miscellaneous Works of Edward Gibbon about a duke of Ferrara having his wife and his lover killed inspired Parisina. Beppo was his first attempt to write in ottava rima, which he would use again in a more famous piece. A meeting with one of his cousins inspired She Walks in Beauty. For ten points, name this “mad, bad, and dangerous to know” Romantic poet, famous for, among others, the works Childe Harold’s Pilgrimage and Don Juan.

Answer: Lord George Gordon, 6th Baron Byron (accept either underlined part)
9. Edward Tatum and Joshua Lederberg found the first clear evidence for them in E. Coli strain K-12 in 1946, and Lederberg suggested their current name in 1952. Agrobacter tumefaciens often contains the Ti [tee-eye], one of these which is a convenient vector for genetic modifications of plants. They can be used to introduce recombinant genes and are commercially used to produce therapeutics like insulin. For ten points, name this type of DNA elementthat is separate from chromosomal DNA; a molecule that is often circular.


Answer: plasmid

10. In a foreword, the author claimed that only thoroughness can be entertaining, and that is expressed in the novel itself, as it is presented in 7 parts, each representing a year that has taken place. Among other anecdotal occurrences, the protagonist clashes with and later comes to adore Mynheer Peeperkorn, and falls in love with a woman who reminds him of a boy he knew in school named Hippe, Clavdia Chauchat, all while participating in frequent debates between the optimistic Lodovico Settembrini and the pessimistic Leo Naphta. For ten points, name this novel in which Joachim Ziemssen receives a visit from his cousin Hans Castorp in a titular sanatorium, a 1924 work by Thomas Mann.

11. The chief god of the city of Babylon, he later became known as Bel, or Lord. Associated with the Sun, fertility and magic, he seems to have originally been an agriculture god since his symbol is a triangular spade. The son of Ea, his consort is Sarpanitu and he is often depicted with a scepter in his hand and a tunic decorated with stars. For ten points, identify this Babylonian god who slew the chaos dragon Tiamat to become the Lord of Heaven and Earth.
Answer: Marduk
12. When St. Philip refused to bless him, the former was subsequently martyred by him. He conquered Kazan and Astrakhan, and captured Narva and Dorpat before being scared off by Sigismund II. He confessed the sins of his youth to a Zemski Sobor, established the secret police known as the Oprichnina, and persecuted the boyars as no one ever had. For ten points, name this ruler of Russia from 1533 to 1584, the first to hold the title of “tsar”.

13. His fourth symphony, often nicknamed “Ode to Heavenly Joy”, uses a Wunderhorn song for soprano, while his third is unnamed. His ninth and tenth symphonies are unfinished, while his second uses a certain Klopstock ode. His first symphony in D major is known as the “Titan”, while his sixth is known as the “Tragic”. For ten points, name this Austrian composer whose eighth symphony requires eight soloists, a double choir, and orchestra, and is thus known as the “Symphony of a Thousand”.

14. Supporters of this initiative include public figures such as Danny Glover, Pat Robertson, Dikembe Mutumbo, Isaac Hayes, Eddie Vedder, Ellen DeGeneres, and Heidi Klum. It is a part of the larger Global Call to Action Against Poverty alliance, and this initiative has over 100 partner organizations including Oxfam, DATA, and WorldVision. This campaign claims that implementing it would enable over 100 million children to attend primary school and could provide clean drinking water to nearly 1 billion people. For ten points, name this initiative that gained much publicity with Live 8, that aims to increase the international aid budget of the U.S. to an eponymous percentage of the federal budget.

15. The death of this man’s lover, Mamah Cheney, inspired the second of two works near Spring Green, Wisconsin, while one of his most famous creations was for Edgar Kaufmann, Sr. His other works include the Charnley Building, the Larkin Building in Buffalo and the Robie House on the south side of Chicago. Highly associated with Oak Park, Illinois, for ten points, name this American architect of Taliesin and Fallingwater, whom Apu claims is the designer of Marge Simpson’s hair.

16. Consisting of a set along with two idempotent binary operations and a single unary operation, this mathematical system describes a partial order on the power set of that set. Claude Shannon showed in 1938 that a two-valued one of these corresponds to an electrical circuit. While the binary operations are commutative and associative in the usual sense, the distributive properties of the two binary operations in this system are governed by De Morgan’s Laws. For ten points, identify this type of mathematical system that describes both set theory and logic.

Answer: Boolean algebra(s) or lattice
17. A mischievous child, he became renowned as a lover in his youth. His music would entice the gopis, or milkmaids, to leave their homes and dance with him in the forest. One story in the Puranas relates how using the ability of multiple presence, he was able to simultaneously satisfy hundreds of the milkmaids. Commonly depicted with dark blue skin and a crown of peacock feathers, his most important role came as advisor to Arjuna in the Bhagavad Gita, where he explains the concepts of dharma and yoga. For ten points, identify this Hindu deity, the eighth avatar, or incarnation, of Vishnu.

18. The energy eigenfunctions of this system are proportional to the Hermite polynomials, while the energy eigenvalues are proportional to h-bar times the angular frequency. One of the most interesting systems that can be solved exactly in quantum mechanics, it can be used to model a variety of physical systems including molecular bonds. Classically, the system is described by a second order differential equation that yields sinusoidal solutions unless damping is present. For ten points, this describes what physical system whose canonical example is a mass on a spring?

Answer: harmonic oscillator
19. Nigel, the cousin of this film’s protagonist, is consulted to obtain travel permits; the two converse in an “Ark of Arts” containing Guernica and Michelangelo’s David. Jasper, played by Michael Caine, is killed by the “Fishes,” a dissident group led by Julianne Moore’s character. Very loosely based on a 1992 novel by P.D. James, major differences from the book include the addition of Claire Hope-Ashitey’s character of Kee, a refugee who is the first woman in nearly two decades to become pregnant. Starring Clive Owen as Theo Faron, this is, for ten points, what 2006 film directed by Alfonso Cuarón.

20. John Stuart Mill attacked this author’s first work, Pauline, as being emotional and self-absorbed. He published such verse dramas as Luria and Strafford as well as several pamphlets entitled Bells and Pomegranates, during which time he seemed to master the dramatic monologue. His poetry collection Men and Women featured such poems as “Bishop Blougram’s Apology” and “Fra Lippo Lippi”, but he may be best known for a 12-chapter tale about a Roman murder trial in 1698. For ten points, name this British author of The Ring and the Book.

21. Much of the action relating to this namesake policy arose from the work of a committee led by Paul Nitze, which produced the influential classified report NSC-68. The most notable early statement of it appeared in the so-called “Sources of Soviet Conduct” in the Long Telegram, signed by X, otherwise known as George Kennan. Acting to enforce containment, it arose from a speech on March 12, 1947, asking for nearly $400 million in aid to Greece and Turkey. For ten points, identify this plan of action, named for our 33th president.

1. Answer some stuff about a useful tensor for ten points.

1. Generally symbolized I, this tensor measures how difficult it is to impart angular momentum to a rigid object; that is to say, it is the rotational analogue of mass.

Answer: mass moment of inertia
2. These are the axes of the coordinate system in which the moment of inertia tensor are diagonal. They often correspond to axes of symmetry of the object.

Answer: principal axes

3. This useful theorem allows one to calculate the moment of inertia about an axis in the same direction as a principal axis as the principal axis moment of inertial plus the mass of the body times the square of the perpendicular distance between the axes.
