Tossups by UCLA (Dwight Wynne)
1. Gombrich contends that this work intentionally obscures the corners of the mouth and eyes. Jean-Jacques Comtet has claimed this work’s subject was hemiplegic, while Kenneth Adour suggested Bell’s palsy. It was the subject of Andy Warhol’s “Thirty are Better than One” and a Magritte painting that shares its name. Contemporary sources hold that it is a portrait of the wife of Francesco del Giocondo. For ten points, identify this Da Vinci painting of a woman with an “enigmatic” smile.


Answer: the Mona Lisa (or La Gioconda or La Joconde)
2. In this play, Cornelius’ only line is “In that and all things will we show our duty.” That line is simultaneously spoken by Voltimand, with whom Cornelius always appears. “A hit, a very palpable hit” is probably the best-known line of another minor character, a brown-nosing nobleman who serves as a judge in a fatal fencing match. The last line, “Go, bid the soldiers shoot,” is spoken by Fortinbras, who appears along with English ambassadors telling Horatio that “Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are dead.” For ten points, identify this Shakespeare tragedy about a prince of Denmark.


Answer: Hamlet
3. This person created a philosophy called Universism in which interplay between inner mediation, God, and Society would lead to individual freedom. A defector from the Agrarian Party, he had never held political office before declaring himself head of government on April 9, which shocked his country’s the German occupiers. Along with Albert Hagelin and Ragnar Skancke, he was executed for war crimes as part of the Nasjonal Samling government. For ten points, identify this Norwegian whose name is now synonymous with treachery.


Answer: Vidkun Abraham Lauritz Jonsson Quisling
4. A 2002 paper by Galatzer-Levy note a Harvard student club devoted to it. Failures at this stage are termed moratorium, foreclosure, and diffusion by James Marcia. Influenced by experiences with the Oglala Sioux, Yurok, and mentally ill war veterans, this phase in a larger theory was discussed by its formulator in terms of his own youth as a Nordic-looking Jew in Germany. For ten points, identify this fifth of Erikson’s eight stages of development, in which one must confront a dilemma about who one really is.

Answer: ego identity vs. role confusion (or identity crisis; accept Erikson’s fifth epigenetic stage before “fifth” and prompt on it afterwards; prompt on “fifth” for Erickson before “fifth”; accept Erickson’s eight-stage model of social development before “stage”)
5. This story written in the form of letters to a “Mr. A. Ward” takes place in a town called Boomerang. Among the creatures in this story are a “yaller one-eyed cow;” the “fifteen-minute nag;” and a “small bull-pup” whose signature move was hanging on other dogs’ hind legs until they gave up, Andrew Jackson. Simon Wheeler says he believes that all a certain animal wanted was education and he could do anything, a belief first espoused by Jim Smiley. For ten points, name this Mark Twain story about Dan’l Webster, an amphibian with excellent leaping ability.

Answer: “The Celebrated Jumping Frog of Calaveras County” (accept “The Notorious Jumping Frog of Calaveras County” or “Jim Smiley and His Jumping Frog”)
6. This work cites “Sophocles’ Oedipus” and “Dostoevsky’s Kirilov” to illustrate the author’s point that “Ancient wisdom confirms modern heroism.” Concluding with the thought that “One must imagine [the title character] happy,” this essay notes “One always finds one’s burden again.” The title figure is an absurd hero who at times becomes “stronger than his rock.” For ten points, identify this Albert Camus work about a mythological figure rolling a stone up a hill.


Answer: The Myth of Sisyphus (or Le Mythe de Sisyphe)
7. Like Kipling, this writer created a poem called “The White Man’s Burden.” This author noted that “twice beautiful is beauty” when it comes to the titular objects in his “Ode to My Socks.” His Canto General, written after his exile from his homeland, included “The Heights of Machu Picchu.” He wrote “It is the hour of departure. Oh abandoned one!” in a work grouped with Twenty Love Poems. For ten points, identify this 1971 Nobel Prize winner in Literature, a poet from Chile.


Answer: Pablo Neruda (or Neftali Ricardo Reyes Basoalto)
8. This election featured more vice-presidential candidates than presidential candidates, and Tom Watson won twenty-seven electoral votes for vice president despite being ignored by his running mate. Florence Kelley and Mary Lease notably campaigned for the eventual major-party loser, who did not earn his party’s nomination until Altgeld transferred votes from Richard Bland. Henry Teller walked out of the Republicans’ St. Louis convention over the main issue in this election, coinage. For ten points, identify this election famous for the “Cross of Gold” speech, the first time William Jennings Bryan lost to William McKinley.


