1. This character outpours his soul in a one-word name and, though his answer bears little relevance, he is called a prophet with demonic eyes. The work in which he appears was first published in Evening Mirror and American Review and introduced its author to the literary circle of New York. On a bleak December midnight, Quarles finds the title character “perched upon a bust of Pallas,” answering his plea for balm in Gilead with the phrase “nevermore.” Murmuring “Lenore,” for ten points, name this titular ebony bird in an Edgar Allan Poe poem.


Answer: “The Raven”

2. This figure’s wife was accused of being Ethiopian by his siblings, after which his sister was stricken with leprosy for seven days. He gained that wife by defeating some shepherds at a well, thus defending the honor of the daughters of the Midianite Jethro. His son Gershom was sent home along with Zipporah when the angel of death came down. His sister was Miriam and his brother, owner of a blooming staff, was Aaron. For ten points, name this Hebrew who paved the way for his people through the Red Sea.


Answer: Moses
3. This person served as Commander of the Army’s Department of the West in 1861, he instituted martial law in the state of Missouri and was relieved of his command after to suspend it. Earlier, he’d lead surveying expeditions to what are today Oregon, Nevada, and California with some guidance from Kit Carson, jobs he attained with the aid of Thomas Hart Benton, his father-in-law. For ten points, identify this Great Pathfinder, one of the first two senators from California, who was also the first Republican candidate for President.


Answer: John Charles Frémont
4. This object’s English name was first suggested by Venetia Burney, an 11 year old who was rewarded with a prize of 5 pounds. Those in charge of such things enjoyed the suggestion as its first two letters were the initials of a man who had earlier predicted its existence. Two satellites of it, Nix and Hydra, were discovered by the Hubble Space Telescope in 2005, though its largest moon is much closer in size to itself. Discovered by Clyde Tombaugh in 1930, for ten points, identify this trans-Neptunian object which, after the discovery of the ninth-largest object orbiting the Sun, Eris, was reclassified as a dwarf planet.


Answer: Pluto
5. In this novel, the drunkard Dolphu Raymond is one of the most admirable denizens of his town, though he flouts propriety as exemplified by Alexandra Hancock and pretends to be an alcoholic to live with his black mistress and mulatto children. Dolphu is a friend of the main character, a lawyer who defends Tom Robinson when the latter is accused of raping Mayella Ewell. For ten points, name this novel in which Jem and Scout suffer due to their father Atticus Finch's actions, written by Harper Lee.


Answer: To Kill a Mockingbird
6. The L-arabinose one contains, araA, B, and D, along with the initiator araI and the activator araC. A more famous one encodes a transacetylase and permease of beta-galactoside, along with beta-galactosidase, and is used in E. coli to transport and metabolize lactose. A nucleotide sequence consisting of structural genes, a promoter and an operator, for ten points, name this often-bacterial gene structure whose elucidation won the 1965 Nobel in Medicine for Jacob and Monod.


Answer: operon
7. This artist commemorated children killed in a church bombing in “Alabama.” His band’s bassists were Steve Davis, Reggie Workman, and Jimmy Garrison. He toured with altoist Eddie “Cleanhead” Vinson after working at a sugar refinery and serving the Navy in Hawaii. He teams with only percussionist Rashied Ali on Interstellar Space. He worked with Miles Davis on ‘Round Midnight and Kind of Blue and underwent a spiritual change after recording “My Favorite Things.” For ten points, name this tenor saxophonist who recorded Giant Steps and, with Elvin Jones and McCoy Tyner, A Love Supreme; the pioneer of free jazz.


Answer: John Coltrane
8. This writer divides the title subject is divided into teological and aesthetic considerations in his Observations on the Feeling of the Beautiful and Sublime. This author undertook The Conflict of the Faculties despite promising the King of Prussia not to write on religion. This thinker’s Inquiry into the Distinctness of the Fundamental Principles of Natural Theology and Morals shows the influence of Baumgarten and Christian Wolff and develops his transcendental idealism. For ten points, name this German thinker who espoused the categorical imperative and wrote The Critique of Pure Reason.


