Tossups 

1. This man served as a second lieutenant in the Mexican War under fellow president-to-be Zachary Taylor, and later under Winfield Scott as a quartermaster. During his administration, he oversaw negotiation of an agreement dealing with the Alabama, the Treaty of Washington. His administration saw the ratification of the Fifteenth Amendment and a panic partially caused by the Great Chicago Fire, but this victor over Horatio Seymour and Horace Greeley is better-known for the actions of the Union Pacific Railroad and James Fisk. Voted in a 1962 historians’ poll as the second-worst president of all time, this is, FTP, what Republican Civil War general who served from 1868 to 1880.
ANSWER: Ulysses S. Grant 

2. This man signed the 1536 Treaty of Capitulations with the French King, and later caused the Uzbek empire to attack Iran. He notably built naval bases at Basra and at Suez, and continually had trouble with Safavid propagandist, which he suppressed with vengeance. He enforced the Kanuns, granted John Zapoly sovereignty over Hungary, and later returned from Anatolia to lay siege to Vienna, but he had to return later in 1532 on a second Austrian campaign. For ten points, identify this sultan of the Ottoman Empire from 1520-1566, known to the Ottomans as “the Law-Giver.”

ANSWER: Suleiman I Or Suleiman the Great Or Suleiman the Law-Giver(on early buzz)
3. This phenomenon allows estimation of the temperature of a line spectrum emitter via its namesake broadening. Buys Ballot confirmed this effect in one medium, while Fizeau, a sometime namesake of this effect, measured it for light. The original derivation of the equation for this effect proceeds by considering the frame variation of distance between surfaces of constant phase; that equation dictates that this phenomenon is governed by the parameter c over c plus c, where c is the phase speed and v is the radial velocity of the source with respect to the observer. For 10 points, name this phenomenon in the classical version of which the frequency of a wave changes when its source is moving.

ANSWER: the Doppler-Fizeau effect [or Doppler shift; prompt on Doppler] 
4. This man’s designs include the Luce Chapel and the Miho museum. He studied under Walter Gropius at Harvard and opened his own firm in 1955, but later suffered a setback when glass windows fell out of a 60-story skyscraper he constructed.  Later, after construction of the Mile High Center, this man designed the John F. Kennedy Library, the National Gallery’s East Wing, and Hong Kong’s Bank of China. FTP, name this Chinese architect and winner of the 1983 Pritker, designer of the John Hancock Tower, the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame, and the Louvre Pyramid.

ANSWER: Ieoh Ming Pei 

5. He suffered a seizure in St. George, Maine on July 30, 2007, and was subsequently recommended to take anti-seizure medication by Sanjay Gupta. The seventeenth person to hold his current position, his appointment to the position was promoted by Fred Thompson and was briefly stalled over a dispute regarding his membership in the right-wing Federalist Society. As a member of the Court of Appeals DC circuit, he was part of a unanimous decision to uphold military tribunals in Hamdan v. Rumsfeld, a case he later abstained from ruling on in a higher court. For ten points, name this George W. Bush appointee who succeeded William Rehnquist to become the Chief Justice of the United States Supreme Court.

Answer: John Glover Roberts, Jr.

6. Bartholin was examining this material when he discovered birefringence. This chemical’s namesake type of sea occurs during warming periods and predominated in the early Paleozoic and late Mezozoic. This mineral’s hydrates include ikaite and it is polymorph of vaterite and aragonite. It exhibits three-fold perfect rhombohedral cleavage. A common component of limestone, it is the major constituent of marble. It is perhaps best known for its apperance in shells of marine animals. For 10 points, name this mineral, the most stable form of calcium carbonate.

ANSWER: calcite [prompt on calcium carbonate or CaCO3] 
7. This novel begins with the protagonist on a train with Sam, and that protagonist is fond of his possession “Wonderboy”. The main character has an affair with Iris Lemon, but rejects her when he learns that she is a grandmother, and Max Mercy ultimately exposes the title character’s past misdeeds. Harriet Bird shoots the protagonist in the stomach with a silver bullet, and the protagonist falls in love with Memo Paris.  Judge Goodwill Banner owns the Knights and pays the protagonist to throw a game, and Bump Baily dies after smashing into an outfield wall. For 10 points identify this novel about Roy Hobbs’ attempt to become “the best there ever was in the game”, a work by Bernard Malmud.

