The Illinois Open 2004: The Philosophy of Spite

Tossups by Chicago B (David Press, Ray Sun, Susan Ferarri, and Bruce Brejta)

Tossup 1. This reaction proceeds by formation of a four-membered cyclic intermediate, which decomposes to give the desired product. This reaction also requires a unique reagent that is commonly synthesized by reacting triphenyl phosphine with an alkyl halide, creating a sterically stabilized zwitterion with an anionic carbon atom adjacent to a cationic phosphorus atom. The carbanion then attacks the electrophilic carbon of an aldehyde or ketone. For ten points, name this alkene synthesis reaction of a carbonyl with an ylide, named after the German Nobel Laureate who discovered it.


Answer: Wittig reaction

Tossup 2. This artist's Yard with Lunatics seems to poke fun at Hercules and Antaeus. His Proverbs series contains such titles as A Woman and a Horse – Let Someone Else Master Them and Will No One Unbind Us?, while his superior Capriccios include Until Death and The Sleep of Reason Produces Monsters, probably his best engraving.  He painted Self-portrait with Dr. Arrieta in 1820, following his recovery from a mysterious illness, and, no longer capable of tackling large works, he retired to La Quinta del Sordo to produce his Black Paintings. For ten points, identify this Spanish artist whose well-known works include The Disasters of War and The Shootings of May 3rd 1808. 


Answer: Francisco José de Goya y Lucientes  

Tossup 3. This keeper of tabernacle lamps and spouse of Lapidoth is associated with a palm tree between Rama and Bethel, where this Ephraimitess delivered oracles. The opponents of Israel that this leader sought to destroy were headquartered at Haroseth and, before raising an army of either two or seven tribes to attack them with a Naphtalite companion, she prophesized that the glory of battle would fall to a woman, which it did when Sisara of Canaan was killed with a tent peg to the brain by Jael the Kenite. Judges 4 and 5, the latter of which is this woman’s namesake canticle, tell her story, along with that of Barack. For ten points, identify this female Biblical Judge.

Answer: Deborah
Tossup 4. A humorous incident in this work occurs when a preacher, having just completed a sermon on charity, refuses a starving man a piece of bread and, shortly after this, the main character is re-united with an old friend, who relates the disembowelment and subsequent rape by Bulgars of a former love. This work places in the mouth of Pocourante a sarcastic statement on the reputation of authors, which is appropriate since it was published under the pseudonym “M. le docteur Ralph.”  Later, the title character encounters the Biglugs, a tribe of cannibals, before a visit to the mythical city of El Dorado culminates wanderings that began when the protagonist was expelled the Westphalian home of the Barron. For ten points, name this well-known philosophical novel about the misadventures of a naive optimist, written by Voltaire.


Answer: Candide
Tossup 5. Serge Koussevitzky thoroughly dissuaded this man from attempting to conduct, and sagely noted that his Short Symphony would be much more popular were it not impossible to perform. Among this artist’s later works are the 12-tone Inscape, Nonet, and Twelve Poems of Emily Dickinson, while his Music for the Theater and 1926 Piano Concerto smack of the influence of jazz, which he ironically learned to appreciate while studying in Paris under Boulanger. For ten points, name the American composer of El salón Mexico and A Lincoln Portrait, whose theatrical works, including Rodeo, Billy the Kid, and a Ballet for Martha that became Appalachian Spring, are doubtlessly his most famous.


Answer: Aaron Copland
Tossup 6. The necessity of this body was a central plank of the 1844 Democratic platform, so a bill creating it was signed into law by James K. Polk in 1846. It had first been suggested by Martin Van Buren, who initially established it in 1840 in line with the Locofocos, but it was subsequently dissolved by a Whig Congress. It was briefly replaced by National Banks during the Civil War, but survived largely unchanged until 1920, when it was finally closed in favor of the new Federal Reserve System, which replaced it. For ten points, name this system of depositories for federal funds, separate from banks of any kind.

