The Illinois Open 2004: The Philosophy of Spite

Tossups by Texas A&M (Chris Romero)

Tossup 1. In November, 2003, Japan's KEK laboratory contradicted experimental results by Alain Aspect and found results differing from those predicted by theorem by three standard deviations in B-meson experiments. It was generalized in 1969 by Clauser, Horne, Shimony, and Holt and, if decisively proven, would disallow the possibility of local realism. This theorem attempts to explain wave function collapse when attempting to simultaneously measure non-commuting variables such as position or momentum. Called by Henry Stapp “the most profound discovery of science,” for ten points, name this result from quantum physics that disallows hidden variables and resolves the Einstein-Podolsky-Rosen Paradox. 

Answer: Bell's Theorem (or Bell's Inequality)

Tossup 2. Though ostensibly monotheistic, Nefertiti traditionally associated herself with this member of the Ennead. She was often shown holding the ankh, a sign of life, and, in one story, her disappearance led to the creation of humans via Ra's tears. Another story tells of an argument with her father that resulted in her fleeing to Nubia. Only Thoth could persuade her to return and end the drought caused by the absence of the goddess of moisture. Often considered to be the original Egyptian mother goddess, historically she was not as popular as her daughter, Nut. For ten points, name this Egyptian goddess, often pictured as a lioness with her husband-brother Shu. 

Answer: Tefnut 
Tossup 3. The Greek minority party Golden Dawn distributes this book, which is based on the pamphlet “Dialogues in Hell Between Machiavelli and Montesquieu,” which was in turn plagarized from Eugene Sue’s Mysteries of the People. In 1897, Sergei Nilus gained fame for the claim that a group in Basel, Switzerland was responsible for the work, but it wasn’t until 1920 that Lucien Wolf decicively debunked it. For ten points, name this infamous forgery that purports to describe sinister attempts at world domination by Jews.

Answer: Protocols of the Learned Elders of Zion 

Tossup 4. In this novel, we learn that, in his earlier years, the protagonist pretended to be a movie director to seduce women. As a child, the protagonist was forced to emerge reborn from a coffin as the dramatic climax to his revival preacher stepfather's sermons. The light-skinned protagonist is unsure about the identity of his mother, and, eventually, is elected Senator. The work centers on the protagonist's recollections as he lies on his deathbed after being shot by an assassin. For ten points, name this posthumously-published novel that centers on Alonzo Hickman and Adam Sunraider, is named for the day that Union soldiers liberated slaves in Galveston, and is by Ralph Ellison.

Answer: Juneteenth
Tossup 5. The Sanskrit term for this state was used as the title of a 1999 collection of Aldous Huxley's writings on psychedelics. The availability of it to women is one dividing point between Svetambara and Digambara Jains. Along with dharma and kama, it is one of the four artha of Hinduism, and, according to the Baha'ullah, jnana and bhakti, or wisdom and devotion, form the best path towards its attainment. Akin to Jainism’s kevala and similar to the more general nirvana, for ten points, name this term from Indian religion that refers to the release from the cycle of rebirth, samsara.

Answer: moksha
Tossup 6. Under the leader Yahya ibn Ibrahim, this group founded a monastery on an island in the Niger River that ordered penitential scourging for new initiates. They established a permanent capital at Marrakesh, and reached the height of their power at the Battle of Zallaka with a victory over the forces of Alfonso VI of Castile. Their name was derived from an Arabian ascetic and, in 1076, they established continental suzerainty with the sack of Kumbai Saleh. For ten points, name this Saharan Berber dynasty that conquered the Ghana and against which El Cid fought. 

Answer: Almoravids
Tossup 7. This poem describes how in “some untidy spot / ...the dogs go on with their doggy life and the torturer's horse / Scratches its innocent behind on a tree.” The author believes that the Old Masters must have understood the human position, and contemplates that “the expensive delicate ship that must have seen” “the white legs disappearing into the green Water.” The line “[He] ... heard the splash, the forsaken cry, / But for him it was not an important failure” describes a ploughman, who is the foreground's central figure in the subject work of art, which the author viewed in 1938 at the titular location. Pieter Brueghel's Landscape with the Fall of Icarus was the inspiration for, for 10 points, which W.H. Auden poem?

