While eating a plate of peas and a bottle of ginger beer, one of the title characters of this work reveals his distaste for "pulling the devil by the tail" and wonders if he will ever have a warm fire to sit by. After he leaves, he sees two of his friends, whom he leaves at a quarter to ten and makes his way to the corner of Merrion Street, where he awaits his friend, whom he had earlier called a "gay Lothario." This occurred before they discussed the "mug's game" of taking girls out and buying them chocolate, neither of which the other title character has any intention of doing for the "slavey" he picked up under Waterhouse's clock. Much to the delight of Lenehan, Corley manages to procure a gold coin from a simpleminded girl at the end of, FTP, which short story of James Joyce's Dubliners?

ANSWER: "Two Gallants" (5) [DJ]

The poet of this work changed the words “painted on” to “seen against” in the second stanza, explaining the change to Richard Henry Dana as avoiding a falsely picturesque expression.  This poem was inspired by a seven-mile walk from Cummington to Plainfield, and the speaker notes that the title entity has disappeared because “the abyss of heaven / Hath swallowed up thy form.”  The poet questions of the title entity “Seek’st thou the plashy brink...?” and the title entity was earlier asked “dost thou pursue / Thy solitary way?”  Concluding that “He, who from zone to zone / Guides through the boundless sky thy certain flight” will “lead my steps aright,” FTP, name this poem about a bird by William Cullen Bryant. 

ANSWER: “To a Waterfowl” (4) [AH] 

In Barnaby Rudge, one of Old John’s three cronies, Solomon, has this surname, and in Little Men it is the first name of Demi’s twin sister.  A woman of this name is left behind when Eliza leaves her husband Eugene Gant in Look Homeward Angel, while another one with the surname Fraser brags that she contributes “To the School Fund in Spoon River,” even though she is the village prostitute.  It is the first of the four names of Mr. Zero’s secret love in Elmer Rice’s The Adding Machine and the first name of Moses Herzog’s first wife.  It’s the name of Berenger’s girlfriend in Rhinoceros, and another character with this name goes with Giovanelli to the Colosseum and dies of malaria in a novel narrated by Winterbourne.  FTP, identify this first name of Jay Gatsby’s love. 

ANSWER: Daisy (1) [AH] 

Many of his poems, such as “Mi Retiro,” address God as Plus Supra, and notable English versions of this author’s novels were produced by Charles Derbyshire.  In one of those novels, Maria Clara threatens to kill herself in a nunnery after she believes Crisostomo Ibarra has been shot.  In that novel’s sequel, Ibarra disguises himself as the jeweler Simoun and tries to start a revolution in this author’s home country.  This author wrote that “If you need scarlet to tint your dawn, / Paint with my blood,” and that “To die is to rest” in his most famous poem.  In addition to the novels Noli Me Tangere and El filibusterismo, he wrote that poem, Mi Ultimo Adios, on the night prior to his execution by firing squad.  FTP, name this author who was executed for his involvement in the Filipino Revolution. 

ANSWER: Jose Protacio Mercado Rizal Alonso y Reolonda (4) [AH] 

A poem that contains the line “My cot alas that dear old shady home / Where oft in youthful sport I played” swaps the third word in this phrase with “Healy;” that is an early James Joyce poem on the death of Charles Parnell. Before this line is spoken, its speaker questions if another character “doth not...bootless kneel?” This line contradicts the account of Plutarch, who says the speaker was silent, and Suetonius, who asserted that these words were instead “Kai su, teknon?” Lhomond's De Viris Illustribus claims that it was instead “tu quoque, fili mi?” but despite uncertainty over the true words this phrase was made famous by William Shakespeare. FTP, name these words supposedly spoken on the Ides of March by Julius Caesar.
ANSWER: Et tu, Brute? (accept Et tu, Healy? early) (2) [AH]

This character causes an uproar when he telephones the words “T.S. Eliot” as a response to a memo claiming that poets don’t make any money, and he was presumed to have struck oil while digging with Chief White Halfoat.  The chapter named for this character describes a man who died so quickly no one even remembered him, Mudd, whose tent was never cleaned out because it “reeked of death.”  This man was forced to dig and refill holes, which he treated as his patriotic duty to his country.  He gives the example of the rules stating that pilots can only fly 40 missions, but also state that Cathcart’s orders to fly 55 must be followed, as an example of the titular paradox.  FTP, name this mail clerk on Pianosa, a man punished by losing his former rank of Private First Class in Heller’s Catch-22. 

