1. At the end, the three sons of Carcinus dance to meet the challenge of the drunk main character, who is dressed as Polyphemus. Earlier, that same character was trapped in his house, which has been shrouded in a net and is guarded by slaves Sosias and Xanthias. The central event features the defense that the dog Labes cannot play the lyre, and should thus be acquitted of stealing a Sicilian cheese. For 10 points, identify this Aristophanes play in which the son Bdelycleon attempts to stop Philocleon’s addiction to serving as a juror, named for the chorus of old Athenian men with stingers.
ANSWER: The Wasps [or Spheke]

2. He caught and threw back the first of three poisoned stone spears thrown by the giant chief Ysbaddaden, while his own spear held one wound and nine counter-thrusts, as stated in the tale of Culhwch and Olwen. He is also described as drawing blood on the battlefield before any three men under arms, despite being one-handed. According to Mallory, he saw the Queen of the Waste Land, the Queen of Northgalis, and Queen Morgan le Fay wearing black hoods on a barge which came to pick up his liege. For 10 points, name this survivor of the battle of Camlann who was charged with throwing Excalibur back to the Lady of the Lake.
ANSWER: Sir Bedivere [or Bedwyr]
3. He enlisted in the US Army in 1987 and served for a brief time with the 101st Airborne Division. However, he was discharged in 1989, supposedly for smoking marijuana, after he learned to design the explosives that killed Alice Hawthorne. Robert Sanderson was killed in another blast in Birmingham, Alabama. Turkish cameraman Melih Uzunyol was not directly killed by an explosion, but died of a heart attack as he raced to the scene of the July 27, 1996 bombing of the Atlanta Olympics. For 10 points, name this criminal, who in April 2005 reached a plea agreement with prosecutors, sparing him the death penalty. 
ANSWER: Eric Robert Rudolph [do not accept Richard Jewell]

4. Last name’s the same: a physicist paired with a Japanese physicist in a formula for the differential of the cross-section with respect to solid angle for Compton scattering. He is also paired with two Germans in a relativistic version of Schrodinger’s equation for spinless particles, and a model attempting to unify electromagnetism and gravity in a 5-dimensional spacetime. A mathematician of this name published the Erlangen Program, and gives his name to the smallest non-cyclic group and a closed surface which is the sole exception to the Heawood Conjecture. For 10 points, give the name associated with Nishina, Gordon, and Kaluza, as well as a non-orientable 2-manifold, known as its namesake’s “bottle.”
ANSWER: Klein 

5. A few years after its formation, the “give in or get out” campaign led by Léon Gambetta ousted its premier. Its first president was a historian who wrote The Mississippi Bubble: A memoir of John Law. That man’s successor bungled an attempt to increase the power of the monarchist faction in the “16th of May” incident. That Marshall MacMahon scandal was followed by many others, including the Boulanger scandal, the Panama scandal, and the Dreyfus Affair. For 10 points, name this government which ended with France’s invasion by Germany in 1940.
ANSWER: Third Republic [or Troisieme Republic]


6. In this tale, the narrator’s friend recites a poem which ends, “A hideous throng rush out forever, / And laugh—but smile no more.” That recitation leads the narrator’s friend to express a belief in the sentience of all vegetable things, including the stones of his ancestral home and the waters of the nearby tarn. The narrator tries to comfort his friend by reading the “Mad Trist” of Sir Launcelot Canning, and becomes increasingly discomfited as the sounds of the story are reproduced in the building around him and the narrator’s friend’s sister breaks free of her confinement. Madeline reappears in her burial shroud in after being buried alive by her brother Roderick in, for 10 points, what Poe story?
ANSWER: “The Fall of the House of Usher”


7. This artist collaborated with the designer of the Medici Palace on several projects, possibly including his St. Louis of Toulouse. His Judith and Holofernes shows Judith straddling her foe’s chest and standing on his wrist to steady him for a second blow. A church built on the former site of a grain market was the site for a piece in which he used his technique of schiacciato to present a holy warrior facing off against a monstrous foe. A Roman monument of Marcus Aurelius on horeseback inspired his depiction of Erasmo da Narni. He used poplar for a late piece showing the emaciated figure of Mary Magdalene. For 10 points, name this sculptor of the first free-standing nude since antiquity, a bronze David.
ANSWER: Donatello [or Donato de Betto di Bardi]
8. Jared Diamond noted a possible heterozygote advantage of tuberculosis resistance for carriers of this genetic disorder. DdeI RFLP is frequently used to detect the key genetic error on chromosome 15 that causes this syndrome. The disease is caused by defects in the gene for alpha-N-acetylhexosaminidase, whose deficiency leads to the buildup of GM2 gangliosides in the brain. For 10 points, name this lysosomal disorder, named for a British ophthalmologist and an American neurologist, whose incidence is unusually high in Ashkenazi Jews. 
ANSWER: Tay-Sachs disease


