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Toss-Up Questions

1. One of this poet’s works sourly concludes that even at their best, women are “but mummy possessed.”  Another of his works concludes more optimistically that as princes get new taxes in times of action and don’t remit them in peace, no winter shall abate the spring’s increase of his love.  Then again, in a more pessimistic mood he concluded that a woman who is true when you write a letter will be false before the reader comes “to two, or three”; that poem begins by inviting anyone who searches for a “true” and “fair” woman to “get with child a mandrake root” or “go and catch a falling star.”  FTP, name this author who expressed various opinions about women in his Songs and Sonnets, which also includes “The Good-Morrow” and “A Valediction Forbidding Mourning.”

ANSWER: John Donne
2. A conflict known as the “Black War” took place here during the period when George Arthur served as lieutenant governor.  Its first territorial governor, David Collins, had to deal with problems at the Risdon settlement and was assisted by botanist Robert Brown.  Its most famous governor was Sir John Franklin, who was removed from office in 1843, four years before he died looking for the Northwest Passage.  Under the British it was home to convict settlements at Port Arthur and Macquarie Harbor, but it was originally named for the governor of the Dutch East Indies by the explorer whom it is now named for.  FTP, name this island once known as Van Diemen’s Land, now an Australian state with capital at Hobart.

ANSWER: Tasmania (prompt on “Van Diemen’s Land” before it is mentioned)

3. In the second part of one of his books, this author considered distributions occasioned by the “division of landed property,” by “commerce,” and by “personal services and unproductive consumers” as three means of “increasing the exchangeable value of the whole produce.”  The first part of that book by this author discussed the “nature, causes, and measures of value” in the course of a consideration of the “principles of political economy.”  In his best-known book, this man offered a “short review” of the “savage or hunter state” before noting that the “sorrows of life” are “necessary to soften and humanize the heart,” which follows several chapters discussing conjectures of Condorcet and Godwin.  FTP, name this thinker whose 1798 Essay on the Principle of Population argues that the increase in population will exceed the increase in food supply, which just can’t be good.

ANSWER: Thomas Malthus
4. His brother was a furniture designer who also worked as his model, as seen in works like Bust of Diego.  He created what appears to be a rib cage with feelers attached in his Woman With Her Throat Cut, while a woman holds her hands over her breasts and has her ankles obscured by a rhombus of some sort in his Hands Holding the Void.  He worked with the Surrealists in Paris during the 1920s, when he produced works like Observing Head, before breaking with them and establishing his own distinctive style in works like The Forest.   FTP, name this Swiss sculptor best known for works like Chariot and Tall Figures which depict elongated people.

ANSWER: Alberto Giacometti
5. His play A Lost Child’s Fireflies caused controversy when it was produced with an all-black cast.  A character in one of this man’s novels ties Hubert Ackley III in a race which he almost misses after being subjected to a lecture by Miss Hicks.  Another character in this man’s work goes for a car ride with Diana Steed, only to discover on his return that William Grogan has died.  That novel features a boy named Homer Macaulay, but this author of The Adventures of Wesley Jackson and My Name Is Aram had more success with plays like My Heart’s in the Highlands and the Pulitzer-winning The Time of Your Life.  FTP, name this Armenian-born author of The Human Comedy.

ANSWER: William Saroyan
6. This term denotes a directed lower subset of a poset.  One approximation of this name sets the resistivity to zero, while another approximation of this name sets the thermal conductivity and viscosity to zero, so that the Navier-Stokes equation reduces to the Euler equation.  In the ring of integers, all of these sets generated by primes are maximal.  A field has no proper ones, and each one can be made the kernel of a ring homomorphism.  This term is also used to denote a solution that obeys Raoult’s law, or a diffuse collection of elastically-colliding particles with no interaction forces and no volume.  FTP, give the term used to denote gases for which PV = nRT.

ANSWER: ideal
7. It was carried out by a group which had been stationed at Fort Lyon, and the leader was following orders given by the man who founded Northwestern University before becoming a territorial governor, John Evans.  It was the major episode in a war which was sparked by a dispute over the terms of the Treaty of Fort Laramie.  As many as 200 people were killed, even though a white flag was raised at the outset by the Cheyenne leader, Black Kettle. FTP, name this event which took place on November 28, 1864, a massacre of Native Americans by soldiers led by John Chivington which took place on a tributary of the Arkansas River.

