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Toss-Up Questions

1. One dissenter in this decision quoted his own argument in Fitzgerald v. Porter Memorial Hospital, which dealt with certain “basic values” deemed “fundamental.”  The chief justice wrote a concurring opinion which cited a text by one D. Bailey on the “western Christian tradition” and noted that the state had passed the statute in question in 1816.  The opinion by Justice White noted that the courts would be “very busy indeed” if a certain group of laws were to be invalidated under the Due Process Clause, and concluded that the appeal to the decision in Stanley was invalid.  The statute in question was finally overturned in 1998’s Powell decision, and this case’s result was reversed in Lawrence v. Texas.  FTP, name this 1986 Supreme Court decision which upheld a Georgia sodomy law.

ANSWER: Bowers v. Hardwick
2. One of these devices was suspended from a torsion fiber in an attempt to measure the effects of motion through the ether in an experiment conducted by Trouton and Noble.  Hartley oscillators use one of these devices for tuning, while a Colpitt oscillator uses two of these devices to split the voltage.  The first recorded example, which utilized a bottle filled with water, was invented by von Kleist in 1745; today, these components are used to store bits of data in DRAM.  In these devices, the current leads the voltage by 90 degrees, and the reactance goes as one over the frequency.  The displacement current is needed to explain the charging of, FTP, what circuit elements whose namesake property is measured in farads? 

ANSWER: capacitors or condensers

3. One of this author’s stories features a man who calls himself Obadiah Elihue, who is accused of idolatry by his wife Sarah Ruth after showing her a picture of God.  Another story by this author feature a girl who calls herself Star Drake, though her name is Sarah Ham, and ends with Farebrother’s discovery of a shooting.  In addition to “Parker’s Back” and “The Comforts of Home,” this author included “Judgment Day” and “Greenleaf” in a collection whose title story features Julian and his mother, who go downtown on the bus every Wednesday.  That story, “Everything That Rises Must Converge,” titles one collection of stories by this author of The Violent Bear It Away.  FTP, name this Southern writer of Wise Blood and “A Good Man Is Hard to Find.”

ANSWER: Flannery O’Connor

4. The man who created it would later agree to dissolve his Ostend Company in order to have it recognized.  The system which was founded upon it was maintained by the efforts of the Baron of Bartenstein, who negotiated a marriage between a person affected by it and Francis Stephen of Lorraine.  It went uncontested for 27 years until a death led such men as Charles Albert of Bavaria to contest it, resulting in a war that cost a certain nation control of Piacenza, Parma, and Silesia.  FTP, name this decree of 1713 which transferred the Hapsburg domains of Charles VI to his daughters, which led to the War of the Austrian Succession.

ANSWER: the Pragmatic Sanction of 1713 (or the Pragmatic Sanction of Charles VI)
5. This work’s epigraph is a Digger proverb which says that God gave every people a cup of clay from which they drank their life.  The author credits Reo Fortune’s study The Sorcerers of Dobu with supplying information about one of the three peoples this book considers.  The third chapter considers the concepts of Faustian and Apollonian man from Spengler’s Decline of the West in the course of discussing “The Integration of Culture,” while the book notes that we confuse local custom with “human nature” in the opening chapter, which also notes “our blindness to other cultures.”  Also considering the Kwakiutl and the Zuni peoples, FTP, name this 1934 anthropological work by Ruth Benedict.

ANSWER: Patterns of Culture
6. The type III secretory system has similar components to this structure in bacteria.  It has been found to be essential for cytokinesis in trypanosomes, examples of the protist phylum Mastigophora, which is characterized by the presence of these structures.  In bacteria, it includes the Fli [read:  flee] and Mot [read:  moat] proteins.  The eukaryotic version contains nexin, dynein, and tubulin, which forms microtubules in a (9+2) arrangement in the axoneme.  Consisting of a hook, filament, and basal body in prokaryotes, FTP identify this structure involved in cell motility and possessed by sperm.
ANSWER:  flagella or flagellum
7. In the author’s preface to this work, he notes that the inspiration for one of the female characters came from Virgil, who had written that a male character in this work had a child by her after being restored to life by Asclepius.  In the first act, that male character tells his tutor Theramenes that he wants to look for his father rather than stay in Troezen.  Later, Oenone comes to tell that character that the queen is dying of an unknown illness.  In Act Two, Aricia learns from Ismene that the title character’s stepson is in love with her, but he is later killed in a chariot accident caused by a sea monster.  FTP, name this play in which Hippolytus is loved by the titular wife of Theseus, a work by Jean Racine.

