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Toss-Up Questions

1. One character in this novel tries to read The Fountainhead while taking a bus to Boston, where he meets up with Mrs. Jared and his mother and learns that his parents are getting divorced.  Another character is obsessed with a man named Victor who doesn’t think of her while he’s traveling through Europe, while the third main character has a French roommate named Bertrand.  A minor character in the book is Clay, the protagonist of the author’s first novel.  This novel is set at a small school in New Hampshire in the fall of 1985, where Paul Denton, Lauren Hynde, and Sean Bateman are all students.  FTP, name this novel, the follow-up to Less than Zero by Bret Easton Ellis which was made into a movie starring Jessica Biel.

ANSWER: The Rules of Attraction
2. One phase of this conflict ended at the battle of Fort Stephenson, where George Croghan proved victorious.  Another battle in this conflict was fought at Queenston Heights, where Isaac Brock was killed by a sharpshooter.   General Winchester’s militia was massacred after surrendering to Henry Procter, an event known as the River Raisin Massacre, while other engagements included Stoney Creek and Chippewa.  One of its bloodiest battles was a victory for Jacob Brown and Winfield Scott at Lundy’s Lane.  FTP, name this conflict which was ended by the Treaty of Ghent, a war between the U.S. and Great Britain.

ANSWER: the War of 1812 

3. A reaction named for this man is implicated in the enzyme-catalyzed formation of a phenylalanine precursor from chorismate in plants.  A variant of that reaction produces a gamma,delta-unsaturated ketone from an allylic acid, and is named for this man and Ireland.  Another reaction named for this man is driven to completion by deprotonation of the product, and has an intramolecular variant named for Dieckmann.  The first reaction is essentially irreversible due to the formation of a carbonyl double bond in contrast to a similar pericyclic [3,3] sigmatropic rearrangement named for Cope.  FTP identify this chemist who gives his name to a rearrangement reaction and the production of a beta-keto ester from the condensation of two equivalents of an ester.

ANSWER:  Rainer Ludwig Claisen
4. Heracles rescued one of this figure’s gardeners from a hole covered by a heavy stone, after which the gardener was transformed into a short-eared owl.  His servants included the herdsman Menoetius and the aforementioned gardener Ascalaphus, as well as a miser who was punished for a year for giving free passage to Heracles.  A son of Dia tried to kidnap his wife after helping Theseus kidnap Helen, but Pirithous ended up stuck to a chair in his palace.  His wife, who carried on a part-time affair with Adonis, was a daughter of Demeter who was forced to marry him after eating some pomegranate seeds.  FTP, name this Greek god of the dead.

ANSWER: Hades
5. The author of this work wrote a comic allegorical interpretation of it under the pseudonym of Esdras Barnivelt, which argued that the title object stood for the Barrier Treaty.  The prefatory note to this work refers to a French book called Le Comte de Gabalis, which offers an explanation of the Rosicrucian Doctrine of Spirits.  In the fifth and final section, Thalestris kills Dapperwit and Sir Fopling, while the central female figure pulls a “deadly bodkin” on the Baron.  It was based on an incident in which Lord Petre took something from Arabella Fermor.  FTP, name this mock-heroic poem about Belinda, a work by Alexander Pope.

ANSWER: The Rape of the Lock
6. In the appendix to this book, “Character and the Social Process,” the author rejects the psychologistic, economistic, and idealistic trends of interpretation, instead claiming that culture is “rooted in the social character.”  Earlier chapters argue that the collapse of medieval society was threatening to the middle class, which resulted in a feeling of isolation and doubt that made Protestantism attractive.  The book also considers the “psychology of Nazism” and authoritarianism, destructiveness, and “automaton conformity” as three “mechanisms” of the titular activity.  FTP, name this 1941 book which attempts to understand the appeal of totalitarianism, a work by Erich Fromm.

ANSWER: Escape from Freedom
7. This dynasty’s founder supposedly adopted this dynasty’s name, signifying “usurper,” to ridicule the daughters of the last ruler of the previous dynasty after he was defeated at Anfao.  Nine years after the death of this dynasty’s antepenultimate ruler, Dawud, this dynasty’s reign came to an end after enemy forces captured the salt mines at Teghaza, then routed the forces of this dynasty’s last ruler, Issihak II.  That rout took place at the 1591 battle of Tondibi, after which the victorious Judar Pasha led his Moroccan troops on to sack the capital city of Gao.  FTP, name this dynasty which ruled Songhai following the overthrow of Sonni Ali by its founder, Muhammed I Ture.

