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Toss-Up Questions

1. In one of this man’s works a woman named Flora promises to protect a man named Carlos who killed Licio in a duel, which poses a problem because Licio was engaged to marry Flora.  In another of his works, the governor of Gaeta is horrified to learn that the daughter of Alonso Colona has run away with a murderer named César Ursino.  In addition to the paired It Is Better Than It Was and It Is Worse Than It Was, he wrote about the death of Prince Ferdinand in The Constant Prince, while his morality plays include The Faithful Shepherd.  However, he’s best known today for secular works like The Mayor of Zalamea.  FTP, name this dramatist of the Spanish Golden Age who wrote Life Is a Dream.

ANSWER: Pedro Calderon de la Barca  

2. He was said to have had affairs with Lady Jersey, Lady Cowper, and Princess Lieven, the three principal hostesses of Almack’s Club, and his amorous nature led to his nickname of “Lord Cupid.” While still an undergraduate, he ran for the Parliamentary seat opened by the death of William Pitt.  He became known as “Lord Pumice Stone” during his time as Foreign Secretary, and he used the pretext of the Don Pacifico affair to organize an attack on Greece.  After the fall of the Earl of Aberdeen’s government, he began his first stint as Prime Minister.  FTP, name this British politician whose second term as Prime Minister co-incided with the American Civil War.

ANSWER: Henry John Temple or 3rd Viscount Palmerston (accept either)

3. They are characterized by the presence of tegument between the envelope and their icosahedral capsid.  The state that gives them their name features a circular genome, while their genome typically exists as double-stranded DNA.  The thymidine kinase encoded by that genome is the target of gancyclovir and acyclovir.  One member of this group causes "sixth disease," while type 8 is associated with Kaposi's sarcoma and another type is associated with Burkitt's lymphoma.  Varicella zoster and Epstein-Barr are both members of, FTP, this family of viruses capable of latent infection, the causative agents of shingles, infectious mononucleosis, cold sores, and sporadic anxiety for Paul Litvak.

ANSWER:  herpes viruses or Herpesviridae
4. He depicted his sister, Mrs. Violet Ormond, in such paintings as A Gust of Wind and A Morning Walk.  His early works include an 1879 portrait of Carolus-Duran, with whom he studied.  After striking out in Paris he moved to London, where his study of three seated young women, The Misses Vickers, was widely panned.  He gained more praise for his painting of two little girls lighting Japanese lanterns, Carnation, Lily, Lily, Rose, though he is best known today for a painting shown at the Salon of 1884.  FTP, name this American artist who depicted the wife of Pierre Gautreau in a slinky black dress in his Madame X.

ANSWER: John Singer Sargent
5. As a youth the title character wrote a play called Let Freedom Ring! whose main characters are named Prejudice and Tolerance.  The protagonist’s former girlfriend was once married to a man who would pay black women to shit on a glass table while he masturbated beneath it.  That girlfriend is abandoned by him in Greece after he has a threesome with her and a prostitute named Lina in Rome.  The protagonist has had affairs with women he calls “The Pumpkin” and “The Pilgrim” in addition to “The Monkey,” but is impotent with two women when he visits Israel at the end of the novel.  FTP, name this book about a man who tells his life story to Dr. Spielvogel, written by Philip Roth.

ANSWER: Portnoy’s Complaint
6. This book concludes with two chapters on the “three rules of inheritance” that show the growth of the idea of property.  A previous part considers the Punaluan, Syndyasmian, and Monogamian as some of the “successive forms of the family,” while the Ganowanians, Aztecs, and Romans are among the groups considered in the longest part, which considers the idea of government.  The author uses the word “gentes” to describe groups which he called “tribes” in such books as League of the Iroquois and Systems of Consanguinity and Affinity of the Human Family.  FTP, name this 1877 book about the “lines of human progress from savagery through barbarism to civilization,” the magnum opus of American anthropologist Lewis Henry Morgan.

ANSWER: Ancient Society
7. This country suffered from a 4-year civil war known as the Revolution of the Lances which ended with a peace agreement establishing the political principle of coparticipation.  Its indigenous population of Charrúa Indians was nearly wiped out in an 1831 massacre led by its first president, General Fructuosa Rivera.  Its struggle for independence saw an early success at Las Piedras by troops under its national hero, José Artigas.  A Brazilian intervention replaced Atanásio Aguirre with Venancio Flores, the leader of the Colorado party, a power shift that led to the War of the Triple Alliance, in which this country allied with Brazil and Argentina to beat up on Paraguay.  FTP, name this country whose capital, located on the Río de la Plata across from Buenos Aires, is Montevideo.

