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Tossups

1. One 20th century dictator from this country had a famous horse named “Chestnut”. That leader also promoted the Prometheus Plan to weaken one of its neighbors, while some of its former leaders were tried at the Trial of the Sixteen. Treaties that this country was forced to sign include the Peace of Altmark, which followed the Battle of Dirshau, as well as the Peace of Altranstadt. This country forced the Treaty of Duelino on its eastern neighbor, and political prisoners from this country staged the Baikal Uprising in 1866. Communist rulers from this country include Edward Gierek and Wladyslaw Gomulka (vwad-i-swav gom-uwka), and its military history includes a decisive charge by winged hussars, though far less decisive was its liberum veto, under which any noble could block a government action, abolished under its Constitution of May 3. For ten points, name this European country with a red and white flag and capital at Warsaw. 

Answer: Poland [accept: Polska]
2. This President returned the body of USS Monitor inventor John Ericsson to Sweden, and he signed a treaty with Britain creating a two-year moratorium on seal hunting in the Bering Sea. His administration saw a diplomatic crisis with Portugal over the nationalization of the Delagoa Bay Railroad. Two years before becoming President, he lost his Senate seat to David Turpie. When his first Secretary of State died of Bight’s Disease, he nominated John W. Foster to replace him, while his Postmaster General was the department store mogul John Wanamaker. His rule saw the drafting of the Ocala Demands by agitating farmers, as well as the passage of the Sherman Anti-Trust Act and the then-highest tariff in US History, the McKinley Tariff. For ten points, name this Republican who worked with the Billion Dollar Congress, more famous for being sandwiched between Grover Cleveland. 

Answer: Benjamin Harrison [accept: Ice Veins Harrison, Kid Gloves Harrison; prompt on either of these without “Harrison”]

3. Important government officials during this era include Abe no Kurahashi-maro. This era saw local government divided into Ri and Gun districts and the abolishment of the kabana system, and it was preceded by the Kogyoku Era. The interior minister Katamari from the Fujiwara clan introduced the equal-field system during this era. This era began when Naka-no-Oe, who was a Buddhist monk at the time but was later known as the Tenji Emperor, arranged for the death of No Emishi and No Iruka in the Isshi Incident, leading to the fall of the Soga clan. For ten points, name this seventh-century era dominated by Emperor Kotoku and his centralization of the Japanese state on the model of Tang China. 

Answer: Taika Reform [accept: Taika no Kaishin; Taika Era; prompt on “Great Reform” or “Great Development”; grudgingly prompt on “Yamato Period” or “Asuka Period” until “Kogyoku”]
4. A month and two days after this event, General Schwartz was defeated at the Battle of El Bruc. This event led Andres Torrejon and Simon Hernandez, mayors of the small town of Mostoles, to issue a declaration of war. Luis Torres and Pedro Velarde led an artillery mutiny that joined the losing side in this conflict, while much of the heaviest fighting in this conflict that began outside the Palacio Real occurred by the Puerta de Toledo and the Puerta de Sol. The result of the occupying army attempting to move the Infante to their country, it was put down by Marshal Murat, while General Grouchy ordered the execution of many of its participants the following day. For ten points, name this anti-French uprising in the Spanish capital, depicted in a Goya painting featuring charging Mamelukes, which sparked the Peninsular War.

Answer: Second of May, 1808 [accept: Dos de Mayo; grudgingly accept Battle of Madrid]
5. This ruler was the target of the Brighton Hotel Bombing and ordered Major Guy Sheridan to launch Operation Paraquet. Controversies during this ruler’s term in office included one over the trial of the Conventry Four, who were accused of smuggling weapons to Apartheid South Africa, and one over the Hillsborough Agreement signed by this ruler, whose police forces engaged in the so-called “Battle of Orgreave” against striking miners. This ruler’s Bruges speech opposed further European integration, and this Prime Minister was deposed in a party coup after proposing a poll tax, leading to the succession of John Major. For ten points, name this female British head of government. 

