1.  Cities on its east include Fort Recovery, Ohio, and it is fed downstream by Lake Mississinewa, Wildcat Creek, Big Raccoon Creek, and Tippecanoe Creek. Its namesake "Cannonball" train ran from Toledo to Fort Wayne, neither of which lies on its banks, although Terre Haute does. For 10 points, name this river that, in its southern stretch just before emptying into the Ohio, serves as the border between Indiana and Illinois.

2.  Several of his sons' names are listed, beginning with Nebajoth and Kedar. Four generations later, he has given a name to an entire tribe that appear as slave traders. He himself lived for a time in the wilderness of Paran after he and his mother fled from a dispute with his father's legal wife. There seems to have been a reconciliation, as he is present at the Cave of Machpelah to bury his father along with his half-brother. Moslems trace the descent of the Arab race through, for 10 points, what son of Hagar, concubine of Abraham?

3.  Insufficient levels of cII protein fail to activate cI expression from Pre.  Without cI, L and R transcripts are synthesized after antitermination, leading to the accumulation of protein Q which acts as an antiterminator allowing expression of late genes for replication, capsid synthesis, and the rupture of the cell by osmotic shock.  For 10 points, name this cycle by which viruses infect host cells, use them to replicate, and eventually cause them to rupture, whose name comes from the Greek for “loosening.”

4.  He was appointed commander in chief of the armed forces of the constitutional Kingdom of Poland with the powers of viceroy.  Alienating the army and the parliament, in 1830 the Russia garrison was expelled from Poland, and though the army would eventually triumph at Ostrolenka, he would not live to see it as he died of cholera in 1831.  Married to Polish noblewoman Joanna Grudzinska, after this morganatic marriage he renounced the throne in favor of his brother Nicholas, thus leading to the Decembrist Revolt.  For 10 points, name this heir to the Russian throne, the son of Paul I and brother of Alexander I.

5.  Being a student of Wesley Mitchell influenced on his later thought. One of the earliest pioneers in “developmental economics”, he analyzed data from developing nations in Modern Economic Growth. In that research he dispelled the myth that nations go through identical linear stages of development. Prefiguring the work of Modigliani, he also discovered a pattern in savings-income behavior that launched Modigliani’s Life-Cycle-Permanent-Income Hypothesis. Famous for his eponymous U-shaped curve relating economic inequality to growth, this is, for 10 points, what 1971 winner of the Nobel Prize in economics, famous for his eponymous business cycles?

6.  During a stint living in America , this author met Upton Sinclair and was convinced by him into becoming a Socialist. Later in life, he repudiated his former views in the 1963 essay collection, A Writer’s Schooling. In his novel Paradise Reclaimed, he presents a satiric portrayal of the Mormons in his native land. His dramatic works include The Chimney Play and The Pigeon Banquet, while his novels You Pure Vine and The Bird on the Shore comprise his Salka Valka and concern life in a fishing village. Best known for a trilogy comprised of Fire in Copenhagen, The Slender Fairy, and Iceland’s Ball, this is, for 10 points, what Icelandic winner of the 1955 Nobel Prize in Literature?

7.  The writing named for this royal house was important in shaping the black-letter script prevalent in the Middle Ages.  Supposed to have magical powers derived from long hair, rulers of the family take their name from the mythic first ruler of the house whose son invaded Artois and was defeated by Aetius.  Late rulers of the house are frequently referred to as les rois fainŽants [fay-NAHN] or "do-nothing kings," due both to their lack of authority and the average age of ascendancy being six.  When Childeric III was finally overthrown and the Carolingian dynasty began, it marked the end of, for 10 points, what line of French kings whose most famous member was Clovis I?

8.  This law went unnoticed for thirty years because its formulator refused to publish in another language.  A supplementary explanation was offered by Morris Selig Kharasch to explain the behavior of hydrogen bromide.  Exemplified by hydrogen chloride adding to propene to produce 2-chloropropane rather than the isomeric 1-chloropropane, it explains that the electrophilic X negative adds to the carbon atom with fewer hydrogen atoms, while the proton adds to the carbon atom with more hydrogen atoms bonded to it.  For 10 points, name this rule useful in predicting the molecular structures of products of addition reactions formulated by a professor at Kazan University in 1869.

9.  As a phrase from the Coverdale Bible of 1535, it was used as a naval watchword to which the countersign was “Long to reign over us.”  The Scots claim it is based on an old carol of 1611 called "Remember O thou man" or "Franklyn is fled away" of 1669.  Several similar earlier airs exist in a manuscript of 1619 attributed to Dr. John Bull, an organist in the Chapel Royal during the reign of James I who wrote something of the same title but with different music.  Also attributed to Henry Carey or Henry Purcell, this is, for 10 points, what national anthem of Great Britain?

10.  The finale of the poem contains an allusion to the story of Venus and Adonis, particularly the white anemone that springs from the end of their affair. One of the poems contains an epigraph from Seneca’a Medea. The epigram from the first poem is a quote from the Book of Job, and is spoken by Satan. Section Three contains snatches of conversation overheard at waterfront bars interspersed with visions of undersea mythological creatures and is titled “Cutty Sark.” Other sections include, “National Winter Garden,” “Van Winkle” and “Cape Hatteras.” For 10 points, identify this long poem about a New York landmark, the masterwork of Hart Crane.

