1.   On the first day that he walked he asked a blacksmith to create the heaviest iron rod possible.  Rising, he bent the rod into a bow and the moment was commemorated by “The Song of the Bow” composed by his griot.  Moving his capitol from Jeriba to Niani, he was responsible for the expansion of his empire north to the southern Sahara, west to the Senegal River, south to the goldfields of Wangara, and east to the Golden Bend of the Niger.  Seizing and destroying Kumbi, he forced the Kaniaga states to respect his authority.  For 10 points, name this Mali emperor whose eleven brothers were murdered by Sumanguru, whom he defeated at Kirina to become king.

2.  The poem of which he is the subject is the sole surviving example of the Heldenlieder in Old High German, although a later ballad provides a sequel involving a reconciliation.  The original, though incomplete, leaves little doubt that the duel ends fatally for his brash son, who instigates the challenge without knowing that his opponent is also his father.  The elder warrior was also a magician and served as weapons adviser to Dietrich von Bern, the legendary version of Theodoric the Great.  For 10 points, name this hero who also appears in the Nibelungenlied, where as a member of Etzel’s court, he slays Kriemhild for ordering the slaughter of her brothers, and who shares his name with Pope Gregory VII.

3.  The Compton Observatory launched in 1991 was built to monitor these occurrences first discovered by US Vela satellites in 1973 while attempting to monitor nuclear explosions on the Earth’s surface.  Unusual in that an enormous amount energy, on the order of the Sun’s entire lifetime output, is released in a few seconds, because these take place over 10 billion light years away, they are difficult to detect.  Spread uniformly over the sky, local ones may come from neutron stars though the source is more or less unknown.   For 10 points, identify this astronomical phenomena, named for the type of radiation detected.

4. The opening scene features a reading of The Count of Monte Cristo, as well as a card game. Schaaf, the German tutor, loses the game and also fails to win the love of the maid Katya, whom he tries to seduce with a love song. The doctor Shpigelsky tries to woo Lizaveta with a song about a grey goat. The suspicions of Rakitin prove to be correct, as the mistress of the house is indeed in love with the tutor Belyayev, as is the ward. In the end, the marriage proposal of Bolshintsov is accepted, Vera leaves the household, and Belyayev leaves as well, not wanting to be around Natasha any longer. For 10 points, identify this drama about the Islayev household, written by Ivan Turgenev.

5.  His first successful opera was Gli equivoci nel sembiante [li ek-WEE-voh-chee nel sem-BYAHN-tay]. He dominated opera in Naples at the end of the 17th Century but later failed to make a hit in Venice with Il Mitridate Eupatore in 1707. He spent much of the rest of his career in opera-free Rome, writing church music for Santa Maria Maggiore and for Queen Christina of Sweden. He was instrumental in establishing the forms of opera seria, including the three-part overture and aria da capo. For 10 points, name this composer of about 115 operas, more than 700 cantatas, thus making the mere 555 keyboard sonatas of his son Domenico look paltry.

It still contains the remains of a 12th-Century castly built by William of Albemarle, but since the 1700s it has been known mostly as a seaside and spa resort. The principal city of Tobago and a suburb on Lake Ontario east of Toronto both share their name with, for 10 points, what town on the North Sea, site of a famous periodic commercial gathering to which some travelers come bearing messages about impossible tasks to be performed by former love-interests of the narrator of a song made famous by Simon and Garfunkel?

7.  Studies in the process of its oxidation provided the basis for which Nobel laureate Fritz Lippman wrote his groundbreaking essay, “Metabolic Generation and Utilization of Phosphate Bond Energy.” It can produce acetalaldehyde and carbon dioxide in ethanolic fermentation or lactate and NAD+ in lactic acid fermentation.  A precursor to the Krebs cycle involves its conversion to acetyl CoA via the reduction of NAD+ and the conversion of one its carbons into carbon dioxide.  Name this ionized form of 2-oxopropanoic acid, an intermediary molecule in cellular respiration, which, FTP, is metabolized from glucose by glycolysis.

8.  Charles Townshend was so taken with this book that he hired its author to tutor his stepson, the Duke of Buccleuch [pron. Buckley]. Part Seven contains an illuminating explication of Stoicism. Part Five includes a discussion of the importance of fashion and custom on shaping human notions of beauty. The second part discusses how luck influences the foundations of human value judgments, while the third part discusses the foundations of conscience. The book opens with a discussion of sympathy and the propriety of an action. For 10 points, identify this work which examines the origins of our standards of right and wrong, a work by Adam Smith.

9. In 1840, he wrote a witty book about Ludwig Borne [BOR-nuh], the leader of the German radicals in Paris, which earned him the ire of many socialists. Politically involved, he wrote for Karl Marx’s newspaper Forward, and authored a satire in verse, Germany, A Winter’s Tale. His criticism of German Romanticism was published in France as Lutezia, and in Germany as The Romantic School. His New Poems is divided into the “New Spring” poems, which are love poems, and “Varia”, sour poems about his dalliances with Paris girls. Other poems include "Atta Troll" and "Romanzero," though his first collection, Buch der Leider, is more famous. For 10 points, identify this German-Jewish poet, author of “Die Lorelei.”

10.  After wearing only one garment for over a year, he began wandering the countryside naked and free of all possessions.  His parents had allegedly died by self-starvation and at the age of 30, he ditched his wife and daughter.  His death anniversary coincides with the Hindu holiday of Diwali.  A major influence on his thinking was the common practice of large-scale animal sacrifice.  In response, he subjected himself to the elements and reached the state of omniscience known as kevala.  He also built on the teachings of his predecessor Parsvanatha by adding one more item to the list of mahavrathas, or “great vows” of renunciation.  FTP, name this contemporary of Buddha, an Indian ascetic credited with founding Jainism.

11.  Speakers of the northern dialect of Gheg in this country are separated from speakers of the southern Tosk dialect by the Shkumbin River. Vlachs are one of the ethnic minorities of this predominantly Moslem country that contains the cities of Vlore and Durres, the latter of which was known to the Greeks as Epidamnus and the Venetians as Durazzo and lies across the Straits of Otranto from Brindisi. For 10 points, name this country which Enver Hoxha [HO-hah] once governed from the capital of Tirane.

12.  A member of the Arceuil circle, working with Humboldt he determined the exact proportions of hydrogen and oxygen in water. With Biot, he ascended in a balloon to determine the effect of altitude on the earth’s magnetic field.  Beating Davy in the discovery of boron by nine days, they discovered iodine simultaneously, which he named in 1813. FTP, identify this Frenchman who also co-discovered a famous law which states that at constant pressure, the volume of a given mass of gas is proportional to its absolute temperature.
