1.  In his most famous work, he argues that advances in social organization are primarily the result of changes in food production. His struggle for Indian rights led to his eventual adoption by the Seneca tribe. His studies of the kinship terms of far-flung aboriginal societies led to his monumental Systems of Consanguinity and Affinity of the Human Family. His most important work was elevated as a classic by Marxists due to its use in Marx and Engel’s writings. For 10 points, identify this anthropologist who termed the developmental stages of society "savagery," "barbarism" and "civilization" in his work Ancient Society.

2.  He wrote The War with the Newts, a 1936 novel that satirizes the rise of totalitarianism in the form of a race of intelligent salamanders that take over Europe. He collaborated with his brother Josef on a number of works, including the short story collection The Luminous Depths, and the play The Life of Insects. He also wrote a science fiction trilogy consisting of the novels Hordubal, Meteor, and An Ordinary Life. Leos Janacek based an opera on The Makropoulos Case, written by, for 10 points, what author of R.U.R., in which he coined the term "robot."

3.  During the pontificate of Celestine III he was not involved in church government and had time to write the works On the Miserable Condition of Man and On the Mysteries of the Mass.  He believed he had a right to reject candidates for Holy Roman Emperor, as in the case of Henry VI.  Excommunicating John of England for refusing to accept Stephen Langton as Archbishop of Canterbury, he received John’s territory and returned it to him as a papal fief.  For 10 points, who is this 13th-century pope who inaugurated the Mendicant orders?

4.  Associated with the constellation Ursa Major, he appeared at crossroads to challenge warriors.  A patron of slaves, he presided over district schools for commoners called telpochcalli and was referred to as Titlacauan, meaning “we are his slaves.”  He enjoyed special devotion at Texcoco and once seduced Xochiquetzal, goddess of flowers.  Tepeyollotli and Yaotl were his other names and the Mayans knew him as the lightning god, Hurakan.  Ruling in Ocelotonatiuh, the first of five worlds in Aztec cosmology, it was he who corrupted the virtuous Quetzalcoatl by introducing him to alcohol and sex.  For 10 points, name this creator god associated with the jaguar and originator of human sacrifice.

5.  Legend has it that Arthur Miller turned down the chance to write the screenplay because of lingering doubts about the director and his relation to the Hollywood blacklist.  The movie deals with the pressure to name names before the authorities, and some critics felt that the director had used it to justify his own collaboration with the House Un-American Activities Committee.  For 10 points, name the 1954 Elia Kazan movie that starred Marlon Brando, whose character responds to charges of ratting by protesting, “I was rattin' on myself all those years. I didn't even know it," and more famously explains to his brother how he "coulda been a contender."

6.  In this play, a janitor predicts the coming murder of the milk-company collector, Sankey. A manager at the real estate office, Harry Easter, tries to set up the main character in an apartment outside the tenement, but she refuses. Abe spends his days and nights reading the newspaper and arguing politics. His daughter, Shirley, worries about her brother Sam Kaplan’s interest in the heroine, who just wants to leave the city. In the end, Frank catches his wife Anna in bed with Sankey, and kills them both, enabling Rose, their daughter and heroine, to get out of the slums. For 10 points, identify this play about the Maurrant family, the most famous of Elmer Rice.

7.  Light energy trapped in mercury atoms that accounts for this element’s photochemical reactions is a manifestation of this phenomenon, along with the green colour of auroras borealis and australis.  Analysis of spectra reveals that this is caused by almost-final energy levels to which electrons have cascaded from higher energy levels in the act of generating light.  Most nuclear excited states that decay by photon emission generally do so under 10-9 seconds, however, FTP, name this situation that occurs when an excited nuclear state has a much longer lifetime of seconds or even days.

It describes the strange “Hun” haircut worn by members of one political faction to distinguish them from another, and claims that in the period under discussion, five million Romans died in Libya. The political factions that grew up around chariot-racing teams come in for some criticism, but the main accusation concerns an alleged vendetta carried out against the Byzantine nobility by the ex-prostitute Theodora and her husband, the emperor Justinian. For 10 points, name this scandal-ridden account of Constantinople in the early sixth-century, companion to the official war histories of its author, Procopius.

It was used in a number of U.N models, notably one developed by its creator, along with Petri and Carter in the mid-1970s, and a companion work was published about its use entitled The Future of the World Economy. It stemmed from an assertion that the advantages in international trade stem from differences in natural resources. After an monumental analysis of U.S. foreign trade, this assertion was refuted. It involves describing the economy as a system of flows through various economic activities. For 10 points, identify this economic model derived from work by Heckscher and Ohlin, formulated by Wassily Leontief.

Famous for written works including Grapes and Thorns and Morning and Noon, his first government post was as Undersecretary of the Treasury in the Franklin Roosevelt administration and he was undersecretary of State from 1945 to 1947 where one of his first responsibilities was to secure Senate approval for the UN.  His popularity was wrecked by, among other things, his refusal to repudiate Alger Hiss.  Private secretary to Louis Brandeis, his memoir Present at the Creation details his time as Secretary of State which saw the creation of the Truman Doctrine, the Marshall Plan, and NATO.  For 10 points, name this Truman cabinet member.

11.  In planarians, there are two cords that carry messages to one of these bodies at the animal’s head. In Arthrpods, one of them largely controls each segment of the body. Derived from cells of the neural crest where the fold continues into the ectoderm they are encased by the neurolemma cells. The dorsal root one contains a grouping of afferent neurons while the ventral root one contains efferent neurons. FTP, identify this type of organ, a collection of nerve cells lying outside the brain or central nervous system.

The poet Imlac wants to live a life of wandering, while Nekayah, the title character’s sister, desires to found a women’s college. The title character merely wants to rule a kingdom justly. 13.  Appointed personal page to Charles Albert, his open ridicule of the page’s uniform caused a scandal and he was nearly stripped of all rank by Charles Felix.  Especially interested in poverty and prisoner education, his memoir on poverty in Piedmont was published in England in 1834.  Joining the cabinet as Minister of Agriculture, the fall of the d'Azeglio ministry led to the creation of his government under Victor Emmanuel II.  For 10 points, name this founder of the paper Il Risorgimento and first prime minister of reunited Italy.

14.  The apathy of his countrymen to a slide of a prisoner awaiting execution sparked his literary career.  He later nurtured younger writers, founding the Eighteen Society, whose slogan was “out of the salons and into the streets.”  His reputation was established with 1923’s A Call to Arms, while the title character of “The True Story of Ah Q” is a byword for a tendency to see defeat as a psychological victory.  A fan of Gogol, he used “The Diary of a Madman” as the basis for a tale of the same name.  For 10 points, name this Socialist Realist Chinese writer.

15.  It includes a baritone part for Fouquier-Tinville [FOO-key-ay TAN-veel], prosecutor of the Committee for Public Safety.  It is chiefly known for its many flashy arias, notably the tenor hero's "Un Di all'Azzuro Spazio" and "Come [COH-may] un Bel Di di Maggio," although movie fans will remember the soprano's "La Mamma Morta," from the movie Philadelphia.  For 10 points, name this most famous opera of Umberto Giordano [jour-DAHN-oh], the story of a French poet executed by the Terror.

In Worlds in the Making, he suggested that cool stars might collide and form nebulae from which new stars and planets would arise; and so the process would go on indefinitely, life being spread about the universe by bacteria propelled by light pressure. FTP, identify this chemist who developed the theory of electrolytic dissociation and who received the Nobel Prize in 1903.

The model consist of a lattice of sites which are randomly connected, where connectivity the primary feature to be measured.. It is primarily akin to liquid flowing through soil.
