1.  He forced a rival, Pietro Gratarol, from Venice by the authorship of a mocking satirical play, The Drugs of Love. After the success of a satirical poem, “La tartana degl'influssi” [TAR-tun-nuh del-yin-FLOO-see], he began work on his ten Fiabe [FYAH-bay] or fables, including "The King Stag," "The Snake Woman," and "The Pretty Little Green Bird." Attacking the dramatic innovations of Carlo Goldoni and Pietro Chiari [KYAH-ree], he joined the reactionary Accademia dei Granelleschi [gra-nel-ESS-kee] and depicted them in a famous play as a magician and a wicked fairy For 10 points,  identify this great Italian dramatist, most famous for The Love of the Three Oranges and Turandot.

He first started his crusade after a group of MIT students created Symbolics, an AI company that drained the MIT AI lab where he worked. He was snubbed by the first ever Open Source conference, sponsored by O’Reilly, represented the deep rift between the Open Source movement and the Free Software Fodunation which he helped create. Elected pope in Terrecina the anti-pope Clement III held Rome, his pontificate saw conflict with William II Rufus over Saint Anselm and Philip I of France over his scandalous divorce.  A great reformer, the term Curia Romana first appeared in one of his bulls in 1089.  For 10 points name this pope whose councils at Piacenza, Rome, and Bari are less well known that the one at Clermont in 1095.

5.  In the United States, it has infected 95% of adults between 35 and 40 years old.  It can lie dormant within immune cells, which may lead to Burkitt's lymphoma or nasopharyngeal carcinoma.  The virus occurs when the maternal antibody present at birth disappears, and infection in children is indistinguishable from other childhood

illnesses.  FTP, identify this virus which 50 or 30 percent of the time causes mononucleosis in infected adolescents.

His pious Madonnas are frequently appealingly pretty, and pretty women were a sufficient part of his life that until 1461 he refused to marry because he was getting all he wanted as a Carmelite monk. At the suggestion of the lawyer Mr. Bruff, they administer the laudanum with the help of the servant Gabriel Betteredge. This confirms the suspicions of the now dead maid Rosanna Spearman about who committed the crime, but not to the stolen item’s whereabouts. With the help of Sergeant Cuff, they trace the item to a banker named Luker, who eventually leads them to the thief, Godfrey Ablewhite. 8.  Responsible for the killing of Myrna Opsahl, a church volunteer, their first act was the murder of Marcus Jones, the Oakland superintendent of schools.  Using the motto “Death to the Fascist insect that preys upon the life of the people,” assassination with a cyanide bullet became their trademark.  Led by General Field Marshal Cinque, they hoped to distribute $70 of free groceries to needy California families, but when the distribution of the donation of $6 million worth didn’t come off as planned, member Tania berated her father for his failure to ensure the success of the operation and joined the group.  For 10 points, name this group that added Tania by kidnapping her when she was a college student named Patricia Hearst.

Iranian-born Moshe Katsav was the first Israeli president to come from, for 10 points, what major branch of Judaism descended from the Ladino-speaking communities of Iberia who were expelled in 1492, a branch chiefly distinguished from the Ashkenazim?

The first Haitian to play in the NBA, he's a career 54-percent free throw shooter, he has spent parts of 14 seasons with the Kings, Clippers, Sonics, Pistons and Jazz. Drafted eighth overall in 1987 out of UVA by the Chicago Bulls, he was traded to Seattle for Scottie Pippen. For 10 points, identify this backup NBA center who may now be best know for trying to use his honorary badge to arrest a speeding motorist and getting arrested himself for impersonating a police officer.

The arcade columns, which originally stood on a stylobate of three steps, now rise from the ground without bases, and the continuous tracery of the second tier of arcades lends an appearance of strength to the open arches.  The facades have open arcades in the two lower stories, and the third story was rebuilt after a fire in the 16th century, so as to extend over the arcades. This upper story is faced with white and rose-colored marble, resembling ornate windows and finished with a lace-like parapet of oriental cresting.  Designed by the Buon brothers, it sits next to the Bridge of Sighs and is centered around the Scala dei Giganti.  For 10 points, name this Venetian building, the home of its rulers for centuries.

