1.  In 1906 he traveled to Russia. The strong bodies and expressive faces of the Russian peasants stimulated the development of his mature style, which characteristically features heavy, massive figures in rigid drapery, animated by a single, forceful movement as exemplified by The Avenger.  Even when he worked with other materials, as in his bronze Death, he often emulated the blocky, rough-hewn quality of wood sculpture to achieve a more brutal effect.  Also a distinguished playwright of Der tote Tag and Der Findling, he may be best known for War Monument.  For 10 points name this Expressionist sculptor whose style has also been called Modern Gothic.

2.  The subject of one of this author’s novels is Sonny, an obscure schoolteacher-turned-radical and his writer son Will. Another is about the Bam and Maureen Smales, who must attempt to flee when anarchy seizes their native land. The author’s last novel concerns Harold and Claudia, a couple whose lives are disrupted when their son is accused of murder and defended by a black lawyer, and is titled The House Gun. This author’s first collection, the Soft Voice of the Serpent, and first novel, The Lying Days, both demonstrate her lack of sentimentality, and precise writing style.  For 10 points, identify this South African writer, who attacks apartheid in her novels The Conservationist and July’s People.

3.  Its namesake river flows south from Shasta Lake and Redding through this valley, which includes parts of Yuba, Sutter and Yolo Counties. On its east it includes the city of Chico and in the west the city of Davis, facing respectively toward the Sierra Nevada and the Napa Valley, while to the south it is joined by the San Joaquin Valley to form California's Central Valley. For 10 points, name this valley, namesake and site of the metropolis of North Central California.

4.  He served as master of the mint from 1855 until 1869.  In his final paper he described palladium hydride, the first known instance of a solid compound formed from a metal and a gas.  Previously he had investigated the three forms of phosphoric acid, and from this work the concept of polybasic acids developed followed by his report on the properties of the water of crystallization in hydrated salts.  FTP, identify this chemist who devised the process of dialysis and discovered laws of effusion and diffusion.

5.  He founded and edited a number of important literary magazines, including Workshop, and The Prodigal Son. His use of rich surrealist images in his metaphysical speculation is evidenced in such prose works as The Monkey Grammarian and Conjunctions and Disjunctions. He grew up around revolutionaries, as his father was the secretary to Emiliano Zapata. His poetry attempts to show how erotic love and artistic creativity overcomes man’s loneliness; collections include Freedom Under Parole, Sun Stone, and They Shall Not Pass.  For 10 points, identify this Mexican poet, author of The Labyrinth of Solitude, and recipient of the 1990 Nobel Prize in literature.

6.  His early work, while studying under Victor Bertin, was primarily calm, well structured landscapes including The Forum and Bridge at Nantes.  Dividing his year between winter months spent on classical and historical subjects and summer months spent outside with his Barbizon friends, after achieving critical success his landscapes thereafter became imaginary creations bathed in a filmy romantic atmosphere achieved by silvery tones and soft brushstrokes as in Ville d’Avray and Memory of Mortefontaine.  For 10 points, name this inventor of the Souvenirs landscape and painter of The Harbor of La Rochelle and The Bridge at Narni.

7.  Before Tony Blair, this prime minister was the first to father a child while in office. In 1817 he made a passionate speech against the decision by Lord Liverpool and his government to suspend Habeas Corpus.  Introducer of the Dissenters' Marriage Bill and the Irish Tithe Bill, he led the charge to pass the Catholic Relief Bill.  As Home Secretary in Melbourne’s new Whig government, he helped reform local government.  For 10 points, name this champion of the poor who introduced the Reform Bill of 1832 and served as Prime Minister from 1846 to 1852 and 1865 to 1866.

