1.  At age nine, he envisioned a woman “bathed in azure tinged with gold,” a figure that would for him personify Wisdom and “the eternal female reality.”  Using Spinoza and Hegel as guides, he formed a dialectical belief system in which man is the intermediary between the world and God, a concept dubbed Godmanhood.  His work on ethics was 1894’s The Meaning of Love and before he died, he recorded his prophecies in A Tale of Antichrist.  His fervent Christianity first appeared in his doctoral thesis, The Crises of Western Philosophy – Against the Positivists.  Dostoevksy later used him as the basis for Alyosha in The Brothers Karamazov.  For 10 points, name this son of renowned historian Sergei, a preeminent Russian mystic and proponent of the philosophy of Sophiology.

2.  The use of caesium chloride gradients in the presence of ethidium bromide, though time consuming, allows for the purification of the supercoiled variety of these.  They come in two classes: one that determines the production of colicins and the other that confers a resistance to antibiotics.  The two types are called Col and R Factors.  Through the use of endonucleases, they can be “cut” and have a foreign DNA molecule spliced in.  This can then be implanted into a bacterial cell, which will then produce copies of the DNA molecule.  FTP name these circular DNA molecules that replicate independently of the bacterial chromosome.

Early battles with Saxony include Dvina and Kliszow [KLEE-shov] and the Saxons got Stanislaw Leszczynski [lesh-CHIN-ski] elected king of Poland, thus transforming that country into their satellite and base of operations.  Frederick IV was forced to sign the treaty of Traventhal and later the Danes were defeated by Magnus Stenbock.  Though the Swedes were victorious early at the battle of Narva, Charles XII was forced to flee the country after the battle of Poltava and was killed in battle upon his return.  For 10 points name this war that saw the Russians gain an entrance on the Baltic with the Treaty of Nystadt.

4.  In Decolonizing the Mind, this author bids “farewell to English” and describes language as a means of understanding oneself. One of this author's novels is a disjointed narrative telling the stories of the freedom fighter Kihika, and the love triangle between Mumbi and her suitors Gikonyo and Karanja. Attacking capitalism and corruption, the play I Will Marry When I Want got this author imprisoned for a year. Written in the style of traditional ballad singers, the novel Devil on the Cross is a meeting between the Devil and the exploiters of the poor. For 10 points, identify this Kenyan author, known for his novels Weep Not, Child and Petals of Blood.

5.  Among his sixty sonatas is the illustrative Dido Forsaken.  As a young prodigy in Rome he earned the notice of Peter Beckford, cousin of William, who brought him back to Dorset.  Long associated with Longman & Broderip, in London he taught Giacomo Meyerbeer and John Field while in Vienna he played before court in competition against Mozart.  For 10 points, name this “father of the piano” and composer of Gradus ad Parnassum.

6.  After playing semiprofessional baseball and dropping out of Vanderbilt University, later in life he was offered an honorary degree but turned it down because he felt degrees should be earned.  In the 1890’s he moved to Uvalde where he set up a practice and received The Uvalde Leader in lieu of fee.  He was known for his legislative technique of “striking a blow for liberty” by inviting people to his office and getting them drunk so they would support his ideas.  He was elected to the House in 1902 and served as vice-president for two terms before breaking with his president over the court-packing scandal.  For 10 points, name Texan, nicknamed "Cactus Jack, who was the first vice president for FDR.

7.  It is located among mountains whose name translates as "Blood of Christ," and was re-settled by Diego de Vargas in 1692 after the Pueblo Revolt had driven out the Spanish. A trail there from Independence, Mo. was started by William Becknell in 1821 and its major tourist attractions include a cathedral whose construction was the inspiration for Willa Cather's "Death Comes for the Archbishop." For 10 points, name this capital of New Mexico.

8.  He committed suicide in 1919, after two of his sons had been killed in the war.  With his cousin Otto, he elucidated the structure of rosaniline dyes, and after showing how to distinguish the formulas of the 16 stereoisometric glucoses, he discovered that there are two series of sugars, the D sugars and the L sugars, that are mirror images of each other.  In 1875 he had published his discovery of the compound phenylhydrazine, a substance that in 1884 he found reacts with simple sugars to form derivatives called osazones.  For 10 points, name this German Chemist who discovered a form of esterification determined the molecular structures of fructose, glucose, and many other sugars and became the pioneer of enzyme chemistry.

