Expelled from those lands 14 years later, in 1225 they went to the aid of Conrad of Mazovia against the pagan Prussians.  Settled in Prussia under the terms of the Golden Bull of Rimini, their leader Hermann von Salza made a close relationship with Holy Roman Emperor Frederick II. His last complete work of fiction was a collection of vignettes titled A Certain Lucas.  A translator of G. K. Chesterton, AndrŽ Gide, and Daniel Defoe, he wrote 62: A Model Kit as an exploration of ideas found in the 62nd chapter of his most famous work.  In 1981, Fran�ois Miterrand granted him French citizenship.  For 10 points, name the Argentine whose story “The Devil’s Drivel” inspired Michelangelo Antonioni’s film Blow-Up and who also penned the novel Hopscotch.

6.  Its activity can be attributed to three glycosides, each of which contains an aglycone linked to three sugar molecules, a complex that exists as a more complex glycoside containing glucose and acetic acid.  Headaches, convulsions, and blurred vision are among the effects it can induce in addition to raising intracellular calcium levels.  It came to be seen as indispensable after falling out of favor due to its initially high rate of overdose, which can occur with as little as a triple dosage.  Considered a positive inotrope, meaning it increases the strength and speed of muscle contraction, it was first prescribed by William Withering in the late 1700’s to fight dropsy. He first found fame by collaborating with poet Vin’cius de Moraes [mor-RYE-ez] on the score for a play that inspired the film Black Orpheus.  International success came when Stan Getz and Charlie Byrd recorded his tune “Desafinado” in 1962.  For 10 points, name this father of bossa nova, best known for “The Girl From Ipanema.”

Surving in the French navy as inspector of historical monuments, he also authored a series of travel diaries detailing his voyages. His most famous short story, "Mateo Falcone", is the story of a father killing his son for betraying the family honor. A Corsican girl who forces her brother into murder features in his novella Columba. For 10 points, identify this French author, most famous for having written Carmen.

9.  All that we known of his wife Prisca, is what the contemporary Latin Christian writer Lactantius Firmianus says in his On the Deaths of the Persecutors.  He was a general on an expedition against Persia led by Numerian. When the latter was found dead in his tent, this man accused Aper of the deed and killed him personally.  After defeating Numerian's brother Carinus, he set himself up as emperor in the West, with Maximian as colleague in the East. For 10 points, name this leader of the last great persecution of Christians, who retired peacefully in 305, thus starting a series of civil wars that were eventually won by Constantine the Great.

Universality, speciality, similarity, diversity, integration, and differentiation are the six natures present in the plural form, which in metaphysics refers to a succession of cosmic microseconds that are the interdependent constituents of reality. 12.  Though double and triple bonds only occupy one coordination vertex, it assumes that a double bond is always an interaction between a sigma and pi bond and that a triple bond is always an interaction between a sigma bond and two pi bonds.  Ultimately, everything depends on the number of electrons in the sigma orbitals.  Inspired by Gilbert Lewis, it directly stems from work done by H.M. Powell and Nevil Sidgwick in the 1940s plus British chemist Ronald Nyholm and Canadian R.J. Gillespie, who coined the term in the 1960’s.  FTP, name this theory commonly applied to molecules with a discernible central atom that attributes the spatial orientation of non-bonding electrons to electrostatic repulsion between those valence electrons.

He is more famous, however, for a number of sociological studies, including Religions and Philosophy in Central Asia, and History of the Persians. His Labors of Hercules and two scenes of the Defense of C‡diz, formed the decoration of the Sal—n de Reinos in the Buen Retiro palace.  His combination of realism and religious sensibilities conformed well to the guidelines set by the Council of Trent and his art was especially popular with monastic orders in Seville, for whom he painted a cycle on Saint Jerome. The poet finally falls asleep while reading the classical story of Halycon [HAL-see-ahn] and Ceyx [SEE-ix], and dreams of a Black Knight who laments the death of his lady love. 20.  Some of them are classified as OVV or optically violently variable and are grouped with BL Lacertae objects to which they’re related.  The first to be found, radio source 3C 273, had a red shift of .158, though some have been discovered with red shifts as large as 4.9.
