1.  Growing up in the same town as Lenin, he was elected to the fourth Duma as an Octobrist, and supported the war effort but became disillusioned with the czarists regime’s conduct and came to advocate the dissolution of the monarchy.  Leader of the disastrous June Offensive, it was his charisma and electric oratory that brought him public support.  Serving as vice chairman of the Petrograd Soviet of Workers’ and Soldiers’ Deputies and Minister of Justice in the provisional government, he was later transferred to Minister of War and of the Navy.  For 10 points, name this moderate Russian socialist revolutionary who became prime minister of the provisional government in 1917.

2.  His last major work, a relief of the Assumption of the Virgin Mary that was placed above the Mandorla Gate was begun about 1414 and was probably finished posthumously by his student Luca Della Robbia.  Commissioned to construct a statue of Isaac for the Florence Cathedral, his work is in a Gothic style, which differs greatly from his later works for the guilds or for Or San Michele [mick-AY-lay].  For 10 points, name this Florentine sculptor, best known for Quattro Coronati at Or San Michele.

3.  This book's treatment of its central concept seems to change radically about halfway through. In the first half of the book, it appears that that idea is about having misconceptions about the nature of one’s agency. One can be ignorant of having an eternal self, or not wanting to be oneself, or one can simply not be aware of one’s limits. The second section, however, relates the central concept to sin and attempts to come to an understanding of Christian faith .For 10 points, identify this work published under the name of Anti-Climacus, a work about despair by Soren Kierkegaard.

4.  Departures from them can be expressed by differences: (A-T) / (A+T) and (C-G) / (C+G) for each strand and they apply approximately and seperately to each of the two strands of dsDNA.  They express the fact that double stranded DNA obeys Watson-Crick base pairing and where the letters represent the molar fraction of a base on one strand, they are represented as Ac = Tw, Tc = Aw, Cc = Gw, and Gc = Cw. Instead of the Taylor series' use of an infinite sum of polynomials with coefficients given by derivatives, this method uses sums of trigonometric functions with coefficients determined by integrals involving the original function. 9.  His son drops out of college and elopes with Eunice Littlefield. His daughter marries a young reporter named Kenneth Escott.  He admires his friend’s affair with May Arnold, and later has an affair of his own with Tanis Judique, a woman who causes him to becomes a bohemian. During this phase, he comes out against Prout, a man whose election campaign he helped support, in favor of his old classmate Seneca Doane. In the end, however, he joins the Good Citizen’s League, and after nursing his wife Myra back to heath, returns to his old ways. For 10 points, identify this friend of the Reislings and title character of a novel by Sinclair Lewis.

10.  He analyzes the treatment of mortality in secular society in The Loneliness of the Dying. In his monumental What is Sociology?, he introduces his idea of figurational analysis, when people create spontaneous new forms of social interaction. In The Court Society, he studied the evolution of ceremony in the French court and its relation to the decline of the aristocracy. In his most famous work, he examined the development of restraining mores and etiquette and its relation to the emergence of the state as a system of control. For 10 points, identify this sociologist, remembered for The Civilizing Process.

11.  Mobilized in his former rank of corporal at the beginning of World War I, he was soon to be commissioned to study, at Nancy, the cracking of benzols and, later, to work on problems of chemical warfare in Paris.  Also concerned with work on the constitution of unsaturated compounds by quantitative ozonization, condensation of aldehydes and ketones, ketone splitting of tertiary alcohols, and catalytic hydrogenation and dehydrogenation processes under reduced pressures, on May 11, 1900, Henri Moissan communicated his discovery of the classic preparation of magnesium alkyl halides to the Académie des Sciences.  For 10 points, name this chemist who was able to simulate carbanions to form alkyl derivatives of metals using his namesake reagents.

12.  The German state with this name borders Poland, the Czech Republic and Brandeburg and has its capital at Dresden. The "lower" state has its capital at Hanover and the "Anhalt" state at Magdeburg. Under the Holy Roman Emperor, its ruler was an elector and was also, from 1701 to 1763, King of Poland. For 10 points, name this region of Germany named for a northwest German tribe that also invaded Britain.

