One wing is based on scenes from the life of St. Antony including “St. Antony and St. Paul in the Desert” and the “Temptation of St. Antony” while a second wing shows scenes of the Virgin including the “Annuciation,” “Concert of Angels,” and “Nativity.”  The final wing shows the famous “Crucifixion” as well as “Lamentation” and portraits of Saints Sebastian and Anthony.  FTP, identify this 1515 work, the most famous of Matthias Grunewald.

3.  His puritanical outlook led him to famously throw his copy of Leaves of Grass into a fire. Writing poetry on a wide variety of themes, he based “The Garrison at Cape Ann” on an incident from Cotton Mather’s Magnalia. Other poems of colonial life include the ballad “Skipper Ireson’s Ride.” He also wrote a novel, Leaves from Margaret Smith’s Journal, and Justice and Expediency, an anti-slavery tract. His other important poems include “Ichabod”, which denounces Daniel Webster; “Telling the Bees”; “Kossuth” and “Maud Muller”, where he writes that the saddest words are “It might have been.” For 10 points, identify this Quaker poet of  “Snowbound”, and “Barbara Fretchie.”

4.  Considered the chief factor in spreading the English language to the continent in the late seventeenth and early eighteenth centuries, great debate has arisen as to whether it was promulgated on the 13th or 30th of April.  Coming shortly after the reintegration of Brittany into the realm and taking cues from the Assembly in Chatellerault [sha-tuhl-er-OH], Clement VIII claimed that it crucified him.  For 10 points name this document promulgated in 1598 that set up over 200 cities where Protestant religions were to be accepted by the Catholics of France.

5.  His most famous work contains his theory of judgment, which was an attempt to gain a systematic understanding of the mental phenomena involved in attaining knowledge and drawing inferences. Highly influenced by Aristotle’s scientific method, some of his first work was on Aristotle's De Anima. Some of his later lectures were compiled in the book Descriptive Psychology. His most famous work, Psychology from an Empirical Standpoint, was one of the first attempts to establish psychology as a science. For 10 points, identify this famed Italian psychologist, the teacher of luminaries such as Alexis Meinong and Edmund Husserl.

6.  Important rearrangements on them include the Ramberg-Bäcklund reaction and the Truce-Smiles rearrangement.  The are inhibitors of folic acid synthesis and tend to accumulate in skin and inflamed tissue and are retained in the tissue for long periods. Thus, they are useful in treatment of leprosy.  Their resins can be made into thermally stable and oxidation resistant polymers.  Commonly made by treating thionyl chloride or sulfuryl dichloride with an alkyllithium or Grignard reagent, these are FTP what group of organic compounds that have two carbon-containing combining groups linked to the group SO2.

8.  It prohibited unions from directly contributing to political campaigns, leading to the CIO’s creation of the first political action committee.  Declaring illegal any strike in a government-operated mine or plant, it required a cooling-off period of 30 days followed by a secret vote before a strike could be called in any mine or plant.  The right to subpoena the parties to a labor dispute was given to the newly constituted War Labor Board.  For 10 points, name this 1943 act passed over the veto of Roosevelt, intended to reduce the number of strikes in war production industries.

9.  Known to be toxic to the fetal brain, the body produces about 0.5 to 2 grams of it per day.  In the bloodstream of humans it can be attached to albumin as it is transported, however, dog, sheep, and rats do not have any in their bloodstream.  The end product of red blood cell breakdown, this gives feces its characteristic color.  FTP name this brownish yellow pigment that conjugates with glucronic acid in the liver and is a component of bile.

10.  He had a stint in Greece in the 1920s teaching English at Anatolia College and being an artist. During this time, he managed to study briefly with Alfred Adler. He posited his own stages of human development: Innocence, Rebellion, Ordinary, and Creative. He argued that myths helped shape man’s search for value in the 20th Century in his book The Cry for Myth. In Love and Will, he described the entire system of a particular human being’s motives, called the daimonic. After a stint in a sanatorium for having TB, he read Kierkegaard and wrote The Meaning of Anxiety. For 10 points, identify this student of Paul Tillich and major American existential psychologist.

