1.  While associated with the Manhattan Project he helped develop a method for separating uranium isotopes, an essential step in the creation of the atomic bomb and in 1946 he showed that tritium, the heaviest isotope of hydrogen, was produced by cosmic radiation.  A member of the Bolivian Society of Anthropology, he later served on the US Atomic Energy Commission but he is best remembered for a discover made in 1947 that earned him the 1960 Nobel Prize in Chemistry.  For 10 points, name this American scientist who developed Radiocarbon dating.

2.  The heroine traps her husband, who has enlisted to fight for the Duke of Florence. She is helped by a virtuous girl named Diana, who tricks the husband into getting into bed with his own wife. 3.  Horace lost his family estate when, as he claimed, he threw away his weapons and ran from this battle . In the first stage, one army lay astride the Via Egnatia to the west of town, its position being partly protected by a marsh.  Though Octavian’s wing was pushed off the battlefield and forced to hide in a marsh, Cassius’ forces lost their camp to an attack by Antony.  Three weeks later, Brutus return to face the combined forces of Antony and Octavian and was crushed.  For 10 points, name this battle where Caesar's assassins got their come-uppance.

4.  The fifth, in B-flat, is elegant and more or less in the style of Haydn. The sixth is often called the "Little C Major." The fourth, like Mahler's sixth, is nicknamed "Tragic." The ninth, written in the last year of the composer's life, was never performed in the composer's lifetime due to his obscurity, but Schumann discovered it posthumously and it is nicknamed "The Great." 5.  The son of a champagne manufacturer, the most important event of his young life is having seen the great actor Muller Rose remove his makeup. After his father goes broke, this title character leaves for Frankfurt to get a job as his godfather Herr Schimmelpreeseter recommends. While there, he dodges military service, takes a prostitute named Rosza as his lover, and finally leaves for Paris. While in Paris he works his way up through a hotel under the name Armand, and finally takes the identity of the Marquis de Venosta. For 10 points, identify this picaroon who never gets his due, the subject of first a short story and later a novel by Thomas Mann.

6.  In the theory of finite groups, this multi-part theorem provides the most general sufficient condition for the existence of subgroups.  Its most basic result states that for each prime that divides the order of the group, a subgroup exists whose order is the higest power of that prime that divides the order of the group.  FTP, name the theorem, which is named for a Norwegian mathematician who wasn't Neils Henrik Abel.

7.  His firsts include: first vice-president from west of the Mississippi, first vice-president to take the oath on a Bible, and first vice-president to light the White House Christmas Tree.  A Kansa Indian, he spent his early years with the Kaw tribe and later served as county attorney from Shawnee County, Kansas.  Serving as Republican Whip and later Majority leader of the Senate in the 1910’s and 20’s, he became known for his ability to get that body to do its work without extra sessions.  Initially opposed to Hoover in the 1928 election, he was nominated to be vice-president and the pair were elected in a landslide.  For 10 points, name this 31st vice president of the United States.

8.  His exiled son Pandion ruled Megara and sired Aegeus, Theseus’ father.  Of his daughters, Pandrosus was the least known, while Aglauros had an affair with Hermes that was unsuccessfully thwarted by Herse, who was turned to stone for her envy.  The Parian Chronicle cites him last, as it works backward from the archonship of Diognetus.  Succeeded by Cranaus, he is believed to be either the father of or the same person as Erectheus.  Bloodless sacrifice, writing, and monogamy were his innovations.  In a contest between Athena and Poseidon, he favored the former, whose olive tree was deemed more useful than the latter’s saltwater spring.  For 10 points, name this snake-man, the mythical first king of Athens.

9.  He escaped punishment for his political work because William Pitt the Younger decided that the book was too expensive to be dangerous. Percy Shelley wrote the preface to his Revolt of Islam, and in Of Population, he responded to Thomas Malthus. Aside from the views advocated in The Adventures of Caleb Williams, he wavered between anarchism and communism, and he argued that large-scale government is corrupt and must be replaced by small communes in An Enquiry Concerning Political Justice. For 10 points, identify this social philosopher, now know to history mostly as Mr. Mary Wollstonecraft.

10.  Their latest single has its lead member, as his alter-ego Mr. Biggs, discovering R. Kelly having sex with his girlfriend, played by ChantŽ Moore. In 1964, Jimi Hendrix provided backup guitar for the group, one of the longest-lived and influential acts ever in pop music.  They have been covered by everyone from the Beatles, who took their take on “Twist and Shout” to the top, to the Notorious B.I.G., who sampled “Between the Sheets” for his hit, “Big Poppa.”  For 10 points, name these musicians, fronted by Ronald, who have seen 42 years pass between their seminal party classic “Shout” and this summer’s sultry hit, “Contagious.”

