1.  With Clark Moustakas, he organized a series of meetings held in Detroit that led to the founding of the American Association for Humanistic Psychology, thus launching psychology’s “Third Force.” The author of books such as The Psychology of Science: A Reconnaissance, and The Farther Reaches of Human Nature, he spent the end of his life developing a spiritual psychology called Transpersonal Psychology. For 10 points, identify this man, who, in Towards a Psychology of Being and Motivation and Personality expounded on his hierarchy of needs.

2.  RX J185635-3754, the closest one of these ever seen, is the result of an explosion 1 million years ago.  Kept under two solar masses by the Oppenheimer-Volkoff limit, it is prevented from complete collapse by degeneracy pressure.  Consisting of a super-fluid interior surrounded by a 1-kilometer think crust of iron, the typical diameter is around 30 kilometers.  Resulting from a Type II supernova, the significant change occurs when the core of the star reaches a density of 1017 kg/m3 at which point protons and electrons combine.  For 10 points, name this extremely small, super-dense object named for a type of subatomic particle.

Established by Joseph Dennie, author of The Lay Preacher, and a partner named Dickens at Philadelphia in 1801, it was published under the pseudonym Oliver Oldschool.  For 10 points, identify this US literary journal contributed to and later edited by Nicholas Biddle.

4.  His film appearances include Gandhi and The Killing Fields and his career in the theatre began with the plays The Cell and Klaas and the Devil.  An incident in which he spat at one of his family’s servants was transformed into a pivotal scene in “Master Harold”Éand the Boys.  Growing estranged from European drama, he turned to a more imagist style with his “Statements” trilogy.  His first hit was initially performed in 1963 and told the story of two brothers who could pass for two different races.  For 10 points, name this South African dramatist whose “Family” trilogy consists of The Blood Knot, Hello and Goodbye, and Boesman and Lena.

5.  The group of friends get together notably twice in the novel, once before the one of them leaves for India, and another time at Hampton Court years later. The one who went to India died and, years later, another describes that man, Percival, as a six-sided flower, made from their six lives. Louis becomes a rich businessman, Jinny finds her that her Epicurean life brought her little pleasure, while Rhoda commits suicide after a trip to Spain. It is Bernard who remembers the circle of light he saw that day at the beach when they were young. For 10 points, identify this experimental novel about a group of friends, written by Virginia Woolf.

6.  It ends with a vision in which an angel with a measuring rod dictates the precise dimensions of the Second Temple of Jerusalem. Its 23rd chapter is an extended prurient comparison of Israel and Samaria to two whoring sisters, Aholah and Aholibah. After the vision of the Valley of Dry Bones, however, we learn that Israel will be redeemed from captivity. For 10 points, name this book of the Old Testament, written by a prophet, the son of Buzi, who was in exile in Babylonia, on the river Chebar, when he saw a vision of the Holy Spirit and a flaming chariot.

After his marriage, he commissioned Philip Webb to design Red House and it was during this building and design project that he decided to gather an association of “fine art workmen.”   After the International Exhibition he was commissioned to decorate the new churches then being built by G.F. Bodley, notably St. Martin's-on-the-Hill at Scarborough.  Sharing a studio with Burne-Jones in Red Lion Square, London, Rossetti said that here he produced “some intensely medieval furniture.”  After his return from Iceland, he began his experiments with vegetable dyes.  For 10 points, name this founder of The Society for the Protection of Ancient Buildings, author of The Decorative Arts, and Socialist designer of Victorian wallpapers, furniture, and stained glass.

8.  This organ is unusual in that it grows most quickly during fetal development, and begins shrinking during puberty. Composed of lymphocytes packed into a framework of reticular cells, the inner part is called the medulla and the outer part the cortex. The exact function of the organ is unclear, but it is related to the immune system, and much more important during childhood, as removal during childhood can cause T cell supression and reduction of the spleen’s white pulp. FTP, identify this lymphatic organ, located immediately below the sternum in front of the heart.

