1.  Fourier transform infrared spectroscopy has proven to be a particularly effective method in studying the development of its colonies of Lactococcus bacteria.  The potential for spreading listeria and salmonella to fetuses has been attributed to its lack of pasteurization and thus pregnant women are not supposed to eat it.  Dating back to the Eighth Century, it is in legend placed at Napoleon’s victory celebrations, where it was crowned as king of its ilk. 3.  In the article “Function and Concept” he introduced his notion of sentence analysis in which predicates were understood like mathematical functions. He also introduced the distinction between concepts and the objects which fall under them, characterizing the latter as mind-independent and distinct from properties. In his first work, Concept Script, he pioneered formal logic by introducing the notion of quantification. His most famous contribution to philosophy, however, was the distinction between the sense of a proposition and its reference. For 10 points, identify this man whose attempts to unify arithmetic and logic in The Foundations of Arithmetic were thwarted by Russell’s paradox.

In the end, the hero, over the protests of his love Molly Wood, is forced to kill his enemy Trampas in the showdown. For 10 points, identify this prototypical Western novel by Owen Wister.

5.  He ran away from home to avoid becoming a forester, earning a living as a singer, cellist and organist at Tyn Church in Prague.  His first opera Artaserse was such a success that he received commissions for several operas including La finta schiava [SKYAH-vuh], a pasticcio from Venice; Il Tigrane from Crema; and Poro from Turin.  His “Turkish” opera La rencontre imprevue [rahn-CAHN-truh AHM-pray-voo] influenced Mozart operas like Abduction from the Seraglio, and Salieri’s Les Danaides was thought to be collaboration with this mentor.  For 10 points, identify this composer of Alceste, Orfeo ed Euridice, and IphigŽnie en Tauride.

6.  It consists of bullet-shaped enveloped virions, about 250 by 65 nm in dimension, and a helical nucleocapsid with single minus-strand RNA and an endogenous RNA polymerase. The lipoprotein envelope contains a single glycoprotein, which is the type-specific antigen. Highly infectious, one animal genus is designated vesiculovirus, which includes the virus that causes vesicular stomatitis in cattle, swine, and equines. FTP, identify this family of viruses, which contain the causative agent of rabies.

After the title character dies, Teucer, as well as his brother’s consort Tecmessa proceed to bury the hero despite the orders of Menelaus. Odysseus resolves the dispute by allowing the burial to take place. For 10 points, identify this tragedy by Sophocles, about the defiant son of Telamon.

8.   Alfred Russel Wallace’s review of this anthropologist’s most famous work criticizes it for lack of novelty on the subject of mythology and for omitting evidence that confirms the existence of anything supernatural. The first professor to give the famous Gifford lectures in Scotland, his work began when he examined Toltec ruins in Mexico. In his work, Researches into the Early History of Mankind and the Development of Civilization, he argued that culture must be studied as part of a  unified human history. For 10 points, identify this pioneering anthropologist who coined the term “animism” in his Primitive Culture.

9.  In 1844, the namesake of this phenomenon met Alfred Wallace, and the pair went on an excursion to South America to study the plant and animal life.  This outing spurred an 1861 paper entitled "Contributions to an insect fauna of the Amazon Valley" wherein its dicoverer cites the similarities between the family Heliconiidae and Pieridae.  Other examples of it include the the markings of a coral snake and a king snake, and the sameness in coloring of the monarch butterfly and the viceroy butterfly.  For 10 points, identify this type of mimicry in which a non-poisonous species adapts the colorings of a poisonous species.

The final section deals with the distribution of the Wergeld while title 57 deals with the Chrenecruda. A branch of the Franks gives its name to, for 10 points, what Teutonic law code that excludes women from inheriting property, and thus kept the succession to the French throne entirely in the male line.

After deciding that he does love Sondra Finchley, he murders his pregnant mistress Roberta Alden, and is executed. 13.  His father, also a lawyer, was forced to resign because of his Tammany Hall connections.  On the New York Court of Appeals his decision in Palsgraf v. Long Island Railroad Co. helped to redefine the concept of negligence in American tort law while in MacPherson v. Buick Motor Company he contended that an "implied warranty of safety" exists between a manufacturer and a private purchaser.  Shortly after entering the Supreme Court in 1932, he joined Justices Brandeis and Stone as a minority fighting to preserve the early programs of the New Deal. For 10 points, name this jurist who succeeded Oliver Wendell Holmes and became the second Jewish justice.

