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Tossups
1. A clone of this character lead a team of intergalactic peacekeepers which included Lady Quark and Captain Comet called LEGION, and this man’s eighth descendant infiltrated the Outsiders under the code-name Indigo.  Another character with this name added a point 1 to the end of his name after installing some skull diodes, and is a member of the 31st century Legion of Super Heroes.  The original character with this name shrunk the city of Kandor and placed it in a bottle, and tried to overthrow the Computer Tyrants on his home planet of Colu.  His real name is Vril Dox, and he can’t shut up about his twelfth-level intellect.  For 10 points, name this green alien with a series of disks on his head, a cybernetic enemy of Superman. 
ANSWER: Brainiac [accept Milton Fine, Vril Dox I/II]

2. In one of this man's works, Fyodor finds true love in Zina Mertz as he passionately criticizes the work of Nikolai Chernyshevski. In addition to The Gift, he also wrote about a title character who meets his ex-wife's son Victor, and struggles to maintain a job as a professor of Waindell College. The narrator of one of his works writes a commentary of the titular poem and believes he is exiled king of Zembla, Charles Kinbote, and his most famous work is narrated by a scholar from a jail cell as he recounts his adventures with the titular nymphet. For 10 points, name this Russian born author of Pnin, Pale Fire, and Lolita.
ANSWER: Vladimir Nabokov
3. Three days before this battle, a division under Daniel Tyler attempted to attack a confederate flank, which resulted in a skirmish at Blackburn’s Ford. Col. Nathan Evans was an important figure for the Confederates, who retreated to Matthews Hill after learning of Union attack on the Confederate Left Flank. Reinforcements under General Bee prevented the Union troops from fording the namesake river, and earlier, Robert Patterson failed to stop the advance of Johnston’s troops in the Shenandoah valley. It was a loss for the union troops under Irwin McDowell to confederates led by P.G.T. Beauregard, and Thomas Jackson also acquired the nickname “stonewall” during this battle. For 10 points, identify this first major battle fought during the American Civil War. 
ANSWER: First Bull-Run or First Manassas Junction

4. When it occurs with 1,1-diarylethylene it is called the Wagner-Jauregg (yow-reg) reaction, although other benzenoid compounds usually do not undergo this reaction, while the aza modification of it can be used when either of two reactants contain imines. Lewis acids can be used to control the quantities of endo and exo products produced in this reaction which requires an overlap of the HOMO and LUMO. For 10 points, identify this 4+2 cycloaddition reaction wherein conjugated diene reacts with a dienophile to produce a cyclohexene system, named for its two German discoverers.
ANSWER: Diels-Alder reaction

5. The beginning of this work describes the title character’s engagement to Sarah, which broken after he is falsely accused by William Dane of stealing the money belonging to Lantern Yard. In another part, one character attempts to sell his brother’s horse, but only manages to hurt it, and ends up stealing gold that the title character has been hoarding. The title character finds a baby girl who refuses to live with Nancy Lammeter and Godfrey Cass, and this novel ends happily with the marriage of Eppie to Aaron Winthrop. For 10 points, identify this novel about a weaver of Ravelow, a work of George Eliot. 
ANSWER: Silas Marner 
6. In Act IV of this opera, one character sings the aria “Vecchia Zamarra” while agreeing to pawn a prized overcoat. In Act II, one character sings “Quando m’en vo” in which she complains about her shoes, and orders Alcindoro to find a new pair. In the duet “Sono Andati?” two characters recount a scene from Act I, where one character sings the aria “Che Gelinda Manina” as he searches for another character’s keys. It is based on a work by Henri Murger, though another opera by this name was written by Leoncavallo. Featuring a relationship between Musetta and Marcello, For 10 points, identify this Giacomo Puccini opera about Rodolfo’s love for Mimi, who dies from tuberculosis.
ANSWER: La Boheme or The Bohemians
7. Eberhard of Franconia attempted to depose this man and replace him with Thankmar (tahnk-mahr), but this man defeated Eberhard and his allies at the battle of Andernach. He also invaded Italy after his son and brother attempted to do so, and he married the woman who was held captive by Berengar, Adelaide. He divested Liudolf and Conrad the Red of their titles at the Diet of Auerstadt. He established his capital at Magdeburg, though he is better known for defeating the Magyars at the Battle of Lechfeld. For 10 points, identify this son of Henry the Fowler, who was crowned Holy Roman Emperor in 962. 
ANSWER: Otto the Great or Otto I

