Penn Bowl 2007: Escape From Lord Weary’s Castle

Tossups by Pitt A (Zach Pozun, Gina Londino, Katrin Ayrapetov, and Laura Pollanen)

1. One advocate of this war slyly dropped figs on the floor of the Senate to demonstrate the wealth of the opponent. It was preceded by the surrender of Utica, which became the base for one side, and formally ended many centuries later in 1985, when mayors Ugo Vitere and Chedly Klibi signed a treaty. It had begun when another treaty was violated in order to repulse Massinisa, and it ended after a three-year siege when Scipio Aemilianus broke into the city, razed the buildings, and enslaved the population, fulfilling Cato the Elder’s demand that “Carthage must be destroyed.” For 10 points, name this last in a series of wars between Carthage and Rome.

ANSWER: Third Punic War [prompt on Punic War; accept Third Roman-Carthaginian War and such]

2. In one of this author’s stories, a dandy’s seduction of a sixteen-year-old seamstress leads to the titular pretzel-makers calling her a whore. The title character of one of his novels, a river-trader, is taken in by Mayakin’s daughter Liuboff after he is released from an insane asylum, while in another novel, Pavel is exiled to Siberia after inciting his titular parent to champion the socialist cause. A cholera epidemic provides the background for his play about Lisa and Professor Protassof, Children of the Sun, but he is better-known for a play set in a tenement inhabited by Vastya, Natasha, and Kostilyoff. For 10 points, name this author of The Lower Depths.

ANSWER: Maxim Gorky
3. One of its members published “visual poems” under the pseudonym I.K. Bonset and created the journal Mecano. Art Concret was founded toward the end of the prominence of this group, which in its early years included Vilmos Huszar and J.J.P. Oud. “Word painting” was the subject of its second manifesto, while the first discussed its goal of finding a “new imagery.” Works by its members include Oud’s Café de Unie and the Schröder house, which leans more toward its later Elementarism than its original Neo-Plasticism. FTP name this art movement and journal founded by Theo van Doesburg and exemplified by Piet Mondrian.

ANSWER: De Stijl
4. News outlets have seized on the fact that, of the 208 citations it received in 2005, half were classified as “serious and substantial.” It is unknown what role those violations played in the September 2006 suicides of John Boni and Flea Chisolm, former employees at this operation near Tallmansville in Upshur County. Now a focus for criticism of MHSA enforcement procedures, its downhill-sloping structure created a challenge for rescuers in the aftermath of a lightning strike. Though twelve survivors were initially announced, only Randy McCloy was eventually retrieved from this site. For 10 points, name this West Virginia mine, the location of a January 2006 explosion.

ANSWER: Sago Mine

5. Vocal works by this man include Gigantic Waves and Your Little Black Eyes, and he left his opera Will-o’-the-Wisp unperformed upon his death. Artur Rubinstein commissioned a Fantasia by this man, who wrote incidental music to the dramas The Passion and Daybreak. One of his better-known works contains a famous ritornello in the section “Jota,” Stage works include the puppet opera The Tale of Master Pedro and his first opera, The Brief Life, but better-known are a set of symphonic impressions, known as Nights in the Garden of his home nation, and a “gypsy revel,” El Amor Brujo. FTP name this Spanish composer, best-known for the ballet The Three-Cornered Hat.

ANSWER: Manuel de Falla
6. This nation is the site of a doomsday seed bank, which by 2007 will hold seeds in case of nuclear war or gene pollution from genetically modified foods. Coal mining operations in one of its protectorates began to decline after German attacks on the Longyearbyen mining town during World War II and were further halted after a 1963 explosion. Famous cultural figures from this country include the composer of the Holberg suite and the author of Brand along with the author of Brand and The Master Builder, and during WWII its government under Vidkun Quisling was under Nazi control. FTP name this Scandinavian country with capital at Oslo.

