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Tossups by Chicago A (Seth Teitler, Susan Ferrari, Selene Koo, Edward Cohn)

1.  Taking the divergence of this relation leads to a statement which, according to Noether's theorem, is implied by gauge invariance.  In its original form, it was inconsistent with the action of charging capacitors, so a term proportional to the time derivative of the electric field, known as the displacement current, was added.  The steady-state integral form is more useful in situations with high degrees of symmetry than the equivalent Biot-Savart Law.  For 10 points, name this member of the Maxwell equations that gives the magnetic field circulating around a current.

ANSWER: Ampere's Law

2.  Eight-year-old Julia is claimed by her crippled mother, the Signora Neroni, to be the “last of the Neros.”  The central festivities feature the medieval game of quintain at Ullathorne, as well as two marriage proposals and satirized class conflict between the Lookalofts and the Greenacres.  Ultimately, as the narrator assures the reader, things end happily with the widow Eleanor Bold marrying Mr. Arabin, and Mr. Quiverful benefiting from the power struggle between Mr. Slope and Mrs. Proudie for control of the henpecked Bishop Proudie in, for 10 points, this novel written after The Warden, the second of the Barsetshire novels by Anthony Trollope.

ANSWER: Barchester Towers
3.  It suffered a schism three years after its founding, when moderates led by Daniel DeLeon left in a dispute with radical leaders like Vincent Saint John and William Trautmann.  It led a failed strike of textile workers in Paterson, New Jersey, but met success with a similar strike in Lawrence, Massachusetts, but in 1918 Judge Kennesaw Mountain Landis led a trial in which many members were convicted of violating the Espionage Act, including Big Bill Haywood.  For 10 points, name this radical labor union whose members were known as “Wobblies.”

ANSWER:  Industrial Workers of the World [accept Wobblies before mention]

4.  Dials indicate that the date is April 11th, the time either 9:30 or 10:30 am.  The half-hidden crucifix in the top left corner, paired with an oblique anamorphic object, recalls images of "St. Jerome in His Study."  The inlaid marble floor is taken from Westminster Abbey, but a gnomon shows a latitude corresponding to North Africa.  Other jarring images include a lute with a broken string and the foreground image of a distorted skull.  For 10 points, name this portrait of Georges de Selve and Jean de Dinteville painted by Hans Holbein the Younger.

ANSWER: The French Ambassadors
5.  Notable figures include a helpful young woman named Fern, as well as the girl from Ipanema, who made an appearance during the second season.  Three sets of twins have been featured, including Shola and Doyin.  Dramatic incidents on this show include Colin's declaration that his ox was broken, Jonathan hitting his wife Victoria, and the tension between the other teams and Rob and Amber in Season Six.  For 10 points, identify this globetrotting CBS reality show hosted by Phil Keoghan.

ANSWER: The Amazing Race
6.  In a 1974 article, he attacked the idea that lighthouses were a public good that only the state could provide, showing that 19th-century English lighthouses were privately funded.  His 1937 article “The Nature of the Firm” introduced the idea of transaction costs, and he suggested in 1959 that the FCC should allocate the broadcasting spectrum through public bidding, an argument he reshaped into the article “The Problem of Social Cost.”  For 10 points, name this economist whose namesake theorem states that in the absence of transaction costs, any initial allocation of property rights will lead to an efficient outcome.

ANSWER: Ronald H. Coase
7.  We learn the protagonist's name at the end of the novel, when a judge's order declares him missing.  The name of the title figure, whose jobs are to search for water and prevent her house from collapsing, is never given.  She escapes her imprisonment when she seeks medical attention after being impregnated by the protagonist, an amateur entomologist.  Like other works by its author, such as Pitfall and The Face of Another, it was made into a movie by Hiroshi Teshigahara.  For 10 points, identify this most famous work of Kobo Abe in which Niki Jumpei is imprisoned with a widow in a sand pit.     

ANSWER:  Woman in the Dunes or Suna no Onna
8.  This man's namesake tensor has only 20 independent components despite having four indices.  His tensor satisfies the Bianchi identity, and can be contracted to form the Ricci tensor.  The equations giving necessary and sufficient conditions for a function to be complex differentiable are named for this man and Cauchy.  The Jordan measure underlies his namesake integral, which is generalized by the Stieltjes [STEEL-tyes] and Lebesgue [le-BES-gay] integrals and based on his namesake sums.  For 10 points, name this mathematician with a namesake hypothesis about the non-trivial zeros of his namesake zeta function.

