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1.  This work includes a lengthy discussion of a poem addressed to Scopas that criticizes Pittacus, which begins “for a man to become good truly is hard,” which was written by Simonides, who is from the same town as Prodicus.  It begins with a discussion in which Hippocrates wonders whether one can pay money to become wise, and ends with the title figure curtailing the discussion by claiming he has an appointment to keep and stayed as a favor to Callias.  For 10 points, name this Socratic dialogue that considers whether virtue can be taught, in which Socrates argues with a sophist who claims “man is the measure of all things.”

ANSWER: Protagoras
2.  In the book in which it first appeared, it was preceded by a poem that announces the “wind once blew itself untaught” before man came to tell it what was wrong.  It was followed by a poem about looking into a well and discerning “for once, then, something.”  The 24th poem in a book entitled New Hampshire, it mentions the “sweep / Of easy wind and downy flake” that is the only sound aside from the harness bells of a horse.  For 10 points, name this lyric about a piece of land owned by a man whose house is in the village and which ends with the repeated line “and miles to go before I sleep,” by Robert Frost.

ANSWER: Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening
3.  A compromise version of its immediate predecessor, which had failed, this bill’s first section reaffirmed the ban on armed vessels belonging to certain nations from American ports, except in cases of distress or delivery of mail.  Section 2 forbade Americans from peaceful interaction with the officers and crew of such armed ships.  Section 3 gave two specific nations three months to cease interfering with American merchant ships and empowered the President to re-impose an embargo.  Proposed by a North Carolina Representative, for 10 points, name this titular law that repealed the Non-Intercourse Act.

ANSWER: Macon's Bill No. 2
4.  In addition reactions across alkenes to form alcohols, the presence of compounds containing this element can result in the product being anti-Markovnikov.  Complex hydride compounds of this element found in nature are violently pyrophoric and are among the most energy dense fuels known, but are extremely toxic. Its oxide ore hydrolyzes in water to form a strong emulsifying agent; it is isolated from this ore via a reduction reaction with magnesium.  This element’s nitride is isoelectronic to carbon and thus can be one of the hardest materials known.  For 10 points, name this element with atomic number 5.

ANSWER: boron
5.  The tallest peak within this area is 10466 foot Mount Cleveland, and it is crossed by the Going-to-the-Sun Road.  Those looking for part of the Lewis Overthrust can see Cretaceous rock at Chief Mountain, while those in search of an arête [uh-RAYT] can see the Garden Wall.  Mount Reynolds is an example of a horn in this area, while McDonald, Two Medicine and St. Mary are prominent lakes.  Its most famous features, with names such as Blackfoot, Jackson, and Grinnell, may be gone by 2030 due to global warming.  For 10 points, name this National Park in Montana, which features landforms shaped by rivers of ice.

ANSWER: Glacier National Park

6.  He depicted his future wife, Camille Doncieux [dahns-YOO], in his early The Woman in the Green Dress.  His earlier series include one that depicts the Gare Sainte-Lazare, another showing the Thames River, and one consisting of views of Rouen Cathedral, though he is better known for paintings of nature, including water lilies.  Many of those were painted in his garden at Giverny, though he also did a number of paintings of the Seine and of haystacks.  For 10 points, name this French painter whose depiction of a sunrise in 1872 gave its name to the Impressionist movement.

ANSWER: Claude Monet
7.  His most important essay, inspired by a Knut Wicksell review, argued that factor endowments play a key role in creating comparative advantage, and thus protection was inferior to free trade.  In addition to “The Effect of Foreign Trade on the Distribution of Income,” his works include a 1907 dissertation on the contribution of railroads to his country’s economic growth, an “economic interpretation” of Napoleon’s continental system, and a massive study of mercantilism.  For 10 points, name this Swedish economist who gave his name to a model of international trade along with Bertil Ohlin.

