Round 6

Tossups

1. One character in this play notes that "when we are sick in fortune, we make guilty of our disasters the sun, the moon, and the stars," as if he's a villain by necessity. That character later duels with one whose "name is lost," and gives an order that cannot be revoked by the play's end. Another character talks to one he calls a philosopher, though that "philosopher" later defends his father against Oswald after leading him to a cliff. During a rainstorm, the protagonist protests that he's "a man more sinned against than sinning," and later bemoans the loss of his fool, who calls himself his "shadow." A kingdom divided between Albany and Cornwall forms the basis of, for ten points, this play about the father of Goneril and Regan, written, by Shakespeare.
ANSWER: King Lear
2. According to Pausanias’ Description of Greece, this slayer of the giant Eurytus was the first to cross the Euphrates and invade India. Events perpetrated during the festival of this god include the capture of Phialeia by former exiles, the capture of Smyrna by Colophonian exiles, and the killing of Clearchus, the tyrant of Heracleia. Herodotus claims this god and Zeus were the only gods worshiped in Meroe, and he was associated with Osiris in Egypt. The Homeric Hymn to this god claims he was born on Mount Nysa in Phoenicia, springing from his father’s thigh after his mother had foolishly asked to see his father in all his glory. This god granted the ill-conceived Midas touch, and it was for this god that Hestia gave up her seat on Olympus. For ten points, name this Greek god of wine. 

ANSWER: Dionysus
3. A Miguel de Unamuno work begins with an essay describing a group’s unsuccessful quest for this man’s tomb; the work draws parallels between him and Christ, and ultimately he claims “I know who I want to be.” “Madame Bovary is [this man] in skirts” according to Ortega y Gasset, whose first major work was a “Meditation” on the book in which this character appears. This character’s history was written by the Arab Cide Hamete Benegeli according to the ninth chapter of Part One, which along with that part’s thirty-eighth chapter were the only two chapters completed by Pierre Menard in a Borges short story. For ten points, name this character faithfully accompanied by his horse Rocinante and squire Sancho Panza, the title character of a Cervantes work. 

ANSWER: Don Quixote de la Mancha

4. This man half-jokingly suggested that he would teach his wife to read Amadis de Gaul instead of the Bible, and later wives included the runaway nun Charlotte de Bourbon and a daughter of Admiral Coligny. Among this man’s co-conspirators was Floris de Montmercy, who was executed before Anne of Austria could ask her husband to spare him. This man offered the kingship of his country to Francis, Duc d’Alençon et d’Anjou, after a series of victories by Alessandro Farnese forced him to turn to France for support. This man was assassinated by Balthasar Gerard in 1584, before the liberation of his nation was complete. For 10 points, identify this Dutch freedom fighter, whose heirs were Stadtholders of the United Provinces and whose great-grandson of the same name ruled England with his wife Mary II. 

ANSWER: William I, Prince of Orange; or William the Silent
5. A character in this film chugs down a beer while driving, and has a wet face when a police car drives by. Norma Watson exchanged fake ballots for the real ones after the protagonists decide that false modesty can "go to the devil," and instead vote for themselves. One character notes that "sin never dies," and in an effort to stab the titular character, gets crucified by kitchen utensils. But her house burns down anyways, so that only a "for sale" sign remains. Sue Snell gets her boyfriend Tommy Ross to go to the prom to a shy girl who recently had her period, but the dumping of blood on her caused her to go nuts, and telekinetically kill everyone at school. For ten points, name this Brian De Palma film starring Sissy Spacek. 

ANSWER: Carrie
6. The Washington Post's Edward McLean lied to Congress about this affair, and Owen Roberts was special counsel for the prosecution. Secretary of the Navy Edwin Denby was cleared of all charges despite signing the releases, and Harlan Fiske Stone reformed the justice department following it. Edward L. Doheny of Pan American Petrol was granted the Buena Vista and Elk Hills reserves in California, while Harry F. Sinclair of Mammoth Oil received rights to reserves at Caspar, Wyoming. Secretary of the Interior Albert B. Fall went to prison for receiving no-interest loans and gifts for leasing, for ten points, the titular oil reserves in this scandal of the Harding presidency. 

