Toss-Up Questions

1. In a prime example of the Great Chain of Being, this poem characterizes its four elements in corresponding epistles, relating man to the universe, to himself, to society, and to happiness.  Loosely based on the deistic philosophy of Leibnitz, this poem, addressed to Henry St. John, Lord Bolingbroke, attempts to “vindicate the ways of God to man” and declares that “whatever is, is right.”  Written in heroic couplets, FTP, identify this long poem, one of the best-known works of Alexander Pope.

Answer: An Essay on Man
2. Despite their name, they occur widely.  Because their f orbital electrons are not effective at shielding their outermost electrons, they give rise to a namesake contraction in atomic radius going across the Periodic Table, which explains why zirconium and hafnium are so similar.  Their 4f electrons do not participate in bonding, and this group of elements includes holmium, samarium, and gadolinium.  Also known as the rare earth elements, FTP, identify this group that starts with cerium and ends with lutetium, following its namesake element on the Periodic Table.

Answer: lanthanides or lanthanoids or lanthanons (accept rare earth elements on early buzz)

3. Some of its members interfered with the Union war effort by hindering enlistments and encouraging desertions.  An abortive attempt to free Confederate prisoners in Illinois and Ohio in the summer of 1864 prompted this society’s dissolution.  First organized in 1855 in the South, it later extended to Indiana, Kentucky and Missouri.  It underwent several incarnations, being renamed the Order of American Knights in 1863, and the Sons of Liberty in 1864 under the leadership of Copperhead Clement Vallandigham.  FTP, identify this secret society that endeavored to promote slavery in the U.S.

Answer: Knights of the Golden Circle (accept Order of the American Knights and Sons of Liberty on early buzzes)

4. It took place in Apulia in southwestern Italy, where the defenders thought they could trap their enemy against the river Aufidus.  At this battle, the attacking general allowed the Roman troops to gain ground and push his own troops back into a hollow crescent, while his cavalry defeated the Roman cavalry and then attacked the Romans under consuls Varro and Paulus from behind, completely surrounding and defeating them.  Supported by Marhabal’s Numidians and Hasdrubal’s Spaniards, FTP, identify this victory for Hannibal and the Carthaginians in 216 BCE during the Second Punic War.

Answer: Battle of Cannae
5. At the heart of this city is a group of fountains designed by Swedish American sculptor Carl Milles.  This city is also home to the Old Courthouse, which heard the infamous Dred Scott decision.  The main thoroughfare for this city’s downtown area is Market Street, west of which one can find Memorial Plaza.  Other attractions in this city include the Henry W. Kiel Municipal Auditorium, Laclede’s Landing, and Louis Sullivan’s Wainwright Building.  However, none of these attractions overshadow the spectacular Gateway Arch.  FTP, identify this city that you are in right now.

Answer: St. Louis
6. The center of his cult was in Cynopolis and he was known in ancient times as Ienpw [yin-EP-oo].  His better known name is thought to mean “to putrefy,” which befits the office he held until it was taken over by another god.  This “lord of the necropolis” is the son of Nephthys and Ra, and allows souls to be either devoured by Ammit or led to Osiris after weighing them against the feather of truth.  FTP, identify this jackal-headed Egyptian deity that, before Osiris, was the god of the dead.

Answer: Anubis
7. Heraclitus was the first to use this term in a metaphysical sense, asserting that this governs the world in a firelike form.  The Stoics conceived of it as a rational divine power that orders and directs the universe, and identified it with God, nature, and fate.  Philo of Alexandria employed this term in his effort to synthesize Jewish tradition and Platonism, while Christ is identified with this term incarnate in the Gospel of John, being translated as “word” in the English Bible.  FTP, identify this Greek word that actually translates as “thought” or “reason.”

Answer: logos
8. The author of this novel removed many passages due to the controversy about the missionaries depicted in his previous novel.  Published in 1847 with the subtitle A Narrative Adventure in the South Seas, the story traces the mutiny of the ship Julia and the subsequent travels of Dr. Long Ghost and the main character, who become beachcombers or rovers, which is what the title of this novel means.  FTP, identify this novel by Herman Melville that followed Typee.

Answer: Omoo
9. Cellulose is composed of the 1-4 beta variety, while starch is composed of the 1-4 alpha variety.  The alpha variety is formed when the hydroxyl group of carbon-1 is below the plane of the glucose ring and the beta variety is formed when the hydroxyl group is above the plane.  Normally formed between carbon-1 and carbon-4 of two separate sugar molecules, this type of bond forms from the removal of a molecule of water.  FTP, identify this type of linkage that bonds the monomers of polysaccharides together.

