FTP, name this renaissance painter who famously portrayed St. Matthew in three large works and caused a stir with his stark portrayal of "The Deposition of Christ."

Answer: Carravaggio or Michaelangelo Merisi
2.  A native of New Hampshire, he first gained notoriety defending freed slaves in Cincinnati. Originally a Whig, he helped found the Free-Soil Party (*) and the Republican Party in Ohio.  He then became the state’s first Republican governor. For ten points, name this man, who would later be a presidential candidate, Secretary of the Treasury, and Chief Justice of the Supreme Court? 

Answer:  Salmon Portland Chase
3.  They spend their adult lives eating with their feet and standing on their heads. Not mollusks, they do form ten calcium carbonate plates around their (*) soft bodies, four of which then can open or close in order to keep from drying out. On achieving adulthood, they exude from their heads a brown adhesive and attach for life onto rocks, whales, or often boats. FTP, name these crustaceans, at least one of which is named Bill.

Answer:  Barnacles
4.  Today this city is home to over 600,000 residents despite its remote location on the far east side of its country. Its main industries include ship repair, not surprising (*) since it was home to the Soviet Union's Pacific Fleet in the decades after World War II. FTP, name this city which can be reached by taking the Chinese Eastern Railway across Manchuria.

Answer: Vladivostok, Russia

5.  Bill Pulsipher, Steve Woodard, Jason Bere, Scott Karl, Mike Myers, David Weathers, Hideo Nomo (*) and Cal Eldred all currently pitch for, FTP, what former National League team, that recently was a member of the American League?

Answer:  Milwaukee Brewers
6.  Most of his early works were prose, such as the novels “The Unnameable” and “Murphy.” The first play he wrote was the three-act “Eleutheria,” though most of his plays were notoriously short.  One of them, entitled (*) “Breath,” can last a minute or less. For ten points, name this author, most of whose works were written in French despite his being born in Ireland, most famous for “Endgame” and “Waiting For Godot.”

7.  It is often grouped with Colossians, though less polemic in tone, so similar in fact that its authenticity is very much in doubt. For ten points name this woman, the first black woman elected to Congress.

9.  In the absence of this effect, given that two products X and Y have similar elasticities of demand, an increase in the price of X would change the demand for Y by precisely the same amount (*) as a price increase in Y would change the demand for X.  However, this effect further shifts the marginal utility of X and Y by adjusting demands for an overall decrease in purchasing power. For ten points, name this effect, named simply for a quantity which is assumed here to remain constant. 

Answer: Income effect

10.  Frequently shifting perspectives, this work, divided into three parts, tracks the efforts of New York cop Saul Goodman, magazine publisher Joseph Malik, and a lowly reporter named George to track a war between (*) underground secret societies. Its popular success would lead to many spin-off books by one of its co-authors. 11.  Skirmishes began in 1928 but war was not officially declared until 1935. Both sides mistakenly thought the region they were fighting over contained plentiful oil reserves. However, both sides knew that the area had access to the (*) Rio de la Plata system. The town of Puerto Casado was awarded to Bolivia, but Paraguay emerged as the clear winner. For ten points, identify this South American conflict, named for the region they fought over.

Answer:  Gran Chaco War
12.  He worked as a diplomat under Theodore Roosevelt in Nicaragua and Venezuela, and was an early leader of the NAACP, but is best known as a writer.  After publishing a set of his own poetry, “Fifty Years and Other Poems,” (*) he compiled the anthology “Book of American Negro Poetry” and published a set of black dialect sermons in verse, “God’s Trombones.” For ten points name this early Harlem Reinaisssance figure, who with his brother John penned the anthemic song “Lift Every Voice and Sing.” 

Answer:  James Weldon Johnson
13.  A type A2 star, the eighteenth brightest in the sky, it's also called Arided, Aridif, Arrioph, or Gallina. This last name is a translation of its common name from Arabic, "Tail of the hen." (*) Situated well out of the galactic plane, it nevertheless appears from Earth very near Albiero, another part of the Northern Cross, as well as Altair and Vega, with which it forms the Summer Triangle. FTP, name this star also called Alpha Cygni, the brightest star of the constellation called the Swan.

