Round 13 – QU Open: Hawkfest ’99

Tossups by Subash Maddipoti, David Kirchhofer*, and Robert Whaples**

1. Known as the Count of Scandiano, he was a captain of the ducal forces at Modena from 1480 to 1482 and at Reggio from 1487 until his death. Of his Italian works, the Amorum libri tres, or “Three Books on Love” tells of his love for Antonia Caprara, and remains his most wide-read work in Italy. However, this man might be better known for an epic poem in three parts begun in 1476, the first poem to combine elements of both Arthurian and Carolingian traditions of romance. Though he never completed the third part, his legacy would be carried on by Ariosto’s Orlando furioso. FTP, identify this Italian poet famed for his Orlando innamorato.

Answer: Matteo Maria Boiardo (boy ardo)

2. Like his predecessor Roger Bacon and contemporary William of Ockham, this man entered the Franciscan order and attended the University of Oxford. He would also attend the University of Paris and lecture at both places as well as Cologne until his death. He often disagreed with Thomas Aquinas, particularly regarding the concept of universals, for he held that each “singular” thing possesses a distinct nature that it shares in common with other things of the same kind. His writings include Quodlibetic Questions and On the First Principle, and for his challenging and subtle intellectual arguments he was called Doctor Subtilis. FTP, identify this Scottish philosopher whose followers were referred to as “dunces.”

Answer: John Duns SCOTUS

3**. Thomas Traherne in number 20 of the “Fourth Century” section of Centuries of Meditations referred to this place as a microcosm of the world. Its present location is in Beckenham, Kent, but the original one was founded in Bishopsgate, London. Built as a priory in 1247, it became the Hospital of Saint Mary in 1330, and seventy years later, it received its first mental patients. In 1547 it was declared a hospital exclusively for the insane and became infamous for the cruel treatments of its patients.  FTP, name this first British asylum, a corruption of Bethlehem, whose name now means any scene of uproar and confusion.

Answer: BEDLAM

4. The first German one was established in Berlin by Baron Ernst von Wolzogen. The composers Paul Hindemith (hin’da mit) and Hans Eisler were active in them, and Brecht’s and Weill’s The Threepenny Opera established their reputations and the stardom of the singer Lotte Lenya. By the late 1920s they had come to feature mildly risque musical entertainment for the middle-class man. Originating as a small club in which the audience was grouped around a platform, the most famous one might have been the Parisian Moulin Rouge. FTP, identify this French and German counterpart to the American nightclub made famous by a 1966 musical.

Answer: CABARET or KABARETT

5*. Two Answers Required. Although they were born about three months apart in 1918 and grew up at opposite ends of New York City, they met for the first time at Los Alamos in 1945. One got his Ph.D. at Columbia and during World War II one worked on, among other things, waveguide theory needed for the development of radar. Their paths would cross again after the war, as both tackled the same problem: to derive a mathematical theory of the electron in the field of quantum electrodynamics. Their solutions seemed divergent until proven equivalent by Freeman Dyson. FTP, identify this pair, who, with Sinitoro Tomonaga shared the 1965 Nobel in Physics.

Answer: Richard FEYNMAN (fine’man) AND Julian SCHWINGER
6. In this novel the title character’s thoughts of her own isolation and loneliness are revealed in the lines, “Death was defiance. Death was an attempt to communicate . . . closeness drew apart; rapture faded; one was alone.” Important characters include one-time suitor Peter Walsh and childhood friend Sally Seton. The thoughts of death are triggered by the news of the suicide of Septimus Warren Smith, a shell-shock victim. The novel heavily uses stream of consciousness and the action revolves around reminisces of an important party thrown by Clarissa, the title character. FTP, identify this Virginia Woolf novel.

Answer: MRS. DALLOWAY (prompt on early buzz of “Clarissa Dalloway”)

7*. The first chapter is titled “A Relativistic World,” and the last has the title “Palimpsests of Freedom.” In between, this book features such chapters as “Waiting for Hitler” and “America’s Suicide Attempt.” It is the story of the world’s beginning with the day in 1919 that Arthur Eddington confirmed Einstein’s General Theory of Relativity from photographs of stars taken during a solar eclipse. It ends with a description of the Marxist attack on Edward Wilson’s Sociobiology in 1976. FTP, name this 1983 book by conservative historian Paul Johnson, which shares its title with a movie by Charlie Chaplin.

