1. Upon his mother’s remarriage, he dropped his surname of Straussler and took his stepfather’s name. His plays The Dissolution of Dominic Boot and M is for Moon among Other Things, gained him fame when broadcast on radio. He told of a dissident incarcerated in a mental hospital in the play In Every Good Boy Deserves Favour. Often using the works of other as launching pads for his own, he built upon Oscar Wilde’s The Importance of Being Earnest with his work Travesties, and he spoofed Agatha Christie’s The Mousetrap with The Real Inspector Hound. FTP, name this playwright who used Hamlet as the basis for Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead.

Answer: Tom Stoppard

2. After fighting had started in this war German general Hans von Kundt was recalled and he concentrated his forces in the south to attack Fortin Nanawa. Its first major offensive had occurred when General Jose Estigarribia was sent against Fortin Boqueron. The president of the larger country involved, Daniel Salamanca, replaced Kundt with General Penaranda, who was unsuccessful in halting the enemy’s advances until the spring of 1935, when he finally counterattacked. FTP, identify this war fought between Bolivia and Paraguay due to disputed claims over the titular region.

Answer: Chaco War (do not accept “Gran Chaco War”)

3. The azimuthal-varying-field variety of this apparatus increases the average magnetic field near its periphery by achieving focusing via spiral ridge variation of the magnetic field. The synchro- variety is utilized to vary the frequency of the alternating voltage impressed on part of device and can achieve up to one billion electron volts of energy. It consists of one or two hollow D-shaped sections, or dees, assembled with a space between to form a circle. A magnetic field then deflects particles into a circular path in which acceleration is produced. FTP, identify this device developed in the early 1930s by E.O. Lawrence.

Answer: cyclotron
4. Taking his name from the Hebrew for “fire of God,” in Paradise Lost John Milton described this figure as “Regent of the Sun” and “the sharpest sighted spirit of all in Heaven.” He has variously been identified in Jewish traditions as the destroyer of the hosts of Sennacherib and as the figure who enlightens Ezra with visions. Often depicted as the angel of thunder and the earthquake, he has also been identified as the wielder of the fiery sword in driving Adam and Eve from Eden. FTP, identify this leading angel, sometimes ranked as an archangel with Michael, Gabriel, and Raphael.

Answer: Uriel
5. When she was thirteen her father died, and the orphaned girl was sent to England to live with her father’s maiden sister. The only child of an Italian mother and English father, she had been raised in Italy since she was four year old, the point at which her mother died. Stifled by her aunt’s oppressive conservatism, she finds comfort in the poetry found in her father’s library and the intellectual companionship of her cousin Romney, who compares her to the Roman goddess of the dawn, with whom she shares her first name. FTP, identify this title character of a verse novel by Elizabeth Barrett Browning.

Answer: Aurora Leigh
6. Though British losses were heavier, this contest was largely undecided and the two partly becalmed fleets drifted along parallel courses for the next three days without incident. The French reinforced with additional vessels and siege guns from Newport, forcing the British to retreat. The British, under Admiral Thomas Graves, were confronted by a 24 ship French fleet coming from the West Indies under Admiral Comte de Grasse. British Historian Sir Wiliam James labeled it the “decisive battle” of the Revolutionary War. FTP, identify this conflict that sealed Cornwallis’ fate at Yorktown, a naval battle fought off the coast of Virginia.

Answer: Battle of Virginia Capes
7. The first recorded successful instance of this procedure dates from 1591 when it was performed by a Swiss gelder. The Persian epic Shah-nameh describes it in cases of obstruction and the Talmud mentions it as well. According to Pliny, the procedure is named after a branch of the ancient Roman family of the Julii, whose cognomen was Latin for “to cut.” The Roman authorities in antiquity and the Venetian Senate in 1608 required that it be performed on women dying in advanced pregnancy. FTP, identify this procedure of surgically removing a fetus, at or before full term, from the uterus through abdominal incision.

