4. As a pitcher in 1959 he hit only .161.  His batting coach then made him stand on one foot before the pitch to eliminate a jerk in his swing, a stance never attempted before or after.  He played for the Yomiuri Giants from 1959-80 and hit 868 home runs, more than anyone in the history of professional baseball.  FTP name this Japanese baseball superstar.

5. It celebrates its independence on October 1 because it was on that day in 1963 that it became a republic, and its currency is the Naira. Some of its larger cities include Kano in the north and Ogbomosho in the Southwest. It has suffered through political turmoil for years, but after the recent election of former general Obasanjo things look a little better. FTP, name this oil-rich OPEC nation—the most populous nation in Africa.

6. In 1860, he accepted a position at the Berlin Institute of Technology and later became professor of organic chemistry at the University of Munich. His first professional studies involved combining uric acid with malonic acid, which formed a new family of sedatives, later called barbiturates. FTP, name this scientist, whose most important work was with Indian Indigo, but, is better known as the founder and namesake of an analgesic company.

7. A follower of Emile Durkheim, he became the Director of Education for the Kingdom of Tonga and then professor of social anthropology at Cape Town where he founded the School for African Life and Languages. He went on to become professor of anthropology at the University of Sydney where he produced his best known work, The Social Organization of Australian Tribes. FTP, identify this anthropologist, who became the first professor of social anthropology at Oxford and whose most influential work is probably his Method in Social Anthropology.

8. It begins with the lines "Yet once more, O ye laurels, and once more,/ Ye myrtles brown, with ivy never sere,/ I come, to pluck your berries harsh and crude." 9. He was a contributor and editor of PortFolio, America's first literary journal. He also wrote History of the Expedition of Captains Lewis and Clark. As an educator, he helped found Philadelphia's Girrard College. FTP identify this American author, writer, and banker, who is perhaps most famous for serving as president of The Second National Bank of the United States, a position that saw him feud with Andrew Jackson during the Bank War.

12. The gauge group associated with this theory is non-Abelian, and its gauge symmetry is not a broken symmetry. It was first put forward around 1973 by Harald Fritzsch and Murray Gell-Man. It attempts to explain the strong force partly through the massless gluons. FTP, name this theory that is analogous to the theory that explains electromagnetic radiation in terms of quantum mechanics called quantum electrodynamics.

14. She was the daughter of Charles of Orleans, and in 1527 she married Henri d'Albert to whom she bore a daughter, Jeann d'Albert who would later give birth to a king. She allowed many protestants refuge including the poet Clement Marot for whom she was a patron, but she is also known as an author in her own right. FTP, name this grandmother of Henry IV of France and author of the Heptameron.

15. They are spongy lymphoid tissues composed mainly of lymphocytic cells held together by fibrous connective tissue. There are three types. The palatine, pharyngeal, and the lingual. They function to protect the pharynx and the remainder of the body from infectious organisms, and thus are easily inflamed. FTP, give the collective name for these tissues, located at the back of the throat, which you may have had removed as a child.

16. Saint Augustine of Canterbury began to convert the pagan English and to gradually organize the English church during the sixth century.  Yet Celtic influence also returned from the northwest, as missionaries from Iona, a center of Celtic Christianity, penetrated Northumbria and Mercia.  Saint Wilfrid helped settle the dispute between these groups, setting the pattern for the development of the English church and  persuading King Oswy of Northumbria to adopt Roman practices at, FTP, what meeting, held in 664, in an English seaside town.

17. From the Arab for "square house," it is said to have been built first by Adam, who received pardon there two hundred years after his expulsion from Paradise. He wrote five symphonies including the third called Liturgique and the fourth called Deliciae Basiliensis. He is best known, however, for his Symphonic Movements. FTP, name this composer and member of Les Six whose Symphonic Movements include Rugby and Pacific 231.

19. Herodotus claims that the first known one was created by Arion, a lyre player of unrivaled skill. Aristotle discusses one by Timotheus that was abnormal in that it was not associated with the usual god. Whereas a Nome is sung accompanied by a harp and dedicated to Apollo, this is usually accompanied by a wind instrument and dedicated to Dionysus. FTP, name this simple dance-song that laid the groundwork for the development of tragedy.

20. It was headed by General Oliver Otis Howard who was helped by an assistant from each Southern state. It was created over the veto of Andrew Johnson for a year period beginning in 1866; however, it was renewed for several years to come. It controlled 800,000 acres of land that were originally intended to be given in pieces not exceeding 40 acres to former slaves. FTP, name this organization whose goal was to provide aid for the newly emancipated blacks in the South.

21. It was built by John Sheffield in 1703, and it was renovated by John Nash in 1825. In 1856 a ballroom was added, and in 1913 a new east front was constructed. It contains nearly 50 acres of gardens and 600 rooms. It was purchased by George III in 1761, and it is currently located near Saint James park in London. FTP, identify this structure that in 1837 became the official residence of the British monarch.
