1. He was trained as an artist by Jirayr Zorthian, and he assumed the name Ofey for his artwork. He collaborated with Ralph Leighton on the music for a ballet that consisted entirely of percussion music. He is, however, best known for his scientific endeavors instead of his artistic endeavors, and his most notable contributions include his eponymous space-time diagrams and his work in quantum electrodynamics. FTP, name this former Caltech professor and curious character who died of cancer in 1988.

Answer: Richard P. Feynman

2. At the conclusion of the film, he decides to journey to the Trinity Monastery with a young man who knows the secret to making bells. For his part, he chooses to pick up the brush again after vowing never to paint because he had to kill a man in order to defend a girl during a tartar raid. This describes, FTP, the indomitable spirit of what man, an icon painter whose life was chronicled in a 1962 Andrei Tarkovsky film. 


Answer: Andrei Rublev

3. He was one of the founders of the Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee in 1960, and he handled the public relations for that organization from 1961-1966. He served in the Georgia House of Representatives from 1967-1974; however, he had been elected in 1965. He was refused his seat because of his role as a member of SNCC and their statement against the Vietnam War. FTP, name this member of the Southern Regional Council and lecturer from American University and the University of Virginia.

Answer: Julian Bond

4. By the end of the 18th Century, this city had become a rich metropolis thriving on the slave trade and privateering. By the 1860s, it had become the hub of an extensive rail network, and it is during this time that a huge influx of immigrants, chiefly from Ireland, settled here. Because it was such a strategic port, it was a heavy target of German bombers during World War II. FTP, name this city, whose residents are often referred to as "Scousers," the birthplace of the Beatles.

Answer: _Liverpool_

5. "The Hind Tit" by Andrew Nelson Lytle, "Remarks on the Southern Religion" by Allen Tate, "Whither Southern Economy" by H.C. Nixon, "The Briar Patch" by Robert Penn Warren, and "The Irrepressible Conflict" by Frank L. Owsley make up part of this work.  Published in 1930, this collection also includes "Not In Memoriam, but in Defense" by Stark Young and "Unreconstructed but Unregenarate" by the group's leader, John Crowe Ransom.  For ten points, identify this book, consisting of twelve essays by 12 Southern Authors, all associated with the Fugitives of Vanderbilt University.

6. He watched as Wonomi created the first man and woman and tried to do it himself. When he tried to duplicate the feat, however, he laughed and so his creations all had glass eyes. He also watched how easy life was for the decendants of the people Wonomi created, so he decided to inject pain and suffering into the world. Doing so he actually ended up having his own son killed by a bite inflicted by Rattlesnake. FTP, name this Native American diety, a trickster god who killed himself according to some beliefs.


Answer: Coyote
7. He was a member of the tribe of Ephraim, and early in his life he led an assassination attempt on King Solomon. After Solomon's death he returned to Palestine and established control of the ten northern tribes of Israel with his capital at Shechem. FTP, name this ruler who battled Rehoboam and who was succeeded by his son Nadab.


Answer: Jeroboam I

8. The term is derived from the remarks of Francisco Franco as he entered Madrid in 1939. He advanced on the city with his troops arranged in columns, but he declared that he was also being helped from within the city by persons ready to cooperate with the advancing army. Ernest Hemingway used this phrase for his only full-length play. FTP, give this two word term for citizens that support an invader against their home city or country.

Answer: Fifth Column
9. His paintings are fittingly displayed during the opening credits of Bertolucci's Last Tango in Paris. In 1962 he completed his most famous tryptich entitled Three Studies for a Crucifixion, and it typifies the violence a gore that is associated with his works. FTP, name this Anglo-Irish painter whose most famous work is subtitled A Study after Velazquez and who shares his name with the author of Novum Organum.


Answer:  Francis Bacon
10. Originally titled "Football in the First Year of Man'en", in the opening we meet Mitsu, whose friend has committed suicide by hanging. The other brother, Takashi, is a political activist. Upon returning to their ancestral home, Takashi stages a protest against a Korean known as "The Emperor of the Supermarkets", grows increasingly violent and kills a woman. He then confesses to Mitsu and kills himself FTP, this is the plot of what masterwork of Kenzabura Oe?


