During the next ten years, he became the director of the East India Company of France, and wrote an influential work entitled “Essay on Legislation and the Grain Trade” in which he attacked the fiscal policy of Jaques Turgot. In 1776 he was appointed to succeed Turgot and immediately began to institute a series of economic reforms, but was soon dismissed because his policies limited the extravagances of Marie Antoinette. FTP, identify this economist who was extremely popular with the people of France and whose subsequent hiring and firing was the direct cause of the storming of the Bastille.

Answer: Jaques NEKKER

3. On the back wall, a clock reads 12:15. Three gas lamps on the wall bear eerie resemblances to eyes watching over the scene. A couple occupies the back corner while three other patrons are slumped over tables. A lone figure in white stares out of the painting, and the center of the room is occupied by a billiard table. FTP, identify this Vincent van Gogh painting.

Answer: NIGHT CAFÉ

4. His rule was marred by a rebellion led by his brother Shamash-shum-ukin, and the costly wars he fought 

suppressing it forced his empire to remain on the defensive, a position from which it never recovered. The empire he inherited stretched from Egypt to Persia and he was able to expand it into southern Egypt and western Anatolia. FTP, identify this ruler, the last of the Assyrian empire, who is famous for the magnificent library he established at Alexandria.

Answer: ASHURBANIPAL

5.It was first isolated in Germany in 1874, but its most famous use was not recognized until 1939 by Paul Muller. It reduced the number of Malaria cases in India by 70 million in 10 years, and it was used throughout the world to lessen the spread of elephantiasis, typhus, and yellow fever. All of this came to an end, however, in 1973-11 years after Rachel Carson’s Silent Spring revealed the negative effects of, FTP, what pesticide.

Answer: DDT or DICHLORODIPHENYLTRICHLORETHANE

6.His theorem is the analogue of the divergence theorem for the curl of a vector. It was stated in response to a question sent to its creator by Lord Kelvin in 1850. His law describes the motion of a sphere in a viscous medium. FTP, name the British mathematician and physicist who lends his name to both of these concepts.

7. Robert Mayo, a sensitive youth, has long dreamed of leaving the family farm for adventure. On the eve of his departure, he confesses his love to Ruth, the girl who will marry Robert’s brother Andrew. Robert wins the hand of Ruth and Andrew is forced to go to sea, where he eventually achieves success, while Robert has become a failure back on the farm. Realizing she loves Andrew and not Robert, Ruth attempts to tell this to him when he returns from the sea. She then finds out that Andrew never really loved her. FTP, this describes the action in what 1918 Eugene O’Neill play?

FTP, name this island, the fifth largest in the Mediterreanen Sea.

9. He was arrested for robbing a gas station attendant three days before his first film, Accatone, premiered. In Theorem and Pigsty, he satirizes conventional Italian society. Murdered by a 17-year-old boy who claimed the director had made advances on him, his last film draws upon the Inferno and a work by the Marquis de Sade. FTP, name this Italian director of Salo, or the 120 Days of Sodom.

Answer: Pier Paolo Pasolini

10. Orphaned at age eight, he went to live with a wealthy uncle, who sent him to study mining engineering at Stanford. He graduated in 1895 and then began working in California mines as an ordinary laborer, but he soon obtained a position in Australia directing a new gold-mining venture. His relief work won him a reputation as a great humanitarian, which he lost in 1929 when the stock market crashed on his watch. FTP, name this successful engineer and Commerce who was not as lucky as president.

11.It is hypothesized that they cannot be seen in isolation because of their property of asymptotic freedom that mean the interactions between them get weaker as they come closer together. However, they may have been isolated at a point early in the history of the universe because of the deconfinement temperature. FTP, name these elementary particles that combine in pairs to make meson and in triplets to make baryons whose name was given to them by Murray Gell-Mann and taken from Finnegan’s Wake

12. He graduated Harvard University magna cum laude in 1973 and earned a Ph.D at Princeton in 1980, after which he taught philosophy at Harvard, Yale, Barnard, Williams, Haverford, and Paris. One of his works fused Marxism and Christianity by examining the works of W.E. B DuBois and Toni Morrison while another closely examined African Americans at the time of the 1992 LA Riots. FTP, identify this man whose works include Prophesy Deliverance! and Race Matters.

