1. A college friend of Calvin Coolidge, he was appointed Attorney General in 1924, where he reorganized the FBI to contain it to nonpolitical activity. The next year he was appointed to the Supreme Court where he was generally conservative but did dissent in such cases as Minersville School District v. Gobitis where the Court ruled that children could be forced to salute the United States flag. In the case of U.S. vs. Butler, where the Agricultural


Adjustment Act was found to be unconstitutional, he dissented bitterly, objecting to the Court's undermining of Congressional power. FTP, identify this Supreme Court justice who dissented on more upheld opinions than any other, who was named Chief Justice in 1940.


	Answer: Harlan Fiske Stone





2. The first one was discovered by Dennis Walsh. In this case, it is a giant elliptical galaxy which produces an image of a more distant quasar. Predicted by the relativity theory, massive objects in space can act as one of these for light coming from more distant objects in the same line of sight with respect to observers on Earth. FTP, name this phenomenon where two or more identical images are produced.

3. It is formed by the confluence of the Holston and French Broad rivers and ends 652 miles later, after merging with the Hiwassee, Paint Rock, Duck, Clinch, Flint, and Elk rivers.  After flowing through Kentucky Lake, it empties into the Ohio river near Paducah, A system of dams makes the river navigable above Muscle Shoals.  FTP, name this river, which flows in a half circle through the states of Alabama and Kentucky as well as the one from which it takes its name.

4. Oscar and Benjamin join forces with their sister, Regina Giddens, to raise monwey to establish a cotton mill in their small sother town. Birdie, Oscar's wife, does not approve of the family's greed and urges Alexadnra, Regina's daughter, to escape the avaricious family. Ben and Oscar steal securities belonging to Horace, Regina's husband, and cut Regina out of the scheme totally, enraging her and revealing her true nature to Horace. FTP, these are the schemes of the Hubbard family in which Lillian Hellman play?

5. She stands as the symbol of maternal benevolence with her breasts as the source of succor and delight. Characterized as the lotus, at the beginning of every universal renewal, she provides the womb which gives birth to Brahma. FTP, name this Hindu goddess, the wife of Vishnu.


	Answer: Lakshmi





6. Subtitled Principles of Political Right, in the system it provides, each person serves two roles within the system: that of citizen and that of subject. As citizen, one joins with all others in the society to make laws which will be obeyed by all. As subject, one must follow these laws. A person known as a legislator is brought in to give the laws and then leaves, as the author believes that he who gives the laws must not live in the society to which he gave them. FTP, identify this work of political philosophy which tells of the conflict between the private and general wills, written by Jean-Jaques Rousseau.

7. He joined his country's national team when he was 16, the youngest player to join. From 1982 to 1984, he played for Barcelona but in 1984 Napoli acquired him, winning the Italian league for the first time in 1989. But, things would soon turn sour after being accused of drug use. FTP, identify this Argentinian, perhaps the second best player of all time.


	Answer: Diego Maradona





8. The two smaller quadrate and caudate lobes are attached to the larger right lobe, one of two large lobes. 75% of its blood supply comes from the portal vein, which transports digested nutrients from the intestines, hormones from the pancreas, and old red blood cells from the spleen.  The other 25 percent comes from the


hepatic artery.  FTP, identify this spongy, reddish brown organ that lies just below the diaphragm in the abdominal cavity, which metabolizes and stores carbohydrates, and metabolizes lipids and proteins.


	Answer: Liver





9. In 1862 a group of Peruvian workers attacked a group of Spanish Basque immigrants. The Spanish government took advantage of this action by sending an investigator/viceroy to report on the situation, after which Spain seized the Guano rich Chincha Islands and demanded payment for the attack on Basque workers. FTP identify this incident, the last attempt by Spain to reclaim territory in the Americas, ending with the defeat of the Spanish fleet off the coast of Callao, Peru.

10. It describes in narrative form the decline of Roman political freedom and  critically interprets the reign of the Julio-Claudian dynasty.  It discusses  the initial necessity of strong control over the government during the  militarily insecure period of Augustus but questions the tradition of empire  established by Tiberius' accession to the throne in the relatively stable time  following Augustus.  FTP name this work of Tacitus.


	Answer: The Annals





11. One of his most significant works is a four-volume study of the philosophy of Friedrich Nietzsche, and his later work discusses the manipulation of human beings by a technological society most notably in his Introduction to Metaphysics from 1953. His most famous work addresses the question "Why is there something, rather than nothing?" FTP, identify this German philosopher and author of Being and Time.


	Answer: Martin Heidegger





12. Experiments designed to search for this particle in proton collisions use energies from 10 to 20 TeV (Trillion electron volts). The field carried by this particle, also with the same name is a scalar


field that has the unusual property that its energy is higher when the field is zero than when it is nonzero.  FTP, name this particle first hypothesized by a University of Edinburgh physicist.


Answer: Higgs Boson





13. For a while, it was thought that the woman in this work may have been the mistress of the man who comissioned it. Indeed, the red bed dressing may represent passion and sexual love, but the fruit tree in the window represents fertility and the dog probably represents marital faithfulness. In the end though, the Duke of Camerino's letters to Titian refer to the subject only as a nude woman, so it is impossible to know who she really is. FTP, identify this painting which features a reclined nude who is compared to the Greek goddess of love. 


	Answer: Venus of Urbino 





14. As a youth, he was apprencticed to his uncle, a prosperous and influential goldsmith in London. He graduated Cambridge in 1820 and, three years later, was ordained in the Anglican Church. Influenced by Petrarch and Ben Jonson among others, his best work may well have been the epic poem "Corrina's Going A Maying." FTP, identify this Cavalier poet, many of whom's poetry includes references to a mysterious Julia, author of such works as "To Daffodils," "Ode for Ben Jonson" and "To the Virgins, to Make Much of Time." 


	Answer: Robert Herrick 





15. The Supreme Council of the National Economy managed wealth accumulated under this policy. Its goals were the nationalization of all means of production and transportation, the abolition of money, a single national economic plan, and compulsory labor. FTP identifies this Soviet economic plan that was instituted


 in 1921 that was so unsuccessful that the Bolsheviks resulted to the New Economic Policy in order to fuel new economic growth.


	Answer: War Communism





16. It is known as Baduk in Korea and Wei Ch'I in China, and it was developed nearly 4,000 years ago. Confucius spoke out against it, but Mao Zedong ordered his generals to study it. It is played on a rectangular board that consists of 19 horizontal and 19 vertical lines. Black and white pieces are placed on the board in alternation with the pieces being placed on any unoccupied intersection of the lines. FTP, name this board game that is most popular in Japan.

19. Marie Antoinette was his onetime singing pupil, and she brought him to the Paris Opera in the 1770's. After composing two dozen Italian-style operas, he tired of its tale conventions, reforming opera by getting rid of castrati singers, absurd plots, and ornamentation. When he arrived in Paris, his modest style contrasted with that of the Italian Niccolo Puccini, causing a major musical feud. For ten points, identify this Austrian, creator of "Orfeo et Eurydice" and "Iphigenie en Tauride".

20. He earned the nickname "the knife" while serving as the head of the Office of Management and Budget under Richard Nixon from 1972-73 because of his ability to economize and his penchant for cutting costs. He later would find himself embroiled in the Iran-Contra affair, as he was charged with five felony counts of lying and instructing a Congressional inquiry. He plead not guilty to the charges and eventually a federal judge dismissed the charge of obstructing the inquiry. FTP, name this man, one of five pardoned by Bush for their part in the affair, getting into trouble as Ronald Reagan's secretary of Defense.
