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Tossup 1: 
As a child he used to sleep on the floor because he wanted to experience the hardships that soldiers faced during World War I.  He studied under Heinrich Tessenow, and was offered a job as court architect for the monarchy of Afghanistan.  In 1931 he became the 474,481st person to join the Nazi Party.  For ten points, name this man sentenced to 20 years in Spandau prison at the Nuremberg trial.

Albert Speer
Tossup 2: 

It has been translated into 49 languages, from Arabic to Icelandic to Vietnamese.  It was compiled by Elias Lönnrot from 1828 to 1844 and centers on the three heroes, Väinämöinen the sage, Ilmarinen the smith, and Lemminkäinen the adventurer.  The epic helped fuel the nationalist movement and was a source of inspiration for artists such as Sibelius.  For ten points, name this work, the national epic of Finland.

The Kalevala

Tossup 3: 
More than 1,000 species of this plant have been identified. They are a good source of iron, potassium, beta-carotene and lecithin. Other names for the plant include fairy clock, cankerwort and Irish daisy.  The roots make a substitute for coffee, the leaves are used in salads, and the blossoms make a potent wine. For ten points, name this common yellow weed, originally brought to the New World by the Puritans, the most common of which is Taraxacum officinale.

Dandelions

Tossup 4: 

During his reign he abolished constitutional reforms and tried to establish a despotic state.  He completed the construction of the Temple of Jupiter and made his city one of the most important Etruscan trading centers.   His son was responsible for the rape of the matron Lucretia, which eventually led to a popular rebellion and the overthrow of the Etruscan monarchy.   For ten points, identify this man, the seventh and last king of Rome who died in 496 BC.

Tarquinius Superbus
Tossup 5:

It was made from a single casting of 1800 kilograms of bronze and took nine years to carve. The statue has characteristics of the god Mercury, probably because the artist was cured of syphilis when his enemies tried to poison him with mercury.  When finished and unveiled in 1554, it was over 3 metres high and positioned beneath the Loggia dei Lanzi as a symbol of Medici power.  For ten points, name this statue by Benvenuto Cellini, depicting the slaying of a Gorgon.

Perseus and Medusa

Tossup 6:

He once thought about selling his head for $54 and painted chairs for a science fair project. Among the people he knows are a 5-year-old vegetarian girl with false teeth and a kid who was given a transfusion of apple juice instead of blood. For ten points, name this Kids in the Hall character, who will eat seemingly inedible things for small sums of money, who has the same first name as the lead singer of Bush .

Gavin

Tossup 7:

This language has three articles, 26 diphthongs, 6 tripththongs, and 5 vowels, all of which are short.  It has no difference between masculine and feminine genders, although there is a neutral gender.  It only has two cases, nominative and genitive, but the genitive case is only used with monosyllabic words.   For ten points, name this language, the closest relative of English, spoken in the Netherlands and off the northwestern coast of Germany.

Frisian

Tossup 8:

The delegates at this council decided that their rulings were binding even on the pope and that regular meetings of such councils must be held. Its main purpose was to settle the question of papal succession, and it ended the schism between the popes of Rome and Avignon by electing Pope Martin V.  For ten points, name this council in a French city, held from 1414 to 1418, that condemned John Wycliffe as a heretic.

Council of Constance

Tossup 9:

This philosopher argued that man can become estranged from his own true nature.  He lived from 1804 to 1872 and his book The Essence of Christianity was translated into English by George Eliot in 1854.  Karl Marx wrote a series of theses based on this man’s works.  For ten points, name this German atheist and member of the Young Hegelians.

Ludwig Feuerbach

Tossup 10:
Born on September 22nd, 1958, he learned to play piano, flute, and saxophone as a child. He graduated as a Doctor of Law from the University of Pisa, but performed as a singer in night clubs to pay for voice lessons.  In 1992 he was discovered by Luciano Pavarotti from a demo tape of the duet “Miserare.”  For ten points, name this blind tenor, who has released best-selling albums such as “Romanza” and “Sogno.”

Andrea Bocelli

Tossup 11:

This season was a year of firsts for this pitcher.  He got his first Major League win and hit the first double, triple, and home run of his career.  He went 11-7 during the regular season, striking out 194 batters and compiling a 3.50 ERA, but is more noted now for breaking a postseason record in one game.  FTP, name this St. Louis Cardinal who walked 11 batters and threw 9 wild pitches in 4 innings during this year’s playoffs.

Rick Ankiel
Tossup 12:

In 1939 he became the first American writer to win both the Drama Critic's Circle Award and the Pulitzer Prize, which he refused to accept, for his play, The Time of Your Life.  In 1943, he won an Academy Award for his story The Human Comedy. For ten points, name this Armenian-American author of The Daring Young Men on the Flying Trapeze and My Name is Aram.

William Stonehill Saroyan
Tossup 13:

First detected in March 1979, the August 1998 detection set new records for the most intense burst of gamma-rays ever detected from a source outside our solar system. The bursts come from the deformation and cracking of the solid shell of these stars, which release pent-up energy in a “starquake.”  For ten points, identify this type of star, which have magnetic fields over one quadrillion times stronger than that of the Sun.