Answer: the Election of 1896
9. This ruler influenced events after her through her sons Ochozias and Joram. A Sidonian princess, she had Naboth killed when he refused to sell his vineyard, after which Elias predicted the manner of her death, dogs. She attempted to ensure the supremacy of Astarte and Baal, whose worship she convinced her husband, Ahab, to allow. For ten points, identify this woman from the Books of Kings whose name has come to denote any scheming woman.


Answer: Jezebel
10. This compound is typically produced by a reduction involving a rhodium-on-carbon catalyst. Its one,three-diaxial interactions cause most of its derivatives to have non-hydrogen groups in the equatorial position. It can undergo a ring inversion between two chair conformations through a boat intermediate. Its main industrial use is in nylons; it is the second most stable of the cycloalkanes and the most common one in petroleum. For ten points, identify this cycloalkane with formula C6H12.


Answer: cyclohexane (prompt on “C6H12” or any other formula with six C’s and twelve H’s)
11. Later examples of these items took the form of the so-called “eight-legged essay.” These were reformed under the writer of the “Ten-Thousand-Word Memorial;” under the so-called “New Policies,” law and practical politics were added to them by Wang An-Shih. The most difficult ones were known as jinshi, but their importance diminished after the Spring and Autumn Annals were removed from the study list. They were finally abolished in 1905. For ten points, identify this group of tests that determined who could become a government official in imperial China.


Answer: civil service examinations
12. An important area in the processing of this sense is the Edinger-Westphal nucleus, whose afferents come from the pretectum. One problem with this sense, called Parinaud syndrome, occurs when pineal tumors compress the superior colliculi. This sense’s afferent pathway passes through the lateral geniculate nucleus on its way to its primary processing center, which is composed of blobs and anti-blobs. The main nerve for transmitting this sense’s information is cranial nerve II, which begins near the macula. For ten points, identify this sense whose receptors are rods and cones.


Answer: sight (or vision or seeing; accept equivalents)
13. The sonata with this name opens with a loud C minor chord, and the opening of the first movement is marked grave [grah-VAY]. The second movement, an Adagio cantabile, is in rondo form. A symphony with the same byname begins with a theme in E minor played by the bassoons and has a waltz-like second movement except for its 5/4 time signature. The sonata was arguably its composer’s most important early work, while the symphony was its composer’s last, as he died shortly after its 1893 completion. For ten points, give the shared name of Beethoven’s Piano Sonata No. 8 and Tchaikovsky’s Symphony No. 6, named for their melancholic emotiveness.


Answer: Pathetique
14. The MHD equations neglect this equation’s time partial term; doing that implies that the current density is solenoidal, reducing this law to its original form. It is sometimes also named for Maxwell, who added the aforementioned displacement current term. The Biot-Savart law is a consequence of this law, which states that the line integral of a magnetic field over a closed loop is equal to the permeability of free space times the enclosed current for steady-state. For ten points, identify this Maxwell equation named after the man who also lent his name to the unit of current.


Answer: Ampere’s Law (or the Ampere-Maxwell equation)
15. One story tells of how this person’s brother predicted a solar eclipse after he had talked to scientists coming to view it. That same brother would later disregard his advice and lead their followers into a disastrous battle while he was trying to form allies among southern tribes; two years after this 1811 defeat, he himself would be killed by Richard Mentor Johnson at the Battle of the Thames. Often wrongly attributed with getting whooped at Tippecanoe, for ten points, identify this Shawnee chief who; with his brother, The Prophet; headed the last major Native American resistance in the Indiana Territory.


Answer: Tecumseh
16. The mouth of this river includes Baker Bay, Grays Bay, and Youngs Bay. Its early course takes a u-turn around the Selkirk Mountains to flow south, although it most notably flows west. Important points along this river include Kettle Falls and Celilo Falls and it was first called the “River of the West” by Spanish explorers. It also includes Sauvie Island and Miller Island, formerly known as Rock Island, the site of one of the many dams built on this river. It enters the Pacific Ocean near Astoria. For ten points, identify this river of the northwest U.S. that forms much of the Washington-Oregon border.


Answer: the Columbia River
17. The Pond of Biguglia on this island is a birdwatching hotbed, and its Golo River contains the Spelunca Gorge. Its main resort city was formerly known as the “Salt City” and now calls itself the “Pearl of the South.” Among its other areas are the city of Monticello, which claims to be the birthplace of Christopher Columbus’ mother, and the Balagne. The highest point on this mountainous island is Monte Cinto and its largest cities are Bastia and the capital, Ajaccio. For ten points, identify this French possession in the Mediterranean, just north of Sardinia, whose most famous native son is Napoleon.