Answer: Immanuel Kant
9. This author’s critical works include “Esthétique du Mal” and The Necessary Angel. 1937 saw this writer’s Picasso-inspired The Man with the Blue Guitar. Fond of calling his oeuvre the “whole of” his first book, Harmonium, this poet outlined the tenets of writing as art in “Notes Toward a Supreme Fiction.” For ten points, name this American poet of “Le Monocle de Mon Oncle,” “Sunday Morning,” and “The Emperor of Ice-Cream” who spent much of his time selling insurance.


Answer: Wallace Stevens

10. Located next to Parnassus and Disputa, this work’s left side finds one bald man copying over the shoulder of another On the right, men holding a sphere and a globe each look down at the work in progress. Located at the Stanza della Segnatura, this painting shows the aforementioned Averroes on the left and Zoroaster, Ptolemy, and Euclid, a portrait of Bramante, on the right. Epicurus reads in the left corner and a portrait of Michaelangelo writes in the center. Aristotle points his palm to earth while Da Vinci look-alike Plato points upward. For ten points, name this Vatican fresco by Raphael.


Answer: The School of Athens
11. This figure’s children include Golgos and Beroe. Daedalus presented a honeycomb to he at shrine at Eryx, and she slept with Butes at Lilybaeum. Born to Dione at Paphos, she castrated Attis and caused the daughter of Phoenix, Smyrna, to procreate with her father, resulting in a child born from a myrrh tree. She also gave birth to Rhodus and Herophilus for Poseidon and produced an androgynous being for Hermes. When her husband was supposed to be on holiday on Lemnos, she got trapped in a net with Ares. For ten points, name this Greek deity born from the foam of the sea, the goddess of desire and love.


Answer: Aphrodite (accept Venus until “Poseidon”)
12. This conflict saw Rainsborough take Prior Hill Fort during the siege of Bristol, while later, Manchester attacked Shaw House during the Second Battle of Newbury, leading to the Self-Denying Ordinance. The first battle in it saw a disputed victory for Henry Wilmot over the Earl of Essex at Edgehill, while subsequent engagements include a victory for Thomas Fairfax over Prince Rupert and Henry Ireton’s use of cavalry in the New Model Army. For ten points, name this conflict that saw battles at Naseby and Marston Moor, in which Oliver Cromwell’s Parliamentarians defeated Royalists of Charles I.


Answer: the First English Civil War

13. A California bill concerning this lost the support of Sally Lieber when she revealed a conflict of interest, namely, that her husband owns stock in Merck, the makers of Gardasil. Governor Rick Perry signed an executive order mandating it for all schoolgirls, but opponents claim that this governs lifestyle choices, since the only known way of obtaining the disease is through sexual activity. For ten points, all this discussion concerns vaccination against what STD, commonly associated with cervical cancer and genital warts.


Answer: human papilloma virus vaccination

14. This body’s only major outflow is the Lukuga, but it is fed by three major sources, the Kalambo, Malagarasi, and Ruzizi. Noted for its rather extreme north-south extension of over 418 miles and its depth of 4823 ft, this ancient body of water contains many endemic species including 30 species of cichlids [SICK-lids]. Mostly part of the Democratic Republic of the Congo and Tanzania, for ten points, name this lake, the second-deepest in the world and deepest in Africa.


Answer: Lake Tanganyika
15. When this work’s “Little Princess” becomes pregnant, one character leaves the Bleak Hills and, on his return, visit to Otradnoe and falls in love with the daughter of his marshal, who, agreeing to a one year engagement, runs off with Anatol Kuragin. Andrei Bolkonsky’s death brings Maria and Natasha Rostova closer together and the latter later marries a returning POW and Freemason, Pierre Bezukhov,. For ten points, name this novel about Napoleon and Russia, by Leo Tolstoy.


Answer: War and Peace (or Voina i mir)
16. This conflict saw the last combat between fighter planes with piston engines fought and resulted in electoral success for the PCN, or National Conciliation Party. It was provoked by the eviction of squatting peasants who, it was feared, would return to their homeland and foment rebellion against rich landowners there. Lasting six days in July of 1969, it ended with a cease-fire brokered by the Organization of American States. For ten points, identify this war between Honduras and El Salvador given its name because it occurred soon after a series of FIFA qualifying matches.