ANSWER: The Natural  

8. The Skyscrapers won one at the 1989 Great American Bash, and the Ultimo Dragon’s Toryumon Japan promotion popularized the Dragon Scramble version of it. The Iron Sheik won one at Wrestlemania X-Seven, and inside out types begin outside of the area of combat. Last Blood types reward not bleeding, and Dusty Rhodes won all four Bunkhouse Stampede versions of this, including a 1986 victory over Big Bubba Rogers in a steel cage. The World War III was a version that involved three rings, and in a Diva type, female competitors are eliminated by being thrown through the ropes. For 10 points identify this type of multi-competitor professional wrestling match in which participants are eliminated by being thrown over the top rope and out of the ring with both feet touching the floor.

ANSWER: Battle Royal 

9. The cliffs in the background are from Port Llegat, while the eyelid in this painting, which is closed and has reddish-blond eyelashes, also appears in a very similar form in another of this artist’s paintings. The Enigma of My Desire has a similarly-shaped eyelid and introduces the ants in this painting, which later appear in Retrospective Bust of a Woman but here scatter across a dark red object, the only one in this painting to have a rigid face. A later version of this piece, titled [this] revisited, shows a similar scene but under water. A branch, a barren plain, and four clocks are prominent objects in, for ten points, this 1931 painting by Salvador Dali.

ANSWER: The Persistence of Memory 

10. One strange fondness of the protagonist of this novel is for warm milk. The protagonist of this novel gets hit in the back with an apple, causing him to retreat to his home, and at the beginning of the novel, he misses the early train, causing him to get in trouble by the chief clerk. At one point in this work, it’s protagonist is noticeably puzzled when his family leaves the door open, and near the end of the novel, that protagonist ventures downstairs to hear his sister Greta’s violin playing, after which he dies. For ten points, identify this work about Gregor Samsa who undergoes a transformation into a cockroach, a novel by Franz Kafka.
ANSWER: Metamorphosis
11. Their hegemony was threatened when their regency was entrusted to the widow Plectrude, and they placed Childeric III on the throne in 743. Pope Stephen II consecrated this line’s generational legitimacy, and one of their members, Louis II, sent Saint Ansgar on a unsuccessful mission to evangelize Scandinavia. Their realm was divided into Francia Occidentalis, Francia Orientalis, and Francia Media by the 843 Treaty of Verdun, and they were also known as the Pippinids.  For 10 points name this dynasty led by Charles Martel, Carloman, and Charlemagne that succeeded the Merovingian Dynasty.

ANSWER: Carolingian Dynasty (accept “Pippinids” on early buzz)
12. It opens with a quote from Henry More, which states that the titular object “live[s] in blest eternity,” and a poem discussing a claustrophobic cuckoo who “crowds” eggs from his nest.  Its author claims that “humanity shines in Homer, Chaucer, Shakespeare, Spenser and Milton” in a passage discussing the “wisdom of the world.”  He refers to a “supreme critic” in the section where he introduces the titular concept, comparing humanity’s immersion in it to the earth and the atmosphere.  FTP, name this 1841 essay in which Ralph Waldo Emerson discusses a unified, collected sense of being in humanity and nature. 
ANSWER: "The Over-Soul" 

13. Two of this show’s lead actors later made cameo appearances on CSI, one as an art student at WLVU and the other as Carl Fisher, a convicted pedophile. That same actor threw a “We Don’t Work For [this show’s network] Anymore” party after learning of its cancellation after only fourteen episodes. Its pilot episode features lyrics from the Beatles’ “Cry Baby Cry” and a successfully-pulled Crazy Ivan, but it wasn’t aired until December 20th, 2002, 3 months after this series was started with “The Train Job”. FTP, Alan Tudyk, Jewel Staite, Gina Torres and Nathan Fillion are crew on a titular-class starship in this cult-following TV show, created by Joss Whedon and starring Captain Malcolm Reynolds.