Answer: Independent Treasury (or Subtreasury)

Tossup 7. Written around 147 CE, its first book is the only cohesive one and is entitled “This among the Quadi on the Gran.” The author advocates a life of emotional and sensational detachment, famously saying that “he who fears death...fears the loss of sensation.” Its Greek title translates as “To Himself,” which is an apt description of the rest of this aphoristic book, which was largely written while its author was camped with his army. The Stoic philosophy of a Roman emperor is presented in, for ten points, what work by Marcus Aurelius?


Answer: Meditations
Tossup 8. In this work, the narrator's grandson startles his grandfather by gobbling spinach in initiation of Popeye, and that grandson, Ichiro, embodies a central theme of this work, the Westernization of the country in which this work is set. Forced to reexamine his life due to his daughter Noriko's marriage negotiations, the title figure, whose wife and son died in World War II, is wracked by guilt over his own role in the war effort as a propagandist cartoonist, which renders the title especially sardonic. For ten points, identify this novel about Masuji Ono; the second by Kazuo Ishiguro.


Answer: An Artist of the Floating World
Tossup 9. Initially titled The Vanquished, the plaster of this work, known to modern viewers through the photographs of Marconi and Druet, drew accusations that the artist had cast it from life when it was displayed in Brussels. In reality, its artist used a Belgian soldier, Auguste Neyt, as the model for this piece, which was exhibited in the 1877 Salon in Paris and now resides in the Musee d'Orsay. For ten points, identify this bronze sculpture of a stretching, expressive male nude, a work of Rodin. 

Answer: The Age of Bronze (or L'Age d'Airain)

Tossup 10. This author discusses the split between a person’s “despised self” and “ideal self” in Self-Analysis, and discusses ten different neurotic needs and categorizes them into compliance, aggression, and withdrawal in Neurosis and Human Growth. Her more popular incursions into the topic of neuroses are the works The Neurotic Personality of Our Time and Our Inner Conflicts. For ten points, name this author of New Ways of Psychoanalysis and Feminine Psychology, the coiner of the term “womb envy.”


Answer: Karen Horney (or Karen Danielson)

Tossup 11. This protein is structurally similar to the GroEL/GroES complex and is present in bacteria such as M. tuberculosis, as well as in the cytosol of eukaryotes. In higher eukaryotes, the immuno- version, which contains inducible subunits, is better able to generate MHC Class I fragments. In eukaryotes, it consists of a 20S core particle capped by two 19S complexes that are capable of binding ubiquitin. For ten points, identify this protein complex that degrades polyubiquitinated proteins within the cell and is named for this protein digesting function.

Answer: proteasome

Tossup 12. This person’s brother-in-law, Edmund Ludlow, claims that she's “written in a foreign tongue.” She recalls a childhood incident in which her bon absconds with a lover when she is visited by her future would-be son-in-law, Ned Rosier, and she is initially found by her Aunt Lydia in a musty room that she claimed for herself in her parents’ Buffalo home. Bob Bantling eventually becomes engaged to her best friend, Henrietta Stackpole, and the honest potentiality of their love provides a stark contrast to her own marriage, which was “shodd[ily]” arranged by expatriate par excellence Serena Mearle. For ten points, name this heartbreaker who idiotically rejects Lord Warburton, Caspar Goodwood, and her cousin Ralph Touchett in favor of Gilbert Osmond; the subject of Henry James’ The Portrait of a Lady.


Answer: Isabel Archer (accept either)

Tossup 13. The Robinson Annulation is a variant of this reaction in which both reactants are parts of the same compound and the product is a ring structure. The presence of a strong base, usually sodium or potassium hydroxide, shifts the keto-enol equilibrium toward the enolate. The reaction occurs when the anionic carbon of the enolate attacks the electrophilic carbonyl carbon of an aldehyde, resulting in the eponymous product, which sometimes undergoes dehydration in acid to give a conjugated system with a carbonyl adjacent to an alkene. For ten points, name this condensation, in which two aldehydes react to form a beta-hydroxy aldehyde.


Answer: aldol condensation

Tossup 14. This person initially attends Clogowes Wood College, but bullying by his peers and financial issues force a withdrawal to Belvedere Day School, where this character begins to blossom as a creative mind. He guilts himself into a devout Catholic by way of paying a second time for carnal knowledge of a “woman in pink,” but he later rejects religion, patriotism, and family as needless constraints upon the pursuit of beauty. After university, he leaves for Paris, but he is destined to return after “killing his mother.” For ten points, name this “hero” who is paralleled to Telemachus in Ulysses and is the protagonist of James Joyce's semi-autobiographical A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man.