Answer: “Musee des Beaux Arts”

Tossup 8. One infrequent variant of this disease, first described by Jean Landry, is called Miller Fisher syndrome. Studies indicate that the bacteria Campylobacter jejuni may be related to it, and its pathologic hallmark is the loss of myelin in peripheral nerves. In 1976, many cases developed in people who received a swine fly vaccine. The symptoms are ascending paralysis of the extremities, and, in a minority of cases, of the breathing muscles, which causes death. For ten points, name this acquired, immune-mediated inflammatory disorder which is named for two scientists. 

Answer: Guillain-Barré [GHEE-yan bah-RAY] syndrome

Tossup 9. This monarch chose to reuse the name taken by the first antipope of the Great Western Schism. In 1526, his decision to ally himself with the League of Cognac against Charles V resulted in the 1527 sack of Rome. He may be best remembered for a situation in which he appointed Cardinal Campeggio as papal representative. Perhaps to due pressure from the Emperor, Campeggio was unable to satisfy the requests of Cardinal Wolsey, and, just as his cousin Pope Leo X's pontificate saw the reformation of Martin Luther, his saw the absconding of the Church of England. The successor to Adrian VI, for ten points, name this nephew of Lorenzo de’ Medici and pope whose refused to grant a divorce to Henry VIII.

Answer: Pope Clement VII (or Giulio de’ Medici)

Tossup 10. One current Wisconsin research project is studying the applicability to animal wound healing of this device. Its incoherent output is proportional to forward bias current via the frequency of recombination of carriers at the intersection of the valence and conduction bands. These were first developed using aluminum gallium arsenide by Nick Holonyak and, in recent years, materials such as silicon carbide have been used to create p-n junctions ones whose characteristic wavelengths are blue. For ten points, name this class of semiconductor devices that, via electroluminescence, discharge a characteristic color. 

Answer: light emitting diodes

Tossup 11. This work’s discussion of a recent papal bull, Motu Proprio, can be used to date its setting to 1904. The last paragraph describes how “A few light taps upon the pane” alert the protagonist, whose name is taken from a Bret Harte novel, to the window. With the line “The time had come for him to set out on his journey westward,” the protagonist realizes that he is spiritually numb. That evening, the protagonist is reminded of Michael Furey, the lost lover of his wife Greta, at a Christmas party. For ten points, name this short story centering on Gabriel Conroy; the last in The Dubliners by James Joyce. 

Answer: “The Dead”

Tossup 12. This work is set in a moonlit forest near the ruins of a castle and, following its June, 1909 premiere, its name was changed to honor an earlier Schneitzhoeffer-Taglioni ballet. Traditionally its danseur, a role originated by Nijinksy, is costumed in black and white velvet and performs a solo to a Mazurka in the fifth dance. During its premiere, Pavlova joined Nijinksy for the seventh and penultimate dance, a waltz pas de deux. The final dance, a grand waltz by the entire cast, finishes with all the dancers back in the exact position that they began the performance in, as if the entire sequence had been a dream. For ten points, name this one-act ballet by Michael Fokine originally named for its composer Frederic Chopin but later renamed for its slender, graceful female characters.

Answer: Les Sylphides (prompt on “Chopiniana”)

Tossup 13. A pair of assassinations during this insurrection inspired the poem “Everlasting Remorse.” It was finally crushed nine years after it began by contingents sent by the Uighur Empire. It began in the wake of the dynasty's defeat at the Talas River by Arabs and, within a month on its, onset it took the capital at Lo-yang and the namesake proclaimed himself emperor of the Great Yen dynasty. Though the namesake was murdered less than two years into his reign, he succeeded in plunging his region into the warlordism that would lead to the Five Dynasties Period. For ten points, name this 755 insurgency against the T’ang Dynasty led by the namesake Turkish adventurer.  

Answer: An Lu-shan’s Rebellion (or Anshi Rebellion)

Tossup 14. As originally expressed, this name was given to the phenomenon in which the income elasticity of money demand was near zero, and Paul Krugman suggested that the 90's Japan's recession was due to this mechanism. Franco Modigliani posited that it occurs when the IS curve intersects a zero slope LM curve, and, in this situation, cutting interest rates will not effect an increase in demand or reduction in unemployment. First elucidated in the 1937 paper “Mr. Keynes and the Classics” by Sir John Hicks, for 10 points, name this bleak economic scenario in which consumers seek safety in the mobility of cash.