ANSWER: Ex-PFC Wintergreen (3) [AH] 

One character in this work crushes his meerschaum pipe during a quarrel with the police, but is saved when he is claimed by some students.  One of those students publishes a revolutionary paper called Le Flambard, while another enlists Comaing as his second when a thrown plate provokes a duel.  Those two, Hussonet and Cisy, are part of a circle gathered around the owner of L’Art Industrial and a ceramics factory, Jacques Arnoux, for whose wife the protagonist prepares a hotel room, only to sleep with Rosanette when her son’s sickness and the 1848 revolts keep her away.  Ending as Charles Deslauriers discusses a failed trip to a whorehouse with ineffectual bourgeois Frederic Moreau, FTP, name this last completed work by Gustav Flaubert.
ANSWER: A Sentimental Education (or Education sentimentale) (2) [DL]
In this work's prologue, the title character suggests his work is "quite out of fashion," warning them that the audience will "hate it here, as a dedication." This work beginsin his lodging on his ship, where the protagonist's admission that he'd rather be "visited by the plague, for that would only keep a man from visits and his doors shut" is revealed to Lord Plausible. However, he returns to London to visit his love, only to find that she has married Vernish, his only friend. Fidelia is sent to woo Olivia, but her guise is revealed, allowing Manly to see Fidelia's love for him by the play's end. FTP, name this Restoration comedy by William Wycherley.
ANSWER: The Plain Dealer (4) [DJ] 

A minor episode in this work sees a doctor discover that his daughter Elianita is pregnant when she faints on her wedding day after her marriage to the red-haired Antunez.  The novel ends after Dr. Rebagliati nearly gets into a fistfight while drinking with the protagonist, who returns to his wife Patricia, and Big Pablito, Pascual, and sound effects guru Puddler are coworkers of its protagonist.  A hilarious passage in this work recounts the protagonist and his lover seeking out a mayor corrupt enough to preside over a minor’s marriage ceremony, and most of the even-numbered chapters of this work are bizarre screenplays by radio dramatist Pedro Camacho.  FTP, name this novel in which Mario Varguitas marries the title divorcee, a semi-autobiographical work of Mario Vargas Llosa. 

ANSWER: Aunt Julia and the Scriptwriter or La Tía Julia y el escribidor (2) [AH] 

This poem chides Great Britain for its “thirst of boundless power” and refers to French territorial losses by claiming that Gallic powers found some fury.  This poem led to a meeting between its subject and author at Cambridge, and in a later poem called “Liberty and Peace,” the author of this poem quotes its lines “The Goddess comes, she moves divinely fair, / Olive and laurel binds her golden hair.”  It ends talking about “A crown, a mansion, and a throne that shine, / with gold unfading,” before exalting the title character (in all caps with an exclamation point) to “be thine.”  FTP, name this poem that personifies the United States as Columbia, a work dedicated to the first President of the U.S. by Phyllis Wheatley. 

ANSWER: “To His Excellency George Washington” (5) [AH] 

In the romance Cliges, this man is, unusually, listed as a villain.  Ulrich von Zatzikhoven’s version of his story has him grow up in the “Isle of Maidens,” though most versions show him accompanied by cousins, like Lionel, who have also been driven out by Claudas.  Godefroi de Leigni finished the last thousand lines of another work about him that sees him sleep in a bed with a flaming lance and cross a sword bridge before defeating Meleagant, despite having suffered the indignity of being carried by a dwarf in a cart.   This man, who single-handedly kills a quarter of the Round Table in Le Morte d’Arthur, sleeps with Elaine to sire Galahad, and later has an affair with Guinevere.  FTP, name this greatest knight of the Round Table.
ANSWER: Lancelot du Lac (3) [DL]


“The Song of the Great Souls of the Earth” is performed in scene ten of this play, and scene seven features a discussion of how the plans of great men are ruined by the “littleness” of their underlings. The story of Peter the Piper is recounted by the prostitute Yvette Pottier, who later pawns a flask to the Colonel. One of the main characters is executed for raiding a village, one is shot down when she tries to warn a town about an approaching army by beating on a drum, and another is captured when he tries to return the lieutenant’s cashbox. Eilif, Kattrin, and Swiss Cheese are the children of the title character who makes her living as a canteen woman during the Thirty Years War. FTP, name this play about Anna Fierling by Bertolt Brecht.
ANSWER: Mother Courage and her Children (2) [TG]

It begins quoting Canto II of Psychozia by Henry More and the author’s own poem “Unity.”  Its opening claims that, while “our faith comes in moments,” “Our vice is habitual,” and later asks “what can Alvin or Swedenborg say” when the author burns with pure love. It notes that the great poets and philosophers speak from within, as “Language cannot paint” its title entity with its colors, for it is “The Supreme Critic on the errors of the past and the present.” While we live “in division, in parts, in particles,” that author says “every man’s particular being” is contained within it.  FTP, name this essay which posits an inner spirit common to all mankind, by Emerson. 