9. Livy explains the use of the word “Thalassius” in a description of this event. The ensuing conflict saw the offering of the first “spoils of honor,” when the prince of the town of Caenina was killed. The towns of Antemnae and Crustumium also attempted to retaliate, but were easily defeated. Titus Tatius’s bribing of Tarpeia and the subsequent flinging from a rock also occurred during the war sparked by this action that occurred during the Consualia and resulted in the adoption of the name “Quirites” to placate the aggrieved families. For 10 points, name this event in which the Romans kidnapped and forcibly married young ladies from a neighboring tribe.
ANSWER: Rape of the Sabine Women [or Abduction of the Sabine Women or any equivalent term that mentions Sabines]

10. This poet’s “The Foolish Virgin” claims that “the only thing women can ultimately imagine is security.” He envies “caterpillars, who portray the innocence of a second childhood,” and “moles, the slumber of virginity” in “Alchemy of the Word.” In “Bad Blood,” he decries his “narrow brain” and “awkwardness in competition,” and wishes to come back “with limbs of iron, with dark skin and angry eyes.” Such sections as “The Impossible,” “Farewell,” are, like all those poems, from his collection that followed The Spiritual Hunt and Illuminations, A Season in Hell. For 10 points, name this author who also wrote The Drunken Boat but published nothing after age twenty, a one-time lover of Paul Verlaine.

ANSWER: Arthur Rimbaud
11. In plants, it is the synthetic precursor of gamma-aminolevulinic acid, which is used to synthesize heme and chlorophyll. The first committed step of the urea cycle is allosterically activated by the N-acetylated version of this compound, while the gamma-carboxylated version is found in four clotting factors that require vitamin K for their synthesis. Obtained from the transamination of alpha-ketoglutarate, this nonessential amino acid binds to NMDA receptors. For 10 points, identify this major excitatory neurotransmitter in the brain that has an edible monosodium salt.
ANSWER: glutamate [or glutamic acid]

12. At his death, he was starting a campaign to make Aphthartodocetism the official doctrine of the church. Earlier, his attempts at religious uniformity included an order barring Samaritans from teaching positions and the kidnapping of Pope Vigilius during the Three Chapters Controversy. His own reforms were led by the ministers Peter Barsymes and John of Cappadocia, while his similarly named uncle clashed with his aunt Lupicina to repeal a law forbidding members of the senatorial class from marrying lower-class women, allowing him to wed a notortious prostitute, Theodora. For 10 points, name this Byzantine emperor who ordered the codification of Roman law.

ANSWER: Flavius Justinianus I [or Petrus Sabbatius]

13. Provinces currently in this region include Cuneo, Asti Novara, Torino, and Vercelli. This region’s Langhe hills house the vineyards that produce Barolo and Barbaresco. Situated near the Monviso range, its control of Alpine passes led to its critical importance in the early Church and the establishment of major sees at Aosta and Asti. Its capital city features the Palazzina di Caccia di Stupingi, a former residence of members of the house of Savoy, as well as a famous shroud. For 10 points, name this region of northwestern Italy centered on Turin and named for its position in the foothills of mountains.