ANSWER: the Sand Creek Massacre

8. Following the 2002 season, he was traded along with Ratko Varda and Brian Cardinal for a group of players which included Bobby Simmons and Hubert Davis.  In 2004, he was traded to his current team in a deal which also involved Christian Laettner and the draft rights to Devin Harris.  He was drafted after Antonio McDyess in 1995, one spot ahead of a college teammate who was taken fourth by the Bullets.  He started his career alongside Allen Iverson in Philadelphia, and played with Detroit before being traded for Rip Hamilton and with Washington before being traded to Dallas.  FTP, name this guard who played at North Carolina with Rasheed Wallace, a man who claims to have started the trend among NBA players of wearing tights.

ANSWER: Jerry Stackhouse
9. Its final section begins with an anecdote about a “solitary English gentleman” wandering Jerusalem to elucidate such questions as the “line of division between the tribes of Benjamin and Judah.”  Its first section notes that a man who was offered the post of sub-almoner to the Queen drew up an elaborate table for and against accepting the post, and after finding ten “negative reasons” decided to decline the offer.  The third of its four sections deals with a man who in 1828 accepted the headmastership of Rugby school, Thomas Arnold.  Also depicting Cardinal Manning, General Gordon, and Florence Nightingale, this is, FTP, what 1918 work of biography by Lytton Strachey?

ANSWER: Eminent Victorians
10. Vafthruthnir refers to this character as “Vingnir” in the Vafthruthnismol, and Grimnir claims that his home has 540 rooms in the Grimnismol.  He boasts of having thrown the eyes of the son of Alvaldi into the heavens, and of killing the stone-headed owner of Gullfaxi, in the Harbarthsljoth.  Grimnir states that the greatest home he has ever seen is this character’s hall Bilskirnir, and Vafthruthnir mentions that both his sons will survive Ragnarok, and will share ownership of his most prized possession.  His chariot is drawn by Gap-Tooth and Tooth-Gnasher, a pair of magical goats.  FTP, name this husband of Sif, a son of Odin who wields the hammer Mjolnir.

ANSWER: Thor 

11. In bacteria, it modifies O2 of cytidine in the wobble position of isoleucine tRNA.  The first step in its degradation in the liver involves the formation of an adduct with alpha-ketoglutarate known as saccharopine.  In collagen, crosslinks can be formed by this amino acid and its hydroxylated derivative.  It is the substrate for ubiquitin ligase and for histone acetyltransferases.  In class I aldolases, this amino acid's side chain reacts with the enzyme substrate to make a Schiff base.  With a side chain consisting of an episilon-amino group, FTP identify this amino acid that, like histidine and arginine, has a basic side chain. 

ANSWER:  lysine or Lys or K
12. In the opening scene, one character gets up after being unable to sleep and begins figuring his debts to such people as Pasias and Ameinias.  In the next scene, we learn that one character was studying the moon when a lizard shitted on his face, after which that character served ash to his comrades for dinner.  Characters in this work include Chaerephon, who complains of being “prematurely cremated” in the final scene, and a creditor who threatens to take another character to court.  It centers on a farmer named Strepsiades who sends his son Pheidippides to The Thinkery, a school run by Socrates.  FTP, name this comic play by Aristophanes.

ANSWER: The Clouds or Nephelai
13. This man won an important victory at the battle of Andernach, where his rival Eberhard of Franconia was killed.  That battle was part of one of the revolts led by this man’s younger brother Henry, who was eventually made duke of Bavaria.  This man assumed the title “king of the Lombards” after he invaded Italy to take his future wife Adelaide from Berengar of Ivrea, and went on to depose Pope John XII in 963, a year after he had been crowned in Rome.  FTP, name this duke of Saxony who defeated the Magyars at Lechfeld and ruled as Holy Roman Emperor until 973.

ANSWER: Otto I or Otto the Great (or Otto II of Saxony) 
14. For a system coupled to a heat bath, its expectation value is related to the Helmholtz free energy in the Gibbs-Bogoliubov inequality.  Its mean value is stationary in neighborhoods of its discrete eigenvalues, according to the Ritz theorem.  In classical mechanics, the Routhian is defined so that it behaves like this function on all cyclic coordinates.  The Rayleigh-Ritz theorem forms the basis for the variational method, in which its expectation value for a trial wave function gives an upper bound on the ground state energy.  Defined in classical mechanics as a function of generalized coordinates and conjugate momenta, FTP name this quantum mechanical operator which corresponds to total energy.