ANSWER: Phaedra or Phèdre 
8. He once saved a son of Vayu by placing an iron statue in front of the blind husband of Gandhari.  He was accused of murdering Prasena over the magic jewel Syamantaka, and his search for the jewel resulted in three weeks of single combat which ended with him killing the king of the bears, Jambhavan.  Agni gave him a magic quoit weapon which he used to kill Sisupala, the original betrothed of this character’s wife Rukmini.  His older brother was born from a white hair plucked from the serpent Sesha, and he was born from a black hair plucked from Vishnu.  FTP, name this avatar of Vishnu who lectures Arjuna in the Bhagavad Gita.
ANSWER: Krishna
9. He painted a woman standing by the shore with a wicker basket on her back and three kids to her side in his Mussel Collectors at Berneval.  He painted several portraits of the actress Jeanne Samary, and other subjects of portraits by this artist include Georges Rivière, Richard Wagner, and the daughters of Catulle Mendès.  In one of his best-known paintings, there are two men wearing sleeveless white shirts and yellow hats in the foreground, while a woman sitting at a table appears to be about to kiss a small dog.  Another of his well-known works is an 1876 painting showing a bunch of people dancing at the Moulin de la Galette.  FTP, name this Impressionist painter of the Luncheon of the Boating Party.

ANSWER: Pierre-Auguste Renoir
10. It is effectively unique, according to Lerch’s Theorem.  It can be inverted numerically using Talbot’s method or Weeks’ method or analytically using a vertical contour in a Bromwich integral, and in some cases the inverse can be obtained using Duhamel’s Convolution Principle.  In Hodge theory, the anticommutator of the exterior derivative and its adjoint operator gives the operator named for this method’s namesake; functions in the null space of that operator are said to be harmonic.  This method has largely replaced Heaviside’s operational calculus as a technique for turning differential equations into algebraic equations.  FTP, name this integral transform which reduces to the Fourier transform when s equals i omega.

ANSWER: Laplace transform
11. In his Memoirs this author writes about his acquaintance with Dietrich Grabbe, who is said to be a “drunken Shakespeare,” and reveals that his great-uncle wrote an oratorio in French verse called Moses on Mount Horeb.  He has a dialogue with an ironic lizard and chats with Signora Francesca in another prose work, The Town of Lucca, and wrote about his friendship with a drummer in the Napoleonic army in Ideas: The Book of Le Grand.  He wrote about a walking tour that took him to the Brocken in The Harz Journey, but he is better known for his poems, which were collected in books like Romanzero and the Book of Songs.  FTP, name this Jewish German poet of the early 19th century who also wrote Atta Troll and a ballad about the Lorelei.

ANSWER: Heinrich Heine
12. This empire’s forces retreated from a stand-off across the Ugra river after their Lithuanian allies failed to arrive.  Almost a century earlier, its army had defeated that of Vytautas, who was aiding one of this empire’s deposed rulers.  That ruler had reestablished the empire’s prominence two years after it suffered a defeat at Kulikovo under general Mamai.  Its second capital, Sarai Berke, was destroyed after the defeat of Mamai’s successor, Tokhtamysh.  Its initial holdings were split between two of Juchi’s sons, but Orda’s territories were soon taken over by Batu Khan.  FTP, name this Russian khanate which reached its greatest height under Ozbeg, whose name may have come from a magnificent tent belonging to Batu.

ANSWER: Golden Horde or Kipchak Khanate (accept Ulus Juchi until Juchi is mentioned)
13. Josef Hauer claimed to have beaten this man in developing his best-known innovation, which was expounded independently by Jef Golyscheff.  One of his early choral works was based on a poem by the Danish author Jens Peter Jacobsen, and called for three male choruses, five soloists, and an eight-part mixed chorus.  Another of his works was a setting of poetry by Albert Giraud and consisted of a cycle of 21 musical melodramas.  His Suite for Piano was the first piece composed in his distinctive style, while earlier works include the Gurre-Lieder and Pierrot Lunaire.  FTP, name this Austrian composer of the opera Moses and Aron and Transfigured Night, who is best known for developing the twelve-tone system.