ANSWER: Askia
8. A relation named for this man can be derived by expressing the gradient of the chemical potential in terms of the quasi-Fermi energy and plugging in Fick’s first law.  That relation gives a value of Boltzmann’s constant times temperature over electric charge for the ratio of diffusivity and charge mobility, and is sometimes credited to this man and Smoluchowski.  That relation appeared in his paper utilizing osmotic pressure to generate expressions for root mean square displacement of small particles suspended in a fluid.  FTP, name this man who wrote a classic 1905 paper analyzing Brownian motion.

ANSWER: Albert Einstein
9. In his first World Series game he allowed only two hits in nine innings, and though he took a loss in game 5 his team came back to win the Series in six.  He broke Jack Morris’s record for putouts in 2000, while one of his finest seasons saw him tie Ken Hill with a league-leading 16 wins even as he set a team record for ERA.  In 1986 he defeated his brother in the first game ever to feature siblings as opposing rookie pitchers, and in 2005 he struck out Omar Vizquel to join the elite 3,000 strikeout and 300 win club.  FTP, name this pitcher known as “Mad Dog” who won four straight Cy Young Awards starting in 1992 and who has played for the Braves and Cubs.

ANSWER: Greg Maddux
10. One of this author’s most important books features a “supplement” which includes discussions of “some concepts of pragmatics” and “belief-sentences.”  That book by this author includes a section on “the method of the name-relation” which follows a section on “L-determinacy,” and concludes with a discussion of the “logic of modalities.”  In that book, this author thanks Carl Hempel for his assistance, and notes that Alonzo Church and W. V. Quine read the first version.  This co-founder of the journal Erkenntnis argued that many philosophical questions are “pseudoproblems,” and described a system known as the “Aufbau” in The Logical Structure of the World.  FTP, name this author of Meaning and Necessity, a German thinker who was a leader of the Vienna Circle.

ANSWER: Rudolf Carnap (accept Meaning and Necessity prior to “This co-founder”)

11. Jimmy Koprowski’s sister starts a band devoted to this kind of music in a novel by Keith Maillard whose title also features the word “clarinet.”  This noun also appears in the title of a recent novel about Liberty Fish, who deserts from the Union army to seek out Redemption Hall, the plantation owned by his grandparents in South Carolina.  In addition to that work by Stephen Wright, this word appears in the titles of albums by Brave Combo and Jimmy Sturr, who have both won Grammys in this category.  Famous ones from the 19th century include “Demolition Men” and “By the Shores of the Danube,” which were written by Johann Strauss.  FTP, name this kind of Eastern European dance, whose most famous example may be “Roll Out the Barrel.”

ANSWER: polka (accept The Clarinet Polka on the first sentence)

12. Prediction of species that may be observed in this process can be made using a Mathieu stability diagram.  Reactions that can occur include the McLafferty rearrangement and a retro-Diels-Alder reaction, resulting in the formation of characteristic fragments.  These fragments and the base peak can be analyzed using the rule of thirteen.  Orthogonal acceleration and MALDI both produce results that are analyzed by time-of-flight; other components that may be used instead are quadrupole analyzers and electron spray processes.  FTP identify this technique that requires the ionization of a species and analysis of the ionized species to determine a ratio of a certain value and charge, and that can detect different elemental isotopes.

 ANSWER:  mass spectrometry or MS
13. A meeting held here featured such luminaries as Juvenal of Jerusalem and Count Candidian, the imperial commander, while the Pope was represented by Arcadius and Projectus.   That meeting condemned a heretic named Celestius and was presided over by Cyril of Alexandria; it decreed that the Virgin Mary should be known as “theotokos” and that Jesus was a single person.  Thus, it condemned as heretical a movement which emphasized the humanity of Jesus, Nestorianism.  In addition to that third ecumenical council, this Greek city was once the residence of Saint Paul, who wrote an epistle to its residents.  FTP, name this city which was once home to one of the Seven Wonders of the World, the Temple of Artemis.