ANSWER: Uruguay
8. One version of Schur’s lemma states that, for a module of this type, the endomorphism ring is a division ring.  For a given significance level, the Neyman-Pearson lemma states that the likelihood ratio is the most powerful test between two hypotheses of this type; such hypotheses fully specify the probability distribution.  This term is applied to any function with a finite range, and to groups which have no nontrivial proper normal subgroups.  This term also denotes poles of order one, and graphs with no multiple edges or loops.  FTP, name this adjective applied to such machines as the inclined plane and lever, as well as a type of harmonic motion.

ANSWER: simple
9. One character in this work refuses to make a purchase because he doesn’t want to “be on the Discovery Channel.”  It features a brief appearance from Daniel Dae Kim of Lost, who apparently is involved in slave trafficking.  One character is killed while attempting to show an icon of Saint Christopher to another character, while someone else fails to commit a murder because his daughter bought him blanks for his gun.  A policeman we thought was a jerk turns out to have an elderly father suffering from prostate cancer, while a policeman we thought was nice kills a hitchhiker.  Featuring Brendan Fraser as a district attorney, Matt Dillon as a cop, and Don Cheadle as another cop, this is, FTP, what recent film set in Los Angeles which won a Best Picture Oscar?

ANSWER: Crash
10. In his Refutation of All Heresies, Hippolytus argued that the followers of Noetus were not disciples of Christ but of this man.  Diogenes Laertius noted that this man claimed that both Archilochus and Homer deserved to be thrown out of the games and flogged, and claimed that after this man’s friend Hermodorus was thrown out of their city he retired to a temple and played dice with children.  This man claimed that a “dry soul is wisest,” and argued that for souls it is death to become water.  More famously, he claimed that “eternity is a child at play,” that “war is father of all,” and that the world will be destroyed by fire.  FTP, name this pre-Socratic thinker who was nicknamed “the Obscure,” who also said that you can never step into the same river twice.

ANSWER: Heraclitus
11. Early d-block metals tend to interact with ligands that donate electrons from these orbitals, while late d-block metals interact with ligands that can accept electrons into the antibonding type of these orbitals in a phenomenon known as backbonding. It interacts with alkali metals in an interaction that works because of a molecular quadrupole.  The complex given this name, also known as the encounter complex, forms before the Wheland intermediate in electrophilic aromatic substitution reactions; in another reaction intermediate, it interacts with boron in a hydroboration reaction.  Electrons in an aromatic system are considered to exist in a delocalized type of this orbital that possesses a nodal plane along the axis containing the bonded nuclei.  FTP identify this type of orbital often formed between two parallel p orbitals.

ANSWER:  pi orbital

12. A play about this character includes scenes at the House of Laughter and in Athens, and ends with a woman named Pompeia throwing herself into a fire.  This man’s life is the subject of Robert Browning’s poem “An Epistle Containing the Strange Medical Experience of Karshish, the Arab Physician.”  According to medieval legend, this figure was the first bishop of Larnaca, and he was also identified as the brother of Martha and Mary Magdalene, perhaps because he was also a native of Bethany.  FTP, name this character who “laughed” in a play by Eugene O’Neill and in the New Testament was resurrected from the dead.

ANSWER: Lazarus (accept Lazarus Laughed on the first sentence)
13. Shortly after it took place this event was investigated by a commission headed by William Sampson, whose conclusions were confirmed 13 years later by a commission headed by Charles Vreeland.  Those findings were tentatively endorsed by a 1999 investigation sponsored by National Geographic, which took issue with an earlier investigation launched by Hyman Rickover.  The latter investigation suggested that a coal bunker fire was responsible for this event, which affected a vessel commanded by Charles Sigsbee.  It took place on the night of February 15, and led to over 250 deaths.  FTP, name this event which occurred in 1898 in Havana Harbor and led to the Spanish-American War.

ANSWER: the sinking of the USS Maine (accept equivalents)
14. A naïve treatment of the gravitational version of this effect can be used with the normal formula for gravitational redshift to derive the factor of one-third in the Sachs-Wolfe effect.  This effect also results in Thomas precession.  One experiment verified it with tunable dye lasers using a two photon transition in neon to eliminate the first-order Doppler shift, and measured the beat frequency.  This effect can also be used by an Earth-based observer to explain the flux of muons.  The twin paradox involves, FTP, what relativistic phenomenon tested in the Hafele-Keating experiment, in which commercial airplanes flew around with cesium clocks?