Answer: Margaret “Maggie” Thatcher
6. This bill was delayed in Conference Committee because the Senate added a controversial amendment about Presidential salary. While this bill was being debated, James Madison attacked it in a letter to Edward Pendleton but expressed hope it would curb southern abuses, and Senator William Maclay of Pennsylvania attacked it as “calculated for expense”. One section of this Act of Congress was the subject of the recent Second Circuit case Khulumani v. Barclay and was interpreted by the Supreme Court in Sosa v. Alvarez-Machain. That section is termed the “Alien Torts Statute” and was probably inserted to allow victims of pirates to sue their attackers. The institution created in this act was expanded by the Evarts Act a century later. This bill was written by the author of the Connecticut Compromise, Oliver Ellsworth, and originally allowed writs of mandamus. For ten points, name this bill passed by the First Congress, which was partially struck down in Marbury v. Madison, which created the federal courts. 

Answer: Judiciary Act of 1789
7. One ruler of this dynasty issued the shengyu, or Sacred Edit, a set of sixteen rules that all citizens were to follow. Another ruler of this dynasty began a project known as the Complete Library of the Four Treasuries, which combined over 3500 classical books into one giant book, while the third ruler of this dynasty, whose early reign was controlled by his grandmother Xiao Zhuang, commissioned his namesake Kangxi Dictionary. This dynasty’s founder won the battles of Gure and Sarhu but was unable to seize the throne, a task which fell to Huang Taiji, the son of Nurhaci. For ten points, name this Chinese dynasty from a certain northern country.

Answer: Manchu Dynasty [accept: Qing Dynasty]
8. This event led a neighboring country to launch Operation Yellow Ribbon. People killed attempting to prevent this event include John Ogonowski and Daniel Lewin, a retired Israeli commando. People who recorded this incident on video include the Czech Pavel Hlava and the French Naudet brothers, who later made a documentary about it. An Orthodox Church named for St. Nicholas was destroyed in this event, whose planners were inspired by Phase 2 of the earlier Bojinka plot. The Australian Prime Minister referred to this event as “an act of supreme bastardry” on national television. Those killed included the wife of the Solicitor General, while Jim Thompson and Thomas Kean co-chaired a commission investigating this event, which gave rise to the phrase “Let’s Roll”. For ten points, name this terrorist attack planned by Mohammad Atta that hit Shanksville, Washington, and New York, where it destroyed the World Trade Center. 

Answer: September 11 [accept: 9/11; prompt on World Trade Center until “Solicitor General”]
9. This man lost the Battle of Tres Acequias to his rival Jose Carrera, whom he would later have executed. This ruler ordered Antonio Navarro to assassinate his other rival Manuel Rodriguez. He established a navy under the command of the Earl of Dundonald, Thomas Cochrane, though he was eventually overthrown by his chief admiral, Manuel Encalada. Early in his career, he was defeated by Mariano Osorio at the Disaster of Rancagua, leading to the Spanish reconquest of his homeland and requiring his eastern neighbor to resupply him by crossing a mountain chain. He was proclaimed Supreme Dictator after leading a decisive cavalry charge at the Battle of Chacabuco while fighting under Jose de San Martin. For ten points, name this Chilean freedom fighter of Irish descent.  

Answer: Bernardo O’Higgins
10. In 1468, one of these states was visited by the Russian horse trader Afanasy Nikitin, who wrote that its ruler rode men instead of elephants or horses, and described an annual market held in honor of Shikhbaludin. An alliance of these states won the Battle of Talikota against the Vijayanagara Empire. One of these states replaced the earlier Kakatiya Dynasty and was ruled by the Qutb Shahi kings. After conquering Berar, Ahmadnagar became the strongest of these and attempted to annex the rest of them, weakening them for an invasion by their northern neighbor, leading to a war in which the great fort of one of these states was taken by Aurengzeb, Golconda. For ten points, name this group of Muslim kingdoms in central India, named for the plateau on which they sat.

Answer: Deccan Sultanates [accept: Deccan States]
11. Von Koenigswald and Tobias listed three traits that distinguish this hominid from its ancestor, and H. McHenry calculated its average weight. One of the oldest specimens is known as “Twiggy”, and it is the direct ancestor of Homo georgicus. Homo rudolfensis was originally classified as a member of this species, whose tools have been found in the Omo Valley. Along with Homo ergaster it is an Olduvai Toolmaker. Because of its small size and wide hips, some have suggested moving it out of Homo, and some doubt whether it’s even a direct ancestor of Homo erectus. For ten points, name this early hominid that was the first to make tools, earning the name “handy man”. 