11.  He shares his name with a jealous acquaintance of Bellerophon who sends the hero on a journey to deliver his own death warrant to King Iobates of Lycia.  Various sources place his home on the island of Carpathus between Crete and Rhodes.  His most famous visitor approached him on the advice of his own daughter, Eidothea. Stranded on the Egyptian island of Pharos, Menelaus, dressed as a seal, accosted him during a midday nap, and subdued him as he changed into a lion, a dragon, a leopard, a boar, a film of water, and a tree.  For 10 points, name this reluctant old prophet who, through his metamorphoses, has become a symbol for primeval matter.

12.  His father, a lieutenant-general, was the originator of the European system of geodetic measurement.  First working on methyl chloride, he received his doctorate for his work on cacodyl compounds which had been done in Kekulé's laboratory.  A study of uric acid, which also led him to the discovery of barbituric acid, provided the thesis by which he qualified as a university teacher in 1860.  He proposed a “strain” theory that helped explain why carbon rings of five or six atoms are so much more common than carbon rings with other numbers of atoms.  For 10 points, name this German research chemist who synthesized indigo and formulated its structure, the winner of the 1905 Nobel Prize.

13.  Manuscripts for this instrument include My Ladye Nevells Booke, Will Forster’s Book, Benjamin Cosyn’s Book, and Elizabeth Rogers’s Book.  The Italian variety was often polygonal in shape and differed from the Flemish and English variety because of its centrally placed keyboard.  Sometimes built in pairs with a smaller fitting into a drawer in the larger, it differed from other similar instruments because its strings were placed at right angles to the keys.  Its jacks, or wooden rods, that rest on the ends of the keys and hold the plucking mechanism may give it its name.  For 10 points, name this harpsichord-like instrument whose name either comes from the Latin for “rod” or from the fact that it was played by young girls.

14.  An illegitimate descendant of George I, as a Whig MP he was opposed to British coercion of the American colonies.  The younger brother of a British officer who led a disastrous attack on Fort Ticonderoga during the French and Indian War, his first command was in the Duke of Cumberland’s Light Dragoons.  Commander of the northern and, later southern, districts of England during the war with France, he had sailed into Boston harbor on the Cerberus following the battles of Lexington and Concord.  For 10 points, name this general whose brilliant tactics in the battles of Long Island and Brandywine were negated by his failure to follow up successes.

15.  The play starts with a discussion of the recent murder of Robbie Tancred. The discussion is interrupted by the entrance of Jerry Devine, who comes with a job offer from Father Farrell. The job is not taken, and two days later the family is visited by Charlie Bentham, who announces that a cousin had bequeathed the family 2,000 pounds. In the end, Johnny is killed for his supposed part in Tancred’s murder. After this, the title character and her daughter leave, and Captain Jack and his friend Joxer return to the house drunk. The Boyle family are at the center of, for 10 points, what drama named for a goddess and her favorite pet and written by Sean O'Casey?

16.  He influenced the style of resort architecture for the wealthy with his small theatre for the casino of Monte Carlo, the casino and baths at Vittel, and the villas he built in Bordighera, notably his own. Among his other works were the observatory at Nice and the H™tel du Cercle de la Librairie in Paris.  Awarded the Prix de Rome in 1848, his most famous work was completed in 1875 and became a symbol of Second Empire taste in its eclectic neo-baroque style.  For 10 points, name this artist of the Paris Opera.

17.  This 20th century mathematician met frequently with colleagues, including his advisor, Stefan Banach, at the Scottish cafe in Lvov, now in the Ukraine, during the 1930s.  After coming to America, he helped to develop the Monte Carlo statistical sampling method, which is still in wide use today, with John von Neumann and Nicholas Metropolis.  FTP, name the man who is largely credited with overcoming the most difficult theoretical obstacles in his work with Edward Teller on the development of the hydrogen bomb.

18.  Paul Litvak's older sister is planning on reviewing a monumental two-volume work by this author about the history of Jewish and Russian relations, titled Two Hundred Years Together. A recent short-story collection includes the stories “Ego”, and “Apricot Jam”. The author is also currently in the midst of a set of historical novels which trace Russian history through the Revolution. The first volumes are entitled August, 1914 and November, 1916; collectively they are called The Red Wheel. His first published work appeared in the magazine New World in 1962, but later works were suppressed. For 10 points, identify this contemporary Russian author of The First Circle, and The Gulag Archipelago.

19.  The author of Third Term Bugaboo, Not Guilty, and Memoirs of a Curmudgeon, he was also a frequent contributor to the New Republic.  Manager of Hiram Johnson’s unsuccessful campaign to become a presidential candidate, he would resign his post in the federal government over the appointment of Edwin Pauley as Undersecretary of the Navy.  Originally a Progressive, he worked on Theodore Roosevelt’s 1912 campaign, but became a Republican and was still one when he was asked by FDR to be Secretary of the Interior.  For 10 points, name this New Dealer who directed the Public Works Administration.

20.  Follow-ups to the book were numerous, including 1964’s Abundance for What? And Other Essays, which emphasized the sociological effects of the Cold War. The author posits three different mechanisms for how people historically derived their values. In pre-industrial societies, people derive their values from static societal traditions; thus they are tradition-directed. In modernizing societies people either derive their values from their families, or from what the author calls “peer groups”, in which case society forces the individual to conform and he is “outer-directed.” For 10 points, identify this work whose title is a byword for modern alienation, written by David Riesman.