13.  He worked as a Sekt salesman until his marriage in 1920 to the daughter of a wealthy Sekt producer made him financially independent.  He was appointed Reich commissioner for disarmament at Geneva in 1934 and negotiated the Anglo-German Naval Agreement, which authorized German naval rearmament the next year.  With Japan he negotiated the Anti-Comintern pact and his “pact of steel” with Italy was signed in 1939.  For 10 points, identify this Nazi foreign minister most famous for negotiating the German-Soviet Non-Aggression Pact with Molotov.

14.  While working as a pathologist at Bellevue Hospital in New York, he contracted tuberculosis, and while recovering, decided to become a writer. In his most famous novel, he introduced the concept of “Malaise,” despair inherent in the modern world. He also wrote a major work in Catholic philosophy and semantics titled The Message in the Bottle. His other works include Lancelot, The Second Coming, and Love in the Ruins, the last of which became the prequel for The Thanatos Syndrome. For 10 points, identify this writer of The Moviegoer.

15.  His early works criticized Hume, Bergson and Spinoza.  This period also yielded The Logic of Sense and resulted in the concept of  “philosophical geography,” in which an ideal space exists in a state of flux between differing concepts.  In the 1970’s he would cite capitalism’s contrary tendencies to break down and then rebuild social groups.  He used Artaud’s term “body without organs” to refer to an organized structure, the inverse state of the so-called “desiring machine.”  Ill health caused him to commit suicide by jumping out his apartment window in 1995.  For 10 points, name this French philosopher best known for co-authoring Anti-Oedipus, A Thousand Plateaus, and What Is Philosophy? with psychoanalyst FŽlix Guattari.

16.  Originally proposed by the French mathematician and astronomer Maupertuis it was initially based on Aristotelian notions of economy in nature.  Today it is often stated that for a particle travelling between points A and B, the path taken will be that for which the line integral of the Lagrangian from A to B is minimal.  FTP name this mechanical principle, also known as the principle of least action, named for the Irish mathematician who described it in 1835.

17.  His main psychological laws were bolstered by five ancillary laws governing learning, including laws of multiple responses, attitude, prepotency of elements, response by analogy and associative shifting. His later work was primarily in what he called ideational learning, which was the study of higher-order learning processes, and with Woolworth, examined the learning patterns of high-school students. His early work, however, was with cats and with his invention, the puzzle box, published in his book Animal Intelligence. For 10 points, identify this psychologist who prefigured work in behaviorism with his Laws of Exercise and Effect.

18.  The title character is almost executed by a group of priests until a widow Almona saves him by offering to sleep with the priests if they pardon him. He finds a comptroller for King Nabussan of Serendib by having a dancing contest with a pile of money available to steal. The honest man dances lightly, not trying to prevent the sound of change. The hero is briefly married to Azora, whom he also tricks through the advances of his friend Cador. In the end, he wins his love from slavery by curing Ogul, and finally then wins Queen Astarte again in a tournament and becomes king of Babylon. For 10 points, identify this satire about a youth who lives by his wits, written by Voltaire.

At the end, the message is that, since the beauties and mysteries of the earth renew themselves year after year, our own passing should not be feared but accepted calmly and without rancor.  “Of Beauty” describes young men on horseback surprising a pair of women bathing in a stream and follows “Of Youth.”  The final section, “Farewell,” is the centerpiece of the work.  For 10 points, name this work, that also contains “Autumn Loneliness” and “The Drunkard of Spring,” a selection of Chinese poems translated into German and set to music by Gustav Mahler.

Commemorated by a 69-foot obelisk erected in 1792 on the site of the former Nieuwburg Castle, where the signing took place, it confirmed the separate peace between France and Savoy that had returned all captured lands to the Duke of Savoy.  Holland restored Pondichery in India to the French East India Company and France returned all places that had been “reunited” from Spain since the treaty of Nimwegen [pron NYE-muh-guhn].  Most importantly, France acknowledged that William III was King of England and Anne was his successor.  For 10 points, name this 1697 treaty that ended the War of the League of Augsburg.