8.  Their discoverer worked with Arturo Miolati for three years between 1893 and 1896, gathering salts and measuring their conductivity. The earliest known of them is the bright red alizarin dye used in India.  Andreas Libavius’ observed the first completely inorganic one in 1597 and Prussian Blue is a famous example.  Alfred Stock proposed the name for the entities surrounding the central atom of which there are two types: mono and polydentate*.  FTP name these types of compounds elucidated by Alfred Werner, where a central metal atom is surrounded by ligands

9.  He was indirectly responsible for the birth of Solomon’s successor Rehoboam since his ouster of Solomon brought the king into contact with the Ammonite princess who would become Queen of Israel.  His chicken feet revealed his true identity when Solomon returned to reclaim the throne he had been occupying for three years.  He had been forced into helping build the Temple and his origins lie in the ancient Persian personification of violence, a malevolent force whose wrath is frequently directed towards cows.  His sole biblical appearance involves the framing of Sarah in the deaths of her seven husbands in the Book of Tobit.  For 10 points, name this legendary king of demons exorcised by Tobiah with the aid of the archangel Raphael.

10.  In 89, along with the Quadi, they defeated the Romans and prevented a complete annexation of Dacia.  Crossing the upper Danube between 166 and 175, they invaded Italy but were expelled by Marcus Aurelius who fought them until his death.  To escape Roman aggression, in 9 BC they had migrated east to Bohemia, where they built a powerful confederation of tribes. The kingdom broke up after a war with the German leader Arminius and in 19 their king Maroboduus became an exile in Roman territory.  For 10 points name this branch of the Suebi nation.

11.  It begins by describing a painting that shows a head of a man with all kinds of weird animal features, thus arguing for simplicity and unity in style. The author attributes to Thespis the thought of traveling performances, complete with wine on the actors’ faces. The author also cautions the critic to be honest enough to cross out words, as Aristarchus did to Homer. The work contends that knowledge and morality supply the writer his material, and thus famously states that literature is a mingling of “the useful and the sweet.”  Addressed to Lucius Piso and his sons, this is, for 10 points, what work of literary criticism, written by Horace?

12.  Among the several different types of this mathematical property that are defined for surfaces are the normal and principal types.  The Gaussian variety can indicate whether a tangent plane touches the surface or cuts through it.  FTP, give the term that also corresponds to the property of 4-dimensional spacetime that Einstein used to account for gravity in his theory of general relativity.

13.  A childhood friend of Jules Verne, a character based on him appears in the novel A Long Vacation.  Elected to the chamber of deputies from the Loire department in 1902, he quickly gained fame by drafting a bill separating church and state.  Breaking with Jaur�s [zhwah-REZ] and the Socialists over his decision to cooperate with the radicals, he served as Clemenceau’s education minister before becoming Premier in 1909 and led the government through the first 18 months of World War I.  For 10 points, name this 11-time premier of France who won a Nobel prize with Stresemann for helping to draft the Locarno Pact, not for his anti-war declaration with Kellogg.

14.  In the late 1950s he started using words like “satisfice” to argue how bureaucratic complexity constrained the collection and utilization of information in making choices. He also developed routines to simplify decisions, by “chunking” information together. An early version of this work appeared in his book, Administrative Behavior, which applied these ideas to business. Also famous for his work in computer science, he created the IPL programming language, an early precursor to LISP. For 10 points, identify this polymath and winner of the 1978 Nobel Prize in Economics, who in his book, The Sciences of the Artificial, pioneered artificial intelligence.

15.  The five murdered were Dr. James Waller, William Sampson, Sandra Smith, Cesar Cauce, and Dr. Michael Nathan, all members of the Communist Worker’s Party.  It began in the midst of an anti-Klan rally in a black housing project on November 3, 1979 when a nine-car caravan of Nazi-Klan members led by a Klansman acting as paid informant of the police arrived on the scene and started shooting.  For 10 points name this bloodbath in a North Carolina town.

16.  While working at the Wenner-Gren in New York City, he wrote The Heart of Matter, a largely autobiographical work, as well as Activation of Energy. His works when largely unpublished during his life, however, as they were suppressed by his Jesuit superiors. Working in life instead primarily as an paleontologist, he was famously involved in the excavation of Piltdown Man.