9.  In “The Impossible”, the poet attempts to bend time backwards and is seen running on a treadmill. “Lightning Flash” is a brief section on the false hopes of human toil. In the poem “Hunger,” the poet suggests that we may glimpse truth and eternity through love. This is a poem within a larger poem, “Delirium II.” The first book, titled “Bad Blood”, the poet recalls ancient pagan rituals and the death of Christians. The poet also foretells his own death and his leg amputation. The final section, “Farewell,” announces the coming of Autumn and the apocalypse. For 10 points, identify this poetry collection, the most famous of Arthur Rimbaud.

10.  Heavyweight boxing champion of army for almost 10 years, he served in Allied forces' Burma campaign during World War II and in the English forces which put down the Mau Mau rebellion.  Expelling all Asians from his country in 1972, he befriended Libya and the Palestinians and the Israelis destroyed part of his air force during their raid on Entebbe.  Thrown out by nationalist and Tanzanian troops in 1978, he had been made chief of the army and air force under Milton Obote in 1966.  For 10 points, name this Ugandan president from 1971 to 1979.

11.  Leo Tolstoy said of the author of this work that it was impossible to disagree with him once his ideas were carefully considered. The author’s later work Social Problems is a shortened summary of this work. The spiritual strain in it is seen in the last chapter, “The Call of Liberty”, where the author connects the end of destitution to the Second Coming. The dichotomy of the title concepts is referred to by its author in the first chapter title as “The Great Enigma of Our Times.” For 10 points, identify this work concerned with the implementation of a single land tax to bring economic equality, the most important work of Henry George.

12.  First appearing in the late 19th Century, it reached the mainstream consciousness due to the so-called “Vailala Madness” of 1919 and eventually even spilled over into overtly political movements, such as the nationalist Maasina Rule in the Solomon Islands.  The best-known example is the succession of individuals claiming to be John Frum, a messianic figure believed to be the incarnation of Karaperamun, a traditional deity of Vanuatu.  For 10 points, name this Melanesian religious phenomenon, a curious offspring of European colonialism and preexisting millennial beliefs in which natives perform rituals in anticipation of a utopian age brought about by a divine visitor bearing material goods.

13.  The Suspending Act prohibited the New York Assembly from conducting any further business until it complied with the financial requirements of the Quartering Act for the expenses of British troops stationed there.  The fourth lifted commercial duties on tea, allowing it to be exported to the Colonies free of all British taxes, in stark contrast to the second which imposed direct revenue duties, payable at colonial ports, on lead, glass, paper, paint, and tea.  For 10 points, name this series of four acts passed in 1767 whereby the British parliament attempted to assert its authority over the American colonies.

14.  One of them was inspired by a viewing of Picasso’s painting of the acrobats, Les Saltimbanques [sal-teem-BAHNK]. In the first one, the author expresses a taxonomy of beings, contrasting such heroes as Samson and with such lovers as Gaspara Stampa, who died young. The final one contains a satiric portrait of the City of Pain, where man is ruled by distraction. The famous opening line of the poem was inspired by a walk on a cliff during a raging storm, and reads, “Who, if I cried, would hear me among the angelic orders?” For 10 points, identify this poem, owned by Princess Marie von Thurn und Taxis Hohenlohe [HOE-un-loh-uh], written by Rainer Maria Rilke [REEL-kuh].

15.  Examples of these by Giovanni da Cascia, Jacopo da Bologna, and others are found in the Squarcialupi [SKWAHR-cha-LOO-pee] Codex, a famous illuminated manuscript.  Anticipated by the Mantuan frottola, originally the music showed a definite tendency to keep the melody in the top part though the later Franco-Flemish composers of this style made it increasing contrapuntal.  Used in England by Nicholas Yonge [pron. Young] and Thomas Morley, many were written in praise of Elizabeth I.  For 10 points, name this type of love song for multiple-voice choir that was developed by Francesco Landini in Florence in the fourteenth century.

16.  This programming language uses an equal sign followed by a tilde in order to denote regular expression pattern matching. Having a very fluid type system, it lacks the typecasting function found in C, as well as dereference address operators, since the language doesn’t use addresses. In order to get your program to work, you must use the “shebang” notation at the beginning of your program. It also uses an ampersand to denote an array, and it is one of the only languages to contain a hash as a basic data type. FTP, identify this popular interpreted programming language, developed by Larry Wall.

17.  He gained fame in the 20th century mainly through the reattribution of various paintings to him by Hermann Voss and others after 1914.  His daylight compositions include The Hurdy-Gurdy Player, The Fortune Teller, and The Sharper, he is most famous for his paintings which feature prominent use of candlelight. The recently published Johan Padan and the Discovery of the Americas is a retelling of the story of Christopher Columbus.