13.  In 1836 he organized a group of “Bible Communists” in Putney, Vermont. The following year he wrote his “Battleaxe Letter,” in which he advocated free love, but it was not until 1846 that his Putney community abandoned “simple” marriages in favor of “complex” marriages.  His complex marriages made all the women wives of all the men, and vice versa and led to his arrest for adultery.  In 1880 his community reorganized itself as a joint-stock company specializing in the manufacture of silver flatware.  For 10 points, name this utopian socialist who founded the Oneida community.

 14.  His Michelangelo in his Studio shows the young master guiding the hand of a young boy.  Like Degas, this student of Delaroche abandoned painting for sculpture in his old age.  Though he was known for such works as The Cock Fight, a trip to Egypt in 1856 introduced an exotic element into his painting such as in Prayer in the Mosque of 'Amr, Old Cairo and Unfolding the Holy Flag and it is for this orientalism that me became best known. For 10 points, name this artist of Pollice Verso [PAH-lee-chay] and Pygmalion and Galatea.

15.  Competing in verse competitions produced some of his most inspired poetry, contained in a collection dedicated to his traveling companion, Sora. In another collection of his poems, titled Of Love and Barley by his translator, he writes on such topics as the New Year’s gift of a robe from a student. He derived his pen name from the place where he wrote, also using it to title the collection Cottage of the Plantain Tree. The author of a travel sketch, The Record of a Travel-Worn Satchel, he is most famous for the collection The Narrow Road to the Deep North. For 10 points, identify this Japanese poet, the supreme master of haiku.

16.  One of the biggest undertaking of 20th century mathematics was the classification of the finite kind of these objects, which was completed in the early 1980s.  The last one discovered was so large that it was known as “The Monster.”  The smallest example of one is the alternating group of even permutations of 5 objects.  FTP, name this type of group, which is defined as one that has no non-trivial normal subgroups.

17.  He lost a job in Breslau after he permanently impaired his voice by swallowing engraving acid.  His first two operas The Forest Maiden and Peter Schmoll und seine Nachbarn were terrific failures, after which he resumed studies under AbbŽ Vogler.  At the court of Frederick I of Wurttemberg he premiered his opera Silvana and his opera Euryanthe marked a major development in the way in which dialogue was spoken.  For 10 points name this composer of the opera Oberon and a work featuring Samiel, Caspar, Agathe, and Max, Der Freischutz.

18.  He was the only commander present at the Carthaginian victories of Castulo and Ilorca to survive the Second Punic War.  Defeated by Bucar who assumed he drowned at Clupea, he was later supported by the Romans against his rival Syphax, whom he defeated at the river Amapsaga.  First encountering Scipio Africanus at the battle of Baecula, he later became a Roman ally and commanded the auxiliary cavalry at the battle of Zama.  For 10 points, name this prince of the Massyli, one of the most famous rulers of Numidia.

19.  One of his main novels chronicles the efforts of a handicapped war veteran and his lover to flee the Inquisition using a flying machine powered by human will. Another novel, also set during the Inquisition, tells of King Juan V’s promise to build a convent if his wife can conceive, and is titled Memorial del Convento. Although he had had several volumes of poems published, he did not write his first novel, Manual of Painting and Calligraphy, until he was in his fifties. In The Year of the Death of Ricardo Reis, he juxtaposes the story of a poet-physician’s life under the dictator Salazar with meditations on human nature. For 10 points, identify this Portuguese author of The Gospel According to Jesus Christ and The Stone Raft.

20.  The book’s principle attack on its predecessors is centered on its refutation of Say’s law of markets. Taking an idea from Malthus, the work argues that the danger is excessive savings, as it will cause the eventual contraction of incomes and savings. Also central to the work is the thought that savings does not equal investment and the conclusion that savings and investment determine aggregate supply and demand. The book also introduces two key economic concepts: the marginal propensity to consume, and the multiplier effect. For 10 points, identify this work which argued that governments should sponsor full employment, and is the masterpiece of J M Keynes.