11.  First composer to use it was Pashchenko's Symphonic Mystery, and Martin wrote a Fantasy for it. Pitch is controlled by moving the hand or a baton toward or away from an antenna at the right rear of the box.  Music is produced by two high-frequency circuits, employing oscillating valves, one being at constant frequency.   The resultant oscillation is called ‘heterodyning,’ and the heterodyne frequency can be made audible by amplification through a loud-speaker. 13.  A privy councilor in Germany, he was much attracted to Japan and founded the Japan Institute in 1930.  His other work was on the electrolysis of solid salts, the establishment of the quinone-hydroquinone equilibrium at the cathode, which laid the foundations for Biilmann's quinhydrone electrode for determining the acidity of a liquid, though this scientist, along with Cremer, invented the glass electrode for the same purposes which is now widely used.   For 10 points, name this scientist who spent much of World War I developing poison gas and trying to gather gold from sea water, something less successful than his work with nitrogen fixation which led to a method of synthesizing ammonia.

14.  Born in Cuarto Cienegas [QUART-oh see-ENN-uh-gas], his first public post was as municipal president of that city.  As president, he ordered the creation of five hundred million unfalsifiable pesos to counteract those released during the war years, but was reluctant to accept and unwilling to enforce the Constitution of 1917. He and Obregon had joined Zapata and Pancho Villa in the war against Huerta, whom this man succeeded. For 10 points, name this Mexican who resisted the radical social changes that took place during his presidency and was murdered in 1920 by supporters of his successor Alvaro Obregon.

15.  What it's author's theories might mean for the theater is discussed in a section called “The Theorem and the Theater.” The work opens with a quote taken from Nietzsche, describing Socrates as “he who does not write.” It goes on to discuss how Egyptian myths provide a way to understand the contrast that the author also sees in the work of Saussure. Ostensibly an analysis of the writings of Rousseau, somehow we get to learn about the deep metaphysical significance of speech versus writing. For 10 points, identify this pioneering work in deconstruction, written by Jacques Derrida.

16.  It was Scottish painter-dealer Gavin Hamilton who directed his studies toward a more profound understanding of the antique.  Sent north by the French invasion, in Vienna he worked on a funeral monument to Maria Christina.  His works Pugilists and Perseus with Medusa’s Head were carved for the Vatican upon his return.  While in London giving his opinion on the Elgin Marbles, he was commissioned by the Prince Regent to design the life sized Venus and Mars.   For 10 points, name this neoclassicist sculptor of the tombs of popes Clement XIII and XIV, who got the rare honor of seeing Napoleon's sister Pauline naked in order to sculpt her as Venus Victrix.

17.  His only surviving fragment of writing is the phrase, “Naught happens for nothing, but all things from a logos and of necessity,” though he may have written The Great World System. Aristotle gives an account of how his philosophy had developed as a response to Parmenides' arguments about change. Particularly, he argues that the void is just as real as matter, and thought of the void like a vacuum, as opposed to the Pythagorean identification of the vacuum with air. Epicurus denied his existence, and writers later than Theophrastus seem unable to distinguish properly between his works and those of his more prolific pupil, a native of Abdera. For 10 points, identify this supposed pupil of Zeno and teacher of Democritus, the originator of the atomic theory.

18.  It was devised by its namesake in 1951 and then its dynamic variant was conceived by Faller, while Donald Knuth created a one pass version known as FGK. A key concept behind its function is the sibling property of binary trees. It begins by arranging a group of symbols in descending order of frequency in which they appear. Then, one repeatedly adds the two lowest probabilities and then re-sorts, until the last sum of the probability of the last two symbols is one. By tracing a path from the root node to the endnodes, we can thus generate new codewords. Widely used in algorithms like zip and jpeg, this is, FTP, what compression scheme?

His family, the Alcmaeonids, had been cursed since his grandfather had sacreligiously executed some of Cylon’s co-conspirators who had attempted a coup, and the family was exiled until recalled by Solon. Returning to expel Isagoras, he began a full-scale attack on the latter's allies, the hereditary aristocracy.