11.  Their administrative center is at Ermoupolis on the east coast of Siros. Andros is the northernmost and second largest of them. Melos, whose destruction was debated in Thucydides, is in the southeast corner, while Naxos and Paros are major islands in the center, but the name comes from the relative geographical position of the smallest island, Delos. For 10 points, name this Aegean archipelago of about 220 islands in a rough circle around Delos.

12.  It went through a period under the leadership of patriarch Mar Aba I and a renewal of monasticism under Abraham of Kashkar, the founder of the monastery at Mount Izala.  Surviving in India as part of the Christians of Saint Thomas, half of the group separated and joined the Syrian Jacobite church.  Anathematized for refusing to refer to Mary as the Mother of God, they believed that this compromised the reality of Christ’s human nature.  For 10 points, name this sect condemned at Ephesus and Chalcedon that stressed the independence of the divine and human natures of Christ.

13.  His highlands hunting lodge Ban Me Thuot once hosted Theodore Roosevelt on a game shoot and he was responsible for killing most of his nation’s tigers.  Taking a name meaning “Keeper of Greatness,” he ascended to the throne at age 12 and was sent to Paris to complete his education while a French-appointed regent ruled the country.  Returning to Hue [HOO-ay] in 1932, he became the 13th emperor of the Nguyen [nyin] dynasty.  Though allowed to stay on as ruler under the Japanese, Ho Chi Minh’s government proved limiting to his playboy lifestyle and he fled to Hong Kong, returning with French support in 1950.  For 10 points, name this last emperor of Vietnam.

14.  This turn of the century mathematician and physicist developed a geometrical approach to number theory that led to important work on convex bodies and packing problems.  More famously, he did work on electrodynamics using the revolutionary idea of a four-dimensional space-time continuum.  FTP, name the man who taught several of Einstein's courses in Zurich and died suddenly in 1909 at the age of 44.

In 1876, he traveled throughout Europe and the United States as a newspaper correspondent, providing him with material for a number of popular short stories, including “Yanko the Musician”, “Bartek the Conqueror” and, most notably, “The Lighthouse-Keeper.” He was so popular in his native country that a national subscription raised enough money for him to buy his ancestral castle. His later novels turn back to historical themes, writing a sequel to an earlier series entitled On the Field of Glory, and The Teutonic Knights. He also wrote a trilogy consisting of The Deluge, Pan Michael, and With Fire and Sword. For 10 points, identify this Polish author, famous for his portrayal of Petronius Arbiter in Quo Vadis.

16.  The fa�ade consists of two tiers of paired Corinthian columns like those of the Louvre framed between towers inspired by those of Borromini’s Roman church of Saint Agnese. Above the two-story base rises a tremendous peripteral dome resembling Bramante’s Tempietto of 1502. Pietro da Cortona's projecting curved porches of Santa Maria della Pace have become its transept porches.  The grillwork was wrought by Jean Tijou and wood was sculpted by Grinling Gibbons.  Its famous dome is actually three shells, topped by the Golden Gallery and a huge cross.  For 10 points, name this site of the crypt that holds Lord Nelson and the Duke of Wellington, built after the Great Fire of 1666 by Sir Christopher Wren.

17.  The title character is given insight into religious matters by having a long discourse with a Savoyard priest. The author presents three maxims on human sympathy, the foundation of moral virtue. He also discusses fables such as “The Fox and the Crow”, and uses it to demonstrate the potential harm they can bring. In Book Five, the author states that “but for her sex, a woman is a man,” and then proceeds to discuss marital problems by using the character Sophie. Finally, the book closes by the title character saying that he will raise his son as his own tutor raised him. For 10 points, identify this book on education, written by Jean-Jacques Rousseau.

18.   Sent to take part in the French siege of Gibraltar in 1782 to distract him from youthful idleness, his first government under the Comte de Villelle became unpopular by cutting interest on the goverment debt to provide a billion Francs to compensate ŽmigrŽ aristocrats. When an election returned a legislature stacked against him, he and his minister Polignac [poh-leen-YAK] responded with the Four Ordinances, which themselves provoked the July Revolution of 1830. For 10 points, name this Bourbon king who succeeded Louis XVIII and was followed by Louis-Philippe.

19.  In the 1920’s he traveled trip to Mexico and heard Trotsky’s rebuttals of the Moscow show trials. His first pioneering work was a study by him and seven others titled Studies in Logical Theory. Arguing that stimuli and response form an interrelated sequence of events, his article, “The Reflex Arc Concept in Psychology” marked the beginning of the functional school. During his tenured years at Columbia, he became a regular commentator for the New Republic and wrote books including The Quest for Certainty and Reconstruction in Philosophy. His wife Lotte Lenya, who appeared in a leading role in his Rise and Fall of the City of Mahogany, would gain more notoriety in a work of his based on The Beggar’s Opera.