11.  This musical includes the songs “Don’t tell Mama,” “The Telephone Song,” and “Perfectly Marvellous” after we meet the Vivacious Sally Bowles, the leading Kit Kat Girl and the Kit Kat Klub.  After the song “Two Ladies,” we meet Fraulein Schneider whose uncertain future with Herr Schultz forms the subplot of this musical.  Based on the diaries of Christopher Isherwood, this work features Fraulein Kost and Clifford Bradshaw.  For 10 points, name this musical by John Kander, set in pre-World War II Berlin and based on I am a Camera.

12.  The opening quote, “A queer combination of the brain of an English chemist with the soul of an Indian Buddhist,” comes from E. M. de Vogue. The author concedes the influence of Stendhal on a certain author, but argues throughout that it was actually Joseph de Maistre who influenced the writer. It is argued that what they had in common was not their moral views, but rather a fundamental misconception of their own artistic nature. Tolstoy thought he had a singular vision, when really his intellect was fragmented. This distinction in artistic nature is named by a passage he takes from the Greek poet Archilochus [ahr-KILL-uh-kuss]. For 10 points, identify this critical essay named after two animals, written by Isaiah Berlin.

13.  His most famous poetic work takes the form of “bequests” made to people he knows before suffering banishment from his native city. He leaves some hair to his barber and some small change to the usurers. His poem “Ballad of the Ladies of Bygone Times” contains the famous line, “Where are the snows of yesteryear?” While awaiting a sentence of death, he composed his “Ballade des pendus” [pahn-DOO] in which he imagines himself on the scaffold and asks about God’s justice. A lifelong criminal, he is famous for having been banished from Paris for murdering a priest in a bar fight. For 10 points, identify this 15th century French poet, most famous for his "Petit" and "Grand" Testaments.

14.  To have an efficient operation, it requires that the loss of ammonia be no more than one-tenth of one percent of the weight of the end product.  The resultant ammonia, which is obtained along with calcium chloride, can be reused when the first step is repeated.  The calcium chloride, however, is a waste product and is usually discarded.  Its predecessor, which treated sodium chloride with sulfuric acid to produce sodium sulfate, which was heated with limestone and coal, was pioneered by the French chemist Nicolas Leblanc in 1890, some 70 years before its development.  FTP, name this industrial process that obtains sodium chloride from treating sodium chloride with ammonia and carbon dioxide, the brainchild of a Belgian engineer.

15.  The bloodiest battle fought on English soil, it began when Lord Fitzwalter’s men, detailed to rebuild the bridge at Ferrybridge, were driven back by a dawn attack by Lord Clifford.  Edward then sent Castleford to cut off Clifford, butchering his men within sight of the Duke of Somerset’s lines.  Greatly damaged by the wind, which prevented the return of arrow fire, the Lancastrians attacked pushing Edward’s army back until the late arrive of the Duke of Norfolk turned the tide.  For 10 points, name this battle of 1461 in which Edward IV forced Somerset, Margaret, and Henry VI to flee England.

16.  The ransom of two swift steeds eventually ended up as the property of Heracles after he delivered Troy from a sea monster sent by Poseidon.  Some accounts name either King Minos of Crete or the dawn goddess Eos as the real abductor. Hebe, the goddess of youth that later married Heracles, was his predecessor.  Known to the Romans as Catamitus, he was carried off by an eagle and later set in the sky as the constellation Aquarius in order to placate a jealous Hera.  For 10 points, name this handsome youth stolen from Troy by Zeus and made cupbearer to the gods.

17.  His six-year correspondence with Ezra Pound while chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee was recently published.  Defeated in his first run for the senate by Weldon Heyburn, in his only presidential run he was defeated in the primary by Alf Landon.  He was in charge of the prosecution of Big Bill Haywood, and later his longstanding affair with Alice Roosevelt gained him notoriety.  A staunch isolationist, it was nonetheless his Naval Bill that led to the Washington Arms Conference. A tower ascends from the center of each church.  Its alternate name celebrates an intervention of the Virgin on behalf of its nation's army at Kazan in 1552, the so-called "Pokhrov."