His highly stylized illustrations for Harper’s Bazaar between 1916 and 1937 depicted models in mannered poses draped in luxurious jewels, feathers, and soft, flowing materials against a background of interiors in the Art Deco style.  Born Romain de Tirtoff, he worked for the Folies-Berg�re and during the 1920s he costumed the performers appearing in such American musical revues as the Ziegfeld Follies and George White's Scandals  For 10 points, name this creator of visual spectacle for French music-hall revues whose byname was derived from the French pronunciation of his initials.

15.  What makes this theory possible is the apparent arbitrariness of Von Neumann’s fifth postulate, which is based on the assumption of additivity for the expectations of identically prepared systems. Because the conventional state vector is related to values of the hidden vectors in an explicitly instantaneous and nonlocal way, it is not a violation of Bell’s inequality, though it does violate general relativity. FTP, identify this formulation of quantum mechanics which postulates hidden wave functions which push particles around deterministically, but unknowably.

Harboring obsessive fears about turning into a cannibal constitutes a type of psychosis named after it.  Sometimes it is described as clad in white robes with a shining star on its forehead.  Its role as a symbol of imminent demise was strengthened during a series of mysterious deaths in northern Minnesota at the turn of the 20th Century.  For 10 points, name this evil forest spirit of Algonquin folklore that abducts victims from the sky, the namesake of a Canadian foe of Spider-man and Wolverine.

17.  His first collection, Pastorals, gained him fame and was published by Jacob Tonson in Poetical Miscellanies in 1709. An important work, the poem “Windsor Forest,” modeled on "Cooper’s Hill" by Sir John Denham, praises the Peace of Utrecht. With his literary associates, he also wrote a satire on pedantry, entitled Peri Bathouse, Or The Art Of Sinking Poetry. His enemies included supporters of Thomas Tickell's rival translation of the Iliad and also Lewis Theobald, who attacked his edition of Shakespeare. This author lampooned Theobaldd in "Epistle to Dr. Arbuthnot." For 10 points, identify this founder of the Scriblerus Club, and author of The Rape of the Lock.

18.  He married one of his models, Lucrezia del Fede, who brought him a useful dowry.  He taught Il Rosso and Pontormo while working on commissions from Jacopo Sansovino, a major sculptor whose assignments led to his increasingly solidly structured style.  Preceded by his reputation for fine portraits, he traveled to the court of Francis I where he began no major commissions and left quickly.  Commissioned by Leo X to decorate the Villa Medici near Florence, it was there that he painted Tribute to Caesar.  For 10 points, name this painter of a series of frescoes of the life of John the Baptist, The Marriage of Saint Catherine, and Madonna of the Harpies.

19.  Usually approximated by the Henyey-Greenstein phase function or by Discrete Gegenbauer series, it is a powerful tool to calculate the size and the refractive index of spheroids.  Furthermore, it explains why clouds appear to be white: because the particles that form clouds have a radius about the same size or larger than the incoming light’s wavelength.  FTP name this type of scattering where all wavelengths of light are scattered equally.

20.  This dynasty’s rise coincided with the Turks’ division into separate empires along the northern and western borders, which the dynasty’s founder supported through his alliance with the Western Turk Tardu.  Consolidating power by dethroning the emperor of the Hou Liang state in the Yangtze Valley and the southern Ch’en, the new emperor then promulgated the New Code of 581, later revised into the K’ai-huang Code.  For 10 points, name this dynasty led by Yang-ti and his predecessor Wen-ti, the name of which sounds a little like a hog call.

8.  Quantum mechanics of chemical bonding, for the stated number of points:

This theory states is based on the Lewis concept of the electron-pair bond.  In it a bond is formed when two atomic orbitals overlap.  The electrons constructively interfere with one another and increase the amplitude of their wavefunctions resulting in an increased probability of finding the electrons in this internuclear region.

This is an orbital, i.e. wavefunction, that describes the distribution of an electron over all the nuclei present in a bond.  If the amplitude is larger in the vicinity of one atom, the bond is polarized.  In it the electron is shared among the atoms in the bond.

This is an approximation of the molecular orbital using the superposition of atomic orbitals belonging to the atoms in the molecule.  The contribution of a particular atomic orbital indicates the probability an electron will be found on that atom and the shape of the orbital is related to the extent to which atomic orbitals interfere.