8. The Lundmark law is a quadratic form of this law, which was found to better fit empirical observations by I. E. Segal, and the Tully-Fisher relation can be used to estimate on of the quantities in its mathematical expression. Friedmann's equations can yield the constant of proportionality in this law, while recent recent observations of Cepheid variables estimate that constant to be between 65 and 80 kilometers per second-megaparsec. For 10 points, identify this law developed by a namesake American astronomer, which states that the redshift of light coming from any source is proportional to the distance of the source.
ANSWER: Hubble's Law (prompt on H-naught) 
9. This son of Muireann (mih-ran) Muncheam (mun-kham) once beheaded the demon Aillen mac Midna, who had previously raided Tara every Samhain (suh-vehn). For that act, Cormac mac Airt rewarded this man with a position previously held the man who killed this man’s father had Cumhaill (cuh-vell), Goll mac Morna. He once threw the Isle of Man at a rival and also legendarily built the Giant's Causeway. He encountered a doe while hunting; that doe transformed into his wife Sadb (Sad-dub), who eventually gave birth to his son Oisin. While apprenticed to Finnegas, this character burned his thumb on a creature who'd previously lived in the Boyne. For 10 points, identify this mythical Irish hunter-warrior who led the Fianna and caught the Salmon of Knowledge.
ANSWER: Finn MacCool or Fionn mac Cumhaill 
10. Events like the Slagter’s Nek Incident preceded this action. The lead singer of the band Dschingis Khan, Louis Potgieter, is a descendant of Hendrik, one of the men involved in this event, and many like, Potgieter, were Doppers. One incident in this event was an attack on Mosega, and Delagoa Bay was the intended target of Louis Tregardt, a Swede. After this incident, states were begun at places such as Potchefstroom and Winburg, and among the leaders of this event were Piet Retief and Andreus Pretorius. Provoked by the negative influences of the Xhosa and the British, FTP, name this South African event which led to the establishment of the Orange Free State and the Transvaal
ANSWER: Great Trek or Voortrek
11. This theory led to the formation of a quantum interpretation of the Zeno effect. For an ideal gas, the quantity described by this theory is evaluated by dividing the square root of the product of the Boltzmann constant, mass and temperature of the gas, and two pi into Planck's constant. One confirmation for it came from Otto Stern's experiments with Helium atoms, though it was first confirmed when high energy electrons were fired at a nickel atom in the Davisson-Germer experiment. Described by a French physicist, for 10 points, identify this theory which describes an inverse relationship between wavelength and momentum and thus explains the wave-particle duality of matter.
ANSWER: de Broglie Hypothesis (accept: de Broglie Wavelength)

12. The Sorites paradox applies to an entity of this name, while the buddy-block allocator helps manage another entity with this name. A variation of a third entity with this name, invented by Aragon and Seidel in 1989, adds a priority attribute to the data, while Chazelle's "soft" version "corrupts" the data in order to achieve constant-time-bounded operations. The Fibonacci version uses several trees at once, while the "leftist" version, much like NAQT, utilizes an s-value. The namesake of a big O of n log n sorting algorithm, for 10 points, give this term referring to either a large pool of dynamically allocatable memory also known as the free store or a modified tree in which each child is either greater or less than its parent, both named for their arbitrary size. ANSWER: heap [accept "heap of sand" or equivalents before "buddy-block"]
13. Leaders of this event stole mail and held it at the Blackhorse Tavern, and a failed mediation of this event was led by Hugh Henry Brackenridge.  David Bradford's coerced role in this event led to his acquittal in its aftermath, and people involved in this skirmish attacked John Neville's slaves.  Its leader eventually fled to Louisiana after he was crushed by the so-called "Watermelon Army," and Meriwether Lewis fought for Daniel Morgan's Virginia militia that helped put down this rising.  For 10 points, name this revolt quashed by Lighthorse Harry Lee and George Washington, fought in Pennsylvania and spurred by Hamilton's high tax on alcohol.
ANSWER: Whiskey Rebellion
14. One character in this work likes war because it requires people to register troops and keep an inventory of rations. Towards the end, one of the title characters dreams about living in Amsterdam as she worries about marrying off her daughter. That character draws out black crosses for the other titular characters, one of who is executed for stealing a cashbox from a regiment, and another who tries to warn a residents about an attack planned on their town. For 10 points, identify this play in which Anna Fierling loses Eilif, Swiss Cheese and Kattrin as she manages a canteen during the Thirty Years War, a work by Bertolt Brecht. 
ANSWER: Mother Courage and Her Children or Mutter Courage und Hier Kinder 