ANSWER: The Kingdom of Norway or Kongeriket Norge
7. He was present at the death of Monet and wrote a biography of the painter, while Toulouse-Lautrec illustrated his history of the Jews, At the Foot of Mount Sinai. As a Radical deputy, he was accused of being in league with Panama intriguer Cornélius Herz and fought a duel with Paul Déroulède. He later shifted right and urged readiness for war in his newspapers The Free Man and Man in Chains, which led Poincare to name him premier. Another paper he edited was L’Aurore, which published Emile Zola’s J’Accuse during the Dreyfus affair. For 10 points, name this man known as “the Tiger,” who led France through the end of World War I and at Versailles

ANSWER: Georges Clemenceau
8. This poem’s images include a woman wailing for her demon lover and a “deep romantic chasm.” “Forests ancient as the hills” enfold the “sunny spots of greenery” in this poem, while a figure in a vision sings of “Mount Abora.” The poet was inspired to write this poem by an anodyne-induced dream that was interrupted by a visitor from Porlock. The structure at the center of the poem, as a result of “A miracle of rare device” possesses “caves of ice.” The “sunless sea” receives the sacred river Alph in the land in which the title figure lives, Xanadu. FTP name this poem ostensibly about a Mongol warlord by Samuel Taylor Coleridge.

ANSWER: Kubla Khan
9. It followed a disastrous attempt to address the same topic by “Pitchfork Ben” Tillman and inspired the passage of the “anarchy plank” condemning intervention in the Pullman strike. It dismisses claims that “protection has slain its thousands,” invokes the “zeal of Peter the Hermit” and compares Andrew Jackson to Cicero. After asking who was thinking of the debtors in 1873, it advises against following England’s example, pledging instead to take the lead in reintroducing bimetallism. For 10 points, name this speech which won the 1896 Democratic presidential nomination for William Jennings Bryan by promising not to let labor be crucified on the namesake object.

ANSWER: the “Cross of Gold Speech”
10. This minister of St. Ann church in Dahlem led the Pastors’ Emergency League, in which role he appeared at the Synod of Barmen, where he turned against the group that he had praised in the autobiography From U-Boat to Pulpit. He also atoned for his early beliefs in the Stuttgart Confession of Guilt, issued eleven years after he helped organize the Confessing Church with Karl Barth and Dietrich Bonhoffer. He was taken to Dachau for his anti-Nazi activities, where he wrote a poem about communists, trade unionists, and Jews being taken away. For 10 points, name this pastor who lamented that “there was no one left to speak out” because he had remained silent.

ANSWER: Martin Friedrich Gustav Emil Niemöller
11. In the Cypria, the wound of Telephus was cured with shavings from one of these. The “song” named for it is found in the Njals saga and is a description of the Valkyries. Sarutahiko Ohkami owns a jewel-covered one, and Libertas holds one on Roman coins. The first olive tree and the Acropolis were formed when Athena and Poseidon threw them into the ground, while Izanami and Izanagi dripped water from one to form the Japanese islands. Another was made from the bone of a sea monster by Aiofe and used to kill Ferdiad and Connla. Known as Gae Bulg, that one was wielded by Cuchulainn. For 10 points, Odin’s Gungnir is another mythical example of what weapon?

ANSWER: spears [accept lances, pikes, etc, but do not accept swords or anything like that]
12. In 2007, the person behind this event will publish a book about it entitled The Lucifer Effect. That man’s wife, Christina Maslach, first noticed the fake Southern accent adopted by a participant called “John Wayne” and the placing of paper bags on the heads of certain participants. Researchers also saw psychosomatic rashes and forced nudity after a riot on the second day. The team led by Philip Zimbardo decided to end the experiment early and concluded that “role assimilation” and “dehumanization” had occurred. For 10 points, name this study of students assigned to be “guards” or “inmates,” which was conducted in the Jordan Hall basement on a Palo Alto campus. 

ANSWER: The Stanford Prison Study/Experiment etc [prompt on Stanford; prompt on prison]
13. This author calls universities “beaneries” in a nonfiction work about “Kulch,” and he authored a memoir of the young artist Henri Gaudier-Brzeska. In one of his poems, the “Gods of the winged shoe” and the “leash-men” perform the title action, while Bertran de Born’s castle is the setting of his Sestina: Altaforte. The title character attempts “to resuscitate the dead art/Of poetry” in his Hugh Selwyn Mauberley, and this poet’s improvisational translation of two elegies by a Roman poet comprises his Homage to Sextus Propertius. Also a translator of the poetry of Li Po, this is, FTP, what author of a “chryselephantine poem of immeasurable length,” The Cantos?