ANSWER: Georg Friedrich Bernhard Riemann
9.  In 1846, he escaped from imprisonment in the fortress of Ham, where he had read philosophy and written vaguely socialist brochures on topics like “The Extinction of Pauperism.” The liberal Duke of Morny and the authoritarian Eugene Rouher struggled for influence with his wife Eugenie, helping convince him to impose the Archduke Maximilian as Mexican emperor, to intervene for Italian unification, and to go to war with Prussia in 1870.  For 10 points, name this second French emperor.

ANSWER:  Napoleon III or Louis Napoleon Bonaparte

10.  His protectress Uadzet is sometimes depicted in the form of a mongoose or a shrewmouse.  Worshipped in the city of Edfu, where he was known as Behdety, this god was sometimes venerated as a winged sun disk.  More well known myths about him include an episode in which he impregnates his rival by ejaculating upon his lettuces.  His sons are Imset, Hapi, Duamutef, and Kebechsenef, the four gods depicted upon the canopic jars, and he is worshiped under the name of Harpocrates as a child-god.  For 10 points, name this Egyptian deity, the son of Osiris and Isis.

ANSWER: Horus
11.  The Chagga people live near it and gave it a name meaning “that which cannot be conquered,” and sites located here include Gilman’s point, the Polish glacier, the Marangu Gate, and the Kibo Hut.  Its second peak, now known as Mawenzi, was once called Hans Meyer Peak for the German who first scaled it, but the highest peak of this massive volcano is usually called Uhuru.  For 10 points, name this Tanzanian mountain, the tallest in Africa.

ANSWER: Mount Kilimanjaro
12.  "Wild Christian" and "Essay" are the names given this man's parents in an autobiographical work, which was criticized in "The Child is the Man" by Nadine Gordimer.  His early works include the essays that would become Salutation to the Gut as well as a pair of plays about a charismatic "beach divine".  The latter works, the Jero plays, were published immediately before his book The Man Died, which recounts his experiences while he was imprisoned for alleged pro-Biafran sentiments.  For 10 points, name this author of Ake: the Years of Childhood, a Nigerian Nobel Laureate who also wrote “The Lion and the Jewel.”

ANSWER: Akinwande Oluwole "Wole" Soyinka
13.  Examples of this reaction class include Stobbe and Pechmann, in which phenols react with beta-keto esters.  Carbon-carbon bonds are formed between malonic acid esters and aldehydes in the Knoevenagel type, while acyloin and benzoin are both commonly synthesized using this type of reaction.  Alpha-beta-unsaturated carbonyl compounds and beta-keto esters are the products of two common examples that involve the reaction of two aldehydes or ketones in the first case, and two esters in the second.  For 10 points, identify this type of chemical reaction, examples of which include aldol and Claisen, in which two molecules are covalently bonded to each other with the release of a small molecule.

ANSWER: condensation reaction

14.  The city of Perm was renamed for this man between 1940 and 1957, when he was denounced as a member of the Anti-Party Group and demoted to the post of ambassador to Mongolia.  He had earlier served as an editor of Pravda, becoming chairman of the Council of People’s Commissars in 1930 and negotiating a namesake non-aggression pact with Joachim von Ribbentrop in 1939.  For 10 points, name this long-time Soviet foreign minister.

ANSWER:  Viacheslav Mikhailovich Molotov or Scriabin
15.  Discussed in "The Immediate Erotic Stages" by Kierkegaard, this opera features the Champagne Aria "Finch' han dal vino" sung in anticipation of a ballroom scene with three simultaneously playing orchestras.  Music at a dinner party in Act Two includes quotes from the composer's own "Non piu andrai," but the opera is better known for other arias including "Deh vieni alla finestra," "Batti, batti, o bel Masetto," and "La ci darem la mano," a duet with the country girl Zerlina.  Subtitled "The rake punished" and with libretto by Da Ponte, for 10 points, identify this Mozart opera famed for Leporello's Catalogue Aria about the conquests of the titular renowned lover.