ANSWER: Eli Heckscher
8.  One section of this work deals with the problems of a guest being served nasty food and his attempts to excuse himself, a problem that is resolved by the use of Kaopectate.  The work’s second speaker brags of his Lincoln continental, Cadillac with sun-roof, and color TV, while the third speaker proclaims his name is known “all over the world, by all the foxy ladies and the pretty girls” and that he is “going down in history as the baddest rapper that ever could be.  Confusion is avoided when the first speaker states, “what you hear is not a test.”  For 10 points, name this 1979 hip-hop classic by the Sugarhill Gang.
ANSWER: Rapper's Delight
9.  He included Franklin Roosevelt as a character in his The Presidential Agent, while his other novels set during World War II include A World to Win and Dragon Harvest.  Along with Between Two Worlds and O Shepherd, Speak!, those novels appear in a series of eleven books he wrote about the son of a munitions dealer named Lanny Budd.  However, he is better known for a novel that first appeared in the newspaper Appeal to Reason in 1905 and which deals with Ona and Jurgis Rudkus.  For 10 points, name this prolific muckraker who wrote The Jungle.

ANSWER: Upton Sinclair
10.  Once thought to be the ancestors of the Poles or the Avars, many now link them with the Przeworsk [pr-SHEF-wursk] culture that inhabited modern Poland in the Iron Age.  Under Gunderic, they crushed the Alans, merging the survivors into their own tribe. A Roman Governor named Boniface may have foolishly invited them to invade his lands, and St. Augustine died while under siege from them.  In their late period, they followed a calendar whose years were numbered from the capture of Carthage by Geiseric.  For 10 points, name these Germanic peoples known for their seafaring prowess who sacked Rome in 455.

ANSWER: Vandals

11.  In a rare birth defect, a child is born without this organ and hence develops DiGeorge Syndrome.  Removal of it has been used successfully to treat Morvan's Syndrome, which is consequently suspected to be autoimmune in origin. Yongjun Liu identified the function of the Hassall's corpuscles found in the medullae of this gland. In some myasthenia gravis patients, tumors develop in it. It is an endodermic organ, and it atrophies markedly after puberty. For 10 points, identify this gland of the lymphatic system, responsible for the transformation of lymphocytes into its namesake T-cells.

ANSWER: thymus
12.  This deity convinced Belet-Ili to conceive the hero Ninurta after Anzu mischievously stole the Tablets of Destiny.  The son of Kisar and Ankar, he taught arts to mankind and divulged Enlil’s plan to destroy humanity in a great flood.  He also discovered the murderous schemes of his grandparents, and killed one of them, Apsu, while he was sleeping, though it was his son who killed the other one, Tiamat.  For 10 points, name this father of Marduk, a god of water whose cult was centered at Eridu and who with Ellil and Anu formed the Babylonian trinity.

ANSWER: Ea
13.  He wrote a “history and a guide” of Alexandria, all of whose copies were destroyed in a 1922 fire.  His other non-fiction works include Two Cheers for Democracy and his Clark lectures, Aspects of the Novel, though he is better known for his fictional works, including the short stories collected in The Eternal Moment and The Celestial Omnibus.  Even better known are the four novels he published between 1905 and 1910, including The Longest Journey and Where Angels Fear to Tread.  For 10 points, name this author of A Passage to India.

ANSWER: E(dward) M(organ) Forster
14.  Organized by Albert Wedemeyer and William H. Tunner, the event leading up to this effort was sparked by the failure of a London Conference over industrial reparations and disputes over the issue of new currency.  Tegal Airport was built in just 49 days during this event, which was commanded by General Lucius Clay.  Ultimately, it was successful in winning its perpetrators air and lane lines of transportation into the target city.  For 10 points, name this military operation that delivered food and other supplies to a German municipality blockaded by the Soviets.

ANSWER: Berlin Airlift or Operation Vittles
15.  He landed at the Austen Riggs Center after refusing to sign a loyalty oath with the University of California.  His late works include the essay collections A Way of Looking at Things and Life History and the Historical Moment, as well as two excursions into “psychohistory,” one of which considered the “origins of militant nonviolence.”  His studies of the Sioux and Yurok Indians led him to the views on personality development expressed in 1950’s Childhood and Society.  For 10 points, name this German-born psychoanalyst who wrote Young Man Luther and argued that there are eight stages of psychological development.