ANSWER: Teapot Dome scandal
7. He gave the example of a chicken which comes to expect a never-ending source of food as it is fattened up only to one day then be slaughtered in a work which refuted inductive reasoning as a source of absolute certainty. In another of his works, he regards one of the titular activities as a Catholic practice designed to prevent incest, leading to his expulsion from a teaching post. In addition to The Problem of Philosophy and Marriage and Morals, he wrote The Scientific Outlook and delivered the “Man’s Peril” broadcast on BBC. Jean-Paul Sartre attended his tribunal, where he exposed American atrocities in Vietnam, years after his winning the Nobel prize in 1950 for literature. His most famous work developed the theory of types in mathematical logic. For ten points, name this philosopher who wrote Principia Mathematica along with Alfred North Whitehead. 

ANSWER: Bertrand Russell
8. One character in this work claims that Napoleon appointed him as a page boy, and steals money from Ledediev to give to his mistress before having a crisis of conscience and putting it back. That character's son is friends with Ptitsyn, a money-lender who marries Varya Ivolgin. Burdovsky claims that he's the son of Pavlishchev, and demands inheritance money from the protagonist, who is forced to choose between the romantic Aglaya Yepanchin and the eccentric Nastassya Filippovna. Beginning with a trip to St. Petersburg in which the protagonist meets Parfyon Rogozhin, for ten points, name this novel about the epileptic Prince Myshkin, by Dostoyevsky. 

ANSWER: The Idiot
9. The quantum Hall effect provides an accurate measure of the ratio of Planck's constant to the square of this quantity, while the Josephson constant is the inverse of the magnetic flux quantum and is given by twice this quantity over Planck's constant. Robert Laughlin predicted the existence of quasi-particles possessing fractional amounts of this quantity, which is also possessed fractionally by quarks, while Dirac postulated that the existence of magnetic monopoles would lead to its quantization. First measured through the application of Stokes' law by Robert Millikan, FTP, identify this quantity equal to 1.6 times 10 to the minus 19 Coulombs.
ANSWER: electron charge or fundamental charge (accept logical equivalents)
10. One of his paintings shows a man on horseback handing a green cloak to a semi-naked man on his right. Another of his paintings shows people in blue, green, yellow, and red falling over as Christ appears with a white flag. Both St. Martin and the Beggar and Resurrection are results after his move away from Madrid, where his Adoration of the Holy Name of Jesus and Triumph of the Holy League were rejected for El Escorial. Late works like Opening of the Fifth Seal and a shadowy version of Laocoon under blue skies retain the dynamics of his work depicting two saints in gold entombing Gonzalo Ruiz. For ten points, name this painter of The Burial of Count Orgaz, originally from Greece. 

ANSWER: El Greco; or Domenikos Theotokopoulus
11. An angel in the form of a man appears to this man’s mother, encouraging abstention for both mother and son of all unclean things. A second angel appears before his birth with a similar message, this time disappearing into the flame of a burnt offering. He went crazy at Lehi, and killed 1000 men with the jawbone of an ass, and once hid in a cave in the rock of Etam. His birth to Manoah at Zorah comes with a promise from God that he will deliver the Israelites from the hands of the Philistines, but this does not come to pass because of his falling in love with a woman from Timnah. For ten points, name this Biblical Hebrew, the last of the Judges whose power was linked to his unshaven hair, which was finally removed thanks to his lover Delilah. 

ANSWER: Samson
12. One type of these molecules act through the F-box protein TIR1, and they are most commonly synthesized from tryptophan by the actions of a nitrilase and cytochrome P450. Quercetin can be used to inhibit its polar transport from shoot tips, and it can also activate proton pumps in the cell wall, leading to activation of expansins; this is known as the acid growth hypothesis. They were first isolated by Fritz Went using blocks of agar, and uneven distributions of it in the shoot tip lead to phototropism. Indole-3-Acetic Acid is the most common type of, FTP, this class of plant hormone that works in concert with cytokinins and gibberellins, and is responsible for growth and apical dominance.

ANSWER: Auxin
13. Miyaoka falsely proved the Bogomolov-Miyaoka-Yau Inequality in 1988, which would have held this statement true for large exponents. Vandiver's criteria decides whether it is satisfied by an irregular prime, while Germain showed that it holds for odd prime "p" if "2p + 1" is prime. Ken Ribet showed that proof of the Taniyama-Shimura conjecture could prove it, and the replacement of elliptical curves by Galois representations was used by Andrew Wiles complete its proof in 1995. FTP, name this theorem which states that the sum of "x to the nth power" and "y to the nth power" has no integral solutions to equal "z to the nth power" for "n" greater than 2, the final theorem by its namesake Frenchman. 