Answer: glycosidic bond or linkage

10. The request to convene was issued by the Virginia Legislature and its purpose was to discuss national regulation of commerce and other issues not covered by the Articles of Confederation.  However, this group decided that it was not powerful enough to enact the proper legislation, so it called for sweeping reforms of the Articles of Confederation.  Incidents like Shays’ Rebellion caused its grievances to be heard, and a larger, more representative convention was called for the following year in Philadelphia.  FTP, identify this 1786 Maryland convention that called for the 1787 Continental Congress.

Answer: Annapolis Convention

11. He served as head of the department of social relations at Harvard from 1927-74.  Considered a functionalist, he regarded society as an organism, and each part serves a purpose or maintains a function.  Particularly, he regarded society as tending toward a self-regulating, self-maintaining entity with certain basic needs, including the preservation of the social order, the delivery of goods and services, and the care of children.  Famous for his principles of societal structures, FTP, identify this sociologist and author of such works as The Structure of Social Action and The Social System.

Answer: Talcott Parsons
12. Written entirely in one act, this play substitutes conventional divisions of acts and scenes with such interludes as a peasant dance and a pantomime.  A commentary on the conflict between men and women and the upper and lower classes, this drama centers on the title character, who was raised by her mother to hate all men.  Her fiancée leaves her after she makes him jump over a horsewhip, after which she engages in an affair with her valet Jean.  After their sexual liaison loses its charm she commits suicide, unable to live with herself.  FTP, identify this 1888 drama written by August Strindberg.

Answer: Miss Julie
13. Its upper vestibular and lower tympanic canals contain a fluid called perilymph, while its namesake canal contains a fluid known as endolymph.  Occupying part of the labyrinthine cavity within the temporal bone, the floor of this organ bears fine hair cells that attach to the tectorial membrane and innervate the auditory nerve within the organ of Corti.  FTP, identify this organ within the inner ear that plays a vital role in hearing, and bears a snail-like shape.

Answer: cochlea
14. The first one arose when the Supplicants revived the National Covenant of 1581, thereby ensuring Presbyterianism as the religion of Scotland.  Angered, Charles I led an army to the Scottish border, but found his army so weak that he was forced to sign the Treaty of Berwick in 1639.  The second one found the Scots invade England and defeat Charles at Newburn the following year, and he signed the Treaty of Ripon.  These wars caused the king to call the Long Parliament, thereby ending his period of rule.  FTP, identify the collective name given to these religious-sounding wars of 17th century England.

Answer: Bishops’ Wars

15. It resulted in divisions known as the Old Side and New Side, which remained apart until 1758.  It resulted from itinerant ministers preaching in towns about the moral laxity in society.  Conflict resulted when the established clergy of each town began to accuse these itinerants, such as Gilbert Tennent, of attempting to overthrow order.  In Boston, Charles Chauncy preached a theological liberalism that became Unitarianism, while Calvinism was reinvigorated in most of New England.  FTP, identify this religious revival of the American colonies in the 18th century spearheaded by Jonathan Edwards.

Answer: First Great Awakening (do not accept Second Great Awakening)

16. She was spotted while performing in a dance stage act and made her debut in the film Dante’s Inferno at age 16.  Born Margarita Carmen Cansino, she went on to appear in such films as The Lone Wolf Spy Hunt and The Lady in Question until her breakthrough performance in The Strawberry Blonde in 1941.  Her later serious roles, such as in the films Miss Sadie Thompson and They Came to Cordura, reflected her divorce from Prince Aly Khan.  FTP, identify this “Love Goddess” who starred opposite Fred Astaire in You’ll Never Get Rich and opposite Glenn Ford in Gilda.

Answer: Rita Hayworth (accept Margarita Carmen Cansino on early buzz)

17. The light in this painting comes in from an open window on the left.  A chandelier hangs in the center from the ceiling, and a pair of wooden slippers can be seen on the floor.  The carving of St. Margaret, patron saint of marriage, on the bed and the small dog on the floor, a symbol of fidelity in art, contribute to the marital setting depicted in this work.  On the rear wall, a small mirror reflects the artist’s image, while above that is Latin text that says the artist “was here, 1434.”  This painting depicts the marriage of a black-clothed man to a woman in a green dress.  FTP, identify this work by Jan van Eyck.