Answer:  Deneb or Alpha Cygni before it is mentioned

14.  He believed that the nature of tragedy is to ultimately allow the protagonist to atone for the crime of existence itself. In defense of his belief that tragedy is the highest form of art, he wrote that the tragic figure has "the complete (*) knowledge of the nature of the world," and has a knowledge that in turn quiets his will and decreases his desire to live. FTP, name this 19th century philosopher who recorded these beliefs in his work "The World as Will and Idea," and who greatly influenced his disciple, Friedrich Nietzsche. 

Answer:  Arthur Schopenhauer
15.  A Fransiscan friar early in life, he left to study medicine at Montpelier. He published his first novel under the anagrammatic psuedonym Alcofribas Nasier.(*) His most famous works all revolved around his two most famous creations, with minor characters such as the Frere Jean the Benedictine, the judge Bridoye (bree-DOY), the troublesome neighbor Picrochole (PEEK-ro-shol), and the lover of self Panurge. For ten points, name this 16th century satirist, the author of five famous books revolving around Gargantua and Pantagruel (PAN-ta-groo-el). 

Answer:  Francois Rabelais
16.  He resolved the "ultraviolet catastrophe" which occurs when you  take a hollow, black ball and make a pinprick hole in it, then shine a light into the hole. According to (*) classical theory, the ball's temperature should increase to infinity, a false result.  However, in 1900, a scientist devised a theory explaining why this does not happen: because energy over time is packaged into units of action called "quanta." FTP, name either the physicist who proposed this theory, or his eponymous constant, 6.626x10^-34 joules per second, abbreviated h.

17.  Born in Shawinigan in 1934, he went to study law at Laval University.  After a short stint in law, he was elected to parliament in 1963 for the first time. (*) Rising through the political ranks, he became Minister of Finance in 1977 and Secretary of State in 1984.  In 1990, he was elected leader of the opposition Liberal Party.  FTP, name this politician from Quebec, who in November, 1993 became the Prime Minister of Canada.

Answer:  Jean Chrétien
18.  The sole member of genus Acinynox (a-SINE-ox), the lack of a tapetum is a key feature separating it from what might seem like its natural genus. Furthermore, its

claws are (*) non-retractile, and, unlike members of the genus Panthera, it

hunts only during the daytime. FTP, name this African carnivore, species

jubatus, a spotted yellow cat known as the fastest land animal.

Answer:  Cheetah
19.  A 1904 graduate of the United States Naval Academy, he served in World War I as a destroyer commander. It was in World War II, however, where he earned his reputation, first by his orchestration of air strikes while commanding the (*) 3rd Fleet.  Then by his leadership of U.S. forces in the naval operations around Okinawa, 3 months prior to the surrender of the Japanese.  FTP, name this admiral later immortalized in an infectious Paul McCartney song.

Answer:  Admiral William Halsey
20.  Considered one of the top Sophists in the 5th century BC, he made a cameo appearance in Greek literature as one of Socrates' unfortunate interlocutors. Appearing early in Plato's (*) "Republic", he argued that a governing body that is said to be acting justly is in actuality merely manipulating the people. He advanced the unpopular notion that complete anarchy was the only way for people to truly be free, a belief later attacked by Socrates. FTP, name this ancient Greek. 

Answer:  Thrasymachus
21.  Perhaps his greatest victory was at Saucort, where the Vikings took heavy losses after sacking the monasteries of Saint-Bertin and Corbie. Inheriting the throne at age 16, he reigned for only (*) 3 years until his death at age 19, but during his rule, he led his forces to victory several times over Scandinavian invaders. He initially partitioned his kingdom with his brother Carloman, who ruled solely for two years before dying in a hunting accident.