Answer: MODERN TIMES: America from the Twenties to the Eighties

8**. His granddaughter was the choreographer Agnes DeMille, and he ran for mayor of New York City twice, finishing second in the first election and dying in the middle of his second campaign.  He tried to explain rampant land speculation in post-Civil War California in the 1871 pamphlet Our Land and Land Policy, arguing that the boom in the West was making most people poor. In an 1879 work, his best known, he argued that all land rents should be converted into taxation.  FTP, identify this economist who wrote Progress and Poverty.

Answer: Henry George

9. Meaning French for “bald” this massif consists of volcanic ash and lavas. Minor eruptions occurred in 1792 and 1851, but on May 8th, 1902, it violently destroyed the port of Saint-Pierre, killing approximately 30,000 people. So dramatic was this event that the name of the mountain has been adopted as typifying that particular kind of eruption. Situated fifteen miles northwest of Fort-de-France, the island capital, it has not erupted since 1929. FTP, name this active volcanic mountain of Martinique that is a homphone of the greatest Brazilian footballer of all time.

Answer: Mount PELEE (pay lay)

10. The ones of monocots and a few dicots are siphonostelic, meaning that a ring of vascular tissue surrounds a parenchymous pith within them. The cells of their cap differentiate into elongate columella cells, so named because of their arrangement in longitudinal columns. The first one to emerge from a seed is the radicle, which is usually replaced by an adventitious system of them. Some of their distinct structures include a pericycle and an endodermis with a Casparian strip. FTP, identify these plant structures used primarily for storage and anchorage.

Answer: ROOTs

11. He was a well-to-do merchant before he entered the Connecticut militia as a captain in 1774. Receiving acclaim for leading his men in an attack on Quebec in 1776, he would be wounded in the battle. Nevertheless, he was promoted to brigadier general and recovered to perform heroically at the Battle of Bemis Heights. After the British evacuated Philadelphia in 1778, he took command of the city and soon faced a court-martial for corruption. Two years later, he began correspondence with British General Henry Clinton. FTP, name this embittered American, who plotted to betray West Point to the British.

Answer: Benedict ARNOLD 

12. One of its characters is a bright young Brooklyn Jew, who becomes a Socialist and is jailed after agitating a Passaic mill strike. Another character is the daughter of a wealthy Chicago minister, who along with her friend Eleanor Stoddard, becomes an interior decorator in New York City. Interspersed in its narrative are brief biographies of Wesley Everest, Joe Hill, Paxton Hibben, and J.P. Morgan. Yet another character attends Harvard and joins an ambulance corps during World War I, two experiences with which the author was familiar. FTP, identify this John Dos Passos novel, the second in his U.S.A. trilogy, sandwiched between The Big Money and The Forty-Second Parallel.

Answer: 1919 (prompt on buzz of “the U.S.A. trilogy”)

13. The one of de Paques (pack) filled with either ground meat, slices of pork, chicken, or rabbit, and hard boiled egg slices, is an Easter specialty of the Poitou (pwa too) region of France. The en croute (ahn croot) variety is a meat, game, or fish filling prepared in a rich sauce, cooked in a crust, and served hot or cold. The en terrine type is a meat, game, or fish mixture cooked with bacon in an oval dish, without pastry and served cold and is the variety that lends its name to American usage. FTP, what is this filled pastry of French cuisine, coming from the French for “paste,” and somewhat analogous to the English pie.

Answer: PATE (pat tay) 

14**. John Ford plays an untitled role, and Eric von Stroheim plays the role of Man Who Falls From Roof.  Some of its intertitles quote Woodrow Wilson who later remarked, “My only regret is that it is so terribly true.”  In it Ben Cameron falls in love with Elsie Stoneman but nearly loses her when he tries to liberate South Carolina from Silas Lynch, the evil mulatto lieutenant governor. Starring Lillian Gish, FTP, what was this 1915 film based upon a novel, The Clansman, by Thomas Dixon and directed by D.W. Griffith.

Answer: The Birth of a Nation (accept early buzz of “The Clansman”)

15. Though not the Braggs this father-son pair made several valuable contributions to science. The son began as a zoology student before turning to chemistry, and his most important work included discoveries of electrical and optical properties of colloids. The father, with Arrhenius and van’t Hoff, pioneered the field of physical chemistry in the early 20th century. In 1894, he gave the first modern definition of a catalyst, putting him on the path that would give rise to a valuable industrial application. FTP, identify this father-son pair, of which the father is best known for his method of preparing nitric acid by the oxidation of ammonia via his namesake process.