Answer: Caesarian section or C-section
8. At about 2,000 feet up this geographic landmark, a high semicircular ridge called Mt. Somma begins. Between Mt. Somma and the cone is the Valle del Gigante, or Giant’s Valley. Before its most famous eruption it had only one peak and it has since erupted 29 times, with eruptive stages varying from 6 months to almost 31 years. Its slopes are covered with orchards and the wine grown there is known as Lacrima Christi. FTP, identify this volcano on the plain of Campania that rises above the Bay of Naples and in AD 79 destroyed Pompeii.

Answer: Mount Vesuvius or Vesuvio
9. This huge composition was first exhibited at the Salon of 1826. To the left of the central figure, on the right side of the painting, is Anacreon, with his lyre, Phidias with his sculptor’s hammer, and Plato, Socrates and other ancients. To the right of the figure, on the left side of the painting, are Horace, Virgil, and Raphael, the man most admired by this canvas’ painter. In the center, the titular figure is crowned by a winged victory, while two statuesque women, symbolizing the Iliad and the Odyssey are seated at his feet. FTP, identify this Jean-Auguste-Dominque Ingres painting about the glorification of a famed Greek epic poet.

Answer: Apotheosis of Homer
10. His earliest extant work is “Dianna’s Hunt,” a long poem honoring Neapolitan beauties. His other works include “Elegy of Lady Fiammetta,” a prose narrative of a married woman jilted by her lover, and “Of Famous Women,” a series of moralistic biographies. He perfected the verse form of ottava rima and writings in that manner include Il filostrato and Il filocolo. After being forced to leave his native Florence, he wound up staying in Venice with Petrarch, and finished his series of 100 stories set against the melancholic backdrop of the Black Death. FTP, identify this medieval writer best known for The Decameron.

Answer: Giovanni Boccaccio
11.The modern part of this country primarily made up the 16th century empire known as Gaoga. While it was still a territory, Barthelemy Goanda was elected to the parliament of this country’s parent nation. A bloodless coup in 1981 installed General Andre Kolingba and his Military Committee of National Recovery. Its two most notorious rulers exchanged positions between 1959 and 1981 with one of them finally being removed for the massacre of some 100 children in 1979 not far from the capital of Bangui. FTP, name this African country ruled at various times by David Dacko and Jean-Bedel Bokassa.

Answer: Central African Republic (prompt on “Central African Empire”)

12. To reconcile what he believed to be the split between science and human values, he wrote the book Reconstruction in Philosopy. He labeled his epistemology as “instrumentalism,” to distinguish it from the other versions of the philosophical school to which he belonged. When he had worked toward his doctorate at Johns Hopkins, he was heavily influenced by his professor Charles Peirce (purse). He set forth his greatest ideas while at the University of Chicago, where he developed a theory of progressive education and created an experimental elementary school. FTP, identify this American philosopher and educator, a leading exponent of pragmatism.

Answer: John Dewey
13. A calcium tungstate mineral of formula CaWO4 is named after him. Among his many finds was copper arsenite, a pigment that is referred to as his namesake green. In addition he discovered glycerine, hydrogen sulfide, and citric, gallic, and lactic acids. This chemist also discovered several elements, including nitrogen, barium, tungsten, and molybdenum. In his only book, Chemical Observations and Experiments on Air and Fire, he records that the atmosphere is composed of two gases – one that supports combustion and one that prevents it. Thus, FTP, what Swede anticipated and discovered oxygen before Joseph Priestley?

Answer: Carl Wilhelm Scheele
14. He cannot see his records cut, and hears only silence, not cheers, for “earth has stopped” his ears. At least he will not add to the group “of lads that wore their honours out, / Runners whom renown outran” and whose name never signified greatness. Today, he travels the road upon which all must come, and is brought home shoulder-high, to be placed down at his threshold to become “Townsman of a stiller town.” When he won his town the race, he was chaired through the market place. FTP what A.E. Housman youth is such eulogized?