Answer: The Silent Cry
11. It is a colorless liquid which forms hexagonal crystals on freezing. It has a melting point of 3.8 degrees Celsius and a boiling point of 101.4 degrees. It is used in the nuclear industry because its absorption cross-section is lower than that of hydrogen. FTP, name this compound that is formed when hydrogen atoms are replaced by deuterium in water molecules.

Answer: Heavy water or Deuterium Oxide

12. "The subject of the first movement is the passage from a state of melancholy . . . to that of delirious passion." In the second movement the artist "finds himself in the midst of the tumult of a party." In the third he "hears in the distance two shepherds piping" one evening in the country. The most famous events occur in the fourth and fifth movements when the protagonist dreams that he has killed his lover and finally he sees himself at a witches' sabbath. FTP, name this programmatic symphony by Hector Berlioz.


Answer: Symphonie Fantastique
13. He began his rule in 1831 under a regent, but he asserted personal control of his country in 1840. In 1871 he passed a law providing for the gradual abolition of slavery, and in 1888 he advocated the immediate emancipation of the slaves. This last measure alienated the aristocracy in the following  year he was forced to abdicate and a republic was established. FTP, name this emperor of Brazil.


Answer: Pedro II

14. He defeated the sons of Metion to claim his position as king of Athens. After sleeping with Aithra in Troezen the same night as Poseidon, he left a sword and a pair of sandals under a stone for the child to retrieve when he matured.  He then returned to Athens and married Medea.  FTP name this father of Theseus who threw himself into the sea from the Acropolis after Theseus forgot to spread white sails, which were to signify that he had survived his battle with the Minotaur.


Answer: Aegeus
15. He served under Pompey's father in the Social War of 89 BC and killed his own  brother-in-law during Sulla's proscriptions.  In 73 BC he was acquitted of  charges of fornication with a Vestal Virgin.  After being defeated in the  consular elections of 64 BC, he planned an armed takeover of the Roman government.  FTP name this Roman statesman, most famous for his feuds with Cicero.

Answer: Lucius Sergius Catalina (accept Catiline)

16. The symptoms of the dry form include muscle atrophy, coordination difficulty, and eventually paralysis. The wet variety is associated with high activity levels and a high carbohydrate intake, and its symptoms include sweating, rapid heart rate, heart failure, and possibly death. It is most common in areas of the world in which the typical diet consists primarily of polished rice. FTP, name this disease caused by a deficiency of vitamin B-1.

Answer: Beri-beri

17. He dedicated his life to psychology after reading Wundt's Physiological Psychology. While studying in Germany, he met Wundt and discovered the value of the questionnaire in psychology, a tool he would use over 190 times. FTP identify this American psychologist whose papers dealing with children's lies and children's minds along with his 1904 book adolescence were significant to the field of child psycho logy, a field he is often credited with founding. 

Answer: G. Stanley Hall

18. In the 1870's he proposed the idea that a body in isolation would have no inertia because the inertia of any particular object is a result of the interaction between that object and the universe. He is, however, best known for describing the ratio of the relative speeds of a fluid and a rigid body to the speed of sound in that fluid in the same temperature and pressure. If the ratio exceeds one then the fluid or body is moving at a supersonic speed. FTP, name the Austrian physicist who gave his name to the number associated with that ratio.

Answer: Ernst Mach

19. As this play winds down, Ludovico, a banished nobleman, and Gasparo intend to kill the Duke of Brachiano who had Isabella, his wife, killed in order to continue his intrigue with Vittoria Corombona the central female of the play. Ludovico and Gasparo poison then strangle Brachiano and later kill Vittoria and everything ends unhappily in, FTP, what John Webster tragedy.


Answer: The White Devil
20. This author wrote "The Pension Grillparzer" and "Second Wind of the Cuckold," both of which helped build his literary reputation, but never afforded the notoriety he wanted while he attended the private school, at which his mother was head nurse. His mother, a famous author in her own right, opened up her home to women everywhere, after her manifesto " A Sexual Suspect," was published. FTP, name this man, whose initials T. S stand for the military title of the dying Technical Sargent in the Army Air Corps, whom his mother more or less raped, the title character of a John Irving novel. 

 ANSWER: T. S. GARP

21. It is located in the Piazza del Santo in Padua, and it portrays a commander of the Venetian armies. It was completed in 1450, and like a similar sculpture of Marcus Aurelius in Rome it is made of bronze. FTP, name this Donatello sculpture that depicts its subject mounted on a horse.