13. Those afflicted with this disease lack Barr bodies in their nuclei, are sterile, usually short, and often have webbed skin on their necks.  Affecting about one in 5000 phenotypically female babies, it causes girls to fail to develop secondary sexual characteristics or to menstruate when they reach puberty. 14. Teddy, The Laughing Man, Pretty Mouth and Green My Eyes, Down at the Dinghy, De Daumier-Smith’s Blue Period, Just Before the War with the Eskimos, and Uncle Wiggily in Connecticut are several of the stories contained in this collection. It was published in England with the title of another story: For Esme—With Love and Squalor. FTP, name this collection of short stories that also includes A Perfect Day for Bananafish and was written by J. D. Salinger.

15.He was the spiritual for Lady Paula and her daughter Eustochium. They followed him to Bethlehem where Lady Paula founded three convents and a monastery. He spent the last 35 years of his life governing the monastery as well as engaging in controversies with the Rufinus and the Pelagians. FTP, name this man most famous for his Latin translation of the Bible.

16. In 1885 this man succeeded his father as organist at ST. George’s Roman Catholic Church. Four years later he resigned to compose full time, but his pieces did not become famous until the Hungarian conductor Hans Richter performed this man’s Variations on an Original Theme. Later, The Dreams of Gerontius , based on a poem by the British churchman John Henry Newman, firmly established him as a composer. FTP, name this composer such late Romantic pieces as The Enigma Variations and Pomp and Circumstance.

17.He received his knighthood for running a field hospital in Bloemfontein during the Boer War and became embroiled in an Olympic controversy in 1908 when he helped marathoner Dorando Pietri cross the finish line. But he triggered an even bigger controversy in 1893, when he killed off his famous literary creation.  For ten points, name this author of "The Speckled Band"; the creator of Sherlock Holmes.

18.Its name means” land of ferns and marshes,” and much of its land is low and swampy. Ten percent of the land area is occupied by nearly 50,000 lakes. About 1/3 of this country lies north of the Arctic Circle, and the country extends into the Lapland regions in the extreme north. Some of its major geographic features include Lake Inari, Lake Oulu, and the Gulf of Bothnia on the west. FTP, name this country whose southern border consists of a gulf with which its is eponymous.

19. This artist’s early works were of traditional subjects, such as landscapes, still lifes, portraits, and interiors, but these paintings were met with so much hostility that he changed style completely. In the mid-1880s, influenced by the bright color of the impressionists and the grotesque imagery of earlier Flemish master Hieronymus Bosch, he turned toward avant-garde themes and styles. His parents owned a party goods store, and had many Mardi Gras masks, which might explain this Belgium’s style. FTP, name this painter, whose isolation aided him in painting such works as “The Intrigue” and “Christ Entering Brussels.”

20. Because of this conflict, Golda Meir was accused of not having Israel prepared militarily, and was subsequently forced to resign. During it, Arab nations placed on Western Allies an oil embargo, marking the first time it had been used as a political weapon. It began on October 6, 1973 when Egypt and Syria attacked trying to reclaim land lost in the 6-day war, and quickly ended with an Israeli victory but no change of ownership of land. FTP, identify this conflict, named for the Jewish Holiday on which it began.

He almost single-handedly renewed Germany’s literary tradition with his novels The Bread of the Early Years, House without Caretaker, and the Lost honor of Katarina Blum. FTP, name this author, winner of the 1972 Nobel Prize in Literature, who wrote the masterpiece Billiards at Half Past Nine.