Magnetars
Tossup 14:

Born in Aachen, Germany in 1886, this architect worked in the family stone-carving business before he joined the office of Bruno Paul in Berlin. A modernist, he served as director of the Bauhaus and lived by the dictum “less is more.”  FTP name the father of the modern skyscraper, architect of the 880 North Lake Shore Drive apartments, the Barcelona Pavillion, and the Seagram Building. 

Ludwig Mies van der Rohe

Tossup 15:
The title character squeezes a blood-filled sponge over her sheets to make it look like she lost her virginity more than once.  The state of Massachusetts banned it from 1821 to 1966, until Grove Press convinced the Supreme Court that the book was not obscene.  For ten points, name this John Cleland novel, written in 1749 and subtitled Memoirs of a Woman of Pleasure.  

Fanny Hill

Tossup 16:

The most common modern forms of it are based on 18th century French designs. It is about 900 years old and is said to be a mixture of bagpipes, a fiddle, and a kazoo.  Common in French, Breton, and Hungarian folk music, Mozart and Bartok wrote pieces for this instrument, in which the strings are rubbed by a rosined wheel instead of a bow.  For ten points, name this instrument that once inspired a song by Donovan. 

hurdy-gurdy  

Tossup 17:

Dick Crum, Bill Mallory, Randy Walker, Ara Parseghian, Bo Schembechler, and Woody Hayes. All of these men once headed the football team at the all-time winningest program in the history of the Mid-American Conference. FTP name the legendary "Cradle of Coaches" located near Cincinnati that shares its name with a Florida city.

Miami University or Miami-Ohio

Tossup 18:

A messenger photon M is encoded with a certain polarization and sent towards a beamsplitter. Then two additional entangled photons, A and B, with complementary polarizations are created.  Photon A arrives at the same time as photon M and the two become indistinguishable, but as they travel to the same detector they must have complementary polarizations.  If A is complementary to M, B must then attain the same polarization as M.   For ten points, this describes what experiment, conducted at the University of Innsbruck in 1993?

Quantum Teleportation

Tossup 19:

Abu in Aladdin, Gogo Dodo on Tiny Toons, the gopher in Caddyshack, Norman the calf in City Slickers, Bronx on Gargoyles, Dr. Claw on Inspector Gadget, Kermit on Muppet Babies, Darwin the dolphin on Seaquest DSV, most of the voices on Transformers, and hundreds of other characters are the product of this man’s voice. For ten points, name this actor, the voice of Santa’s Little Helper and other animals on the Simpsons, and Freddy Jones on Scooby Doo.

Frank Welker

Tossup 20:
This disease was referred to in World War II as "Jeep rider's" disease, hospitalizing over 80,000 US army soldiers.  It is an acquired condition where ingrown hairs cause an infection in the natal cleft.  Bacteria, such as Staphylococcus aureus, and other debris enter this sterile area producing local inflammation, rupture of underlying fatty tissue, and acute purulent drainage. For ten points, name this affliction in which a nest of hairs can appear in the sacrococcygeal area after prolonged periods of sitting, a condition that allowed Rush Limbaugh get classified 4-F during the Vietnam War.

Pilondial abscess (or pilondial disease or pilondial cyst)

Tossup 21:

Two people walking along a canal, as well as a mother and her three children, were killed on the ground, but none of the 87 people on board were seriously hurt.  Bad weather from Tropical Storm Keith was given as the reason the plane could not brake and the radio tower reportedly lost contact with the plane as well.  For ten points, which airline was involved in this crash on the Texan border, near the towns of McAllen and Reynosa?

AeroMexico (Flight 250)
Tossup 22:

On this day, Boston commemorated the Massacre of 1770 for the first time and Charleston observed Palmetto Day.  Congress decided only to take the day off, but cities such as Philadelphia, Boston, and Charleston held celebrations typical of other holidays, with cannon salutes, the ringing of church bells, and most importantly fireworks.  For ten points, what specific day was this, the first anniversary of an important moment in American history?

July 4, 1777  (accept ​First Independence Day or equivalents)

Tossup 23: 

He was described as wearing a “pirate-like” outfit – white shirt, tight pants, and boots.  He had recently broken up with his girlfriend and told a security guard that he no longer wanted to live.  Around 9:15 pm he climbed over the barriers on the 86th floor and jumped to his death.  For ten points, name this 19-year-old Canadian who became the first person to jump from the Empire State Building since 1988 on October 7.

Sylvain Laverriere
Tossup 24:

He pioneered spherical trigonometry, including six fundamental formulas for the solution of spherical right-angled triangles and was one of the first to treat trigonometry as a new form of mathematics. He wrote on binomial coefficients centuries before Pascal later introduced them.  For ten points, name this Muslim mathematician, astronomer, philosopher, theologian, and physician who lived from 1201 to 1274.

Tossup 25:

They are part of the Fennoscandian Shield, with peaks averaging from 6000 to 8000 feet. The highest point, at 8104 feet, is Glittertinden in south central Norway. In Sweden they rise to 6926 feet at the highest peak, Kebnekaise. For ten points, name this mountain range, which forms most of the border between Norway and Sweden and occupies most of northern Norway.