Answer: Corsica
18. Sometimes, this person’s wife comes down and collects his monthly paycheck. Introduced by a man offered a job by Bucky Harris just after a mention of “Goofé” [goo-FAY], he is briefly confused for a man named Naturally and he most definitely does not pitch or play left field as those are that jobs of Tomorrow and Why. A member of a team featuring I Don’t Give a Darn, Because, Today, I Don’t Know, and What, for ten points, identify this man on first according to Abbott and Costello.


Answer: Who (grudgingly accept “Who’s on First”)

19. An important event in this country’s history was the Christmas Uprising, which triggered a war that lasted for seven years. It was ruled for several centuries by elected Vladikas, or Bishops. An 1862 war with Turkey ended with its acceptance of terms offered by Omer Pasha-Latas, but it continued to fight until it was recognized as independent by the 1878 Berlin Congress. The only Allied country to be annexed by another country at the end of World War I, it remained part of that country even after the breakup of Yugoslavia . For ten points, name this newly independent nation that recently split from Serbia.


Answer: Montenegro (or Crna Gora)
20. According to the Catalogues of Women, this man’s father was cursed by Zeus and could never have children of his own, so he was a son of Poseidon by Eurynome. After he journeyed from Ephyra to Tiryns, Stheneboea attempted to seduce him, which lead to a second exile, but she would kill herself after learning of his marriage to her sister Philonoe. He was given Philonoe’s hade after defeating the Solymi, the Amazons, and the Chimera. For ten points, identify this man who achieved those feats with the help of the horse Pegasus.


Answer: Bellerophon
21. This work and its predecessor, Woman with Plants, represent a stylistic turning point for their artist. This picture’s Art Institute exhibition won its artist a 300-dollar prize. Many who felt they were represented by a woman in this painting wrote the artist directly to complain. The other figure in the painting was modeled by Dr. Byron McKeeby, the artist’s dentist, who stands in front of the titular type of roof, which caps a house that still stands in Eldon, Iowa. For ten points, identify this instantly recognizable painting of a farmer and his daughter by Grant Wood.


Answer: American Gothic

1. Identify this equatorial area of the Earth now synonymous with boredom.


Answer: doldrums
2. Similar to the doldrums are these hot, dry belts at about 30 degrees north and south.


Answer: horse latitudes
3. These winds blow northeast and southeast from the horse latitudes to the doldrums.


Answer: trade winds
2. Name each of these members of Franklin Delano Roosevelt’s cabinet for ten points.

1. She served for the entirety of his presidency as Secretary of Labor, becoming the first female to hold a cabinet post.


Answer: Frances Perkins
2. He ascended to Secretary of the Navy upon Frank Knox’s death, but may be better known for holding that position until becoming the first Secretary of Defense.


Answer: James Vincent Forrestal
3. He was Secretary of Agriculture from 1933-1940 and Secretary of Commerce from 1945-1946. In between he served as Roosevelt’s vice president, and was ousted from his post during the Truman administration after advocating the end of the Cold War.


Answer: Henry Adair Wallace
3. For ten points each, in Pride and Prejudice, which of the Bennet sisters is…

1. Referred to as “Miss Bennet” by the narrator, in the tradition of omitting the name of the eldest unmarried daughter, and generally considered the prettiest?


Answer: Jane
2. Despite being the only “plain one” in the family, is the best at playing the piano?


Answer: Mary
3. Only described as being pretty with dark eyes, despite Austen’s later description of her “as delightful a character as ever appeared in print”?  If you need more help, she’s probably the main character.


Answer: Elizabeth or Lizzy or Eliza
4. It was declared a World Heritage site in 1992.  For ten points each…

1. Identify this city best known for its temple, or wat, dedicated to Vishnu by Suryavarman II upon its completion.


Answer: Angkor
2. Angkor was the capital of this empire of Southeast Asia, which fell to the Thai in 1434.


Answer: Khmer
3. After the Thai defeated the Khmer, they moved the capital to Phnom Penh, the capital of this modern-day nation.


Answer: Cambodia
5. Answer each of the following about the Games Magazine “Electronic Game of the Year” awards for ten points.

1. The most recent winner is this fourth in the Elder Scrolls series, which pretty much swept every magazine’s RPG of the year. The production of an expansion, Shivering Isles, was recently confirmed.