Answer: the Soccer War (or Football War or la Guerra de futbol or 100-Hour War)

17. Laplace’s rule may be used to compute a version of this quantity for its namesake tensor in order to prove the Alon-Tarsi conjecture for Latin squares of even order; that proof uses Cayley’s version of this operator. The Cauchy-Binet rule generalizes it to commutative rings, while Leibniz’s formula uses permutations of elements to compute it. Setting to zero the result of this operation on lambda I minus A allows us to calculate A’s eigenvalues. Cramer’s rule uses ratios of these to solve systems of linear equations. For ten points, name this quantity that is a d minus c b for a 2 by 2 matrix a b c d.


Answer: determinant
18. A poem to this author’s father begins “right now I am the flower girl. I bring fresh flowers, dump out the old ones.” Her poems are collected in Procedures for Underground, The Circle Game, and Double Persephone, and she also wrote such stories as Wilderness Tips and Bluebeard’s Egg. Characters like Zenia, Elaine Risley, and Iris Chase Griffen and to be found in her The Robber Bride, Cat’s Eye, and The Blind Assassin. For ten points, name this winner of Governor General’s award for The Handmaid’s Tale.


Answer: Margaret Atwood
19. This person’s depicted Andromache’s Farewell and recalled Knoxville: Summer of 1915. This artist’s A Hand of Bridge is probably the shortest opera every written and he collaborated on it with his student, Menotti. The third of this artist’s Essays for Orchestra was premiered in 1980, the year before his death, and he set to music The School for Scandal, Antony and Cleopatra, and Vanessa. For ten points, name this composer best known for an excerpt from his String Quartet, the Adagio for Strings; a twentieth century American Romantic.


Answer: Samuel Barber
20. This thinker authored Morphophonemics of Modern Hebrew in 1979. A notable advocate of the LAD concept, this social scientist is probably the most famous student of Zelig Harris. His theory of transformational-generative grammars is discussed in his best known work, Syntactic Structures. For ten points, name this MIT computational linguist perhaps best known for his various outspoken leftist views and for having been shown up by a monkey named Nim Chimpsky.


Answer: Avram Noam Chomsky
21. This person’s Tolstoy farm settlement was inspired by a reading of The Kingdom of God Is Within You. His truce with Lord Irwin led to the Round Table conference and he returned to politics after criticizing Sir John Simon’s reform commission. Residing late in his life at Sevagaram, he earlier practiced law at Natal, South Africa, where he developed the satyagraha movement, which he later applied to protest the salt tax. For ten points, name this man murdered by a Hindu fanatic, the father of India, called a mahatma.


Answer: Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi

2. Vector gauge bosons with spin one, these particles are named for their adhesive properties--that is, they cause quarks to interact.

3. These are particles that do not experience the strong nuclear force and have spin minus one-half. Their three known flavors are electrons, muons, and tau particles.

3. Name these Secretaries of State for ten points each.

1. This Secretary of State for Coolidge negotiated the Renunciation Treaty, which is also known as the pact of him and Aristide Briand’s.


Answer: Frank Billings Kellogg
2. Secretary of War for McKinley, this man represented the U.S. at the Pan-American Congress while Secretary of State. He was also awarded the 1912 Nobel peace prize.


Answer: Elihu Root
3. He replaced William Jennings Bryan in Wilson’s cabinet, and later disagreed with his boss at Versailles by not supporting the linking of the League of Nations charter with the peace treaty.


Answer: Robert Lansing
4. After screwing up the answers to some Classical drama questions in practice, your question writer, who majored in Classics, decided to write you some bonus questions on Euripides. For ten points each…

1. Euripides posthumously won first prize in the Dionysia for this aptly titled tragedy featuring drunken revelry and dismemberment caused by the son of Semele in order to punish Pentheus, King of Thebes.


Answer: The Bacchae (or Maenads)
2. In this play, we see the titular jilted wife first attain a promise of sanctuary from Aegeus, King of Athens, and then kill her children and flee in order to obtain revenge against her erstwhile husband.