ANSWER: Firefly 
14. The differential of this quantity, which is given in general by minus Boltzmann’s constant times the thermodynamic temperature times the natural logarithm of the partition function, is non-positive for isothermal, isometric processes, so it is minimized for equilibria in constant-temperature, constant-volume systems. It gives the available useful energy from a closed system, so it is usually symbolized A from the German for “work.” The p-V Legendre transform of a similar quantity named for Gibbs, it is given by the internal energy minus the absolute temperature times the entropy. For 10 points, name this thermochemical quantity, a thermodynamic potential named for a German physicist.

ANSWER: Helmholtz free energy [or Helmholtz function; prompt on free energy or Helmholtz or A]
15. The maid Manthara demanded that this figure be placed in forest exile for a period of fourteen years. One version of this figures’ birth states that he was born after King Dasaratha gave sacrificial nectar to his wife Kaikeyi. This mythological figure’s younger brother Bharata succeeds him in his role after his death, and another of his brothers, Lakshmana, watches as he breaks the bow of Shiva. That feat of strength led to his marriage to an avatar of Lakshmi, Sita. After many personal struggles, he’s able to save Sita from the rakshasha, Ravana. For ten points, identify this mythological figure, a legendary king and the seventh avatar of Vishnu.

ANSWER: Rama (also accept “Ramachandra”)

16. This man  included six of his sister’s compositions in his Op. 8 and Op. 9 publications, and this man dedicated his Piano Quartet No. 3. in B Minor to J.W. Goethe. A student of Carl Friedrich Zelter, he was heavily influenced by the work of J. S. Bach, as evidenced by his op. 35 set of six Preludes and Fugues and biblically themed oratorios like St. Paul and Elijah.  Also notable by this man is his Italian Symphony and several piano concerti. For ten points, name this composer of The Hebrides, incidental music for A Midsummer Night’s Dream, which included his “Wedding March”, and the Songs without Words.  

ANSWER: Felix Mendelssohn-Bartholdy 

17. Several letters were published in opposition to these documents under the pseudonym “Centinel”. The 10th of these argued that Republican government was not restricted to small states, and defends pluralism, while the 84th explicitly dispenses with a section protecting people’s rights. The first one lays out six topics to be covered, including the “Utility of Union to [the] Present Prosperity.” Most criticisms from opposition questioned the lack of a Bill of Rights in what these defended. Published under the pseudonym Publius, for ten points, name this set of political documents that sought to ratify the Constitution and were primarily written by Alexander Hamilton, James Madison, a future Chief Justice. 

ANSWER: The Federalist Papers

18. Wendy Cope uses it to describe an incidence of adultery between an unnamed mother and her milkman in “Reading Scheme”.  Originally popular in French literature and first heavily used in English around the turn of the 20th century, James Joyce created one for Stephen Dedalus in The Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man. Elizabeth Bishop uses it in a poem where she claims the titular concept “isn’t hard to master”,  as did Theodore Roethke in his “The Waking”. Dylan Thomas’ “Do Not Go Gently Into That Good Night” is probably the best-known example of, FTP, this 19-line poetical form with seven stanzas, the first six of which end with one of two rhyming refrains.

ANSWER: villanelle 

19. The title character of this novel spends time aboard the Antelope on its journey to the South Seas, and later, he sails for India aboard the Adventure. At one point in the book, the protagonist talks to Thomas More and Pompey, in addition to Julius Caesar and Hannibal, who tell him that the history books are wrong. Earlier, that character had spent time with the daughter of a Brobdinag, and at the end of the novel, he’s unable to kiss his wife due to her resemblance to the Yahoos, who are the inferiors of the Houynhms. For ten points, identify this novel by Jonathan Swift, whose title character Lemuel visits lands with various non-human inhabitants.

ANSWER: Gulliver’s Travels
20. This man published reports of his patients producing Mandala-like drawings that he believed were a step in the individuation process. The author of The Secret of the Golden Flower and The Psychology of Dementia Praecox, this man engaged in pioneering research into mental illness while working under Eugen Bleuler at the Burgholzli asylum in Zurich. He distinguished people according to four primary functions of the mind, and his method of analytic psychology differed from Freud’s theories by emphasizing a patient’s immediate problems rather than childhood trauma. For 10 points, name this Swiss psychologist known for his theory of collective unconscious and for developing the concept of extroverted and introverted personalities.