Answer: Stephen Dedalus (accept either, or Stephen Hero)

Tossup 15. The eleventh child of Ukranian immigrants, this man served in the OSS World War II. His earlier service for the Chicago Newspaper Guild led to an appointment as general counsel for the CIO, in which capacity he helped organize the merger with the AFL; he was then made Secretary of Labor. Appointed to the Supreme Court the next year to replace Felix Frankfurter, he provided the Warren Court with its fifth liberal vote, and is noted especially for his majority opinion in Escobedo v Illinois. For ten points, name this Associate Justice who resigned in 1965 to become the U.S. Ambassador to the United Nations. 

Answer: Arthur Joseph Goldberg
Tossup 16. This subject of an extant Antico statuette and a fragmentary Euripides drama is, in the Iliadic tradition, the conqueror of the Curetes and father of a certain Polydora. This brother of Ancaeus and Agelaus joined the Argonauts as a young man, and may have himself killed King Aeetes. He was undone when his quarel with Toxeus and Plexippus, the brothers of Althaea, became violent and, after his subsequent death, Artemis turned his constantly-morning sister Melanippe into a guinea hen. He is most famous for cleaning-up a certain indiscretion of his father, Oeneus, towards Artemis. For ten points, name this prince of Calydon whose life was bound to a piece of fire-wood; a would-be lover of Atalanta who died after slaying the Calydonian boar.


Answer: Meleagar
Tossup 17. In the native language of this location, it is known as Tamaki Makau Rau, the City of A Hundred Lovers. Also known as the “City of Sails,” the Tamaki River runs through it, and the Waitakere and Hunua mountain ranges; Waitemata Harbour; and Kahimarama and Karaka Bays surround it. About 9% of its 1.3 million people are Asian, 11% of Pacific Island descent, and 12% are Maori. For ten points, what is this city on North Island; the largest in all New Zealand?

Answer: Auckland
Tossup 18. This person’s travel to the Bermuda Triangle caused him to go back in time and foil a Nazi hijacking scheme. In his first adventure, he encounters his primary antagonist, C.G.B. Spender, whom, as he finds out towards the end of our acquaintance with him, he has actually known since childhood. Called “Spooky” by his peers, this Rhodes scholar is unable to forget the abduction of his sister, Sam, which drives his odd and obsessive work. For ten points, name this son of the Cigarette Smoking Man and partner of Dana Scully; an FBI agent portrayed by David Duchovny on The X-Files.

Answer: Agent Fox “Spooky” Mulder (accept either Fox or Mulder at all times, and “Spooky” before it’s mentioned)
Tossup 19. One of attempted to enact the Quixotic banning of war between Thursday and Sunday, while more reasonable acts decreed by them included excommunication of Roger II of Sicily and the condemnation of Catharism, which the Third did. No acts of the First survive, though it is supposed to have forbidden clerical marriage and confirmed the Concordat of Worms, and was the ninth ecumenical council. The last was held against the Council of Pisa, but the greatest of them was the Fourth, convoked by Innocent III, which re-affirmed transubstantiation and organized the Fourth Crusade. For ten points, name this series of five ecumenical councils named for the Roman palace in which they were held.


Answer: Lateran Councils

Tossup 20. This language has its own architecture review board, which approves extensions for things like vertex programs. Its latest version, 2.0, is re-implementation in terms of shader technology. A widely-used free implementation of it is called “Mesa”, but its first implementation was for the obscure IRIX platform used on the WorkStations of its creator. For ten points, what is this public library for 3-dimensional graphical programming that is used most famously by the Quake series of games and that was created by Silicon Graphics?

Answer: Open Graphics Language
Overtime Tossup. According to this person's memoirs, he could run around his largest fortress with a full-grown man under each of his arms, could ride over 80 miles a day on horseback, and had swum in all the rivers of his empire. This Chagatai Barlas tribesman was dissuaded from attepting to recapture his ancestral home a second time by a crushing defeat at the hands of Muhammad Shaybani at Sar-e Pol, so he turned southwards, capturing Qandahār in 1522. He then overthrew the Lodī Dynasty of the Sultanate of Delhi at the First Battle of Pānīpat in 1526. For ten points, name this descendent of Tamurlane and Genghis Khan and founder of the Mughal Dynasty.