Answer: liquidity trap (prompt on “trap”)

Tossup 15. The second act of this play begins near a cave where Jupiter points out that typical citizens are better than The Tutor, who has taught his subject to be skeptical of all irrational beliefs. After the play’s culminating action, the Furies confess to protagonist's sister that they punish sinners out of love. Fifteen years prior to the play's action, the protagonist was exiled after the murder of his father and, in the drama's climax, he avenges his father’s death with the murders of town's ruler Aegisthus and his mother Clytemnestra. For ten points, name this drama by Jean Paul Sartre based on the Oresteia of Aeschylus and named for the plague of buzzing insects that strikes a city.

Answer: The Flies (or Les Mouches)

Tossup 16. In the introduction to this work, the author asks, “Who now reads Spencer?” The first part posits that the process of scientific conceptualization of concrete phenomena can divided into “units.” The work draws heavily on the ideas of Pareto, Durkheim, and particularly Weber, whose work the author had recently translated into English for the first time. The author elucidates the idea of “pattern variables” as a mechanism for linking cultural patterns and behavioral choices, which he later investigates more fully with his AGIL scheme. For ten points, name this seminal work of sociology by Talcott Parsons.

Answer: The Structure of Social Action
Tossup 17. This work’s second part claims that “Nothing can doom man but the belief in doom, for this prevents the movement of return.” In it, the author explores the existential angst of man, which he claims results from an experienced-based worldview. The cure for our modern affliction lies in the opening of humanity to an alternative mode of engagement, the encounter. In the first section's nineteenth aphorism, the author connects the concept of love to human-human encounters, but it is not until section three that he expounds on the key to self-fulfillment, the actualization of the namesake relationship with the divine. For ten points, name this best-known work of Martin Büber.

Answer: I and Thou (or Ich und Du)

Tossup 18. The location of this layer is defined by the change in the sign of temperature lapse rate, from negative to positive. Studies suggest that “blini’s” in the vicinity of this location may be due to be Kelvin-Helmholtz instabilities that result from the reflection of gravity waves. Other studies have suggested that, over the past twenty-five years, its height has risen 200 meters. Ranging in height from about 8 km above sea level at the poles to 18 km in the equatorial Pacific, for ten points, name this atmospheric boundary region below the stratosphere.

Answer: tropopause
Tossup 19. An eagle is located between the two central figures of this painting, and mystery surrounds the object it holds in its talons. 1972 x-rays at London's national gallery revealed that this painting was extensively reworked, and drawings indicate that a female figure representing Alcmene was originally situated among long-stalked lilies in the bottom left. Two peacocks are located to the left of Juno, and three putti surround her. Jupiter has descended from above, and holds the infant Hercules to Juno’s breast as stars rise to the heavens. For ten points, name this work by Tintoretto that centers on the mythological beginnings of our galaxy. 

Answer: Origin of the Milky Way
Tossup 20. This was originally theorized by Evans and Polanyi, and the Hammond-Leffler postulate can be used to determine its structure by comparing its molar free energy with those of similar molecules. Identified by Eyring as having a single negative frequency, it occurs at the maximum of the energy-reaction coordinate curve, and is free to move only along the minimum energy path. This state occurs at the saddle point of a col linking two potential energy wells, has equal probability to form reactants or products in elementary chemical reactions, and can be reached if reactants have proper activation energy. For ten points, name this short-lived, high-energy intermediate state in a chemical reaction, geometry of which is called the activated complex.

Answer: transition state (prompt on “activated complex” before “this state”)

Overtime Tossup. The Crittenden-Johnson Resolution suggested that eighth section of this act be amended to standardize the fee of the commissioner installed by it. In the 1859 Abelman case, Taney denied the jurisdiction of state courts to interfere in federal cases and ordered a Wisconsin editor back to jail for violation of this act. Strife was ignited by individuals such as James Hamlet and Rachel Parker, who sought to undermine it and supported “personal liberty” laws. Eventually made obsolete by the Thirteenth Amendment, for ten points, name this legislative component of the Compromise of 1850, engineered to undercut the efforts of the Underground Railroad.