ANSWER: “The Over-Soul” (2) [DL] 

Some manuscripts of this work contain an inserted story about the invention of wine in Book Two. The narrator of its frame narrative has put in at Sidon after narrowly escaping a storm, and is told the main story of the work after a meeting near a picture of the abduction of Europa. Despite already being promised to his half-sister, the male protagonist travels to Tyre to woo his cousin, who is later abducted and evidently decapitated by Chaireas. The male hero eventually marries Melite, but on arriving in Ephesus finds out that both his cousin and Melite’s husband Thersandros are still alive.  The protagonist escapes Thersandros’ intrigues, proving his innocence and the virginity of his love. Both Calligone and Callisthenes and the two title characters are married near the end of, FTP, which erotic romance, easily the most famous work of Achilles Tatius? 

ANSWER: The Adventures of Leucippe and Clitophon (accept it in Greek too I guess) (6) [RC]

During his time at St. Cedd’s College, he developed a reputation for clairvoyance by vigorously denying any such ability. He created a con in which he sold the supposed exam papers for the year, but was expelled and thrown in jail when he managed to duplicate the real ones by sheer coincidence. In an effort to save humanity, he uses a time machine to become the stranger from Porlock who interrupts Coleridge while he is writing Kublai Khan. FTP, identify this man who believes in “the fundamental interconnectedness of all things,” goes through The Long Dark Teatime of the Soul, and owns a namesake Holistic Detective Agency in a pair of books by Douglas Adams. 

ANSWER: Dirk Gently (accept either) (4) [AH]

The second through sixth of them are in Italian, which a related canzone claims “is the language of which Love is proud.”  The “late espoused saint” of the nineteenth and last might refer to either Mary Powell or Katherine Woodcock., whilehe twelfth compares the populace to the frogs that mocked Leto’s children and the eleventh responds to public outcry against the author’s divorce pamphlet.  Those two Petrarchan ones are not as famous as the one which discusses “that one talent which is death to hide/ Lodged with me useless,” but concludes that since thousands speed at God’s bidding, “they also serve who stand and wait.”  FTP, name these compositions of a certain poetic form that include "On His Blindness," by the author of Paradise Lost. 

ANSWER: sonnets by John Milton (2) [DL] 

A comic interlude in this work occurs when Sergeant Amusa is mocked as a eunuch, and two characters in this work who abandon their culture are insulted as “eater[s] of leftovers.”  Iyaloja’s son is set to marry the Bride in this work, but the protagonist insists on ravishing her instead and impregnates her, and a masquerade ball in this work features the profane use of death masks.  The protagonist’s son is a medical student named Olunde, and Simon Pilkings refuses to let the father whisper ceremonial rites in his son’s ear after his suicide, breaking the cosmic order, and causing the protagonist to strangle himself with his chains.  FTP, name this play in which the title character Elesin Oba is arrested before he can commit Yoruban ritual suicide to tend the alafin’s animals, a work of Wole Soyinka. 

ANSWER: Death and the King’s Horseman (2) [AH] 

One character in this work sings a lewd song that involves lots of rapping on a table, alternately attributed to the Dean of the Harvard Divinity School, Ralph Waldo Emerson, and Jonathan Edwards.  One character is convinced that crickets will frighten another when he buys a farm, and another character often says “the days grow hot, O Babylon” and addresses others as “leedle monkey-faces.”  Major characters include Boer War adversaries Lewis and Wetjoen, and one-time gambling-house owner Joe Mott.  Don Parritt commits suicide at this work’s end, but only “foolosopher” and former anarchist Larry Slade notices.  FTP, name this play in which the denizens of Harry Hope’s bar temporarily give up their pipe dreams on the advice of Theodore “Hickey” Hickman, a work of Eugene O’Neill. 

ANSWER: The Iceman Cometh (1) [AH]