ANSWER: Piedmont [or Piemonte]
14. This former Astral Projection singer recorded an album of Mozart pieces with Chick Corea and the album Hush with Yo-Yo Ma. He teamed with Manhattan Transfer to win a Grammy for “Another Night in Tunisia” off the Spontaneous Inventions album, which also featured his first collaboration with Robin Williams, who later appeared in one of his videos. His massive hit off Simple Pleasures followed his first widely known song, the theme to The Cosby Show. For 10 points, name this singer who was trying to make an ironic comment on Ronald Reagan but saw most people miss the point of “Don’t Worry, Be Happy.”
ANSWER: Bobby McFerrin
15. One tradition states that he was the son of the widow of Sarephta, who was raised from the dead by Elijah. The minor prophetical work bearing his name contains no prophesies, but its episodes include its protagonist’s attempted journey towards Tarshish. Another famous episode relates gourd that God sends to shelter the protagonist while he watches over the city of Nineveh. For 10 points, identify this Biblical author, fifth of the minor prophets, whose attempt to flee his prophetic mission led to his being swallowed by a giant fish.
ANSWER: Jonah
16. He succeeded Walter Bedell Smith on the strength of early achievements such as working with Fritz Kolbe to acquire documents regarding the Messerschmidt Me 262. He was fired for writing the Operation Northwoods document, which suggested that the American government fake an attack by Cuba. Earlier, after coordinating the deposition of Jacobo Arbenz, he worked with Kermit Roosevelt to command Operation Ajax, in which Prime Minister Mohammed Mossadegh of Iran was overthrown. For 10 points, name this CIA director, younger brother of Eisenhower’s Secretary of State John Foster.
ANSWER: Allen Welsh Dulles [prompt on Dulles]

17. This man wrote a set of 6 piano sonatas dedicated to his student Josepha Auernhammer, and “Spring,” “Hunt,” and “Dissonant” are among the six string quartets he dedicated to Joseph Haydn. His operas include Scipio’s Dream and Mithridates, King of Pontus, although he may be better known for one containing the arias “Voi Che Sapete” and “Non Piu Andrai.” Later symphonies include #38, “Prague” and #41, “Jupiter,” but his career was cut short while writing his Requiem. For 10 points, name this Austrian composer of Eine Kleine Nachtmusik and The Marriage of Figaro

ANSWER: Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart
18. The Poynting correction is used in the calculation for this value based on that for a saturated solution. For a van der Waals gas at a temperature below the Boyle temperature, its value is less than the pressure of the gas, while its value for an ideal solution is given by the Lewis-Randall rule. The limit of its value as pressure approaches zero is defined as the pressure; thus its value for an ideal gas is the pressure of the gas. First proposed by G.N. Lewis to correct for nonidealities in a substance’s chemical potential, for 10 points, identify this measure of the “escaping tendency” of a gas. 
ANSWER: fugacity
 
19. One character in this work whistles the song “Lillabullero” when upset or confused, and its author prefaces many of allusions to theater with invocations to his friend David Garrick. The title character blames his mother’s ill-timed question about the house-clock for his misfortunes, citing the traumatic effect of the question upon the Homunculus. The relationship of Bridget and Corporal Trim outlasts that of the Widow Wadman and the main character’s uncle, who was wounded in the groin at Namur. For 10 points, identify this work, whose characters include the title character’s uncle Toby and father Walter, written by Lawrence Sterne.
ANSWER: The Life and Opinions of Tristram Shandy, Gentleman


20. This man’s De Hebdomadibus is a philosophical commentary on Boethius, and he discusses the dichotomy between the believer and the philosopher in a work completed upon his return to Italy. He wrote a commentary on Peter Lombard’s Sentences, Magnus, then moved to Paris where he wrote works like On Being and Essence and The Principles of Nature. While serving as a magistrate in Rome he wrote On the Eternity of the World and On There Being Only One Intellect, but he is better known for works like On the Soul that attempted to reconcile Christian thought with Aristotle. For 10 points, name this student of Albertus Magnus who wrote the Summa Theologica.

ANSWER: Saint Thomas Aquinas

Extras

With “Offensive,” it is the title of a Wilfred Owen poem that describes those whose “feet had come to the end of the world.” Text from William Blake’s “Sound the Flute!” and Tippett’s oratorio “A Child of Our Time,” is found in Britten’s symphony written for soprano, alto, tenor, boys’ chorus, and orchestra. According to e.e. cummings, it is the time when the “balloonman / whistles far and wee.” With “Snow,” it is the title of a novel in which Kioyaki dies at the age of 20 after having an affair with Satoko and finding out that she is pregnant. For 10 points, identify this word that is also the nickname of Beethoven’s fifth violin sonata in F major and Schumann’s first symphony.
ANSWER: spring

At centimeter wavelengths, it has high circular polarization and low linear polarization content, making it unusual among other objects of its type. Time variations in it were first detected by Brown and Lo in 1982, and this object itself was first detected by Brown and Balick. Charles Townes and Richard Gentzel hypothesized about its nature, and their hypothesis was confirmed in 2002 when a team at the Max Planck Institute discovered a star called S2 orbiting this object at a period of 15 years. For 10 points, identify this compact object, a black hole that is the active galactic nucleus of the Milky Way that takes its name from the archer constellation. 
ANSWER: SgrA* or Sagittarius A
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1. Identify the following about a Chinese minority group for 10 points per part.
[10] Originally an agrarian society that settled in the Songhua River Valley, this ethnic minority overran China in 1644 and founded the Qing Dynasty.