ANSWER: Hamiltonian
15. Four works of this kind, including the “Norse” and “Keltic,” were written by Edward MacDowell.  Three of them were written by Johannes Brahms, including ones in C major and F-sharp minor which are his Opus 1 and 2.  Nine of them were written by Sergei Prokofiev, and ten of them, including ones known as the “White Mass” and “Black Mass,” were written by Alexander Scriabin.  A more famous group of them includes ones nicknamed “Les Adieux,” “Waldstein,” and “Hammerklavier.”  FTP, name this type of musical composition which includes the “Appassionata” and “Moonlight” by Beethoven.

ANSWER: piano sonatas (prompt on “sonata”)

16. He wrote about a young woman named Dreetta who wants to marry an Englishman but instead jumps to her death in his story “Puberty.”  His better known stories include “The Man with the Flower in his Mouth” and “The Black Kid.”  His second volume of poems, Pasqua di Gea, was dedicated to Jenny Schulz-Lander, whom he met while studying philology at Bonn.  He also wrote novels, such as 1904’s The Late Mattia Pascal, but is better known for plays, such as Liola and Henry IV.  FTP, name this Italian author best known for Six Characters in Search of an Author.

ANSWER: Luigi Pirandello
17. In Drosophila, genes involved in this process include concertina and fog.  In amphibians, bottle cells form near the gray crescent during this process that is initiated by the Spemann-Mangold organizer.  Steps involved include convergence, extension, and epiboly, as well as cell movement to create the primitive streak or the blastopore.  It results in the formation of the archenteron, and the formation of mesoderm, ectoderm, and endoderm cell layers.  FTP, identify this process of invagination that initiates the embryonic stage following the blastula.
ANSWER:  gastrulation (prompt on "invagination" before "convergence")

18. The first defense of this work was a pamphlet called Afterphilologie by the author’s friend Ernst Rohde, which was a response to an attack on this work entitled Philology of the Future by Ulrich Wilamowitz-Moellendorff.  The foreword notes that this work’s inspiration came as the “thunder of the battle of Wörth was rolling over Europe,” and asks such questions as “Is there a pessimism of strength?” and “Was Epicurus an optimist precisely because he was afflicted?”  After that “attempt at a self-criticism,” this work features 25 chapters, the last ten of which consider the work of a contemporary composer to whom the work’s preface is addressed.  Positing a dialectic between the “Apollinian” and “Dionysian,” FTP, name this work whose original subtitle referred to the “spirit of music” from which the titular artistic genre arose, the first book by Friedrich Nietzsche.

ANSWER: The Birth of Tragedy or Die Geburt der Tragödie
19. This man’s brother captured the city of Calleva, and one of this man’s sons completed the conquest of the Atrebates, prompting their leader Bericus to flee to a foreign court.  This man’s son Adminius had earlier fled to that same court, but the army he was hoping would reinstate him devolved into a seashell-gathering expedition.  A battle with a force under Aulus Plautius saw the death of his son Togodumnus, after which another son, Caractacus, continued the fight against the invasion ordered by Claudius.  In Geoffrey of Monmouth’s History of the Kings of Britain and Holinshed’s Chronicles, Togodumnus and Caractacus are replaced by Guiderius and Arviragus.  FTP, name this king of the Catuvellauni, the title character of a Shakespeare play featuring Cloten and Imogen.

ANSWER: Cymbeline or Cunobelinus
20. The “aesthetic dignity” of this work is the subject of the final essay in Erich Auerbach’s Scenes from the Drama of European Literature.  That essay refers to the “gray misery” of a poem in which the author speaks of his soul as a “hateful cloister” in which he paces for all eternity like a “miserable monk.”  Its first edition ended with a poem that mentions accursed sculptors who only hope that death will make their creations blossom; that edition was divided into five sections, including “Wine,” “Revolt,” and “Spleen and Ideal.”  First appearing in 1857, FTP, name this collection whose preface addresses a “hypocrite reader,” the best-known work of Charles Baudelaire.