ANSWER: Arnold Schoenberg

14. His last novel is a dialogue between two women in their 80s, while a conversation about the deflowering of the teenaged Ana is at the heart of his Blood of Requited Love.  This writer finished his first novel, whose title refers to events from the movie Blood and Sand, while working as a ticket agent for Air France at Idlewild Airport.  He died in Mexico City in 1990, two years after The Tropical Night Falls was published.  His first books are set in the town of General Vallejos, while Mexico, Brazil, and Buenos Aires are the settings for the rest.  FTP, name this Argentine author of Betrayed by Rita Hayworth and Kiss of the Spider Woman.

ANSWER: Manuel Puig
15. Reaction of it with an aromatic nitro compound results in formation of a carboxylic acid via the von Richter rearrangement.  The silver salt of it promotes reactions at the more electronegative center in this molecule; that more electronegative center coordinates with high-spin iron-III in Prussian blue.  It serves as a nucleophile in the Kiliani-Fischer synthesis that produces a sugar with one additional carbon, and in the Strecker synthesis for amino acid formation.  In the cell, it binds to cytochrome c oxidase and disrupts the electron transport chain, as does the isoelectronic carbon monoxide.  FTP name this anion that reacts with alkyl halides to give nitriles and that can be released by almonds.

ANSWER:  cyanide or CN- (read "C-N-minus")

16. They sang about a man who is “crystallized” and whose “eyes of glass stare directly at death” in the topical “Trapped Under Ice,” which appeared on their second album along with a song whose chorus features the lines “So let it be written / So let it be done / To kill the first born pharoah son / I’m creeping death.”  That album ended with the instrumental “The Call of Ktulu” and also featured “Fade to Black.”  “Leper Messiah” appeared on their next album, 1986’s Master of Puppets, which was followed by an album featuring their first music video, “One.”  In addition to …And Justice for All, they released an eponymous 1991 album which featured “The Unforgiven” and “Enter Sandman” and which is colloquially known as the “Black Album.”  FTP, name this heavy metal group featuring Lars Ulrich and James Hetfield.

ANSWER: Metallica
17. Much of it is said to have been created by a “King of the West” who produced it in prison before being ransomed for four chariots and a pretty girl.  It is composed of portions whose discovery is attributed to a legendary figure known as “The Great Bright One,” who is often depicted with his wife Nu Kua and who is said to have had the body of a serpent.  To use it, one joins eight figures known as bagua into one of 64 symbolic figures.  Attributed to Wenwang, it is one of the Five Classics.  FTP, name this Chinese text which is used for divination with hexagrams.

ANSWER: the I Ching or Book of Changes or Classic of Changes or Zhou Yi  

18. Its preface notes that the author would rather be “damned with Plato and Lord Bacon” than “go to Heaven with Paley and Malthus.”  That preface also notes that Milton was both a “republican” and a “bold inquirer into morals and religion,” and comments on the “pernicious casuistry” engendered in the mind by the Satan of Paradise Lost.  This work opens in the Indian Caucasus, where Ione and Panthea are seated at the feet of the title character.  It also features the Spirit of the Earth, the protagonist’s love Asia, and the mysterious Demogorgon, as well as the tyrannical Jupiter.  FTP, name this “lyrical drama” based on a work by Aeschylus and written by Percy Bysshe Shelley.

ANSWER: Prometheus Unbound 
19. After Quintus Catulus argued in his defense, this man was acquitted in a trial of adultery involving a woman named Fabia.  He was later put on trial again on charges relating to his service as governor of Africa, and after being acquitted again he used a platform calling for debt cancellation to gain support of the plebians in a run for the consulship.  That election failed, and after being tried yet again for murdering Marcus Marius Gratidianus he was defeated in the consular election of 62 BC, which led to a series of actions in which he was aided by Lentulus and Gaius Manlius. FTP, name this Roman politician who was opposed by Cicero and who fomented a conspiracy against the Senate.

ANSWER: Lucius Sergius Catiline or Catilina

20. This equation can be derived by truncating the BBGKY hierarchy at the second equation. Using an expansion based on the Knudsen number, the Navier-Stokes equation can be derived from this equation in the Chapman-Enskog procedure.  A related equation known as the Vlasov equation is appropriate for collisionless plasmas, while this equation gives the time evolution of a distribution function in the presence of short-range forces and particle collisions.  FTP, name this transport equation whose namesake shares credit for the equation for the distribution of gas velocities with Maxwell, and for the T to the fourth radiation law with Stefan.