ANSWER: Ephesus
14. This man wrote about Maura’s trip to New York to see Ethel for the first time in 20 years in the title story of his collection The Knife of the Times.  A stocky Finnish girl named Elsa visits the zoo in the final story of his Beer and Cold Cuts, while “The Girl with a Pimply Face” and “The Dawn of Another Day” appear in another collection of his stories.  He wrote about Margaret and Helen in his long story “The Farmers’ Daughters,” though he is better known for poems collected in volumes like The Desert Music and Pictures from Brueghel.  FTP, name this American author of Spring and All and Paterson, who once wrote that so much depends upon a red wheelbarrow.

ANSWER: William Carlos Williams
15. The first of them features an Earl bearing a scroll which claims that his ancestry goes back to “William, Duke of Normandye,” as well as a lawyer named Silvertongue and two dogs chained together in the corner.  The second features a clock which marks the time as 12:20, even though it is called “Early in the Morning,” while a two-headed hermaphrodite and a skull on a table appear in “The Scene with the Quack.”  The sixth and last features a syphilitic infant kissing the corpse of his mother, a countess who committed suicide.  Created in the 1740s, they picture the unhappy Squanderfield family.  FTP, name this collection of paintings by William Hogarth that trace the progress of an unfortunate couple and share their name with a play by John Dryden.

ANSWER: Marriage A-la-Mode
16. For an unbiased estimator, a lower bound on this quantity is given by the reciprocal of the Fisher information, according to the Cramer-Rao inequality.  A one-sided probability calculated using the F-test can be used to determine whether this value is the same for two data sets.  Powers of this quantity are used to normalize the third and fourth central moments in calculating the skewness and kurtosis, respectively.  This quantity is preserved under sums if the summand random variables are all pairwise uncorrelated.  FTP, name this quantity, equivalent to the second cumulant and the second central moment, a measure of statistical dispersion whose square root is the standard deviation.

ANSWER: variance
17. One of this man’s operas features the “Shadow Song” and the “Hymn of the Pardon,” and ends with the marriage of a goat-herder named Hoël and the title character, Dinorah.  Another of his operas features the aria “Ah, my son,” which is sung by Fides, the mother of the title “prophet,” John of Leyden.  In another of his operas, Bertram summons a group of unfaithful nuns from their graves and tempts his son, the title character, to evil.  More famous than Robert the Devil is an opera set in France in 1572 which features Marguerite de Valois as a character.  FTP, name this composer of The Huguenots who also wrote an opera about a slave named Selika which is beloved by R. Hentzel and Sudheer Potru, L’Africaine.

ANSWER: Giacomo Meyerbeer 

18. One king of this name and number won the island of Bornholm through the Treaty of Roskilde, having earlier gained money for his campaigns by imposing the so-called Reduction on his country’s noblemen.  That king forced John Casimir to flee Poland during the initial stages of the First Northern War before dying at Goteborg in 1660.  A better known king of this name and number had been appointed lieutenant general of the nation by his brother, the one-time Count of Provence, and went on to lead the Ultras during his brother’s reign.  That king ruled for six years before outrage over the Polignac ministry led to the July Revolution which overthrew him.  FTP, name this monarch who was succeeded in 1830 by Louis-Philippe as king of France.

ANSWER: Charles X (accept Charles X Gustav or Karl X until the “Count of Provence” is mentioned)
19. Two of them form the floor of the anatomical snuff box; tubercles on the same two also form the proximal attachment of the abductor pollicis brevis muscle.  One of these two bones, the trapezium, is connected to the "hook" of another, the hamate, via the flexor retinaculum, which forms the roof of a passageway through which the median nerve runs.  The floor of that passageway is partially formed by the capitate and trapezoid, two more members of it.  Numbering eight in total, FTP identify this collection of bones in the hand and wrist, four of which form a namesake "tunnel." 

ANSWER:  carpals or carpus
20. In Act 3, scene 4 an annoying lady claims to have read every Italian poet, and remarks that all the English writers deign to steal from Pastor Fido.  The title character condemns “turdy-facy-nasty-paty-fartical rogues” in Act 2, scene 2, in which he poses as Scoto of Mantua and plays at being a mounteback.  The first song in the play is performed by a dwarf named Nano and a eunuch named Castrone, after which the title character feigns sickness to receive the lawyer Voltore.  Also featuring a hermaphrodite named Androgyno and Sir Politick Would-Be, it was first performed in 1606.  FTP, name this play about a wealthy magnifico, a work by Ben Jonson subtitled “the fox.”