ANSWER: time dilation
15.  In the foreword to this work, the author claims to have enjoyed an excellent zabaione from the Caffe Pedrocchi with the Canon’s nephew, who gave him a journal which inspired the story.  In the final pages of this work, we learn that Ernesto V was adored by his subjects, while the death of the young Sandrino led to the death of his mother Clélia, which led to the protagonist’s retirement to the title location.  That protagonist is imprisoned for nine months in the Farnese Tower, and associates with Count Mosca and the Duchess Sanseverina.  FTP, name this novel about Fabrizio del Dongo, a work by Stendhal named for an Italian building.

ANSWER: The Charterhouse of Parma or Chartreuse de Parme
16. At the beginning of this work the people sing “Feste e pane” while a spy looks on scornfully, after which the title character’s mother sings “Figlia, che reggi il tremulo pie.”  That spy later persuades Zuane that the title character’s mother is a witch, after which the title character’s beloved gets his sailors to help in saving the blind La Cieca.  The third act is called “The House of Gold,” and is set in the house of Alvise Badoero, who holds a party at which the chorus sings “D’un vampiro fatal l’ala fredda passo” following this opera’s most famous episode, a ballet which represents several times of day.  FTP, name this opera set in Venice in the 17th century, a work featuring “The Dance of the Hours” which was written by Amilcare Ponchielli.

ANSWER: La Gioconda
17. In one branch of the Mabinogion, one of these items smeared with poison is used to kill a character sometimes known as “Pierced-Thighs.”  In Greek myth, scrapings from one of these items were used to heal Telephus, and in Japanese myth, Izanagi and Izanami created the first island using a jeweled one known as Amenonuhoko.  Other mythical examples include Rhongomiant, one whose name meant “swaying one,” and the Gae Bolga of Cuchulainn.  One of these was thrown overhead to signal the start of the war of the Aesir and Vanir, and Achilles used one of these weapons to kill Hector.  FTP, name this type of weapon, exemplified by Odin’s Gungnir.

ANSWER: spears

18. They may be processed or degraded in P bodies.  In eukaryotes, their synthesis is inhibited by amanitin, and their sequence may include SECIS [se-sis] or IRES [i-res] elements.  Synthesis may terminate by formation of a hairpin structure or with the aid of rho factor.  Their modifications may be directed by guide RNA's, and includes the addition of two methyl groups to a specific nucleotide.  In prokaryotes, they contain the Shine-Dalgarno sequence and are often polycistronic.  FTP identify this molecule that is modified in eukaryotes with a cap of 7-methylguanosine and a poly(A) tail, the type of RNA that serves as the template for protein synthesis.

ANSWER:  messenger RNAs

19. It is parodied in a poem by L. E. Sissman in which he speaks of being in Foyles bookstore and finding a copy of his book Dying: An Introduction on the remainders table.  It is alluded to in the final stanza of Anthony Hecht’s poem “The Mysteries of Caesar,” in which a Latin teacher is said to be fond of boys who are “as Antinous to that inward eye / Which is the pitiless bliss of solitude.”  In the fourth and final stanza of this poem, the speaker’s “heart with pleasure fills” as he lies on his couch in “vacant or in pensive mood” and thinks of a scene described in the opening three stanzas.  FTP, name this poem which features a “jocund company” of at least “ten thousand” daffodils, a work by William Wordsworth in which the poet compares himself to something that floats in the sky.

ANSWER: “I Wandered Lonely as a Cloud”
20. Its first significant deed was the capture of the town of Eion, located at the mouth of the Strymon River.  After an offer it made to Carystus was rebuffed, that city was burned to the ground.  It failed in its backing of a revolt led by Inarus, which led to its treasury being relocated.  One of its greatest victories was at the Eurymedon River, which was fought roughly 60 years before its first incarnation was forcibly dissolved following the battle of Aegospotomi.  Founded in 478 BC, FTP, name this association which was originally centered on a namesake island in the Cyclades, a league which was dominated by Athens.

ANSWER: the Delian League
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Bonus Questions

1. His “Twelve Songs” include one that begins “Stop all the clocks, cut off the telephone,” while the final one asks if love looks like a pair of pyjamas or has an odor reminiscent of llamas.  FTPE:

[10] Name this poet, who wrote that the “crack in the teacup opens / A lane to the land of the dead” in his “As I Walked Out One Evening.”