Answer: Homo habilis [prompt on “handy man” or “Olduvai Toolmaker” until mentioned]

12. Ministers that served under this ruler included Pyotr Tretyakov, Fedor Likhachov and Ivan Gramontin.  During the early part of his reign, the government was dominated by the corrupt Saltykovs, relatives of his mother.  Towards the end of his reign, his cousin Ivan Cherkassy served as de facto Prime Minister. The legendary Ivan Susnin may have saved this man from the Poles, and with the help of diplomats sent by James I of England he negotiated the Peace of Stolbovo with the Swedes. The middle part of his reign was a diarchy with his father, the Patriarch Filaret.  Succeeded by Alexei I, FTP, name the tsar whose accession marked the end of the Time of Troubles and is generally considered to have founded Russia's last dynasty. 

Answer: Mikhail Romanov [Accept Michael Romanov]
13. Taq-e Bostan is the site of carvings by one ruler of this polity. This empire stole a begging bowl supposedly used by the Buddha when they invaded the Gandara Valley to attack the Kushan Empire. The general Shahin helped this empire conquer Chalcedon and Alexandria, and one of its rulers sacked Antioch and moved all of its residents to a city named “Better than Antioch”, also known as Bishapur. Its general Shahrbaraz sacked Jerusalem and seized the True Cross, one of many victories during the reign of Khosrau II. This polity was defeated at the Battles of Al-Qadissayah and Nihawand, leading to the demise of Yazdgerd III and its conquest by the Arab Caliphate. For ten points, name this last non-Islamic dynasty in Persia, who succeeded the Parthians. 

Answer: Sassanid Empire [accept: Sassanian Empire]
14. This battle was preceded by Kara Noro’s failed rebellion in the towns of Moamo, Selegugu, and Tigan, and by the defection of the general Fakoli to the eventual victor, who had received cavalry from the King of Wagadu and infantry from the King of Mema. A large black bird was one omen seen before this battle, and according to one account, the turning point of this battle came when it was discovered that the losing commander could be harmed with a cock-spur. The losing army had earlier captured Koumbi Saleh, the capital of the recently-fallen Ghana Empire, whom the victors replaced as the dominant West African state. For ten points, name this defeat for the Sosso Confederation under Sumangaru, a major victory for Sundiata that led to the formation of the Mali Empire. 

Answer: Battle of Kirina
15. This man spent three years living in the desert with the hermit Bannus. This man’s patrons included the ex-slave Epaphroditus, and many of his works used Nicolaus of Damascus as a source. The military career of this rival of John of Gischala ended after he failed to fulfill the suicide part of a murder-suicide and surrendered at Jotapa and impressed his captor by favorably interpreting omens. This man’s autobiography was written to combat the libel of Justus of Tiberias, and another of this man’s works is an attempt to refute the historian Apion. A scholarly debate exists over whether this man explicitly mentioned Jesus and referred to him as the messiah. For ten points, name this enemy-turned-propagandist of Vespasian and author of the The Jewish War, a first-century Jewish historian. 

Answer: Titus Flavius Josephus [accept: Yosef Ben Matityahu]

16. A 1606 treaty named for this city recognized the Protestant prince Stephan Bocskay [botch-kay] as ruler of his home country. A 1980 conference in this city resulted in the CISG [SIS-gee], the treaty governing international contracts, and this city lends its name to the international treaty on how to agree to a treaty. A 1961 Kennedy-Khrushchev summit was held at its rococo palace. A 1940 arbitration held in this city awarded control of Transylvania to Hungary. This city was home to the unsuccessful pro-fascist July Putsch, which resulted in the death of Chancellor Englebert Dollfuss. Another treaty agreed to here sought to create a “sentinel on the Rhine” by giving land to Prussia. Notable mayors include Karl Lueger, known for his anti-semitism. For ten points, name this city home to an 1815 Congress, the capital of Austria. 

Answer: Vienna [accept: Wien]

1. Identify the following French explorers of the New World FTPE.

[10] In 1534, this native of Brittany discovered the Gulf of Saint Lawrence and the St. Lawrence River.

Answer: Jacques Cartier

[10] In 1673, two French explorers became the first white men to sail down the Mississippi River after first sailing down Lake Michigan. Name either.

Answer: Jacques Marquette OR Louis Joliet

[10] In the 1680’s, this man was sent to explore Wisconsin and Minnesota. Finding the area boring, he fabricated a story about a great crocodile-infested river that went from modern-day Minneapolis all the way to the Pacific Ocean. One purpose of the Lewis and Clark expedition was to prove or disprove this.

Answer: Louis-Armand de Lahontan
2. Identify the following about an important Byzantine historian FTPE.