15. Art historian Longhi argued that the creator of this painting may also have worked on Raising of Tabitha, and the building depicted in this painting belongs to a resident of Capernum. The right side of this painting features the four apostles standing in a line facing the central group. Another figure is seen addressing the central group and collecting the title object from a different figure, and its left most scene depicts St. Peter taking a coin from a fish. Housed in the Brancacci Chapel in Florence, for 10 points, identify this work by Masaccio which depicts three different scenes pertaining to Jesus paying the titular taxes. 
ANSWER: Tribute Money
16. The speaker of this poem wants to "Let be be finale of seem," and this work describes a dresser that is missing three glass knobs.  An object that the central figure of this poem once embroidered with fantails is now spread "as to cover her face," and her dumbness is proven by how her "horny feet protrude."  Beginning with an exaltation to "the muscular one" to "whip / in the kitchen cups concupiscent curds."  For 10 points, name this poem which begins "Call the roller of big cigars" about a ruler of a dairy item, by Wallace Stevens.
ANSWER: "The Emperor of Ice Cream"
17. His namesake algebra consists of bounded operators on a Hilbert space closed in the weak operator topology, and contains the identity operator. He was second man to win the Fermi prize, and identified quantum mechanical states with vectors and pioneered the use of operator theory in quantum mechanics. With Stanislaw Ulam, he designed the implosion mechanism for the atomic bomb at Los Alamos. He invented the field of cellular automata and the idea of a universal constructor; in a different field, his namesake architecture maps data and program memory to the same space. For 10 points, name this badass Hungarian polymath who invented the minimax theorem and, with Oskar Morgenstern, game theory.
ANSWER: John von Neumann [accept Margittai Neumann János Lajos] 
18. One character in this work chides his manager with "you are a shithead" after another character chews out that manager by claiming "a child" would know that "You never open your mouth until you know what the shot is."  A plot to defect to Jerry Graff is hatched by Dave Moss, who first attempts to recruit Aaronow but whose eventual accomplice is nicknamed "The Machine."  A gullible character named James Lingk is fast-talked into making a purchase by Ricky Roma, and in the end Shelly Levene is nabbed for robbing the sales leads.  For 10 points, name this drama about Chicago real estate agents, by David Mamet.
ANSWER: Glengarry Glen Ross
19. Along with microtubules, these entities are recruited to facilitate the invasion of the host cell by the parasite T. Cruzi, and the protein hVam6p is responsible for the clustering of these entities in humans.  Glycogen buildup in these entities in muscle cells results in Pompe's disease, and the lack of fat-metabolizing enzymes in it is the cause of Tay-Sachs disease. Mannose-6-phospate is tagged to proteins bound for this organelle, which pumps protons into itself for maintaining an acidic environment.  For 10 points, identify these organelles that are important in the autolysis of cells.
ANSWER: lysosomes
20. One chapter of this work briefly discusses the role of Marsyas who travels with Cybele to soothe her; that chapter quotes some verses from the Havamal where Odin hangs from a tree for nine nights. One section notes the placement of various effigies in order to deceive ghosts and evil spirits, while an earlier section describes an event whose winner is bestowed with the title Rex Nemorensis. It begins with a description of a J.M.W. Turner work of the title object, which is a branch presented to Sibyl by Aeneas before entering Hades. For 10 points, identify this “study in magic and religion,” a work of Sir James Frazer. 
ANSWER: The Golden Bough 

21. One work by this composer features a series of repetitive passages played against a persistent wood block before a trumpet fanfare alternating between measures of 6/8 time and 3/4 time. One of his other works contains a trumpet section which references Ives's The Unanswered Question. In another of his works, the titular figure attends a performance of Red Detachment of Women and some prominent political personalities perform the foxtrot in the "Chairman Dance." For 10 points, identify this composer of Short Ride in a Fast Machine, On the Transmigration of Souls, and Nixon in China.
ANSWER: John Coolidge Adams [do not accept John Coolidge Quincy Adams]
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1. This proposal by a Kentucky senator was immediately rejected by President Lincoln. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this proposed set of six Constitutional amendments that would have guaranteed the continuation of slavery in the south and strengthened the Fugitive Slave Act.
ANSWER: Crittenden Compromise
[10] Along with Crittenden, this Tennessee senator authored a resolution that proclaimed the Civil War was not indented to abolish slavery, but only to preserve the Union.  He would succeed Hannibal Hamlin as Vice President a few years later.
ANSWER: Andrew Johnson
[10] During a boundary dispute between Kentucky and Tennessee, Crittenden teamed with John Rowan to determine if the border should lie at 36 degrees, 30 minutes or this line named for this physician and surveyor.
ANSWER: Walker Line