ANSWER: Ezra Pound
14. This technique most commonly uses a large wavelength laser such as argon-ion in order to prevent competition from resonance fluorescence; due to the weakness of the resulting measurable signal, narrow rejection filters are commonly employed. Incident photons are absorbed by a molecule into a virtual state and the relaxation process may result in inelastic scattering if the corresponding vibrational mode involves a change in polarizability. The energy differences between elastic Rayleigh scattering and inelastic scattering correspond to vibrational energy transitions in, for 10 points, what spectroscopic complement to infrared spectroscopy?
ANSWER: Raman Spectroscopy
15. It occurs within a week of the Shabbat Hazon and marks the end of a three-week period where no marriages or haircuts occur, which begins on the Fast of Tammuz and is called the Bein Hametzarim. The Haredis use this day instead of Yom Ha’Shoah to honor Holocaust victims, and it is marked by reading Lamentations and covering the ark in black cloth. The outbreak of World War I, the 1290 expulsion from England, and the opening of Treblinka in 1942 all occurred on this day. For 10 points, identify this holiday named for the Jewish calendar date on which it takes place, which is the day of such disasters in Jewish history as the destruction of the both Jerusalem Temples.

ANSWER: Tisha b’Av [or Ninth of Av]
16. Projects such as ATLAS and CMS seek to find it, which based on electroweak observables, is expected to have an upper boundary mass of 219 GeV. This energy is within the range of energies generated by CERN’s Large Hadron Collider when it becomes operational in 2007. The standard model, however, predicts its mass to lie between 130 and 190 GeV, which allows it to function on energy scales up to the Planck scale. As a scalar boson, it obeys Bose-Einstein statistics and has zero spin. This is, for 10 points, which particle first postulated in 1960s that is the quantum of the field that gives all particles mass.

ANSWER: Higgs Scalar Boson (do NOT accept Higgs Field)

17. This work’s plot is based on events related in its author’s travel memoir The Lawless Roads. Minor characters in this work include an English dentist, Mr. Tench, who witnesses an execution, and a young man whose virtuous life and death are told to the boy. The protagonist encounters the atheist girl Coral Fellows while hiding in a barn, and he is given sanctuary by the Lehrs in the neighboring state. He finds his illegitimate child Brigida and her mother Maria before meeting the Mestizo, who tracks him throughout the novel until he is caught by the Lieutenant and executed for his religious practices. FTP name this novel about an unnamed Mexican priest by Graham Greene.

ANSWER: The Power and the Glory
18. Naturally-occuring hormones in this class are functional derivatives of isopentenyl adenine and include zeatin and benzyl adenine. Promoting morphogensis in tissue, chlorophyll production, and leaf expansion, they are most commonly found in meristemic regions but are synthesized in roots and transported via the xylem. Found in almost all plants as well as certain mosses and many fungi and bacteria, are, for 10 points, this class of plant hormones that are most active in promoting cell division and differentiation.

ANSWER: Cytokinins

19. Giovanni Rost and Nicholas Karcher executed this man’s tapestry designs for his patron’s palace. His studies in chalk for his Young Man Seen from the Back and St. Michael survive, and his pen and wash drawings include a modello for the vault of the Cappella di Eleonora. He finished a series of frescoes for the choir of San Lorenzo upon the death of Pontormo, while he painted “in armor” and “as Orpheus” portraits of Cosimo di Medici. His best-known painting, however, shows a bearded man holding up a blue sheet behind the other three title characters. FTP name this mannerist painter, best known for Venus, Cupid, Folly and Time.

ANSWER: Agnolo Bronzino
20. This book advises that boredom is the cause of evil and suggests leaving new mail unopened for three days. Several examples refer to Mozart’s Don Giovanni, and it also includes a discussion of Cornelia’s relationship with Johannes Climacus in the “Seducer’s Diary.” The music-drama relationship, along with religious versus ethical life and ethical marriage verus aesthetic bachelorship, are possible meanings of the title. For 10 points, name this Søren Kierkegaard work, published under the name of Victor Eremita, which sets forth various choices.

ANSWER: Either/Or [or Enten-Eller]

TB. The operator value representation of the Lorentz group function over this space is equivalent to the operator valued function of the Poincaré group. When considered as a real vector, not affine, space, it is defined by a symmetric bilinear form and an indefinite and nondegenerate inner product. With a (-,+,+,+) signature, the use of this space is only valid in the Newtonian limit of gravitation where the set of null vectors for an event define its light cone. Events may be classified as spacelike, timelike or lightlike in, for 10 points, this four-dimensional vector space used in special relativity operations.