ANSWER: Don Giovanni
16.  In Ambroise Thomas' opera Mignon, Mignon's rival Philine is an actress in a production of this play.  Satie wrote five Grimaces for a planned Cocteau production of this play that features a Bergomask in the final act.  Adapted into a Britten opera that includes the lullaby "You spotted snakes with double tongues" and begins with the song "Over hill, over dale," for 10 points, identify this play for which incidental music was composed by Mendelssohn, which features the likes of Peter Quince, Lysander, Oberon, and Puck.

ANSWER: A Midsummer Night's Dream
17.  Ueguchi-Tanada and colleagues discovered the nuclear receptor for this class of molecules that function by degrading DELLA repressor proteins.  Their downstream effects include the enhancement of histone H1 kinase activity and expression of mitotic cyclins, consistent with its role in promoting stem elongation.  All members of this family are diterpenes derived from an eponymous four-ringed skeleton.  They were first identified not in plants but in fungi of the genum Fusarium.  For 10 points, identify this class of plant hormones which, when over-expressed, cause foolish seedling disease.

ANSWER: gibberellins
18.  Like the Epistle to the Hebrews, it is missing in the Muratorian fragment, and Eusebius classifies it among the Antilegomena, perhaps because it was aimed at Jewish converts.  Containing a section against the evils of the tongue, it was called "a letter of straw" by Martin Luther because of its contradiction of his faith's dogma.  For 10 points, identify this epistle known for its statement that "faith without works is dead,” which may have been written by the elder son of Zebedee or by the brother of Jesus.

ANSWER:  Epistle of James
19.  One of the main characters was deified as Sangharama Bodhisattva, despite his rather ignominious beheading at the hands of Sun Quan.  This man was also known for sharing a bed with Zhang Fei and Liu Bei, and later for receiving the horse Red Hare as a gift for surrendering to the founder of Wei, Cao Cao.  Zhuge Liang serves ably as Liu Bei's chief advisor and strategist, and Guan Yu and his bedmates swear the Peach Blossom Oath in, for 10 points, this Chinese novel written by Luo Guanzhong, which chronicles the tumultuous period at the end of the Han Dynasty in China.

ANSWER: Romance of the Three Kingdoms or San Guo Zhi Yan Yi
20.  Trouton's rule states that for a liquid to vaporize, this thermodynamic quantity is approximately equal to 21 times the universal gas constant times the boiling temperature.  The virial expansion for this state function is proportional to the square of temperature.  This natural function of entropy and pressure is constant in throttling processes, a fact that is exploited in Joule-Thomson cooling.  Determined experimentally by measuring the heat associated with a constant-pressure process, for 10 points, identify this thermodynamic potential defined as the internal energy plus the pressure times the volume.

ANSWER: enthalpy
21.  He maintained a personal armed guard of 300 men, whom he called Celeres.  While stationed on a hill, he received a sign of 12 vultures just after another man saw 6 vultures.  Julius Proculus announced the divinity of this husband of Hersilia following his disappearance in a cloud while reviewing soldiers on the Campus Martius.  Identified in later times with the god Quirinus, for 10 points, name this son of Rhea Silvia, the twin brother of Remus.

ANSWER: Romulus
22.  In the preface, the author of this work mentions his article "The Spatial Quale," an abridgement of chapter 20 of this 1400 page tome.  The author begins the section on "The Methods of Investigation" by stating, "Introspective Observation is what we have to rely on."  Chapter 25 discusses the author's theory that physiological reactions to perceptions are the cause of emotion, a theory similar to that of Lange.  Including a chapter on "The Stream of Thought," for 10 points, name this textbook by William James.
ANSWER: Principles of Psychology
23.  In the end, the central character goes to bed and sleeps "like a rock or a man that's dead."  This poem shares its title with its author's first book of poetry, published in 1926.  The action occurs on Lenox Avenue, where the narrator sees the central character sitting in "the pale dull pallor of an old gas light…Swaying to and fro on his rickety stool."  The narrator finds the central character "droning a drowsy syncopated tune" in, for 10 points, this Langston Hughes poem about a black man who "played that sad raggy tune like a musical fool.”

ANSWER: The Weary Blues
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1.  Some stars do not fuse hydrogen.  5-10-15:

[5] These are remnants of stars that do not have enough mass to go supernova.  They must have masses less than the Chandrasekhar limit.