ANSWER: Erik Homburger Erikson
16.  Its oxygen atoms are arranged in a hexagonal close-pack denser than that of quartz, which accounts for its greater hardness in spite of the fact that its bonds are less covalent than those of quartz.  Its fine granular form, when mixed with magnetite, is an industrial abrasive called emery, and it is often used as the grit of sandpaper.  For 10 points, identify this crystalline form of aluminum oxide, the major varieties of which are topaz, sapphire, and ruby, whose Mohs hardness is defined as nine

ANSWER: corundum
17.  The third stanza of this poem mentions an “ivy-mantled tower” in which a “moping owl” complains to the moon, while the second refers to the “droning flight” of the beetle.  Later, the poet asks that “Ambition” not “mock” the “useful toil” of those for whom the “blazing hearth” shall burn no more, and asks if “storied urn or animated bust” can call back to its mansion the “fleeting breath.”  It ends with a three-stanza “epitaph” for a “youth to Fortune and to Fame unknown.”  For 10 points, name this poem that begins, “The curfew tolls the knell of parting day,” a lugubrious work by Thomas Gray.

ANSWER: Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard
18.  One of this man’s novels, featuring supermodels as terrorists, is allegedly being turned into a film starring Estella Warren as Chloe Byrnes, who dies horribly while bleeding from every orifice in a Paris hotel room after being poisoned by Bobby, and Kip Pardue as the protagonist Victor Ward.  In addition to that novel, Glamorama, this man has also written about a novelist who shares the author’s name in the recent Lunar Park, and decadent Camden College in such books as Less than Zero and The Rules of Attraction.  For 10 points, name this author who wrote about Patrick Bateman in American Psycho.

ANSWER: Bret Easton Ellis
19.  The eventual victor of this battle invaded following Daulat Khan’s request for aid against a sultan.  The victors successfully outflanked the loser’s initial attack and were aided greatly by their rapid-fire bows.  The loser’s use of war elephants backfired when those creatures prove wont to panic under artillery fire, leading them to retreat over and trample their own infantry.  The loser’s lack of artillery is commonly cited as the cause of their defeat that led to the fall of the Delhi Sultanate.  For ten points, name this victory for the forces of Babur, which heralded the dawn of the Mughal Empire.

ANSWER: First Battle of Panipat
20.  The Kerr varieties of these objects are defined as exact solutions to the Einstein field equations. The Reissner-Nordström varieties have angular momentum of zero, and if they have zero charge as well, it can be shown that they have constant density, and they are of the Schwarzschild variety. Eternal ones are massless. The Bekenstein-Hawking formula can be used to calculate their entropy. The centrifugal force sometimes reverses direction in the vicinity of these objects. For 10 points, identify these cosmological objects that emit Hawking radiation, singularities surrounded by event horizons.

ANSWER: black holes

21.  The title character of one of his plays is the son of Creusa and Apollo, while the title character of another of his plays kills the sons of Polymestor after blinding him.  In another of his plays, the title character is forced to marry a peasant by Aegisthus, who is then killed along with the title character’s mother.  The earliest of his seventeen surviving tragedies is the Alcestis, while his other works include Ion, Hecuba, and Electra.  For 10 points, name this Greek dramatist who also wrote Medea and The Bacchae.

ANSWER: Euripides
22.  When it was revived in 1820, the composer added a new aria, “La del ciel nell’arcano profondo” for Alidoro.  The second act begins at the country house of Don Ramiro and continues with a scene in the castle of Don Magnifico before ending at the palace, where the title character experiences triumph.  That title character is abused by the ugly sisters Clorinda and Tisbe, but ends up with the Prince anyway.  For 10 points, name this opera written in 1817, a work about “goodness triumphant” by Gioacchino Rossini that was based on a fairy tale by Charles Perrault.

ANSWER: Cinderella, or Goodness Triumphant or La Cenerentola, ossia La bonta in trionfo

23.  He served as first secretary of the Komsomol in the Soviet Karelo-Finnish Republic during World War II, and worked in the Soviet embassy in Budapest when Hungary revolted in 1956.  He ordered the persecutions of Solzhenitsyn, Sakharov and other dissidents, but he was seen as a reformer in the West, an image this KGB chief may have introduced as a ruse.  That image suffered when Soviet fighters shot down Korean Air Flight 007 during his term as General Secretary.  For 10 points, name this short-lived Soviet leader who preceded Chernenko and succeeded Brezhnev.