ANSWER: Fermat's Last Theorem
14. She wrote of one "whose broken window is a cry of art" who exclaims "it was you who threw away my name, and this is everything I have for me," in "Boy Breaking Glass." Her "Number Five" is a dreamer who thinks "of lukewarm water, hope to get in it" in a poem about "things of dry hours and the involuntary plan," "Kitchenette Building." The ballads of Pearl May Lee and Chocolate Mabbie make up one of her collections, which also includes "Obituary for a Living Lady" and a part about black soldiers in World War II, "Gay Chaps at the Bar." Those who "left school" and "die soon" figure in her "We Real Cool," while "Sundays of Satin-Legs Smith" and "Negro Hero" belong to her A Street in Bronzeville. For ten points, name this poet of Annie Allen, which gave her the first Pulitzer prize for an African American woman. 

ANSWER: Gwendolyn Brooks
15. One of its rulers supposedly gained the throne after climbing in through an open palace window and declaring himself sultan. That man sent two separate telegrams attempting to enter diplomatic relations with another country, but neither was delivered by an American ambassador, leading to a battle in which its only warship, the H.H.S. Glasgow, was destroyed. It would later see a bloody revolution led by John Okello that established Sheik Abied Karume as its leader after only one month of independence. It reached its highest point under Said the Great, and lowest point when it lost the shortest war in history to Great Britain. For ten points, identify this formerly independent country that in 1964 merged with Tanganyika to form Tanzania. 

ANSWER: Zanzibar
16. One of his works contains a section that begins with high register muted violins, followed by a soprano voice singing of the mask of a face reflected on the water. That section, along with settings of “Malaguena,” “The Suicide,” and “Zaporozhye Cossacks Reply to the Sultan of Constantinople,” are found in a work he dedicated to Benjamin Britten. His works often included his personal motif, a sequence of D, E flat, C, and B; and his Waltz II from the Suite for Variety Stage Orchestra was featured in Stanley Kubrick’s Eyes Wide Shut. The aforementioned “The Poet’s Death” was a setting of a Rilke poem in a work that followed other symphonies nicknamed “May Day,” “1905,” and “1917.” Attacked in the Pravda by a Stalinist campaign, for ten points, name this composer who set Nikolay Leskov’s novel into the opera Lady Macbeth of Mtsensk, and wrote the Babi Yar and Leningrad symphonies. 

ANSWER: Dmitri Shostakovich
17. A recent article by Manning, Levine, and Collins questions the assumptions behind the study that first showed this effect. Among the props used in that study was a case of beer; another experiment in that study used a male pre-med student as a confederate. Among the findings of that Latane and Darley study were that 90% of subjects refused to exit a smoky room when two confederates ignored the smoke; 31% of subjects reported a seizure when they thought there were four other people around to do it; and nobody reported a lady falling and moaning about a hurt leg. First inspired by the murder of Kitty Genovese in the presence of apparently 38 possible witnesses, for ten points, identify this effect in which people stand around and assume someone else is going to do something about an emergency. 

ANSWER: bystander effect; accept “Genovese syndrome” before “Genovese” is mentioned

18. A variation of it called the Warton reaction uses the same reagents but only applies to alpha-beta epoxycarbonyl compounds. Parquet and Lin developed a microwave-assisted version of this reaction, and Cram and Sahyun showed that along with the Cope elimination, this procedure is greatly sped up if performed in DMSO. The original version uses sealed tubes at very high temperature, but a one-pot version that mixes all of the reactants in ethylene glycol was developed by Huang and Minlon. Driven by the formation of nitrogen gas and complementary to the Clemmensen reduction, FTP, name this reduction that uses hydrazine to transform a carbonyl into an alkane, named for a Russian and a German.

ANSWER: Wolff-Kishner Reaction

19. One of them saw the siege of Pontefract following the battle of Lancashire, during which the governor of the Isle of Wight corresponded with the victorious commander about his prisoner. Another of them included two inconclusive battles at Newbury and a defeat of the marquess of Montrose at Philiphaugh, followed by a surrender at Oxford. These conflicts also include one in which defeats at Dunbar and Worcester caused the flight of Charles II, as well as one that includes a defeat of the Scots at Preston. The battles of Adwalton Moor, Edgehill, Naseby, and Marston Moor belong to, for ten points, this series of wars that led to establishment of the British Commonwealth. 