Answer: The Arnolfini Wedding (accept all kinds of variants with Arnolfini being the most important part)

18. He is currently working on an autobiographical screenplay called The Comic and the Con.  The star of the movie The Adventures of Ford Fairlane, this highest paid stand-up comedian ever in Las Vegas recently released his new comedy album, Face Down, Ass Up soon after his March HBO special I’m Over Here Now.  FTP, identify this vulgar comedian perhaps most famous for his nursery rhymes, such as “Jack and Jill went up the hill with each a buck and a quarter.  Jill came down with $2.50.  What a fuckin’ whore.”

Answer: Andrew “Dice” Clay (accept either name, or “the Diceman”)

19. One example of this process is the decay of rubidium-81, which forms the solitary product krypton-81.  Although alpha, beta, and gamma radiation are the most common forms of radioactive decay, it is this type that allows the number of nucleons to remain constant while changing the number of protons present in the atom.  FTP, name this process, the mathematical equivalent of positron emission, in which inner orbital electrons are absorbed by the electron cloud surrounding the nucleus.

Answer: K-capture or electron capture
20. They live in a land “in which it seemed always afternoon” due to its languid and peaceful atmosphere.  Their “land of streams” contains a gleaming river flowing to the sea, three snow-capped mountains, and shadowy pines growing in a vale.  They themselves are described as “mild-eyed” and “melancholy,” with dark faces that appear pale against the rosy sunset.  They come bearing fruits to a group of stranded mariners, who lose their desire to return home upon eating their flowers.  FTP, identify this race of people that fed their namesake flowers to Odysseus’ men as told in a poem by Tennyson.

Answer: Lotos-Eaters
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Bonus Questions

1. Identify these noble families that once ruled portions of Italy FTPE.

a) This noble family ruled over Milan after defeating the dominant Della Torre family in 1277.  Some prominent members of this family include Matteo I, a ruler of Lombardy; Galeazzo II, a patron of the arts and letters and friend to Petrarch; and Gian Galeazzo, the first duke of Milan.

Answer: Visconti
b) This family ruled Milan from 1450 to 1535.  Massimiliano defeated the French with the help of Swiss troops in 1512, but was driven out three years later.  Charles V restored Milan to Francesco Maria in 1522, though he was the last ruler of Milan from this family.

Answer: Sforza
c) This was the dominant family in the politics of Florence during the 15th and 16th centuries.  Prominent members included Cosimo, Lorenzo, and good ol’ Catherine.

Answer: Medici
2. Identify the years of these famous World Series matches FTPE.

a) This year saw a great scandal in baseball as the game was thought to be rigged in favor of the Chicago Black Sox.

Answer: 1919
b) In this year, Don Larsen pitched the only perfect game ever in a World Series and the last Subway Series before 2000.

Answer: 1956
c) During the Series of this year, Bill Buckner let a ground ball through his legs in game six to let the New York Mets beat the Boston Red Sox.

Answer: 1986
3. Identify the following about voluntary muscles FTPE.

a) This is defined as any of the functional units that make up the myofibrils of voluntary muscles.

Answer: sarcomere
b) Each sarcomere is bounded by these two bands that provide the point of attachment for actin filaments.  These lines are drawn closer together during muscle contraction.

Answer: Z lines

c) This is the thick band that runs down the center of the sarcomere and serves as the point of attachment for the myosin filaments.

Answer: M band

4. Identify the following concerning a certain attempt at bringing the Civil War to a close FTPE.

a) Identify this 1865 conference held in Virginia.  No agreement was arrived at after a four-hour talk.

Answer: Hampton Roads Conference

b) The chief Confederate representative to the Hampton Roads Conference was this Vice President of the Confederacy.

Answer: Alexander Stephens
c) Along with Abraham Lincoln, the Union delegation consisted of this Secretary of State.

Answer: William Henry Seward
5. Identify these works by George Meredith FTPE.

a) Perhaps the most famous work by Meredith, this novel centers on Sir Willoughby Patterne, who has all the desirable virtues except for a sense of humor and humility.

Answer: The Egoist
b) This sequence of fifty poems presents the various thoughts and emotions of a married couple who perceives that their love for each other is dying.

Answer: Modern Love
c) This novel concerns a father’s self-evolved system of education for his son, the title character.  He is protected from intercourse with the opposite sex, but soon falls in love with Lucy Desborough, a girl beneath his station.