Answer: Wilhelm and Wolfgang OSTWALD 

16. Of his early life we don’t know much other than the fact that he was kidnapped by raiders, probably at the age of 16, and taken from the villa of his father Calpurnius, a deacon and minor local official. He is known for two short works – the Epistola and the Confessio, a spiritual autobiography. One legend surrounding him tells of how he drove all the snakes off of the island with which he is identified. Another tells of how he explained the concept of the Holy Trinity to an unbeliever by showing him the three-leaved shamrock. FTP, identify this patron saint and national apostle of Ireland.

Answer: Saint PATRICK
17.Though Andre Breton published an “Anthology” of it, the term did not come into common use until the 1960s. It is not the Theater of the Absurd, but has been particularly applied to The Lesson and The Chairs, both plays by Eugene Ionesco. The best known examples include Thomas Pynchon’s V, Stanley Kubrick’s Dr. Strangelove, Vonnegut’s Slaughterhouse Five, and Heller’s Catch-22. Lenny Bruce, the popular nightclub comedian, epitomized the term. FTP, identify this type of writing that puts morbid or ghastly elements in the midst of comical ones.

Answer: BLACK HUMOR or BLACK COMEDY
18. To find her husband she must fulfill four seemingly impossible tasks. For the first, she has to sort a mixture of tiny seeds into separate piles before nightfall on penalty of death. Next she must go to a field across a river, get some golden fleece from the rams pastured there, and return before dark. For the third task she must fill a crystal goblet with water from the source of the River Styx. Finally, the jealous Aphrodite tells her to descend to the underworld and borrow a jar of Persephone’s beauty ointment, though she doesn’t need it. FTP, name this beautiful Roman princess, who finally regains the trust of and is reunited with her husband Eros or Cupid.

Answer: PSYCHE
19. Its name is an old German word of uncertain origin first used by Georgius Agricola in 1530. Its brick is a high-grade refractory and is used as a flux in smelting calcareous (kal kar’es) ores. It exists in two forms – an alpha, or low, variety and a beta, or high variety. Its modern industrial uses include being the abrasive in millstones and sandpaper, though this mineral has capivated people since ancient times, including the Greeks who called it krystallos, giving rise to the name crystal. After feldspar, FTP, what mineral is the second most abundant in the Earth’s crust, a mineral which consists mostly of silicon dioxide?

Answer: QUARTZ 

20. The son of a West Point instructor, his article “The United States Looking Outward” expanded upon his best known work. Invited to lecture at the War College at Newport, Rhode Island, he served in two different stints as the college’s president at the end of the 19th century. His work The Life of Nelson, was an autobiography of his hero, Horatio Nelson. From his research he concluded that England became a great nation by controlling the seas and the commerce that the seas bore. FTP, identify this American naval figure and author of the groundbreaking work, The Influence of Sea Power Upon History.

Answer: Alfred Thayer MAHAN
21. This prose work is prefaced by a poem, “The Argument,” declaring that the paths of truth have been corrupted by false religion. In the opening summary the author claims, “Without Contraries is no progression,” and “Reason and Energy, Love and Hate, are necessary to Human existence.” Sections that follow include “A Memorable Fancy” and “The Voice of the Devil.” The author etched the poem “A Song of Liberty” and sometimes bound it as an appendix to this work. Written as a response to the books of Emmanuel Swedenborg, FTP, what is this William Blake work?

Answer: The MARRIAGE OF HEAVEN AND HELL 
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1**. Identify these people from the Social Security plans they proposed during the Great Depression FTP each.

a) When this author ran for governor of California, his End Poverty in California or EPIC platform called for a 50 dollar per month pension for everyone over age 65 who had lived in the state for at least three years.

Answer: Upton Sinclair
b) This southern governor's Share Our Wealth campaign included a call for a 30 dollar per month pension for every American over age 60 with an annual income of less than 1000 dollars.

Answer: Huey Long
c) This retired California doctor attracted national support for his proposal to give all nonworking Americans over age 60 a pension of 200 dollars per month, provided they spend the money within 30 days.

Answer: Francis Townsend

20: During his time as a missionary to the Housatonic people in Stockbridge, he produced his most important theological works including A Careful and Strict Enquiry into . . . Notions of . . . Freedom and Will.

10: He was the pastor of a church at Northampton, Massachusetts from 1726 until 1750, when he was dismissed because his views on predestination were considered too extreme.

5: This preacher of the Great Awakening is best known for his sermon, “Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God.”