Answer: an Athlete Dying Young (accept “To an Athlete Dying Young”)

15. This man’s proposed reform of the Dominican order in Tuscany was approved by Pope Alexander VI. He predicted the rise of French power, and welcomed King Charles VIII to his city in 1494. After the French departed, he was left as an influential member of the new republic. His decline in popularity, however, was swift, especially following his execution of five Arrabbiati. His relations with Rome suffered as well, and, after disregarding orders to stop preaching, he was excommunicated in 1497. FTP, identify this Florentine moral purist, burned to death in 1498.

Answer: Girolamo Savonarola 

16. It is a one-movement work taking somewhat less than twenty minutes to play, mostly based on the opening contrabassoon melody, and includes both a tender song and a sparkling march containing an almost Chinese-style interlude. It was originally written for the Viennese pianist, Paul Wittgenstein, who had been injured in World War I. The composer’s goal was to create a piano sound for five fingers that was as rich and textured as ordinarily played music. FTP, identify this work of Maurive Ravel, written to compensate for Wittgenstein’s loss of his right arm.

Answer: Piano Concerto in D for the Left Hand or 

  Concerto for Piano and Orchestra in D for the Left Hand or 

  The Left Hand

17. The narrator’s husband John, like her brother, is a physician and he is constantly trying to help her, though he is depicted as a somewhat indifferent, dominating male figure. This story was inspired by the cruel treatment of its author by the physician S. Weir Mitchell, who forbade her any activity, especially writing. The story concerns the narrator’s deepening mental illness and her obsession with the title object, its patterns, and intricacies. She feels that it moves and by the end she has peeled most of it off. FTP, identify this semi-autobiographical Charlotte Perkins Gilman short story.

18. This American’s work was largely unknown by prominent European chemists until translated into German by Ostwald in 1892 and French by Le Chatelier in 1899. His namesake phenomenon is defined as the overshooting by partial sums of Fourier Series at points of discontinuity. In addition to developing vector analysis, in his publication Elementary Principles in Statistical Mechanics he set forth a statistical theory of molecular motion. The book also contained his most important work in which he unified the first and second law of thermodynamics. FTP, identify this physicist best known for his namesake free energy.

Answer: Josiah Gibbs
19. When Chris accuses Kent of having been naked with a bowl of jello, Kent denies it before finally responding, “Yeah, well I was hot and I was hungry.” A campus legend on Pacific Tech deals with the reclusive genius Laslo Hollyfeld, who is continuously entering a contest to mathematically ensure his chances of winning. The story primarily centers on whiz-kid Mitch Taylor, who has been recruited to Pacific Tech by Professor Hathaway. Hathaway wants Mitch and Chris to develop a powerful laser, which he intends to supply to the military as a tracking weapon. FTP, identify this 1985 movie starring Gabe Jarrett and Val Kilmer as teen geniuses.

20. While on a tour of South America he persuaded Latin-American states to participate in the Second Hague Peace Conference. A leading Republican supporter of the League of Nations, he served on the League’s commission of jurists from 1920 to 1921, five years after he had ended his single term as a Republican senator from New York. He had served as secretary of war for President McKinley, but his greatest accomplishments came in the next decade. For his work in settling the controversy between the U.S. and Great Britain over North Atlantic coast fisheries, FTP, what statesman and secretary of state to Teddy Roosevelt won the 1912 Nobel Peace Prize?

Answer: Elihu Root 

21. Set in Athens near the temple of Faith, the play opens with the words of the lar familiaris, or household god. An amusing interlude occurs in Act II when a slave, Stobilus, enters with two cooks, Congrio and Anthrax, and the three provide a humorous repartee. Much of the plot revolves around the proposal to wed the pious Phaedria by Megadorus and the true love for Phaedria by Lyconides, Megadorus’ nephew. The central skinflint, Phaedria’s father Euclio, FTP, is constantly obsessed with his wealth and the possible theft of what title object in a play by Plautus?

Answer: The Pot of Gold or Aulularia

a) This poem takes its title from the Trojan prince who was loved by Eos. Eos gave him the gift of immortality, but not the gift of eternal youth.