Answer: Elder Scrolls IV: Oblivion
2. This franchise has won two Electronic Game of the Year awards, winning on its own for Wind Waker and splitting with Half-Life for Ocarina of Time.

Answer: valves

2. Pulmonary stenosis and a ventricular septal defect are two of the four problems in this cyanotic heart defect.


Answer: Tetralogy of Fallot
3. Another heart defect is stenosis of this valve that connects the left ventricle with its namesake large artery.


Answer: aortic valve (prompt on “aorta”)

12. Answer each of the following about a certain composition for ten points.

1. Colin Matthews wrote an additional movement for this suite in 2000 and dedicated it to the composer’s daughter, Imogen.


Answer: The Planets, suite for orchestra & female chorus, Op. 32, H. 125
2. The Planets is the best-known work of this composer of At the Boar’s Head and the St. Paul’s Suite.

Answer: Gustavus Theodore von Holst
3. This is the subtitle of Neptune, the final movement of the planet, which evokes the unknown with an off-stage female chorus.

Answer: The Mystic
13. Identify each of these basic economics concepts for ten points each.

1. This is the price of neglecting the alternatives to a given action. For instance, if a gardener can plant potatoes or carrots, it is the amount of potatoes a gardener could plant if he chose to plant all carrots instead.


Answer: the opportunity cost
2. Differentiated from the absolute type of the same concept by Ricardo, this is the ability to produce a good at a lower opportunity cost than a competitor.


Answer: comparative advantage
3. Sometimes called the “guns-butter” curve, this is a graphical representation of the trade-off between manufacturing one good and manufacturing another. The economy is maximally efficient at all points on this curve.


Answer: production possibilities frontier (or production possibilities curve)
14. Answer each of the following about a certain letter for ten points.

1. Discovered by Guldberg and Waage, this rule from chemistry states that the reaction rate is proportional to the effective reactant concentration raised to the power of the number of atoms of reactant participating.


Answer: law of mass action
2. The law of mass action may be used to define this constant, symbolized K and equal to the product of the reactant concentrations raised to the stoichometric coefficients, divided by the product of the product concentrations raised to stoichiometric coefficients. It may be used to find final species concentrations from initial values.

Answer: equilibrium constant

3. The change in this for a reaction is equal to the negative of its kinetic temperature, RT, times the natural log of its equilibrium constant.

Answer: standard Gibbs’ free energy (prompt on “G”)

1. This 1983 Nobel Laureate is the author of Darkness Visible and Free Fall.

Answer: Sir William Gerald Golding
2. This best-known Golding novel from 1954 finds Ralph and Piggy having some misadventures with their fellow children after being stranded on an island.


Answer: Lord of the Flies
3. This pair of twins from Lord of the Flies joins the hunt for the pig.

Answer: Sam and Eric (accept in either order; accept Samneric)
18. Plato’s Cratylus is the source of the idea that this man believed you can’t step in the same river twice. For ten points each…

1. Identify this ancient Greek philosopher who actually wrote something more like “On those stepping into rivers staying the same other and other waters flow” to support his doctrine of flux.


Answer: Heraclitus
2. Of the four elements, this one played the most prominent role in Heraclitus’ philosophy of the world, although he did not actually believe the Earth was made of it, unlike Thales’ water or Anaximenes’ air.


Answer: fire
3. Heraclitus believed in this concept, literally meaning “word,” as the ordering principle behind the world.


Answer: logos
19. It is broken in Scene 3 when a frustrated Tom Wingfield throws his coat across the room. For ten points each…

1. Identify this titular group of animal figurines.


Answer: The Glass Menagerie
2. Identify the owner of the glass menagerie, Tom’s crippled sister.


Answer: Laura Wingfield
3. This co-worker of Tom’s breaks Laura’s favorite member of the glass menagerie, a unicorn.


Answer: Jim O’Connor (accept either underlined part)

20. Answer each of the following relating to an optical phenomenon for ten points.

1. The plane variety of this occurs for light waves whose electric fields form waves in planes, while the tip of a wave’s electric field traces a helix in the circular variety.


Answer: polarization

2. This is the angle between the incident light ray and the boundary of two surfaces with different indices of refraction at which maximum polarization occurs upon reflection.


Answer: Brewster’s angle

3. Brewster’s angle can be calculated from the Fresnel equations and this law, which in general relates the ratio of the indices of refraction to the ratio of the sines of angles of incidence and refraction.


Answer: Snellius’ law (or Descartes’ law)