Answer: Medea
3. This drama displays the postwar situations of the title characters, who include Andromache and Cassandra. It also describes the deaths of Hector and Astyanax.

5. Name a few of the “Seven Summits” for ten points each.

1. This highest mountain outside of Asia happens to be the highest in the Southern and Western hemispheres. It’s located in Argentina, in the Andes.

2. The tallest mountain in Europe is this Russian stratovolcano and highest peak of the Caucasus. It has lain dormant for about 2000 years.


Answer: Elbruz
3. Located on New Guinea in the Maoke Range, this mountain's local name means “Mount Victory,” but it is also named after a Dutch explorer who reported seeing snow on it in 1623.

1. Name this part of the thermosphere, a layer of the atmosphere that contains charged plasma and the Kennelly-Heaviside layer.

2. Found above the Heaviside layer, this highest sublayer of the ionosphere is divided into F1 and F2 sub-layers and has different composition based on the sunspot cycle.


Answer: Appleton layer

3. Found above the tropopause, this other layer of the atmosphere contains the ozone layer.

1. Name this daughter of a tavern owner and ex-wife of naval officer John Timberlake. She married Andrew Jackson’s Secretary of War.


Answer: Margaret “Peggy” Eaton (or Margaret “Peggy” O’Neale)
2. The sympathies of this secretary of state during the “Peggy” Eaton affair may have led to his being groomed as Jackson’s successor as Vice President in 1832.


Answer: Martin van Buren
3. In 1832, Jackson and van Buren defeated John Sergeant and this Presidential nominee, former envoy to the Panama Congress, and lawyer for the Bank of the U.S.


Answer: Henry Clay
8. Name these winners of the Nobel Prize in Economics, for ten points each.

1. The 1994 winner, this subject of the biography A Beautiful Mind created his namesake equilibrium, a situation in which no player in a game can improve his standing by changing only his own strategy.


Answer: John Forbes Nash, Jr.

2. The 1998 winner, this Bengali is currently a professor at Harvard. His Poverty and Famines: An Essay on Entitlement and Deprivation suggests that famines often occur despite adequate food supplies.


Answer: Amartya Kumar Sen
3. This 2006 winner's work deals with the problem of current spending versus savings for future generations, or the Golden Rule savings rate, as well as a theory on the natural rate of unemployment.


Answer: Edmund Struther Phelps
9. It contains the “silent form” of “forest branches and the trodden weed” and “marble men and maidens overwrought,” as well as a “happy melodist” “forever piping songs forever new”.  For ten points each…

1. Name this object called a “still unravished bride of quietness,” a “Sylvan historian,” and a “mysterious priest,” the subject of a Keats poem.

2. The end of Keats’ “Ode on a Grecian Urn” claims that these five words are “all ye need to know on earth, and all ye need to know.”

2. Writing of “a casement ope at night, to let the warm Love in,” this Keats poem begins by calling for a goddess to “hear these tuneless numbers.”

3. The War of Jenkins' Ear was used by some Parliament officials to attack the policies of this first British prime minister.


Answer: Sir Robert Walpole
11. The horse in the middle of this painting is reminiscent of the artist’s Death of a Torero, in which a bull’s horn juts from a horse’s mouth. For ten points each…

1. Name this work about the bombing of a Spanish village containing a bull on the left, a light bulb in the center, a man on fire on the right, and a Cubist fallen warrior on the ground.


Answer: Guernica
2. Name the painter of Guernica who founded Cubism with Georges Braque.


Answer: Pablo Picasso
3. Guernica is housed in this national museum in Madrid founded by Juan Carlos and named for his wife.


Answer: Centro de Arte Reina Sofia
12. Name some Tudors for ten points each.

1. The Dukes of Somerset and Northumberland ruled as regents for him, as he died before coming of age.


Answer: Edward VI of England (prompt on “Edward”)
2. A brief successor to Edward was this great-granddaughter of Henry VII. Supported by the Duke of Northumberland, she was soon supplanted by a sibling of Edward’s.


Answer: Lady Jane Grey (prompt on “Jane”)
3. This half-sister of Edward’s had Jane Grey executed to prevent challenges to her throne, but probably remains best-known for executing religious dissenters in an attempt to return England to Catholicism.