ANSWER: Carl Jung 

21. One early conversation in this work is on the prevalence of Hoosiers in leadership, including Abraham Lincoln and “the new Ambassador to Yugoslavia”. This attempt at fellowship is called a granfalloon by the narrator, who takes this term, along with sin-wat and karass, from a certain text that also contains several Calypsos. He has come to the island of San Lorenzo to learn about Nobel Laureate Felix Hoenikker, who smells “like the mouth of Hell” when shoving the titular object into his son Newt’s face. For ten points, name this novel in which Bokonon survives a cataclysm involving ice-nine, a commentary on science, religion and morality by Kurt Vonnegut.

ANSWER: Cat’s Cradle 

Bonuses
1. Identify these characters from the Odyssey for ten points each.

[10] This son of Odysseus and Penelope is sent by Athena to seek news of his father from Nestor and Menelaus.

ANSWER: Telemachus “also Telemachos”

[10] Telemachus learns from Menelaus that Odysseus is being held captive on an island by this nymph, with whom he is found at the beginning of the work.

ANSWER: Calypso
[10] After leaving Calypso’s island, Odysseus washes up on the island of the Phaiakians ruled by this king, who almost gets a mountain dropped on his kingdom for his troubles.

ANSWER: Alkinoos “also Alcinous and variants” 
2. Answer each of the following about the transition to superconductivity for 10 points each. 

[10] The most obvious phenomenon at the onset of superconductivity is the falling to near zero of this property of the material, the inverse of the conductivity.

ANSWER: resistivity [prompt on rho]

[10] The BCS theory explains the onset of superconductivity in terms of condensation of these objects, bound states of two electrons that do not experience resistance.

ANSWER: Cooper pairs [prompt on pairs]

[10] The onset of perfect diamagnetism in a type I superconductor is known as this, after the German or Germans who discovered it in 1933.

ANSWER: the Meissner-Ochsenfeld effect 
3. Name the following figures from Chinese history, for 10 points each.[

[10] This man organized the revolution against the Manchu and advocated his Three People’s Principles of nationalism, democracy, and people’s livelihood. He became the first president of the Chinese Republic in 1911, but soon resigned in favor of Yuan Shih-kai.

Answer: Sun Yat Sen “also accept Sun Yixian; or Sun I-hsien; or Sun Wen; or Deming; or Te-ming; or Sun Chung-shan”

[10] This ruler thwarted Emperor Kwang-hsu’s attempts to reform China and supported the Boxer Rebellion. In this ruler’s last official act, Henry Pu Yi was appointed to be the emperor.

ANSWER: Tz’u Hsi [also accept Tsu Hsi; or Tse His, or “the Dowager Empress”]

[10] This regent of the Han Dynasty usurped the throne, established the Hsien Dynasty, and ruled China from 8 to 23 CE in an interruption of Han rule. A change in the lower course of the Huang He River doomed his reign, and he was killed by rebels in his capital of Chang’an. 

ANSWER: Wang Mang “also accept Chia Huang-ti; or She Huang-Ti” 

4. Identify the following about a sacred book, for 10 points each.

[10] This is a collection of nearly six thousand hymns by the gurus, and is the central object of worship in gurdwaras. It is accorded the reverence paid to a living guru.

ANSWER: Adi Granth “also accept Granth or Granth Sahib or The Granth Personified”

[10] The Adi Granth is the sacred scripture of this religion, which is known to adherents as Gurmat, or the Way of the Guru. The majority of its adherents live in the Indian state of Punjab.

ANSWER: Sikhism or Sikhs
[10] This last spiritual leader of the Sikhs compiled a group of writings known as the Dasam Granth, or The Book of the Tenth Emperor. His Dasam Granth is not paid the same reverence as the Adi Granth.

ANSWER: Govind Singh 

5. Answer the following questions about a work and its author, F10PE.

[10] This work concerns the titular Nebraskan farm girl, and is the last in a trilogy which also includes “O! Pioneers” and “The Song of the Lark”. It’s narrated by Jim Burden.

ANSWER: My Antonia
[10] This author wrote My Antonia, as well as Death Comes for the Archbishop.

ANWER: Willa Cather
[10] In My Antonia, this is the Bohemian surname shared by Antonia and her surly asshole brother Ambosch. 