Answer: Bābur (or Bābar or Bāber or Zahīr-ud-dīn Muhammad)

Bonus 1. For ten points each, identify the following Nazi-era German figures. 

1. Deputy leader of the Nazi party, he was captured when he flew his Messerschmitt Bf 110 to Scotland in 1941.


Answer: Rudolf Hess
2. Leader of the SA, this man was executed without trial during a 1934 purge.


Answer: Ernst Röhm

3. Although not a Nazi, he was a Grand Admiral of the German Navy and briefly served as President of Germany upon the death of Adolf Hitler.


Answer: Karl Dönitz 

Bonus 2. Identify the following about a painter and his work for ten points each.

1. The son of a Covent Garden barber, this Romantic landscape artist is known for such works as Burial at Sea and The Grand Canal, Venice.


Answer: John Mallord William Turner
2. Set on the Maidenhead Bridge, this 1844 Turner work depicts a black train rushing towards the viewer.


Answer: Rain. Steam. and Speed
3. Turner was also a poet of sorts; excerpts from this unpublished, and possibly unwritten, epic poem accompany many of his paintings, including Snow Storm: Hannibal Crossing the Alps and The Slave Ship.


Answer: The Fallacies of Hope
Bonus 3. It concludes that, in a depression, the government should increase expenditures and even borrow to finance them. For ten points each, name…

1. This work of economics published in 1936.


Answer: The General Theory of Employment, Interest and Money
2. The author of The General Theory of Employment, Interest and Money.


Answer: John Maynard Keynes
3. Chapter 11, the first section of Book IV of The General Theory of Employment, Interest and Money is a definition and exposition of this quantity, which is also known as the “internal rate of return,” and is the parameter of the investment function. The value of this quantity determines the economic feasibility of a potential capital investment.


Answer: marginal efficiency of capital

Bonus 4. Name these types of spectroscopy from descriptions for ten points each.

1. This is often used to detect various functional groups in organic compounds. Carbonyls have an especially distinctive absorption pattern at a wavenumber around 1700 cm-1 [“inverse centimeters”].


Answer: infrared spectroscopy

2. This destructive spectroscopy is carried out by bombarding a compound with a high-energy beam and sorting the resulting ionic fragments in a cyclotron field to determining the ratio of their charge to the namesake property.


Answer: mass spectroscopy

3. This type of spectroscopy is useful in characterizing pigments and light filters. Spectrophotometer emission wavelengths are between 190 and 900 nm [“nanometers”].

Answer: ultraviolet-visible spectroscopy (do not accept “ultraviolet”)

Bonus 5. Identify the following American composers for ten points each.

1. A tanner by trade, this composer of The Singing Master's Assistant was the most prominent composer of the Colonial era. He influenced later composers such as John Cage, who based several of his Quartets for 41 Instruments on this man's hymns.


Answer: William Billings
2. This composer and former president of Juilliard used several Billings hymns as the bases for his Chester Variations and New England Triptych. 


Answer: William Schuman
3. Another twentieth-century composer influenced by Billings was this creator of The Unanswered Question and Three Places in New England. 


Answer: Charles Ives
Bonus 6. Identify the following characters of Vladimir Nabokov for ten points each.

1. The neighbor of John Shade and grandson of King Alfin the Vague, this Zemblan scholar is the author of the Foreword to Pale Fire.


Answer: Charles Kinbote (or Charles Xavier or Charles the Beloved; prompt on “Charles”)

2. As a child, she is a lepidopterist; as an adult, she is a mediocre actress. Throughout her life, she is romantically involved with her cousin/brother, Ivan.


Answer: Adelaida Veen (accept either)

3. Noting that “you can always count on a murderer for a fancy prose style,” this man marries Charlotte Haze to insinuate himself into the life of her thirteen-year-old daughter.