Answer: Fugitive Slave Act of 1850

Bonus 1. Name the following about a European War of Independence, for ten points each.

1. This Twelve Years' Truce was an interregnum to this lengthy struggle for Dutch independence that was ended in 1648 with the Treaty of Münster.

Answer: Eighty Years’ War

2. The Eighty Years’ War was initiated in the 1560's by the raids of Hendrik van Brederode, who led this group of Calvinist Dutch guerrilla fighters. Their name is taken from the Dutch for “beggars.”

Answer: Geuzen
3. The Geuzen were polarized by the religious persecution instituted by the Council of Blood at the behest of this Spanish governor-general and future valido, who ordered the execution of Egmont.

Answer: Fernando Álvarez de Toledo y Pimentel, 3rd duque de Alba
Bonus 2. Name the following British poems from opening lines, for ten points each.

1. “Hail to thee, blithe spirit! / Bird thou never wert –”

Answer: “Ode to a Skylark”

2. “I leant upon a coppice gate / When Frost was spectre-gray, / And Winter's dregs made desolate  /the weakening eye of day.”

Answer: “The Darkling Thrush” 

3. “Behold her, single in the field, / yon solitary Highland Lass!”

Answer: “Solitary Reaper”

Bonus 3. Name the following socio-psychological effects for ten points each.

1. Most often, this effect applies to the tendency of early success to lead to later success and early failure to lead to later failure. This effect was applied to science by Merton and takes its name from a Gospel verse. 

Answer: Matthew effect

2. This effect is the tendency of observers to over-emphasize personality-based explanations for observed behaviors and to under-emphasize situational influences. Jones and Harris were responsible for the pioneering study in this phenomenon. 

Answer: fundamental attribution error

3. Harvard professor Elton Mayo discovered, at a namesake factory, this effect; an alteration in individuals’ behavior due only to the knowledge of the existence of an observer.

Answer: Hawthorne effect

Bonus 4. Name the following Faulkner protagonists, for ten points each.

1. The deaths of Sam Fathers and Old Ben end the ritual hunting adventures of this protagonist of “The Bear.” 

Answer: Isaac (Ike) McCaslin (accept any)

2. The story of this murderous son of Simon McEachern and grandson of Doc Hines is interweaved with the stories of Lena Grove and Byron Bunch in Light in August. 

Answer: Joe Christmas (accept either)

3. In Requiem for a Nun completes the story of this character, who was raped with a corncob by Popeye in Sanctuary.

Answer: Temple Drake (accept either)

Bonus 5. “We are like sailors who, on the open sea must, reconstruct their ship, but are never able to start afresh from the bottom. Where a beam is taken away, a new one must at once be put there, and for this the rest of the ship is used as support.” For ten points each… 

1. This member of the Vienna Circle was the author of that quote. The vessel described became known as his namesake boat. 

Answer: Otto Neurath
2. In the 1969 paper “epistemology naturalized,” this ping-pong partner of Leontif and author of Word and Object used Neurath's boat to attempt to illustrate the human cognitive system.

Answer: Willard Van Orman Quine
3. Some have argued that this Popper work is an argument against Neurath's boat. It is a criticism on the belief in the laws of history and social development and was later appended by a paper on “Indeterminism in Physics.”

Answer: The Poverty of Historicism
Bonus 6. Answer the following about the religious controversy that inspired the expression “It doesn't make an iota of difference” for ten points.

1. Derived from the Greek for “same essence,” this word was used by the 325 Council of Nicaea to express the Divinity of Christ. Later, a similar word, with one additional letter, was adopted to mean “of the same physical substance.”

Answer: Homoousion (or Homoiousion)

2. The original coining of Homoousion, “no iota,” was a statement against this 4th century heresy, the idea that Christ was not truly divine, but a created being.

Answer: Arianism
3. Although Arianism collapsed, the Christology of Arianism survives today in this American millennialist sect, which regards Arius as a forerunner of its founder, Charles Taze Russell. 

Answer: Jehovah's Witnesses
Bonus 7. Name the following classes of stars based on spectral clues for ten points each.

1. Approximately 90% of known stars are of this type. They fall into either the K or M spectral type, and Proxima Centauri is a good example example of one.