ANSWER: Manchu [or Jurchen]
[10] The Manchu believed themselves to be descended from the rulers of the minor Jin Dynasty, who had forced this dynasty to move its capital south from Kaifeng to Hangzhou in 1127.
ANSWER: Song dynasty
[10] In order to create a visible social hierarchy, the Manchus required all native Chinese men to wear this distinguishing feature.

ANSWER: bian [or queue; or pigtail; or equivalents]

2. Egyptian solar deity stuff, for 10 points each.
[10] This patron god of Heliopolis rides across the sky in the solar barque Manjet; every night, he contends with the snake-demon Apep in the underworld.
ANSWER: Ra or Re
[10] The worship of Ra was briefly superceded when this god, representing the solar disc, became the focus of a cult during the reign of Amenhotep IV.
ANSWER: Aten
[10] The god Khepri, typically shown rolling the Sun across the sky, was associated with this creature.
ANSWER: scarab beetle [prompt on beetle]

3. Name these authors of novels featuring diaries for 10 points each.

[10] This author’s The Key concerns a husband and wife who hide their diaries from each other, and he also wrote Diary of a Mad Old Man. His non-diary works include The Makioka Sisters and Some Prefer Nettles.
ANSWER: Junichiro Tanizaki
[10] In this man’s Ada, Blanche spreads rumors about the love of Ada and her half-brother Van after reading the latter’s diary. He also wrote Pale Fire and Invitation to a Beheading.

ANSWER: Vladimir Vladimirovich Nabokov 

[10] This author wrote about the reminiscings of a retired writer in The Private Papers of Henry Ryecroft, but you may know him better for works like The Odd Women and New Grub Street.
ANSWER: George Gissing

4. Name these things that make the equations of electromagnetism look pretty, for 10 points each.
[10] Maxwell’s equations can be reduced to 2 wave equations in the scalar and vector potentials, using this operator, typically symbolized box or box squared, the generalization of the Laplacian from 3-space to Minkowski space.
ANSWER: d’Alembertian
[10] The reduction to 2 wave equations requires setting this gauge.
ANSWER: Lorenz
[10] In the system of natural units named for Lorentz and this man, Maxwell’s equations appear particularly simple. He is perhaps better known for his eponymous step function.
ANSWER: Oliver Heaviside

5. Name these artists who are associated with Rubens for 10 points each.

[10] Rubens was commissioned to paint the ceiling of the Banqueting Hall at the Palace of Whitehall, which had been designed by this architect 16 years earlier.
ANSWER: Inigo Jones
[10] This artist worked for a time as the chief assistant to Rubens. He depicted Charles V on horseback.
ANSWER: Anthony van Dyck
[10] Rubens collaborated with this painter, nicknamed “Velvet,” on such works as the Madonna in a Wreath of Flowers and the Allegory of Sight.
ANSWER: Jan Brueghel [prompt on Flower, Paradise, or Brueghel]
6. Name these features associated with mature or old streams, for 10 points each.
[10] This is a snaking curve in a stream flowing through a region with a very low gradient; it is named for a river in Turkey.
ANSWER: meander
[10] When a meander is cut off, this type of stagnant, curved pool is left behind.
ANSWER: oxbow lake [accept billabong]
[10] These cone-shaped features are typically formed from sediment deposited when a stream exits a canyon onto a plain. They often host multiple braided streams.
ANSWER: alluvial fans

7. Answer the following about the War of the Spanish Succession for 10 points each.
[10] The inbred Carlos II willed his kingdom to this Angevin, a grandson of Louis XIV. 
ANSWER: Philip V of Spain
[10] This August 13, 1704 battle, won by forces under the Duke of Marlborough and Eugene of Savoy, eliminated Bavaria from the war. 
ANSWER: Battle of Blenheim
[10] The war was ended by a series of treaties signed at this Dutch town, which at the time seemed to consist mostly of meaningless formal recognitions among monarchs. However, its most important long-term provision was the Spanish transfer of the slave trade to Britain.