ANSWER: The Flowers of Evil or Les Fleurs du Mal
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Bonus Questions

1. After coming across the story of Dido and Aeneas at the Temple of Venus, the narrator chats with an eagle who takes him to the title location.  FTPE:

[10] Name this unfinished poem written around the year 1380.

ANSWER: The House of Fame
[10] This English poet of The Book of the Duchess and The Legend of Good Women wrote The House of Fame.

ANSWER: Geoffrey Chaucer
[10] This short dream vision by Chaucer begins with the poet reading in Cicero’s Dream of Scipio, after which Scipio Africanus takes the poet to the much-visited Temple of Venus. 

ANSWER: The Parliament of Foules or The Parliament of Birds
2. They have been described by David St. Hubbins of Spinal Tap as "so close to being both plant and animal that it's like they can't make up their minds."  FTPE:

[10] Identify these indecisive organisms whose subgroups include Myxomycota and Acrasiomycota.  Their acellular type oozes about as a diploid aggregate and forms spores that produce haploid swarm cells.
ANSWER:  slime molds

[10] The giant multinucleate syncytium formed by acellular slime molds in their vegetative phase is known by this name.  The same name is given to the genus of the causative agent of malaria.

ANSWER:  plasmodium

[10] Conditions that are too unfavorable for the plasmodium to continue growing, but not unfavorable enough for the plasmodium to generate spores, result in a slime mold forming this dormant state that revives under wetter conditions.

ANSWER:  sclerotium or sclerotia
3. Her latest album, Ballads of the Broken Seas, is a collaboration with Mark Lanergan.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Scottish cellist and singer, who released The Green Fields of Foreverland with her second band, The Gentle Waves.

ANSWER: Isobel Campbell
[10] Before forming The Gentle Waves, Isobel Campbell was a member of this better-known Scottish band, whose albums include Dear Catastrophe Waitress and The Life Pursuit.

ANSWER: Belle & Sebastian
[10] Isobel Campbell left Belle & Sebastian in 2002, the year they released the soundtrack to this Todd Solondz film.  Its first section features Selma Blair as a college student who has anal sex with her black creative writing teacher.

ANSWER: Storytelling
4. An 1831 painting depicts this building “from the meadows” and features a horse-drawn cart in the foreground and a rainbow passing over the building in the background.  FTPE:

[10] Name this English edifice, which was depicted “from the bishop’s grounds” in an 1820 painting.

ANSWER: Salisbury Cathedral
[10] This English painter produced those depictions of Salisbury Cathedral, as well as an earlier painting of Dedham Vale.

ANSWER: John Constable
[10] John Constable may be best known for this 1821 painting, whose title object was located on the River Stour near Flatford Mill.

ANSWER: The Hay Wain
5. It began when Chief Hancock decided to attack the European settlers, who were eventually assisted in fighting him by Chief Tom Blunt.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this war, which broke out in 1711.

ANSWER: the Tuscarora War

[10] The Tuscarora War took place in this American state, which later in the 18th century was home to the Regulators’ War.

ANSWER: North Carolina
[10] Following the Tuscarora War many members of the tribe moved north, and in 1722 the Tuscarora became the sixth member of this group of tribes in New York.

ANSWER: the Iroquois Confederacy or the Iroquois League (prompt on “Six Nations”) 
6. The Aharanov-Bohm effect involves an electron interference pattern in which the acquired phase shift is proportional to the path integral of this quantity along the electron trajectories.  FTPE:

[10] Name this quantity whose curl gives the magnetic field.

ANSWER: magnetic vector potential

[10] The introduction of the vector potential is usually motivated by stating that the magnetic field is divergence-free, expressing the lack of observations of these particles, which would naturally quantize electric charge.

ANSWER: magnetic monopoles
[10] In regions of constant scalar potential, this quantity is given by the negative time derivative of the vector potential.

ANSWER: electric field
7. He studied with Marshall McLuhan at the University of Toronto, and McLuhan wrote the introduction to his first book, Paradox in Chesterton.  FTPE:

[10] Name this literary critic who died in 2003, after writing books devoted to such figures as Buckminster Fuller, Chuck Jones, and Samuel Beckett.