ANSWER: Boltzmann transport equation
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Bonus Questions

1. Answer the following about dealing with the complications of a multi-electron system in quantum mechanics FTPE.

[10] This approximation neglects nuclear motion in considering the Schrodinger equation for multi-electron systems, since nuclei are much more massive than electrons.  One of its developers is also known for a probabilistic interpretation of the wave function.

ANSWER:  Born-Oppenheimer approximation

 [10] Schrodinger's equation can be made to look less ugly by using so-called atomic units.  This is the atomic unit for energy; it is named for a man who with Vladimir Fock developed an approximation that multi-electron systems can be considered a series of single-particle problems.

ANSWER:  Hartree
[10] This set of rules predicts the term symbol of the ground electronic state of a multi-electron atom.  One of them states that electrons will fill orbitals so as to maximize the overall spin state of the atom.

ANSWER:  Hund's rules

2.  It opens on the morning of November 23, 1850, when a gambler named John Oakhurst enters the title town.  FTPE:

[10] Name this story written in 1869, in which a bunch of scoundrels die in a blizzard.

ANSWER: “The Outcasts of Poker Flat”

[10] This American author wrote “The Outcasts of Poker Flat,” not to mention the immortal A Sappho of Green Springs.

ANSWER: Bret Harte
[10] This 1876 work was Bret Harte’s only novel, though it is better remembered today as an inspiration for James Joyce’s “The Dead.”

ANSWER: Gabriel Conroy
3. Name these recent Seattle Seahawks, FTPE:

[10] This Iowa State product is a backup quarterback for the Seahawks, but made his mark in last year’s playoffs when he caught a long pass in the NFC championship game.

ANSWER: Seneca Wallace
[10] Despite being a rookie in 2005, this linebacker from USC was selected to the Pro Bowl; his father also played in the NFL as a fullback for the Patriots.

ANSWER: Lofa Tatupu
[10] This wide receiver from Penn State won the first Belitnikoff Award.  He played five seasons with the Bears before joining the Seahawks, for whom he caught 67 passes in 2005.

ANSWER: Bobby Engram

4. Six months after it appeared, the man who issued it and Juan O’Donoju signed the Convention of Cordoba.  FTPE:

[10] Name this appeal issued in February, 1821, which called for Mexico to be independent and ruled by a European monarch.

ANSWER: the Iguala Plan or Plan de Iguala
[10] This man issued the Iguala Plan and named himself emperor of Mexico in 1822, though his reign would be short-lived as he was executed two years later.

ANSWER: Agustin de Iturbide or Agustin I

[10] This man opposed Iturbide’s Iguala Plan and helped to overthrow him; he himself became President of Mexico in 1833 and periodically led the country over the next twelve years.

ANSWER: Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna 

5. As its subtitle notes, it consists of letters of two lovers who live in a small town at the foot of the Alps.  FTPE:

[10] Name this best-selling novel of 1761, whose title character lives with her husband Wolmar at their estate of Clarens.

ANSWER: Julie, or the New Heloise or Julie or la Nouvelle Héloïse (accept either)

[10] This French author wrote Julie, or the New Heloise, as well as the ballet The Gallant Muses and the opera The Village Soothsayer.

ANSWER: Jean-Jacques Rousseau
[10] A year after Julie appeared, Rousseau published this five-part tome about the education of a young man; its fourth part features a Savoyard vicar who professes his faith.

ANSWER: Émile, or On Education or Émile, ou l’Education
6. Name these things associated with Brazilian science, FTPE.

[10] A limit named for Brazilian astrophysicist Mario Schönberg and this man gives the mass above which a helium core will contract.  Another limit named for him gives the maximum mass of a white dwarf.

ANSWER: Subrahmanyan Chandrasekhar

[10] This adjective is given to a semiring also known as the min-plus algebra, whose study was introduced by Brazilian mathematician Imre Simon.

ANSWER: tropical
[10] A casino in Rio de Janeiro provided Gamow with the name for the Urca process, in which cyclic beta decay and electron capture rob a collapsing pre-supernova core of its energy, producing floods of these leptons.

ANSWER: neutrinos
7. Name these judges of Israel, FTPE:

[10] This son of Hannah was trained by Eli, and would later anoint Saul as king.

ANSWER: Samuel
[10] He hid a short sword against his leg in order to murder Eglon, and later led the Ephraimites to victory against the Moabites.  His name is shared by a recent leader of the Kadima party.

ANSWER: Ehud
[10] He gave his men trumpets with which they bewildered the Midianites, after which this father of Abimelech murdered Zebah and Zalmunna, the Midianite kings.