ANSWER: Volpone
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Bonus Questions

1. After the title object is lost in a lake, a girl named Rautendelein falls in love with its maker Heinrich.  FTPE:

[10] Name this play, in which Heinrich goes to the mountains to make a yet more perfect version of the title object.

ANSWER: The Sunken Bell or Die Versunkene Glocke
[10] This German dramatist of Before Sunrise, who won the 1912 Nobel Prize, wrote The Sunken Bell.

ANSWER: Gerhart Hauptmann
[10] This 1892 play by Hauptmann dramatizes an event which took place in Silesia in 1844, and features such characters as the vile Dreissiger and the noble Baumert.

ANSWER: The Weavers or Die Weber
2. In 2005 this woman and her mother launched the House of Deréon clothing line, which as of 2007 will be supplying R. Hentzel with his suits for the ICT.  FTPE:

[10] Name this actress, singer, and polymath, whose first solo album was 2003’s Dangerously in Love.

ANSWER: Beyoncé Knowles (accept either)

[10] “Baby Boy,” the second single from Beyoncé’s Dangerously in Love, featured vocals from this former member of the Jamaican water polo team; his albums include Stage One and The Trinity.

ANSWER: Sean Paul
[10] Beyoncé’s finest film work came in this 2003 movie, in which she played a member of a gospel choir recruited by a disgraced ad executive who was played by Cuba Gooding, Jr.

ANSWER: The Fighting Temptations
3. Answer the following about the Archaea, FTPE:

[10] One significant distinguishing feature of Archaea is the presence of this type of linkage in membrane lipids rather than the ester linkage found in bacteria and eukaryotes.

ANSWER:  ether linkage

[10] Unlike bacteria, Archaea do not possess a cell wall consisting of this polymer of N-acetylglucosamine and N-acetyl muramic acid.

ANSWER:  peptidoglycan
[10] In Archaea, initiation of transcription requires that proteins bind to this promoter sequence upstream of the transcription start site.  Eukaryotes also share this promoter element whose name is suggestive of its sequence.

ANSWER:  TATA box
4. Isagoras expelled him from Athens with the backing of Sparta’s King Cleomenes, but he returned and took power in the city.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Greek politician, who re-organized Athens into ten tribes as part of his democratic reforms.

ANSWER: Cleisthenes
[10] Cleisthenes is said to have introduced this practice, by which the citizens of Athens could vote to exile someone for a period of ten years.

ANSWER: ostracism
[10] Cleisthenes helped to overthrow this tyrant, a son of Pisistratus who may have gone mad after his brother Hipparchus was murdered in 514 BC.

ANSWER: Hippias

5. According to one sect, it was composed by a former slave named Bilal ibn Ribah.  FTPE:

[10] Name this summons to prayer, which notably asserts that “God is great” and “prayer is better than sleep.”

ANSWER: adhan (prompt on “call to prayer” or equivalents)

[10] The adhan is recited by this figure, who usually chants it from a minaret.

ANSWER: muezzin
[10] During prayers the muezzin stands at a platform opposite this pulpit, where the imam stands.  In the time of Muhammad it only had two steps, but Muawiyya decreed that it should have six.

ANSWER: minbar

6. This relation holds for any pair of incompatible observables.  FTPE:

[10] Name this principle of quantum mechanics which implies that it is impossible to make simultaneous, precise measurements of the position and momentum of a particle.

ANSWER: Heisenberg uncertainty or Heisenberg indeterminacy principle or relation

[10] The Heisenberg uncertainty relation states that the product of the standard deviations of two observables associated with the operators A and B is greater than or equal to one-half times the absolute expectation value of this operator, given by AB minus BA.

ANSWER: commutator
[10] This is the value of the commutator of the position and momentum operators for position and momentum along the same axis.

ANSWER: i h-bar or i h over two pi or i times Planck’s constant over two pi or i times Dirac’s constant or i times the reduced Planck constant
7. Name these men who were among the so-called “Big Four” in the Senate at the end of the 19th century, FTPE:

[10] This Connecticut senator is best known for his work as Chairman of the Committee on Relations with Cuba, which led to the passage of an amendment named for him.