ANSWER: Wystan Hugh Auden
[10] Auden described this Greek hero as “iron-hearted” and “man-slaying” in a poem about his “shield.”

ANSWER: Achilles (accept “The Shield of Achilles”)

[10] In a poem written “in praise” of this, Auden noted that the titular kind of rock forms the “one landscape” that we “are consistently homesick for” because it “dissolves in water.”

ANSWER: limestone (accept “In Praise of Limestone”)

2. His studies of antisocial behavior in teenage boys with his first graduate student, Richard Walters, led to his first book, 1959’s classic Adolescent Aggression.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Canadian-born psychologist, who more recently has expounded the theory of “self-efficacy” in such works as 1997’s Self-Efficacy: The Exercise of Control.

ANSWER: Albert Bandura
[10] In the 1980s Albert Bandura outlined this theory, which argues that individuals are not just reactive but rather are self-regulating agents; it appears in the subtitle of his book Social Foundations of Thought and Action.

ANSWER: social cognitive theory (accept social cognitivism; prompt on “social learning” theory)

[10] Bandura’s early work on aggression involved this famous experiment, in which children who saw adults treating a certain kind of toy badly went on to abuse it themselves.

ANSWER: the Bobo doll experiment
3. Answer the following about classification schemes for phase transitions, FTPE:

[10] This man proposed a scheme in which the transition order equals that of the lowest derivative discontinuous at the transition.  His namesake paradox involves Lorentz contraction of a rigid, rotating disk.

ANSWER: Paul Ehrenfest
[10] In this man’s theory of second-order phase transitions, the free energy density can be expanded in powers of the order parameter.  This work led to a theory of superconductivity named for this man and Ginzburg.

ANSWER: Lev Davidovich Landau

[10] First-order phase transitions are characterized by phase coexistence and this quantity, the amount of energy per unit mass liberated or absorbed in the transition.

ANSWER: latent heat
4. After his father Geza died, this man defeated his cousin at Veszprem to secure his claim to the throne.  FTPE:

[10] Name this monarch, who was canonized 45 years after his death by Pope Gregory VII.

ANSWER: Saint Stephen or Stephen I

[10] Saint Stephen was a member of this dynasty, which ruled Hungary until the death of Andrew III in 1301.

ANSWER: the Arpad dynasty

[10] After the death of his son Imre Stephen designated a nephew of this name to be his successor, but the Hungarians rebelled against him in 1041.  This name was shared by a man who translated John Stuart Mill’s On Liberty into Serbian before being elected Serbia’s first constitutional monarch in 1903.

ANSWER: Peter

5. These creatures could rout snakes by hissing and shatter stones with their breath, much like Mike Sorice.  FTPE:

[10] Name this fearsome reptilian monster whose gaze could kill.

ANSWER: basilisk or cockatrice

[10] This natural enemy of the basilisk killed the basilisk with its scent, or by incessant biting.  Hera or Eileithyia turned Galanthis into one of these creatures.

ANSWER: weasels

[10] This other natural enemy of the basilisk could kill the basilisk with its cry.  Examples from Norse myth include Vidofnir and Fjalar.

ANSWER: rooster or cock
6. Answer the following about ions in astronomy, FTPE:

[10] Free-free and bound-free transitions of the hydride ion are the dominant source of opacity in this region of the Sun, which is composed of convection granules.

ANSWER: photosphere

[10] This simplest polyatomic ion is the dominant coolant in Jupiter’s ionosphere, and is the primary initiator of the pathways that produce most molecules in the interstellar medium.

ANSWER: H3+ (H 3 plus)

[10] Changing opacity due to conversion between singly- and doubly-ionized helium is the instability mechanism associated with these pulsating stars, whose period-luminosity relationship was noted by Henrietta Leavitt.

ANSWER: Cepheid variable stars

7. It was sponsored by a senator from Utah and a representative from Oregon.  FTPE:

[10] Name this act, many of whose provisions were reversed by the Reciprocal Trade Agreements Act passed four years later in 1934.

ANSWER: the Smoot-Hawley Tariff Act or the Hawley-Smoot Tariff Act

[10] Tariffs were already high in 1930, when the Smoot-Hawley Tariff Act was passed, thanks to this isolationist tariff bill of 1922.