[10] This female historian and imperial princess wrote about the First Crusade and other events of that era.

Answer: Anna Comnena [accept: Anna Komnene, prompt on either first or last name alone]

[10] This is Anna Comnena’s major work, named for her father the emperor.

Answer: Alexiad

[10] Anna Comnena became a historian when she was forced into exile after trying to overthrow her brother, Emperor John II, and replace her with this husband of hers.

Answer: Nikephoros Bryennios
3. Answer the following about Stalin’s show trials FTPE.

[10] Most show trials were conducted by this colorful prosecutor. Stalin would later make him foreign minister after Molotov fell from grace.

Answer: Andrei Vyshinsky

[10] A major victim of the early show trials was this former right-hand man to Vladimir Lenin, who was executed in 1936 alongside his former comrade Lev Kamenev.

Answer: Grigory Zinoviev
[10] Another victim of the show trials was this first leader of the NKVD, who was accused of being a Rightist and a Trotskyite before his 1938 execution. 

Answer: Genrikh Yagoda
4. Answer the following about the 1916 Easter Uprising.

[10] During that event, this 36 year old declared himself President of Ireland, only to be swiftly defeated and executed by the British a few weeks later.

Answer: Patrick Pearse
[10] This advocate of Esperanto was the commander of rebel forces in Dublin during the Uprising and had earlier founded the Irish Socialist Party.

Answer: James Connolly
[10] The Easter Uprising was supplied with weapons by this Prime Minister of Germany, who wanted to weaken Britain because of some other war that was going on in 1916.

Answer: Theobald von Bethmann-Holweg
5. This conflict forms the plot of the Tom Cruise movie The Last Samurai. FTPE,

[10] Name this 1877 rebellion by conservative Samurai against the Meiji Government.

Answer: Satsuma Rebellion

[10] The Satsuma Rebellion was led by this man, who had been an early supporter of the restoration.

Answer: Saigo Takamori

[10] The Satsuma rebels were annihilated at this battle in Kagoshima that ended the rebellion. 

Answer: Battle of Shiroyama
6. Louis the Pious had a ton of children, with disastrous results for everyone. Identify some FTPE.

[10] Louis had three grown sons when he decided to sire this youngest son and attempt to give him lots of land, sparking a civil war.

Answer: Charles the Bald [accept: Charles II, Charles le Chauve] 

[10] The birth of Charles the Bald incited a rebellion by Louis the German, Lothair, and this least famous son of Louis the Pious, who was based out of Aquitaine. 

Answer: Pepin

[10] The rebellion of Louis’s sons was in part fermented by this scheming abbot, a grandson of Charles Martel and former advisor to Charlemagne who, in his old age, served as an advisor to Lothair. 

Answer: Wala of Corbie

7. Put on your nicest black shirt and answer the following about Fascist Italy FTPE. 

[10] Mussolini came to power in 1922 at the culmination of this large public demonstration of fascist power.

Answer: March on Rome [accept: Marcia su Roma]

[10] One of Mussolini’s key advisors during the March on Rome was this fascist who would later lead the Italian Air Force in WW2. A street in Chicago is controversially named for him. 

Answer: Italo Balbo

[10] When the Allies took Italy in 1943, Mussolini was dismissed and replaced by this man, who formally surrendered and even declared war on Germany. He had earlier served as a general in Ethiopia.

Answer: Pietro Badoglio [accept: Duke of Addis Ababa]
8. Its section "The Society Beyond" discusses college graduates to show how the fraternity president moves on to junior management and the sorority queen moves to Grosse Pointe. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this manifesto of the Students for a Democratic Society, primarily written by Tom Hayden.

ANSWER: Port Huron Statement

[10] While a grad student at the University of Michigan, this man served as the first president of SDS. 

ANSWER: (Robert) Alan Haber

[10] The Port Huron Statement is often seen as a rebuttal to this statement written by the Young Americans for Freedom. It is named for the city in Connecticut home to William F. Buckley's estate.

ANSWER: Sharon Statement
9. Identify these assorted Caribbean dictators FTPE.

[10] This man ruled the Dominician Republic from 1930 to 1961, renaming most of the country for himself.

Answer: Rafael Leonidas Trujillo Molina 

[10] In 1804, this man proclaimed himself Emperor of Haiti

Answer: Jean Jacques Dessalines [prompt on Jacques I]

[10] This man ruled Cuba from 1925 to 1933, when he was overthrown in the wake of the Great Depression. 