2. In one episode of this work, the unnamed narrator goes to a billiard parlor, where a police officer refuses to throw him out of the window; in response, he writes a poorly-received satirical novel about the officer. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Russian existentialist novel, narrated by an unnamed, bitter, inactive, retired civil servant living in St. Petersburg.
ANSWER: Notes from the Underground [accept Letters from the Underworld or Zapiski iz podpolya]
[10] Other works by this author of Notes from Underground include a short story which sees Semyon Semyonitch’s friend eaten by the titular animal at St. Petersburg Arcade, “The Crocodile”. He also wrote Crime and Punishment.
ANSWER: Fyodor Mikhailovich Dostoevsky
[10] This novel describes the four years Dostoevsky spent in Siberian military prison, disguised as the memoirs of Alexander Petrovich Goryanchikov, imprisoned for killing his wife.  

ANSWER: Memoirs from the House of the Dead [accept Notes from the Dead House or Zapiski iz myortvogo doma]

3. It is not conserved in curved space-time according to Noether's theorem. FTPE:
[10] Name this quantity whose time derivative is torque.
ANSWER: angular momentum
[10] Conservation of angular momentum is also the theory behind this law, which states planets in orbit around a star sweep out equal areas in equal times.
ANSWER: Kepler’s Second Law of Planetary Orbit
[10] This machine, first designed by Johann Bohnenberger in 1817, is a spinning wheel which remains nearly fixed when it spins, as a result of the Conservation of Angular Momentum.
ANSWER: Gyroscope (prompt flywheel)

4. Its priests and priestesses are sometimes dubbed Houngan and Mambo.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this syncretistic religion practiced in West Africa and the Caribbean, especially Haiti. 

ANSWER: Voodoo or Vodun 

[10] These spirits of Vodun are split up into three divisions, Rada, Petro, and Ghede.  La Croix and Legba are two examples 

ANSWER: Loa or Lwa 

[10] This head deity of Vodun is at a distance from the world and communicates with it using the Loa. 

ANSWER: Bondye

5. Its crystals are made of hexagonal prisms which end in pointy hexagonal pyramids.. FTPE.
[10] Name this mineral, the second-most abundant on the earth, which is composed of crystallized silicon dioxide
ANSWER: quartz
[10] Quartz is usually depicted at the bottom of this diagram, which describes the temperature at which a mineral crystallizes. It is divided into continuous and discontinuous branches.
ANSWER: Bowen's Reaction Series
[10] This mineral can be found just on top of quartz on the Bowen's reaction series. This phyllosilicate mineral is a common member of the mica family.
ANSWER: muscovite


6. Estrelda falls in love with the title character, who is actually another character in disguise. For 10 points each:
[10]Name this operetta, whose title identity is assumed Don Enrico Medigua in order to stop a rebellion.
ANSWER: El Capitan
[10] El Capitan is an operetta by this American composer, who is better known for marches such as "Semper Fidelis" and "The Stars and Stripes Forever".
ANSWER: John Philip Sousa
[10] This Sousa march is named after a historic object, but you may know it better for its use in Monty Python's Flying Circus.
ANSWER: The "Liberty Bell March"