ANSWER: Minkowski Space 
Extra. Their support came from anger over incompetent adminstrators who succeeded Toghto during the reign of Toghon Temur, from Maitreya Buddhists, and from the peasants conscripted to re-route the Yellow River. Formed by Peng Yingyu as an offshoot of the White Lotus, this group emerged as a military power on the coast of Zhejiang in 1333, and by 1351 was consolidated north of the Yangtze by Han Sahntong. Power over this faction was seized by Zhu Yuanzhang, who then became the Hongwu emperor as the founder of the Ming Dynasty. For 10 points, name this rebellion against Mongol rule in China, identified by its colorful headwear.

ANSWER: Red Turbans rebellion
Extra. This author served as Director of Censorship of the Arts, although his own work dealt with forbidden subjects such as homosexuality and religion. In contrast to his earlier period focusing on urban life, second period works like The Thief and Dogs and Autumn Quail began to focus on religion via allegory. His public religious views led to a 1994 knifing by an Islamic electrician. Between the Places, Palace of Longing, and Sugarhouse comprise the Cairo Trilogy of, for 10 points, which Egyptian Nobel laureate and author of Children of the Alley.

ANSWER: Naguib Mahfouz 
Extra. Among the few successes here were the discovery of solar coronal holes during its 176 days in orbit; however, severe damage during launch including broken solar panels and micrometeoroid shields required spacewalk repair during the first of three missions. 8 years after the last mission, in 1979, it re-entered the atmosphere, and pieces crashed into Western Australia whose government fined NASA $400 for littering. The other flight-quality prototype is now a walk-through exhibit at the Air and Space Museum. For 10 points, name this early NASA orbiting space laboratory.

ANSWER: Skylab

1. Study up for Matt Bruce questions by naming these things from social science that the conservative Intercollegiate Studies Institute didn’t like very much, for 10 points each.

[10] The ISI wrote “So amusing did natives find the white woman’s prurient questions that they told her the wildest tales … on an island far, far away” about this book, which was in fact exposed as the result of a practical joke by Derek Freeman’s The Fateful Hoaxing of Margaret Mead.

ANSWER: Coming of Age in Samoa by Margaret Mead

[10] The ISI really didn’t like this man’s Sexual Behavior in the Human Male, though they should have just attacked his flawed methodology of testing on children and prisoners instead of railing against the idea of science in general.

ANSWER: Alfred Kinsey
[10] The ISI writes that this book, which lamented the gap between private wealth and public spending, “made Americans dissatisfied with the ineradicable fact of poverty.” It coined the phrase “conventional wisdom” and advocated a shift from income to sales taxes to create a class that could work at enjoyable rather than necessary jobs.

ANSWER: The Affluent Society by John Kenneth Galbraith
2. Identify these members of the Mighty Five FTPE:

[10] The composer of the far underrated The Legend of the Invisible City of Kitezh, this man is also responsible for the horrid Golden Cockerel and a popular orchestral interlude about an airborne stinging insect
ANSWER: Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov

[10] This notably awful untrained composer of two crappy symphonies is best remembered for his “Oriental Fantasy,” Islamey.
ANSWER: Mily Balakirev
[10] The pseudo-opera Kismet is based on the works of this former Chemist, known for the opera Prince Igor and the Polovetsian Dances therefrom. Chris Romero is fond of his symphonic poem In the Steppes of Central Asia.
ANSWER: Alexander Borodin
3. In it, Matthew Maule is unjustly sentenced to death by a covetous magistrate, FTPE

[10] Name this Nathaniel Hawthorne novel, whose title refers to the abode desired by the aforementioned magistrate.

ANSWER: The House of the Seven Gables
[10] This man, the magistrate who condemned Matthew Maule, drinks blood and dies the day his new house is open to receive guests.

ANSWER: Colonel Pyncheon
[10] This descendent of Colonel Pyncheon stands by while his cousin Clifford, the rightful heir to the estate is unjustly sent to prison, but he dies before he can force Clifford to reveal where he’s hidden the family’s remaining wealth.

ANSWER: Jaffrey Pyncheon (accept Jaffrey or J Pyncheon)

4. Answer the following about the commissions of Auguste Rodin for 10 points each. 
[10] This is the name given to the portal depicting scenes from Dante’s Inferno that Rodin sculpted for the planned Museum of Decorative Arts. 

ANSWER: The Gates of Hell 
[10] The mayor of this French town commissioned a group sculpture depicting its six citizens moments before their martyrdom during the Hundred Years War. 