ANSWER: white dwarf

[10] These stars with masses less than 0.08 solar masses do not have enough mass to initiate hydrogen fusion.

ANSWER: brown dwarf

[15] White and brown dwarves are supported by this type of pressure, which arises when the average spacing between the namesake particles becomes smaller than their thermal de Broglie wavelength.

ANSWER: electron degeneracy pressure

2.  Identify the following characters from a work of Russian literature for 10 points each.

[10] After fighting with her lover, Count Vronsky, over his alleged interest in Princess Sorokina, this Tolstoy title figure throws herself under a train.  

ANSWER: Anna Karenina
[10] Crushed when Vronsky prefers Anna to her, this princess retreats to a German spa and later marries Konstantin Levin.

ANSWER:  Katerina Alexandrovna Shcherbatsky or Kitty
[10] This intellectual clashes with Levin, his half-brother, about the zemstvo and cannot bring himself to propose to Varenka.

ANSWER:  Sergei Ivanovich Koznyshev
3.  Answer the following about a South American general for 10 points each.

[10] This Argentine general returned home from the Napoleonic Wars in 1812, winning victories at San Lorenzo in 1813 and at Pisco in 1820.

ANSWER:  Jose de San Martin
[10] Jose de San Martin and Bernardo O’Higgins won this February 1817 engagement near Santiago, Chile, after a difficult three-week trek through the Andes.

ANSWER: Chacabuco

[10] In 1822, San Martin met with Bolivar at a conference at this Ecuadorian site, where—it is sometimes argued—Bolivar infuriated him by refusing to share the command of independence forces.

ANSWER: Guayaquil
4.  His landscapes include Schroon Mountain and The Ox-Bow.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this American artist who also painted the series The Course of Empire and The Voyage of Life.

ANSWER: Thomas Cole
[10] Thomas Cole and his friend William Cullen Bryant are shown in the Catskills in this Asher B. Durand work.

ANSWER: Kindred Spirits

[10] Durand produced an engraving of this man's painting The Declaration of Independence, which can be seen on the back of the two dollar bill.

ANSWER: John Trumbull
5.  Name these films featuring Cary Grant for 10 points each.

[10] In this Hitchcock film, Grant's Roger Thornhill goes on the run after being mistaken for a spy.  Famous scenes in this film include the stabbing at the United Nations and the finale atop Mt. Rushmore.

ANSWER:  North by Northwest
[10] A man who thinks he is Teddy Roosevelt, a killer who resembles Boris Karloff, and Grant's Mortimer Bruster are three nephews of two sweet old ladies who murder lonely men.

ANSWER: Arsenic and Old Lace
[10] Grant's Henri Rochard falls for Ann Sheridan's Lieutenant Catherine Gates while on assignment in Germany in this Howard Hawks film of 1949.

ANSWER:  I Was a Male War Bride
6.  Identify the following about literary depictions of a mythological character for ten points each.

[10] This general fled to Thebes after killing Electryon in a cattle dispute.  Unfortunately, Electryon was the father of his beloved, Alcmene.  

ANSWER: Amphitryon
[10] The first act of this German's Amphitryon centers on a comic scene between Sosias and Mercury, who is disguised as Sosias.  This author's other works include The Broken Pitcher and The Marquise of O [OH].

ANSWER: Heinrich von Kleist
[10] The title of this author's Amphitrion 38 refers to the number of times the story had previously been dramatized.  He served as Minister of Information under Edouard Daladier.and wrote such works as My Friend from Limousin and The Madwoman of Chaillot.

ANSWER: Jean Giraudoux
7.  Those crazy Radical Republicans sure made Andrew Johnson’s life miserable! For 10 points each, name:

[10] This Massachusetts senator whose 1856 “Crime Against Kansas” inspired Preston Brooks to beat him with a cane, and later helped keep Ulysses Grant from conquering Haiti.

ANSWER: Charles Sumner
[10] This Ohioan, the president pro tempore of the Senate in 1867, would have succeeded Andrew Johnson if he had been removed from office.  He also proposed a radical Reconstruction bill with Henry Winter Davis.

ANSWER:  Benjamin Franklin Wade
[10] This Pennsylvanian, the chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee throughout the war, was one of the faction’s leaders until his 1868 death.