ANSWER: Yuri Andropov
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1.  His first important book was 1913’s Indian Currency and Finance, which emerged from his work in the India Office.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this British economist, who later in the decade served as an adviser to Lloyd George at the Versailles Peace Conference.

ANSWER: John Maynard Keynes
[10] Keynes was disgusted by the harsh reparations imposed on Germany at Versailles, and predicted that they would have a disastrous effect in this 1919 book.

ANSWER: The Economic Consequences of the Peace
[10] Keynes’s masterpiece was this dense book that appeared in 1935, which argued that the way to reduce unemployment was to run a deficit.

ANSWER: The General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money

2.  He collaborated with Hilaire Hiler and William Saroyan on a book about modern art called Why Abstract?  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this American author, whose own books include The Colossus of Maroussi.

ANSWER: Henry Miller
[10] Miller is best known for this 1934 book, whose portrayal of sexual promiscuity in Paris scandalized the prudish and grammatical alike.

ANSWER: Tropic of Cancer
[10] The major work of Miller’s later years was this lengthy trilogy, whose individual volumes include Sexus, Plexus, and of course Nexus.

ANSWER: The Rosy Crucifixion
3.  Name these Roman Catholic popes of note for 10 points each.

[10] Originally known as Hildebrand, this eleventh century pope is notable for his clashes with Henry IV of the Holy Roman Empire. He also pushed celibacy among priests, and died in exile at Salerno.

ANSWER: Gregory VII or Gregory the Great
[10] The longest-serving pope of all time, this 19th century pontiff clashed with Bismarck and put forth the doctrine of papal infallibility.

ANSWER: Pius IX or Papa Pio Nono
[10] Better known as Rodrigo Borgia, this Pope had three children and divided the world between Spain and Portugal.

ANSWER: Alexander VI
4.  Identify these types of radiation for 10 points each.

[10] This is the name given to the emission of helium nuclei produced in nuclear reactions.

ANSWER: alpha radiation

[10] When charged particles circle in a magnetic field, this type of radiation is emitted.

ANSWER: cyclotron radiation

[10] When charged particles move through an insulating medium faster than the speed of light, this type of radiation is emitted.

ANSWER: Cherenkov radiation

5.  For 10 points each, identify these terms from old-time geography.

[10] This is the name given to the land bordering the eastern Mediterranean from Turkey to Egypt.

ANSWER: the Levant
[10] Split between Moldova and the Ukraine, this gateway from Russia into the Danube valley was a traditional invasion route into Europe. 

ANSWER: Bessarabia
[10] This term was once applied to the coast of Central and South America from Panama to the Orinoco. It was a key battlefield for pirates in their struggle against the Don.

ANSWER: Spanish Main
6.  Identify the following from the reigns of Grover Cleveland, 22nd and 24th President of the United States, for 10 points each.

[10] Cleveland sent federal troops to Chicago to put down this strike of railroad workers.

ANSWER: Pullman Strike

[10] Cleveland successfully pushed for the repeal of this bimetallist bill named for an Ohio Senator.

ANSWER: Sherman Silver Purchase Act

[10] Cleveland helped settle a boundary dispute between Great Britain and this South American nation, preventing British military intervention.

ANSWER: Venezuela
7.  His first major painting was The Reverend Thomas Hooker and Company Journeying through the Wilderness from Plymouth to Hartford, which commemorated the founding of his hometown.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this American painter, whose other works include Morning in the Tropics and The Icebergs.

ANSWER: Frederic Edwin Church
[10] In 1844, Church became the first student accepted by this other American painter, whose works include The Course of Empire and The Architect’s Dream.

ANSWER: Thomas Cole
[10] Church became world-famous for this 1857 work, in which the spectator seems to stand on the edge of the titular natural wonder.  