ANSWER: the English civil wars

20. One of this city's sights was built by Jahanara Begum, though as a mosque it is unusual for its lack of minarets. Fixed price shopping is available at its Sadar Bazaar, while the Idgah bus stand can take you southeast to Gwalior. Its Itmad-ud-Daulah is a smaller version of one of its famous sights, while the nearby Sikandra houses the tomb of Akbar. A day trip to Fatehpur Sikri can be arranged, but its most famous sight contains a fake tomb, as well as famously non-vertical minarets. Also containing the Pearl Mosque and its namesake fort, it houses the Mehtab Bagh garden at the other side of the Yamuna river, where one can watch the moon light over the architectural masterpiece of Shah Jahan. For ten points, name this city of India, home to the Taj Mahal. 

ANSWER: Agra
Bonuses

1. The head of a large sow stuck on a pole represents the titular demon, FTPE:

[10] Name this novel in which Ralph and Jack duke it out after their group of boys is stranded on a Pacific island.

ANSWER: Lord of the Flies
[10] Lord of the Flies is a novel by this author of Darkness Visible and Rites of Passage.

ANSWER: William Golding
[10] It is ultimately revealed that the entirety of this William Golding novel takes place in the brief moment in which the title character, a British navy Lieutenant, is trying to stave off drowning.

ANSWER: Pincher Martin
2. World War II conferences. For ten points each. 

[10] During this February 1945 conference on the Black Sea, the Big Three agreed that the USSR would fight against Japan within 90 days of Germany’s defeat and that Germany would be split into 4 occupation zones. 

ANSWER: Yalta; or Crimea; or Argonaut; or Magneto 

[10] Taking place at the Mount Washington Hotel in its namesake city in New Hampshire in July of 1944, this financial planning conference lead to the establishment of the IMF and GATT. 

ANSWER: Bretton Woods conference; or United Nations Monetary and Financial conference 

[10] During this Washington conference held between December and January of 1941-2, Roosevelt and Churchill agreed that the primary objective to win the war was to defeat Germany, not Japan, establishing the Europe First strategy. 

ANSWER: Arcadia conference

3. Baseball management doesn’t get its fair share of quiz bowl attention. Let’s do something about that, since management has been a big topic during this postseason. For ten points each. 

[10] This manager probably received more media coverage than anyone in the League Championship series, even though the team he’s managed since 1996, the Yankees, didn’t make it to that round. 

ANSWER: Joseph “Joe” Paul Torre 

[10] This former MLB outfielder has been a manager since 2002. No one really cared about him until this year, though, when his Colorado Rockies won 14 of their last 15 regular season games to get into the playoffs, then proceeded to sweep the Phillies and Diamondbacks to win the NLCS. 

ANSWER: Clinton “Clint” Merrick Hurdle 

[10] This St. Louis Cardinals GM since 1995 was fired after a disappointing 2007 season, despite his notable acquisitions of Mark McGwire, Scott Rolen, Jim Edmonds and Larry Walker to the Cardinals, as well as dealing J. D. “Nancy” Drew for Adam Wainwright. 

ANSWER: Walter “Walt” Jocketty
4. Under its greatest ruler, Jacob, this duchy formed short-lived colonies in Tobago and The Gambia. For ten points each. 

[10] Name this colonial non-power, now part of Latvia. 

ANSWER: Courland; or Kurland; or Kurzeme 

[10] Courland’s influence began to decline when its capital was captured by this country, which would go on to lose the Great Northern War. 

ANSWER: Sweden 

[10] Courland finally ceased to exist as a more-or-less independent duchy, being subsumed into Russia after this 1795 event. 

ANSWER: third partition of Poland
5. This man’s two namesake constants describe the shear and vorticity of local disk stars in the Milky Way. FTPE: 

[10] Name this astronomer whose analysis of 19 long-period comets led him to hypothesize the existence of a namesake cloud located about a light year from the Sun. 

ANSWER: Jan Hendrik Oort 
[10] Oort encouraged van de Hulst in van de Hulst’s discovery of this radio line, named for its approximate wavelength in centimeters. It is produced by a spin-flip transition in neutral hydrogen. 