Answer: The Ordeal of Richard Feverel
6. Identify this random shit from physics FTPE.

a) This law states that the frequencies of the lines in the x-ray spectra of the elements are related to the atomic numbers of the elements.

Answer: Moseley’s law

b) This effect forms the basis of the thermocouple, and results in the generation of an e.m.f. in a circuit containing two different metals or semiconductors, when the junctions between the two are maintained at different temperatures.

Answer: Seebeck effect

c) This effect, which explains why the sky is blue, results in the scatter of light as it passes through a colloidal suspension.

Answer: Tyndall effect

7. Identify the following concerning the Tripolitan War FTSNOP.

a) (10 points) When a U.S. naval force was sent to blockade the port in Tripoli, this U.S. frigate was captured by the North Africans and taken into the harbor in February 1804.

Answer: U.S.S. Philadelphia
b) (5 points) This U.S. naval hero, then a lieutenant, led a daring night raid to burn the Philadelphia to prevent the corsairs from using it.

Answer: Stephen Decatur
c) (15 points) The Tripolitan War came to a close when Captain William Eaton led 500 men across the desert from Alexandria and captured this town.

Answer: Darnah
8. Identify these Eastern European composers from descriptions FTPE.

a) This composer from Armenia performed such works as Gayaneh and Spartacus.

Answer: Aram Khachaturian
b) Along with Bartók, he compiled many Hungarian folk songs for his music and helped pioneer the discipline of ethnomusicography.  The most famous works of this Hungarian include Psalmus Hungaricus, and the Háry János Suite.

Answer: Zoltán Kodály
c) This Czech composer is most famous for his operas, which include The Cunning Little Vixen and From the House of the Dead, but his most famous work is probably Jenufa.

Answer: Leos Janáček
9. Identify these famous photographers from descriptions FTPE.

a) This photographer recently caused a stir with a New York exhibition of his pictures that depicted a lot of nudity and reflected, some say, his homosexual tendencies.  Among his famous photographs are Ken Moody, and Derrick Cross, a picture of a male bottom.

Answer: Robert Mapplethorpe
b) His black-and-white pictures of Yosemite Valley and the southwest have permeated popular culture.  The Grand Canyon is another one of his favorite themes.

Answer: Ansel Adams
c) A student of Man Ray, she got her start by making scientific photographs.  Her portraits of James Joyce and Jean Cocteau are very well known, but she is more famous for her documentary pictures of New York City.

Answer: Berenice Abbott
10. Identify these religious offshoots that begin with the letter “D” FTPE.

a) Usually prefaced with the word “whirling,” this is a class of Sufi Muslim devotees that can be considered analogous to Christian monks.

Answer: dervish
b) This religious sect occupies the terraced mountainsides of the Golan Heights and parts of Syria and Lebanon.  This sect is extremely secretive regarding their practices and profess Christianity among Christians and Islam among Muslims.

Answer: Druze or Druse
c) Meaning “spirit wrestlers,” this is the popular name of a sect active in Russia during the 18th and 19th centuries.  A large migration of this group occurred and many live in Canada today.  It prescribes God as dwelling in all things.

Answer: Doukhobors
11. Identify these groups of Roman gods from descriptions FTPE.

a) These gods came in two varieties.  The compitales were worshipped at crossroads and where property joined.  The more familiar familiares were a set of household gods that guarded the family from harm.

Answer: Lares
b) These gods of the storeroom were worshipped in every household.  They are represented as dancing and drinking from the horn of prosperity.

Answer: Penates
c) These apparently hostile spirits of the dead were identified with ancestors living in the underworld that came forth only on certain days, at which time propitiatory offerings were made to them.

Answer: Manes
12. Identify these social and political organizations FTPE.

a) This society is an educational membership organization opposed to socialism, Communism, Nazism, and fascism, and strongly supports a limited federal government.  It was founded in 1958 and named after a U.S. Army captain killed by Chinese Communists ten days after the end of WWII.

Answer: John Birch Society

b) Its name is from a Native American phrase meaning “we get together, we make a noise.”  This is a worldwide service organization composed of business and professional people, founded to promote fellowship among its members and offer service to the community.

Answer: Kiwanis International

c) Founded in 1892 by naturalist John Muir, this organization is dedicated to protecting the natural environment and wildlife in the U.S. and throughout the world.  It was instrumental in the formation of the National Park Service.

Answer: Sierra Club
13. Identify the following concerning a certain literary trilogy FTPE.

a) This is the first volume of a trilogy written by Theodore Dreiser that focuses on the ambitious Frank Cowperwood and his road to fortune and debauchery.