Answer: Mary I (accept Bloody Mary; prompt on “Mary”)
13. Name some stuff from organic chemistry for ten points each.

1. Formed by overlap of p orbitals, these hybrid orbitals generally form bonds generally than the sigma bonds that form from overlapping s orbitals.

Answer: pi orbitals (or pi bonds)

2. For molecules with continuous rings of overlapping p orbitals, this rule states that a system is aromatic if it has 4 n plus 2 pi electrons and antiaromatic if it has 4 n pi electrons.


Answer: Hückel’s rule

3. This rule states that double bonds are only allowed at bridgeheads of bicyclic compounds if at least one of the rings has at least 8 members. At least one exception has been found.


Answer: Bredt’s rule

Answer: dasein (accept “being there” or near-equivalents)

3. Heidegger first expounded upon the concept of dasein in this seminal 1927 work.


Answer: Being and Time (accept Sein und Zeit)

15. Answer the following about authors who write in a common language, for ten points each.

1. He depicts life at a cacao plantation in The Violent Land. His other works include Dona Flor and Her Two Husbands and Gabriela, Clove and Cinnamon.


Answer: Jorge Amado
2. Jorge Amado and his compatriot Joaquim Maria Machado de Assis hail from this Portuguese-speaking nation in South America.


Answer: Brazil
2. This Portuguese author who won the Nobel Prize in 1998 wrote such novels as The Stone Raft and Blindness.  


Answer: Jose Saramago
16. This is the location where Muslims throw stones at pillars that symbolize Satan between Mina and Muzdalifa. For ten points each…

1. Name this Saudi Arabian city, a place that all Muslims must visit in their lifetime.


Answer: Mecca
2. Pilgrims must clean themselves before circling this stone structure in Mecca seven times, running between the al-Safa and the al-Marwa hills above it.


Answer: Kaa'ba
3. If the journey to Mecca does not take place during the last month of the year, the dhu al-Hijja, then it is known as this, a minor pilgrimage to Mecca.

17. Name some presidents of Mexico for ten points each.

1. Overthrown by Huerta, this author of La succession presidencial en 1910 led the movement against Porfirio Diaz. He fled to Texas and issued the Plan of San Luis Potosi before returning.


Answer: Francisco Indalecio Madero
2. Made commander of Mexican forces on the Pacific coast after his term, this popular president’s 1934 6-year plan saw the redistribution of land, nationalization of oil properties, and secularization of education.


Answer: Lazaro Cardenas
3. This Zapotec Indian took part in the Ayutla revolution ousting Santa Anna and established the seat of government at Vera Cruz. Head of the forces that overthrew Maximilian, he was succeeded by Tajada.


Answer: Benito Juarez
18. Let’s hope you like gas. Name these gas laws from statements, for ten points each…

1. At a constant temperature, the solubility of a gas is directly proportional to its partial pressure, or s equals k-h times P, where s is solubility, P is partial pressure, and k-h is the law’s namesake constant.


Answer: Henry’s law

2. At constant pressure, the volume of a gas is directly proportional to its temperature.


Answer: Charles’ law

3. This man, whose number is approximately 6.02 times 10 to the 23 per mol, stated that at constant temperature and pressure, equal volumes of gases contain the same number of molecules.


Answer: Avogadro’s law

3. This character in The Rivals says things like “a preposition of marriage,” “the very pineapple of politeness,” and “an allegory on the banks of the Nile.” Lydia’s aunt, her name gave rise to a term for substitution of a like-sounding incorrect word into a phrase.


Answer: Mrs. Malaprop
20. It is rounded when zonule fibers are relaxed by contraction of the ciliary muscle, although most of its refractive is from the cornea. For ten points each…

1. Name this structure that allows the eye to focus during near and far vision.


Answer: lens
2. This is the process by which the eye changes the lens’ shape to adjust from a distant to near focus. The ability to accomplish it decreases with age.


Answer: accommodation
3. Exposure to UV is a cause of this condition, the formation of opaque material in the lens.


Answer: cataracts