ANSWER: Shimerda
6.  One of its earliest uses can be found in the Temple of Hera at Paestum, constructed in approximately 550 BCE. For ten points each:

[10] Name this earliest and simplest of the three orders of Greek architecture.

Answer: Doric order

[10] Perhaps the best-known example of the Doric order can be seen in this temple with ninety-two metopes found on the Acropolis. 

Answer: Parthenon
[10] This circular tomb at Delphi was constructed by Theodoros. It is approximately 15 meters in diameter and has had three of its 20 columns reconstructed.

Answer: Tholos at Delphi 
7. Often determined using the LCAO approximation, these objects are spatial distribution functions for electrons in their namesake multi-nucleus systems. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these quantum mechanical mathematical objects, square moduli of exact solutions to the wave equation for two or more nuclei.

ANSWER: molecular orbitals

[10] A molecular orbital that is of lower energy than the alternative atomic orbitals is described by this adjective. An MO [M O] that is of higher energy is called anti-this.

ANSWER: bonding

[10] If two electrons exist in a molecular orbital, they necessarily have opposite spins according to this principle of quantum chemistry, according to which fermions are prevented from occupying the same state.

ANSWER: the Pauli exclusion principle [accept Pauli exclusion principle] 
8. Answer the following related to the death of Hercules, F10PE.

[10] First, this is the name of the wife of Hercules who was instrumental in his death.

ANSWER: Deianeira

[10] Next, Deianeira was tricked into killing Hercules by this centaur, who worked as a ferryman. He told her that his blood would create a love potion, while in actuality, it was deadly poison.

ANSWER: Nessus
[10] Nessus blood was poison due to the blood of this creature, whom Hercules had previously slain. Hercules had dipped his arrows in this creature’s blood, which led it to mix with Nessus’.

ANSWER: The Lernaean Hydra

9. Answer the following about Russia in 1905, for 10 points each.

[10] During the Revolution of 1905, this battleship’s crew engaged in a mutiny in Odessa Harbor.

ANSWER: Potemkin
[10] In 1905, this document liberalized Russia by creating an elected legislative body, the Duma, and allowed for greater freedom of speech.

ANSWER: October Manifesto “accept Oktyabrsky Manifest”

[10] This last Tsar of Russia issued the October Manifesto and ruled until his forced abdication in 1917, when the Russian Revolution swept him out of power.
ANSWER: Nicholas II
11. The basis for finite difference approximations, these mathematical objects are named for Collin MacLaurin if their single parameter is 0. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these series expansions of functions in terms of the values of their derivatives of all orders at a given point.

ANSWER: Taylor series

[10] A function with a convergent Taylor series, and which therefore has derivatives of all orders at a point, is described by this adjective, which is synonymous with holomorphic for complex functions.

ANSWER: analytic
[10] In the general Taylor series, the coefficitent of the nth-order derivative has, as its denominator, this function of n.

ANSWER: n factorial [prompt on n!]
12. Its name was coined by Marcel Duchamp. For ten points each:

[10] Name this 20th-century art form composed of objects hanging from rods or wires that is a particular favorite of nursery decorators.

ANSWER: mobile
[10] The mobile was created by this American sculptor and creator of Flamingo, a 53-foot-tall construction which stands in Chicago’s Federal Plaza.

ANSWER: Alexander Calder
[10] Flamingo, along with Calder’s Man which was created for Montreal’s Expo ’67, is an example of this stationary art form.

ANSWER: stabile 

13. Answer these related to the War of 1812, F10PE.

[10] This treaty, which returned America and Great Britain to the status quo antebellum, ended the War of 1812.

ANSWER: Treaty of Ghent
[10] During the War of 1812, the Americans attempted to invade Canada, but were turned back at this battle, which was fought about a mile west of Niagara Falls.

ANSWER: Battle of Lundy’s Lane
[10] William Henry Harrison commanded the Americans during this other battle, which destroyed a village of Christian Indians and allowed the Americans to consolidate their control over the Northwest.

ANSWER: Battle of the Thames (also accept “Battle of Moraviantown”)

14. Answer the following about a late congressman, for 10 points each.

[10] The only Holocaust survivor serving in Congress at the time of his February death, name this Californian who said, “Morally, you are pygmies” to Yahoo! Executives who tried to defend their company’s involvement in outing a Chinese journalist.