Answer: Humbert Humbert
Bonus 7. There are rumored to be some mountains in the USA that are east of the Mississippi. For ten points each, name…

1. The tallest one of these.


Answer: Mt. Mitchell
2. The tallest one in New Hampshire.


Answer: Mt. Washington
3. The tallest one in the Blue Ridge Mountains.


Answer: Grandfather Mountain

Bonus 8. For ten points each, name the following residents of the Egyptian underworld.

1. The god of embalming, he was usually depicted as having the head of a jackal. 


Answer: Anubis
2. The state god of the Ptolemaic dynasty, he was a combination of Osiris and Apis and largely replaced the former as lord of the underworld. Greeks often associated him with Zeus. 


Answer: Serapis (or Sorapis)

3. The embodiment of darkness, this giant serpent was the archenemy of Re and sought to swallow the sun on a daily basis. 


Answer: Apophis (or Apep, or Apepi)

Bonus 9. It states that older societies were composed of people who were more or less the same and could fulfill all their needs, whereas modern societies are composed of people who do one thing and depend on other people for the rest of their needs. For ten points each, name…

1. This work of sociology published in 1893.


Answer: The Division of Labor in Society
2. The author of The Division of Labor in Society.


Answer: Emile Durkheim
3. By analyzing society by analogy to a living being, Durkheim argues that the true function of The Division of Labor in Society is to produce this “feeling of closeness,” which is, in fact, the single defining characteristic of societies. Societies without highly divided labor experience the organic variety.

Answer: solidarity
Bonus 10. Answer these questions about an author and his works for ten points each.

1. Name the Chilean poet who won the 1971 Nobel Prize in Literature and was born Neftali Ricardo Reyes Basoalto.


Answer: Pablo Neruda
2. Pablo Neruda's first published work is this collection of romantic poetry, in which he truthfully laments that “love is so short, forgetting is so long.”

Answer: Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair (or Veinte poemas de amor y una canción desesperada)

3. This 1937 collection was published in the midst of the Spanish Civil War and is subtitled “Hymns to the Glories of the People at War.”


Answer: Spain in My Heart (or España en el corazón)

Bonus 11. For ten points each, name the following people, places, or things related to a Middle Eastern empire.

1. Existing from 247 B.C. to A.D. 224, this empire ruled Bactria, Bablyonia, and Armenia and was the a major rival of the Roman Empire.


Answer: Parthian Empire

2. The Parthians had their capital at this city, located across the Tigris from Seleucia.


Answer: Ctesiphon (or Tusbun, or Taysafun)

3. This Parthian ruler and successor of Artabanus II is sometimes given the epithet “The Great.” He conquered Armenia and made the empire's first diplomatic contact with Rome around 92 BCE.


Answer: Mithridates II (prompt on "Mithridates")

Bonus 12. Answer the following related questions for the stated number of points each.

1. (5 points) Regulated by the suprachiasmatic nuclei, these are the “internal body clocks” that regulate sleeping and feeding patterns in animals.


Answer: circadian rhythms
2. (15 points) The photoreceptors that regulate circadian rhythms are highly homologous to photolyases, a class of repair enzymes that catalyze the repair of dimers between pairs of this nucleotide in DNA.


Answer: thymine (or thymidine)

3. (10 points) The thymidine kinase gene of this family of viruses, which includes Epstein-Barr virus and cytomegalovirus, is frequently used as a negative selection marker in mammalian cells.


Answer: herpesviruses

Bonus 12. Answer these questions about an author and his works for ten points each.

1. Name the English author of the poetry collections Time's Laughingstocks and Satires of Circumstance, as well as numerous novels.


Answer: Thomas Hardy
2. In this Hardy novel, Michael Henchard gets so drunk that he sells his wife and daughter to a sailor. He goes on to become a successful businessman and politician, but his life falls apart when his family returns.


Answer: The Mayor of Casterbridge
3. This novel by Hardy chronicles the controversial courtship of Fancy Day and Dick Dewy in the pastoral woods of Mellstock. It shares its title with a Shakespeare poem.


Answer: Under the Greenwood Tree
Bonus 14. Answer the following about some religious events in Antioch for ten points each.

1. This Antioch native, whose namesake heresy states that Jesus had both human and divine natures, was removed from the Patriarchate of Constantinople after being castigated by St. Cyril.