Answer: red dwarf (prompt on “dwarf”)

2. The most recent additions to the stellar spectral classes, L and T, were added to encompass this type of quasi-star. They are dark, since they are never able fuse hydrogen, and the hypothesized companion to our sun, Nemesis, is supposed to be of this type.

Answer: brown dwarf

3. Included in spectral class A, one example of this type of dwarf is the companion star to Sirius. These have an upper mass limit of approximately 1.44 solar masses.

Answer: white dwarf

Bonus 8. Answer the following about an Italian artist for ten points each.

1. The influence of Monet's Gare St. Lazare is evident in this artist's 1911 States of Mind series, while his “Riot in the Gallery” and “Rise of the City” display a residual influence of pointillism.

Answer: Umberto Boccioni
2. In 1912, Boccioni attacked the domination of sculpture by “the blind and foolish imitation of formulas inherited from the past” with this best-known futurist sculpture. 

Answer: Unique Forms of Continuity in Space (or Forme Uniche della Contintuità)

3. In the Futurist Manifesto, Marinetti claims that Unique Forms of Continuity in Space is more beautiful than this ancient sculpture, which the former bears a sort of resemblance to and is probably based on. Charles Champoiseau found this work at Samothrace.

Answer: Winged Victory of Samothrace (or Winged Nike of Samothrace)

Bonus 9. Answer the following about an anthropologist for ten points each.

1. In the monograph Naven, this future husband of Margaret Mead attempted to reconcile the formalism of Radcliffe-Brown's structural functionalism with Benedict's interest in esthetics and emotion.


Answer: Gregory Bateson 
2. Gregory Bateson later worked with Norbert Weiner on the establishment of this eclectic, psycho-mathematical discipline, which he incorporated into his synthesis in a later edition of Naven.


Answer: Cybernetics
3. After divorcing Mead, Bateson described, in the work Angel's Fear, the protective fields around the paradigmatic assumptions of society in terms of this classic dichotomy about the nature of religion. Durkheim contrasts these opposites by way of defining religion.

Answer: sacred and profane (accept word forms)

Bonus 10. Name the following about a British social movement, for ten points each.

1. This movement was in action in the late 1640's, particularly among members of the New Model Army. They got their name from their campaign against social distinctions and advocated their positions in the publication Agreement of the People.

Answer: Levelers 

2. This man was the central leader of the Levelers, and fought in the English Civil War for the Parliamentarians until 1645. 

Answer: John Lilburne
3. Lilburne resigned his army position and began his Leveler campaign in opposition to this 1643 agreement between Cromwell and the Scottish. The so-called Engagement Treaty confirmed it. 

Answer: Solemn League and Covenant

Bonus 11. Answer the following about an eponymous mathematical construct for ten points each.

1. This is the set of automorphisms of a finite normal field extension. The one associated with the splitting field of a rational polynomial over the smallest subfield containing the roots of that polynomial provides a unique permutation of those roots.

Answer: Galois group 

2. Soon after its elucidation, Galois group theory was used to generalize this result, shown earlier by Niels Abel and Paolo Ruffini.

Answer: insolvability of the quintic (accept equivalents)

3. One open problem is that of finding a rational field extension for a given Galois group. Some of the work on the problem involves constructing a Galois covering of members of this class of surfaces, which are generally defined as a Hausdorff spaces with one of its maximal atlases. These surfaces are used in the study of complex functions, and the complex plain may be the simplest example of one.

Answer: Riemann surfaces

Bonus 12. Name the following famous related Americans for ten points each.

1. During the Constitutional Convention, this former mayor of New Haven suggested a bicameral legislature. 

Answer: Roger Sherman
2. This grandson of Roger Sherman represented Andrew Johnson during his impeachment trial and was Secretary of State under Hayes.

Answer: William Evarts
3. This great grandson of William Evarts was a Harvard law professor when he was selected by Elliot Richardson selected him as Watergate Special Prosecutor.

Answer: Archibald Cox
Bonus 13. Name the following Russian novels with similar themes, for 10 points each.

1.This Dostoevsky novel centers on Alexander Petrovich Goryanchikov [gohr-YAN-chih-kov], who is ostensibly imprisoned for murdering his wife. 