ANSWER: Peace of Utrecht

8. Identify the following about catalysts in organic chemistry for 10 points each.
[10] Aluminum chloride is commonly used as the catalyst for this electrophilic aromatic substitution reaction that results in the substitution of a hydrogen atom with an alkyl or acyl group.
ANSWER: Friedel-Crafts
[10] Lindlar’s catalyst, used for the synthesis of cis-alkenes from alkynes, consists of a palladium surface “poisoned” with barium sulfate and this alkaloid.
ANSWER: quinoline
[10] Antibodies that catalyze this type of concerted rearrangement of allyl enol ethers to an unsaturated carbonyl have been used to synthesize prephenate from chorismate.
ANSWER: Claisen rearrangement

9. The title characters are Maureen and Bamford Smales, who go into hiding after a bloody revolution takes place, and are protected only by their servant. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel.
ANSWER: July’s People

[10] July’s People was written by this author of The Burger’s Daughter, the 1991 literature Nobel winner.
ANSWER: Nadine Gordimer
[10] This Gordimer novel follows the failing farmer Mehring who explores Zulu creation myths to explain his begruding conclusion that Africa will eventually be returned to black ownership.

ANSWER: The Conservationist
10. Name these politicians whose names have come up in corruption scandals for 10 points each.
[10] This Texas Representative and House Majority Leader has come under even more flak from Democrats and even some within his own party for paying his wife and daughter out of his campaign funds among many, many other ethical lapses.
ANSWER: Thomas DeLay
[10] This man, the at-large representative from Vermont and Congress’s only self-declared socialist, has been targeted by Republicans for paying his wife and stepdaughter more than $150,000 from campaign contributions.

ANSWER: Bernard “Bernie” Sanders
[10] This independent Vermont senator, who swung control of the Senate when he left the Republicans in 2001, put to rest any corruption talk stemming from the Sanders controversy by denying that his family members had ever worked for him on any campaigns. He announced his retirement in April 2005.
ANSWER: James “Jim” Jeffords

11. Identify the following about a geologic period for 10 points each.

[10] One major site of fossils from this period is the Maotianshan Shales near Kunning, which contain some possible chordates. These fossils provide the best evidence for the diversity “explosion” that occurred during this earliest period of the Paleozoic Era. 
ANSWER: Cambrian Period
[10] This best-known source of Cambrian-period fossils is found in British Columbia and was extensively studied by Wittington, Briggs, and Conway Morris in the 1980’s. A famous account of this fossil formation appears in Stephen Jay Gould’s Wonderful Life. 
ANSWER: Burgess Shale
[10] Members of this class of extinct arthropods are common in both the Maotianshan and Burgess Shales. Their subclassification depends largely upon glabellum and pygidium morphology, as well as facial sutures. 
ANSWER: trilobites [or Trilobita]

12. Name these battles fought during the War of 1812 for 10 points each.

[10] Oliver Hazard Perry defeated Robert Heriot Barclay after moving from the Lawrence to the Niagara and ensured American control of the Great Lakes at this engagement.

ANSWER: Battle of Lake Erie
[10] The defeat of the Americans at this August 1814 battle in Maryland enabled the British to march on and burn Washington, D.C.
ANSWER: Battle of Bladensburg
[10] This 1812 battle was a humiliating loss for the Americans in the upper Midwest as inept American General William Hull surrended his entire force as well as 39 cannon to the British.
ANSWER: Battle of Fort Detroit

13. Name these Norman Mailer works for 10 points each.
[10] Dalleson and Toyaku square off at Anopopei despite their mutual incompetence in this novel set in the South Pacific during World War II. 
ANSWER: The Naked and The Dead
[10] This nonfiction book centers on the psychopathic murderer Gary Gilmore, who in 1977 became the first person put to death in the United States since the reintroduction of the death penalty.
ANSWER: The Executioner’s Song
[10] This 1970 Mailer work gives the dramatic history of the Apollo 11 lunar landing one year earlier.
ANSWER: Of a Fire On The Moon

14. Identify these pre-Norman rulers of England for 10 points each.
[10] This son of Emma of Normandy succeeded Harold I. After dying of a fit during a wedding feast, he was succeeded by his half-brother Edward the Confessor.
ANSWER: Hardecanute
[10] The grandfather of Hardecanute, this Dane invaded England several times in the early eleventh century. He finally succeeded in conquering England in 1013 but reigned for only five weeks before dying.
ANSWER: Sweyn I Forkbeard [or Sven I Forkbeard]
[10] This king, who reigned during the invasions of Sweyn Forkbeard, was renowned for his heavy reliance on the Witan, which gave him his nickname meaning”without counsel.” He was the father of Edward the Confessor.
ANSWER: Ethelred II the Unread(y)