ANSWER: Hugh Kenner
[10] Hugh Kenner’s greatest accomplishment was a 1971 book purporting to describe the “era” of this American poet, whose works include The Cantos.

ANSWER: Ezra Pound
[10] Kenner’s The Invisible Poet dealt with this other American author, whose prose works include After Strange Gods and For Lancelot Andrewes.

ANSWER: Thomas Stearns Eliot

8. She was her husband’s third wife, and died less than two weeks after giving birth to his first son.  FTPE:

[10] Name this English queen, whose brother Thomas would later marry the widow of this woman’s husband.

ANSWER: Jane Seymour
[10] Jane Seymour was the mother of this English king, who came to the throne as a child in 1547 and ruled for six years.

ANSWER: Edward VI
[10] This nobleman became the effective ruler of England during the last years of Edward VI’s reign, having pushed aside the Duke of Somerset.  He tried to get the succession to pass to his daughter-in-law, Lady Jane Grey, but Mary got the better of him and had him executed in 1553.

ANSWER: John Dudley, 1st Duke of Northumberland (accept either) 

9. Name these mythical Theban queens, FTPE.

[10] After this woman turned into a weeping statue on Mount Sipylus, the only one to mourn her was her brother, who had served Poseidon as cupbearer and bedfellow.

ANSWER: Niobe
[10] This sister of Phobos and Deimos became queen of Illyria with the help of her daughter Agave.  Earlier, she had been the first queen of Thebes after it was founded by her husband.

ANSWER: Harmonia

[10] This queen’s oldest son grew up in the court of Polybus and Periboea of Corinth after being exposed on Mount Cithaeron.

ANSWER: Jocasta
10. Answer these related questions FTPE.  Here’s a hint: they’re all about science!

[10] This parameter is the amount of energy released when a gaseous atom gains an electron.  It is sometimes called the zeroth ionization energy.

ANSWER:  electron affinity or EA

[10] An estimate of an atom's electron affinity can be obtained by determining the energy of this orbital, one of an atom's two frontier orbitals.

ANSWER:  lowest unoccupied molecular orbital or LUMO

[10] This scientist's definition of electronegativity is given as the average of the ionization energy and electron affinity of an element.
ANSWER:  Robert Mulliken
11. The title character is Margery, who comes to London for the marriage of her sister-in-law Alithea to Sparkish.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1675 play, which features a rakish character who pretends to be a eunuch in order to sleep with married women.

ANSWER: The Country Wife
[10] This author of The Plain Dealer wrote The Country Wife.

ANSWER: William Wycherley
[10] In the 18th century, this noted actor and manager of the Drury Lane theater wrote a less naughty version of The Country Wife.

ANSWER: David Garrick
12.  If there’s one thing all ACF editors love, it’s cats.  Name these kinds of cats, FTPE:

[10] This freaky-looking breed derives from a cat named Susie who lived in the early 1960s.  Its name refers both to the part of the United Kingdom in which it originated and the unusual mutation which changes the appearance of its ears.

ANSWER: Scottish Fold
[10] These cats with pointed coat colors are renowned for their incessant and loud meowing.  In Get Fuzzy, Bucky Katt is one of these, while the Balinese is a longhaired variant on this breed.

ANSWER: Siamese
[10] All cats of this breed are thought to derive from an Egyptian cat named Zula which was bred with an English tabby cat.  They are one of the most popular shorthair breeds in America, and have a longhaired variant known as the Somali.

ANSWER: Abyssinian
13. Name these composers of octets, FTPE:

[10] His Opus 20 is an octet in E flat major, though he may be better known for works such as his Italian and Reformation symphonies.

ANSWER: Felix Mendelssohn
[10] This Danish composer’s Opus 17 is a string octet which is often paired with Mendelssohn’s.  He also wrote eight symphonies and the Echoes of Ossian overture.

ANSWER: Niels Gade
[10] This German composer of an octet for clarinet, bassoon, horn, and five string instruments is perhaps better known for such works as Ludus Tonalis and the Sonata for Tuba and Piano.

ANSWER: Paul Hindemith
14. Name these Italian writers of the 19th century, FTPE:

[10] He wrote two plays, including Adelchi, but is best known for having written the greatest of Italian novels, I promessi sposi.