ANSWER: Gideon
8. A bunch of men and dogs run around like idiots in his The Hunt in the Forest, while his other works include a portrait of Sir John Hawkwood on horseback.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Italian painter of the 15th century, whose name refers to his love of depicting birds in art.

ANSWER: Paolo Uccello or Paolo di Dono
[10] A man in purple armor on a white horse stabs the nostril of a creature with weird discs on its wings in Paolo Uccello’s depiction of the encounter between these two legendary figures.

ANSWER: Saint George and the Dragon
[10] Paolo Uccello is best known for his three depictions of this event of 1432; his paintings emphasize the contribution of Niccolo Maurizi da Tolentino.

ANSWER: the battle of San Romano

9. His recent books include The Conspiracy of Art and Passwords.  FTPE:

[10] Name this French “thinker,” known for advancing the dubious concept of “hyperreality” which claims that America doesn’t actually exist but is instead nothing but empty spectacles.

ANSWER: Jean Baudrillard
[10] Baudrillard is also notorious for discussing this concept, which he paired with “simulation” in a 1981 work.  It refers to a copy which is so distant from its original that it isn’t really a copy any more.

ANSWER: simulacra or simulacrum
[10] Baudrillard gained more fame, or perhaps contempt, in 1991 when he argued that this contemporary conflict did not take place.  Christopher Norris’s book Uncritical Theory, which is partly an attack on the postmodern views of Baudrillard, mentions this war in its subtitle.

ANSWER: the Gulf War (accept Persian Gulf War)

10. He helped to found the school that became NYU and introduced the spinning jenny to Russia after leaving politics.  FTPE:

[10] Name this representative from New York, who achieved notoriety in 1819 when he proposed two amendments, one of which would have prohibited bringing slaves to Missouri.

ANSWER: James Tallmadge
[10] Before entering Congress, James Tallmadge worked as a secretary to this governor of New York.  This man was known as “Magnus Apollo” because of his ties to the Federalists, and devoted an inordinate amount of time to getting the Erie Canal built.

ANSWER: De Witt Clinton
[10] This other New York governor appointed Tallmadge brigadier-general of the state’s militia in the War of 1812.  A few years later, he resigned from the governorship to become vice president.

ANSWER: Daniel Tompkins
11. As a drunken Eric Kwartler has often had occasion to realize, you can learn all sorts of things by staring at water.  FTPE:

[10] The deep blue color of the Mediterranean Sea inspired an Indian physicist to study this eponymous effect, in which a small fraction of scattered monochromatic light emerges with different frequency, resulting in Stokes and anti-Stokes lines.

ANSWER: Raman effect

[10] Nansen’s observation that icebergs tend to drift at an angle to the right of the wind inspired this man’s work balancing frictional and Coriolis forces in his namesake spiral.

ANSWER: Vagn Walfrid Ekman

[10] John Scott Russell noticed that after a horse-drawn boat stopped, the bow wave continued moving forward as a well-defined heap for over a mile.  This was the first observation of one of these nonlinear waves described by the Korteweg-deVries equation.

ANSWER: solitons
12. Name these English translators active during the Renaissance, FTPE:

[10] His A World of Words was a pioneering Italian-English dictionary, but he is better known for his 1603 translation of Montaigne’s Essays into English.  It has been argued that this man’s wife was the “Dark Lady” of Shakespeare’s sonnets.

ANSWER: John Florio
[10] He wrote a burlesque history of the privy in The Metamorphosis of Ajax, but this godson of Queen Elizabeth is better remembered for his pioneering translation of Orlando Furioso.

ANSWER: Sir John Harington
[10] This translator of the Amores of Ovid and part of the Pharsalia also wrote plays of his own, such as Edward II and The Jew of Malta.

ANSWER: Christopher Marlowe
13. He was given power by Antonio Carmona in 1932, and developed a “New State” with the backing of his secret police, the PIDE.  FTPE:

[10] Name this man, who held power in a European nation until 1968.

ANSWER: Antonio Salazar
[10] Antonio Salazar governed this country, which had previously been ruled by the Braganza dynasty.

ANSWER: Portugal
[10] After Salazar had a stroke, this man succeeded him as Prime Minister of Portugal.  His six years in office ended in a military coup known as the Carnation Revolution.