ANSWER: Orville Platt
[10] This man led the “Iowa Regency” after winning election to the Senate in 1872, and is remembered today for his part in a Silver Purchase Act.

ANSWER: William Allison
[10] This Wisconsin senator turned down the post of Attorney General under McKinley and helped write the Platt Amendment.  He was also a major supporter of 1886’s Oleomargarine Act, which helped protect Wisconsin’s powerhouse butter industry.

ANSWER: John Coit Spooner

8. After a defense of this work was written by Jean de Montreuil, a so-called “quarrel” over it was sparked by Christine de Pizan’s attack on it.  FTPE:

[10] Name this long poem, whose two parts were composed about 50 years apart by two different 13th century authors.

ANSWER: The Romance of the Rose or Roman de la Rose
[10] The continuation, and by far the longest part, of the Romance of the Rose was written by this French poet, who also produced the first French translation of the letters of Héloise and Abelard.

ANSWER: Jean de Meun (accept Jean Chopinel or Jean Clopinel)

[10] At the beginning of the Romance of the Rose, Amant enters the Garden of Pleasure and reads the story of this figure inscribed on the Fountain of Love.  According to one myth, this handsome fellow killed himself after disdaining a suitor named Ameinias.

ANSWER: Narcissus 

9. Its members included Félix Ziem, who actually did much of his work in Venice, and Alexandre Defaux, known for his painting depicting a typical quizbowl lunch, Feeding Time.  FTPE:

[10] Name this art movement, which also counted Narcisse Virgilio Diaz and Jules Dupré among its members.

ANSWER: the Barbizon School

[10] This painter of The Edge of the Forest at Fontainebleau and Cows Returning from the Mountainside was one of the leaders of the Barbizon School.

ANSWER: Théodore Rousseau
[10] Today the best-known member of the Barbizoners is this painter of The Gleaners.

ANSWER: Jean-François Millet
10. Answer the following about diatomic molecules FTPE:

[10] An improvement on the quantum harmonic oscillator model for a chemical bond is this potential for a diatomic molecule.  Unlike the QHO, it takes into account the idea that a bond can break if the bond is stretched far enough.

ANSWER:  Morse potential 

[10] The depth of the well for the Morse potential overestimates the true dissociation energy for a bond by this amount, the energy of the ground state of the system.

ANSWER: zero-point energy

[10] The zero-point energy is inversely proportional to the square root of this quantity.  It is equal to the product of the two atomic masses, divided by their sum.

ANSWER: reduced mass
11. He argued for a telic society called the “sociocracy” in his 1906 book Applied Sociology.  FTP each:

[10]  Name this American thinker, who started out as a botanist before shifting fields and writing books like Dynamic Sociology.

ANSWER: Lester Frank Ward
[10] Lester Ward’s plan for a legislative body of social scientists was inspired by this French thinker, whose System of Positive Polity imagined a world run by benevolent sociologists like Paul Litvak.

ANSWER: Auguste Comte
[10]  Ward was the chief American opponent of this Yale sociologist, whose social Darwinist views were expressed in What Social Classes Owe to Each Other.

ANSWER: William Graham Sumner
12. It laments that the “harpies of the shore shall pluck / The eagle of the sea.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this poem which was inspired by an article appearing in the Boston Daily Advertiser on September 14, 1830.

ANSWER: “Old Ironsides”

[10] This poem’s final stanza instructs the poet’s soul to build “more stately mansions” as the “swift seasons roll,” while the second stanza notes that the title object’s “webs of living gauze no more unfurl.”

ANSWER: “The Chambered Nautilus”

[10] Name the American poet of  “Old Ironsides” and “The Chambered Nautilus.”

ANSWER: Oliver Wendell Holmes, Sr. 

13. Name these Spanish composers, FTPE:

[10] He died when a German submarine sank the Sussex in 1916, but not before he had written the symphonic poem Dante and the piano suite Goyescas.

ANSWER: Enrique Granados
[10] This 20th-century composer from Barcelona is best known for the four notebooks of his Silent Music and for numerous piano works, such as the Impressions intimes and Dialogues.

ANSWER: Federico Mompou
[10] His chamber works include the Mireya for flute and piano quartet, but he’s better known for Nights in the Gardens of Spain.