ANSWER: the Fordney-McCumber Tariff Act

[10] The Fordney-McCumber Tariff Act had raised the rates set by this 1913 act, sponsored by a representative from Alabama, which set the lowest rates since the Walker Act of 1857.

ANSWER: the Underwood Tariff (prompt on “Tariff Act of 1913”)
8. This novel set in Guanajuato tells the story of Jaime Ceballo, who rebels against his middle-class family.  FTPE:

[10] Name this work published in 1959, the second novel by an author whose other works include Burnt Water and Inez.

ANSWER: The Good Conscience or Las buenas conciencias
[10] This author of Aura and A Change of Skin wrote The Good Conscience.

ANSWER: Carlos Fuentes
[10] Gonzalo Bernal and the title character’s wife Catalina appear in this 1962 Carlos Fuentes novel.

ANSWER: The Death of Artemio Cruz or La muerte de Artemio Cruz
9. His students include Zanobi Strozzi and Benozzo Gozzoli, who assisted him in his work at the monastery of San Marco.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 15th-century artist, whose works include the Linaiuoli Altarpiece and the Madonna of the Shadows.

ANSWER: Fra Angelico (or Giovanni da Fiesole or Guido di Pietro)

[10] In one of Fra Angelico’s depictions of this event, a woman in blue leans forward on the right while an angel with crazily striped wings kneels on the left.  Another of his depictions of it shows a woman in blue seated on a wooden stool, while an angel genuflects to her.

ANSWER: the Annunciation
[10] Fra Angelico never finished his decorations of Orvieto’s San Brizio chapel, but at the end of the 15th century this painter of the Sistine Chapel’s Testament of Moses finished the frescoes, which include The End of the World.

ANSWER: Luca Signorelli (or Luca da Cortona)

10. Set aside all the recent hoopla about George Mason’s run to the Final Four, and answer the following about the 1979 NCAA men’s basketball tournament, FTPE:

[10] Despite being a #9 seed, this school’s team upset #1 North Carolina and #4 Syracuse before beating St. John’s to complete its Cinderella run to the Final Four.

ANSWER: University of Pennsylvania

[10] Unfortunately, Penn was absolutely crushed by a score of 101-67 in its semifinal game against this school’s team, which won the title by defeating Larry Bird’s Indiana State team.

ANSWER: Michigan State University

[10] Indiana State advanced to the final thanks to a two-point win over this school in its semifinal game.  This school’s team was coached by the recently-deceased Ray Meyer for 42 years, and featured future NBA star Mark Aguirre.

ANSWER: DePaul University

11. Answer the following about a creature only someone not keeping kosher could love…to eat.  FTPE:

[10] Tasty skates and sharks both belong to this scale-free class of animals.

ANSWER:  Chondrichthyes (prompt on “cartilaginous fish” or equivalents)

[10] Male cartilaginous fishes possess a pair of these organs on the inner edge of their pelvic fins.  This organ is inserted into the female cloaca during mating.

ANSWER:  pelvic clasper 

[10] Shark “scales” are actually tiny teeth with a core made of this substance also found in human teeth.

ANSWER:  dentine

12. It was signed a year after the papal bull Inter caetera appeared.  FTPE:

[10] Name this treaty, which was signed a year before his death by a ruler known as  the “perfect prince,” John II.

ANSWER: Treaty of Tordesillas
[10] The line of demarcation in the Treaty of Tordesillas fell 100 leagues west of this group of islands, which today form a nation whose largest city is Praia.

ANSWER: Cape Verde
[10] This Spanish-born Pope issued the bull Inter caetera which was revised by the Treaty of Tordesillas.  In the year in which that bull appeared, he made his son Cesare a cardinal.

ANSWER: Alexander VI or Rodrigo Borgia (prompt on “Borgia”)

13.  It includes a stringed instrument known as a rebab and a flute known as a suling.  FTPE:

[10] Name this kind of orchestra, which often accompanies a kind of shadow puppet drama known as the wayang.  

ANSWER: gamelan
[10] Gamelan orchestras frequently use gambangs, which are a type of this instrument.  These are similar to marimbas, but are pitched an octave higher; famous performers on this instrument include George Hamilton Green and Seth Kendall.

ANSWER: xylophones

[10] Gamelan orchestras are usually tuned to two scales: one is pentatonic, while the other has seven notes, of which only five are usually employed.  Name either of those scales.

ANSWER: slendro or pelog
14.  Among the female characters in this work are Daiyu and Baochai, who eventually marries the central male character, Baoyu.  FTPE:

[10] Name this lengthy prose work, which exists in versions of 80 and 120 chapters.