Answer: Gerardo Machado
10. Answer the following about the Republic of China FTPE.

[10] Taiwan controls this archipelago right off the coast of Red China. They were the cause of several namesake crises in the 1950’s that required the US to threaten to intervene.

Answer: Quemoy [accept: Kinmen; Jinmen]

[10] Modern Taiwan was a one-party state for most of its history, but recently the KMT has occasionally lost elections to this liberal opposition party. 

Answer: Democratic Progressive Party  [accept: DPP]
[10] Taiwanese politics were heavily influenced by this powerful first lady. Her marriage to Chiang Kai-Shek earned her the nickname “Madame Chiang Kai-shek”.

Answer: Soong May-ling
11. This institution was the subject of the Minto-Morley reforms. FTPE,

[10] First, name this system of rule that Great Britain established in India from 1858 until Indian independence, from a native word for “reign”.

Answer: The Raj

[10] The first Governor-General of India under the Raj was this man, who was famously impeached by his enemies, including Edmund Burke. 

Answer: Warren Hastings
[10] In 1919, the Raj passed this act which authorized the indefinite imprisonment without trial of any suspected opponent of the Raj. Some people protesting this act were later massacred at Amritsar.

Answer: Rowlatt Act
12. Identify the following from the history of public education FTPE.

[10] This Italian woman was an early 20th century public education activist and reformer. She devised a self-directed form of child education that is sometimes still used today.

Answer: Maria Montessori

[10] This 19th century politician was the first head of the Massachusetts Board of Education and founded the first state-wide public school system in America, earning the title “Father of Public Education”. 

Answer: Horace Mann

[10] In this 1971 case, the US Supreme Court struck down a Pennsylvania law giving state aid to Catholic schools. It’s remembered for creating the modern test for when a law violates the Establishment Clause.

Answer: Lemon v. Kurtzman
13. Identify the following raiders from the U.S. Civil War, FTPE: 

[10] This Union raider carried secret orders that suggested his mission’s purpose was the assassination of Jefferson Davis, though he was killed on March 2nd after failing to break through Confederate lines. 

Answer: Ulric Dahlgren 

[10] This Confederate cavalryman futilely attempted to relieve pressure on Vicksburg by raiding across the Ohio River in July 1863, leading tens of thousands of Union militia on a chase that nearly reached Pennsylvania before surrendering.  

Answer: John Hunt Morgan

[10] Rainy weather and oncoming trains delayed this man’s attempts to cut Confederate supply lines to Chattanooga using the commandeered General; he was caught and hanged after leading Confederates on “The Great Locomotive Chase.” 

Answer: James Andrews 

14. Identify the following Korean dynasties FTPE.

[10] This dynasty ruled Korea from 1392 to 1910 and was the last independent monarchy on the peninsula.

Answer: Joseon Dynasty [accept: Chosun Dynasty]

[10] The Joseon replaced this other dynasty, which ruled from 918 to 1392. It was a patron of Buddhism.

Answer: Goryeo Dynasty 

[10] The first dynasty to unify the Korean peninsula was this polity that emerged in southern Korea and came to prominence when it conquered the neighboring Gaya Confederacy.

Answer: Silla Dynasty
15. Identify the following rulers of Iraq FTPE.

[10] This man served as Iraqi Prime Minister fourteen different times between 1930 and 1958, when he was assassinated. 

Answer: Nuri as-Said [accept either; accept al-Said]

[10] Nuri al-Said served this King of Iraq, who was also killed in the 1958 revolution/

Answer: Faisal II

[10] Ten years later, in 1968, a coup brought this member of the Baath Party to power in Iraq, along with his right-hand man Saddam Hussein.

Answer: Ahmed Hassan al-Bakr
16. Identify the following about the government of Athens FTPE:

[10] This group was the entire voting assembly of Athens which usually met in the Pnyx. Its responsibilities included lawmaking, war declaration, and the election of magistrates.

Answer: Ekklesia 
[10] A subset of the Ekklesia was this council of 500 chosen, following the Clesthenic reforms, from 50 representatives of each tribe of Athens. It was responsible for the day-to-day operations of Athens.

Answer: boule
[10] The boule was itself managed by these men, a group of fifty essentially comprising the full contingent supplied to the boule by each individual tribe, which led the council for one month before passing to the next set of 50.

Answer: prytany