7. The title character of this work initially has an affair with Marianne. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this work, whose title desires to live a life of adventure, but ends up settling down after he meets his son Felix and marries Natalie.
ANSWER: Wilhelm Meister’s Apprenticeship or Wilhelm Meisters Lehrjahre 
[10] This German romantic wrote Wilhelm Meister's Apprenticeship, in addition to write about a character who falls in love with Charlotte but ends up committing suicide in The Sorrows of Young Werther. 
ANSWER: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe 
[10] Goethe did a reworking of a Euripedes play in which this character meets Pylades and Orestes and plots to kill the king of Tauris for whom she was sacrificing random wayfarers. 
ANSWER: Iphigenia (accept:  Iphigenia in Tauris) 
8. Answer the following questions about the Great Schism of 1054.  For 10 points each:
[10] This Pope officially began the Schism when he excommunicated Michael I Cerularius. He would be succeeded after his death by Victor II.
ANSWER: Pope St. Leo IX (accept Bruno von Eguisheim-Dagsburg)
[10] One of the major ideological differences between the two halves of the Church was the addition of this clause to the Nicene Creed. It states that the spirit proceeds from the "father and son" rather than just the "father".
ANSWER: Filioque Clause
[10] The first major attempt to rectify the Great Schism was this meeting, called by Pope Gregory X. The reconciliation was short lived, as Andronicus II effectively negated the deal.
ANSWER: Second Council of Lyon
9. Identify the following pertaining to an element which exists in red and white allotropes.
[10] This element was discovered by Hennig Brand after heating concentrated urine in an attempt to convert it to gold.
ANSWER: Phosphorus
[10] This is the shape predictedby VSEPR theory of Phosphorus Pentachloride. It has three bonds on one plane with 120 degrees between them, and two bonds that are perpendicular to that plane on opposite sides.
ANSWER: trigonal bipyramidal 
[10] A catalytic amount of phosphorus tribromide can be used to alpha-brominate carboxylic acids via this reaction named after its three discoverers. Name this reaction or the acronym with which it is referred to.
ANSWER: Hell-Volhard-Zelinsky or HVZ 
10. Identify the following characters from Macbeth, for 10 points each.
[10] The father of Fleance, this man meets the Three Weird Sisters with Macbeth, where it is prophesied that he will “beget kings”. After Macbeth sends murderers to kill him, his ghost appears at a banquet.  

ANSWER: Banquo
[10] This Thane of Fife, born through Caesarian section and thus not technically “of woman”, finds King Duncan’s body and later leads Malcolm’s armies against Macbeth, eventually killing him.
ANSWER: Macduff
[10] During the battle against Malcolm’s forces, Macbeth fights and kills this Earl of Northumberland’s son, who shares his name.
ANSWER: Siward [I guess you can accept Young Siward from people who weren’t really paying attention]

11. This ruler was victorious at Thermopylae despite suffering heavy losses. FTPE
[10] Name this Achaemenid ruler and successor to Darius the Great, whose forces lost the battle of Salamis.
ANSWER: Xerxes I [or Khshayarshan I or Ahasuerus I or Achashverosh I]
[10] This Athenian was the commander of the winning side at the battle of Salamis, though he was responsible for the earlier loss at Artemisium.
ANSWER: Themistocles 
[10] This eunuch in Xerxes's court allied with Artapanus to murder Xerxes. After the deed was committed, he convinced Artaxerxes that Xerxes' brother Darius had done it.
ANSWER: Aspamitres
12. A recent ESPN.com article notes Indians' slugger Travis Hafner's uncanny resemblance to this actor.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this most recent winner of the Best Supporting Actor Oscar, for his performance as ruthless killer Anton Chigurh in No Country for Old Men.
ANSWER: Javier Bardem
[10] No Country for Old Men was directed by this lovable fraternal duo responsible for The Big Lebowski and Fargo.
ANSWER: The Coen Brothers [their names are Joel and Ethan]
[10] This actor played the lead in the Coen Brothers' Barton Fink.  Starring as an asshole government agent in Transformers, if Tony Shalhoub were Mario, he'd be Luigi.  Fitting, as he plays Shalhoub's older brother as a guest star on Monk.
ANSWER: John Turturro


13. Identify the following colorful events from the history of the world, for 10 points each.
[10] Colonel Garnet Wolseley led a force westward to put down this 1869 Metis uprising in Manitoba, led by Louis Riel.
ANSWER: Red River Rebellion/Resistance/etc.
[10] The Buddhist mystic Wang Lung headed the namesake society responsible for this 1796-1804 rebellion which attempted to restore the Ming Dynasty. The Jiaqing Emperor eventually smacked it down.
ANSWER: White Lotus Rebellion  

[10] This 184 AD rebellion against the Han Emperor Lingdi was led by the supposed sorcerer Zhang Jiao, the founder of the “Way of Supreme Peace”, and his two brothers. The Han army led by He Jin eventually put it down.
ANSWER: Yellow Turban Rebellion [or Yellow Scarves Rebellion]