ANSWER: Calais 
[10] In 1891 Rodin received commission from Society of Men of Letters to create a monument of this French novelist. It was rejected due to the unconventional presentation of the novelist with disheveled hair and wrapped in a monks robe.

ANSWER: Honore de Balzac
5. Name these characters from Oscar Wilde’s The Importance of Being Earnest, FTPE

[10] This woman is responsible for leaving the title character in a perambulator at Victoria station along with a copy of her novel

ANSWER: Miss Letitia Prism (accept either)

[10] This man, Jack’s partner in crime, pursues Jack’s ward Cecily Cardew. He also invents a sickly friend, Bunbury, whom he uses as an excuse to leave London at will.

ANSWER: Algy or Algernon Moncrief (accept any of the three)

 [10] This woman, the mother of Gwendolyn Fairfax and aunt of Algernon Moncrief, initially rejects Jack’s courtship of Gwendolyn but relents when she finds out that he, too, is her nephew.

ANSWER: Lady Augusta Bracknell (accept either)

6. The first one was Rishabha Deva, who was succeeded by another twenty-four in the current age, and others include Malli and Suvrata. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name these people often shown in the world-renouncing “kayotsarga” pose.

ANSWER: tirthankaras [accept Jinas; prompt on anything like victors or winners; prompt on ford makers or bridge builders or similar things]

[10] Only two tirthankaras are considered historical: Parshvanatha, who lived in the eighth century BCE, and this final tirthankara, who is symbolized by a golden lion and founded Jainism in the fifth century BCE.

ANSWER: Mahavira [or Vardhamana]

[10] One of the principles observed by the tirthankaras and taught by Mahavira was this doctrine of absolute nonviolence, which applies only to animals for a layman but to all jiva, including plants and atoms, for a monk.

ANSWER: ahimsa
7. Name these places belonging to Indonesia for 10 points each

[10] Located on the northern tip of Sumatra, it was among the hardest hit regions in the tsunami of December 2004

ANSWER: Aceh
[10] Occupying the western half of New Guinea, the Indonesian government has devoted a significant amount of energy to quelling Papuan separatist movements.

ANSWER: West Irian Jaya (also accept Irian Jaya Barat)

[10] A 1963 eruption of Mount Agung killed thousands here, and a 2002 bomb attack in Kuta on this island popular with tourists killed over 200 people, many of them Americans. It lies between Java and Lombok

ANSWER: Bali
8. Name these figures of the American Revolution for 10 points each

[10] This Frenchman who volunteered to serve in the American army is one of six people in history to become an honorary US citizen and later became an aristocratic revolutionary in his home country.

ANSWER: Marie Joseph Paul Yves Roch Gilbert du Motier, Marquis de La Fayette
[10] This Brigadier General used decoy and ambush tactics in the Southern colonies’ swamps, earning him his nickname of “The Swamp Fox”

ANSWER: Francis Marion

[10] This colonel in the New Hampshire militia became known as the “Yankee Faust.” One tale claims that when his casket was opened, it contained only a box of gold coins with the devil stamped on them.

ANSWER: Johnathan Moulton
9. Its title refers to the two ways it can be read, one of which involves taking the chapters out of order, FTPE:

[10] Name this novel, in which Horatio Oliveira abandons La Maga in Paris to return to his native Argentina.

ANSWER: Hopscotch or Rayuela
[10] This author of A manual for Manuel and Cronopios and Famas wrote Hopscotch.
ANSWER: Julio Cortazar
[10] The title story of this Cortazar collection concerns the photo taken by Roberto Michel of a blonde woman trying to seduce a teenage boy. The title refers to the enlargement of the photo posted on Michel’s wall.
ANSWER: Blow-Up or Las babas del diablo
10. Name these factors from the War of the Austrian Succession for 10 points each.

[10] The ascension of Maria Theresa to the Habsburg throne was promised in this document issued by Charles VI.

ANSWER: Pragmatic Sanction of 1713

[10] Upon Charles’ death, Frederick II of Prussia attempted to seize this Austrian territory.

ANSWER: Silesia
[10] France’s high point of the war was this May 1745 battle near Tournai, which allowed France to invade Flanders. The Count of Saxe’s forces defeated those of William Augustus here, despite the bravery of Charles Hay.

ANSWER: Battle of Fontenoy
11. In 132 CE, a rebellion led by this man, whose Hebrew name translates as “Son of a Star,” briefly took back Jerusalem. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this militant spurred on by Akiva ben Yosef, who was eventually killed at Betar.