ANSWER: Thaddeus Stevens
8.  Answer the following related questions for 10 points each.

[10] This cyclic compound with molecular formula C6H12 most commonly adopts a chair configuration rather than the more thermodynamically unstable boat conformation.

ANSWER: cyclohexane
[10] Substituents on oxygen-substituted cyclohexane rings such as monosaccharides may be more stable in an axial position, a phenomenon that is known as this effect.

ANSWER: anomeric effect

[10] This polysaccharide with 1,4-glycosidic linkages between molecules of beta-glucose is the major component of plant cell walls.

ANSWER: cellulose
9.  Name these capital cities built from scratch for 10 points each:

[10] Chicago architect Walter Burley Griffin beat out Eliel Saarinen and 135 other competitors for the chance to design this city, which replaced Melbourne as capital.

ANSWER: Canberra

[10]  In 1991, the Nigerian government transferred the capital from Lagos to this planned city in the country’s center.

ANSWER: Abuja
[10] The master plan for this Indian city was devised by Le Corbusier, and it serves as the capital of the Punjab and Haryana states.

ANSWER: Chandrigarh
10.  Answer the following about the sweet embrace of death.

[10] Quetzalcoatl ventured to this realm of the dead to collect some jade bones in a myth about the rebirth of humanity.  All people except warriors who died in battle, women who died in childbirth, and people killed by lightning proceeded here after death.

ANSWER:  Mictlan 

[10] In Sumerian mythology, this sister of Ishtar ruled over the realm of the dead, some of whose inhabitants include her vizier Namtar and her husband Nergal.

ANSWER: Ereshkigal or Allatu or Irkalla
[10] Lemminkainen's mother recovers him from this Finnish realm of the dead after he attempts to shoot a swan on one of its rivers.  This tale was the inspiration for a tone poem by Sibelius.    

ANSWER: Tuonela
11.  Identify the following about illness in Gabriel Garcia Marquez works for 10 points each.

[10] Sierva Maria is cloistered in a nunnery because she is suspected of contracting rabies on her twelfth birthday.  Father Delayura is sent to oversee her exorcism but becomes fascinated by her.

ANSWER: Of Love and Other Demons or Del Amor y Otros Demonios

[10] This novel tells the story of the over fifty-year-long relationship between Florentino Ariza and Fermina Daza through war and the titular epidemics of disease.

ANSWER: Love in the Time of Cholera or El Amor en los Tiempos del Cólera
[10] In this short story, the bedraggled title character is found by Pelayo and Elisenda, who suspect that the purported angel had come to take away their feverish child.

ANSWER: 1867
[10] What man was emperor of Austria and king of Hungary from 1867 until 1916, nearly all of its existence?

ANSWER: Franz Joseph or Francis Joseph
[10] The allied powers signed this 1920 treaty with Hungary, effectively recognizing the country’s independence and the collapse of Austria-Hungary?

ANSWER: Treaty of Trianon
13.  Identify the following works of Honore de Balzac for 10 points each.  

[10] Pining for the wealthy Foedora and driven to attempt suicide by gambling debts, Raphael uses the sinister title object of this story to grant his wishes for wealth and women.

ANSWER: The Wild Ass's Skin or Le peau de chagrin
[10] The title figure of this story is the daughter of a miserly wine merchant who refuses to let her marry any of her suitors.  She is courted by her rakish cousin Charles, who breaks her heart.

ANSWER: Eugenie Grandet
[10] Because of her jealousy for Adeline, Mademoiselle Fischer, an Alsatian peasant, conspires with Madame Marneffe to destroy the Hulot family in this 1847 novel.

ANSWER: Cousin Bette or La cousin Bette

[10] What quantity is given by 2mr2 over 5?

ANSWER: moment of inertia

[10] What quantity is given by 3m over 4r3?

ANSWER: mass density
[10] What quantity is given by minus 3Gm2 over 5r?

ANSWER: self-gravitational potential energy
15.  Answer the following about a work of music for 10 points each.

[10] This Hindemith work contains four movements based on the music of the composer of Oberon and Der Freischutz.

ANSWER: Symphonic Metamorphoses on Themes of Carl Maria von Weber

[10] Hindemith's Symphonic Metamorphoses was originally intended to be a ballet but it fell through because Hindemith greatly disliked this set designer, who also worked with Hitchcock on a dream sequence for Spellbound and collaborated with Bunuel on L'Age d'Or.