ANSWER: Niagara
8.  His early works include a continuation of Defoe’s Tour Through the Whole Island of Great Britain and the always-helpful Apprentice’s Vade Mecum.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this stationer who also wrote three novels.

ANSWER: Samuel Richardson
[10] This book about “virtue rewarded” was Richardson’s first novel.

ANSWER: Pamela, or Virtue Rewarded

[10] After being raped by the dastardly Lovelace, the titular “young lady” of this extremely lengthy Richardson novel expires.

ANSWER: Clarissa, or The History of a Young Lady

9.  He won his reputation in the 1880s as a criminologist, with books on "penal philosophy" and "criminality" which argued that crime is a social rather than a racial phenomenon.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this French sociologist, whose other books include The Laws of Imitation and Underground Men.

ANSWER: Gabriel Tarde
[10] In his books on criminology, Gabriel Tarde attacked the Italian school led by this thinker, whose book on Criminal Man introduced the concept of the "atavistic" criminal.

ANSWER: Cesare Lombroso
[10] Tarde is best remembered today for his opposition to this much better known French sociologist, the author of a noted book on suicide, who disagreed with Tarde's view that society is just an agglomeration of individuals.

ANSWER: Émile Durkheim
10.  Name these relief pitchers from Major League Baseball's 2005 regular season, for 10 points each.

[10] When Eric Gagne went on the DL, the Dodgers made this rookie their closer.  He saved 21 games during the regular season.

ANSWER: Yhency Brazobán
[10] The Angels dropped this fireballer because of his heavy drinking, but the White Sox picked him up and used them as their closer at the end of the season and through the playoffs.

ANSWER: Bobby Jenks
[10] Oakland was represented at the All-Star Game by this relief pitcher who served as Houston Street's set-up man and put up a WHIP of just 1.03.

ANSWER: Justin Duchscherer
11.  He wrote three works of fiction, including Three Elephant Power and The Shearer’s Colt.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this author, who also wrote the volume of poetry Rio Grande’s Last Race and edited an important 1905 collection of bush ballads.

ANSWER: Andrew “Banjo” Paterson
[10] Banjo Paterson is said to have written this unofficial anthem of Australia, which refers to a “jolly swagman” who may or may not be Adam Kemezis.

ANSWER: Waltzing Matilda
[10] In the 1890s, Paterson conducted a seminal verse debate with this poet from New South Wales, who in a noted outback poem claimed that the “mighty Bush with iron rails / Is tethered to the world.”  His volumes include White the Billy Boils.

ANSWER: Henry Lawson
12.  He tries to persuade a porter named Hindbad that becoming wealthy takes lots of hard work by telling him about his life.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this merchant from Baghdad, whose story appears in the Arabian Nights.

ANSWER: Sinbad the Sailor

[10] On his second voyage, Sinbad hangs on to the claw of this enormous bird, which transports him into the Valley of Diamonds.

ANSWER: roc
[10] After his ship is destroyed by rocs on his fifth voyage, Sinbad has to deal with this man whom he encounters on a desert island.  He stays on Sinbad’s back for days, but eventually is enticed down with alcohol.

ANSWER: the Old Man of the Sea
13.  Name these generals of Alexander the Great who ruled as kings after his death for 10 points each:

[10] This general crowned himself a pharaoh and his dynasty ruled Egypt until Actium.

ANSWER: Ptolemy I

[10] This cavalry commander was made satrap of Babylon before declaring himself a king and a god. At its height, his dynasty ruled an empire from the Levant to modern Pakistan.

ANSWER: Seleucus I Nicator 

[10] This one-eyed general, who was given Anatolia, attempted to re-conquer all of Alexander's former empire with his son, Demetrius the Beseiger. The others united against him, and he was killed at the Battle of Ipsus in 301 BC.

ANSWER: Antiochus I the One-Eyed (Monophthalmus)

14.  Identify the genus of the microorganism that causes each of the following diseases for 10 points each.

[10] Malaria

ANSWER: Plasmodium
[10] Tetanus and botulism

ANSWER: Clostridium
[10] Leprosy

ANSWER: Mycobacterium
15.  Identify the following explorers for 10 points each.