ANSWER: 21 centimeter line (accept 1420.4 MHz, if anyone is silly enough to say it) 

[10] This man made the first observations of the 21 centimeter line with Ewen. He shared a Nobel with Bloch for discovering NMR. 

ANSWER: Edward Mills Purcell
6. He met Quentin Metsys and Lucas van Leyden in his trip to Antwerp, but more famously made a 1505 trip from Nurnberg to Italy that produced the watercolors A Lake Bordered by Pine Trees and Italian Moutains, influenced by copying of Mantegna works. For ten points each. 
(10) Name this painter of St. George and St. Eustace for the Paumgartner brothers, Adoration of the Trinity, and Four Apostles, best known for woodcuts and engravings. 

ANSWER: Albrecht Durer 
(10) This Durer engraving shows kings and peasants alike being trampled by personifications of war, strife, hunger, and death, while an angel flies above. 

ANSWER: The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse 
(10) This Durer engraving contains objects like a ladder, a polyhedron, a balance, an hourglass, a rainbow, a magic square, and the uninspired winged central figure. 

ANSWER: Melencolia I
7. Answer the following about the presidency of John Tyler. For ten points each. 
(10) Tyler presided over the end of the second of this series of wars with Indians most notably led by Osceola, protesting against the Indian Removal act in Florida. 

ANSWER: Seminole wars 
(10) Tyler's secretary of state signed this treaty with Britain that established American navigation rights on the St. John river, and demarked the boundary between Maine and New Brunswick after the Aroostook war. 

ANSWER: Webster-Ashburton treaty 
(10) A People's Convention drafted a new constitution for Rhode island during this conflict of Tyler's presidency. It arose out of voting right restrictions, and was resolved by the Supreme court case Luther v. Borden. 

ANSWER: Dorr's rebellion

8. Among its members are The Wart, The Skeleton, The Blimp, The Lava Sipper, The Dust Witch, and The Dwarf, who used to be lightning-rod salesman Tom Fury. For ten points each. 

[10] Identify this carnival that wreaks havoc in Green Town, Illinois. 

ANSWER: Cooger and Dark’s Pandemonium Shadow Show 
[10] Name the novel in which Jim Nightshade, Will Halloway, and other residents of Green Town encounter these strange figures. 

ANSWER: Something Wicked This Way Comes 

[10] This dude created Green Town, Illinois in earlier novels like Dandelion Wine. He also wrote Fahrenheit 451, but not “Harrison Bergeron”. 

ANSWER: Ray Douglas Bradbury
9. For a certain binary operation, it must have an inverse and identity element for each element, and it must satisfy closure and associativity as well. FTPE: 

[10] Name this mathematical construct. 

ANSWER: group 

[10] This type of group is commutative for said binary operation, and it is named after some Norwegian mathematician. Cyclic groups are also types of this group. 

ANSWER: Abelian group 

[10] Named by a German mathematician, this group is the direct product of two cyclic groups of order two. It is also called the vierergruppe. 

ANSWER: Klein four-group
10. Stock market terms that have other meanings as well. For ten points each. 

[10] Defined as a company that has stable earnings and a solid record of dividend growth, examples include Berkshire Hathaway, Wal-Mart, and Coca-Cola. The same term applies to pre-professional athletes, as in a 1994 movie with Shaquille O’Neal. 

ANSWER: blue chip 

[10] Blue chips are often this type of company, which is a leader of its field whose performance thus often presages how its entire industry will fare. In politics, the term refers to a state that almost always swings the way of the final election. 

ANSWER: bellwether 
[10] This phenomenon occurs when one buys shares without having the capital to cover the cost. In economics, it refers to the situation in which a person consumes more than he or she produces. 

ANSWER: free riding; accept other word forms
11. Name these musical works. For ten points each. 

[10] Containing the tune “Bonyparte Retreat,” this dance section follows “Saturday Night Waltz” in Aaron Copland’s ballet Rodeo. 

ANSWER: “Hoedown” 

[10] Belittled by Nikolai Rubenstein, it opens with a spirited Allegro non troppo first movement famously played by Van Cliburn. It is the most famous of the three works written for the instrument and orchestra by its composer. 