Answer: The Financier
b) Dreiser based Frank Cowperwood on this 19th century industrial and financial magnate.

Answer: Charles T. Yerkes
c) Identify Dreiser’s other two novels about Frank Cowperwood after The Financier.  You must get both to receive all ten points.

Answer: The Titan and The Stoic
14. Identify the following about batteries FTPE.

a) This is a kind of battery that must be discarded when its energy has been transferred and its voltage has gone to zero.

Answer: primary cell

b) This is a type of primary voltaic cell with a copper positive electrode in a copper sulfate solution and a negative electrode of a zinc amalgam in sulfuric acid.

Answer: Daniell cell

c) Also known as a rocking-chair cell due to the back-and-forth motion of ions, this type of cell is a secondary cell in which layered electrodes, usually made of metal oxides or graphite, store positive ions between the crystal layers of an electrode.

Answer: intercalation cell

15. Identify these Algonquian Native American tribes important to American history FTPE.

a) This tribe occupied the territory between the eastern shore of Narragansett Bay and the Atlantic coast.  Their chief Massasoit signed the first treaty with the English colonists.

Answer: Wampanoag
b) This tribe, one of the largest north of Mexico during the colonial era, had territory between the Turtle Mountains in North Dakota and Lake Huron.  They repulsed invasions by the Sioux and Fox diminished with the help of the French, and in return aided them against the British in several wars.

Answer: Ojibwa
c) This tribe, romanticized in the novels of James Fenimore Cooper, abandoned their lands and moved to a reservation in New London, Connecticut.  This tribe aided the English against the French in various wars and was the only tribe of prominence in southern New England by the 1700s.

Answer: Mohegans (accept Mohicans)

16. Identify these Portuguese cities FTSNOP.

a) (5 points) This city serves as the capital of Portugal.

Answer: Lisbon
b) (10 points) The second-largest city and seaport in Portugal, this city gave its name to the type of wine that is its most noted export.

Answer: Porto
c) (15 points) This industrial city lies on the Mondego River.  It served as the capital of Portugal from 1139 to 1260.  It is famous for its art and history museums.

Answer: Coimbra
17. Identify these Jewish philosophers FTPE.

a) This 12th century philospher and physician wrote the Mishneh, the commentary on the Torah, as well as the famous Guide for the Perplexed, which sought to harmonize faith and reason by reconciling Judaism with Aristotelian logic.

Answer: Maimonides or Rabbi Moses ben Maimon or Rambam
b) Considered the greatest Jewish philosopher of the 1st century, he wrote several expositions on works like Genesis and wrote on the law of Moses for the Gentiles.  He regarded the Pentateuch as allegorical and its greatest significance was through interpretation.

Answer: Philo Judaeus of Alexandria

c) This Jewish philosopher of the 20th century collected many Hasidic folk tales in The Tales of Rabbi Nachman published in 1907.  He is perhaps best known for his work I and Thou.

Answer: Martin Buber
18. Identify these works of Latin American literature FTPE.

a) This novel details the story of Simón Bolívar’s last voyage down the Magdalena River.  It was written by Gabriel García Márquez.

Answer: The General in His Labyrinth
b) This 1972 novel by Mario Vargas Llosa deals with soap operas, writing, and creation.  It is clearly autobiographical.

Answer: Aunt Julia and the Scriptwriter
c) This novel by Carlos Fuentes deals with the death of a Mexican political boss.

Answer: The Death of Artemio Cruz
19. Identify these two forms of mimicry F15PE.

a) This is a mutual type of mimicry by two unpalatable species.

Answer: Müllerian mimicry

b) This is a type of mimicry in which a harmless species looks like a different species that is poisonous or otherwise harmful to predators.

Answer: Batesian mimicry

20. Identify these literary tales from descriptions FTPE.

a) This was Edgar Allen Poe’s first collection of short stories, which contained The Fall of the House of Usher.
Answer: Tales of the Grotesque and Arabesque
b) This collection of poems by Longfellow is structured after The Canterbury Tales and The Decameron.  It contains such poems as Paul Revere’s Ride, Elizabeth, and The Saga of King Olaf.

Answer: Tales of a Wayside Inn
c) This Jonathan Swift allegory tells the story of three brothers, Peter, Jack, and Martin, who each represent a different aspect of religious extremism.

Answer: A Tale of a Tub