ANSWER: Tom Lantos 

[10] Lantos’ life was saved by this Swedish diplomat and businessmen, who sheltered thousands of Jews in protected houses flying the neutral Swedish flag. Representative Lantos was responsible for granting honorary citizenship to Wallenberg, one of only two people to receive the honor, the other being Winston Churchill.

ANSWER: Raoul Wallenberg
[10] Lantos was a native of this Central European country in which Wallenberg conducted his operations. It was led by Miklos Horthy during World War II, and hundreds of thousands of Jews were deported from this country and sent to their deaths.

ANSWER: Hungary
15. Answer some questions about a play, F10PE.

[10] First, the play is named for this character, a noble Moor who leads an army against the Turks on behalf of Venice and kills his wife Desdemona at the end.

ANSWER: Othello
[10] In Othello, this man is jealous of Cassio’s job as Othello’s lieutenant. He’s Emilia’s husband, and he comes up with the plot concerning Desdemona’s handkerchief.

ANSWER: Iago
[10] This Venetian senator is Desdemona’s disapproving father. Another dumb senator suggests that Desdemona live with him while Othello is gone, but she prefers to stay with Othello.

ANSWER: Brabantio
16. Identify the following about individual performances from the 2008 Bowl Championship Series FTPE.

[10] This Southern California quarterback passed for over 250 yards and three touchdowns in a Rose Bowl win against Illinois.

ANSWER: John David Booty
[10] He threw for four touchdowns and 174 yards for LSU in the National Championship Game. 

ANSWER: Matt Flynn
[10] This freshman running back for West Virginia rushed for over 100 yards and two touchdowns in a Sugar Bowl victory against Oklahoma.

ANSWER: Noel Devine 
17. Answer these questions about a story related in the Enuma Elish, F10PE.

[10] This storm god was the son of Ea and Damkina, and is regarded as the chief god of his mythology.

ANSWER: Marduk
[10] In order to create the Earth, Marduk slew this multi-headed dragon goddess.

ANSWER: Tiamat
[10] This god, Tiamat’s consort, was also slain to make a man puppet.

ANSWER: Kingu (or “Chingu”)

18. FTPE, identify these composers who worked in 16th Century Italy:

[10] This composer wrote the shockingly large madrigal The Battle of Tancred and Clorinda as well as a solid bunch of Vespers to the holy Virgin, but he is best known for his early operas The Coronation of Poppea and Orfeo.
ANSWER: Claudio Monteverdi
[10] This composer wasn’t a fan of the madrigals he wrote, instead focusing on motets such as his “O magnum mysterium,” which, like his other motets, was turned into a mass. He is most famous for his Missa Papae Marcellus.
ANSWER: Giovanni Pierluigi da Palestrina
[10] This Neapolitan prince wrote really chromatic madrigals like Moro, lasso, al mio duolo but he is much cooler for murdering his adulterous wife and her child, who he swung from a cage.

ANSWER: Carlo Gesual
19. Answer the following about French literature for ten points each.

[10] The title characters of this Andre Gide work include Olivier Molinier’s younger brother George, who tried to pass off fake coins as real.

ANSWER: The Counterfeiters
[10] This Flaubert character was a farmer’s daughter who married a doctor, then proceeded to have several affairs before committing suicide by taking arsenic.

ANSWER:  Madame Bovary 

[10] In this Guy de Maupassant story, a prostitute is pressured to sleep with a Prussian officer so that her traveling companions could cross the border to Holland during the Franco-Prussian War.  

Answer: “Ball of Fat” 

20. Answer the following random questions about Latin American Literature, for 10 points each.  
[10] This Latin American literary movement was started by Ruben Dario with his publication of his book of short stories and poems called Azul, and this movement was influenced by the French Symbolists. 
ANSWER: Modernismo 
[10] The Cuban anthem La Guantanamera is based on a poem by this man, who also wrote 10 de Octubre and La Patria Libre.  He’s sometimes described as the father of Modernismo.
ANSWER: Jose Marti 
[10] Modernismo also found a temporary home in this group of Spanish writers, which preceded the 27 and included the author of Niebla, Miguel de Unamuno.

ANSWER: La Generacion del 98 (accept Generation, duh)