Answer: Nestorius
1. This prominent doctor of the Orthodox Church was born at Antioch and served as bishop of Constantinople until Theophilus engineered his deposition and banishment.  


Answer: Saint John Chrysostom (prompt on “John”)

3. In 424, a council declared the expulsion from Antioch of this British heretic, who argued that God's grace was inessential for salvation.


Answer: Pelagius
Bonus 15. For ten points each, name the following people, places, or things related to the Iroquois Confederation.

1. This man, most likely either a Mohawk or an Onondagan, was noted as a skilled orator and was instrumental in putting the confederation together. Henry Wadsworth Longfellow commemorated him in a famous poem.


Answer: Hiawatha
2. This tribe, whose name means “great hill people,” was the largest single group in the confederation.


Answer: Seneca 
3. Members of the confederation's ruling council took this title, also used by the Algonquian and by Tammany Hall.


Answer: Sachem
Bonus 16. This work contains a pre-Darwin theory of evolution, but it is better remembered for its attempted dichotimization of existence. For ten points each, name…

1. This work 1818 in four books, which discuss experience, the first title concept, aesthetics, and ethics, respectively.

Answer: The World as Will and Representation (or The World as Will and Idea or Die Welt als Wille und Vorstellung)

2. The author of The World as Will and Representation.


Answer: Arthur Schopenhauer
3. The 1851 essay by Schopenhauer that follows-up on his personification of knowledge in Book One of The World as Will and Representation and analyzes the “natural weapons,” “charms,” “absence of genius,” and “insipid veneration” of the titular group.


Answer: On Women (or Of Women, or Uber die Weiber)

Bonus 17. For ten points each, name the following rulers of modern Greece.

1. This head of “the colonels” led a 1967 coup, and ruled as a dictator until 1974.


Answer: Giorgios Papadopoulos
2. Crowned “King of the Hellenes” in March 1964, he was the last Greek monarch.


Answer: Constantine II (prompt on “Constantine”)

3. According to Winston Churchill, he said “different things in the morning, different things in the afternoon, and different things at night”, and, as such, was highly desirable. Name this man, who was installed as Prime Minister of Greece after World War II.


Answer: Georgios Papandreou 
Bonus 18. Answer the following about combinatorics for ten points each.

1. This fundamental combinatoric formula may be stated by noting that the cardinality of the union of two sets is equal to the sum of their individual cardinalities, minus the cardinality of their intersection. It generalizes to Boole’s inequality.

Answer: inclusion-exclusion formula (or inclusion-exclusion principle)

2. This classic problem consists of finding all the ways to choose a given number of points on a square, two-space, discreet lattice of given dimensions such that no points are on the same row, column, or diagonal. It is named for its analogy to a situation in chess.

Answer: n-queens problem

3. This theorem gives the expansion of formulas of the form (x + y)n [“quantity x plus y, to the n”] in terms of a power series with combinatoric weights. The q-generalization of this theorem is essential in complex polynomial analysis.


Answer: binomial theorem

Bonus 19. Mark Richt is their coach, David Greene their quarterback, and Danny Ware their rising true freshman star. For ten points each, name…

1. This team.


Answer: University of Georgia Bulldogs (accept either)

2. The team who crushed the Bulldogs on October 9th, and were themselves smacked down by Old Notre Dame in early November. They are coached by Philip Fulmer.


Answer: University of Tennessee Volunteers (accept either)

3. The NCAA conference that claims the Universities of both Tennessee and Georgia for its East division.


Answer: Southeastern Conference
Bonus 10. Identify the following Mishima works from clues for ten points each.

1. The relationship between Kiyoaki Matsugae and Ayakura Satoko is the subject of this book, the first novel in Mishima's Sea of Fertility.


Answer: Spring Snow (or Haru no Yuki)

2. Based on true events, this book centers on Mizoguchi, a stammering priest who is obsessed with the beauty of the title object.


Answer: The Temple of the Golden Pavilion (or Kinkakuji)
3. Mishima's relationship with Sonoko and his homosexuality are the main subjects of this highly autobiographical work.


Answer: Confessions of a Mask (or Kamen no kokuhaku)