Answer: Memoirs from the House of the Dead (or Zapiski iz myortvogo doma or Buried Alive or Ten Years of Penal Servitude in Siberia)

2. This Chekhov short story centers on the conflict between Ivan Gromov and Andrey Ragin in the namesake location. 

Answer: Ward Number Six (or Palata No. 6)

3. This Solzhenitsyn novel centers on Gleb Nerzhin, who is incarcerated in a privileged Soviet prison. 

Answer: First Circle (or Vkruge pervom)

Bonus 14. Answer each of the following fraudulently related science questions for ten points.

1. Deligne won the 1974 Fields Medal for proving that Ramanujan's function of this name is O(n11/2+ε) [“big-o of n to the eleven-halves plus epsilon”].

Answer: tau 
2. This name is given to an function that is asymptotically bounded between multiples of another function. That is to say, this specifies that one function is both big-O and big-Ω [“omega”] of another. 

Answer: big-Θ [“big-theta”]

3. During the late 1950's Lee, Yang, and Wu proved the solution to the tau-theta paradox from particle physics with the discovery that this property is not conserved in nuclear beta decay, or by the weak force in general.

Answer: parity
Bonus 15. Name the following stuff about a film genre for ten points each.

1. The term for this genre of film was coined by the film critic Nino Frank, and is derived from a series of hard-boiled fiction books.

Answer: film noir
2. This 1958 Orson Welles film noir is based on a Whit Masterson novel and centers on the corrupt policeman Captain Hank Quinlan. Charlton Heston, Janet Leigh, and Marlene Dietrich play supporting characters. 

Answer: Touch of Evil 

3. Film noir was parodied very effectively by this 1982 Carl Reiner flick, which sees Rachel Ward convinced that her cheese scientist father's death was not an accident. She enlists the services of private eye Rigby Reardon, played by Steve Martin. 

Answer: Dead Men Don't Wear Plaid
Bonus 16. Answer the following about literary characters named Basil, for ten points each.

1. The title of this 1890 William Dean Howells work refers to Basil March's decision to move his family from Boston to New York.

Answer: A Hazard of New Fortunes 

2. This 1821 Walter Scott novel centers on Basil Mertoun and his son Mordaunt.

Answer: Pirate 
3. In 2001, this author's 1894 Basil Howe, which was written eleven years before his ostensible first novel, The Napoleon of Notting Hill, was published.

Answer: Gilbert Keith Chesterton 
Bonus 17. Name the following about musical works inspired by Sir Walter Scott for ten points each.

1. This opera by Donizetti concerns the marriage of the title character to Arturo.

Answer: Lucia di Lammermoor
2. This composer based his The Puritans of Scotland on Scott’s Old Mortality. He also composed The Capulets and Montagues, among other things.

Answer: Vincenzo Bellini
3. This Bizet opera follows the romantic intrigues of Catherine Glover, Henry Smith, and Henry’s apprentice Ralph.

Answer: The Fair Maid of Perth (or La Jolie fille de Perth)

Bonus 18. Answer the following about proteins, for ten points each.

1. This type of covalent bond joins amino acids. 

Answer: peptide bond

2. The secondary structure of proteins can be found using these rules that state: atoms of the peptide link lie in a plane; all NH and CO groups engage in hydrogen bonding; and the N, H, and O atoms of a hydrogen bond lie on a straight line.

Answer: Corey-Pauling rules

3. Racemic alpha amino acids can be prepared by this two-step synthesis, which involves treating an aldehyde with potassium cyanate to form an amino nitrile, which is then hydrolyzed to an amino acid. 

Answer: Strecker amino acid synthesis

Bonus 19. Name the following about some ancient Greeks who were ostracized for ten points each.

1. This just statesman was ostracized in 481 BCE. He returned in 480 commanded the Athenian army at the Battle of Plataea, then oversaw the founding of the Delian League.

Answer: Aristides
2. This statesman and son of Miltiades was elected strategos in 480 BCE and held the position until his 461 ostracism.

Answer: Cimon
3. Both Aristides and Cimon distinguished himself at this 480 battle, at which Themistocles trapped the navy of Xerxes in the namesake straits in the Saronic Gulf.

Answer: Salamis
Bonus 20. Name the following that were in involved in mythological footraces for ten points each.

1. This son of the king of Egypt married off his 50 daughters by having suitors run a race and choosing the grooms based on the order of finish.

Answer: Danaus