15. He wrote the line, “Tonight I can write the saddest lines.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Chilean poet of “La United Fruit Company.”
ANSWER: Pablo Neruda [or Neftalí Ricardo Reyes y Basoalto]
[10] The line comes from this second Neruda collection, which was inspired by an unhappy affair reflected in the contrasting moods of the title.
ANSWER: Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair [or Veinte poemas de amor y una canción desesperada]
[10] One of the noted poems in Neruda’s Canto General discusses the “heights” of this place.

ANSWER: Machu Picchu


16. Answer the following about religious holidays that fall in the spring, for 10 points each.
[10] This Hindu festival celebrates the death of the daughter of Hiranyakashipu, as well as the divine love of Radha for Krishna.
ANSWER: Holi
[10] This Jewish festival, commemorated by eating hamantaschen and getting blasted, commemorates events related in the book of Esther and falls during the month of Adar.
ANSWER: Purim
[10] March 19 and May1 are the two feast days of this saint, the patron of workers, the family, a good death, and Italy. 
ANSWER: St. Joseph
17. Name these rivers with animal-like names, for 10 points each.
[10] It was into this river that flows through Hyde Park, London, that Percy Shelley’s wife, Harriet, drowned herself in 1816.
ANSWER: Serpentine River
[10] This river that flows through Southern Georgia and North Florida rises in the Okefennoke Swamp and empties into the Gulf of Mexico.

ANSWER: Suwanee River
[10] Rising in the Taurus mountains of Turkey, it joins its counterpart near Al Qurna in southern Iraq before emptying into the Persian Gulf.
ANSWER: Tigris River


18. Identify the following composers of rhapsodies for 10 points each.
[10] His Alto Rhapsody, a setting of Goethe’s poem “Harzreise im Winter,” was written for the marriage of Julie Schumann, his friend Clara’s daughter.
ANSWER: Johannes Brahms
[10] This violin teacher whose pupils included Yehudi Menuhin and Arthur Grumiaux is perhaps best known for composing two Romanian Rhapsodies.
ANSWER: Georges Enescu [or George Enesco]
[10] This composer of the tone poem “The Isle of the Dead” and the choral symphony “The Bells” also wrote a Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini.
ANSWER: Sergei Vasilievich Rachmaninoff
19. Identify these Social Darwinists for 10 points each.
[10] This British author of Man Versus the State and The Developmental Hypothesis coined the term “survival of the fittest.”
ANSWER: Herbert Spencer
[10] This author of Folkways believed that the laws of evolution justified laissez-faire government, as in What Social Classes Owe to Each Other.
ANSWER: William Graham Sumner
[10] This disciple of Herbert Spencer, a journalist who wrote The English Constitution and Physics and Politics, explained the development of society in terms of natural selection, with those societies with governmental organization being superior to those without. 
ANSWER: Walter Bagehot

30: Some Experimental Reflections about Optimism, The First Ground of the Distinction of Regions in Space, a doctoral dissertation On Fire.

[10] Polk gained this sobriquet after winning Andrew Jackson’s old seat in the House of Representatives from Tennessee and gaining both political office and a useful friend in high places.
ANSWER: Young Hickory
[10] In his 1844 Presidential bid, Polk adopted this slogan for his pro-expansionist platform which involved the American occupation of Oregon.
ANSWER: “Fifty-four forty or fight!”
[10] This Warhawk was Polk’s Whig opponent in the 1844 election.
ANSWER: Henry Clay


Identify the following relating to mononucleosis for 10 points each.
[10] Mononucleosis is caused by this DNAvirus, which was the first virus to be identified as an oncovirus.
ANSWER: Epstein-Barr virus (accept EBV, human herpesvirus 4 ,or HHV4)
[10] EBV is a member of this family of viruses, which also includes the cytomegaloviruses and the causative agent of chicken pox.
ANSWER: herpesviruses or herpesviridae
[10] In areas where malaria is endemic, infection with Epstein-Barr virus early in life may lead to this type of childhood cancer.
ANSWER: Burkitt lymphoma (accept Burkitt’s lymphoma)