ANSWER: Alessandro Manzoni
[10] He translated Sterne’s A Sentimental Journey into Italian, but is better known for an 1802 work considered the first Italian novel, The Letters of Jacopo Ortis.

ANSWER: Ugo Foscolo
[10] His two major novels are Mastro Don Gesualdo and I Malavoglia, which were the only two finished works of a projected five-volume series; he also wrote the novella Cavalleria rusticana.

ANSWER: Giovanni Verga 

15. The initial plan for its government was laid out at the 1819 Congress of Angostura, and its constitution was drafted at the 1821 Congress of Cucutá.  FTPE:

[10] Name this short-lived republic headed by Simón Bólivar.

ANSWER: Gran Colombia or Greater Colombia or Republic of Colombia

[10] The initial plan called for capitals in Bogotá, Caracas, and Quito, but Quito wasn’t liberated until this 1822 battle in which Sucre’s troops defeated those of Aymerich on the slopes of the namesake volcano.

ANSWER: Battle of Pichincha

[10] This man, one of the victorious commanders at the Battle of Boyacá, served as the first and only vice-president of Gran Colombia.

ANSWER: Francisco Paula de Santander
16. After his death his disciple Julius Frauenstädt published a complete edition of his works, which included such gripping texts as his On the Fourfold Root of the Principle of Sufficient Reason.  FTPE:

[10] Name this German philosopher, who also wrote essays on “spirit seeing” and on “philosophy at the universities.”

ANSWER: Arthur Schopenhauer
[10] Those essays by Schopenhauer are collected in this two-volume work, the second volume of which consists of “stray yet systematically arranged thoughts on a variety of subjects.”

ANSWER: Parerga and Paralipomena
[10] Schopenhauer is best known for this work in four volumes which first appeared in 1819.  In it, Schopenhauer argues that the first of the two title concepts is the real “thing in itself,” though others have argued that the term more properly applies to Matt Weiner.

ANSWER: The World as Will and Idea or The World as Will and Representation or Die Welt als Wille und Vorstellung
17. He moved on to work on the “Universals of Language” after making a controversial argument about language families in his early work.  FTPE:

[10] Name this anthropologist, whose The Languages of Africa presented his classification of that continent’s linguistic families.

ANSWER: Joseph Greenberg
[10] Joseph Greenberg was a student of this pioneering anthropologist, who held the first American chair of African studies.  His books include The Myth of the Negro Past and Man and His Works.

ANSWER: Melville Herskovits 

[10] Greenberg and Melville Herskovits both studied at Columbia with this notorious teacher of anthropologists, whose own works include The Mind of Primitive Man.

ANSWER: Franz Boas

18. The protagonist’s husband Julian dies in a duel after becoming convinced that his wife is having an affair with his secretary, Ernest.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1881 play by a Spanish dramatist.

ANSWER: The Great Galeoto or El Gran Galeoto
[10] This founder of the Bank of Spain and winner of the 1904 Nobel Prize for Literature wrote El Gran Galeoto.

ANSWER: José Echegaray
[10] The year after Echegaray won his Nobel Prize, this Polish novelist of Quo Vadis won a much-deserved Nobel of his own.

ANSWER: Henryk Sienkiewicz

19. Recent observations show that this star is rotating at 93% of its break-up rate, but is seen nearly pole-on.  FTPE:

[10] Name this nearby star, which has one of the first-discovered debris disks, and which was used for a time to calibrate the magnitude scale.

ANSWER: Vega or Alpha Lyrae

[10] The pole-on, rapid-rotator model for Vega was confirmed by two groups.  One group used the CHARA interferometer at this observatory near Pasadena, where Hubble spent most of his career. 

ANSWER: Mount Wilson Observatory

[10] Vega is a prototype of this spectral class, which received its designation in Williamina Fleming’s system due to having the strongest hydrogen lines.

ANSWER: A type or class

20. He lost a mayoral election to Jimmy Walker in 1929, but following the disclosures of Samuel Seabury and Walker’s forced resignation he won the position in 1933.  FTPE:

[10] Name this politician, who served as his city’s mayor until 1945 after winning the position as the Fusion candidate.

ANSWER: Fiorello La Guardia
[10] During World War II, FDR made La Guardia director of this office; he didn’t resign as mayor of New York, though, and was forced to commute to and from Washington.

ANSWER: the Office of Civilian Defense