ANSWER: Marcelo Caetano 
14. She spent some time wearing the collars of asses after being imprisoned by the magic of Llwyd, a friend of her former suitor Gwawl.  FTPE:

[10] Name this woman who also spent seven years offering to carry people to court on her back after being falsely accused of killing her son Pryderi.

ANSWER: Rhiannon

[10] The stories of Rhiannon’s marriages to Pwyll and Manawydan are recounted in the first and third branches of this collection of Welsh myths.

ANSWER: Mabinogion
[10] Rhiannon was often identified with this Celtic horse goddess.  She was often depicted seated among multiple horses, or riding sidesaddle.

ANSWER: Epona
15. Answer the following about flowers in history FTPE:

[10] The Fujiwara clan was named for the wisteria garden where one of them plotted the overthrow of the Soga clan.  Their regency dominated politics during this peaceful period ended by the Genpei War.

ANSWER:  Heian period

[10] The hwarang, or flowering youth, were a group of young aristocrats who trained in the military arts in this early kingdom.  This kingdom, one of the Korean Three Kingdoms, conquered the other two kingdoms before falling to Koryo in 935 AD.

ANSWER:  Silla or Shilla
[10] Mao Zedong declared "Let a hundred flowers bloom, let a hundred schools of thought contend."  Over 2000 years earlier, the hundred schools of thought began during this period named for a chronicle of the state of Lu attributed to Confucius.

ANSWER:  Spring and Autumn period or Chun Qiu shidai
16. Name these 20th century German poets, FTPE:

[10] This Jewish author, who committed suicide in 1970, is considered the most important German poet of the second half of the 20th century.  He is best known for his “Deathfugue.”

ANSWER: Paul Celan (accept Paul Ancel)

[10] He wrote a novel, The Notebooks of Malte Laurids Brigge, but is better known for poems collected in works like The Book of Hours and Sonnets to Orpheus.

ANSWER: Ranier Maria Rilke
[10] She wrote about the Holocaust in 1947’s In the Dwellings of Death, while her other books include Journey into a Dustless Room and O the Chimneys.  With Shmuel Yosef Agnon, she was awarded the Nobel Prize in 1966.

ANSWER: Nelly Sachs
17. He wrote music for such plays as Epsom Wells and Abdelazar, while his music for The Libertine features the song “In these delightful pleasant groves.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this composer, whose wife collected a number of his “airs and songs” in the posthumous Orpheus Britannicus.

ANSWER: Henry Purcell
[10] This 1692 work by Henry Purcell is a setting of an adaptation of A Midsummer Night’s Dream; its title refers to a female character from that play.

ANSWER: The Fairy-Queen
[10] John Dryden wrote the libretto for this Purcell opera, which features a blind princess named Emmeline who is loved by the title character and kidnapped by King Oswald.

ANSWER: King Arthur
18. The addition of atropine causes it to dilate, and one abnormal type is known as the Marcus-Gunn type.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this part of the eye, which responds to the amount of light hitting the retina.

ANSWER: pupil
[10] When either eye is exposed to bright light, both pupils contract reflexively.  The pupillary reflex is controlled by this neurotransmitter of the parasympathetic nervous system.

ANSWER: acetylcholine or ACh
[10] Atropine causes the pupil to dilate because it is an antagonist of these acetylcholine receptors that are coupled to G proteins.

ANSWER: muscarinic acetylcholine receptors

19. Though Pope Gregory XI called for his arrest in 1377, the University of Oxford refused to condemn him.  FTPE:

[10] Name this English theologian who argued that the church was in a state of sin and should therefore give up all its temporal possessions, a view which was understandably not shared by the Pope.

[10] Wycliffe’s views were thought to have helped in fomenting this uprising, which led to the murder of Archbishop Simon of Sudbury.  

ANSWER: the Peasants’ Revolt or Peasants’ Rebellion or Wat Tyler’s Rebellion (accept equivalents)

[10] After Simon of Sudbury was murdered, this great-grandson of Edward I succeeded him as Archbishop of Canterbury.  He had Wycliffe’s views declared heretical in 1382.

ANSWER: William Courtenay
20. Answer the following about the Peruvian desert, FTPE.

[10] This plateau near the southern end of the desert is home to a series of immense line figures made by the namesake culture about 2000 years ago.

ANSWER: Nazca plateau

[10] In 1998 the Sechura desert flooded, forming the second largest lake in Peru, due to one of these events.

ANSWER: El Niño

[10] At its southern end, the Peruvian desert shades into this extremely dry Chilean desert.

ANSWER: Atacama desert