ANSWER: Manuel de Falla
14. They managed to put Michele di Lando in the position of gonfaloniere, but after a group of them was defeated in the Piazza della Signoria they were abolished.  FTPE:

[10] Name this guild, which led a namesake revolt in the summer of 1378 that briefly gave them power over an Italian city.

ANSWER: the Ciompi (accept wool carders)

[10] The Ciompi took power in this city, which in the next century would be rocked by the Pazzi conspiracy.

ANSWER: Florence or Firenze
[10] The Ciompi revolt occurred during a period of economic depression in Florence, but the city’s fortunes changed in 1406 when they conquered this city and thereby became a naval power.  This city suffered a key naval defeat to Genoa at 1284’s Battle of Meloria.

ANSWER: Pisa
15. Name these African novelists, FTPE:

[10] His novels include 1965’s The Interpreters and the definitive depiction of the Michigan quizbowl team, Season of Anomy, though he’s also written plays like The Lion and the Jewel.

ANSWER: Wole Soyinka
[10] This leader of the Afrikaans literary movement known as the Sixtyers has written such books as An Act of Terror and A Dry White Season.

ANSWER: André Brink
[10] A Man of the People and No Longer at Ease were among the sequels to this author’s best known work, a 1958 novel about the Ibo people.

ANSWER: Chinua Achebe
16. This concept was discussed in a collection of essays published a few years after their author’s death by his student, Ralph Barton Perry.  FTPE:

[10] Name this epistemological concept which originated in the postulate that “realities are only what they are ‘known as,’” which this idea’s creator attributed to Shadworth Hodgson.

ANSWER: radical empiricism
[10] This American thinker wrote about his idea of “radical empiricism” in essays like “A World of Pure Experience,” and discussed it further in his book The Meaning of Truth.

ANSWER: William James
[10] The idea is also discussed in the chapter on “philosophy” of this William James book, whose other chapters include “The Sick Soul.”

ANSWER: The Varieties of Religious Experience
17. Every day, the divine cook Andhrimnir roasts the magic pig Saehrimnir for their dinner after they finish hacking each other to pieces on the plain of Idavoll.  FTPE:

[10] Name these souls of brave Norse warriors who fell on the battlefield.

ANSWER: Einherjar

[10] The einherjar are escorted by the valkyries to this hall of the slain, located in Asgard.

ANSWER: Valhalla

[10] While their comrades tussle violently on Idavoll, half of the warriors who fall in battle go to Folkvang to tussle amorously with this Vanir goddess.

ANSWER: Freya or Freyja

18. The title character is the son of a champagne manufacturer named Engelbert.  FTPE:

[10]  Name this novel which appeared in 1954, whose title character passes himself off as the Marquis de Venosta.

ANSWER: Confessions of Felix Krull, Confidence Man
[10]  Felix Krull was one of the last books of this German author, who also wrote Buddenbrooks.

ANSWER: Thomas Mann
[10]  After assuming the identity of the Marquis Felix goes to this European capital, where he visits the family of Dom Antonio José Kuckuck.

ANSWER: Lisbon

19. Radiation produces varying surface temperatures on a particle; gas collects on the particle, heats to varying temperatures, and escapes with varying speeds, resulting in a net force on the particle.  FTPE:

[10] Much of the groundbreaking work on this process of photophoresis was conducted by this man, who developed his namesake tube to study cathode rays.  He also discovered thallium.

ANSWER: William Crookes

[10] When present, photophoresis is generally stronger than this force per unit area due to momentum transfer from photons.  For uniform illumination, it equals one third the energy density.

ANSWER: radiation pressure

[10] Photophoresis has been invoked to explain levitation of aerosols in this layer of the atmosphere, which is home to the ozone layer.

ANSWER: stratosphere
20. It’s time for more travels with Ibn Khaldun.  FTPE:

[10] Ibn Khaldun led a diplomatic mission to Pedro the Cruel while working for Muhammad V, the Nasrid sultan of this city.

ANSWER: Granada

[10] Ibn Khaldun secured the safe passage of the civilians of Damascus after being lowered over the walls to meet with this conqueror.  He made his capital at Samarkand.

ANSWER: Timur Lenk or the Lame or Tamerlane or Tamburlaine