ANSWER: Dream of the Red Chamber or The Story of the Stone or Honglou meng or A Dream of Red Mansions 

[10] Dream of the Red Chamber is attributed to this Chinese author, who lived in the 18th century.

ANSWER: Cao Xueqin or Cao Zhan or Ts’ao Chan

[10] Dream of the Red Chamber chronicles the decline of this family, whose members include Baoyu and which is divided into the Rong-guo and Ning-guo houses.

ANSWER: the Jia family

15. His first book was a reading of the Philebus which was published as Plato’s Dialectical Ethics.  FTPE:

[10] Name this German philosopher, whose late works include a 1993 book about medicine, On the Enigma of Health, and the memoir Philosophical Apprenticeships.
ANSWER: Hans-Georg Gadamer
[10] Gadamer is best known for this 1960 book, subtitled “Fundamental Characteristics of a Philosophical Hermeneutics,” which grew out his Cardinal Mercier lectures on “The Problem of Historical Consciousness.”

ANSWER: Truth and Method or Wahrheit und Methode
[10] Gadamer’s other books include a work on this man’s “dialectic” which is subtitled “five hermeneutical studies.”  This German philosopher wrote The Phenomenology of Spirit.

ANSWER: Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel
16. After being elected to the House in 1795 he became an early leader of the Committee on Finance, the precursor of the Ways and Means Committee.  FTPE:

[10] Name this man, who after retiring from politics wrote such works as 1846’s The Oregon Question and a seminal paper entitled “Notes on the Semi-Civilized Nations of Mexico, Yucatan, and Central America.”

ANSWER: Albert Gallatin
[10] Albert Gallatin held this cabinet position under Thomas Jefferson; it had earlier been held by Gallatin’s rival, Alexander Hamilton.

ANSWER: Secretary of the Treasury
[10] In 1824 Gallatin was asked by the Republican Party to serve as the vice presidential candidate on a ticket headed by this Georgian, who himself served as secretary of the treasury under Monroe.

ANSWER: William Crawford
17. Answer the following about radicals of a chemical nature FTPE:

[10] A radical anion is an intermediate in this reaction in which an aromatic ring is reduced to a nonconjugated cyclohexadiene in the presence of an alkali metal and ammonia.

ANSWER: Birch reduction

[10] The unfavorable oxidation of this class of compounds to peroxides is believed to occur by a radical mechanism.  They may be made by the Williamson synthesis.

ANSWER:  ethers

[10] The radical addition of hydrogen bromide to an alkene results in the formation of this type of product named for the addition of hydrogen at the more substituted carbon.

ANSWER:  anti-Markovnikov product (do not prompt on "Markovnikov")

18. His compositions include three string quartets written between 1800 and 1805 and a B minor Violin Concerto which includes the “La campanella” movement.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Italian composer.

ANSWER: Niccolo Paganini
[10] Paganini’s most notable composition may be this set of 24 pieces for solo violin, the last of which inspired works by Brahms and Rachmaninov.

ANSWER: the Caprices or Capriccios
[10] This work for violin and orchestra was Paganini’s Opus 11.  Poulenc also wrote a set of three short pieces which are known in English by this name.

ANSWER: Perpetual Motion or Moto Perpetuo 
19. One of the armies involved in this battle sailed from Cape Breton Island following the 1758 capture of Louisbourg.  FTPE:

ANSWER: Battle of Quebec or the Plains of Abraham

[10] This last governor of New France was left behind in command of half of Montcalm’s forces in case the battle proved to be a diversion.  He signed France’s surrender of Canada in 1760.

ANSWER: Pierre François de Rigaud, Marquis de Vaudreuil-Cavagnal
[10] This other officer under Montcalm became the first Frenchman to circumnavigate the globe.  He gave his name to the largest of the Solomon Islands.

ANSWER: Louis Antoine de Bougainville, Comte de Bougainville

[10] Name this family, whose wacky adventures are described in such books as The White Monkey and Awakening.

ANSWER: the Forsytes
[10] This 1906 novel was the first book about those zany Forsytes.  The title character is Soames, who gets really angry when his wife Irene [ey-ree-nee] falls in love with an architect.

ANSWER: The Man of Property
[10] This is Soames’s daughter, who comes to the forefront in the last trilogy, End of the Chapter.  She loves the son of Young Jolyon, but ends up marrying Michael Mont.

ANSWER: Fleur