14. They extend from the Cap Higuer on the Bay of Biscay to Cap de Creus on the Mediterranean. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this mountain range, which has its highest point at Pico d’Aneto and also contains Mont Perdu.
ANSWER: the Pyrenees [accept Pirineos, Pirineus, Perines, or Pirinioak from any crazy Basques]
[10] With an average life expectancy of 83.5, this longest-lived country in the world is located in the Pyrenees. It’s jointly ruled by the President of France and the Bishop of Urgell.
ANSWER: Principality of Andorra [or Principat d’Andorra]
[10] This mountain pass in the Pyrenees is, according to legend, the site where Roland died fighting the Saracens.
ANSWER: Roncevaux or Roncesvalles Pass [accept Puerto de Ibañeta, Ibañeta Pass, or Col de Roncevaux] 
15. He climbed up the Celestial Ladder shortly after being born from his father Izanagi’s right eye. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Shinto moon god, who killed the food kami Uke Mochi when she produced a meal from various parts of her body, angering his sister.
ANSWER: Tsukuyomi-no-mikoto [or Tsukiyomi-no-mikoto]
[10]That sister of Tsukuyomi is this character, the Shinto goddess of the sun. She once sealed herself in a cave after her other brother threw a flayed horse into her palace.
ANSWER: Amaterasu-omikami [or Ōhiru-menomuchi-no-kami]  
[10] The drunken rampage that led to Amaterasu shutting herself in a cave was the work of this brother of her and Tsukuyomi, the Shinto storm god. He’s not all evil though, as he once slew the dragon Orochi, to help defend Izumo.
ANSWER: Susano’o-no-mikoto [or Susanowo or Susanoo]
16. This man depicted tigers leaping at a nude sleeping woman in Dream Caused by the Flight of a Bee around a Pomegranate a Second Before Awakening. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this excellently-mustachioed Spanish surrealist and lover of Gala, whose other paintings include Still Life Moving Fast, The Hallucinogenic Toreador, and a “Disintegration” of his most famous work.
ANSWER: Salvador Domingo Felipe Jacinto Dalí i Domènech
[10] Dali’s most famous work is this 1931 painting, which features a distorted face in the foreground, an ant-covered pocketwatch, and some melting clocks, one of which is draped over a tree branch.  

ANSWER: The Persistence of Memory or La persistencia de la memoria [prompt on The Persistence of Time, I guess]
[10] This incredibly surreal 1928 film, a collaboration between Dali and Luis Bunuel, contains scenes of a woman’s eye being sliced with a razor and a blind woman being hit by a car.
ANSWER: Un Chien Andalou or An Andalusian Dog

17. It stretches from just south of the Yalu river to somewhere near Jiayuguan pass in the West. FTPE. 
[10] Name this huuuuuuge structure that was built to protect a certain country from Mongol Invaders.
ANSWER: Great Wall of China or Wan-Li Ch'ang-Ch'eng or the Shitty Wall
[10] The Han emperor Wu-di reinforced the Great Wall to protect against these invaders, who have been identified by some with the Huns or the Tujue
ANSWER: Xiongnu or Hsiungnu
[10] The last major upgrades to the Great Wall occurred during this dynasty's rule. Zhu Qizhen of this dynasty launched a failed attack on some Mongol tribe during the Battle of Tumu.
ANSWER: Ming Dynasty

18. The experience of rewriting Space Travel in assembly language for the PDP-7 led Ken Thompson to begin work on this operating system. For 10 points each:

[10] This programming language, developed by Ritchie for use on Unix, is often criticized for its widely varying undefined behavior and manual memory management. In 1972, Bjarne Stroustrup developed an object-oriented extension to this language.
ANSWER: C
[10] C is an example of this programming paradigm, exemplified by languages consisting of a set of statements that change a program state. These languages are often contrasted with functional languages.

[10] In this Huxley novel featuring Lenina Crowne, John the Savage, and Bernard Marx, almost everyone idolizes Henry Ford and takes wonderdrug called soma.
ANSWER: Brave New World

20.These cells conduct electrical impulses from the brain and spinal cord to other parts of the body. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these cells consisting of a soma which contains the nucleus, and a long axon which ends in filamentous dendrites.
ANSWER: neuron or nerve cell
[10] This covering insulates the axon and also speeds up impulses. It is made of Schwann cells and oligodendrocytes.
ANSWER: Myelin sheath 
[10] This is the name given to the small gaps that occur in the myelin sheath.
ANSWER: Node of Ranvier