ANSWER: Simon bar Kokhba [or Simon bar Kosba; or Simon bar Koziba]

[10] The Second Jewish Revolt was put down by this governor of Britain and his Tenth Legion.

ANSWER: Gaius Julius Severus [prompt on partial answer]

[10] The revolt took a toll on the army of this successor to Trajan, who oversaw Julius Severus’s final efforts personally. During his rule, he rebuilt the Pantheon and had a crazy relationship with Antinoüs.

ANSWER: Hadrian [or Caesar Traianus Hadrianus Augustus; or Publius Aelius Hadrianus]

12. Answer the following on the element mercury for 10 points each

[10] This is the common name for an alloy of mercury, most typically with sodium or zinc.

ANSWER: Amalgam
[10] This class of organic compounds was originally called mercaptans due to the functional group’s ability to capture mercury.

ANSWER: Thiols

[10] Dartmouth chemist Karen Wetterhahn died after spilling two drops of this organometallic mercuric compound onto her gloved hand. Before its neurotoxicity was noted, it had been a common NMR standard for mercuric compounds.

ANSWER: Dimethylmercury
13. His last play, Radio Golf, concluded his cycle of plays about African Americans set primarily in Pittsburgh. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this playwright, whose other works include Joe Turner’s Come and Gone and The Piano Lesson.

ANSWER: August Wilson
[10] The former thief Troy Maxson fathers a child with Alberta, thereby alienating his wife Rose Lee and his son Cory in this August Wilson play.

ANSWER: Fences
[10] The trumpet player Levee stabs Toledo at the end of this play, whose title character is described as the “Mother of the Blues.”

ANSWER: Ma Rainey’s Black Bottom
14. After the death of her husband, Emperor Chuai, this warrior empress ruled Japan and annexed part of Korea. For 10 points per part:

[10] Name this semi-legendary figure of the third century CE, who ruled for her son Ojin.

ANSWER: Empress Jingo Kogo Jingu Kogo [or Okinagatarashi-hime No Mikoto]

[10] Around the ninth century, this family of court nobles began to overtake temporal authority of Japan as the true emperors withdrew from the public.

ANSWER: Fujiwara
[10] Following the 1156 Hogen Disturbance which deposed the Fujiwara, this clan came to power and ruled until the Battle of Dannoura replaced them with the Minamoto in 1185.

ANSWER: Taira

15. Name these minerals from properties for 10 points each

[10] This mineral has the ability to separate unpolarized light into vertically and horizontally polarized light due to two separate indices of refraction.

ANSWER: Calcite
[10] A sheet silicate, it is distinguished by its near-perfect basal cleavage, often appearing in small scales. Its name comes from the Latin for “to shine”

ANSWER: Mica
[10] Chalk-like sediment, it is commonly used by chemists as a scaffold for gas chromatography columns as well as a filtration medium and adsorbent.

ANSWER: Diatomaceous Earth (also accept diatomite, kieselguhr, and Celite)
16. Answer the following about political shenanigans in restaurants, for 10 points per part.

[10] “The Napkin Deal” was a promise between lobbyists and lawmakers to ban all tobacco lawsuits in this state; the infamous napkin was proudly displayed at the Fat Frank’s restaurant that hosted the meeting.

ANSWER: California
[10] Drawn on a napkin at a party with Dick Cheney and Wall Street Journal writer Jude Wanniski, this curve models taxable income elasticity by showing an optimum government tax rate and provided justification for Reagan-era fiscal policy.

ANSWER: Laffer Curve

[10] A 1994 dinner at Granita produced the agreement between Tony Blair and this man, which gave Blair the Labour Party leadership and subsequent prime ministry in exchange for a large policy-setting role and next shot at the leadership for this man, who is in fact expected to succeed Blair as prime minister before September 2007.

ANSWER: Gordon Brown
17. Answer these questions on a mistake in early black body radiation theory for 10 points each

[10] This early theory mistakenly predicted that at higher temperatures, the emitted photons would become effectively infinitely energetic—a mistake dubbed the ultraviolet catastrophe.

ANSWER: Rayleigh-Jeans Law

[10] Max Planck utilized this distribution of energies in order to reformulate the Rayleigh-Jeans law to give a distribution that does not become infinite.