ANSWER: Salvador Dali
[10] The second movement of the Symphonic Metamorphoses is based on incidental music Weber composed for this Schiller play featuring a titular princess and Kalaf, prince of Astrakhan.

ANSWER: Turandot
16.  Name these archaeological sites for 10 points each.

[10] James Mellaart discovered and began the first excavations of this Early Neolithic site in Turkey.  The mud-brick huts were probably entered from the roof level, using ladders.

ANSWER: Catal Hüyük

[10] Leonard Woolley led excavations of this Sumerian city from 1922 to 1934.  Its large ziggurat, built during the Third Dynasty, had a small shrine to the patron god Nanna at the top.

ANSWER: Ur

[10] Heinrich Schliemann discovered this legendary city when he began excavations at the mound of Hissarlik.

ANSWER: Troy or Ilios or Ilion or Ilium
17.  How much do you know about the signing of the Magna Carta?  For 10 points each, name:

[10] The meadow where the charter was signed

ANSWER: Runnymede
[10] The Archbishop of Canterbury, named by Innocent III in a dispute with John, who helped force the king to sign.

ANSWER:  Stephen Langton

[10] The 1214 battle where Philip II Augusts of France defeated the joint forces of John, Emperor Otto IV, and the count of Flanders, angering the English barons and increasing pressure on the king.
ANSWER: Bouvines
18.  Answer the following on literature inspired by an 1825 incident in Frankfort, Kentucky, for ten points each.

[10] The incident inspired this man's unfinished closet drama Politian.  His other works include the stories "The Tell-Tale Heart" and "The Fall of the House of Usher."

ANSWER: Edgar Allen Poe

[10] The Kentucky Tragedy is the focus of this 1950 Robert Penn Warren novel, whose title is taken from Andrew Marvell's "To His Coy Mistress."

ANSWER: World Enough and Time
[10] The incident also inspired this man's novel Beauchamp.  His other novels include Border Beagles, Martin Faber, and The Sword and the Distaff.

ANSWER: William Gilmore Simms
19.  Identify these rules you would follow if you were a nice upstanding molecule, for 10 points each.

[10] In this rule, atoms in the second row of the periodic table tend to form bonds that result in a closed outer shell of completely filled s and p orbitals.

ANSWER: octet rule

[10] This set of rules predicts the ionic or covalent character of a bond based on each atom's charge and size.

ANSWER: Fajans' rules

[10] This rule states that aromatic ring systems have 4n + 2  electrons; the formulator also developed a theory of strong electrolytes with Debye [de-BUY]

ANSWER: Hückel's rule

20.  Epistemology from Great Britain, for 10 points each.

[10] John Locke discussed primary and secondary qualities of an object, and introduced the theory of the mind as a tabula rasa, in this text.

ANSWER: An Essay Concerning Human Understanding

[10] This man's eponymous "fork" states that all knowledge concerns either "matters of fact" or "relations of ideas."  Kant opposed his doctrine by claiming the existence of synthetic a priori statements.

ANSWER: David Hume

 [10] This idealist doctrine that sense perceptions are not caused by material objects, instead being native to a consciousness equipped with appropriate sense receptors, was propounded by Berkeley in a three-word Latin phrase.

ANSWER Esse est percipi or To be is to be perceived
21.  Identify the following about the Gempei Wars for 10 points each.

[10] This decisive 1185 naval battle in which the Minamoto clan defeated the Taira ended the Gempei Wars and paved the way for rule by the Minamoto.

ANSWER: Dan-no-ura

[10] MinamotoYoshitsune, the victor at Dan-no-ura, died tragically in 1189 due to the jealousy of his half-brother Yoritomo; legend holds that he fled to China and resurfaced as this Mongol ruler and grandfather of Kublai Khan. 

ANSWER: Genghis Khan or Temujin

[10] In this poem written to commemorate the marriage of Richard II and Anne of Bohemia, the titular creatures congregate on Valentine's Day to choose their mates.

ANSWER: The Parlement of Foules or Parliament of Fowls or Assembly of Foules
[10] In this Canterbury Tale, a knight in King Arthur's court is accused of rape and must find out what women most desire in order to save his own life.