[10] This Italian discovered Newfoundland while sailing for the English.

ANSWER: John Cabot or Giovani Caboto 

[10] This Greek explored the Pacific coast of North America for the Spanish, and notably found a namesake strait.

ANSWER: Juan de Fuca or Apostolos Valerianos
[10] This Dutchman, sailing for the Dutch East India Company, mapped the Australian coast and discovered Van Dieman's Land and New Zealand.

ANSWER: Abel Tasman
16.  His early works include The Pretenders and the satirical Love’s Comedy.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this dramatist, who turned to prose with 1869’s The League of Youth.

ANSWER: Henrik Ibsen
[10] The title character of this 1892 Ibsen play plunges to his death at the end in an attempt not to disappoint Hilda Wangel.

ANSWER: The Master Builder
[10] Ibsen’s last play, it ends with the death-by-avalanche of the sculptor Rubek.

ANSWER: When We Dead Awaken
17.  According to Geoffrey of Monmouth, its name means “island of apples.”  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this island from Arthurian myth, where the wounded King Arthur was taken to be healed following his last battle.

ANSWER: Avalon
[10] Avalon was ruled over by this mysterious woman, who was sometimes described as Arthur’s half-sister and sometimes seen as an evil witch.

ANSWER: Morgan le Fay

[10] As Arthur’s half-sister, Morgan le Fay was the daughter of this Duke of Cornwall, who was killed in battle while Uther Pendragon assumed his form to have sex with his wife Ygraine.

ANSWER: Gorlois
18.  His earliest known composition is a Missa brevis in F, while his other masses include the Great Organ Mass and the Mass in Time of War.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Austrian composer, who also wrote numerous piano sonatas and symphonies and piano trios and quartets.

ANSWER: Joseph Haydn
[10] Haydn’s Mass in Time of Distress, which was written in 1798, later received this nickname in honor of a British military figure.

ANSWER: the Nelson Mass

[10] Haydn’s other vocal music includes this oratorio in three parts, the first of which is devoted to the Bible’s account of the first four days of the universe.

ANSWER: The Creation
19.  Identify these mathematical theorems for ten points each.

[10] This two-part theorem basically states that for a continuous function over a closed interval, the derivative of the function's indefinite integral is the function itself.

ANSWER: Fundamental Theorem of Calculus
[10] This theorem states that every polynomial equation with complex coefficients and degree greater than or equal to one has at least one complex root.

ANSWER: Fundamental Theorem of Algebra
[10] This theorem states that every finitely generated abelian group is isomorphic to a direct sum of primary and infinite cyclic groups.

ANSWER: Fundamental Theorem of Finitely Generated Abelian Groups
20.  The title character is an American student of theology who visits Jerusalem and experiences uncertainty.   For 10 points each:

[10] Name this lengthy poem about a “pilgrimage to the Holy Land” which was published in 1876.

ANSWER: Clarel
[10] This American author, who may be better known for fictional works like Typee and Pierre, wrote Clarel.

ANSWER: Herman Melville
[10] One of Melville’s better-known short poems is “The Portent,” which calls this man, who was executed in 1859, “the meteor” of the Civil War.

ANSWER: John Brown
21.  Given a word or words, classify its first consonant based on place or places of articulation in standard American English for 10, or from a description of the articulation for 5.

[10] blunt, moon, peel

[5] these consonants are articulated by the lips

ANSWER: labial
[10] cool, goad

[5] these consonants are articulated at the back of the mouth roof

ANSWER: velar
[10] this, that

[5] the tongue is placed between the teeth

ANSWER: interdental
22.  In the beginning of this work, the title character's wife Pauline dreams that her former love Sévère did not die in battle with the Persians.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this tragedy, which was written in the 1640s but which is set in the third century.

ANSWER: Polyeucte
[10] This French dramatist, who is better known for a play about El Cid, wrote Polyeucte.

ANSWER: Pierre Corneille
[10] Polyeucte is set in Mélitène, the capital of this nation, whose Roman governor is Pauline's father Felix.  This nation's major 20th-century authors include Kostan Zaryan and the novelist Shahan Shanour.

ANSWER: Armenia
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