ANSWER: Pyotr Ilyich Tchaikovsky’s Piano Concerto No. 1 

[10] This 5-movement work by Edouard Lalo for violin and orchestra was written for Pablo Sarasate and is considered a violin concerto despite its name. 

ANSWER: Symphonie Espagnole
12. Name some stuff about markets being in equilibrium. For ten points each 

[10] This law states that supply creates its own demand. 

ANSWER: Say’s law of markets 

[10] This guy’s namesake stability asserts that if, of n markets, n-1 of those markets are in equilibrium, then the last market must also be in equilibrium. Schumpeter thought this founder of general equilibrium theory was awesome. 

ANSWER: Leon Walras 

[10] Along with Gerard Debreu, this guy proved that a multiple-market system without excess supply or demand exists. He split the 1972 Nobel with John Hicks for work along that line, not some Impossibility Theorem. 

ANSWER: Kenneth Joseph Arrow
13. Answer some questions about the Navier-Stokes equations, for 10 points each.

[10] One simplification frequently made to the full Navier-Stokes equations is to take the fluid to have this property, equivalent to saying that its velocity field is divergence-free.

ANSWER: isochoric or incompressible

[10] We can further simplify the equations by considering fluids in which the shear stress is proportional to the velocity gradient through a constant called viscosity. This is the term for such fluids.

ANSWER: Newtonian fluids

[10] Simplifying the Navier-Stokes equations to the Euler equation and integrating that equation along streamlines yields this equation, which states that one-half the velocity squared plus the product of the gravitational acceleration and the fluid height, plus the pressure over the density is a constant.

ANSWER: Bernoulli's principle or equation

14. Rivers of Africa. For ten points each. 
(10) Beginning as the Krokodil river, it joins the Marico river at the South Africa-Botswana border before moving southeast into Mozambique, emptying near Xai-Xai. 

ANSWER: Limpopo 
(10) It forms the boundary between Zambia and Zimbabwe, flowing through Victoria falls and lake Kariba, after joining the Kwando river. 

ANSWER: Zambezi 
(10) This main tributary of the Niger river rises in Cameroon, moving west past lake Lagdo and the cities of Garoua and Makurdi. 

ANSWER: Benue
15. Sherlock Holmes stories. For ten points each. 
(10) Jebez Wilson is given large amounts of money for copying the Encyclopedia Britannica for the titular group, so that John Clay, who is called Spaulding in the story, can dig a tunnel from Wilson's pawnshop to the bank next door, which he robs. 

ANSWER: "The Red-Headed League" 
(10) Colonel Lysander Stark, called Fritz by his partner Elise, convinces Victor Hatherley to fix a press used to make fuller's earth from bricks, but when he finds that it is used to counterfeit coins, he is threatened and has a finger cut off. 

ANSWER: "The Engineer's Thumb" 
(10) The trainer John Straker puts opium powder in mutton curry of his own stable boy, so he could take the titular horse out to injure him, to get money from book-maker Fitzroy Simpson. Holmes solves the case for Colonel Ross after the Wessex Cup. 

ANSWER: "The Silver Blaze"

16. Their strength diminishes as the inverse sixth power of the distance, and they include Keesom and Debye forces. FTPE:

[10] Name these intermolecular forces characterized by a Dutch chemist that result from either permanent or transient dipole moments of certain molecules.

ANSWER: Van Der Waals forces
[10] This subset of Van Der Waals forces is responsible for the attraction of noble gas dimers to each other. They result from transient dipoles created when electrons spontaneously move form one side of a molecule to another.

ANSWER: London dispersion forces

[10] This potential combines the attractive Van Der Waals force with the repulsive force generated by the Pauli exclusion principle. It’s sometimes called the 6-12 potential

ANSWER: Lennard-Jones potential

17. He asks "how can my nature longer mix with thine?" and wants her to "release me, and restore me to the ground," for while "thou wilt renew thy beauty morn by morn, I earth in earth forget these empty courts." For ten points each. 

[10] Name this titular figure in a British poem who wishes to be like him who "comes and tills the field and lies beneath," instead of being "beat down and marred and wasted" by "thy strong Hours," asking the Gods to "recall their gifts." 

ANSWER: "Tithonus"

[10] Identify this 1898 standoff in Sudan between British and French forces. 

ANSWER: Fashoda Incident or Crisis

ANSWER: J(ean)-B(aptiste) Marchand