ANSWER: Boltzmann Distribution

[10] The position of the peak of the Boltzmann distribution is determined by taking the derivative of the Planck equation and is given by this law.

ANSWER: Wien’s Law 


18. This son of Edward VII allied with the Liberal Party to ensure passage of the 1911 Parliament Act, eliminating the veto power of the House of Lords on certain matters. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this king who ruled from 1910 to 1936.

ANSWER: His Majesty George V, By the Grace of God, of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and of the British Dominions beyond the Seas, King, Defender of the Faith, Emperor of India [prompt on George Frederick Ernest Albert]

[10] The leader of the government during the Parliament Act controversy was this successor to Henry Campbell-Bannerman. He oversaw the UK’s entry into World War I.

ANSWER: Herbert Henry Asquith, 1st Earl Of Oxford And Asquith, Viscount Asquith Of Morley

[10] Following Andrew Bonar Law’s resignation in 1923, George V had to pick a new prime minister from two equally popular candidates. He selected Stanley Baldwin over this former viceroy of India and namesake of the original border between Poland and the USSR.

ANSWER: George Nathaniel Curzon, Baron Curzon of Kedleston, Marquess, Viscount Scarsdale, Baron Ravensdale
19. Answer the following about existentialism, for 10 points per part.

[10] He argued in Being and Time that an entity is what it is insofar as it exists within the context of a practical engagement not because of its inherent properties 

ANSWER: Martin Heidegger
[10] The coiner of the term “existentialism,” this Catholic existentialist argued that scientific thought had removed the mystery and life from human existence.

ANSWER: Gabriel Marcel
[10] This Camus essay on existentialist politics attacks Sartre’s support for Stalin, blames Hegel for both fascism and Communism, and calls the “metaphysical” form of the title person nihilistic. The final section, “Thought at the Meridian,” concludes that artists and those who appreciate life are the truest version of the title figure.

ANSWER: The Rebel: An Essay on Man in Revolt [or L’Homme revolte; accept An Essay on Man in Revolt]

20. Answer the following on ribosomes for the stated number of points

[5/5] For 5 each, these are the two ribosomal subunits in eukaryotes

ANSWERS: 40S and 60S
[5] Also for 5, in eukaryotes, ribosomes may either be free or bound to this organelle

ANSWER: Endoplasmic Reticulum
[15] For 15, since ribosomes are ribozymes, it has been hypothesized that they are a remnant of this hypothesized evolutionary stage that predated bound cellular membranes.

ANSWER: RNA World
Extra. Identify these works of Edouard Manet, FTPE:

[10] The title character of this early Manet work is dressed in a black button-down jacket and red pants and hold the titular instrument at an incorrect angle.

ANSWER: “The Fifer”

[10] Five drafts of this work, depicting a firing squad carrying out the titular action, exist, the second of which was once cut up into smaller pieces and has not been fully restored since.

ANSWER: “The Execution of Emperor Maximilian”

[10] This 1877 work depicts one of Manet’s patrons as a noted Prince of Denmark. He is shown holding a sword with a bewildered look on his face.

ANSWER: “Faure in the Role of Hamlet”
Extra. Answer the following for 10 points each on a classic of British literature

[10] The full title is completed with the phrase “from this World to that which is to Come” in this allegorical novel on the burdens of the everyman named Christian.

ANSWER: The Pilgrim’s Progress from this World to that which is to Come

[10] Written while he was imprisoned for violating the Conventicle Act, this is the author of The Pilgrim’s Progress
ANSWER: John Bunyan
[10] Christian is on his way to this allegorical city that sits on Mount Zion and is the home of “The Lord of the Hill”.

ANSWER: The Celestial City
Extra. In the movie The Andromeda Strain, a Sterno drinker and a child are saved from being killed by alien bacteria due to their abnormal blood pHs. Let’s see how much you know about pH and human blood, for ten points each.

[10] Certain acid and conjugate base combinations can act as this, where systemic changes that would normally cause large pH swings are damped due to the retardation in the change of the ratio of the conjugate acid to the base.

ANSWER: Buffer
[10] In human blood, this ion the conjugate base of carbonic acid, serves as the primary buffer.

ANSWER: Bicarbonate or HCO3- or hydrogen carbonate

[10] This equation, straightforward to derive from the definitions of pH, serves as a useful method for calculating buffer activity, as it relates pKa and the aforementioned ratio to the pH.

ANSWER: Henderson-Hasselbalch equation
